THE HARBOR IMPROVEMENTS.

In our last issue we referred, in our
notice of the meeting of the Board of
Trade, to the scheme submitted by Mr.

Shearer for the improvement of the har--

bor of Montreal, and which met, apparent
1y, with the general approval of the mem_
bers of that body. Itis with nointention of
undervaluing. the project submitted by
Mr, Shearer that we .remind our readers
that a plan, not differing essentially from
the one recently suggested, was brought
before the Commission of Engineers sitting
_in ‘the Harbor Commissioners oflice, in
September, 1875, by Mr. J. M. Vernon,in

a vely interesting and- elaborate report,
which, nevertheless, seems not to have
attracted much  attention at the time.

Mr. Vernon stated the objects for which
he understood the commission had been
called together. They were, 1st. To devise
the most eftective means of removing or
diminishing the ewrent. St. Mary, and
thus to remove the danger of drifting on
Ile Ronde, and to reduce the expenses of
towing incurred by shipping entering or
clearing the harbor. 2nd. To provide
ample wharf accommeodation for our
annually increasing shipping interests.
3rd. To provide for the most economical
terminal facilities by water and land
between the ocean, riverand lake vessels,
the city warehiouses, the wharves, and the
railways. 4th. To provide for an adequate
highway along the river front for the
movement of traffic, giving ample voom for
carts, waggons, &c., and also for a double
track railway, with sidings and branch
iracks to each wharl, for the transfer of
freight direct to the vessels or the cars,

Such were the objeets which Mr. Vernon
proposed to accomplish. Mr. Vernon pro-
ceeded to develop his scheme at consider-
able length in the paper to which we ave
only able to make a brief reference. After
pointing out the ecause of the current St.
Mary, Mr. Vernon proceeded to state his
remedy. lst. I propose'to change the
channel of the river to the south side of
St. Helen’s Island and to convert the pre-
sent harbor into an Immense basin com-
prising an area of about 1,500 acres, with a
depth of ‘water at the wharves of from 30
to 40 feet, and this can be accomplished
by makirg a water-tight embankment,
commencing at the abutment or there-
abouts of the Vicioria bridge at Point St.
Charles and continuing it along the shoals
to the south end of St, Helen’s Island,

“and, by constructing a similar embank-

ment from the lower end of St. Helen’s
Island across to Ile Ronde, and thence
across the present ship channel to the
main shore at the most econvenient point
for vailways, connecting with the basin and
the city. 2nd. The embankment to be
made perfectly water-tight and to be
elevated 30 feet above the summer level
of the river, with a width of 60 feet at top
which will give ample space for carriages,
street cars, and a double track railway
with sidings to connect the elevated rail-
way and warehouses herealter described.
The character of these structures would
remove all danger from ice shoves and
inundation of the city. 3rd. In these
embankments I propose to construct the
following locks, lst, a lock similar and
equal in capacity to those to be built in
the Lachine canal opposite "the North

Norman channel for the purpose of in-
gress and egress for steamboats or other
vessels going up or down the river ; 2nd,
a lock between St. Helen’s Island andlle
Ronde with a capacity suticient to ad-
mit our largest class of steamboats; and,
3rd, a compound lock in the present ship
channel, 650 feet long by 70 feet wide,
divided into 2 sections by an inner gate,
one 250 feet long and the other 400 feet
long. This lock will admit all classes of
vessels entering the port, 4th, I propose
to raise the water in the basin six feet or
more above the present wharves at the
entrance of the Lachine canal. This would
give the locks at e Ronde a lift of avout
10 feet, which would give from 30 to 40 feet
of water at the new wharves to be erected.
We have merely indicated the gen-
eral views of Mr. Vernon, which
occupy @ space beyond what it is in
our power to devole to the subject,
but which provide for a new channel,
commencing about the centre of Vie-
toria bridge and extending along the
south side of St. Helen’s Island to
the deep water below, the excavalions’
of the channel to be applied to the mak-
ing of the embankments, and a bridge to
be constructed from St. Helen’s Island to
the opposite shore. Mr. Vernon embraced

“in his scheme an elevated railway, com-

meneing at the Quebec barracks, which
was to be converted into a Grand Central
Station for all our railways, and extending
along the high bank to the Ile Ronde-
bridge, and from thence via St. Helen’s
Island to Point St. Charles. Not the least
important part of Mr. Vernon’s paper was
his reference to the cost of the proposed
works. lIe stated that the first question
to be answered before recommendingany
public work is ¢ will it be remunerative,”
directly or indirectly.” "That question
was answered thus, # T have already
stated that these works can be constructed
without increasing the harbour dues or
adding a single dollar to the taxation of
the people, which I am prepared to show,
should the commission consider it wor-
thy of their attention. It would be inter- -
esting to lemrn—and we shonld imagine
that Mr. Cramp or Mr. Shearer might be
able to give some valuable information on |
the subject—what opinion was formed by
the Commission ‘of Engineers as to the
merits of Mr. Vernon’s scheme, and also
whether he was invited to explain the
mode by which he expected to make the
expenditure remunerative. Although Mr.
Shearer’s scheme will be found to differ in
many respects from that of Mr. Vernon,
yet they are essentially the same in the
most important features ; and at a time
when the public interest has been excited
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on the subject, it is highly important to
have the views of the commission of 1875
Iaid before the Board of Trade. We ought
to- add that Mr. Vernon addressed a
letter to the Board of Trade ou the subject
of his letter ta the Commission of En-
gineers. '

QUESTIONABLE STATISTICS,

According to the statistics gathered by
the Corn Exchange of the nmovements of
produce at the port of Montreal from
January 1st to October 20th, 1880, the in-
crease of arrivals over the corresponding
period of 1879 amounts to 1,886,420
bushels, and the increase of shipments by
gea-going vessels for the same period, to
4,292,354 bushels. This gratifying exhibit
of the activity of our port would command
more confidence as toits correctness weve
not the figures of the statistics of arvivals
in open contradiction of those relating to
the shipments. It is not for the first
time that the incompleteness of the re-
turps furnished to the public have been
pointed out; unfortunately they cannot
fail to spread abroad 2 false idea of the
importance of our port, but when to the
inaccuracy of our statistics is added the
total omission of a cereal, the export of
wlich has led to outlets heretofore un-
kunown te the grain trade, the computa-
tion of the commerce of this port becomes
mere guess-work.

The following is a comparative table of
receipts at and exports of produce from
the Port of Montreal from January Ist to
Qctober 20th, 1880:

Showing an excess of exports over

arrivals of 30,232 barrels of” flour and of
938,870 bushels of grain; and yet these
figures do not exhibit the tull amount of
the discrepancy between the two state-
ments, as the consumption of the city and
its suburbs does not enter into the ac-
count,

Supposing that the 30,232 barrels of
flour, excess of shipments over receipts,
were the product of the 160,734 bushels
wheat, excess of arrivals of wheat over
shipments, the consumption of the 160,
000 people forming the population of Mon-
treal and its suburbs is not provided for,
fm_d consequently a considerable quantity

of wheat that does not appear in the re-
ceipts must have been turned into four
by the millers of the city. Allowing the
usual average of 5} bushels ol wheat per
head and per annum, which gives 240 lbs.
of flour, or 312 lbs. ol bread a year; or 13}
ounces per day to every inhabitant, 697,-
500 bushels must have been received for
the feeding of the population of Mountreal
and its suburbs during the first ten months
of this year—omitting all account of the
quantity of flour used as gloss or starch in
the cotton mills and other industries.
Peas show an excess of export af 569,-
719 bushels over receipts; and oats, that
amount only to 634,606 bushels in the
arrivals, figure for 1,630,130 bushels in the
exports, a difference of 975,464 bushels
over receipts. If to this excess of ship-
ments be added the quantities used for
horse-feed in the city and the 534,900
bushels representing the 53,490 barrels of
oatmeal, excess of exports, we arrive at
the conclusion that very neatly two mil-
lions of bushels of outs must have been
received in the city that escape all record.
An excess of exports of 485,543 boxes of
cheese and of 23,350 kegs of butter over
arrivals further indicate the degree of
care taken in collecting correct informa-
tions as to the business of the port. It is
almost incredible that a large exportation

of cereal produce, effecting an opening of

new business with foreign countries and
creating an additional demand for our
grain crop, has been going on Tor the last
two years, without the amount of that
new trade, its importance and extent,
obtaining the slightest mention in the re-
cords of the trade of this city. How many
bushels of rye have been received in this
market and shipped abroad during 1879
and the present year? No statistics of
the port will tell. The tables of trade and
navigation report for 1878-79 an exporta-
tion of 640,000 bushels. Probably this
trade has doubled in amount during the
present year, and extended to still other
countries, for never has the demand for rye
been so general and steady, mnor the
movement ot the crop so necessary to
be understood. But two years time
is, perhaps, not suflicient to establish the
proper machinery for the registration of a
new line of exports that may have died
awry owing to good crops elsewhere before
we learn aught of its importance.

The contemplated consolidation of the
three commercial corporations of Mont-
veal intn one hody may do much for the
mercantile interests of the city, but in
no way can these interests be better
served than by the collection of statistics
relating to our port, as accurate and reli-
able as those of New York or Chicago.

COMMERCIAL UNION.

We are assured by the Toronto annex-
ation organ that ‘a moral reunion of all
¢ who own Gireat Britain as their parent
“ and speak the tongue of Shakespeare is
“an idea which is fast, though silently,
¢ becoming a fact, and against which it
“is as useless to wrestle with angry
“ denunciations and appeals to evil
“ memories as it would be to wrestle
“ against the diffusion of the morning
“light. We had occasion recently to
notice a statement made by Mr. Ander-
son, bL.1., that Mr. Wharton Barker’s com-
mendations regarding Canada are “like-
“ly to engage the serious consideration of
“ the government of the United States,”
that Canadais to be “a leading political
“ question of the immediate tuture, and
¥ even that it was lilkely to become a pro-
“ minent feature in the policy of the
“ Qarfield administration.” M. Wharton
Barker and the annexation monthly hold
substantially the same views ; they desive
to establish what is designated “Com-
mercial Uninn,’’ as a means to an end, that
end being the annexation o® Canada to
the United States. We cannot be sur-
prised that Mr. Wharton Barker should be
favorable to the acquisition of Canada by
the United States, and if the government
af that country should be induced to be
lieve, what they ave constantly assured of,
viz.,, that all the loyal utterances, and
manifestations of the people of Canada,
proceed merely {rom the lips, while «t
heart they are “fast, though silently,”
estranged  from the great
Empire, with which it has been their
pride to be associated, it is by no means
improbable, that Mr., Awlerson’s ¥ most
reliable authority  may be found to have
had some ground for the information
which he has conveyed.

We confess that we hardly know what
is the real state of public opinion in
Canada. We have two political parties
each contending for supremaecy in the
Parliament of the country, precisely as in
every country, enjoying representative
institutions, Parties holding one set of
opinions desire to be sustained Ly the
suffrages of  the majority. Both these:
parties profess that they are satisfied
with our political constitution, under-
which we enjoy as large a measure of
freedom as any people in the world. Such
are the professions of the people, as in-
dicated by their representatives in Purliv-
ment. [t is, however, boldly asserted by
certain’ writers that in secret the repre-
sentatives of the people are dissatistied -
with the institutions under which they
live, wd that they are desivous of being
annexed to the neighboring republie. - 1f -~
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Mr. Goldwin Smith, the reputed writer of
{he 1emarks which we have quoted from
the ‘foronto organ, is correct, then the
members of both ihe Cauadian political
parties are consummate hypocrites, and
it might be difficult to determine which
contains the . greatest number. ‘The
Toronto Globe, the journal which has been
yecognized as the chielorgan of the liberal
party, has given no unceriain sound mn
Jespunse to the utterances of the annex-
auion monthly and its defunct ally in
Montreal ¢ devoted to Canadian Emaneips
ation.” It has been attacked by the chief
organ of the conservative administration,
which, to use the language of another
cot servative organ in: St Joln, N.B.,
“ expressed its sympathy with Professor
Swith when wantonly assailed.’ The
anvexation orgun congratulates itself that
“ the attempts of certain journalists,
# gtyling themselves liberals, to Jimit
“ freedom of discussion in Canada and to
% ¢rush by personal libel those who pre-
“ sumed to pass the limit,” have ended
in failure.

We are not ourselves aware that there
has been even.a suggestion on the part of
any one in Canada that it was expedient
1}) interfere with the freedom of the
press, and we can therefore draw no other
¢onclusion than that the annexationist
orgun claims the privilege of being allow-
ed to sap the loyalty of the people, with-
out Leing answered, those who venture to
depart from his views being subjected to
the imputation of “unscrupulous and
venomous persistency,” and of endeavor- -
“ing to crush by personal libel.” We are
unaware of any ‘ personal libel” having
been uttered against the learned editor
of the organ referred to. We are equally
unaware -of any proposition to place
restrictions on the freedom of the press,
and we must therefore infer that those
who venture to depart from the recom-
mendations of that organ to change their
allegiance are deserving of the censure
of the recognized organs of a canservative
minority. It is, in the words of a conser-
vative organ of the Dominion Government
in New Brunswick, quile natural, that the
it Mail should be the vehicle through which
Professor Smith replied to the Globe's
assaults”” - Qur own Opinion would have
Leen, that the least natural vehicle for
an annexationist to employ, would be the
rocognized- organ - of a Conservative
Government, and more especially when
that annexationist openly imputed to the
party of which the Mailis an organ that
though openly . professing loyalty its
members are consummate hypocrites and
secreb advocates of annexation.

We are by o means unaware that the

writer {or the annexation periodical has
$wo strings to his bow, and that while com-
plimenting Sir John Muacdonald person-
ally to an extent that bas induced the
congervative organs, with hardly an ex-
ception, to throw their shiclds over him,
he loses no opportunity of paying equal
homage to Mr. Blake, which. he has done
so ¢ffectually as to have gained over the
London ddvertiser and the statesmen by
whom that journal is supposed to be in-
spired. Mr. Blake was weak enough to
commit himself"to a scheme which would
be still less acceptable than annexation
to the Canadian people, and has thereby
earned the gratitude of revolutionists, It
has not been made apparent, since his
clection to the leadership of the liberal
party, whether that party isto adopt. what
we may without impropriety term his
hobby, or whether he intends to defer to
what we sincerely believe to be the views
of the great majority of the Canadian
people of all parties. We may take the
opportunity of informing our conservative
contemporary in St. John, N.B.. that when
we stated that the systematic toadying of
Mr. Goldwin Smith, editor of the organ
in question, hy conservative journals had
excited disgust in the mind- of' a majority
of their supporters, we did so deliberate-
ly, and with good ground for so dom"
We admit that party politicians nn)’
under the same influence as the party
journals, tamper with their loyalty for
the sake of obtaining the support of his
pro-annexation paper 'in their contests
with their opponents, but there are in
every part of the Dominion independent
conservatives who take no interest in the
mere personal contests, who are intensely
disgusted at the enlente cordiale between

an avowed annexationist, who is devoting

his talents, which are universally acknow-
ledged, to the promotion of the cause of
revolution, and the leaders of a conserva
tive party.

Although we have devoted more space
than we had intended to what may be
deemed irrelevant matter to the particu-
lar subject which has led to our remarks,
we must express our hope that the ad-
vocates of commercial union will favor us
with their ideas as to the mode by which
that system is to be established.

to be entitled? If not, and that it is pro-
are to havea voice in deter-
mining the extent of our own taxation,
then we should like further to be informed
of the ground on which it is imagined that
the Congressjof the United States would
consent to give Canada a veice in deter-
mining what duties should be imposed on
imports into the United States?

We have heard a good deal of * com-
mevrcial union ' within the last year or so,
but we have never yet seen a satisfactory
explanation of the term. We are not
much surprised at the reticence of those
who make no seereb of their conviction
that *“commercial union™ must lead to
annexation, but when journals like the
London ddeertiser, which are identified
with a politieal pavty, profess themselves
favorable tosuch a policy, we may fairly
claim from them a clear exposition of
their views.
THOMAS HUGHES

TECTION.

Mr. Hughes has bearded the lion in his
den. In his recent lecture in Philadel-
phia, the head quarters of protection and
the residence of Wharton Barker; he des-
canted to his andience on the merits of
free trade, and on the dearness of every-
thing in America. Ie was subjected to a
cross-examination by areporter, and, if we
can believe the said reporter’s version of
what passed, he endeavored to evade &
discussion, possibly from a different mo-
tive from that attributed to him. He was
asked whether a working-man could not
live as cheaply in America as in England,
and had to acknowledge that food was
cheap, and several other necessaries, but
car fares, railroad rates, and express
charges are ever so much higher. The
Protectionist journals are not inclined to
shrink from the discussion which has been
provoked by Mr. Hughes. In reply to
his general proposition that articles which
cost a shilling in England cost a dollar
here, they argue that, while some manu-
factured articles are dearer in the United
States than in England, the wages of
a labouring man are quite twice as much
as those that are paid in England ; while
food, which takes nearly three-fourths of
4 man's ws 'wes, is not only very much
cheaper in this country, but much better,
and more varied. Then again it is con-
tended that there are quantities of manu-
factured articles of common consumption
which are sold at prices quite as low as
those which prevail in England.  Thesé

Your Directors may be expected to report on
the manuner in which the business hag beeu con-
ducted, nnd the causes that have been at work
to bring about such deplorable results. They
woull simply state that_the bank does not ap-
peas 1o have been brought into its present posi-
tion beeause of an excessive number of failures,
or ou account of the great depression of busi-
ness the city and Province has expericnced pre-
vious to and cince the great tire.  Neither doeg
it appear to bhave been from an imperfect systen’
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 of bookkeeping, for the books have been wéll

kept, aud :clearly show the stute of the differrnt
accounts it all times, but rather because of not
adhering to sound : well established baunking
pringiples. From the very starty instead of can-
tiously and pradently disiributing the loans
among local horrowers in small risks, a_prefer-
ence seems 1o hnve heen given to lonning out
en bloe sums, the then Dhiectors seeming not to
have acted on the principle that it is * berter 1o
keep our money locked up in the sufe, or em-
ployed on undeninble security at a low rate of
interest, than to trust it to wmen of large ambi-
tion and small capitn], who are ready to borrow
immense sims on slender zecurity,” simply on
their own name, or on that ol sowe pariner or
associnte, and quite willing 10 pay any rate of
juterest.

Dividends were declared and paid when ihe
earnings did not wurrant this, and as fir buck
as 1876 the bank’s capital appears to have been
Tocked up if not imypaired, while from that time
i 1o the end of 1878 (when Crawford's fisilure
seens to have given the finishing blow to the
banlk's credit) the earning power vt the bank ap-
pears to have depended on iis eredit and the
financial ability of the cashier. '

Although losses to the exient of $538,828
exclugive of what will yet have to be written
off s loss by Killan & Co., have been sustained,
and the shareholders bave been deprived of
dividends for seven hali years, itis some con-
solation to kaow that the public will notsuller
any losg, and that the shaceholde s need enter-
tain no fenrs of further calls or of double abil-
jtv, but on the conteary way fuok lor a retwrn
of n little of the capital.

With regard to the bank continuing to do
business, 1t is known 1o your Directors that
swhile some of the stockhiolders are unwilling
and unable 1o furnizh eay il forits continuance
there are othiers who ave desivons that the char-
ter shoull not become extinet. - By the con-
tinned existence of the charter, 1he ¢ost of ob-
taining the necessary legislation to wind up the
bank would not only be saved, but the asseis
would be inereased 10 the extent of whatever
the charter may be worth. Your' Directors
thereforé are of opinion that the yresent share-
holders shonld seek ta secure this double gain.

INTERESTING SUIT FOR DEFALCA-
TIONS,

In' the Province of Ontario the County
Registrars of Deeds are required, since the be-
ginning of 1873, to refund o the County fifty
per cent. of their fees over and above £3,500;
that is to say, if the gross aggregate is
$7,500, the Registrar retnins 5,500 and pays the
balance to the County Trensurer, on or hefore
the fifteenth of January in the year succeeding
that during which the fees are collected. The
Registrar s also required 't make duplicate
returns underonth of all his fees to the County
Tresisurer and the Provincinl Seeretary on the
same day that he pays the refund.  The County
of Bru.('t‘, though by no weans the lurgest of
Ontario Connty, overtops all other connties in
the matter of Registey fees by over 1,000,
The res-on of which” may. be seen in ihe
sequel. In 1875 there was a verdict against
the Registrar tor the exaction of jllegal fees
as follows: Where he hud charged 82
was adjudged 1o huve over-charged %2.00.
Where he charged :31.65, the proper charge

of

W5, he

was 26 cents, and where he had charged 35
cents, 10 cents was the proper fee; this was in
Seprember or October.  The ease is reported
in Vol.26 Common Plens Reports, Ont Last
year he, unfortunately for himszclf, di-puted his
assessment of $6,000 for income. The Court
of Revision reduced it on his oath o 2,500,
but the Connty Judge restored the original
nssessment, and the investigation gave n clue
10 a sefaleation to the Conmy of between
SG,000 nud 7,000, of which e pnid $3,000 a
few days after. In October the assessor sued
him for o livel, on which he hns since re-
covered 8500 dumages, and the Registear not
knowing that the autlorship of the libel had
heen discovered, thought the suit was for the
defaults, and he paid over 354 more, which
covered nearly 1he whole claim for the preced-
ing Year, the refund for which should have
been paid on Junuary 15th preceding. It was
the return for this yeanr which was produced
before the County Judge, nnd the Registear,
like the ostrich ‘with itz head in the sand,
thought he wis safe. His persecutors, however,
got copies of his returns to. the Governmeat.
aod these did not in all enses covrespond with
the dnplieates in tis Treasurer's *hands, and
several duplientes were entirely absent.  Lavge
digerepancies appearetdt in the totals, and all
on the same side.  Other considernble sums
appeared as marging between' the amoums
refunded as in the printed Anditor’s Reports and
the sums due by 1he Registrn’s Returns,

The exact amount due to the County for seven
yenrs was 1hus supposed, but only supposed to
be ascertained, and the County Conncil in De-
comber lust ordered himto pay up with interest.
On the 16th Janunry following he paid up
3,257 for 1879 and S252.450 iur interest on over-
due payments in former years, The Council
met towards the end of January, and finding o
Inrge defrult still existing. and the duplicate
returng Yor several sears. still wmnade, asked
the Governmem for’ a commission of enquiry.
The Warden went to the Guvernment 1o press
the ense, but the Registrar  followed him into
the Executive Council @hamber, denied the
Warden's statements, declared he had made all
the returns, and that be was justified by lnw and
equity for the alleged defuults, The Warden
baflied before the Executive, by this brazen
proceeding, issned a writon the 20th Febru-
ary. Ou the 12th Mareh, the defendant swore
in substance that he owed the County nothing,
and by means of this oath got in a demurrer
which threw the case over the assizes in April.
Un the 13th e paid the Treasurer $1,116.98,
and begged for quarter.  On the 20th, he filed
his plens and demurrer and pleaded the above
payment, and as soon as the nssizes were over,
he applied to strike out his own demurrer,
document which the presiding Judge described
as disgracelul.

The trial came on on the 28th ultimo. The
plaintiffs could not go beyond the defendant’s
own receiving book (which is kept under the
statute), and compare them with his returns and
compare the returns with his payments.  There
were sums aggregating nbout 3500 on which he
said the inspector authorized him 1o keep the
percentage. In the return for 1875, the year
of the overcharges suit, he deducted 3823 for
overcharges made by him, in which he cluimed
the Connty had novight to share. There was
no reference to this deduction in the sworn du-
plicate yeturn to the County Treasurer, and it
was like the others entirely unknown, except to
himself, until a certified copy of a return pre-
viousty made to the Governtnent was produced.
On ibe - day before the trinl a discrepaney of
S553 was discovered in the return for 1876 be-
tween it and the buoks, and this was sworn by
1he Deputy Registrar to have been 20 dedueted
for the approximnte over-charges of the three
first months of 1876, subsequent 1o the verdiet,
being at the tre of 32212 per annum for over-
charges..or illegal fees. The verdiet for over-
churges was as had been stated in 1875, and it
was sustained by the full Court in a ungnimons
judgment delivered abont the end of Marel,
although it was pretended at the trinl that the
system of over-charges was then stopped, It is
nolsu, however ;_nnother verdict with certificate .

for cosls was obtained in May following for
over-churges made in April, but this verdict
was lost,  The aver-charges were mnde know-
ingly and wilfully in' the teeth of a former ver-
dict, but a plea uf no notice of action was
allowed-to - prevail in fivor of a publie officer
nering in this way. In 1878 the Registrar made
no return at all 1o the County Treusuver, It
waus discovered thar he rewnined S9:1 of the
county’s percentage, snd he wrote the Conuly
Treasnrer that he had ecarried the above cases
to the Court of Error and Appeal and won them
there, which, it is stated, he did not do. He had
in fact the eouniy's percentage on $822 in 1875
and on in three meaths of 1876 because
he lost those cases, and in 1877 he kept 3921 on
the pretence that he had won them, The
damuing facts of the case were suppressed at
the trial by the adwission of everythina, The
verdict of 1377 daoes not include but is exelu-
sive of 31118.98 paid on the 13th March, three
weeks after action, The contention with Re-
gistrar only dates from December. Till then
the Treasurer, Auditers, and County Council-
Jors limited 1themselves 1o suspicions, and were
profoundly in the dark asto the renl facts.

Toronto 1145 lost one who was said to be her
weanlthiest citizen in the death of Mr. John
Oawthra, which took place in that city on
Tuesday jast.  Mr. Dabbie, Inte of the firm of
Dobbie & Carrie, of Toronte, who died on Wed-
nesday, will e misged, among others, by the
many young wmen whom he was accustomed to
nssist in varions ways on their arkival in
Canada.

ILLEGAL INSURANCE.

Some of 1he Plate Glass compaunies have been
suffering for some time through the doings of
one or two unlicensed concerns who have little
to commend themy bryond the title they bear.
Goncerns of no respensibility can well afford to
pile up at any price linbilities which they may
or may not pay when veeasion demands, If
insurers will consider how far they would be in-
clined to trust such people with a few bundred
dollars their relations will appear in a proper
light. The following letter will explain jtself:

[In reply, Ubeg o say that said institu-
tion has no muthority whatever from this De-
partment to msqrc.plulc glass, Tt has no seen-
rities, on deposit, in this department. for the
protection of its policy-holders, and makes no
report of its condition {o sny state officer.
Last winter 2 bill was jniroduced in the Siate
Legislature 1o bring associntions of this kind
within the Insurance laws, but the officials of
the Lioyds in sume manner procored the defeat
of the measure, [ have no knowledge whatever
of the persons connected with the association.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.
Tuerspay, Oct. 28th, 1880,

The mevreantile and finaneial situation here
is not essentinlly changed, as. compared with
the dmie of onr last review. The volume of
trade since the beginning of the month has
shown n steady shrinkage, but it has not fallen
below respectable proportions considering the
advanced period of the season, when u decreased”
demand fur geueral merchandize is invaviably
expected.  That Lusiness is less active, and
values less buoyant than at the like period of
last year is mainly due to-the fact that
speculation, so rampant & year -ago, i3
now almost wholly in abeyance; but prices
of ‘all staple articles arc subject to very
much less fluctuation than last year, and the
continued report of prompt and sutisfactory re-
mittances, and & corresponding decrease of re-
newals is one of many preofs that 1he country
is steadily, though perhaps slowly, increasing
in realized wealth, and is in a much more pros-
perous condition than a year ago. In those
branches of trade in which onr business men
are obliged to forceast the future in all tleir
dealings, the Presidentinl election, to take
pluce next week, necessitates o balting policy,
and consequently o falling-off in transactions.
