The people say that some bodies 
were hurled and that others were taken on 
mules to Jacobsdal, where the English 
wounded were also taken. Commandant 
Albrecht'a wagon, perfectly fitted up as 
a pharmacy and surgery, was captured. 
The enemy s loss was more than ours and 
their morale had been much shaken."

The Boer Version.

New York, Dec. 5.—That Field Marshal 
Lord Roberts will be ordered to Cape Town 
to take chief command of all the British 
forces in South Africa to supersede General 
Bulier, la a prevailing rumor, says a London 
cable to The Journal and Advertiser. Lord 
Roberts ranks next to Lord Wolseley, the 
Commander-In-Chief of Her Majesty's 
forces, and was long commantier-ln-chief In 
India. This news caused a decided commo­
tion in military quarter* which were al­
ready greatly agitated by tfie ordering out 
of 10,000 fresh men, under Major-General 
Thomas Kelly-Kenny, Inspector-General of 
the auxiliary forces and recruiting. Military 
experts think General Bulier has enough to 
do to look after Natal, while Generals Gat- 
acre, French and Methnen are operating al­
most as Independent commanders. Conti­
nental critics insist that the Boer tactics 
will land General Methuen at Kimberley so 
weakened that he will not be able ho move 
toward Bloemfontein or Pretoria, because 
his lines behind him will be cut by raiders.

Frightened at First.

I felt rather frightened at first, but It 
soon wore off, and then I felt very des­
perate, and d'd not care much what hap­
pened, and that was what most of us 
thought when we compared notes after.

The city had no 
right to Interfere, as It was a bargain be­
tween the Metropolitan and the C.P.R..

The Ideal of 
n domestic science coarse Is to place every­
thing relating to the house on the basis of 
scientific knowledge instead of mere ex­
perience and instinct. To demand trained 
services for jroman’s work, whether It be 
as housekeeper or servant, means to give 
added dignity and respect to woman’s work; 
to reclaim it from the ranks of unskilled 
labor to the position of trained and skilled 
service will gain all the power ,and respect 
tor It that similar movements have done for 
untrained tabor in other lines. The import­
ance of domestic science from simply In­
dustrial and economic standpoints Is rivalled 
by the importance of the gain to the wo­
man worker. She will command respect 
for her ability. It has long been onr cry 
that woman’s work was Judged net on Its 
merits, but as woman’s work, and It will 
continue to be so until housework, which 
occupies so large a portion of women's 
time, Is performed in such a way that it 
is capable of being judged as work and not 
B certain Individual’s work.

This long preamble is written In the 
hope of interesting you and capturing your 
support In giving publicity to the movement 
for domestic science. The American women 
have been working for years to place home- 
making on a scientific basis; and to their 
college scientific training they have added 
years of practical experience. It is a ques­
tion in my own mind whether we shall 
ever get beyond popular • cooking with a 
slight mlxtnre of theory until onr college 
women are prepared to study the subject 
as scientifically as they now do mntbema 
tics, but In order to hasten that time we 
want to bave a coarse of lecture» given 
by women trained on the scientific aspect 
of home-making. There is a meeting call­
ed for Friday, Dec. 16, in the Normal 
School, at which addresses will be deliver­
ed by Mrs. Hoodless of Hamilton, the Min­
ister of Education and others, with the 
hope of Interesting college women, teachers 
and thoughtful women generally in the ne­
cessity for more exact ideas of domestic 
science, and with the hope of gaining their 
co-operation in having the lectures given.

The regular monthly meeting of the Wo­
men's Canadian Historical Society will be 
held in the society's room, Educational 
Building, on Thursday, at 3 p.m. The first 
of a series of papers on Canadian History 
will be read by Miss Fltzglbbofi. Her sub­
ject will be “War of the Conquest Subse­
quent to the Fail of Quebec." Miss Con­
stance Boulton will also read a paper on 
“Sir William Johnson at Niagara."

the beet sugar industry.
The World has on sundry occasions drawn 

attention to the fact that Canada la with­
out a single beet sugar factory, and also 
that this la due not to any Inadaptability of 
the country or climate but to a lamentable 
lock of enterprise on the part of Canadians. 
In view of some recent agitation, which we 
hope will be fruitful, we think It well to 
draw the attention of the public over again 
to the Industry.

It Is now one hundred and fifty years 
since a German chemist discovered that 
the particular beet known as the sugar beet 
e-,en then, on account of Its sweetness, 
contained sugar, which he showed could be 
extracted. Sugar was only a luxury In 
those days, and his discovery commanded 
little or no attention. Later French and 
German manufacturers took hold of the 
matter and found that, with the increased 
demand for the article, they could make It 
from the beet and compete quite easily 
with the tropically manufactured cane 
si gar. And In France, Germany and Aus­
tria the Industry took root and grew, »o 1 
that, until quite recently, these countries 
have supplied the Wet sugar for the mar­
kets of the world. A few years ago a start 
was made by our neighbors to the south of 
us. A few factories were built and easily 
put on a paying basis. Congress, with Its 
usual generosity, took hold of the matter

This Is certainly 
the extreme limit of Montreal's capacity 
at the present time, and to maintain tble 
ccparity Involves a continuous outlay In 
the dredging of the shallows between Mont­
real and Quebec. The distance of water be- 
tween the two cities la 160 miles. Of this 
distance 49 mile. In the aggregate have >o 
be dredged to afford a channel for vessels 
of 27 feet draught. The lowest motion ot 
shallow water la through Lake St. Peter, a 
distance ot 17% miles. The bottom here Is 
of a soft material and continually shifting, 
lie Contrecour channel, with a length of 
7 roller had only 26 feet of water at low 
water In 1896. The St. Croix bar of al­
most a rMle la one of the worst spots In the 
channel. Even daring the past season It 
was not unusual for ships to have to wait 
here for the rising tide. The channel, as 
a whole, le tortuous and shifting, and It Is 
. matter of surprise that so few mishaps 
have occurred In It.

The question for Canada to decide is 
whether It will pay better to dredge these 
49 miles of shallows from year to year1 or 
to Improve the terminal facilities at Que­
bec and make that the port par excellence 
of the St. Lawrence. The tendency of the 
times Is toward, larger and larger vessels. 
We have 22-foot vessels In the Great Lakes. 
Parry Sound will probably soon be receiv­
ing vessels that could *otf%e accommodated 
In Montreal. If Montreal Is to keep pace, 
with its rivals on the Atlantic millions and 
millions will be required to deepen the ap­
proaches to the port. The Winuefredlan 
recently sailed from Boston with a draught 
of 32 feet For vessels of this capacity 
Montreal is, of course, out of the question. 
There Is nothing more certain than that 
bigger steamships will displace those now 
In service. Before this country is commit­
ted to any large expenditure for dredging 
a deeper channel for the benefit of Montreal 
the relative merits of the two ports oqght 
to be threshed ont, especially with regard 
to the future necessities of traffic. On the 
one band we have Quebec, capable of ac­
commodating the largest vessels now afloat 
or likely to be constructed. On the other 
hand we have Montreal, at best only 160 
mile, farther inland, but difficult of ap­
proach for 27-foot vessels, and Involving 
endless expense If it Is to be made access­
ible to such vessels as the Oceanic or the 
Wlnnefredlaik There will probably be 

for both ' ports, bat what we should 
guard against is attempting to enlarge the 
port of Montreal beyond Its economic capa­
city and neglecting to take advantage of 
the natural facilities of Its rival.

ended June 30, 1889, aggregated nearly 
$<jll,000,1X10. Customs receipts were over 
$200,000,000, and those from internal reve­
nue about $274,uOU,UOU. For tne same period 
the expenditures were $700,003,564, leaving 
a deficit of a little over $89,000,000. Tne 
Secretary of the Treasury estimates that 
the receipts for the current fiscal year will 
aggregate nearly $641,000,000, and the ex­
penditures about $601,000,000.

Banking and i'finance.
Mr. McKinley then turns his attention to 

the condition of the Treasury, which, he 
says, is most gratifying. The available 
cash balance on Dec. 1, lbOO^was $278,000,- 
000, of which over $220,000,000 was in gold 
coin and bullion, and customs receipts are 
now almost entirely paid In gold.
President asks Congress to take up banking 
matters, and urges that national banks be 
authorized to organize with a capital of 
$13,000.

President McKinley then proceeds to dis­
cuss the standard of money, and says : “I 
urgently recommend that tb support the 
existing gold standard, and' to maintain 
the parity In value of the coins of the two 
metals (gold and silver), and the equal j 
power of every dollar at all times, in the j 
market, the Secretary of the Trea- : 
sury be given additional power," 1
and says the very situation points
to the present as the most fitting time to 
make adequate provision to Insure the con­
tinuance of the gold standard, and of pub­
lic confidence In the ability and purpose of 
the Government to meet all Its obligations 
In the money which the civilized world 
recognizes as tht best.

The President recommends that a portion 
of the gold holdings shall be placed in a 
trust fund, from which greenbacks shall be 
redeemed upon presentation, but, when 
once redeemed, shall not thereafter be paid 
out, except for gold.

Going on to discuss the subject of trusts 
and combines, Mr. McKinley says that If 
the present law can be extended ao as to 
more certainly control monopolies or trusts, 
it should be done without delay.

Foreign Relatione,
The message, in discussing foreign rela­

tions, says all complications are shaping I 
toward settlement. As to the Alaskan 
boundary dispute, a reference Is made to 
the Joint High Commission for the settle­
ment of the twelve matters at issue be­
tween Canada and the United States, name­
ly, the question of the fur seals, the fish­
eries of the coast anil contiguous Inlaud 
waters, the Alaskan boundary, the transit 
of merchandise in bond, the alien labor 
laws, mining rights, reciprocity In trade, , 
revision of the agreement respecting naval 
vessels in the great lakes, a more complete 
marking of parts of the boundary, provision 
for the conveyance of criminals, for wreck- j 
lng and salvage. It Is stated that much pro-1 
gross has been made In relation to many of 
these questions, and that a. temporary 
agreement has been reached as to the boun­
dary. The President hopes a permanent I 
bo mid ary line will eventually be establish­
ed. On all other questions the most friend- j 
ly relations are said to exist between the 
United States aud Great Britain.

Neutrality as to the War.
The message refers to the Brltlsh-Boer 

war, and says a neutral attitude has been 
and will be maintained, and that the policy 
will be to avoid entangling alliances.

The Samoan convention Is to be soon sub­
mitted to the Senate.
