ON THE CALLING OF DUOCKS.

Duck shooting conditions for the past
week have been variable, according to
locations selected by different sportsmen.
Last Sunday, altho a warm, hot day, was
favorable to the getting of many’ nice bags
of ducks. What the shooters look upon as
an idedl day is the occasion when the
ducks, in the morning and evening flight,
come to the decoys, flock after flock. The
shooter meanwhile sits in his blind and

this comparatively easy method of duck
shooting, the work gnd sporf are not to be
compared with what is necessary for a
successful day’s shooting when the birds
are scattered and flying here and there,
and so-called weather conditions not favor-
able to giving one a crack every few min-
utes.

Under the latter: conditions the sports-
man who is a good ‘‘caller” and under-
stands the ways and habits of the differ-
ent varietics of ducks frequenting his hunt-

ing ground is the one who, when he meets
his fellow hunters, will surprise them at
his remarkable success, when they, who
are crack trap shots, have not got a fea-
ther.

The genius who has the power of mimi-
ery has full scope for giving vent to it In {
duck shooting. Some fellows have the |
faculty:.of mimicry naturally: others rre |
sadly deficient in such abilities, for the
later, the artificial duck call, Is a blessing; |
that Is, if it is properly used. But when |
the great army of duck shooters is taken
into consideration, and one understands
how little the great majority know of the
art of calling, it is not to surmise the rea-
son why. ‘A shooter will purchase a “duck
call,” take it home, gaze upon It with
feelings of anticipation and admiration,
cock his eye Into the bell-shaped horn muz-
zle, then cautiously, In sheepish fear of de-
tection and possible Iinjury or ridicule,
will, after filling his lunge with air, give
a violent blow, and-—the air resounds with
a discordant noise entirely unlike anything
‘emitted by ducks or any other living thing.

Not discouraged at the first attempt, a
second trial is made; then, by thrusting
the extreme end of the instrument against
the palate, a sound is blown out, in a
minor, which faintly resembles the note
of a wild duck. Then much practice fol-
lows, and a belief ensues that the imita-
tion of the call of a duck is acquired. But
what kind of an imitation? Cries that the
bird utters in different moods? Not at all.
He has never thought of that—the very
thing which he should have thought of.
The result is, whesn trying to call ducks
within range, over his decoys, he calls to
them in tones which they utter only as sig-
nals for flight or of alarm. The sportsman,
to get the most satisfactory results, should
be a student of nature and watch the birds
in their feeding grounds. One must learn
to imitate the different sounds made by
the birds and understand their application
--learn to give the whistling of the ‘‘sprig”
and widgeon, the purring sound of the red-
head, the tenor quacking of the ‘‘spoomey,”

Tents, piles of straw, hay, provl
sions, wood, amunition, are to be seen
within “the town.” If the Boers look down
from the top of some neighforing kop their
mouths must water at the sight of so
many eatables for man and beast.

Not only is Naauwpoort a centre for mill-
tary operations and for provisions, it is
one of the main remount depots In the
midlands of Cape Colony. At the present
moment there are something over 5000
horses here, and their numbers are being
Thousands of hors:s

Australia, not to mention the hardy Afrl-
kanders, have passed thru this remount
department. Whole regiments of cavalry,
not one regiment, but threes and fours to-
gether, pass thru and are supplied with
fresh mounts. Men who have spent years
on the ranches of Arizona and in other
States are to be found in this remount de-
partment—men who shave and wash once
a month, whether they require it or -not,
they say—who give a strong nasal accom-
paniment to their spirited conversation,and
who seem to be never so happy as when
mounted on an unbroken colt or tricky
filly. One from Arizona, whose acquaint-
ance 1 made—Buck T—— his name was—
rode what he called a broncho, a dark-
brown beast, whose coat seemingly never
saw brush or comb. This was the animal
which had performed wondrous feats “out-
West”” and was ready to repeat them.

At the remount department the wilder
horses are broken and accustomed to the
saddle. When the remount horses are
taken out for exercise, it is not In twos
and threeg, but in troops of many hun-
dreds. A thousand splendid semi-wild
horses tearing across the veldt at full gal-
lop form a magnificent spectacle.

The Aims of the Boer Leaders,

A Graaff Relnet correspondent sends vs
the following translation of a portion of
the report issued by the Rev. Charles Mur-
ray, the minister of the Dutch Reformed
Church at Graaff Reinet, who, together
with a fellow-clergyman, the Rev. Mr.
Botha, two or three months ago went to in-
terview General Christian Dewet and in-
duce him to withdraw his commandoes from
the Cape Colony:

In the afternoon of the fifth day we got
permission from Commandant de Vos to
proceed, but were requested not to talk
politics with any of the bughers. He gave
us a guide as for as Lindley. We arrived
there on Wednesday evening, and found
the whole village, including the church,
burnt. A second guide was to bring us
to where we should meet General Dewet.
When we arrived at that place in the
afternoon we found that he had left in the
morning, and nobody could tell us where
he had gone. Later somebody offered to
take us to him, instead of which, how-
ever we arrived on Friday morning at the
place where we met President Steyn, to-
gether with a member of the RExecutive
Council, Mr. Cornelius Olivier. Mr. Breb-
ner ‘acted as secretary.’ Our {nterview
with thege three gentlémen took place in a
house which had not been burnt, but of
which the doors and windows had been re-
moved to be used as fuel. Our conversa-
tion began by reading our letter of intro-
duction, which contained an urgent request
to withdraw the commandos and not to
ruin us, as their presence was the cause
of the martial law being imposed upon us.
I am very careful in giving the following
as the principal contents of what Presi-
dent Steyn said during the sourse of our
conversation. It prindipally dentred in\
this: The ralds into the Cape Colony are
necessary for the Free State in order to
scatter the English troops as much as pos-
sible. He further said that he could only
think of withdrawing the commandos upon
the condition that the independence of the
two states was acknowledged and a com-
plete amnesty given to those who had
joined the commandos in the colony. When
I asked him if it was right to ruin rhe
colonial Afrikanders who had always been
on good terms with the Free State and
who had collected large sums for the pri-
soners of war, while at the same time It
could not save the Free State, he answey-
ed that the colonial Afrikanders had the
remedy In their own hands. They could
apply to the English government to with-
draw the troons from the two ™ publics,
and if they were not successful in this
they could raise like men and join the com
mandos. In this way England would be
obliged to give up South Africa. and -he
whole difficulty would be settled. .Mr.
Steyn was very polite to us, and when we
left gave us a guide to try and find General
Dewet.

On Saturday morning we arrived at -he
farm of Mr. Barend Wessels, where we had
to wait for an hour until the general arriv-
ed. We read our letter of introduction to
him, but he gave us to understand it were
better for clergymen to attend to their
Sunday wor in the pulpit. Amongst other
thigs he said that we must agree with
him that were it not for the two republics
England long ago would have made a sec-
ond Ireland of the Cape Colony, and he
found it very strange that I could neither
vnderstand nor admit this. After a long
discussion, in which, of course, the Rev.
Mr. Botha also took part, I asked him what
reply I shold take back to those who had
sent me. A direct reply to thig he did not
give, but said very precisely that, instead
¢f withdrawing his commandos, he was
making preparations for sending more into
the colony, and should the military sue-
ceed in clearing the Free State of provi-
sions all the rest would follow as well to
find subsistence. When I asked him if it
was right to ruin the colonial Afrikander
because the Free State was being ruined,
he told us plainly that, if the two repub-
lics were to perish and lose their inde-
pendence, he saw no -reason why the Cape
Colony should not go down with them.
And so we had to leave without having ac-
complishing out olject.

Hon. 6. E. Foster Quotes Hon. J. L.
Tacte as to Dissensions in
iberal Cabinet.

OLD-TIME REFORMER IS EXTINCT

Fought Protection for Enghteen
Years and Have Now Swallowed
It at a Gulp.

Ward 8 Liberal-Conservative Club gaves|
an open meeting last night, at their rooms,
103 Church-street, at which rousing cam-
paign speeches were made by Hon. George
E. Foster, Dr. Beattie Nesbitt, C. C. Rob-
inson and His Worship, Mayor Howland.

Mr. Foster commended the action of the
members of the club in having determined
on an educative program thruout the win-
ter, of speeches by prominent political
men, who could present the great princi-
ples of the party as related to the country
at large. The time, he sald, when a po-
litical club does its best work was be-
tween political contests, when the mem-
bers get to know each other and the’prin-
ciples of government which they support,
and get into position to pull together when
the campaign has begun. The fighting
strength of a club may be gauged by the
number of the members who stick by it

in the quiet seasom.

The belief that Canada, being a young
country, with its infant industries as yet
unable to compete with the organized and
developed interests of the United States,
was In need of a protective tariff, had be-
come distinctive of the Iiberal-Conserva-
tive party. They went into power on these
convictions, and, when holding the reins
of government, had been consistent Pro-
tectionists.

Views Could Be Changed.

But what was the case in the Liberal
government? From the first, he said, the
Reform party had beem radically opposed |
to a protective tariff. For eighteen long |
years, thru the press and on the platform,
they had rung the changes on this ques-
tion. So earnest did they appear to be
that the majority of the country was con-
vinced, and gave them a trial. But what
happened? No sooner did they get into
power than & complete reversal of policy
was made, and, one after another, every
idea which Conservatives advocated has
been adopted. The Liberal tariff of to-day
was the same as the Conservative. 'The
Reformer of 1876 was extinct.

Speaking of Mr. Tarte and the other
members of the cabinet, Mr. Foster sald
that the cabinet of the Conservative party
had been unanimous. While discussion
often waxed warm, there had been no 111-
feeling between members. In the Liberal
cabinet,  according to Mr. Tarte, “they
fight like biazes.” At a public meeting,
where Mr. Tarte and other members ad-
dressed an audlience, one member advo-
cated a reduction of the tariff. only to be
opposed by Mr. Tarte, his colleague, who
declared himself a 'Protectionist to the
backbone.

““When the thirteen
who govern our trade  differ 80
widely on so vital a question. of
politics, how,” sald Mr. Foster, “are we
to be sure that their policy will be con-
tinuous? ‘How can men walk together
unless they be agreed?

Tarned on the Searchlight.

Dr. Beattie Nesbitt, an old member of
the club, followed with a forcible, logical
talk on the tariff question, and scored The
Globe editorials for their lame defence
of Hon. Mr. Dryden and his Dakota ranch-
ing schemes. He revealed what he termed
the incompetency of the Ross government,
as displayed in the now-celebrated assess-
ment legislation, and ‘eomcluded with a
rousing appeal for the support of Whit-
ney and Foy In the coming campaign,
which, he sald Mr. Ross bad informed
him, would come off next June.

Mr. C. C. Robinson, ex-president of ﬂ:o
club, prophesied victory in the batt> and
condemmed the corruption introduced, he
sald, by the Liberal party.

Mayor Howland spoke in compllmentary
terms of the work the club had done and
was doing, and, as an old Conservative,
he was glad to see the live spirit among
the young men on the great questions be-
fore them.

American Aleoholie Drinks Driving
Out the Native Beverages.

Berlin, Nov. 18.—Germany Is deserting
its traditional beer.in faver of the seductive
“high ball,” “gin fizz”’ and other forms of
“genapps,” according to the statisties of
the German Soclety for Combating the
Abuse of Spirituous Liquors. The goclety
finds that every German man, woman and
child drinks on an average five glasses of
spirits a day. While the government’s an-
nual revenue from beer is only 100,000,000
marks ($23,800,000), it secures 165,000,000
marks ($39,270,000) from alcoholic drink.

It is stated that not only is the Father-

land indulging to excess In_ alcohol, but
that the German colonies are also buylng
spirits to an enormous extent. The cus-
toms returns show that one-third of the
exports to Togoland and one seveuth of the
exports to German Bast Africa consist of
spirits. According to the latest statistical
disclosure, the German KEmpite spends 8.-
000,000,000 marks ($714,000,000) n year. in
intoxicating drinks, and only four times as
much for focd. Baron von Kiergardt, pres-
ident of the Anti-Liquor Abuse Society,
said to a correspondent to-night :

SNotwithstanding what these figures say,
the temperance movement in .(ermany is
progressing. Centuries may elapse before
alcoholism 1is entirely overcome, but the
day will dawn when it will be universally
regarded as the enemy of civilization. The
most urgent counsel Germany needs is to
practise wmoderation, Most of our people
have no conception of the dangers of alco-
holic excess. The working class is in ¢s-
pecial need of warning. It is the custom
of many of these people when their babins
cry to stuff sponges soaked in spirits in
their mouths.

The
system of compulsory drinking -in German
universities is immoral and unwoithy of
German students.

LONDON PRESS ON THE CANAL

For Sake of Peace and Good-Will
England Can Afford to Be
Magnanimous.

Washington, Nov. 18.—The new Hay-
I'auncefote treaty was signed to-day at
12.05 by Secretary Hay for the United
States, and Lord Pauncefote, the Britlsh
Ambassador, for Great Britaln.

This treaty is intended to replace the first
Hay-Pauncefote treaty. That conyention
was amended so extensively by the United
States Senate at its last sesslon that ‘he
British government declined to ratify it.
Within a few weeks negotiations began
afresh between Secretary Hay and Lord
‘Pauncefote, which have just resulted in
the signature of the new treaty, drawn
with special reference to the objections
foumii by Great Britaln with the frst
treaty.

The principal point of difference between
the new and the failed treaty Is the vith-
drawal of Great Britain from the joint
guarantee of the peutrality of the canal,
thus leaving the United States the  sole
guarantor. The section of the old pro-
vision respecting the right to fortify the

canal leaves that right by inference cp-
tional with the United States. All com-
I jerce of whatever nationality passing
thru the canal will fare allke; there will
| he no discrimination in rates In favor of
United States shipping.

Utherwise the new treaty Is In scope &i-
milar to last year's freaty. It replaces
technically the Clayton-Bulwer tréaty, con-
cluded on April 19, 1850. By the terms of
that old convention the United States and
Great Britain agreed that neither should
scek any advantage in the rights of tran-

ARMISTICE ENDS NOV. 20.

Willemstad, Island of Curacoa, Nov. 18.
—Owing to the very strict censorship mailn-
tained in Venezuela it is impossible to
learn details of the Venezuelan-Colomblan
armistice. Because of the flooded condition
of the frontier country, news of this agree-
ment comes out slowly. It is reported this
armistice was also signed between the
Colombian Liberal Revolutionists and the
Colombian government, and that it termin-
ates Nov. 20.

Iieg Fell Thru the Window.

A large plate glass window in Taylor's
liquor store, 205 Parliament-street, was
broken om Saturday evening by a custom-
er who was carrying out a keg of lager.

CIVIC LEGISLATION FOR 1902

i

Proposal to Give Board of Control
Full Power Over School Board
Thrown Out.

ABOLITION OF THE WARD SYSTEM

Will Come Up for Dl-e!u-lon at a
Special Meeting to Be Held
at an Barly Date.

There was an interesting meeting of the
Civic Legisiation and Reception Committe
yesterday afternoon to discuss the legisla-
t.on to be applied for at the coming ses-
sion of the local Parliament. The School
Board situation was the principal topic and
the proposition that a law “be asked to em-
power the Board pf Control to revise the
School Board estimates, was turned down.
Tlie matter of regulating the expenditure
of the board to a certain proportion of the
tax rate was also looked upon with disfa-
vor by a majority of the committee.

For Demonstrations.

There are occasions when fraternal so-
cleties or otlier bodies desire the use of
Ixhibition Park for other than exhibition
purposes, and the committee accepted Ald.
Weods® resolution allowing an admission
fee to be charged on these occasions. A
point made was that If the societies were
given a chance to charge a fee here they
would hold their demonstrations in Toronto
instead of elsewhere.

Indecent Posters.

A letter from the Police Commissioners
was read stating that the board had not
the necessary power to suppress alleged in-
decent posters for theatres. The W.C.aw
petitioned tne Council in this regard, and
the matter was sent on to the Police Com-
missioners, who now suggest that the city
might desire to obtain necessary legisla-
tion. The commissioners said that no one
wag authorized by law to say what was an
indecent poster.

Ald. Urquhart said that horrible posters
were a disfigurement of the streets, and
that the theatres should confine their ad-

vertising to the newspapers. Legislation
such as suggested by the Police Commis-
.sloinl will be drafted by City Solicitor Cas-
well.

Technical School Board.

Representation on the Technical School
Reard was asked by the Metal Trades
Council. The fact that the Trades and
Labor Council sends five members to the
board was mentioned by Ald. Ward, who
said that the metal frades were thus suf-
ficiently represented. There was nothing
done in the matter.

Island Commission.

The Island Commission suggestion came

up, and it was suppérted By J. T. Small, R.

Donald, H. Fortler and W. C. Mc-
Naught, all representing the Island Im-
provement Association. The appointment
of a commission by the Council, to have
full control of the government of the Island
and to regulate the amount of money spent
on that portion of the city, was advocatad.

The idea was favored by Ald. Starr, who
presented a motion to the effect that the
commission be appeinted, ‘and that it be
compased of the Superintendent of Parks
and Gardens, the Medical Health Officer,
Assessment Commissioner, City Emgioeer,
W. K. McNaught and J. T. Small.

Recommended Continuity.

The contention of Ald. Urquhart was that
a special committee should be appointed f#
three years. He thought it should be com-
posed of the Mayor and six aldermen, and
that there should be an advisory commis-
sion compased of two members of the Is-
land Commission, two repr2sentatives o.
the Board of Trade and two of the Trades
un’lr}hhtlhor Couneil.

e discussion was t
theatiie. deferred to the next
School Board Matters,

The legislation to be applied for for 1902
came up, but after a couple of clauses had
been discussed it was laid over to a spe-
cial meeting to be called. by the chairman,
Ald. Oliver, who is acting in the absencc
of Ald. Cox. The first clause taken vp
provided that in cities where a Board of
Control is constituted, the Board of Control
be given full power to revise the estimates
of the Public School Board and the High
School Board, with power to call fur per-
sons and papers, and to prevent the sald
boards from afterwards Increasing the esti-
mateg as fixed by the Board of Control, ex-
cept by a two-thirds vote of the School
'Bgard or High School Board, respoctively.

This called for considerab!s discussion,
and was eventually thrown out. Ald. Starr
claimed that there were members of the
School Board who had just as wuch brains
as the members of the Board of Control.

Ald. Woods’ Motion.

Ald. Woods moved : ‘“That an applica-
tion be made to the Ontario Legislature to
change the Public Schools Act, so far, at
any rate, as cities of 100,000 ichabitants
are concerned, so that school taxes here-
after shall be collected by the school frus-
tees directly from the ratepayers, instead
of by the Council of such ammnleipality;
and that the amount levied for such pur-
poses be not greater than O mills on the
dollar of the total assessment of such mu-
nicipality.” ‘

The motion was defeated.

Ald. Urquhart moved that the expendl-
ture of the School Board be iimited by law
to 414 mills, but his motion was also lost.

Abolition of Ward System.

The abolition of the ward system was
broached by Ald. Ward, who moved that
the Council be composed of 12 aldermen,
to be elected by the city at large, and the
School Board of 12 trustees, to be eiected
by the city at large. This motion came up
in connection with the following clauses
in the proposed legisiation to be applied
for :

“To amend the Public Schools Act, so as
to provide for six members being elected
from the city at large, leaving the balance
to be elected from the wards.”

“o amend the Municipal Act, so that in
cities of over 100,000 inhabitants, six mem-
bers of the Council shall be elected from
the &:lty at large, and only three from each
ward.””

The matter was not discussed at rouch
length, and was left over for the special
meeting.

Proposed Legislation,

Other proposed legislation to come before
the committee includes :

“To provide for power being given to the
CounciY to pass a bylaw requiring the con-
sent of the Councll to the erection or occu-
pation of any premises for any business
different from that hitherto carried on in
the locality, unles§ the consent of the in-
habitants within fhe area to be affected
thereby has been ined thereto. ;

“Amend the Munf€pal Act and the Voters
Lists Act, so as to provide that a lessee
for 21 years or more under a renewable
lease shall be shown separately in the vot-
ers’ lists, and shall be entitled to vote on
money bylaws,

“Amend the act so that the value of the
lands without buildings or improvements
shall only be counted in determining whe-
ther the petition for or against a local im-
provement is sufficiently signed, and that
land not especially assessed for the local
improvement ig not to be counted either
for or against the improvement.

“Amend the act so as to clearly deilne
that the several members of a partnership
owning land, or the joint owners of land,
shall only be counted as one owner, and
that a company shall only be counted as
one owner.

“Amend the local improvement clauses
of the Municipal Act so as to make them
include subways, as well as bridges.

«“Amend the local improvement clavses,
so as to make it clear that re-surfacing
ap asphalt pavement or any other pave-
ment having a concrete foundation is
within the act.

His attitude is consldered im-
portant, as it is now practically settled
that he will be at the head of the Foreign
Relations Committee,

~ POPE'SEND NOT FAR OFF.

August Invalid Constantly Gufirded
By His Valet and Chaplain.
London, Nov. 18.—The OChronicle from
Rome says: “In spite of persistent and ap-
parently sell-founded denials that there is
any lmiicdiate danger of the Pope’s de-
cease, the air is full of speculation and
apprehension indicating that his end Is not
considered far oi. Rumors of intrigue and
glate making, which it is impossible to
keep from the outside world, exude from
every crevice ot the jealously guarded in-

ner precincts of the Vatican.

*“The Pope's closest personal attendants
include his faithful valet, Centro, and one
chaplain and one minor prelate, who con-
stantly and tenderly guard his material
comfort. His meals are served in his pri-
vate apariments at a small table, at which
none cther, not even a crowned head, may
sit down. No feminine hand may tend or
soothe the august iavalid.”

LEAMINGTON SUNDAY FIRE.

Leamington, Ont., Nov. 18.—About 12.30
on Sunday, fire was discovered in the main
bullding of Robert Wigle's barns, just east
of here. The wind,being in the northwest,
drove the fire in the direction of the other
barns, and soon the whole six were In
ashes, in spite of all the firemen could do.
The barns and contents were a total loss.
Besides tiffs year's crop of hay and grain,
there were $1500 worth of tobacco, which
had been sold recently; also eight cows,
150 chickens and all his agricultural im-
piements.

Lack of Competent
Engineers.

B0TH HAVE ONE POINT OF WEAKNESS

English Experts Much Interested im
Admiral Melville’s Re-
cent Report.

London, Nov. 18.—English naval expems
and engineering authorities regard as ©of
the most serious importance the statement
made in Admiral Melvlile's report to the
Secretary of the Navy that the engineering
officiency of the United- swtg navy Is
rapidly decreasing. They point out that
the situation threatens the efficlency of the
navy Itself, which is likely in the event
of war to have an unpl ¢t awakenl
The question raised by the American 84-
miral is creating muwch interest here, since
it is belleved that the British navy fe In
no better plight. s

Engineering, the highest authority
the British technical journals, asserts that
the difficulty arises from the unpopularity
of engineering duties among both British
and American officers.

Must Have Willing Men.

“No country,” says that journal, ‘‘that

cannot command a body of men willing to

| undergo the disagreeable experiences incl-

dental to the training necessary for an en-
gineer will be able to maintain its posi
tion as a first-class naval power under
the stress of war, however many ships and
guns it may possess. -Neither Great BI'-
tain nor the United States lacks such
men, and only the ruling powers of both

| countries can prevent thelr employment.”

Discussing the fallure of the bill to re-
organize and increase the efficiency of the
personnel of the navy, which passed Coan-
gress in 1899, the same authority says:
“Miscarriage was rendered possible by the
failure of the bill positively to direct that
the duties of officers should alternate be-
tween the engineroom and the deck. For
every three commissioned officers taken
from the engine-room and transferred 10
the deck only one was sent below. Further,
officers were transferred to the deck for
permanent duty, while the others were de-
talled for enginercom duty only for &
short period.

Americans May Not Stand It.

“Whether practical people like those of
the United States will submit to see the
strength of their navy whittled away,while
vast sums spent on the fleet are practicaily
wasted because engineering dutles are un-
popular, remains to be seen. Unfortunate.
1y, political conditions such as prevail in
the United States, remder it difficult for
popular opinion to make itself felt, and
abuses sometimes grow very rank before
they are suppressed.

“Any attempt to detail warrant mach-
inists for engine-room duty would be ab-
solutely futile. We think too much of the
engineering knowledge of the United States
to imagine that the foolishness of such a
course would not be seen. If such a plan
ghould be accepted, the Americgh navy
would be thrown back at least a quarter
of a century, as far as personnel is con-
cerned.”

MUCH MISSIONARY MONEY.

Pittsburg, Nov. 18.—The apportionment
of funds for the foreign mission fleld was
under comsideration at to-day’s session of
the General Missionary Committee of the
Methodist Episcopal Church. The discus-

sion at times was heated and took world-
wide range. The appropriations made, sub-
ject to an eight gg cent. cut, were:

Short-
ly afterwards fire broke out in another bam
owned by Chancey Ashley, and occupied hy
Mr. Ricketts, which was completely de-
stroyed. Loss $200; insured in the Na-
tional for $75. Both these fires and several
others which have lately occurred in the
same neighborhood were no doubt incen-
diary.

RECORD GOLD SHIPMENT.

New York, Nov. 18.—The largest ship-
ment of gold which ever left New York
in a single day will be carried on ‘the
steamships sailing to-morrowv and touching
at French and German ports. The aggre-
gate engagements amount in round num-
bers to $7,050,000, and with the exception
of a small proportion for Berlin the whole
amount is destined for Paris.

Irish Irreconcilables Granted Spe-
cial Audience in White House.

Washington, Nov. 18.—The Irish Parlia-
mentary leaders who are touring this
couniry agitating the Irish cause were
given a special audience by President
Roosevelt to-day. The party consisted of
Mr. and Mrs. John E. Redmond, P. A. Mc-
Hugh, Thomas 0’Connell, Miss Dalton of
Australia, a sister of Mrs. Redmond, and
Mr. and Mrs. St. John Gaffney of New
York. The President received them with
cordiality in the reception room adjoining
the cabinet room. He astonished his visit-
ors by the intimate knowledge of the Irish
situation which he displayed. After greet-
ings had been exchanged on both sides and
the President and Mr. Redmond had held
a brief private conversation, the President
requested the party to go into the ved
partor downstairs in order to pe presened
to Mzs. Roosevelt. This was done, and ten
winutes were spent in the red parlor. The
party was in high spirits when it left the
White House.

KAISER ON NAVAL AFFAIRS.

Berlin, Nov. 18.—Emperor William, to- |

day, participated in the debate of the
Soclety ¢f Naval Engineers on the subject
of placing heavy guus on battieships, and
its effect upon their design and construc-

tion. His Majesty referred to the influ-
ence of military requirements upon the de-
velopment of ship construction and artil-
lery, and pointed out how the aim of Ger-
many had always been to allow the opin-
fon of the officers who had to navigate
ships to have as much weight and influ-
ence as possible on the shipbuilder and
the constructqrs.

Germany was also the first nation able
to place-a captain still on the active list
at the head of the Construction Bureau.
He belleved that the types of vessels new
Leing launched in German yards represented
the very best needed for the purposes of
the country or that could be demanded
trom the splendid constructors and magnifi-
cent yards of Germany. The meeting was
held in the Technical Sehool at Charlotten-
burg. Admiral Tirtpits, secretary of the
Admiralty, was present.

The Emperor, illustrating his conteution
that tactical requirements influenced the
construction of ships of war, said the time
of the galleys had seen great development
in the matter of boat fire, and that the
galleys were superior, in this respect, to
jater battleships. He instanced the battle
of Lepanto as the greatest wherein gal-
leys had been engaged, and sald Don-Juan
of Austria had brought his galleys into
action in half-moon formation, and had de-

stroyed the enemy’s fleet by the superior- |

ity of their bow fire.

WHAT THE PARTY NEEDS.

| Ex-Mayor Andrews of Winnipeg Ad-
dresses Open Letter to Mr. Borden.

The World has recelved from Alfred J.
Andrews, ex-Mayor of Winnipeg, a copy

letter which he has forwarded
:: :: r?e;orden, M.P., leader of the Con-
servative opposition at Ottawa. After a
review of the political situation, he out-
lines a platferm, which he thinks the Con-
gervatives ought to adopt. The following
are extracts from the letter:

Now, what was it brought Sir John A.
Macdonald into power in '78? It was the
“National Policy.”” And what the Conser-
vative party to-day needs is to formulate a
new national policy, one that will inspire
pew hope in our people, new confidence in
its public men, in themselves, in our coun-
try and our destiny.

Plank No. 1. Government ownership of
all great monopolies, government railways,
government telegraphs and te'ephones in
counection with the postal service. This
cannot be dome all at once, and it is not

intended that the government should im-
nsediately purchase all existing railroads,
but what is suggested s that the railway
already owned by the people should be ex-
tended as far as possible into the ‘interiar
Canada, to Ontario. to Geor-
Bay, and ultimately further
west, and by so doing the
government could have an actual instead of
'a theoretical control of rates. Any gov-
ernment of ordinary ability which henestly
desired to solve the transportation ques-
tion ecould find means of making the rail-
way serve the .people instead of handing
over the people bound as slaves to the rail-
way companies.
By this plank it is jutended that the ul-
timate aim should be the government own-
ership of all utilities, but to be brought
about by such gradual stages as should not
on the one hand impair the finances of the
country, or on the other treat with un-
pecessary harshness the shareholders in
the companies brought into existence by
the vote of the people's representatives
in the past.

The old National Policy aimed at bulld/
ing up our industries, our manufactories.
This new national policy will not only
sustain these industries but will develop
our agricuitural and other mnatural re-
sources to a degree hitherto undreamed of.

Plank No. 2. The necessary complement
of No. 1. The abolition of the iniquitous
spoils system copied from the worst age of
American politics and the appointment of
a civil service commission who would ap-
peint by competitive examinations and
other tests of merit, instead of rewarding
the perpetrators of political frauds and
other party heelers.

Plank No. 3. Direct legislation by the
initiative and referendum. One set of poli-
ticians are maturally "about as honest or
| dishonest as another; they are generally a
| fair representation of the people who elect
{ them. This plank aims at removing some

temptations from their path. If legislators

knew when they voted large subsidies to
corporations amd passed unfair franchise
acts, etc., that by putting the proper ma-
| chinery in motion the electors could com-
' pel them to submit the measure to the ‘peo-
ple, they would pause and then decide not
to gnse the aet in many instances.
