Viceroy Alexieff, in his report to Em-~
peror Nicholas concerning the engage-
ment of April 13, in which the Petro-
paviovsk was sunk and the Pobieda
was seriously damaged, enumerated the
effective squadron at Port Arthur as
including the battleships Peresviet, Po-
bieda, Poltava, Petropavlovsk and Se-
vastopol; the armored cruiser Bayan,
the protected cruisers Askold, Diana

_and Novik, two torpedo cruisers and

five torpedo boat destroyers.

It will, therefore,’ be seen that on
April 14, the day after the destruction
of the Petropavlovsk, the Russians at
Port Arthur had available three hai-
{leships, one armored cruiser and three
protected cruisers,- whereas on Feb. 1
they had seven battleships, one armorel
cruiser, five protected cruisers and one

. torpedo transport. The number of tor-

pedo boats or torpedo boat destroyers
effective or disabled is not known.

JAPS ON THE MOVE. .

St. Petersburg, May 11.—Lieut.-Gen.
Sakharoff sent a despatch to the gen-
eral staff to-day, communicating a re-
port of Lieut.-Gen. Zassalitch, dated
May 10, as follows:

“Troops which appeared to be a di-

vision of the Japanese guard have
been advancing for the last two days
from Fengwangcheflg westerly in the
direction of Haicheng.

“It is reported that a Japanese force
consisting of about a division of in-
fantry intended to march on Saimad-
za with 40 guns and 1500 cavalry.

“From reports received from the
River Dazaw, .it may be concluded
that the Japanese army is concentrat-
ed in three groups, the two southern
groups being on the lower section of
the River Tayang at Hondouhanya, on
the left bank of the river at Dayan
and at Donamyo, in the same locality,
and the northern group opposite
Habalina, on the road from Feng-
wangcheng to Salidza, 14 to 16 miles
from Fengwangcheng.

“It is difficult to obtain information
from the local Chinese.

FOREIGN MILLJONS COME N
10 PAY TORONTO'S LOSGES

Insurance Payments Will Bring Some
$8,000,000 From Britain and
the United States.

The work of the adjustment commit-
tee continues steadily. Yesterday the
losses on the Canada Cloak Company,
Thomas Norman, W. H. Payne & Co,
Blackhall & Co., L. J. Thomas and
The Metropolitan Soap Company were
reported adjusted. The only new sub=-
committees appointed were on Dricker~
‘hoff & Raffloer, William Jessop & Sons,
and The Educational Book Company,
Secretary .Garrow is authority for the
statement that by the end of the weeic
all claims filed will have been handed
over to the adjusters. From the man-
ner in which the reports of the latter
are being received and turned over to
the companies involved for settlement,
it is evident that the general commities
will not be required to sit much longer,

“One aspect of the insurance mat:er
that does not appear to have been
generally- considered,” said an insur-
ance man yesterday, “is the amount of
capital the fire is bringing into Toroenta,
Practically‘all the insurance companijes
involved, certainly all those heavily in-
terested, have their headquarters in
the United States or Great Britain, and
following the usual procedure are
drawing upon the home reserve funds.”

Inquiry of several of the large com=-
panies bore out the assertion that the
sinews of war was being almost wholly
supplied from outside. It was estimat-
ed that from $7,000,000 to §$8,000,600 would
be diverted into Toronto in this way.
This was based on an estimated loss of
$10,000,000, with a 75 per cent. propor-
tion -of outside capital introduced for
the satisfaction of claims, which would
be a conservative calculation.

At the banks it was stated that heavy
drafts were bheing received and cable
arrangements made. There was no
withdrawal of money to any extent by
the firms receiving cheques as yet, they
being deposited to their account. With-
drawals might be expected a little later
on, when building operations, the pur-
chase of machinery and re-stocking
began.

£10,000 Vanishes When the Japancse
i Fleet Fires Its Guns,
—

The ‘enormous cost of modérn naval
warfare has been amply demonstratel
by- the recent battles in the far east.
On certain ships the costliest single
‘shots  have entailed an expense of £80
each. These are from the 12-inch
. gups, and if every gun on the Japan-
ese battleships and cruisers was dis-
"charged but once, the total would
amount to over £10,000, to be correct,
£10,311 17s 6d,

Take as an. example the Mikasa, 1he
‘flagship of Admiral Togo. The. Mi-
kasa is armed with four 12-inch guns,
stourtieen 6-inch guns, twenty 3-inch
'guns, 'six r3-pounder guns and six
2 1-2-pounders.

These 12-inch guns each cost £8000,
and ‘every shot costs £80. Two shots
can be fired in a minute, and thus in
a short quarter of an hour the M:-
ikasa.'s four guns can discharge 120
\shots at a cost of £9600. But while
{heér 12-inch guns are booming, other
.guns keep up an incessant fire. Her

It is therefore a serious question in
the minds of those who have informed
themselves of the law, whether ihe
law does not empower the police to
stop what is called boxing, but which
they maintain comes under the defini-
tion of boxing. The defence has be2n
that a prize fight is a bout that is
fought to a finish., This is the point
on which all defences have been made
in: England, but it is pointed out that
the criminal code there does not con-
tain the same provisions as that of
this eountry, and consequently there
can be no precedent applied to cases
here.

This Seems Explicit,

To further strengthen the conten-
tion that these encounters are illegal
and may be stopped, is a clause in
the old revised statutes of Canada,

ich as yet have not been repealed.

This has an almost direct bearing on
the present situation in Fort Erie. It
reads:

“Whenever any sheriff, police
officer, constable or other peace
officer, has reason to believe that
any person within his district is
about to engage in any prize fight:
within Canada, it is his duty to
forthwith arrest such person and
make complaint against him be-
fore any one having the authority
to try offences under the above
sections, and if the "complaint is
made out, the accused shall be re-
quired to furnish security in a sum
hot exceeding $5000, and not less
than $1000, not to engage in a fight
within one year of his arrest,

“And whenever any sheriff has
reason to believe that a prize fight
is ‘taking place, or is about to
take place, within his district, OR
THAT ANY PERSONS FROM
OUTSIDE CANADA ARE ABOUT
TO COME INTO CANADA AT A
POINT WITHIN HIS DISTRICT
TO ENGAGE IN, BE CONCERN-
ED IN, OR ATTEND ANY PRIZE
FIGHT 1IN CANADA, he shall,
with force, suppress and prevent
such fight, and arrest all persons
present at it or who come  intn
Canada as aforesaid, and prosecuta
and have them punished and placed
under recognizance, according to
the nature of the case.'”

Police Have Orders to Stop. |
Since the agitation has been com-

nienced and the law thus revealed on|
this point, it is becoming a matter of
grave speculation as to what is the|
distinction between prize fighting and
boxing, if, in fact, there is any dis-
tinction at all.

Against Increased Rates.

The Grand Trunk Railwhy Company
bcre the brunt of an attack made by
the opposition in the house to-day on
the increased freight rates, which re-
cently went into force. Mr. Broder
of Dundas brought up the question on
a motion to adjourn, and he received
substantial backing. e

Sir Wilfrid Laurier's reply was not
encouraging. He held out no relief
to the victims of the increased freight
rates, coolly remarking that the con-
trol of freight rates had been placed
in the hands of the railway commis-
sion, and it would not be proper for
the government to interfere.

Mr. Broder would not admit that the
.severe ® -meaning as it did in-’
creased Operating expenses, justified
the increase of freight rates. The peo-
ple, he declared, suffered more than tiss
railways. Goods ordered for delivery at
Christmas remained undelivered in
March. Perishable goods were destroy-
ed. These misfortunes fell not on the
railways but on the people. Charles M.
Hays, however, practically contended
‘that the people had no rights. This
position he assumed in the face of the
fact that the municipalities of Ontario
had taxed themselves to the amount of
$17,561,089, for the benefit -of the Grand
Trunk; the Province of Ontario had
granted $9,708,377, and subsidies from
other provinces made a total of $2,587
per mile of the 19,078 miles of railway
in Canada.

Rufus Pope declared it was time for |

.of chartering railways. In fact, it was |
time to cease giving special charters
altogether and allow men to act to-

they pleased, with their own money.
The watered stock of Canadian rail-
ways amounted to an appalling sum, '
and upon this the people had to make
up the dividends. Mr. Pope protested ,
against the prime minister’s conten-

commission sitting somewhere if was
necessary for parliament to take into

conisideration this most {important
question. -
“If,” said Mr. Pope, “we can’'t do

anything else, let us take into consider-
ation the purchase of all the railways
in Canada, even if they cost $250,000,000,
and see if we can't get some benefit out
of them.”

Mr. Richardson of South Grey ¢nne-
sidered the time most inoportune after
a hard winter to increase rates. The
result was to accentuate the ill-feelinz
of farmers towards railway companies,
There was a feeling, he said, that we
were no longer a self-governing eonn-
try, but that the country in its materiai
finterests is controlled /by the large
railway corporations. It had come to
this that the price of a commodity w:-s
practically fixed by the railways, which
was an intolerable condition and ona:
demanding immediate redress,

Convenfent Hiding Place.

Mr. Johnston of Cardwell likened the
railway commission to a convenient
hiding place for the government to re- {
treat behind when urged to do some-
thing "to relieve the people from the
oppression of the railway companies
He gave an instance where last winter,
owing to delay in shipment, he lost $# |
in freight rates,- and the expense of |
feeding a bunch of cattle for three and
a half months, He pointed out that the '
farmers had had to foot bills for the
extra cost of keeping roads open last
winter and wanted to know why the
railways should not also put up with
some loss. If, however, the railyway |
companies were going to make the|
farmers, by means of higher freight
rates all summer, pay for the cogl-!
panies’ winter losses it was certainly |
the. strongest argument yet for 8oV~ |
ernment ownership of railways. |

Mr. Cochrane arraigned the Grand,
Trunk for its excessiye and @iscrimina |
tory charges upon freight, memioniug]
as an illustration a charge of 75¢ a
barrel upon apples between Hastings |
and Ottawa, as compared with a dollar
a barrel from Western Ontario voints
to Great Britain. Mr. Cochrane thought |
it not only an extortion but an insult
to Canadians that the same railway com
pany should charge an American 2¢c 2
mile in Michigan and a Canadian 3c
a mile across in Ontario, notwithstand-
ing that its Canadian line had been
heavily subsidized by the people.

Mr. Donnelly gave specific instances
of the extremely bad service of the,
Grand Trunk in Western Ontario.

Make Railway Act Stronger.

Mr. Robinson thought the remedy !'ay
in making the Railway Act strong
enough to give control of ratés and the;
the railway commission would effectu=
elly enforce the law. It was a most
inopportune time, he considered, for
the Grand Trunk to fall foul of the
people of Canada in this way, seeing
they were after so many costly privi-
leges from this government, concessions
which they had not got yet, and he did
not believe they would get.

Sydpey, May 11.—Details have just been
received from British New Guinea of
werious confilct at Goaribari Island between
the, government Steamer Merriz England,
with Mr. Robinsom, the actinz adminis
wrator; on beard, and a large number of
cunoes full of natives. The affair took
place during the first week of Mareh.

Mr. Robiuson came to the island to ar-
rest the murderers of the Rev. James Chal-
wers, who was killed by savages in April,
j901. 'The steamer anchored in the bay,
and some natives coming on veard were
crdered to be arrested. Thay resisted, aund
some arrows were fired from the canoes.

The steamer thereupon opened idre, and
it Is estimated that 8 natives were shot
An officer appealed to the administralor
to stop the firing.

It is thonght here that pcssibly theres
was some justification for Mr. Itobinson’s
action, but it is regarded as pecnliar that
no report has been seut to the government
of Australia.

According to one account, the natives aid
not clier sevious provocation. It is polut-
ed out that the murderers of Mr. Chal-
mers were punfShed in 1901, when large
prumbers of dwellings were fired and about
a score of savages killed. An inquiry into
the whole matter is demnanded.

Societies and Organizagions Are
Submerging the Church.

_Yesterday morning the Presbyterian

synod reassembled in Knox Church,

the new moderator, Rev. J. A. Mc-
Keen, presiding. The - treasurer's
statement of the synod fund showed
receipts $924 and expenditures $830,
Rev., W. R. Mcintosh reported on the
Young People’s Bocieties. The total

number was 166, a decrease of 6; 80

were Christian Endeavor societies and
one a literary society. Toronto had
2{ societies, an increase of 7.

“Uniformity is not good Christian-
ity any more than good art,” said _the
Rev. Mr. Potter, Peterboro,
would establish Young Men's Guilds,
and Rev. J R. Robinson, Guelph,
wished to support fleld secretaries.
l_lev.‘ J. B. Fraser, D.D., Annan, pre-
sented the report of the Sunday schoul
cemmittee. The adoption of improved
methods of equipment and to further
the efficiency of the schools was dweit
upon. Toronto has 9 schools, with
1393 teachers and officers, and 16,sut
scnolars.

Wylie C. Clark presented the aug-
mentation fund report. ‘L'he receipts
anicunted to $.851, about §130V increase.
Ully 3oU congregations out of %0 sup-
port the tund, and 45 congregations
nad been assisted. Rev. Dr. Lyie spoke
at scme length on the administration
91 the fund, and the synod atter hear-
ing hu_n passed a. resolution in favor
ot raising the minimum of $50 paid {o
weak congregations.

Ministerial Adaptability.

Rev. George Bruce, D.D., opened the
pfternoon discussion on ‘Ministerial
Adaptability.” In their call to tne
ministry they required the skill and
tact of the fisherman with the devotion
of the map. Paul's desire that he
should by all means save or catch
some was a literal application of the
idea.

GRAND TRUNK FREIGHT RATES.
‘No good reason has been given for
an increase in the freight rates on
the Grand Trunk Railway in Ontario.
No doubt the company was put to
much inconvenience and expense by
the severe weather of last winter;
biat so were the people of Ontario, In
several towns th& people suffered not
only inconvenlence, but hardship, by
inability to proeure food and fuel
Merchants were obliged to send goods
by express instead of by freight, and
were thus put to considerable extra
cost. Why should the company com-
pel the people to make its losses good.
The people might just.as well,ask the
ympany, to compensate tnqih for the
results of ‘a hard winter. The com-
pany says it will have to provide more
powerful engines and other means of
coping with storms. Al that cownes
within the range of ordinary vailway
business. The company must take
good and bad winters together.
Weaker still is the company’s con-
tention that the comipany must charge
higher freight rates because the On-
tario legislature is increasing the tax-
ation of railways. The company is
practically saying that it will defy the
iegislature, and turn its power of
taxation into a farce. The rate of
taxation {is not exorbitant; but
hitherto the companies have been get-
ting off with a rate of taxation that
was ridiculously small compared with
that of the various states of the union.
Mr. Hays complains of' the tax
levied by the legislature, but says
nozhing about the fact that the legis-
lature has yoted $400,000 and . 1,200,000
acres of land to give the Grand Trunk
lines in Ontario connection with the
Grand Trunk Paeific. Why  should
not this be put to the c¢redit sides of
Ontario’s account in fixing freight
Tates? - i\ /i’ :
‘Ontario not only aids the Grand
Trunk to the extent of at least $2,-
000,000 in land and money for the lake
connection, but it contributes one-half
of the aid given by the Dominion to
the Grand Trunk Pacific. If the Grand
Trunk carries a fair share of the west-
ern freight thru old Ontario, it will
require all its heavy engines and im-
proved roadbed and bridges for the in-
creased business. The Ontario people
are paying subsidies to provide thz
Grand Trunk with this new and pro-
fitable business; then the Grand Trunk

proposes to make them pay in in-
creased freight rates for the new
lequipment.

There is wqﬁ( for the railway com-
mission, if it-is to,be of any use at
8ll. We are paying a chief commis-
sioner $10,000 and his fellow-commis-
sioners $8000 each, about double the
salaries of our superior court judges;
and Sir Wilfrid proposes to appoint a
fourth commissioner. The . country
will be put to other expenses in cou-
nection with this commission, and the
expense will not be grudged if the
commission makes itself useful. But
if it is simply going to ratify any tariff
that the railways may make, and to
consent to increases made on the most
flimsy and ridiculous pretences, it may
as well be abolished, It will not only
be useless, but positively mischievous,
by leading pe‘ople to lean upon a
broken reed.

RUSSIAN WEAKNESSES,

Russians and Japs are contrasted not
only in person but no less in their meth-
ods and manners. On the one side
there has been much bluster, loud
talking and voluminous explanations.
On the other there has been none of
these things. Completeness of plan,
accuracy of execution and -intellizent
appreciation of the nature and com-
plexities of the problem have been
the distinguishing marks of the Japan-
ese. Russia has Been conspicuous in
possessing not even one of these re-
quisites to victory. Of course it is
possible that despite the lack of them
Russia may by sheer weight of num-
bers and capacity of war chest wear
down her comparatively puny adver-
sary and so compensate at an -nor-
mous cost for inferior strategy, equip-
ment and tal alertness. But it
will require ‘sofjething more than this
to rectify a temperament which finds
refuge from damaging exposures in va-
poring proclamations. : -

Russja has been posing for a long
time as one of the world's great powers
and has aimed at nothing less than
the exercise of a prepdnderatlng influ-
ence in world politics. Altho her re-
cord for efficiency and capable public
servants was not immaculate, it was
always believed that there was a ~uf-
ficiency of able and upright men in her
service to secure her army and navy
from fatal disaster, and that the stress
of a crisis would always bring hem
to the front. The many tales which
came to hand of corruption, incompe-
tence and worse prove that the can-
ker has eaten more deeply into the
fabric of the state than was ever sup-
posed. Much allowance has to be made
for the circumstances and conditions
against which the Russian staff have

If it be the case that the rem-
nants of her once powerful -eastern
fleet have been blown up as a prelnd{
to the surrender of Port Arthur, it wi
be the.blackeést day the Muscovite kas
ever seen. It is hard to believe that a
step so irreparable would be taken
while any vestige of love remained.
If it has become necessary it will be
the last and most conclusive proof of
the decadence of the Russian buregu-

cracy.

Who shall decide when doctors Jig-
agree? Who shal say to whom loyaléy
is due when The London Times dis-
agrees with the King? More than a
¢entury old, printed on thick »Haper
and §o1d dt threepence a copy The Lon-
don Timcs
“Shows the force of temporal power,
The attribute to awe and majesty
Wherein doth sit the dread and fear

of kings.”

We can scarcely conceive of The
Times excépt as on the side of con-
stituted authority, church and state,
the Dombeys of the City of London
and heavy respectability of all kinds.
Now The. Times hints. that the King
has been going too far in ‘conciliating
Ireland, and has actually been regard-
ing that terrible thing, home rule for
Irelahd. as a possibility. :

So The Times reminds the King of
his limitations as a constitutional sov-
ereign, and warns him not to overstep
his prerogatives..It is remarkable how
one’'s view of the royal prerogative
varies with circumstances. When it is
exercised against our own views, it
becomes ln}olerable.

NO PERPETUAL FRANCHISES.

The township council of Scarboro
has been asked to give a new fran-
chise for the Toronto & Scarboro Rafl-
way for twenty-five years, renewable
in perpetuity. The company alsq want
the power to manufacture electricity
and sell power, light and heat at any
place in the township.

The Kingston-road is the great high-
way of Eastern Ontario for all but
steam railway traffic. Electric rait-
ways are taking more and more of the
work that is now done by steam rail-
ways and by horses. It is therefore a
very serious matter to tie up any part
of a great electric highway, such as the
Kingston-road is bound to be.
ought to be a well-defined general pol-
icy in regard to electric railways. Com-
panies ought not to be allowed to deal
with ' municipalities piecemedl, and per-
haps obtain from one municipality a
privilege that will tie up a great system
of communication.

The municipalities ought to stand by
one another in this' matter, and the
mayor and council of Toronto ought
to do their utmost to prevent the To-
ronto & Scarboro Railway, or the To-
ronto Railway Company, from obtaia-
ing a perpetual franchise on the King-
ston-road. In the military language
that is now in everybody's mouth, we
must not allow the enemy to cut our
lines of communication, and a perpetual
franchise of five miles, or even one mile,
would cut them most effectually,

It is undoubtedly against the interest
of the Township of Scarboro to give
perpetual franchise, but it is also
against the interest of the whole pro-
vince, and no such bargain should be
allowed by law. No perpetual fran-
chise should be recognized; no fran-
chise extending longer than twenty-one
years should be ratified by the legisia-
ture. A township ' should have full
power over its highways for all local
purposes. But electric rallway traffic
in this province is sure to develop into
trunk lines hundreds of miles long, an1
passing thru many cities, towns and
rural municipalities. The interest of on2
of these is in the interest of all; and
an agreement made with one ought not
to be allowed to prejudice the rights of
all.

TWO-CENT PASSENGER RATES.

The Montreal Star casts ridicule on
the movement for a two-cent passenger
rate, insinuating that the movement
is due merely to a desire for ‘‘cheap
notoriety.” The Star has a great dis-
like of notoriety,and has been frequent-
ly chided by its friends for hiding its
light under.a bushel. While this is a
failing which leans to virtue's side, It
yvet has a tendency to interpose a cloud
between the star and the planet upan
which it shines; in other words, to
keep the editor in ignbrance of what
his readers are thinking and saying.

If The Star will make inquiries of its
readers in Ontario, especially in West-
ern Ontario, it will find that the move-
ment for a two-cent rate is not the
result merely of a craving for notor-
ifety. We refer it especially to The
Globe, to The Farmers' Weekly Sun,
and to Mr. Preston, an eminent Lib-
eral journalist and a prominent mem-
ber of the Ontario legislature. These
may represent, in the main, Liberal and
independent opinion, but we have plenty
of evidence that Conservative opinton
s on the same side. We recommend
The Star to come out of its dignified
seclusion and examine the railway
situation.in Western Ontario.

362 RUSSIANS ON HELD

Most of Japs’. Enemies Who Sur-
rendered at' Hamatau Were
Wounded — Much Munitions.

Antung, May 1l.-—An official report
of casualties at the battle of the AYq.lu
'River shows a 'list of thirty-one Ja-
pangse officers killed and. twenty-nine
wounded, one hundred and sixty-men
killed and ‘six ‘hundred and sixty-six
wounded. © On the Russian side, 1367
men were found dead on.the field,
four hundred and seventy-five wound-
ed are in Japanese hospitals, and ore
hundred and thirty-eight men were
taken prisoners.

Most of the Russians who surrender=-
ed ‘at Hamatan, west of Chinliea-
cheng, where the Japanese charged the
Russian rear guard, were wounded.

The Russian soldiers who have since
died in hospitals are buried on-a hill-
top near Antung, and were followed
to the grave by a Japanese guard of
Jonor and the staff officers. A Danish
Lutheran missionary, the only for-
eigner living at -Antung, read the
funeral services over the remains.

The captured Russian munitions of
war being brought into Antung, in-
clude twenty field pieces, ten machine
much small arm ammunition,
twenty transport wagons, two ambu-
lences and band instruments, the lat-
ter perforated with bullets, Most of
these things were ahandoned in the
I recipitate flight of the Russian troops.

Ganadian Precluded by Law From

"New York, May 11.—Barred by an
{nexorable law from dying at his home
in Canada, James Deacon, a 27-year-
old Canadian consumptive, died in the
hospital at Ellis Island last week un-
‘@ér peculiar]y pathetic circumstances.
. With his wife Ida, Deacon arrived
from England on the Philadelphia ten
days ago. He had been four years in
South Africa. Finding that he was
doomed by consumption, he longed to
see his mother and end his days ‘n his
old home at London, Ont. With his
wife he hurried to Southampton and
‘sailed for this port.

' His hopes were shattered .when, on

reaching the lpwer bay, the health
officers marked him for deportation.
Commissioner Willlams became intar-
estéd in the case and uu‘m Commis-
sioner Sargeant if he would be permit-

. g to send the man to St. John, N.B..|

‘a sea route. But the law that all
infected immigrants must be depnrt-
ed tb the port from which they have
‘come is inexorable.

During five days following the Arriv-
al of the Deacons at the hospital his
wife spent all her time at his bedside,
and both hoped that Commissioner
Willams could find some way to for-
ward them to Canada. To Mrs. Dea-
con, altho she was under sentence of
deportation, the run of the island was
given.

"The British consul declined to ‘nter-
fere with the case after the mission-
aries had exhausted all their ingenuity
to.get the man free. Deacon died five
days after he had landed.

Hearing of his death, a local organ-
ization known as the London Old Boys’
Association offered to pay his funaral
expenses. Attended by_Mrs- Deacon
and the mother of the dead man, a
sad funeral was held at .the Stephen
Merritt Chapel, Nineteenth-street and
Bighth-avenue. Vi

 CANNOT BE DONE BY DISTRICTS,

Local Option Applies Only to Muni-
cipalities as a Whole.

The Christian Guardian considers
that in' two districts in Toronto local
option could be carried without diffi-
culty, but as the law applies only to a
municipality as a whole, the experi-
ment would not work out.

monasteries. and villages in a wid»
radius.

In the attack on the mission com-
pound May 5, when eight servants;

gained the walls. Only their shout-
ing betrayed them in time to prevent
indiscriminate slaughter of the post,
weakened by the detachment of men
for an expedition. The defenders
were quickly in position and drove off
the invaders. The sick men in the
hospital insisted on joining the fight-
ers, and gave valuable assistance,

ROYAL ARCANUM CONCLUDES.

Major Snelgrove Re-Elected G. R.-
Meet in Hamilton in 1906.

The grand council of the Royal Ar-
canum was yesterday morning address-
ed by Grand Regent Snelgrove, who as-
serted that there was an increase in
the year of 60,000, making 300,000 in all,
of whom 8667 are in Ontario, with total
insurance of $653,319,000, and the death
benefits paid in Ontario since organi-
zation, 81,581,627, Six new councils
have .been established.

At the afternoon session,Mayor Urqu-
hart was introduced. P. H. Punshon,
Oshawa, and John E. Twigg, Kingston,
were appointed scrutineers for the elec-
tions. W. 8. Armstrong, St. Catharines,
and Robert Cahoon, Toronto, were ap-
pointed assistant grand guides. James
B. McKillop presented a report of the
committee on state of the order, which
was adopted. :

Some changes made in the constitd-
tion include: Grand council sessions
to be held on second Wednesday in
April, instead of May, as at present.
The grand council shall bond the offi-
cers of subordinate councils to a mini-
. mum of $300. The proposal to hold an-
nual, instead of biennial, sessions was
withdrawn,

The election of officers resuited:Grand
regent, Major H. J. Snelgrove (Co-
bourg), acclamation; grand vice-regent.
W. H. Baker (Toronto); grand orator,
C. €.'Lyman (Brockville), re-elected;

Concerning the lack of accommoda-
tion, Mr. Spence pointed out that in
Prince Edward Isiand, where no liquor
is sold, there is no dearth.

JAPS ONLY PROTECTORS,

London, May 11.—Earl Percy, under
foreign secretary, replying to a’' ques-
tion in the house of commons to-day,
said the British consul at' Newchwahg
had not asked for a gunboat for the
protection of British interests there, in
view of the possibility of an attack
by brigands, Newchwang being in-the
theatre of war, His Majesty’s govern-
ment some* time ago took the only
step possible in requesting the balii-
gerents to safeguard the interests of
British subjects. The Russian ROV~
ernment promised that all precau-
tions would be taken. Should the Rus-
sians retire from Newchwang, ihe
secretary did not suppose there wou!d
be any protection for British 'life or
property against brigandage until the
entry of the Japanese into the town.

EXPLOSION KILLS TEN.

Fifty Kegs of Powder Blow Up in
Mine Shaft.
