In 1868 he acquired an interest in
the mill property at Marble Cove, just
above the falls at St. John, including the
mill and thirteen acres of land, fronting on
deep water. The mill property was de-
stroyed by fire in 1876, and in the same
year new buildings were erected. Later on
these buildings were also visited by fire
and destroyed, shortly after which the
present’ thoroughly ‘modern and up-to-date
buildings were erected.

A communication from Engineer F. A.
Barbour, dealing with the progress of the
Loch Lomond water extension, was re-
ceived this morning by Common Clerk
Wardroper.

“Section 3 will be finished by Oct. 20,
except the tunnel, where very difficult
ground is being encountered, and no defi-
nite prediction can be made as to the
progress on same; section ¢ is going well,
and should be completed by Nov. 15.

“The work in sections 1 and 2 is being
carried on without economy or efficient
management and while, if the contract-
ors are given sufficient time, they will
complete the undertaking it will be at
an expense to them greatly in excess of
what would have been the case under com-
petent supervision.

IN ITALIAN POLITICS

New Organization of the Catholic Party in Italy
From a Politic\al and Educational Point of

NEW YORK, Oct. 2 — A cable de-
spatch from Rome to the Herald printed
today says: L’Osservitore Romano, the
official organ of the Vatican, publishes a
note on the new organization of the
Catholic party from the political and edu-
cational point of view in Italy.

Two
days later the Star featured a sensational
story which had been printed in American
papers many days before, which was not
worth printing at all, and which in view
of the Star's own Associated Préss ide-
spatch of two days before was ridiculous,
but which would leave an entirely false
impression on the mind of any reader who
had not seen the earlier despatch.

From a business standpoint, the Times
would hardly be jealous of such a “special”
gervice as this, but should rather rejoice to

MURDER AND WORSE

The papers told last week of a particu-
larly horrible murder committed by a
negro in Edna, Texas. There could be
no sympathy for the murderer, but only
a desire that swift punishment should
follow the crime. But civilized people
must regard with equdl horror the follow-
ing acount of the method of punishment
proposed :—

EDNA, Texas, Oct. 1 — H. H. Beasley,
brother of Mrms. Conditt, the murdered
woman, stated that it was the request

BOSTON POLICE
MAKE AN ARREST

W. A. Haynes Taken Into Cus-
tody in Conection With the
Winthrop Mystery --- Case
Against Him Is Slight.

Boston, Oct. 1—The first arrest in con-
nection with the finding in the harbor near
Winthrop of a dress suit case containing
the torso of a woman, on whom, the medi-
can examiner statés, an illegal operation
had been performed, occurred today, when
the local officers took into custody on eus-
picion of being an accomplice in the case,
William A. Haynes, of 52 Chambers street,
West End. . -

The arrest was made early this morning,
and it is stated to have been made on
statements by Samuel A, Wingfield, who
told the police that. he had a friend who
had ct up a body. Ty

Haynes was examined at length by the
police this morning, and while he deyied
the accusation and claimed that his friend
had confused it with his being on a. coro-
ner's jury, he was locked up. Haynes is
a clerk in a ehipping office.

The authorities while. declining to make
a specific statement regarding the arrest,
indicate by their manner that. they are far
from confident that the right man is be-
ing detained. Up to this evening no defin-
ite charge had ‘beem preferred against
Haynes. :

Wingfield was interviewed in a West
End saloon by a mewspaper man on Fri-
day, and the attention of the police was
called to alleged statements made by him
regarding Haynes om Saturday, without
notifying either the etate or the high offi-
cers of ‘the local department, two -police-
men connected with etation 3 at the West
End, early today, took Wingfield and
Haynes to the etafion, where they were
examined by Sergeant Moulton. The ex-
amination lasted about three hours, dur-
ing which Wingfield is said to have told in
a rambling and very, ggervous manner, that
Haynes h& informed him that he
(Haynes),-hagd-cut body. or.a pertion
of one at T wharf,ﬂ_;luea.r whexeex he is em-
ployed. Wingfield could not say whether
tthe y was thit .of a man or a
woman. A woman named -Kate Conway,
who claims to be engaged to Wingfield, is
said to have corroborated some of his
statements regarding Haynes.

Haynes denied that he had ever made
such a statément ands asserted that hid:
friend had confused the fact that he
(Haynes) had been on.a coroner’s jury and
had helped drag a body from the water
near the wharf. Wingfield has been ar-
rested here .on / several -occasions on
charges of intoxication.

AT BLOOMFIELD

Corey and Stanley Floyd, Brothers, Struck by the East Bound
C. P. R Saturday---One Killed Instantly, the Other Died

Later.

Bloomfield, Kings county, Oct. 2—(8pec-
fal)—Two young men of this place—Corey
and Stanley Floyd, brothexs, while driving
across the track at Bloomfield station
about 1 o’clock Saturday afternoon, were
gtruck by the east-bound C. P. R, ex-
press while it was going at full speed.
Corey was killed instantly and the younger
brother, Stanley, was taken to the St.
John hospital, where he died at 5.30 Sun-
day morning without having regained con-
sciousness. i

The two homes they were driving were
also killed, and their wagon ghattered. An
inquest will be held. ,

The terrible accident has cast a gloom
over the whole community. The parents
and brothers and ‘sisters are nearly frantic
with grief. This is the second accident of
thie kind' at that place within a few
years, and there is a strong feeling that
something ought o be done to prevent any
third.

The train was No. 26, the C. P. R. east-
bound, in charge of Conductor W. J. Dick-
son, with Driver Theodore S. Wilkins and
Fireman Charles Waldron. The train wes
a few minutes late and as ehe makes ne
stop at this place, Was running at about
full speed. The main road crosses the
railway just west of the station, end a
milk house on the north side of the track
partly hides the view of anybody ap-
proaching from that direction.

From
a hurried examination, Dr. Stewart could
only eay he did not consider there was
much hope for his recovery. After the
train left, the I. C. R. authorities dis-
patched a light emgine }rom Conductor
Armstrongs’ gravel train, on the siding,
to Hampton for Dr. Smith, who came and
prepared Stanley to be sent to the hospi-
tal in St, John. The injured man was
placed in a van and taken to St. John.

Both horses were instantly killed. One
was thrown against the etation, while the
other was hurled fifty or sixty feet up
the platform into the station agent’s gar-
den, and a young lady who had just step-
ped out of the way, had a very narrow
escape from being struck and hurt. :

The scene about the station was a piti-
ful one. As eoon as it became known
what had occurred, a- crowd began to
gather. The wreckage of the wagon and
bags of oats torn open were stréewn about
and the blood of mangled men and horses
horrified the beholders, marking even the
windows of the little house.

COorey Floyd, who was killed, was the
elder, about twenty years old. Stanley is
seventeen. They were quiet, industrious
boys, and highly respected. Besides their
parents, who are grief stricken, a sister
and two brothere survive. The sister was
in Salisbury, and ome of the brothers in
Montreal. Both have been notified by
wire. All have the deep sympathy of
the entire commaunity.

Coroner Peter Campbe]l began an in-
quest, but has postponed it till Tuesday
in order to eecure the evidence of the
train hands. :

Two years ago Mrs. Fillimore, mother-
inlaw of Station Agent Brown, and his
little boy were killed in a very similar way
while driving across the track at this
place, The two accidents have caused a
feeling to grow up among the people that
the crossing ehould be made eafer. There
i8 a good deal of feeling about the matter,
and it is likely at' the inquest the whole
affair will be probed ¢o the bottom. .

His left
leg was found to be cut, his right hand
badly bruised, and the back of his head
injured, and he suffered from concussion
of the brain. There seemed to be no
bones broken and so far as was known no
internal injuries. He died at 5.30 o’clock

TWO BOYS ACCIDENTALLY

AT LOCH LOMOND

Patrick Green Expired After
!_ast Words of Song Had
Left His Lips.

Second

After singing a song, and while sitting
among his mates in a shack near the water
extension works at Robertson’s Lake on
Saturday night, Patrick Green, of Mont-
real, fell forward and was picked up dead.
The cause of death is believed to be heart
disease. 2 !

It was ascertained yesterday that Green
returned to the shack, which is close te
the dam on the Mispec stream, between
9 and 10 o’clock Saturday evening. There
were a large number of men present, and
the time was spent in singing and joking.
Green among the rest sang a comic song,
and soon after resuming his seat he was
seen to roll over, and fall to the ground.
Those near him carried him to his bunk,
but it was seen that life was extinct. Cor-
oner Berryman was informed by tele-
phone,. and at an early hour yesterday
went out to the works and viewed the
body.

Last evening Dr. Berryman said he be-
lieved the man' died from heart disease,
and at present saw no reason for holding
an official enduiry. In making his inves-
tigation on the spot the coroner said he
was informed that Green was not under
the influence of liquor at the time, and
James Walton, the foreman of the works,
had given him an excellent character. Fur-
ther enquiries would be made to ascertain
the whereabouts of his relatives, and the
funeral would not take place at present.
He would place the man’s age at between
thirty-five and forty. He ehowed no
sign of disease.

P. J. Mooney was also seen by a re-
porter. He said it was generally thought
that Green was not the real name of the
unfortunate man, and he had in fact in-
timated as much in conversation. Some
time ago Green had told him that he came
originally from Limerick (Ire.), and had
served in the British army in India.
Later he came to Canada and resided in
Montreal where he joined the police force.
He spoke of relatives and mentioned his
mother and two sisters as resident there,
and some reference was made to a daugh-
ter in & convent. He had a brother also
in Montreal, and Mr. Mooney understood
he was at the present time on the police
force <n that ecity. Green said he came
to St. John with a friend who had sin:e
returned. Mr. Mooney added that he had
wired to Montreal in the hope of locating
the family.

The boys range from about fifteen
years of age down to 10, young Curren be-
ing the youngest. ;

Before taking up (the case it was an-
nounced that W. ’I‘uome, representative
of an accident insurance company, would
not take action against young Curren on a
eecond charge, who, it is alleged, was play-
ing ball in Carleton and broke a plate
glass window in a shop kept by Mrs. Long.
The glass was valued at $54.

With reference to \the McConnell case,
young Curren told the court that he went
behind the counter and put his hand on
the till. He said he was told to go behind
the counter by Robert Clayton, the latter,
however, was not there with him. Robert
Clayton said that Curren asked him to
help him to steal some money, and he told
him_that he would not, as he was watch-
ing a diver at the ferry floats.

Magistrate Ritchie asked Detective Kil-
