But can the 
moral influence of that Christian deputation be 
lost? Can it be that the Venerable Roden, from 
the shores of England, together witJi the noble 
representatives of the Christian coRimnnitios in 
France, in Germany, in Prussia, in Switzerland, 
and Holland, should have gque as the disciples of 
tlic meek and lowly Jesus, clad in Christian 
armour, with the sword of the Spirit, the shield 
of Faith, and the holy influence of pryyer ; can 
it be, that such a deputation should have gone as 
the representatives of the Biblo-rcading ami Bible- 
loving world upon the errand of mercy, nnd have 
gone in vain ? No, my friends ! it '.will have its 
effect. If it break not the chains of the unfor­
tunate victims of tvraimv now lingering in their 
solitary cells ; it will help to break the chains of 
a nation ; it w ill tell upon the population of Italy, 
upon the pupulation of Europe, and to God alone 
can ho known the extent and blessedness of its 
results.

The Rev. William Elder seconded the reso­
lution in a very clear and able address ; which, 
being unable to insert in full, and yet unwilling 
to abbreviate, we must hold over until our next 
publication.

The Rev. I. E. Bill being called upon, spoke

Mr. Pi-esident,—The Resolution which I have 
the honour of submitting to this meeting, reads

tians ; feeling assured that the great bond of 
strength and harmony among us, is derived from 
that vital principle of our union—that the Bible— 
the whole Bible—was given fur tho instruction and 
use of all men, that it is adapted to all conditions 
of Society, and fitted, under the Divine blessing, 
for the enlightenment and purifying of the world.

Sir, this resolution is so comprehensive in its 
range, it will not be expected tin I should dwell 
upon every point it involves, I shall therefore just 
notice one or two of its most prominent features.

uggests the idea that the great bond of 
vital union amongst us, as Protestant Churches, is 
God’s word. This, Sir, is an important thought. 
The time was, in the history of our world, when it 
was pervaded by a spirit of entire harmony. Eve­
ry beast of tlic field, every bird that chirped her 
cheerful notes in Eden’s lovely bower, and every 
leaf that trembled in the breeze, xvns a witness that 
all was unity. Our first Parents, clad in the beau­
teous robe of their primeval purity, xvcrc happy in 
tlic enjoyment of perfect love : but the Tempter 
entered this garden of peace, and from that dread 
moment, the spirit of division has been extending 
its direful influence, going deeply into all the ram­
ifications of society, dividing nations, breaking the 
peace of communit ies, and of families, and sowing 
the seeds of discord, even amongst the Lord’s pco-

lst. It s

pie. We xvitness xvitli pain tlic progress of this 
disturbing influence, and we ask, is there no re­
deeming power, to save the world, and the Church 
from this animosity and strife ? The reply is yes. 
Where is it to be found ? In any of those false 
systems of religion, which are practised in heathen 
lands ? No ! Does it exist in that system, which 
closes God’s book to the laity, nnd robs 
conscience by not allowing him to read, think, and 
decide for himself? It is not there. All these 
schemes have been put to the test ; and each stands 
before the world, as a stupendous failure. Shall we 
look for it in mere human creeds, as adopted by 
the religious sects of Christendom ? We look 
there in vain. Where then shall we find this re­
deeming element ? I answer in the pure woid of 
inspiration. This blessed Book, the Bible, origina­
ted in the very heart of infinite love ; it breathes 
the spirit of pure love, and it was given to baptize 
the world in that sanctifying e'ement.

In this sacred volume, the law of universal 
brotherhood is distinctly recognized ; and the obli­
gation growing out of that relationship, clearly 
unfolded. “ Thou shall love thy neighbour as 
thyself.” “ Whatsoever ye would that men 
should do unto you, do ye even so to them.” This 
is a principle of universal application, nnd the re­
quirement of the Bible, is that every man should act 
in accordance with it.

The duty of chriptian love is not only urged by 
numerous precepts ; but is especially enforced by 
the prayer of Christ. IIow earnestly did he pray 
that his people might be one. We hoar him pray 
as he stands by the grave of Lazarus—as he 
goes to the mountain top to hold converse witR 
heaven—as he prostrates himself in the j ‘ 
garden to grapple with his Father’s wrath,

Can xvc, as Chris­
tians, read that remarkable prayer, and not feel the 
cords of a holy fellowship binding us to all of eve­
ry name, and sect, who love the Redeemer ? But 
the good word of God does more than this, for by 
the power of the Eternal Spirit, it implants princi­
ples in the heart of man, which become living 
springs of action ; and which enable all under their 
influence to say, “ by this we know that we have 
passed from death unto life, because we love the 
brethren.” But we may further remark, that the 
finger of holy prophecy points us to a time in the 
future, when the world shall be so moulded by the 
truths of God’s revelation, as to enjoy-uninterrup­
ted peace. “Men shall beat their swords into 
plow-shares, and their spears into pruning hooks : 
nation shall not lift up sword against nation, nei­
ther shall they learn war any more.” Sir, this 
holy book tenches us, that xve cannot be Christians 
unless we love God, and love onr brother also. 
We must therefore regard it as the 
true fellowship. Men are every where united in 
proportion as they arc guided by the word of God.

Our resolution suggests the thought also, that
