William Mister, for many years a
resident of St. John, has_given his life
in the defense of the motherland which
he loved so well. When war was declar-
ed he immediately gave up his work
here and sailed for England where he en-
listed in an artillery unit. In a letter
from his father, who resides in England,
to Timothy Callaghan of Little River,
the news of his death is conveyed and
his bereaved father speaks with pride of
the references to his son in a communi-
cationhfrom the officer who informed him
of death of his son in France on
July 24. For many years Gunner Mister
had been employed in Lee’s brickyards
at Little River and had many friends
who will hear of his death with sincere
regret. He was forty-one \years old.

Samuel J, Small Killea

Samuel J. Small of Milford, mention-
ed in this morning’s casualty list as
killed i action, was about thirty-five
years of age and a native of the old
country. He was an accomplished musi-
cian and for some time was organist in
the Church of the Good Shepherd, Fair-
ville. When the call came for able-bod-
jed men to take up arms he responded
and joined a New Brunswick battalion.
Though for a time in an English hos-
pital with lumbago, he returned to the
front in good time to participate in most
of the important engagements of his
unit. - His death removes the head of a
little household of wife and three chil-
dren and they will have the sympathy
of t¥e entire community.

Was Native of St. Johr-

Lance-Corporal Robert N. Anderson,
whose death in act.on was reported in
The Times yesterday, was a native of
St. John and resided here until a few
years ago., After living for some time
in Moncton he moved to the United
States, where his wife still lives. He
returned to Canada to enlist and went
overseas with a Nova bceotia infantry
battalion. He was wounded soon after
his unit reached the front and had re-
turned to the firing line only about a
month before he was killed. Mrs. Frank

N CHEAGO IN
THENTY YEARS

Bakers Say Bread Must be Still
Dearer Unless Something Low-

ers Price of Flour

Chicago, Oct, 19—The public is con-
fronted with another increase in the
price of bread, if wheat continues to ad-
vance, according to predictions of prom-
inent bakers. A ten-cent jump in the
price of wheat in the last two days sent
flour up seventy-five cents a barrel,
which caused the big bakers to an-
nounce that, in addition to recent in-
creases in the price of bread, they would
have to make further advances unless
something unforseen lowers the price of
flour. Bakers paid $9.50 a barrel whole-
sale for flour yesterday, the highest
price in Chicago in twenty years.

“Unless an embargo on the exporta-
tion of flour and wheat is declared,”
said Paul Schulze, a prominent baker,
“there will be a wheat famine before
spring. - Even as the situation is now,
small millers are shutting down their
plants and filling their orders by buy-
ing from th‘e Minneapolis mills.”

SOUND DEFLECTOR PROTECTS
CITY FROM FOG HORNS

At the Buffalo light gtation on Lake
Erie a large deflector s been -erected
behind the fog horns to protect the city
from the deep, penetrating sounts of the
powerful instruments when they are in
service. The device is described in the
November Popular Mechanics. Maga=*#7
It is about 14 feet in diameter and sau-
cer-shaped. It consists of a'steel shell
having a 4 inch packing of mineral wool
between it and a facing of asbestos
board. The device is attached firmly to
the roof of the building and forms a
backing for the megaphones. The de-
vice is reportéd to have proved efficient
not only in minimizing the volume of
sound spreading back across the city,
but also in rendering the signals more
distinct to navigators.

(Conservation.)

‘To the rising generation must we look
for many changes and improvements in
our maunicipal conditions.

The children of the present, under
the influence of- a broad-minded teach-
er, will absorb lessons which will later
be an enormous induence for good. A
recognitign of this ract, and of the great
dependege'e placed upon them should be
in the 4ind of everyone.entrusted with
the upbuilding of our youth. The ex-
tent to which this power to influence
children for good is recognized may be
gleaned from the’ number of appeals
made to the school teachen for assist-
ance.,

Every Interest working for the bet-
terment of Canada and Canadians lays
stress upon the necessity of securing the

gnition and support of the children.

To this already long list has been ad-
ded a call. for the influence of ~school
teachers in the keeping of streets free
from litter. To a large extent the chil-
dren are responsible for this. Wagte
paper, chewing gum and candy wrap-
pers are thrown on streets and side-

alks regardless of the untidiness they

ause. This litter is carried by the wind
and, blowing about the streets, fright-
ens horses,‘causing many runaways and
sometimes  serious accidents. Waste
paper also collects in sheltered places,
falls through grates into basement win-
dow openings, or accumulates against
wooden buildings or fences; a lighted
match or a cigar or cigarette stub care-
lessly thrown aside may fall upon this
accumulation and cause a fire. All fires
are the same size at the start, and it is
the apparently small and harmless fire
which sometimes causes the greatest lpsg,
both of property and lives.

Of course Germany
talks of peace on Germany’s terms, but
the fact that the question is discussed
at all in that country reveals the great
difference between the feelings of the
German people and those of the people
of the Allled nations. If the Germans
were confident of attaining the world-
dominion they set out to. secure, -they
would not debate possible peace terms
until they were in a position to dictate

dmpose. In view of the terrible loss of
life involved, the destruction of prop-
erty, and all the long list of crimes as-
sociated with the conduct of the war by
Germany and her tools, those terms will
not be mild or easy to accept, but there
will be no alternative for the thorough-
ly beaten instigators of the strife that
has convulsed Europe for so long a
period. Kaiserism is doomed. Presi-
dent Falconer, of Toronto University,
which has sent more than three thous-
and of its staff, graduates and under-
graduates into active service, told 'the
students in 4 recent address what the
issue is that is now being decided. He
said: ! :

“What underlies this struggle? It is
simply this: Is the world hereafter to
live in a permanent condition of or-
ganization for (war or is it to be or-
ganized for peace? Is any one nation
having so organiéed itself and set the
pace for others, and having drawn others
into its orbit, to be able, just by the
rush and sweep of its power, to force
all other nations, large and small, into
8the circle of its will? If this principle
were to succeed the world would live in
subjection to the general military staff
of the most powerful nation. All life
would be regulated to serve their plans,
and individual freedom, implying initia-
tive, self-government, toleration of dif-
ferences, would be checked. Everything
would be directed to serve the purpose
of a military situation which itself would

* be determined by aims of world-wide
control.”

‘When the Allies have secured such a
victory as will guarantee a lasting
peace, and such restitution as will en-
able the nations dragged into war to
begin under favorable conditions the
great task of the reconstruction period,
they will be ready to impose, not to dis-
cuss with the enemy, the terms of peace.

-~ | Spain Now Pro-Ally,

It has been generally believed that the

military and religious leaders is concern-
ed has been pro-German since thé be-
ginning of the war. The Roman Catho-
lic church has been assumed to be in
favor ‘of Austria, and naturally opposed
to the democracy and liberalism of
France and Britain. The military caste
is said to have been founded on that of
Germany, and the army officers natural-
ly have had the greatest reverence for
Germany’s military prowess, As re-
gards the king himself, it was recognized
that he had always been an admirer of
France, and a welcome visitor there on
more than one occasion, and also that his
consort is an English princess.( In cer-
tain parts of the kingdom, notably in
Barcelona, where revolutionary senti-
ments are supposed to be generally cher-
ished, the:feeling has always been pro-
ally, or rather pro-civilization and pro-
liberty. But it was supposed that the
work of the German propagandists and
the large campaign fund at their disposal
had resulted in making Spanish senti-
ment on the whole favorable to the Cen-
tral Powers. Maura’s words to the ef-
fect that Spain should side with Britain
and France came therefore as a sur-
;prise.

;Spain's Hour of Destiny.

They were all the more significant in
i view of the fact that in the early days
of the war German submarines are sup-
posed to have been hospitably received
along the Spanish coast and assisted on
their voyages to the Mediterranean. In
some quarters Spanish official efforts to
correct these breaches of neutrality were
said to be half-hearted. It was sup-
posed that while Romanones as a Liberal
was anti-German, he .feared to show
himself in this light because the prevail-
ing sentiment of the country was not
behind him. But Maura is a Conserva-
tive, and it is said upon good authority
that Conservatives and Liberals are
agreed that Spain ought to take some
decided stand in this war. Maura has
said that isolation is impossible for
Spain because she is geographically, eco-
nomically and politicaly brought into
contact with other countries in both
hemispheres. He said that “Spain must
either take her proper place among the
nations or submit to be evicted, de-
graded or trampled under foot. We can-
not live ignored and merely tolerated,”
he said. ‘“*We must fill the position that
belongs to us or necessarily we shall see
our places taken by others.”

Looking to the Future,

Evidently he has his mind upon the
conditions that may exist after the war,
for he said Spain naturally belonged to
the group of nations that is fighting Ger-
many, that only among them could she
look for powerful allies, and that if she
remained coldly neutral throughout the
conflict she might find herself left with-

A pro-German
war minister had decreed the mobiliza-
tion along the French frontier of a Span-
ish army, which would have made it
necessary for France to mobilize to the
south an equal force. But Alfonso vet-
oed this order. He also assured Britain
and France that Spain would make no
hostile move against Portugal in conse-
quence of her throwing in her lot with
the allies, Finally he negatived a Ger-
man scheme to purchase a controlling in-
terest in Spanish shipping and transport-
ation schemes. There can be no ques-
tion as to the sympathies of Alfomso,
even though his mother ,to whom he is
devoted, is an Austrian. Should Maura
and Romanones between them decide

SUFFRAGE SPREADS.

(Woman’s Journal.)

The outcome of the election in British
Columbia exemplifies anew the tendency
of woman suffrage to spread from one
neighboring state or country to another.

British Columbia is bordered on one
side by Washington and Idaho, on the
other by Alaska. If the men of Brit-
ish Columbia had seen just across the
boundary line any of the direful results
that are so freely predicted by the op-
ponents of equal rights, they would nev-
er have voted to follow the example.’

One of the strongest arguments for
equal suffrage, from a practical point of
view, is this very tendency to spread.
If it gets a start anywhere—whether it
be full or municipal suffrage—it com-
mends itself to the nearest neighbors,
and they adopt it also.

Municipal suffrage was given e the
women of England in 1869. It proved
so satisfactory that in 1881 it was ex-
tended to the women of Seotland, and in
1898 to those of Ireland—each time on
more liberal terms. New Zealand gave
women full suffrage in 1898, South Aus-
 tralia jn 1895, and the other Australian
! States all followed on—West Afistralia,

men full suffrage in 1806, and since then
Norway, Denmark and Iceland have all
come into line. In our own ecountry
woman suffrage has spread outward
from Wycwing, which first adopted it,
until it now prevails throughout the
whole western half of the United States.
With the single exception of Illinois, the
white states on the suffrage map lie in
a solid block, all bordering upon one an-
other.

It stands to reason' that if equal suf-
frage led to one-twentieth part of the
harrowing results which its opponents
prophesy, the nearest neighbors would
take warning and would steer clear of it.
“Imitation is the sincerest flattery.”

It would be interesting to know what
has made the sweep of the egual suf-
frage movement through Western Can-
ada so irresistible. In part it is the
growth of the temperance movement.
British Columbia went dry at the same
election when it went for suffrage. The
men of Canade know that the fight
against liquor is not over when a law is
passed; it must also be enforced; and
they believe that the women will be a
power on the side of enforcement.

Gratitude for the women’s war serv-
ices was another factor. In the debates
in the various Canadian parliaments
warm tribute was paid w the courage
shown by the women in doing double
work at home while the men were at
the front. As the women of all the
warring nations have been doing this
the action of these four Canadian prov-
inces may be a pointer as to what will
happen elsewhere after the war.

IHE SILVER CROSS FOR
SOLDIERS' MOTHERS

> - (Toronte Star)

A number of correspondents have writ-
4en letters to The Star endorsing the
suggestion made by W. A. Fraser that
@ silver cross be awarded by the gov-
ernment to every Canadian mother who
loses a son in the war. But several of
these correspondents have suggested that
the award should be made to the wives
as well as the mothers of the fallen.
This idea was not overlooked by Mr.
Fraser before making his proposal pub-
lic, and in a letter to The Star he ex-
plains why he adheres to the belief that
the silver cross should be exclusively
awarded to the mothers of sons lost in
the war. Mr. Fraser says:

“Motherhood is the holiest thing per-
taining to man; it is the most sacred;
it is the mainspring of existence. God
commanded: ‘Honor thy father and thy
mother’; then He gave that sacred prom-~
ise: “That thy days may be long in the
land’ And so it is of nations. The
days are numbered for a nation (Net
does not serve and place above all things
its motherhood.

“The Spartans were a brave people.
To foster fortitude and bravery, they
destroyed the higher attribute of moth-
erhood, the guardianship of the child,
and the result was that Sparta never pro-
duced one great man—never a Themi-
stocles, or a Pericles; nor beautiful
snonuments; nor did she contribute to
art or literature, Even bravery in the
male, in all forms of animal life, is due
lo the mother. And the sons of Can-
»da, who are dying like heroes for their
pative land and for freedom, were given
that fortitude, that devotion to duty,
that strength of physique, that moral
stamina, by their mothers, and not by
Yheir wives.

“When God made the®supreme sacri-
fice for humanity, He gave ‘His only
begotten Son,” and He elevated mother-
hood to divinity when He took Mary’s
Son and commanded the sacrifice of His
life. Mary had a husband, but the most
tragic picture of human sacrifice in life
is the picture of Mary giving her Son
for the benefit of man. The sacrifice
of Rachael, as well as that of Sarghp,
bears testimony to the greater divinity
of motherhood in the eyes of the Lord.
‘They were rewarded with the priceless
gift of motherhood.”

In these paragraphs Mr. Fraser ex-
presses fine sentiment that would justify
the awarding of the ' proposed silver
cross, a recognition by the nation of the
sacrifices of motherhood and the heroism
of jwoman.

THE SILVER CROSS

(Toronto Star)

A correspondent today, in expressing
approval of W. A. Fraser’s suggestion
that a specially designed silver cross be
awarded to every mother in Canada who
has lost a son in the war, advances the
view that this distinetion should not
be conferred by a municipality or a leg-
islature, but should derive authority by
having the sanction of the king,

The suggestion put forward by Mr.
Fraser may need some further working
out as to details, but it is a wonderfully
taking idea. It is our opiniom that it
‘would be a fine thing for the Canadian|
government to adopt the proposal and
act upon it as quickly as may be; seeur-
ing, as we do not doubt could réadily be
done, the ' king’s ‘approval. "These sil-
ver crosses: could be awarded by €an-
ada, at His Majesty’s command, to the
mothers of our soldiers who have fallen
in action, and these simple decorations,
so rich in meaning, would be worn with
honor and treasured in time to come.
Obviously, however, the proposal, if it
is to be adopted, ought to be gone on
with at once, as it is highly desirable
that those mothers who have already
deeply and sadly earned such recognition
as this from the nation ought to receive
it now when it would mean most. If left
off too long it would, in some cases,
come too late.

WAS OBJECT LESSON,

The management of moving picture
houses in New York city and in.that
vicinity had a first class opportunity in
the past few months to obtajn a know-
ledge of how much the attendance of
children means to the movies. Because
of the epidemic of infantile ,paralysis
more than 500 picture houses were closed
in the five boroughs of Greater New
York. Some of these were closed by or-
der of the authorities but the greater
number because of lack of patronage and
even with so many closed it is stated
that the patronage of those remaining
open was much reduced. The parents
were unwiling te permit their children
to go to the movies just as they prevent-
ed them from attending any gathering
of people and when they cut off the
children the parents themselves did. not
attend in the usual numbers.

The wise moving picture managers
realize the necessity of pleasing the chijl-
dren and of presenting pfbgrammes that
not only appeal to the juveniles but also
eppeal to the parents as proper and de-
sirable productions for their children to
witness and this is a reason, and the

The air is filled with the swish
of bullets from the Gérman machine
guns, which play ceaselessly on the cov-
ers their adversaries are with difficulty
erecting.
These machine guns, at present, make
a further advance impossible; and offi-
cers are carefully locating their position.
As soon as the/ various emplacements
they occupy have been detected, infor-
mation will be sent back to the gunners,
enabling them to knock them out.

The officer in command of a certain
section of the captured trench has :com-
pleted his observations and writes a
short  despatch—in {riplicate, for good
reasons. >

A glance confirms the words, and the
officer takes another despatch from his
haversack.

“Runner!” he exclaims in a mechani-
cal tone.

“Yes, sir.”

The officer repeats his previous or-
ders.

“Need I take my rifle amd bandolier,
sir?” inquires the runner.

“No, leave ’em behind, ‘Snips,’” re-
turns his superior genially.

“Snips” is not his real name, though
he is so called by all the men, and by
his officers too on occasions such as this.

“Good lad! Good old Snips!” causes
him to glance quickly in that dircction;
and he sees his runner again dashing on.

“Lay doggo in a shell-hole to kid the
Boche gunners,” explains one of the men
with pride.

A few moments later “Snips” was out
of danger of the machine guns, but an
even greater menace lay ahead. The
enemy were putting a dense barrage be-
tween him and his destination. He kept
on running till he reached the shrapnel-
sprayed zone he must traverse. Then
he deliberately slowed down to a walk.

“Lost American Legion

Joke Played

on GeorgeV”’

'Pha’s How an American Writer in Toronto
Sizes Up the 97th Battalion; ‘‘Chief Suffer-

The b_e‘troit Journal  publishes  the
following interésting story of “‘the Am-
erican Legion,” written from an Ameri-
can point of view by its special repre-
sentative in Toronto, Annesley Bur-
rowes.

Where is the American Legion—that
regiment that was to have done in
France what Roosevelt’s Rough Riders
did in Cuba?

Roport on Some Houses in St
John

Fire Risk Very Great

Menaces Also to Public Health;
Provisions of a Housing Law
Providing for Desirable Imprave-
ment in Conditions

Startling conditions of uncleanliness,
filth and overcrowdedness in the so-
called tenement districts of St. John
have been revealed in the report of the
housing investigation committee of the
board of trade, recently suhmitted to the
common council. ‘The committee was
appointed and received a grant to carry
on its work early, in 1914, but conditions
arising from the war prevented a com-
pletion of the work until recently. Chair-
man W. F. Burditt and the other mem-

bers of the board with the assistance of
wo inspectors, J. H. Wasson and H. T.

clgughlin, have submitted an exhaus-
tive and lengthy report, based dn“actual
conditions and figures gathered in a care-
ful inspection of the most densely popu-
lated section of St John.

More than 240 houses were visited by
the. inspectors, and conditions existing
there affected over 2,000 people or three
per cent of the city’s population. Com-

pared with some of the larger cities in
the United States and other countries,

these conditions were found to be mod-
erate, but the high rental values demand-
ed for the use of some of the dilapitated
quarters, and the conditions under which
s0 many-women éand children live seem
almost incredible.

The area  investigated contained 18%;
acres. Included within the area were
248 dwelling houses containing 591 sep-
arately occupied sets of apartments, in
which there were ‘reported to be living
2,691 occupants. Of the occupants 49
per cent were male, 51 per eent female,
15 per cent children under five years of
age, 14 per cent children from five to
twelve years of age.

The buildings in the area surveyed
consist to a large extent of old wooden
dwelling houses that have seen better
days but are now in a more or less dila-
pidated condition. Many houses orig-
inally designed for occupation by one or
at most two families, are now occupied,
with slight adaptation, by two, three or
four families. A number of the old
buildings now occupied as dwellings
were not originally built for that pur-
pose at all, but are old barns and ether
outbuildings which have been converted
into dwellings of a very inferior class.
Of the 243 buildings classified it was
found that 282 were old houses, six were
old houses rebuilt, five only were new
houses. X

There are 289 wooden houses, nearly
one-third the number being three stories
or over in height and compacted to a
large extent in solid rows, with their
2,500 inhabitants using to a very large
extent kerosene lamps for artificial light-
ing, to say nothing of the numerous
barns, stables and outbuildings which
occupy. the interior of blocks, constitute
a conflagration mienace of very grave pro-
portions “‘which may so, day result in
a disaster to the whole city similar to
that of 1877.

‘While there does not at present appear

causes which produce such conditions
are allowed to continue unchecked. The

fact that two-thirds of the houses in this
district are comfortable one and two
family dwellings does not alleviate the
condition of the people who live in the
140 one to three-roomed tenements,some
of which are in old converted barns or
other outbuildings, and some few in
basements and cellars.

Summary of Revelations,

The facts brought out by the investi-
gation seem to warrant the following
conclusions:

That in consequence of the character
of the buildings which consist almost en-
tirely of old wooden houses, in closely
built rows, the majority of them in a
more or less dilapidated condition. and
over eighty-five per cent. of which are
occupied by two or more families, the
conflagration risk is very great, consti-
tuting a menace to the entire city.

‘Bhat there is a considerable degree of
land overcrowding in parts of the dis-
trict, especially in the block bounded by
Union, Brussels, Richmond and St. Pat-
rick streets, in the centre of which block
there are many rear tenements of a
very poor character as well as stables,
out door privies, and' other buildings.

That taking the district as a whole
the facts elicited do not indicdte any
great degree of congestion, nevertheless
a population averaging ninety-six per
acre is considerably in excess of the de-
sirable standard, and taking into account
the fact that the district includes a good
deal of vacant land, it is evident there
must be considerable crowding in some

parts.

That while the majority of the people
are comfortably housed in one or two-
family houses, a considerable proportion
are living in a very poor class of tene-
ments and paying rents that are ex-
orbitant considering the character of ac-
commodation they have.

That the reports do not indicate a

to. be any slum area of considerable ex-
tent slum conditions do occur in spots

It is, however, difficult to get
correct information on this point and a
good deal of crowding was found in the
smaller and poorer tenements.

That as a natural consequence of di-
viding up old single or two family
houses into three or four tenements there
are a great many dark and gloomy
rooms which should be done away with,
or provision be made for the admission
of daylight and fresh air.

That while considerable improvement
has been effected under board of health
regulations in the sanitary conditions,
those conditions are still very bad in
many places and much remains to be
done before the menace to public health
can he removed,

Some cities have enacted what are
| termed Tenement House Laws, but tene-
| ment houses are not the only kind that
tneed regulation, and a law dealing only:
with houses occupied by three or more
or even two or more families is not wide
enough in its scope. All kinds of houses
should be included in the provisions of
a housing law.

Housing Law Outlined.

The provisions of a housing law would
relate in part, (a) to plans for the con-
struction of new dwellings; (b) to re-
construction or repair of old dwellings;
(c) to occupation and maintenance of
dwellings; (d) to maesures for reducing
the risk from fire; () to the executions
and enforcements of the law.

A housing law should provide under
the first heading (a) relating to the erec-
tion of new buiidings for:

1. Preventivn of land overcrowding by
limiting the proportion of any lot that
may be occupied by builldings.

2. Adequate light and ventilation of
dwellings by prescribing the minimum
dimensions of rear-yards, side-yards and
courts, and a minimum space between
buildings.

8. Room lighting and ventilation by
providing a minimum proportion
: window area to floor space, that win-
| dows must open directly upon street,
! yard or court and must have moveable

i sashes.
! 4. Rooms of adequate size by fixing
 minimum floor space and height.

5. Lighting and ventilation of halls and
staircases of multiple dwellings.

6. Adequate means of egress from each
floor of multiple dwellings.

7. Lighting and ventilation of toilets.

8. Separate toilet accommodation for
each family,

9. The prohibition of cellar closets, ex-
cept under special conditions approved
by health officer.

10. Adequate and convenient water
supply for each family.

11. Effective drainage of courts, yards
and areas.

12. That no multiple dwelling shall be
erected and no building be occupied as a
multiple dwelling where no connection

can be had with proper sewerage system.

Bacteria Live From Five to Seven
Years on lce-Floes

Greenlanders the Victims; Inhabitants of
Labrador, Iceland and ‘Newfoundland
May be Infected; Thmkts United States

A special correspondent of the Medi-
¢a Record in Alaska, who sends his
communications from St. Michael,  is
convinced that various communicable
diseases are. transmitted from Alaska to
the natives. of the east coast of Green-
land by means of the Polar ice-pack.
He expresses this opinion as the result
of personal investigation and .ohserva-
tions -of -others intergsted in the: wel-
fare of the inhabitants'-of the Arctic
regions. 3 e s

This menace, he believes, is not con-
fined to Eastern Greenland but may
affect the inhabitants of Jeeland, Labra-
dor, Newfoundland, and eyen those of
the Scandinavian shore.” e diseases
which ‘he fears are spread i this man-
ner . include -tuberculosts;‘ *anthrax® and
typhoid fever, the germsyof whigh are
notoriously persistent under the most
adverse conditions. ot

The writer advocates ‘& thorough in-
vestigation of the mattér by an inter-
national commission of Scientists ap-
pointed by the countries likely to ‘be af-
fected. He is fully persuaded that cur-
rents from Bering Strait sweep across

and that they carry bacteria which re-
sist freezing in the heaps . of refuse
thrown on. ice floes by the Alaskan na-
tives, and which are concealed from view
in ‘transit by the white mantles of snow
that lend them an appearance of utter
harmlessness and sterility.

“In the year 1912, when the Swiss
savant, De Quervain, started to cross
the great inland ice cap of Greenland
from the west coast to the eastern shore
in latitude about 70 degrees north, he
found- the Danish authorities in Jacob-
havn were fully awake to the dangers
of infection, and he obtained permission
to cross this gigantic glacier, which cov-
ers the whole of Greenland with an ice
parrler almost impassable, only by giv-
ing a solemn understanding that he
would kill all the dogs in“his expedition
before leaving the glacier to enter the
village of Augmagsalik, on the east
coast,” says the writer. i

“This precaution was deemed neces-
sary by the Danes because it was fear-
ed that the expedition might be the
means of spreading to the villages of
the east coast of the island a disease
which was prevalent along the western
shores, and which had infected nearly
a._ll.the dogs of the villages in that vi-
cinity. Thus it will be seen that the
Danish government, whose methods of
caring for the Eskimo inhabitants of its
Arctic possessions might be studied with
profit, was working, to ' prevent the
spread of diseases among the domestic
animals of Greenland as well as among
thﬁ people who inhabit Danish America’
. “It has occurred to me, after listen-
ing to certain discourses by a man who
has had many years of experience in
the north, on the subject of Polar ocean
currents, that these currents may pos-

“It has been pretty well demonstrat-
ed, and it is agreed by all who have
studied the matter, that the currents
from Bering Strait flow across the
Polar area into ' the North Atlantic
Ocean. This was proven - conclusjvely
by the drift: of the Mclvil]e-Brya.nt
casks, which were placed on the ice of
the Polar pack north of Bering Strait.
Several years later a number of them
were picked up floating in the North
Atlantic. The only difference of opinion
on this subject for a number of years
has been the particular course taken by
these casks in their long Journey across
the Polar sea, though the voyage of the
Karluk in 1918 has about settled that
matter to the satisfaction of all inter-
ested,

“From my own observations and
from discussing the matter with others
who have had even better opportunities
than I for observation, I have con-
cluded, as has already been written in
these pages, that a large Dpercentage of
the native inhabitants of Alaska are
suffering from communicable diseases.
Tuberculosis especially is very preval-
ent, and the almost entire lack of sani-
tary measures which prevails in Alaska
permits it to spread unchecked This
absence of proper sanitary precautions
may be endangering the life of other
tribes of dwellers in the Far North, as
i»v:ll be seen by a further perusal of this
etter.

ter and spring months. This ice, carry-
ing-tons of garbage and refuse matter
from Alaska, floats away to the north-
ward, with the breaking away of the
jce from the shore in early summer, to
become incorporated into ‘the great ice
pack ' which covers the whole of the
Polar area. Thus the disease-laden ice
floes from Alaska, carried by the ocean
currents, after a journey of thousands
of miles, come grinding along the. east
coast of Greenland on their way -into
the North Atlantic. This process has
been going on through the ages, and it
is the deposit of the solid matter brought
across the Polar ocean by the ice which
has formed the Grand Banks of New-
foundland at the point where this
stream of ice meets the warm waters of
the Gulf Stream.

“Is' it not likely that these huge rafts
of ice, as they come crowding down
against the rocky coast of Greenland in
the final stages of their long journey
across the Arctic seas, may deposit some
of their germ-laden filth from the
Alaska villages on that shore and thus
spread the disease from our own ter-
ritory to the practically isolated people
of East Greenland? Of course, this ice
pack, drifting south into the North At-
lantic, appears to ome who sees it to be
pute white. It has been covered with
snow, which obscures the vast piles of
dirt which were visible at the beginning
of the journey, so that, while ‘this ice
appears to be about the purest thing in
the whole world, it may conceal unseen
dangers even greater than the evident
dangers to navigation, which are so
well known and recognized by every-
one.

“A traveler who has visited many of
the native villages on the west coast of
Greenland, as well as most of those on

the Alaskan shore, told me that to a
casual ‘ohserver it would appear that
there ‘is much /more tuberculosis among
the natives of Alaska than among those
of the west coast of Greenland. He
stated that, while he had never visited
the east coast of Greenland, he has
heard that the people there are much
more subject to tuberculosis than those
on the western side of the island, there-
by mdre nearly resembling the Alaskan
natives. This, too, in spite of the fact
that they are much more isolated, com-
ing but rarely in eentact with the civil-
ized world. The reason for this lack of
communication with the outside world is
the flow ‘of the ice $treams down that
stiore, making ‘navigation very -difficult.

“It is probable that this journey of
refuse matter on the ice from Alaska
to Greenland requires a period of from
five to seven years, and one might sup-
pose that the hard freezing to which
any organisms would necessarily be sub-
jected through successive years might
destroy their virability or virulence, so
that there would be no danger of in-
fection. It is the opinion of the writer,
however; that, in view of the high re-
sistance of the bacillus of tuberculosis,
of anthrax, of typhoid fever, and of
other infections, such organisms incor-
porated into the ice off the shores of
Alaska ' could follow the ice flowing
north through Bering Sea and Strait,
the Arctic Ocean, across the Polar area,
and thence into the North -Atlantic
Ocean with their virulence, but little or
not at all attenuated.

“It would be interesting to get an ex-
pression of opinion from some of the
Danish scientists who have studied
these matters, as well as some actual
statistics regarding the prevalence of
tuberculosis and other diseéases on the
east ‘coast of Greenland, as compared
with the west coast natives. If it is

found on investigating this matter that
Alaska is a possible source of infection
to the natives of this barren Greenland
shore, it would be‘the duty of . the
United States to take steps toward the

prevention of the spread of disease in

this manner.

1“Not only the natives of .the Green-
land shore would be endangered by this
means, but the health of the inhabi-
tants of Iceland, and even Labrador and
Newfoundland, Js to he considered;
and when it is realized that some ot
these organisms 'may not sink to the
bottom "when the ice melts away, but
remdin in suspension and be carried
with ‘the current of the Gulf ‘Stream.to
the Scandinavian shore, the matter
might have a more far-reaching result
than above outlined,

“It must be remembered that the last
of the Melville-Bryant casks found was
one picked up on the shore of a small
island just west of Tromso, Norway. It
was, in all probability, carried by the
ice pack into the North Atlantic until
it was freed upon the melting of the ice,
on the Newfoundland Banks, and then
floated with the Gulf Stream to the
Norwegian coast.

“This theory of the spread of dis~
eases from Alaska to Greenland may
appear unusual, but it is at least worthy
of thought, and much good might resuit
from a thorough investigation of the
matter. In fact, as Labrador and New-
foundland ( a crown colony of England),
as well as the Danish colonies in Amer-
ica and even the mainland of Europe,
are possibly a¥ected by the carrying of
refuse matter from Alaska by ice floes,
the services of an international commis-
sion of scientists from all the countries
concerned might do much toward the
prevention of the spread of diseases in
the lands bordering on the North At-
lantic Ocean.” }

“PRISONER SLAVES™ N
GERMAN HANDS NOW |
NUMBER THO MILLION

Enter Info Calculation of Man-
Power, Says Bosten Writer on
" Conditions in Germany

London, Oct. 19—(New York Sun

cable.)—D. Thomas Curtin of Boston,
continuing his description of conditions
in Germany, writes in the ‘Times this
morning that the British captures’ of
German prisoners is bettering the lot of
British prisoners in Germany, the Ger-
mans being anxious lest ill-treatment
bring reprisals. This applies to officers
as well as to men.

Mr. Curtin emphasizes the value to
Germany of its 2,000,000 “prisoner
slaves” who now are reclaiming swamps,
tilling soil, building roads and railways
and working in factories,

“Some of your military writers,” he
says, “leave these prisoners out of their
calculations when estimating Germany’s
man power. If you had 2,000,000 pris-
oners you probably would be able to re-
lease 2,000,000 of your own people for
military service., Most of the prisoners
in Germany are Russians. They are
seen everywhere and have greater free-
dom than any others. They sometimes
travel unguarded to and from work.
They are docile, physically strong and
accustomed to lower grade food than any
other prisomers with the excption of
the Serbs.

“Of course the English form much
the smallest number of prisoners, but
they arc most highly prized for hate
propaganda purposes. ‘T’hey are more
difficult to manage,’ said an unter offi-
cer to me, ‘than the rest of our 2,000,000

“It is indeed a fact that your 80,000
prisoners, although the worst treated,
are the gayest and most outspoken and

most rebellious against tyranny.”
