Windsor, Ont., Sept 14—A resolution 
presented by thc Brotherhood of Paint­
ers and -Decorators of Ottawa, advocat­
ing the entry of labor into the political 
field, was adveresely reported by the 
committee on resolutions and provoked 
warm discussion at yesterday’s session 
of the Canadian Trades and Labor Con­
gress. The language of the resolution, 
which invites the congress to cease the 
“beggarly, cap-in-hand function of 
annually approaching parliament for en­
actment of tertain legislation, was con­
sidered by some officials insulting to the 
congress. Action was _ deferred.

Consideration of the report of the 
committee on resolutions occupied the 
attention of the delegates this morning.

Resolutions already concurred in urge 
the dominion government to give Cana­
dian printers better protection under the 
copyright act; support Canadian news­
papers in their efforts to secure an ade­
quate supply of newsprint although dele­
gates from the letter carriers objected 
to part of the resolution which intimated 
that a flat rate of fifty per cent in the 
postal rate for newspapers and periodi­
cals was sufficient, and demand that bet­
ter wages and working conditions should 
prevail on the new Welland ship canal. 
The delegates also approved of the re­
quest from Montreal painters that the 
government should prohibit the use of 
spraying machines in applying paint. A 
resolution from Toronto railway em­
ployes asking that tffe government be 
petitioned to enact old age pensions 
legislation was also concurred In.

Debate was resumed on the resolution 
of painters and decorators local No. 200 
of Ottawa, favoring the entry of the 
congress into the political arena, which 
the resolutions committee suggested be 
deleted from the report.

And thus some actress winning is shrined in all our hearts; she 
seems remote from sinning and all that sordid arts. The moving films un­
fold her in strictly moral shows; wherever we behold her, our admiration 
grows. We christen her “-Our Lizzie,” and praise lier till we re hoarse 
and then she knocks us dizzy by asaing a divorce. A lot of . us old wedges 
still look on wedding rings aud solemn marriage pledges as being sacrea 
things. And now we find them tiring, these gifted girls and men; they 
had us once admiring, but never will again.

blown over the sea; but he notes some 
encouraging signs in improved produc­
tion in industrial plants of late, a de­
cline in extravagance, a growing revolt 
against the tyranny of ignorance, and the 
fact that more and more people are doing 
their own work, which is the shortest 
road to independence.

While we are on this subject it is re­
freshing to Canadians to read what a 
Canadian labor leader, Mr. James Mur­
dock, vice-president of the Brotherhood 
of Railway Trainmen, said in a speech 
on Labor Day at St. Thomas, Ontario. 
He declared that upon labor is based the 
maintenance of mankind and man’s civ­
ilization. Of labor unions he said:—

“The idea that the sole mission of a 
labor organization is to better wages and 
be in opposition to employers is an er­
roneous one. The yrimary object is educa­
tion. Once secure that, and other bene­
fits will follow ‘as the night the day.

Of the relations between employer and 
employed Mr. Murdock said;—

“The employer must learn that with­
out the employe his business would be as 
naught and that the employes must re­
ceive for their labor sufficient to main­
tain healthful, happy, normal standards 
of living. Employes should and must 
learn that earnest, honest labor in the 
interest of the employer is due in ex­
change for equitable wages and treat­
ment, and that a 'thirty-minute hour is 
just as dishonest as a fifty cent dollar.”

Mr. Murdock did not spare the profi­
teer, and indicated legislative means of 
curbing his rapacity, but for Bolshevist 
methods he had no sympathy whatever. 
In this connection he said;—

“We have db sympathy with any plan 
that finds its basic purposes in the de­
struction of government or the organ­
ised forms of law and order. We do 
not. subscribe to any propaganda that 
proposes a policy of destruction to find 
in a common basis of misery its ex­
pected hopes for reconstruction. We have 
not lost faith in our system of govern­
ment nor in our fellowmen. We^know 
that we have In our keeping the con­
tinuity of good government, the perpetu­
ation of our own common welfare, and 
we believe that it is not necessary to 
transplant anarchy here.”

So long a^ labor In Canada heeds such 
counsel as this the hope of such organi­
sations as the One Big Union will ,never 
be realized, and industrial, disputes will 
be settled without violence.

LORD BEAVERBROOK.
In printing to its readers a very 

triking photograph of Lord Beaverbrook, 
who was the guest of Mayor Schofield 
at luncheon today, and who is being cor­
dially welcomed by old St. John friends, 
Toronto Saturday night says:-v-

“After a phenomenal career as a finan­
cier in Canada he went to London while 
still under thirty and has become one 
of the most powerful figures in British 
politics, journalism and finance, 
under-secretary to the Unionist ieady, 
Rt Hon. Bonar Law, and later as min­
ister of information he helped to make 
history during the late war, and was 
credited with being the man behind most 
important changes in the political kalei­
doscope of the Motherland.”

Since he came to Canada his lordship 
lias had something to say on the subject 
of lower prices, and on this point Satur­
day night observes :—

•‘The words 6f Lord Beaverbrook, who 
brings a very acute mind to bear on all 
economic problems, must have 
rather as a shock to the agricultural In­
terests which have been counting on the 
prices of wheat staying up to the war 
level. He gives a pointed hint that far­
mers cannot enjoy enormous crops and 
unimpaired prices at the same time. 
Moreover, the depreciated condition of 
European money is to produce an inevi­
table reaction. It will be increasingly 
difficult for the grain exporters of Can­
ada and the United States to find vastly 
profitable markets abroad for two rea­
sons:
is speedily getting back to normal; and 
exchange is heavily against European 
purchasers,. In this respect the Canadian 
wheat grower is in a more fortunate po­
sition than his American neighbor, but 
the inevitable result in both countries 
should be cheaper foodstuffs.”

To McGill University' has cbme a great 
collection of relics of Canadian pioneer 
days through the gift of David Ross 
McCord of Montreal. Mr. McCord was 
born at Temple Grove. Quebec, in 1844 
and graduated, in law at M.cGiil Uni­
versity. From his youth he has been a 
student of other days and ways and 
early in life hé began to collect every­
thing he could that recalled the early 
history of Canada. For- sixty; years he 
collected his treasures in his residence 
at the place of his birth ; then when they 
had reached wonderful proportions he 
gave them to the university.

—penned only a few minutes before he 
entered the battle of Queenston Heights, 
where he was destined to Ml, and cher­
ished, personal belongings of Jacques 
Cartier,. Champlain, Frontenac, Bishop 
Laval and -the martÿrs of the various 
church orders that sought to bring Chris­
tianity to the Redmen of the forests 
when Canada was young.

WORK AND WAGES.
“High wages don’t get you anywhere 

if you aint working.”
This bit of philosophy, from the lips 

of a factory operator in enforced idleness, 
is beginning to impress itself apod the 
minds of an increasing number of people 
who hailed the steadily rising rate of 
wages with great satisfaction. When the 
scale gets too high, and the price of 
goods begins to go down while the cost 
of producing them stays up, the manu­
facturers begin to curtail production and 
there is less work. Then the high scale 
of wages does not get the workman any­
where, because he does not draw them. 
In oilier words there is a fixed relation 
between cost of production and the sol­
vency of an enterprise, and there is a 
possibility of loss as well as of gain. 
Failure to recognize this basic fact on the 
part of the workman may be his own 
undoing.

But there is another serious aspect .of 
the case. It is illustrated by the follow­
ing» story told by Dr. Chartes A. ■ Eaton, 

the editor of Leslie’s Weekly :—
“It was early afternoon on an eastern 

farm. The weather had berti bad and 
the outlook was threatening. There were 
two loads of hay left, which, by all the 
rules of the game, ought to have been 
put under cover before the men quit. 
Otherwise the rain would spoil it. At 
a quarter to five one of the workers, an 
old-fashioned Jersey farmer, said to the 
foreman :—‘We ought to put in those two 
loads of hay before we knock off work.’ 
‘To hell with the hay,’ said the fore­
man, ‘it is quitting time.’ The men fol­
lowed their foreman into the bpms, 
which they reached in time to get their, 
teams put up before five o’clock, 
two loads of prime timothy hay were 
left in the field. It rained for three 
days.

yThe objects of the protective system 
in Canada are outlined as follows :—

1. To diminish, as far as possible, the 
importation of goods from foreign coun­
tries which can be produced at home.

2. To facilitate the importation of raw 
materials for manufacturing processes, 
which cannot be produced at home.

3. To encourage the exportation of 
Canadian goods as finished products.

4. To make Canada self-contained by 
developing and encouraging within her 
boundaries all legitimate activities that 
will give occupation to Canadian citizens.

“Support of the protective principle 
should not be confused with advocacy 
of a high tariff,” says the statement. 
“The Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa­
tion has never advocated a high tariff;

to say tjiat the Canadian customs tariff 
as it stands today is n# -e high tariff, 
and that in comparison with tariffs of 
other countries it is very moderate.
