WESTERN FREIGHTS.

Ottawa, April 7—Some substantial re-
ductions from five to thirty per cept in

goods on all railways in the dominion
operating from Winnipeg. to. the Pacific
coast are ordered in the judgment in
the ‘western freight rates case handed
down by the rallway commission this
afternoon. The .reduced schedule of
rates ‘will go into effect on Sept. 1, of
this year.’ :

A standard scale of maximum freight
rotes is fixed by the judgment for each
of the three western sections of the rail-
ways in the west. The lowest scale in
the west, now known as the Manitoba
standard, has been amplified to. .show
rates up to two thousand and onethun-
dred miles, and will apply throughout
the entire section and on the British
Columbia lakes, abolishing the higher
scale now charged in Saskatchewan and
Alberta, What will be known as the
Pacific/ scale is on a somewhat higher
basis and will govern in Pacific terri-
tory. :
