“Three days have passed since Mr. As-
quith made his promise, and nothing good
or worthy has been done. Certain news-
papers have opened funds for public sub-
scriptions, there is the lord mayor’s fund
and there is another fund organized by the
private commitee responsible for the
Scott Antarctic expedition. But the re-
sponse is meagre and belittles the honor of
the nation.

“The right course was an announce-
ment of a generous grant instead of a
vague promise, not yet fulfilled. In taking
that course Mr. Asquith would have honor-
ed the government and the nation. In-
stead, we have this painful official silence
and these muddled private funds, which
almost suggest that Captain Bcott foresaw
official neglect when he wrote his impres-
sive appeal.

“The whole situation has been grossly
mismanaged and an appearance is given
of a slur on heroic memories, of national
reluctance to respond to the most stirring
appeal that ever a dying hand penned.”

Queen Alexandra has addressed the fol-
lowing leter to Lord Curzon of Ketlestone,
president of the Royal Geographical So-
ciety:

“Marlborough House, Feb. 12, 1913.
“Dear Lord: Curzon:—

“Queen Alexandra desires me to tell
you how deeply grieved she is to hear this
terrible news of the death of Captain
Scott and his pary in the Antarctic. Her
Majesty feels that the death of these brave
explorers and their intrepid leader is an
incalculable loss. not only to the nation,
but to the great society of which you are
president. It may be some slight consola-
tion to know that their purpose has been
achieved, and Her Majesty is certain that
their splendid, successful undertaking in
the cause of science and discovery will
be forever gratefully remembered by the
people of this country. Her Majesty has
read the pathetic, touching message which
Capt. Scott left behind him, and is confid-
ent that it will not pass unheeded.

“I am to assure you of Queen Alex-
andra’s intense feeling of sorrow at this
disaster, ‘and to say how ful? her heart
is of sympathy for Mrs. Scott and the
relatives of those who perished in the
performance of their duties.

they have no difficulty in repudiating that
which they formerly advocated. Neverthe-
less the policy which is now and was be-
fore supported by Sir Wilfred Laurier and
the Liberal party is the right policy for
Canada and must in the end prevail. When
the people have an opportunity to express
their views upon the whole question, Mr.
Borden and his Nationalist allies will un-
derstand more clearly how completely they
mis-interpret the feeling of the people re-
garding the matters of Canadian autonomy

and imperial defense.

STREETS AND TREES
They hate in Nova Scotia an act to pro-
vide for the planting and care of shade
trees. It is known as the Street Tree
Act, and ‘provides that in any town or
city a shade tree commission of three per-
sons may be appointed, who ehall eerve
without compensation, and who shall have
_power to plant and take care of shade
trees on any of the public streets of the
city. Where there is a public park com-
mission already in existence, it may be
charged with the duties of the street tree
commission. The act provides that the
cost of the work done by the commission
in planting trees shall be borne by the
owner of the property in front of which
the trees are planted, while the city or
town must pay for caring for or replacing
such trees. 'This appears to be a very use-
ful act, and, if the people of the cities
and towns take full advantage of it, the
result will be a great improvement in the

beauty of their streets.
TAX REFORM

Thére was an interesting discussion in
the Toronto legiglature the other day on
ithe subject of taxation, and ome of the
speakers who supports Sir James Whitney,
and is opposed to anything approaching the
single tax, presented what he regarded as |
a conclusive argument in support of his
own views.

Whereas the loss of life and physical suf-
fering entailed by war falls largely upon
the producing classes, and the resulting
sorrow and ‘bitter struggle for existence
upon their wives and helpless children;
and,

_Whereas the immediate duty of  civiliz-
'ed nations is to right the wrongs of the
vast numbers within their own borders,
who are handicapped by poverty and harsh
economic conditions; and,

Whereas, the immense sums now being
'spent on armaments would vastly lessen
i the poverty of the civilized world; and,
|  Whereas, the development of the Unit-
ed States . has been made possible by
drawing upon the populations of all sec-
tions of Europe, and the development of
,Canada depends upon her ability to draw
largely upon the same sources; and,

Whereas, because of the complex inter-
dependence of the world’s financial and
commercial centres, a great European war
would produce practical industrial paraly-
sig in the United States and Canada with
its attendant frightful loss and suffering;

Therefore, we believe that the time has
come in the history of Christian civiliza-
tion when a serious inguiry ,should be
made by the nations of the world as to
i the necessity of war. In order to secure
this inquiry we euggest the following pro-
cedure to the parliament of Canada now
in session:

1). That both parties unite in a de-
claration which will make it quite clear
to all the world that while Great Britain
should exhaust every possibility in order
to ayoid the awful catastrophe of a Eur-
opean-.war, yet should such a war result,
Canada 1§ ready-to stand or fall by the
Empire.

(2). That the parliament of Canada
should approach the president and con-
grees of the United States, looking - to-
ward joint action in making overtures to
the European nations, to call at once a
council of their representatives to consider
afresh their international relations. This
council should proceed with an exhaustive
investigation of the causes of the present
situation, and should honestly and earn-
estly seek to find some method of ad-
justing international differences more in
harmony with the spirit of modern civili-
zation, and recognizing the fact that the
ties that bind all peoples, into one world
family are now &0 many and so intricate
that no two nations can even prepare for
war without seriously affecting all others.
The refusal of any European nation to en-
ter such a conference, being an unfriendly
act, may be followed by economic penal-
ties, such ae the surtax on its commerce
with the United States and Canada.

*3). That it be arranged by the United
States and Canada that as soon as an un-
derstanding has been arrived at between
European powers, they will eall a council
representing the world’'s powers to estab-
lish a permanent court for the settlement
of international disputes by reason and
righteousness, and not by blind passion and
brute force.

While the dangers of the drinking cup
for general use have been so persistently
advertised that precautionary measures to
eliminate it have been taken by steam-
boat companies, railway ecompanies and
other transportation agencics, even the
best educated persons neglect the most
commonplace precautions in a hundred
other things. It is probable that few ques-
tions whether hotel and sleeping car wash
bowls have been properly cleansed or whe-
ther the glasses at soda fountains have
been thoroughly washed. The public tele-
phone in its almost hermetically sealed
booth is permitted to do its worst, for few
indeed are the mouthpieces covered with
chemically treated paper.

All the drug stores nowadays have de-
partments in which can be bought many
a wise contrivance for the conservation
of health. The man or woman who la-
ments the prevalence of colds in the fam-
ily should stop to realize that there must
be some source of contagion, and, having
recognized the importance of measures for
safeguarding young and old, should ap-
ply a little common sense to the most an-
noying of winter domestic problems.

The paper handkerchief should be the
first purchase. It comes in many sizes
and costs little, its price varying from
5 cents a dozen to 25 cents a dozen. The
moment any one has a cold a large supply
of these handkerchiefs should be provided
and they should be burned as soon as
used. An antiseptic wash of some sort
should be always on hand. In cases at-
tended with coughing and expectoration
the pocket cuspidor should be employed.
DO YOU NEGLECT YUUR BRUSHES?Y

It is hardly necessary to emphasize the
importance of care in keping bath-rooms
in a state of perfect cleanliness. This;
means that disinfectants should be used |
liberally every day and that bowls, tub and
floor should be washed each morning. Soap
dishes, tooth-brush glasses and shaving
mugs should receive special attention. The
housekeeper may feel that all has been
done with due thoroughness and yet she
may not have paid the slightest heed to
the condition of tooth-brushes, combs, hair
brushes, nail brushes and other numerous
brushes necessary to the proper care of
the body. :

Nothing is more generally overlooked
than the tooth-brush. Most persons think
they have done all that is needful when
they have rinsed the tooth-brush in hot
water, but it should be dipped frequently
into a solution of boric acid, listerine or
other harmless germicide. It is odd that;
the old-fashioned custom of owning only
one tooth-brush still prevails. When cost
had to be considered and the care of the
teeth was only slightly understood a single
tootp-bruah was considered sufficient, and
even now the necessity of having several
appears to be little recognized. Every one
should own at least two tooth-brushes and
they should be used alternately; now and
then they should be soaked for hours in
boric acid and then dried in the sun.

Next to the tooth-brush the hair brush
is most neglected by the average person.
If proper care were given to this toilet |
is used and rinsed in a strong solution of |
carbolic acid or other reliable germicide.
Specially treated brushes can be bought,
but even these must be washed and cleans-
ed frequently. It is probable that in the

NEW BRUNSWICK
FROM ONTARIO

The Record in Pork and Bacon
is Astounding—The Figures in
Detail

.

(C. M. McRae, Live Stock Dept., Ot-

tawa.)

Few of the people of the maritife prov-
inces have any idea of the heavy tribute
they pay to the old province of Ontario
and to other countries of the world for
meat products to feed their people. Dur-
ing the month of July, 1912, the province
of New Brunewick imported- from the
province of Ontario, 106,850 1bs. of pork
and bacon, 18,721 lbs. of beef and 187,804

Ibs. of meat in mixed lots, consisting of |

pork, beef and mutton.

During the same month the province of
Nova Scotia imported pork and bacon 112,-
933 lbs., beef 21,024 lbs. and in mixed

in what was shipped to the Sydneys. The
Sydneys alone took: Pork and bacon 49,
073 lbe, beef 62,943, and in mixed ship-
ments 456,932 1bs.

Prince Edward Island itself took alto-
gether a little more than 10,000 lbs. of
meat in mixed shipments.

During the month of October New
Brunswick imports were, pork and bacon
83,242 lbs., beef 33,602 lbs, and in mixed
lots of meat, 301,159 lbs. Nova Scotia’s
imports were pork and bacon 30,920 lbs.
of beef,97,341 lbs mixed meats, 363,870
Ibs, while the Bydneys took a further
amount of 9,649 lbs. 18,407 lbs and 363,-
449 lbs. respectively of the same products.
Prince Edward Island for the same month
imported a little more than 5,000 Ibs.
of dressed meat.

During the month of November New
Brunswick imported pork and bacon 57,-
985, beef 40,265 1bs. and in mixed lots 225,
364 lbs. Nova Scotia took of the same
commodities respectively 80,443 lbse., 91,-
480 lbs., and 326,702, exclusive of the Syd-
neys. The Bydneys importe were pork
and bacon 16,313 lbs. lbs., beef 19,480 lbs.,
and in mixed lote 341,189 lbs. For this
month Prince Edward Island brought in
about 45,000 1bs. in mixed lots. Thus, in
one-fourth of the year the maritime prov-
inces, exclusive of Sydney, imported in
round numbers close to 2 1-2 millions 1bs.
of meat, while the Sydneys alone took
nearly 1 1-2 million Ibs. At thig rate the
maritime' provinces have to import yearly
in round numbers-16 million lbs meat pro-
ducts’ from _the province of Ontario alone.
Of this, the Sydney market alone takes
about 6 million Ibs. Prince Edward Is-
land with her short -water ‘hdul should
cater to' this trade, as it is one of the
most ‘profitable markets in Canada today,
and one that is likely to continue growing
for some years at least.

HIGH RENTS GOST
ST. JOHN AN INDUSTRY

Rev. J. H. A. Anderson last evening,
in reading the Bliss lecture in St. John
Presbyterian church, eaid:—

“A big pork manufacturer from Toron-
to was here last year looking into the
question of establishing a branch factory,”
'gaid the lecturer., ‘“He decided mot to es-
tablish a branch here, and when asked why
he did not consider St. John a suitable
location, said: “Well, the housing’ condi-
tions are bad. I have looked over the
city carefully, and I know that my men
would not etop here two weeks. They
could not get the accommodation they ex-.
pect at reasonable rents.”” 8o St. John
lost an industry-it might have had if it
had taken the trouble to provide good
housing accommodetion, said the lecturer.

“The rent problem in St. John affects
more particularly ithe people who are only
able to pay from $75 to 8175 a year,” he
added. “Most :of the houses which are
being put up now will rent from $200 to
8400 a year, and the people who are not
able to pay this rent will have to crowd
into narrower guartérs. The city has been
growing, but no provision has been made
for those whose wages only permit of the
payment of a small rentsl, and St. John
is confronted with a serious problem un-
less something is done.”

Mr. Anderson ‘said that the city of St.
John was a large landowner, and that as
the city authorities here as élsewhere
would have to deal with the problem of
providing housing. accommaodation for the
workers, it should be wary of selling land
to speculators.

SOME DETALS OF
EXPERIMENTAL FARM
AT THE CAPTAL

The Buildings Arranged For—

ments

W. W. Hubbard, superintendent of the
new dominion experimental farm at Fred-
ericton ‘says that arrangements are com-
pleted for the erectign of the farm build-
ings and work will be started as soon as
possible in the spring.

The buildings so far arranged for im-
clude: A main barn 50 feet wide by 100
feet long with root cellar and silo; a
dairy barn, 41 feet wide by 102 feet long,
constructed upon the most sanitary lines
for milk preduction; a horse barn 30 feet
wide by 90 feet long; an extensive piggery,
several poultry houses and a dairy build-
ing where butter and cheese will bé made.

It is intended that there shall be kept
on the farm about 100 cattle, of which
forty-eight will be milking cows.

The breeding of heavy horses will also be
carried on, and of the twelve or fourteen
horses kept for the farm work a large

now on the farm were bred to H. C. Jew-
ett’s Clydesdale Sorbie Boy. The horse
barn in addition to providing stall room
for the work team will also have boxes for
brood mares and colts.

,A water system will be installed but
it has not yet been decided whether the
supply will be obtained from Mill Brook
which flows through the farm from springs
on the Adams lot, or by boring. In any
case a water tower will have to be erect-
ed through the various buildings and fire
protection provided.

A residence for the superintendent will
also be built this year, but the plans are
not as yet entirely settled. It is probable,
however, that the house will be of brick

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BORDEN RESOLUTION
HS 32 MAORIY

Interesting, Time in Parliament at
Ottawa — Second Reading on
Tuesday

Otawa, Feb. 13—The combined forces of
the Nationalists and Conservatives yester-
day voted down the Liberal amendment
for an effective Canadian fleet, the vote
beihg 122 to 75, a coalition majority of
47. The amendment made by Mr. Ver-
ville, labor representative in the house,
for an appeal to the people before com-
mitting Canada to the naval contrib}xtxpn,
was also defeated on the same majority.
The ranks of the Nationalists and Con-
servatives were -increased by one, Col.
McLean, of Queens-Sunbury.

Affer the vote had been taken Mr.
Mondou, on behalf of the Nationalists, in
an endeavor to ‘‘square” themselves,
moved a resolution to the effect that the
house declines to comcur in the vote of
money for defence, as it would mean a
eharing in the external responsibility of
the empire outside of Canada, and Cana-
dian territory was the only portion of the
empire over which the people of the do-
minion had sway. This resolution was
ruled out by Speaker Sproule, as was
also another Nationalist resolution moved
by Mr. Guibault proposing the amendment
of the Laurier naval service act and the
cubmission of the government’s proposal
to 'the people on a plebiscite.

The final vote on the Borden resolution
was 115 to 83, a government majority of
32. One Liberal, Col. McLean, voted with
the government and Messrs. Achim, Bou-
lay, Mondou, Lamarche, Guilbault,Barette
and Bellemare, Nationalists, voted against
the proposal. -~

Premier Borden declared that the meas-
ure would be immediately proceeded with
when the house met this afternoon.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier directed attention to
the fact that it was 1 o’clock in the morn-
ing and did not think it fair that the
measure should be pressed on this after-
noon. He suggested that it be proceeded
with on Tuesday, a suggestion Mr. Bor-
den finally accepted.

The house adjourned with scenes of un-
usual character. The members on both
gides stood several moments alternately
cheering their respective leaders, while the
crowd in the galleries remained for some
time watching. O Canada, Rule Britannia
were sung in turn before the members
passed out to don caps and coats.

Thus ends the first trial of strength. It
ig needless to say the Liberals will con-
tinue their opposition with undiminished
determination. :

The concluding speeches of the debate
by Sir Wilirid Laurier and Premier Bor-
den tonight dealt briefly with the Verville
amendment. The Liberal chief effectively
pointed out the inconsistency of the prem-
jer and his Nationalist allies in declaring
before the last geperal election that the

giving effect to any naval policy should be
adopted while now thev were refusing such
a demand.

The premier took shelter behind the
qualifying words of his resolution' of 1910,
that it was only a permanent policy and
not an emergency policy which demanded
an appesl to the electors.

There was considerable interest in the
vote cast by Colonel McLean, of Queens.
When he arose and cast his vote against
the Verville amendment for a plebiscite,
for which the other Liberals voted, there
were loud cheers from the government
side. Dr. Paquet, the Nationalist, was
particularly demonstrative in his approval,
standing and waving his handkerchief while
cheering. When Col. McLean voted against
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s amendment there was
another great bumst of cheering from the
government benches.

When the Borden resolution was called
Col. Mclean was not in the bhouse and
therefore did not cast his vote.

SPEECHES IN THE LOCAL
HOUSE ARE BRIEF

Proceedings of the Opening Ses-
sion of the New Brunswick
Legislature

Fredericton, Feb. 13—The first session
of the provincial legislature elected last
fall, was opened today with the usual
pomp and ceremony. Owing to the small-
ness of the opposition the proceedings
were briefer and tamer than in other
years.

The house met at three o’clock and
elected Hon. George J. Clarke as speak-
er and W. B. Dickson as deputy speaker.
Following the election of the speaker,
His Honor the Lieutenant Governor was
announced and entered the house and
read the epeech from the throne.

The reply was moved by L. P. D. Tilley
of St. John, who dwelt on some of the
featurce of the speech, dealing with agri-
culture, education and compensation from
the federal government in an able man-
ner, and referring to the prospects of the
|proviuce in an optimistic and eloguent
| fashion. Mr. Hachey of Gloucester was
| heard in a brief speech seconding the re-
p!

y.

Mr. Dugal, who, with his colleague from
| Madawaska, Mr. Pelletier, constitutes the
| opposition, spoke briefly, congratulating
| the mover and eeconder on their addresses
{and announcing that he would reserve fur-
! ther comment until a later date.

Premier Flemming followed, congratu:
lating the mover and seconder on their
addresses, and then proceeding to the
discussion of the maters referred to in
the speech from the throne. With refer-
ence to the claim for increased compen-
sation from the dominion government the
premier said that the rights of the mari-
time provinces had been sacrificed by the
grants of large areas to Manitoba, Alberta
and Saskatchewan, and also by the ex-
tension of the boundaries of Ontario and
Quebec. The compensation demanded is
$6,900,000, or, at five per cent., an annual
revenue of $345,000.

The premier spoke of the possibility of
doubling the agricultural production of
the province, which now amounts to about
$20,000,000 annually, and outlined the
policy of encouragement for agriculture.
He announced the intention of the govern-
ment continuing their protest against any
decrease in the maritime representation
in the federal parliament and of pressing
the claims for the fishery award.

Rev. Dr. Smith was appointed chaplain
and Douglas Black official reporter for the
house.

Hon. Mr. Flemming introduced a bill to
provide a sinking fund for the redemption
of the public debt. In explanation, he
said that the bill provided that in future
the proceeds of sales of crown lands or
utilities sobuld be deposited in a special
fund which would be known as the crown
land sinking fund. In the past he eaid
that the proceeds from the sources named
had been turned into the current revenue
and the province had been dissipating its
capital without liquidating its assets to

There Were 585 Patients in Resi-
dence at End of Fiscal Year—
Per Capita Cost Reduced —
Farm Yielded Profit = .

The annual report of Dr. J. V. Anglin,
medical euperintendent of the provincial
hospital, states that the number of
patients treated lagt year showed the un-
usual increase of 42, and Dr. Anglin points

!out that, since the hospital hes in it now

at least 100 patients above ite normal capa-
city, the question of providing more ac-
commodation must be seriously considered.
Obviously there should be mo over-crowd-
ing in an institution for the insane.

At the close of the year ending October
3lst, there were in residence at the pro-
vincial hospital 585 patients, of whom 327
were men and 258 women. A total of 716
men apd women: were occupants of the.
wards for a portion or all of the year.
More patients were admitted last year
than in any previous year with the ex-
ception of 1902. In that year 164 were
received, and last year the mumber ‘was
162. Of the total admitted last year there
were, 125 new cases, and there were 37 re-
admissions,  The. foreign born patients

nber only 17...0Of the 162 pereons ad-
mitted, 140 were born ‘in this province.
There  were 40 admitted from this city
jalone, and the next largest number, 14,
came from Northumberland; while Kings
and York each sent 12, Gloucester 11, and
other counties less thau 10 each. Sunbury
was the only county :which sent no patients
to the hospital duging:the year. Twenty-
three men and 21 women died during the

year, but the death rate wes lower than |

in any’ year since 1878. ' Bixty=six patients
were discharged ae, recovered, and six as
improved. * Dr. Anglin says it is not prob-
able that the number of cures from mental
disorder will ever be mgterially increased.
In another paragraph he says:

“The only way to reduce the numbers
who require maintenance in insane hospi-
tals is to expedite the carrying out of
those reasonable social reforms which have
the improvement of the race as their ob-
ject, and to foster a spirit of self-control,
of personal responsibility, of independence,
and of an earnest desire to do some use-
ful work in a world which should be the
better and not the worse for our brief
sojourn in it.”

With regard o thei cost of maintaining
the institution, the superintendent says:

“The cost of maintaining the 716 afflict-
ed persons who are under the chre and
treatment of the hospital during the year
was $85,212,05. For salaries and wages
the outlay was $26,797.01; for food ‘of all
kinds $28,330.27; for heéat, lighting, power
and water $13,574.91; for clothing $4,376.-
04; for furnishings $3,646.85; for the farm
$2,391.41; for drugs end sanitary supplies
$1,206.14; for miscellaneous items and in-
cluding répairs, ‘stationery and ldundry
$4,880.42. The per capita cost, calculated
not on the whole number under treatment
but on the exact daily average of patients

per capita cost wak $156.90, and that for
1911 wae $155.48; 80 7that a reduction of
some importance i& shown for 1012, and
‘this must be’ considered when the total
amount expénded i8 criticised.”
