Already Unusual Amount of 
Shipments

BIG GRAIN BUSINESS
Expected That Up to 15,000,000 

Bushels Will be Handled There 
—Large Gam in General Freight 
Also Prophesied

Portland, Me., Oct. 21—There is an 
unusual end unexpected amount of Can­
adian shipments already through this 
port, and there will be wheat enough 
sent from here before the opening of th 
regular steamship season to' ensure rec­
ord breaking after shipments unless 
these are disordere over the water and _ 
a falling off in the demand for wheat, 
and that la: certainly not looked for. At 
this time there Is every, indication that 
Portland will send out a great amount 
of wheat, and that the Grand Trunk, 
as "ft is and long has been'a great, bust- • 
ness asset of this city and i state,- will 
have a prosperous season also.

The wheat receipts have been up to 
this time really something wonderful 
when the season is taken into considera­
tion. It Is a new thing even for this port 
to see great receipts , of Wheat in mid 
autumn, but it Is so now.

week “tramp” steamships will 
take more than 400,000 bushels of - wheat 
from here. The first sailing was on ' 
Thursday and the second.was scheduled 
for Saturday, and the wheat receipts 
have been very large and practically con­
tinuous.

It is expected that at least 1,700,000 
bushels will be sent from ' here during 
the present month, that is, providing 
that all the vessels chartered to come r . 
here during October do so. It is a good 
deal more than probable that there may 
be a shipment of 2,000,000 bushels from 
here before the close of next month, and 
encouraging predictions are made con­
cerning the coming shipments during the 
regular season. Last season more than 
12,000,000 bushels of grain, largely 
wheat, made up a grand total of ship- ' 
ments but there Is a general belief that 
at least 2,000,000 and perhaps «,000,000 
addisional bushels may he forwarded 
during the season or a grand total of 
say 16,000,000 bushels-

This would mean as a matter of 
course the breaking of all commercial 
records here since th« financing of the 
great elevators by Hon. Fred E. Rich­
ards, and from the evetH of.tKo financ­
ing of the first elevator, especially the 
present great commeree of this port may 
be arid to have dated.

VLondon, Oct. 20—A dramatic appear­
ance at the weekly suffragette meeting 
was made today by Miss Annie Kenney, 
organizer of the Woman’s Social and 
Political Union, the militant suffragette 
organization.

Do the people of Boston refrain from 

seeking more steamship business for the 
port because they fear It would be un­
fair to the port of New York?

The mere mention of tribute or 
ship money In the same breath with the 
name of the hero of Trafalgar should 
bring the blush of shame to the cheek 
of every Canadian.

The Tory-Nationalist alliance helped

The French-Canadlan elect­
ors were urged to vote for the govern­
ment candidate because Sir Wilfrid 
Lauder's policy was designed to offer 
“a tribute of blood” to Great Britain, 
while the Borden policy would pay off 
Canada’s whole obligation with a money 
vote of thirty-live million dollars. Of 
course the tories will have an entirely 
different story to tell in the Ontario 
constituencies. Mr. Borden did not dare 
to go into Chateauguay to discuss the 
naxal question, but his Nationalist allies 
were given a free hand, just as the ultra- 
imperialists will be given a free hand in 
Ontario. The alliance which has dis­
graced Canada continues, and 
conclusively how shallow are the preten­
sions of loyalty made by the tories of 
Canada. One story for Qoebec, another 
for Ontario, and as many others as may 
seem expedient Contrast this with the 
attitude of the real Imperial statesman, 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who has the 
message for all the people in all the 
provinces of Canada.

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PRISON REFORM

GIBBON S CO.A writer on the New York Sun finds 
some significant facts in the records of 
the Prisons Association. One is that 
sixty men are working on their honor 
near Bellefonte, Pa., on the construction 
of a new penitentiary which Is design­
ed to be one of the model prisons of the 
world. Another Is that of all the state’s 
prisoners released on parole In Kansas, 
only 18 per cent . have violated their 
parole. Now Jersey is reported to be 
experimenting successfully with prison 
labor in building roads, without a single 
case of insubordination; while at the 
federal prison at Atlanta, Georgia, 
only two out of 171 prisoners released 
on parole have broken their wold of 
honor. In Pennsylvania, two counties 
are co-operating to dose their Jails and 
maintain one farm where prisoners may 
live and work out of doors. In Ohio, 
Michigan, Florida and other states, 
plans are under way or have been car­
ried out to take men out of prison, and 
give them a chance out of doors or In 
shops or industrial plants, the purpose 
being to help them to become good citi- 
eens. Ontario and some of the western 
provinces of Canada are taking similar 
action, and it is high time the province 
of New Brunswick set itself to the task 
not merely of prison reform, but of mak­
ing it possible to deal with a large num­
ber of Individuals who are not law 
breakers, but who ought to be compell­
ed to earn a living for themselves or for 
the families upon whom they are at 
present a burden.

A visit to Sweden and Swedish ma­

chine shops shows the important fact 
that the greater part of what one sees 
js Intended for export. Sweden is a small 
nation, having a population of less than 
6,000,000, and her manufacturers have 
been compelled to reach out for foreign 
trade. This they have done, successfully 
and in some cases 65 per cent of a shop’s 
product goes abroad.

It is not too much to say that the 
most important group of manufactured 
articles, and the one which promises the 
greatest growth in the future, is the 
building of machines and tools. The 
progress in this line is striking. On the 
export side there has been a progressive 
increase year by year during the last de­
cade, growing from $8,547,720 in 1910 to 
$9,827,560 in 1911.

There are about 1500 factories in Swe­
den manufacturing machinery and that 
these give employment to about 60,000 
workmen. It is estimated that the an­
nual value of the output is $63,000,000. 
This includes all kinds of machine and 
metal work, from iron and steel down to 
watches and clocks. There are about 
seventy-five firms doing a ship-building 
business, but the largest vessels used ip 
Swedish trade are built in Scotch and 
Irish shoos.

Bombita, a famous Spanish bull-fight­
er, is retiring from the ring. Though 
only thirty-fonr, he has been fighting 
since he was nineteen, and has killed in 
all 3,000 bulls. When he gives his last 
fight, this month, in Madrid, he will 
have made more than £120,000.

The average fee for a fight Is £260 for 
a famous toreador. As Bombita took 
part in sixty-five fights a year his in­
come, since he became the idol of Spain, 
has been more than £16,000 a year! As 
a matter of fact, presents, special fees, 
and so on have brought Bombita’s an­
nual income up to £60,000 during the 
last few years. If it were not that the 
matadw spends as freely as he earns, 
Mombita’s fortune would have amount­
ed to far more than £180,000.

The twenty most famous bull-fighters 
in Spain earn among them £200,000 a 
year. When a bull fighter visits a the­
atre lie is given the best box in the 
house. He is provided with the most 
expensive and luxurious suite of rooms 
in the chief hotel in the town. In fact, 
he. is treated like a king, and greeted 
everywhere as a great celebrity.

Bull-fighters begin as chulos, the men 
who wave red cloths to madden the 
bull. They draw about £3 a week. 
When qualified they become banderillos 
and stock darts into the bull. For this 
they receive anything from £5 to £80 a 
week. Finally they become matadors, 
like Bombita, and earn anything up to 
£300 for a single fight.

Antonio Fuentes, who retired in 1908, 
figured in about 800 bull-fights, and 
made a fortune of £200,00. Rafael Guer­
ra, generally known as Guerritta, who 
killed 3,000 bulls, retired a year later 
with a snug little fortune of £600,000, all 
made out of bull-fighting. Mazzantini, 
one of the most famous of all bull fight­
ers, left the ring in 1909. During his car­
eer of twenty-five years he killed more 
than 8,600 bulls, and received in pay­
ment for doing so the amazing sum of 
nearly a million pounds!

LOOKING TO ARGENTINA

(Bangor Commercial)
The American public has been prom­

ised relief from the beef barons in the 
importation of Argentine beef. It has 
been said that this is not as well in­
spected, but the secretary of agriculture 
has mare preparations to meet that dif­
ficulty and prevent the distribution of 
any meats in this country, unless they 
meet the requirements of inspection un­
der our laws.

This difficulty obviated, another im­
mediately arises as the announcement is 
made that three great American beef 
concerns have engaged all the refriger­
ating space on the available ships from 
Argentina for the remainder of the 
year and perhaps longer, and, of course, 
the inference to be dra,wn from this is 

the beef packers, propose to handle 
the Argentine beef outfit to the United 
States dictatorially as they have long 
handled the product within the United 
States.
those beef barons, and evidently do not 
intgid that a surplus of beef shall lower 
the price. They doubtless intend to look 
after the surplus and keep the price at 
or around the present figures. The im­
portation of beef may help some, but the 
action that will really bring down the 
price of beef to that of a decade ago 
will probably not come until the farmers 
again actually interest themselves in 
cattle production, action that has been 
effectually discouraged in recent years 
by the great beef wholesaling houses, 
whose graddal cornering of the market 
finally resulted in the practical elimina­
tion of the individual country producers.

planned and carried out by the disttog-: 
uished author and a picked band of 
companions.
Porters Killed and Eaten

The account "of the different expedi­
tions are written by the respective lead­
ers of the caravans. Thus in the first 
volume Captain von Wiesebund and 
Kaiserswalden tells of the march from 
the Congo to the Shari. It was a diffi­
cult undertaking, and much trouble was 
experienced in obtaining carriers at the 
outset, the soldiers sent by the Belgian 
Congo authorities to capture the all-im­
portant porters being killed and eaten 
by hostile natives 1 Much of the march­
ing was very monotonous, through 
plains of grass thirteen feet high, and 
over marshes made swampy by heavy 
tropical rains. Some strange tribesmen 
were jisited, and valuable information 
collected, but political considerations ;

! in dairy record centres maintained by 
: the dairy division, Ottawa, in Ontario, 
Quebec and the maritime provinces in 

i August, was 622 pounds of milk, 8.6 
test, 22.6 pounds of fat, almost identical 
with the average yields to August of 
1912 and 1911.

Concealed beneath the comforting 
blanket of such a general average are 
widely different yields in various prov­
inces, counties and herds. For instance, 
at St. Joseph, N. B, the average yield 
was 458 pounds of milk, at St. Prosper, 
Que, 611 pounds; at Woodstock, Ont, 
809 pounds. Similarly the yield of fat 
varied from seventeen to twenty-seven 
pounds per cow.

But comparing districts not so wide­
ly apart; the total yield )f 446 cows t 
Farmers Union, Ont, was 10,472 pounds 

, of fat, but with nineteen fewer cows at 
! Frankford, Out, the yield of fat was 
’ 889 pounds more. In the St. Hyacinthe, 
Que, district a more startling compari­
son than this is the factothat one herd 
of fourteen cows produred actually 4,- 
940 pounds of milk more than another 
herd of fourteen.

Similar comparisons might be made 
for herds at the several centres; but 
what is of infinitely more concern to the 
average patron is the comparative yield 
of each individual cow composing his 
herd. The wise, the far-seeing dairy­
man, knows from his records, so easily 
kept, just what each cow gives, not only 
for an odd month, but for the whole 
year. Then he strides towards intelli­
gent improvement, not wanting the 458 
pounds-per-month kind, but the type 
that yields six or seven or more thou­
sand pounds a year.

An End To The Curse 
Of Wearing W orthless Trusse

World’s Largest to Be Made by Firms 
In the United States

An Ottawa despatch says that Can­
ada will be able to boast possession of 
the largest reflecting telsecope in the 
world. Where it is to be erected has not 
been finally decided, but it is not im­
probable that it will be placed in the 
vicinity of the present Dominion Ob­
servatory at the Central Experimental 
Farm at Ottawa.

An order-in-council has been passed 
awarding the contract for the mechanism 
to Warne and Swassey of Cleveland, 
and for the mirror to the John A. Bra- 
sheau Co., of Pittsburg, the firms who 
supplied the telescbpe now in use by the 
astronomical branch of the Interior De­
partment. The contract price for the 
telescope completed is $90,500.

The mirror, which is to be six feet in 
diameter, will be twelve inches greater 
in dimension than the largest now in 
commission. It will be moulded in 
France and owing to its great mass the 
glass cast will require eight months to 
anneal.

Astronomical bodies in Great Britain 
Canada and the United States have urg­
ed the acquisition by the Dominion of 
such an instrument and the Royal So­
ciety of Canada added its plea at the 
annual meeting of 1912.

High Wind, Rain Deluge And 
Sunshine For Variety

SEA KICKED UP IN HARBOR
Manager Phflps of Victoria Hotel 

Narrowly Escapes Serious Injury 
as Large Letter Falls From 
Hotel Sign to Street

The sun beamed on the city this 
morning for the first time since October 
7, and citizens who felt the warm, cheery 
rays of the welcome orb were general 
to their expression of satisfaction at the 
marked change from the inclement and 
depressing storm period which has held 
sway for the greater portion of October.

The stiff sou’wester which swept the 
city was pleasant, despite the pranks of 
the boisterous gale, as the tonic effect 
of the clear, cool air speedily dispelled 
gloom and damp and mugginess, and 
was remarkably bracing and refreshing.

A moderate southeasterly gale sprang 
np, last evening, following a dose, warm 
day, and at eight o’clock the high wind 
blew with such force that a heavy sea 
was running to the bay and an unusual 
swell was lifting to the harbor.

At 8.80 this morning, a fairly heavy 
driving rain resulted, continuing until 
soon after daybreak, with the wind In­
creasing to velocity, and finally, the gale 
shifted to the southwest and the rain 
ceased at seven o’clock. The gale was a 
heavy one, ranging to velocity from thir­
ty-two to forty miles, and the guaue reg­
istered highest at about 9.80 a. m.

The. total' precipitation was one quar­
ter of an inch.

The appearance of the sun today was 
the first really, truly sunbath which has 
been given this locality since October 7, 
for, although Old Sol has sent a ray or 
two earthward on several occasions the 
glimpse has been only momentary, and 
the sunshine this morning was a most 
welcome change, as the wet, gloomy 
weather which prevailed for so long, has 
had a very depressing effect on affairs to 
general.

The storm Is understood to have raged 
with great sArrity in the west, as the 
city has been without complete tele­
graphic communication with the larger 
centres since early last evening, but the 
lines are now to better operation.

The strong shifting gales raised a 
long roll in the harbor and Courtenay 
Bay, and the shores were swept by great 
breakers, while the seas were topped 
with whitecaps which gave off clouds of 
spume and spray under the whip of the 
gusts of wind.

The total rainfall for the month of 
October, to date, as furnished by Direc­
tor Hutchinson of the local observatory, 
Is 2.97 inches.
Had Narrow Escape

No serious damage has been reported 
in the city, probably owing to the fact 
that everything damageable was cleaned 
up by the previous gales.

Manager Philps of the Victoria Hotel 
narrowly escaped serious injury or death 
this morning, as lie was leaving the 
hotel, when the letter “H” was blown 
from the sign and fell about a yard 
behind him. The letter was made of 
stout, heavy wood, was about three feet 
to height, and if he had been struck, 
he would probably have been killed In­
stantly.

The damage to the C. P. R. Telegraph 
Company’s Unes , sustained during last 
night’s storm anà which had the effect 
of cutting off communication over their 
Unes with Upper Canada, was all repair­
ed by ten o’clock this morning. The 
damage was caused by trees faUing 
across the Unes at two places in Maine. 
As soon as the trouble was located, re­
pair men were put to work.

The Western Union had two of their 
wires between Woodstock and Edmund- 
ston out of use for a while on account 
of the storm. One of them was repaired 
by noon and the other wiU be repaired 
this afternoon.

The New Brunswick Telephone Com­
pany report damage on only one or two 
of their local lines, and were not seri­
ously affected.
