A Quaint Church
(Wide World Magazine.)

There is a curious history regarding an
unfinished church . which stands at Has-
sall, near Sandbach, England. A former
resident at the local hall, Mr. Lowndes,
painfully comscious of the lack of provis-
jon for the spiritual wants of the people
in the neighborhood, determined to build
a church at his own expense. After care-
fully choosing a site, he gave instructions
for the erection of a structure in the mod-
ern style capable of seating 400 or 500
persons. Work on it was begun in the
summer of 1836, and was pushed on stead-
ily till the day on which Queen Victoria
was crowned, by which time the building
was well advanced.

The crypts, about ten in number, had
been put in, the walls and roofs were
complete and the scantlings for the floor
were fixed. Indeed, partly in consequence
»f the national rejoicings and partly to
celebrate the progress which had . been
nade, the building was smothered in flags

.nd decorations, and was the centre of
the local festivities.  Next day Mr.

Lowndes was seized with an illness which
quickly proved fatal, and with his passing
all work on the church ceased.

Though the building could have been
finished at comparatively small cost, it
was abandoned; and it has not been used
since, except by tourists, whose names
“hallow and adorn it.” as Mark Twain
said of those on the ruins of Cain’s Altar,
by the thousand.

New York, April 26—The White Star
line today received. a wireless list of iden-
tifie¢ dead from ~‘the Mackay-Bennett
cable ship, in.response to a request by the
company’s' officials, who desired to check
off the names contained in the first list
sent Monday. Today’s list confirmed all
names in the first wireless with but one
exception.

In the first message; there appeared the'

name ‘“Nihilschedig A. Butt.”” In the check
off list this name is separated into “Na-
hil Schedig” and L. Butt.” After an ex-
amination of all the passenger list, the of-
ficials have been able to find ' only one
“Butt” that being ‘“‘Archibald W. Butt,”
President Taft’s military aide. There is
also a “W. Butt’ mentioned in the wire-
less from the Mackay Bennett, but it is
said that this is the body of a member
of the crew. The opinion is advanced
that “L. Butt” may be Major Butt. Of
the 205 bodies recovered by the Mackay-
Bennett, and now being brought to Hali-
fax, only forty-three have been identified,
leaving 162 unidentified dead on board.

Marconi a Witness

When Senator Smith reached the com-
mittee room, messages from Toronto
awaited him containing the information
that depositions of the officers and crew
of the steamer Mount Temple would be
taken today by Canadian authorities in
St. John, N. B,, and would be forwarded
to \’Vashin ton.

Senator g(nith asked Mr. Marconi what
he had to do with the wireless apparatus
ashore and afloat, and whether he select-
ed the operators.

“I am consulted as to the installation
of the apparatus,” he said, “I do mot die-
tate the style of apparatus, but am on cal}
to advise. I travel around the world a
good bit, on just this work.”

“What is your official connection thl

the British government?”
' “I have no official connection, except for
consultation. Our company has a contract
with the government for the extension of
wireless in the British empire. The work
will take us at least eighteen years.”

The contract, the witness said, was made
under the British postal service.

Mr. Marconi told the committee the gen-
eral scope of the contract with the British
government.

The le of New Brunswick are mot
greatly concerned about squabbles between

 politicians and comtractors, but they are

soncerned about the manner in which the
affairs of the province are conducted. We
bave here a distinct intimation that a con-
tractor was asked to comtribute to a gov-
srnment campaign fund, which would be
uged for no other purpose than to debauch
the electorate.

The revelation must come as a shock to
those persons, if there are any, who be-
lieve that the present provincial govem-
ment was above this sort of thing. These
were the men who were to bring in the
political millennium in this province. Mr.
Gould tells us how far they have got.
What do the people think about it?

JUSTIN McCARTHY
‘Justin McCarthy, whose death is an-
nounced, was one of the ablest of a group

; vf" Irish writers whose genius, and the

moderation with which they presented
Ireland’s case, gradually won the sym-
pathy of the English people for the cause
of home rule. He has mnot lived to see
that cause triumph, but he knew at least
ia his dying hours that the long struggle
i near its end, and a brighter day for
Iteland and the United Kingdom is about
td dawn. ° ;

There are many Canadians who can re-
member how in the early eighties they
were charmed with the spirit and the
diction of McCarthy’s History of Our Own
Times, which, however, was not completed
until 1005. His History of the Four
Georges and William IV. was also popular,
as indeed were all his writings, both in
history and fiction.

Justin McCarthy began life as a journ-
alist in 1848, in his mative city of Cork.
In 1852 he went to Liverpool and later
te London, where in 1870 he became o
leader-writer for the Daily News. He'en-
tered parliament.in 1879. All through the
varied phases of the Home Rule struggle
Justin McCarthy, while an ardent advo-
cate of the cause, was moderate in the ex-
pression of his views, and held the respect
and esteem of all. As a writer his style
was singularly clear and charming, and he
wrote without bitterness. ' He lived in
stirring times, the contemporary of great
men in literature, politics, science and re-
ligion, He has left pen pictures of many
of them, and stories of the events in which
they moved, that will be cherished now
qhat he laid down the life that never
seemed to him & burden, but rather an op-
portunity for service: to the causes which
appealed to him. His son, Justin Huntly
McCarthy, also achieved fame as a dram-
atist, novelist and historian, and also sat
in parliament; but was not s0 able a man
as his distinguished father. When the
roll of those who contributed to the sue-
cess of the Home Rule movement is com-
pleted, the name of Justin McCarthy will
hold an homored place. .

GOVERNMENT AID GIVEN

The Times recently directed attention
to the fact that there had been an awak-
ening in the Eastern Townships of Que-
bec, and that the people there, like those
in New Brunmswick, were demanding for
their district a larger share of attemtion
in the government campsign for immi-
grants. ;

A few days ago a large delegation of
the Fastern Townships Associated Boards
of Trade called upon Hon. Robert Rogers,
Minister of the Imterior, and presented
their case. They pointed out that there
was a dearth of laborers for the farms, the
manufactories and even the homes of the
people. The department had issued
pamphlets descriptive of the several prov-
inces, and this delegation asked that the
same rule be applied to the Kastern
Townships, with a special representative
$o look aefter their interests.

Mr. Rogers promised that, if the delega-
tion would have literature prepared, the
department would see to its printing and
distribution, and intimated that an official
of the department might be given charge
of the work.

The provincial government of Quebec has
also been approached, and has promised
not only to issue an attractive booklet for
distribution in the old country, but to pay
the expenses of a lecturer to travel prob-
ably in Scotland ia the interests of the
Eastern Townships. - The provincial gov-
ernment will also maintain a receiving and
distributing depot at Sherbrooke.

- This information ought to be of “consid-
erable interest to the premier of New
Brunswick, We have heard a good deal
about what ought to be done to bring im-
mign.nts to this province, but must still
depend upon what Mr. Bowder, with a
miserably small appropriation, is able to

do.

THE WEST AND INDUSTRIES

The Canadian Manufacturers’ Aszocia-
tion will send a “Made in Canada,” train
through the western/provinces.
Finance says that it will include rct a
few :Winnipeg ‘exhibits, and adds that
Winnipeg now'boasts of nearly 300 manu-
facturing concerns, .though many of :hem
are small and some perhaps hardly worthy
of the name. 'Yet the number is increas-
ing, and what is true of Winnipeg 1s true,
on a lesser acale, of other western to ns.
With regard to power, the Toronto Glvbe
points out that Winnipeg has a $4,000,-
000 hydro-electric plant. Saskatoon plans
to dam the Saskatchewan. Prince Rupert
has a similar power project, and Medicine
Hat has natural gas. Both Calgary and
Edmonton have hydro-power systems, and
Vancouver is getting power from a great
plant on the Fraser River. Ag an illustra-
tion' of the emterprise of these western
towns, it is noted that the citizens of
Sagkatoon lately set themselves to the
task of raising a million dollar ndnstrial
fund, to be used in backing local i:dus-
tries, not by bonusing them but by taking
up bonds of approved enterprises. T'he
recent conference of industrial comivis-
sioners and civic officials held at Port
Arthur declared . itself opposed t> the
granting of bonuses, although it did mot
oppose | exemption from taxation. The
Vancouver World contends that they
should also have coridemned exemptions,
because they prove a drag on the commu-
nity, and it declares:—“Promoting "the
welfare of those industries that are bere,
rather than those which may be induced
to come here through unhealthy promises,
will prove by far the more profitable
course.” There is-a lot of hard common
sense in this observation.

CANADIAN  GLUBS
AND CELEBRATIONS
ON DOMINION DAY

A Suggestion From the West and
the Reason Fer It

(From the Moose Jaw  News.)

The Canadian clubs from the Atlantic
to the Pacific ‘might ‘well consider the ad-
visability of holding Dominion Day cele-
brations in every city where a club ex-
ists.

At the present time, particularly in the!
west, there is great need of exalting the|
national idea, of proclaiming the oneness;
and indissolubility of confederation, of in-|
culeating the spirit of unity and co-opera-|
tion between the various geographical div-|
isions of the dominion and of emphasizing!
the fact that the dominion and the Cana-|
dian people stand for something more than
a mutually advantageous trade zollverein.l

Of themselves, the ordinary influences|
' making for-national assimilation are unable |
“‘to cope with the great mass of persons of]
alien birth who are coming into the do-|
minion, It is an undeniable fact that for-|
eigners are. miot, in Canada, as quickly as-|
similated .into the national life as they|
are in the United States. In other words,!
the foreigners do not become Canadians as
quickly as they become Americans, i

To this must be attributed largely the
feeling of restiveness existing in the west-
_ern provinces. It exists, not so much|
{ because the country is not prosperous; for
no country so recently settled enjoys the
measure of prosperity that western Can-
ada does. The restiveness is to be at-
tributed to an impression that the inter-
ests of eastern and western Canada are
not identical. |

Nor is this surprising. Strangers to!
Canada and Canadian’ history naturally
look.-upon political questions from a ma-
terial standpoint. They have come to
Canada, not because of a particular fond-)
ness for her form of government; but for|
the express purpose of improving their lot|
in the world. As yet the stranger in west-
ern Canada is the builder of a business
rather than a nation builder.

To build up his business he is prepared
frequently to sacrifice regard for national!
interests. The very mature of the west|
and its industrial organization’ renders the
gtranger - provincial in' his outlook,

There “being ' but little manufacturing
done in the country; he is unable to real-
ize the mnecessity of developing sueh indus-'
tries; hence he is unable’ further to realize
the importance of interprovincial co-op-
eration. 3 \

Talk as men may about ‘this ot _that
! form of national fiscal policy, but' Canada
. will never. realize her possibilities, never
measure up to the full stature of nation-
hood,. until her population become impreg-
nated with an ardent national spirit.

To do: this should be the: special :work
of the Canadian tlubs and nothing could,
be more timely-than that-they should on}
! Dominion’ Day’arrange for a chain of na- |
tional celebrations exténding across' the,
continent. . The carrying out of this pro-{
posal would be a good day’s work ~for
Canada.
