London, Nov. 12—The Times, editorially,

BOSTON T0 BID
FOR MORE OF
OGEAN TRAFFIC

Chamber of Commerce Taking
Up Problem in Earnest

Sees Parallel in Case of London
and Liverpool Providing Boston
Will Get the Proper Facilities
to Handle the Business.

Boston, Nov. 12—The probiem of bring-
ing to this port a number of transatlan-
tic lines, owing to the congestion of ocean
traffic at New York, is being given earn-
est attention by the Boston Chamber of
Commerce, through a number of its com-
mittees.

Chairman Jerome Jones of the maritime
affairs committee, speaking of the matter,
said: “New York is already overtaxed
ocn the New York, Hoboken and Brook-
lyn sides and along the East river. New
York is the great port of this country,
as London was the greatest shipping term-
inal of England sixty years ago, before
Liverpool ‘was developed, and history
shows that the latter has equally divided
the tonnage with London since then.

“This will inevitably happen in the case
of New York and Boston, because Boston
is the natural port of overflow, provided
that this city is awake to the urgent need
zf providing proper facilities for this traf-

C, .

‘“Philadelphia is nedrly 100 miles up the
Delaware river and Baltimore about 200
miles up Chesapeake Bay, au. des this
drawback neither of these ports has the
depth of water to be found at the port
of Boston, 200 miles nearer English, French
and German ports than New York even.”

LANDED 132,000
SETTLERS IN THE
SEASON NOW ENDING

Montreal Reports Record Far Ex-
ceeding Anything Before in
Canada’s History.

Montreal, Nov. 12—With the present
week the regular immigration season from
Turope will close, and it is stated by
railroad mer that it by far exceeds any
previous season in Canada’s history. ‘While
definite figures are not yet available it is
estimated by the officials looking after
this work that since the beginning of
Montreal’s navigation season about132,000
settlers have landed here and been distri-
buted through the country, the majority
of them going to the west, although quite
a large percentage were booked for On-
tario and Quebec points. !

Not only has the season been mnotable
in point of numbers, but as regards qual-
ity, more eettlers coming from the Brit-
ish Isles than ever before. In fact, the
traditional immigrant, with no money but
that he expects to make, has been almost
a forgotten item, and the per capita
wealth of the new settlers, especially from
Great Britain, has been surprising.

Dn the Canadian Pacific railway alone
08,400 immigrants were handled, or about
70 per cent of the total. These came as
follows: May, 25,000; June, 16,200; July,
11,500; August, 12,000; September, 12,000;
October, 10,0000, and up to date for No-
vember, 1,200,

Although the season is approaching its
close, an unusually large number of peo-
ple are still coming to Canada, a goodly
proportion of them, of course, being re-
turning travellers. At present there are

3,800 on the ocean bound for Montreal,
jof whom a considerable number are set-
‘I(]ers.' They are coming:—On the Corsican
:550; Lake Lrie, 200; Empress of DBritain,
|1,150; Dominion, 400; Montezuma, 400;
Carona, 300, Ionian, 350; and Lake Michi-
gan, 350.

He left
a note pinned to the gate of the fort, “I,
Charles Radcliffe, did shoot and kill Cor-
poral John Bowlan for good reason, and I
am down and out myself.”

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ABOUT BANK NOTES

Manner in Which Those of France
Are Destroyed is Described

(W u~hmgton lhmldj

Lverybody KL that old,
banknotes in this country are subjected to
a process of destruction by maceration
at the treasury department, but the man-
ner in which the notes of the Bank of
France are destroyed is probably mot so
well known,

Ilugene Gavard, a banker in Paris who
is at the Shoreham, in v\])lmmng the pro-
cess, said last night: **A short time be-
fore the end of the year the ‘condemned
cell for,bank notes’ is closed out and ‘bil-
lets’ on which the sentence of ‘execution’
lms been passed are conveyed to the ‘dun-
feon’ in the lowest part of the bank. Al
the head office of the Bank of Fiance
there is a permanent tribunal before whicn
all doubtful paper is brought and when
once this tribunal has pronounced capital
punishment on a bank note, the dread sen-
tence ‘anule’ is writteen on its face. Lne
judgment is countersigned by the treasur-
er, and the paper is then securely locked
m the cell for ‘vieux billets.

“The prison for superannuated bank
notes is approached by sombre corridors,
continued the Frenchman, incumbered
with huge drawers, containing the ‘pro-
cess-verbaux d’annulation’ of all the notes
that have been destroyed since the insti-
tution of the bank. Over 1,500 alphabets
which have been ‘aunuled’ repose herc.
When an iron door with triple lock is open-
od one sees the canceled notes in serried
rows They are arranged in narrow com-
p«n(menh in alphabetical order.

“Once the date of their destruction s
fixed, they are taken to the cellars in
which the printing office is situated, and
in the presence of the bank’s offmml they
are brought out for annihilation. Dis-
tributed one by one into baskets, the con-
demned notes are emptied into a great
cylinder half filled with water and caustic
soda. The orifice of the cylinder is then
locked and set in metion. It turns for
two days and at the end of which time
the officials who preside at the beginning
of the operation return to witness the end
of the notes.,

“Furnished with a large spoon, a work-

Soiled Money Not Dangerous

In these days of germs and still more
germs, tue question of whether or not

soiled paper money is a medium of in-

fection comes up frequently for discussion. |
Officials at the United States Treasury |
Department in Washington—and especial- !
ly those in charge of the macerating of |
‘dilapidated bills—state that there is but |
little danger of infection in the handling
of paper money, not even to bank clerks,
who, naturally, handle it all day long.

They admit freely that paper money is|
laden with germs, but insist that thcse
disease-breeders are absolutely powerless
to produce infecticn by the mere contact
with the hand—provided the skin is un-
broken. If the hand has been cut or has
a sore on it, or if the person handling
the money is careless ubout touching his
lips, then, they say, there is danger. But
then only. Besides, if paper money could
carry active and malignant disease germs, |
nearly everyone would have succumbed
long since.

“The skin on the hand is proof against
and infection that might be found on pa-
per money,” said one of them recently,
“provided it is unbroken. And' therc is
no need for any one employed in the count-
ing of money to touch his fingers to Lis
lips. Banks, for example, provide sponges
for their clerks with which to moisten
their finger-tips. Science may say | that
paper money is loaded down with billions
of germs, but our employes in the Treas-
ury, who count thousands and thousands
of dollars every day, report no ill consa-
qQuences; surely science must be ms
taken.”

Sir Montagu Allan passed through the
city last night on his way to Montreal,
after attending a meeting of the Nova
Scotia Steel & Coal Co. in Sydney.

SCENE AT BURIAL
