in this city on Tuesday and adjourned 
yesterday. About 110 to 120 millers 
were present. Ogilvie, the Howlands, 
and some other large owners were absent. 
Sir Willliam Howland was down on the 
“agenda” for a paper or a speech .on or­
ganization, but the paper or speech did 
not materialize; Sir William was not 
present in person or by deputy. The 
motive of the meeting, so far as the ac­
tive promoters were concerned, was soon 
disclosed. It was to put pressure on the 
government and the Conservative party 
to compel them to advance ’lie i ity on 
flour to a dollar a barrel. One resolution 
offered pledged the convention to oppose 
“ every government candidate ” until the 
government agreed to do as the millers 
demanded, but several influential mem­
bers objected to the introduction of poli­
tics (among them Goldie of Guelph) and 
the mover, a wild man named Brown, of 
Toronto, agreed to withdraw that partic­
ular resolution. He explained that lie 
meant the candidates of any government, 
Conservative or Liberal, but the conven­
tion considered the explanation too atten­
uated, anfl a motion to hold over the 
whole question of politics until next 
year was carried.

Great stress was laid during the dis­
cussions on the loss of the market of 
the Lower Provinces, but I showed 
in a previous letter there is no 
foundation for such a statement The idea 
th^t they are being crowded out of the 
Maritime Provinces by “the Americans” 
has evidently got a firm lodgement in the 
minds of the Ontario millers, owing 
doubtless to m ^representation of the 
facto; " The actual consumption of,,flour 
in Canada Is over 6,000,000 barrels, of 
which about 1,000,000 barrels is consum­
ed in the Lower Provinces, while the total 
imports of flour into all the Lower 
Provinces for the year ending June 50, 
1888, was only 10,292 barrels.

The false pretence is, no doubt, kept 
up by the agitators in order to help along 
the scheme of a millers’ combine, which 
is really at the bottom of all this business. 
In fact, they say so in so many words. 
The alleged loss of the flour market of 
the lower provinces has nothing to do 
with the bad condition in which some of 
the millers find themselves. The real 
trouble has been described by some of 
themselves, and the facts and the 
authority are not to be disputed. Here 
are some of the statements made at the 
convention as reported in the newspa­
pers, and the reports of the different 
papers agree substantially

Mr. I. Warcnp of Oakville said:—
“If he discussed the case he would say 

that the milling business was dying of 
consumption induced by starvation, 
the first cause that had ‘ brought the 
business to its present condition was the 
opposition mill. He did not object to any 
man starting a mill, but he objected to 
the system of bonusing mills. There 
were 2,300 mills in this country, more 
than half of which had been changed to 
thp roller system. These had an average 
capacity of 6000 barrels a day. It was 
easy to see that these produce 18,000,000 
barrels in a year, while the country con- 
earned only 5,000,000 a year.”

Another report quotes Mr. Wareup as 
saying:—

What was the first thing that brought 
about this state of affairs? First the op­
position mills. If^one place had a grit 
mill there must be a tory mill, and if a 
Methodist mill there must be a Presby­
terian mill. There was more milling 
machinery employed in Canada than 
would supply the flour of the country five 
times over. The English ? .-tie--, were 
building mills in the old co. mry and he 
believed that in a few years they would 
have fierce competition in the export 
market even if they got the home mar­
ks’. The only remedy that he knew of 
was to keep capital out of milling prop­
erty. Everybody thought that all they 
had to do was to grind and they would 
make money. Why he had seen farm 
after farm dumped into milling—and 
they stayed there.

Mr. James Stark, of Paisley, said
“Owing to the ruinous and unprofitable 

condition of the trade the millers had 
been compelled to consult how to stem 
the tide since the advent of the roller 
process. Twelve years ago fabulous 
sums had been spent in that system. At 
first some millers made monev, but now 
the smaller millers had caught up, and 
were sharing the profits. They

“To hear the 'millers talk, one 
would think that they were the poorest 
lot of men in Canada. He did not blame 
the business for the state of affairs, he 
blamed the men who conducted that busi­
ness for making it bad. The millers had, 
as a matter of fact, been paying twenty 
cents more per bushel than the 
to pay. He had been fifty ye 
ted with a flour mill and km 
he spoke. “ It. the millers would only 
use common sense they would not have 
so much fault to find,” said Mr. Wads­
worth with emphasis. “The millers were 
not able to trust each other. He remem­
bered some time ago that a combination 
was got up, but before the last miller had 
got word of the combination the first mil­
ler to enter into the scheme was breaking 
the agreement.” (Hear hear.) ,

Now here we have the admissions of 
the millers themselves that their troubles 
are caused by everything else than the 
importation of United States flour. They 
declare that the main difficulties are 
undue competition among themselves, 
paying too high for wheat, speculafiiiig ' 
in wheat,too much money invested in the 
business, over-production, the big mills 
killing off the small mills, and so on !

Mr. Anderson’s visit to St. John,which 
was referred to in our local columns tm 
Saturday, has given him an opportunity 
of seeing our harbor as it is, and not as it 
has been described by such enemies of 
St. John as the press and people of Hali­
fax. Mr. Anderson, in company with a 
number o'f members of the Board of 
Trade and the Harbor Master, enjoyed a 
sail in a tugboat from one of the 
wharves on the east side to Part­
ridge Island, thence up to the suspension 
bridge and back to the place of start ing. 
Mr. Anderson thus had an opportunity 
of noting that St. John harbor is not 
a horse pond, as pleasantly described by 
the Halifax press, but a basin three miles 
in length, if measured from the outer 
breakwater, or more than two miles in 
length if measured from the Beacon light. 
Mr. Anderson had an opportunity 
of learning that there is a clear 
channel into St. John harbor, 
almost perfectly straight, which 
at no point lias less than 22 feet at dead 
low water, spring tides, and that this 
limited depth only prevails for five 
hundred yards. He would learn that 
there is upwards of forty feet of water at 
this shallowest point at high water, and 
that there is never less than 30 feet ex­
cept from two hours before low water to 
two hours flood. Mr. Anderson would 
see from this that St. John is for the 
purposes of ocean steamship» a much 
better harbor than New York, the amount 
of pilotage involved from the anchorage 
ground at Partridge Island to a safe berth 
in the harbor not being more than two 
miles. Mr. Anderson would further learn 
that when a vessel enters St. John har­
bor she is absolutely safe, and that it is 
not a mere roadstead like Halifax, where 
vessels with a southerly gale are liable 
to be dashed to pieces against the 
w harves. Our visitors would 'also see 
that while we have at present a sufficient 
number of deep water wharves to ac­
commodate three or four ocean steam­
ships of the largest class at once, our faci­
lities on this respect can be increased 
three fold at a comparatively small ex­
pense. These are facts which Mr. Ander­
son did not fail to note and which will be 
of use to him when considering the ques­
tion of coming to Sti John for freight 
with his large liners.

H1LIFIX AND THE SHORT LINE LATH TIES,Mr. Collingwood Schrieber is now in 
Fredericton consulting with his engineer 
Mr. Vernon Smith who is conducting the 
Short Line survey. This survey is being 
carried on at great cost with a view to 
enable the people of Halifax to go to 
Montreal without being under the dis­
agreeable necessity of passir lirough Sti 
John. It is a public work >siiich if car­
ried out by the government, as proposed, 
will lie wholly injurious to this 
city and calculated to deprive 

of the freight business 
to which by our natural position we are 
entitled.—Moreover the proposed road at 
the lowest estimate will cost the people 
of Canada at least $2,000.000, and most 
likely twice that sum without in the 
slightest degree adding to the transit 
facilities of the country. St. John is 
able to handle all the freight that is likely 
to pass to and from Montreal in winter, 
so that the proposed road, to be built by 
the Government, is for Halifax alone.

Now what claims have the people of 
Halifax as good citizens of Canada to 
such consideration? The other day we 
called attention to the fact that the 
Halifax Grit papers were boasting that 
no British flag was hoisted on Dominion 
Day in Halifax, except from a public 
building owned by the government of 
Canada, and from the Herald office,

That would bring any Government to 
time. As surely as the millers were lis­
tening to him they were slaves. Die 
were compelled to contribute to the 
kings, flour monopolists, and middlemen 
of the Lower Provinces who were their 
masters.

There were other men in this 
lion more reasonable, and one of them 

pointed out that since the Maritime 
Provinces were paying so small an 
amount for duties on flour it was useless 
to pretend that the Ontario millers have 
not the market in those provinces. Still, 
such raving as that of Plewes and 
Brown met with a great deal of sym­
pathy in the convention, and Plewes 
was appointed secretary of the Millers’ 
Association at $1,500 a year to organize 
the combine thoroughly, and get all the 
Ontario millers into iti Under the cir­
cumstances, the duty of the people of 
the Lower Provinces is plain. They 
need to give their members of Parlia­
ment to undérstand that this is a vital 
question which will bear no tampering 
with, that there can be only one answer 
given to schemes for snowing the Lower 
Provinces under.

It is scarcely necessary to notice the 
contemptuous terms in which the lower 
provinces are alluded to in the speeches 
from which I have quoted. The section of 
Canada which has sent to the Do­
minion Parliment Joseph Howe, Charles 
Tupper, Adams Archibald, 8. L. Tiiley, Pet* 
er Mitchell, Charles Fisher, J. S.D.Thomp- 
son, R. C. Weldon, Alfred G. Jones, and 
others scarcely the inferior of these in 
ability can afford to smile at such petty 
attempts to belittle them. These angry 
millers must reconcile themselves to 
the present tariff, and on reflection they 
will probably see that they are not help­
ing their cause in the least by making 
faces at the innocent maritimers.

He had been 
paying from ten to twenty cents per 
bushel more for wheat than he got from 
his flour. Every kind of animal had an 
instinct of self-preservation among them 
except the millers. He was opposed to 
combines, but advised unity of action. 
(Laughter and applause.)
