Arson and Pillage.

Bialystok, June 18.—The correspond-
ent of the Associated Prgss found the
victory of riot here written in large
letters in the streets, which were one
continuous picture of arson and pill-
age. The windows and doors of the
Jewish houses were wide open, giving
a view of their wrecked interiors, or
were boarded up. Everywhere
be seen weeping women hunting for
traces of killed or wounded survivors.
'"The principal streets were devastated,
among which wreteched proprietors, last
week rich but now reduced to poverty,
were wandering about endeavoring to
ascertain the extent of their losses.

Minister’s Instructions.

St. Petersburg, June 18.—The min-
ister of the interior has sent a circular
tn the governors and city prefects,
calling attention to the excesses at
Bialystok, and instructing them to take
effective steps to prevent agrarian dis-
turbances, as well as attacks on the
Jews, and to promptly nip in the bud
all disorders. Any neglect of these in-
structions, it is aaded, will be severely
punished.

4nd the confidence of the men who
earnestly desire to heal the wounds
and enter upon a period of economic,
moral and intellectual welfare. Instead
of this the revolutionists, under the
pretence of patriotism, are serving the
interests of the foreign enemies of their
country by transforming Russia into
the powder magazine of Europe.

It is known that Witte personally is
favorable to the Jews and ‘their de-
sires, as contained in the memorandum
presented to him at Portsmouth. by the
committee of prominent American
Jews, but he strongly condemns ‘the
revolutionary party against the ad-
aice of their--own enlightened leaders,
thus making it impossible - for their
non-Jewish friends to assist them. If
they are defeated they will be more
oppressed than before, whereas, if suec-
cessful, the remainder of the popula-
tion which is more anti-Semitic than
in other countries will oblige them to
flee the country. The Jews of Russia
had one proper course to pursue and
that was to respect all rights granted
to other races which ultimately should
be granted to them. They provoke re-
prisals and reactions especially from
the conservative elements known as
the “black hundred.”

Count Witte explained that the con-
rervatives were originally called the
“black hundreds” in Russia. The
troubles of the past week at Bialystok
are the best illustration of the situa-
tion as they were caused by Jews kill-
ing Chief of Police Derkatchoff, who
happened to be an exceptionally con-
servative official whose determination
was to maintain order. Count Witte
thinks under such conditions, the Jew-
ish question i Russia cannot be set-
tled to the satisfaction of the Jews.

The necessity of preventing inconsid-
erate action by revolutionists of all
kinds is absolute. The government will
not permit any consideration to inter-
fere with the measures it deems ne-
cegsary to Stop the evils mentioned. In
these days of heated discussions about
the possibility of the dissolution of
parliament, those who oppose such
action and assert that it would be a
coup de etat forget that parliament is
rnot the only power in Russia.

BRANDON’S GROWTH.

Winnipeg, June 20.—The assessment
roll of the city of Brandon has just
been completed by Assessor Hugh R.

NORWAY'S RULER

FOREIGN REPRESENTATIVES
BEGIN. TO ARRIVE

Fog Dehy's British Royal Yacht Having
on Board the Prince and Princess
of Wales.

Trondjhem, Norway, June 20.—The
Freach armored cruiser Admiral Aube,
carrying the special French embassy
to the coronation of King Haakon, ar-
rived here at 9 o’clock this morning.
Immediately after she reached her
anchorage she fired a salute, to which
the, Norwegian men-of-war and shore
batteries replied.

A spanking breeze swept the harbor,
causing the flags and bunting to flut-
ter in a lively fashion, and raising a
sea in which the launches and cutters
were tossed about like corks. But)in
spite of the breeze, a dense fog prevall-
ed near the-entrance of the fiord, and
delayed ‘the arrival of the other war-
ships and steamers including the Bri-
tish royal yacht Victoria and Albert,
having on-'board the Prince and Prin-
cess of Wales and convoyed by the
second-class .oruisers Juno and Talbot.
The vessels are anchored outside the
fiord, but will not arrive at Trondhjem
until the afternoon.

The members of the French embassy
landed at 11 o’clock this morning. They
were received by officers of the royal
household, were given a guard of honor
and were driven to the palace, where
King Haakon received the embassy
and thanked them and their nation for
their presence here on the occasion of
his coronation.

The leading members of the Nor-
wegian cabinet, headed by Premier
Michelsen,  will leave Christiania to-
day for Trondhjem.

Trondhjem continues to fill with vis-
itors and crowds throng the streets.
The palace and cathedral are the cen-
tres of interest.

FIGHT WITH REBELS.

Made Several Determined Charges on
Natal Force, but' Were Repulsed.

Mapumulo, Natal, June 19.—Rebels to-
day attacked a convoy of five wagons,
but the convoy got away, though pur-
sued for two miles.

APPEAL IN FULL COURT.

Case of Fagan vs. Times Was Argued
This Morning.

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

Before the Full court to-day the appeal
in Fagan vs. Times was argued before
Chief Justice Hunter, Mr. Justice Irving
and Mr. Justice Morrison. "this is an
appeal from a judgment of Mr. Justice
Duff, who dismissed an application made
for an injunction by Dr. Fagan to re-
strain the Times from publishing an ad-
vertisement containing a statement of
Dr. Fagan’'s made at a coroner's inquest
relative to Dr. Bteedman’s soothing pow-
ders.

Dr. ‘Fagan, did not urge that the state-
ment as it appeared was an unfair one.
It was not represented as different from
what the doctor had made.

He contended, however, that Dr. Fagan
had a right in his name which this state-
ment violated. He thought that a pro-
fessional man had The right in such a
case to prevent the continued publica-
tion of such an advertisement.

The Chief Justice could not well see
where the distinction lay between a news
item published in a paper and an adver-
tisement.

Mr. McPhillips intimated, that the
statement of Dr. Fagan should be privi-
leged as he gave it under compulsion as
a witness. ?

To this G. H. Barnard, representing
the manufacturers of Steedman’s sooth-
ing powders, objected, stating that Dr.

Mr. Barnard ccntended that the adver-
tisement which appeared was for the
purpose of undoing injury which had
been done the manufacturers of Steed-
man’s powders by the previous news-
paper notices relative to a supposed
case of poisoning, and also by use being
made of this report to advertise another
powder in trade papers.

The newspapers ~of Great Britain,
great and small, are displaying a lively
interest in the invitation which has
been extended by the Canadian Parlia-
ment, and by many public and semii-
public bodies of less importance, to His
Majesty: King Edward VIL to come
ovér and behold with his own eyes the
Imperial domain of this the most im-
portant and most promising of his pos-
sessions. We find the invitation not
only warmly endorsed; it is seconded
in comment displaying an intelligent
appreciation of the potentialities of the
Dominion whioh we confess will be
as thoroughly appreciated as it is un-
expected. The general._trend of the
discussion indicates that British writ-
ers for the press are beginning to ap-
preciate what we are doing in this
Dominion to build up a magnificent
commonwealth under the British flag.
The London Daily Telegraph in parti-
cular publishes a notable article dis-
playing a knowledge of present condi-
tions in Canada and a grasp of future
material possibilities which would have
been undreamt of in a British news-
paper a very short time ago. The
article is such a striking one that we
need not apologize for printing it in
full:

Opinion in this country has hardly
wakehed to the extraordinary interest
and significance of a step ‘with which
Canada, it is not too much to say, is
thrilling, and conversation at Wash-
ington is alive. In the last few weeks
both Houses of the Dominion Parlia-
ment have adopted an address to the
throne, expressing ‘“the desire and
hope, long and fervently cherished,”
that His Majesty may be pleased to
appear in person among his Canadian
subjects. They feel that they are at
the creative moment of their destinies.
They are convinced, and rightly, that
the development of their illimitable
possibilities between the two oceans
will be the greatest political process of
the twentieth century, and the ulti-
mately dominating fact in the power
and commerce of the world. Loyalty
to the throne has been the very prin-
ciple of their distinctive existence upon
Ainerican soil from the foundation of
their nationhood. Devotion to the flag
is the inspiration of their political feel-
ing. Unity of the Empire is the ideal
of their dream—the aspiration upon
which, as their situation, their re-
sources, their racial fibre, and monar-
chical tradition, entitle them to think,
depends as high a hope as ever opened
before a people. The desire of Can-
adians is to seal the spirit of their his-
tory, the prom:se of their future, and
the whole meaning of their expansion
as an Imperial state under the British
flag, by a visit as it were, sub-con-
tracted and transmitted through ours.

She needs but ‘the opening, sooner or
later, of the parliament in Ottawa’ by
the Sovereign of the Empire ih person
to express visibly the
completeness of her constitutional life
under the flag. She occupies fromi sea
to sea a territory which is well-nigh as-
large as Europe, forms the true centre
of the land-masses of the globe, and
offers the shortest route between the
Far East and Western -civilization—
between her and our ally, Japan ,on
the one hand, and the_partners to the
entente cordiale, on the other,
have been the almost equal parents of
Canadian nationality. Xing Edward’s
personal work in closing the feud of
centuries between England and France
has created between the two main ele-
ments of the population of the Domin-
ion a spirit of sympathy more intimate,
in some respects, than had ever previ-
ously existed. The conclusion of the
entente cordiale was to us a fum}a—
mental achievement in foreign policy.
To Canadians that compact was a vital
and beneficent factor in . domestic
policy. King Edward’s personal states-
manship has been not the least for-
tunate among the influences
have worked together during the last
few years to open a new era in the
moral and material conditions of Bri-
tish America. But the Dominion has
a mission beyond all that we have sug-
gested. Never so firmly established
upon its own national basis as now,
but never in closer or more. amicable
relationship with the United States,
Canada is the living link belween the
American Republic and the British
Empire, destined, as we trust and be-

\

lieve, to restore the moral, and perhaps |

We know not
whether reasons of state may inter-

their kindred under the Stars and
Stripes. Though the sequel remains in
doubt, one inference is certain, and it
is that the journey would be epoch-
marking in the strictest sense. The
proceedings in the Dominion parlia-
ment were characterized by an energy
and impressiveness in spirit and phrase
which have not yet been even remote-
ly realized in the Mother Country.

realities of to-day and the possibilities
of -the ‘future”* All-the speakers re-
called .the wonderful contrast between
the:Dominion as-it now stands and its
condition nearly fifty years ago, when
the King as Prince of Wales opened
the Victoria bridge at Montreal.” Then
the terrifory along the St. Lawrence
and. the Great Lakes was a scattered
series of provineces fringing the wilder-
ness. - No railway connected the old

Quebec. Both were divided, by what
was then thought to be a vast inhos-
pitable region of rock and swamp, from
the plains of the Far West. Beyond
these lonely prairies, known only to
the “stray trapper or voyageur, rose
the mighty barrier of the Rockies,
shutting out well-nigh from all access
the provinces on the Pacifi¢ shore.
Now the political structure of federa-
tion has been raised to form the most
splendid achievement of nation-build-
ing since the foundation of the United
States. Railways from ocean to ocean
have gripped the provinces together.

Washington, D, C., June 20.—Semator
Proctor to-day.called up in the senate
the agricultural appropriation bill and
made the usual motion. for. agreement
to a .request for a conference.

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PUBLIC STATEMENT
OF SIX MONTHS’ WORK

Account of What Has Been Accomplished
During the Last Half
Year.

The cemmittee of the - Society Feor
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals
2l its last meeting, decided to place
before the public .the following state-
ment of its proceedings during the past
six months:

The work the society has been domg
tor many years is so well known 4nd
understood, as to make 3t ‘hirdfy
worth while to notice 'the recent it~
advised remarks of a weekly paper. It
may be a counter argument to 'say,
that there is not much cruelty appar-
ent in Victoria, because the knowledge
that hardly any case of eruelty, with-
in the large area of the Victoria dis-
triet, can possibly eccur without com-
ing to the notice of the  committes,
and will always be dealt with by ths
officers ‘of the society. This has a
very deterrent effect. Horses unfit for
vork, and diseased and suffering dogs
ire quickly taken off the streets, and
do not offend the nubli¢ eve.

Four horses have been slaughtered,
nd ten lame and underfed have been
ttended to. Thirteen dogs have been
lestroyed during the last six months,
wo of which had been cruelly treated
by boys.

Several drivers of heorses have been
warned for having ill-fitting harness,
s also have the owners of two cows
for net properly providing for them,
«nd there are many other smaller
rases; ~but all requiring constant
igilance.

The cruelty to cats, especially at this
eason of. the year, has caused the
committee to decide to issue through-
out the eity the undermentioned warn-
ing:

“Starving Cats.—Whereas, persons
are often guilty of thoughtlessly or
cruelly turning their domestic cats out
of their houses, or of leaving them in
emipty or shut-un houses, or other pre-
miges, and thereby consigning them to
starvation, resulting in painful suffer-
ings or death, this is to give notice
that the act for the prevention of
cruelty to animals will be enforced
against any person or persons guilty
of the offence.”

William Merriman was prosecuted
for leaving his horse for many hours
In the market yard unharnessed and
uncared for.

The committee has sent printed ne-
tices through the whoele district, that
to “‘cruelly -or unnecesarily tie any anf-
mal by the legs for the purnose of cofir
veyance is illegal,” and hawving- giveén
sufficient warning, it is determined to
take proceedings in all such cases.

Much feeling has been expressed
against shorn sheen being sent into
this eity from the American side, dur-
ing the winter months. In one in-
stance a flock of sheep was put into
a corral over night, for conveyance by
the morning train. In the morning five
were found dead through exposure
and being worried by dogs. The so-
ciety took considerable trouble in
dealing with this case, and will next
session endeavor to introduce ' a bill
into the legislative assembly to prevent
recently shorn sheen being sent into
this province during the winter
months.

The lethal chamber has been com-
pleted in every particular, and is reaQy
for use, the promise made to the sub-
:cribers being carried out as far as the
society is concerned. As the pound is
operated by the eity council the lethal
chamber has been handed over to ‘the
city authorities.

The experiment of giving magic
lantern entertainments to children in
the Sunday schools on “animals and
their ways, and the reasons why they
should be properly treated,” has in-

olved a large amount of trouble and
expense. The best thanks of the com-
mittee are accorded to W. F. Best, for
not only loaning and operating his
lantern, but also for the use of many
excellent slides, and also to H. F. Pul-
in for loaning and explaining his
nany excellent slides of animals, also
to A. T. Pineo for loaning and operat-
ing his beautiful lantern for the use
of the Spring- Ridge schools.

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URGING PROMPT ACTION AS
TO NORTH WARD PARK

Site Recommended by Committee En-
dorsed and Alderwmen Asked
to Jet Busy.

That North Ward wants the promis-
ed park and wants its quickly was
amply demonstrated at Monday night's
meeting of the city council. A large
delegation representing the North
Ward, Spring Ridge and Victoria
West Improvement Associations laid
forcibly before the aldermen their
views on this and other subjects of
municipal interest. The chief feature
of the representations was the very
strong endorsement of the location
recommended by the park committee.
This is blocks 2 and 7, containing near-
ly seven acres and bounded by Qua-
dra, Cook and Pembroke streets, and
Queen’s avenue. Among the members
of the deputation were W. Marchant,
J. A. Grant, Geo. Jeeves, Phil. R.
Smith, D. Spragge and G. W. An-
drews.

W. Marchant, who acted as spokes-
man, stated he had been requested on
behalf of the residents of North Ward
to represent to the council their opin-
ion of the proposed site. He wished to
emphasize that, in their judgment, the
land recommended by the park com-
mittee was the best location. Though
some thought it an expensive area,
the position was central and far better
than any other inspected. Other places
might have something to recommend
them, but were of much less value
than the one selected. The price was
extremely moderate compared with
that of the Gorge park, the cost of
which was paid out of the general
funds.

Regarding the redistribution of
wards, the association he represented
were unanimously in favor of the five
ward system. He suggested that area
should be fairly considered as well as
assessed value as required by the act.
Citizens were entirely in favor of a
plebiscite on the subject, and North
Ward residents were prepared to abide |
by its decision. The question of an in- |
dependent auditor had been also taken
up by the bodies he spoke for, and they
strongly urged that one totally outside
council control be appointed. The
choosing should be left in the hands
of the Lieutenant-Governor.

J. A. Grant, who followed, wished to
try and impress on the aldermen the
necessity of carrying out pre-eélection
pledges. Three subjects had come im- !
portantly before the people, the North
Ward park, appointment of an inde-
pendent auditor and redistribution of
the wards. As to the audit for six
months, proposed by Ald. Fell, it was
useless. A long period should be cover-
ed to find out if any money had been
spent illegally, and if the city was in |
a good position financially. With ref—‘
erence to the park, the sale of lands in |
James Bay district had not been prop-
erly proceeded witkh. The time gi\'enﬁ
real estate agents was unlimited; it |
was too slow for handling a proposition
of this kind. Energetic action should
be taken so that the laid could be sold
and the new park purchased.

David R. Spragge wanted to point
out the present condition of the piece
of land suggested. A park was not
wanted so much as a recreation
ground, and the site chosen was prac-
tically ready. The boys and girls could
commence their games at any time.

THE FAR EAST

PERIOD OF DEPRESSION _
" IN CHINA AND JAPAN

Increased Taxes in the Kisgdom of the
Mikado— Unrest Among
the Chinese.

Japan and China are experiencing a
period of commercial and industrial de-
pression, the reaction of the late Jgpan—
Russo war. H. Donkin, a prominent
Victoria commission merchant, makes
this statement after having visited all
the principal centres of the Orient. He
spent some time in a tour of Japan,
and then continucd his journey as fas
as Shanghai, Hongkong, Canton and
other well-known Oriental ports.
Everywhere he found the same condi-
tions. Heavy taxes were having the
inevitable effect throughout the Japan-
ese Empire, while the American boy-
cott, which was being rigidly enforced
all along the southern China coast even
as far as the Strait Settlements and
Manila, was hurting those who had
taken up the gauntlet against the ag-
gressiveness of the United States.

Mr. Donkin first visited Japan. The
war taxes, he says, have increased
fifty per cent since he was in that
country two years ago. There was a
toll exacted wherever possible, the
traveller having (o pay an additional
fee with his transportation.

SHA BATILE AT

MACAULAY PLAINS

MIMIC ENGAGEMENT
ALONG MODERN LINES

Between First Two Companies of Fifth
Regiment Last Night—Gratifying
- Gua Practice.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)
Those residing in the neighberhood
of Macaulay Plains were startled by
the crackle of musketry about 8
o’clock -last evening. The first of the
annual series of sham battles between |

the different companies of the Fifth |
Regiment was in progress, the oppos-
ing sections in this instance being Nos.
1 and 2, in command of Capt. 'Currie
and Cept. Langley respectively. While
these manoeuvres were underway No. |
3 company was engaged in practice
with the six-inch guns, using the
Morris tube attachment.

Shortly 'after the ‘fall in” sounded
last night Ne. 1: company started away
in marching order to the music of the
bag pipes and the big bass drum. No.
2 remained in camp and Capt. Langley
explained the manoeuvres in. detail to |
his men. Briefly the idea was that No. ;
1 was to attempt Lo reach Macaulay
fort, in charge of provisions for the re-
lief of those supposed to be under
siege at that point, without being de-
tected by the defending force, which
consisted of No. 2 company.

The commander of the latter body, |
having given this outline of the pro- |
gramme, proceeded to distribute his |
men. He placed the right wing under
Capt. Winsby’s command, and sent it
out to protect the right flank, while he,
with the remainder of the company,
undertook te repel any attack from the
front or left. The disposition proved
to have been very ably thought out.

It was some time afier the defenders
had been posted before the first sight
of the convoy was obtained. They
were seen advancing.through the wood
on the left of Lampson street, keeping
well under cover, Despite their pre-
cautions, however, the glimmer of
haversacked uniforms was frequently
perceptible through the foliage, and
never failed to bring a shot from
members of No. 2, who lined the rocks
in the vicinity—a commanding position
and well protected.

ARRIVAL TO-DAY OF
EMPRESS OF CHINA

Major General Dessino, Military Attache
at Shaoghai, Among the Ship’s
,  Passengers.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

From Asia to America. the voyage of

the R. M. 8. Empress of China, Capt.
Archibald, arriving this morning, was
marked by fine weather and few inci-

dents apart from the commonplace in

Qcean going travel. The ship brought
a large number of passengers. It is
thought by some that the heavy travel
noticeable of late on all inbound Ori-
ental -steamers has been occasioned by
the disaster that recently overtook San
Francisco, but officers of the China dis-
avow this report, and say that liners
bound for San Francisco have also been
crowded of late, showing that the vol-
yme of travel from the Orient this spring
is greater than ever.

Among the distinguished arrivals on the
steamer was Major-General Dessino, a
Russian military attache, who has been
stationed at Shanghai since before the
war between Japan and Russia. He has
never seen America, he says, and is trav-
elling purely for pleasure. He is accom-
panied by an officer and the members of
his family. Seen this morning aboard the
Empress he said that trouble in China
was bound to come at no very distant
date. Whether it will be the uprising of
the Boxer element again or whether the
unrest now so apparent will take some
other form he or no one else could at
present predict, but a social upheaval of
some description was inevitable. Asked
for his reasons for supposing that a
crisis of this kind was pending, Major
Dessino only alluded to the anti-foreign
feeling everywhere manifest in China,
and added that in the Flowery Kingdom
it was a case of China for the Chinese.

While his commission had to do only
with the affairs of Southern China, he
stated that affairs in Manchuria were
not altogether smooth. Japan was over-
zealous of her rights, while Russia was
watching every move fvith a good deal
of anxiety. i

Among other passengers was E. Cotes,
a8 London correspondent, who has just
made a tour through Manchuria. Anxious,
however, that he should not be deprived
of any of the fruits of his labor, he re-
fused to be interviewed, and will treasure
up all information for his return. The
complete saloon passenger list of the
HEmpress is as follows:

STRENGTH AT WORK
POINT INCREASING

Applicaats For Enlistment in Capadian
Forces are Received at the
* Barracks Steadily,

The garrison at ‘Werk Point barracks
is gradually being recruited up to its
former strength. With the withdrawal
of the Imperial forces it was feared

that the garrison would remain prac-
tically at the strength represented by
the members of ‘the‘old force who elect-
ed to joint the Camnadian service;

The policy-of the €anadian militia
department seems to be to recruit up
to about the same strength as formerly
manned the forts about the entrance
to Victoria and Esquimalt. "It was
feared, however, that there would be
congiderable difficulty in  securing re-
cruits in the west.

There is now every indication that
the garrison will soon be ‘filled up.

Aldermen Anthorized His Worship to
Head Exploration Party to Sooke
Lake,

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Sooke lake was the locality for sup-
plying water discussed last night by
the council. As a result the Mayor,
city engineer and water commissioner
were given leave to make a barometric
reconnaissance of an_undiscovered val-
ley, the cost of this being paid out of
the $500 appropriated for expert exam-
ination at last week’'s meeting.

Other business was suspended while
this: important matter came up. The
Mayor started the discussion with an
‘dccount of “his recent visit to Sooke.
He described the trip made by himself
and others to the locality mentioned,
and said that although at present the
conclusions' arrived at were largely a
matter of guess work, what was seen
led to the conclusion that a course
could be found through the valley
where two ranges of mountains meet
that would shorten the distance to the
ecity. Instead of being 32 miles as gen-
erally thought, a route could possibly
be discovered that would only cover
between 21 and 22. If such were the
case this proposition would be breught
within the city’s means and place
Sooke lake as an available supply with
Goldstream, Elk lake and Millstream.
He thought it would be well for the
council to utilize part of the $500 voted
in a barometric survey to decide if
this source of supply would be worthy
of serious consideration. He was not
assuming that.: it was better than
others, but there was no doubt the
water was good, and those who knew
were. agreed that a plentiful supply
was ‘available. If this was done, ex-
aminations could be made both of Mill-
stream and Sooke at a cost well with-
in .the appropriation.

Ald. Douglas enquired if the Mayor
had ‘gone thoroughly into the question
of ‘water available at Elk lake, as a
gentleman who 'visited there Sunday
had stated that a much larger amount
could be obtained if the suction pipe
were run further from shore. His
Worship said he had made a report on
the matter three years ago, and Ald.
Stewart interposed that the informant
of Ald. Douglas must be one of the
noted critics -who did not know what
they were talking about, The water
was not drawn from the lake directly,
it - went through the filter beds to the
reservoir and thence to the city.

Ald. Pell was anxious to know the
provosed peoint of diversion at Sooke,
asking if it was above or below Leach
river. The Mayor stated it was some-
where near the river, but would not be
more explicit. | He said Assistant En-

BOUNDARY MINING.

Twenty Claims Placed Under Bond—
May Pay Roll Was $150,000.

“J, L. Martin, of Phoenix, has just
closed negotiations for what promises
to result in the largest single mining
deal ever transacted in the Boundary
country, so far as number of claims is
concerned,” says the Plroenix Pioneer.
“while the consideration to be turned
over is not stated, it is understood to
be in the neighborhood of $225,000, the
whole of which is to be paid within six
months’ time. The property is that in-
cluded in what is known as the Mar-
shall, the Monte and Forty groups of
mineral claims, adjoining the Granby
and Dominion groups of properties on
the north side of the city, Some twenty
odd claims are included in the bond,
making over 700 acres of mineralized
territory. The deal was miade with G,
B. Dennis, of Spokane, on behalf of
himself and a strong syndicate of New
York capitalists who have been care-
fully noting -the successful mining
operations in this camp for some time
past. Development work is to be
started as soon das the necessary ar-
rangements can be made. Mr. Dennis
informs Mr. Martin also that as soon
as the development shall justify it, the
purchasers will secure a' suitable site
for a smelter of large capacity, the
plans and financial standing . of the
backers of the enterprise providing for
this whenever it shall have been deter-
mined that the ore available will war-
rant such a step.”

May Output.

Boundary's tonnage output for the
month of May continued to run over
the 100,000 ton mark, notwithstanding
the fact that repairs and enlargements
to a number of the Granby furnaces
were still under way. These changes
will be completed in the near future,
when the . increased’ output by the
Granby Censolidated will largely make
up in the total monthly Boundary out=
put for thé shortage now being occas-
ioned by the entire stoppage of smelt-
ing operations at the reduction works
of the British Columbia Copper Co.
while the three giant furnaces are be-
ing installed. The output for May is,
consequently, slightly smaller than it
was for April. Comparing the output
of ore for the several mfonths of this
vear thus .far give the following
figures: January, 104,378 tons; Febru-
ary, 105,429 tons; March, 112,638 tons;
April, 107,798 tons; May; 100,694 tons;
total, five months, 530,937 tons. It has
not as yet been the custom of the large
mining companies to give out the ex-
act values recovered per ton of ore,
but with the excellent price prevailing
to run
well over $5 for each ton of ore. Esti-

i mating on.thisz basis, Boundary mines

produced ore worth $500,000 in May, and
worth $2,500,000 for the first five months

‘ of this year, in gold, silver and copper.

The Pay Roll.

At the various mines and smelters of
the Boundary district about $150,000

| was paid out last week for wages earn-
| ed by nearly

1,500 men during the
month of May. The Granby and Do-

FEW LOCAL BOATS TO

ENTER ANNUAL RACES

Which Will Be Held in July at Belling-
ham—Sport Superceded by,
Motor Launches.

The announcement of the annual
northwest yacht meet to be held at
Bellingham from the 1st to the 6th of
July, has turned the attention of many
local sportsmen towards yachting. As
a. general rule Victoria is represented
at this meet by a small fleet of fast
boats, but indications are that British
Columbia’s capital city will enter only
one or twa craft in the contests for the
Mackie and Key City  trophies. this
summer. Within the past year or so
the local interest in yachting as a re-
creation has gradually diminished until
now it is at the lowest ebb in the his-
tory of the Victoria Yacht Club. As a
preminent member remarked the other
day in sad reminiscent tones ‘“the or-
ganization has dropped from the high
place ‘it occupied in years past until
now it exists only in name.”

‘When a Times representative was so
informed the natural thing was to en-
deavor to ascertain the cause of such
a deplorable falling off of interest
among those who hitherto have spent
their spare moments either yachting or
putting their craft in shape for some
pending ‘contest. It was found . that
the majority of the local boats of speed
have been sold to residents of Van-
couver, A glance over the names of
those engaging in the regular races
held under the auspices of the Van-
couver Yacht Club was sufficient to
corroborate this. Oddly enough it looks
as though the entire Victoria fleet, in-
cluding craft with such speed at their
comamnd, that they are feared at all
points in the northwest, has been
transferred -bodily to the Terminal
City, and is now sailing under the aus-
pxes of the Vancouver club. The
reason of the desertion of Victoria
sportsmen from the ranks of the local
organization mentioned, being further
investigated, proved to be a general in-
terest in another form of aquatic
sport, namely, the fascination of mani-
pulating speedy motor launches,

Victoria- undoubtedly is in the throes
of another hobby which has not yet
reached its height. The majority of
those who could afford to go in for
vacating are devoting their attention
to obtaining as perfect models as pos-
sible of the gasping, panting and ubi-
quitous motor launch. They may be
seen speeding about the inner harbor,
circling in and out along the sinuosi-
ties of the Gorge, dashing through the
rapids .and again stemming the cur-

.rent with contemptuous disregard for

its stréength ‘at all times of the after-
noon and evening., Occasionally two of
these little craft come together, and
then an exciting race ensues the re-
spective commanders, usually respec-
table citizens, hurling defiance at each
other across the intervening space of
water., All the indications are that
Victoria has given itself up entirely to
the sport, and that the flotilla of fast
boats here will increase steadily
throughout the summer.

From authoritative sources it was
learned to-day that 'no 1less than
twenty-five new motor launches have
left the yards within the last few
months. The two firms dealing in
motors, the Hinton and Hutcheson
electrical companies, are reported to
be doing a rushing business. They
have filled a large number of orders
already, and the demand does not ap-
pear to be decreasing.

In the light of these facts it must be
conceded that Victoria has become
tired of the pleasures of yachting,  and
has taken up motor-launches in earn-
est. While, therefore, it iz almost im-
possible to arrange for a first-class
series of yacht races there is no reason
why the motor boats should not be
brought together to test each other’s
speed in an open regatta. Nothing is
more exciting, both from the stand-
point of the participants and specta-
tors, than launch races. It has been
suggested that such competitions be
arranged, and there is evéry reason to
believe that steps will be taken in that
direction in the near future.

CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Logger Killed by a Falling Tree on
Broughton Isiand.

An inquest was held in Vancouver on
Monday on the body of John Archi-
bald, a logger who was Kkilled by a
falling tree at Greenway Sound,
Broughton Island, on the .15th inst.
Coroner McGuigan presided. The only
witness examined was George Scott,
Archibald’s partner, who was with him
at the time of his death.

Scott said that he and Archibald
were hand-loggers and on June 15th
they were working at three logs which
they had slid down to the beach over
a bluff the day before. They had got
two of them safely into the water, but
the third was a large cedar, which
they had to cut before they could
move it. They were undercutting the
tree, and worked at it in spells. While
Archibald was at it in his turn, it
broke and came away suddenly. The
freed end came down upon him, knock-
ing ‘him into the water and pinning
him by the breast against another log
in the boom there. He was head and
shoulderk only above the water, and
Scott got out in a boat, and freeing his
wounded comrade lifted him in. He
was not unconscious at the time, but
fainted directly afterwards. Scott
sprinkled water on him to revive him
and rowed away as fast as he could to
one of the Emerson camps not far
away, but about 25 minutes after he
started, Achibald, who had been lying
gasping for breath in the bottom of the
boat, rolled over on his face and after
a short struggle expired.

The jury, without retiring found a
verdict of accidental death.

Archibald was a- man about 35 years °
of age, and came here from Musquoboi
county, Nova Scotia, where his par-
ents still reside.

Put a teaspoonful of oil of almonds in
a small jar or saucer and stand in boil-
ing water. When the oil is warm dip
your fingers in it and massage it
gently all over your face. Rub very
gently, and let the fingers always
travel in an upward and outward di-
rection. When the face has been thor-
oughly saturated with oil the skin
must be wiped free from grease with
a soft cloth.

If by this time the water in the
basin iz not the right temperature add
some cold water. Squeeze out and re-
move the meal bag and bathe the face
in this water. Dry with a soft towel
and then wipe off carefully with a
piece of Japanese silk. The silk seems
to impart a softness and smoothness
to the skin that is not produced by
any other means.

If time can be spared a weekly;"
steaming is most beneficial. After thé
boiling water has been poured on the
meal bag make a sort of tent of a
large bath towel, envelop your head in
this and hold your face near enough to
the boiling water to get full effect
of the steam arising.

Rub the scalp thoroughly with this
preparation until = no ‘further evidence of
dandruff is noticed.

1 do not know of any method for the
permanent removal of hair that can
be followed by an inexperienced per-
son. Electrolysis and X-ray treatments
will secure permanent  results, but
should only be administered by an ex-
pert. The pumice stone treatment has
proved satisfactory in cases similar to
yours, but, of course, it must be re-
peated when the growth reappears.

Pumice Treatment.

Get an ordinary 5-cent cake of pumice
atone. 'This is ‘not pumice soap, but the
regular old-fashioned pumice stone. To re-
move the hair rub the skin afflicted with
the superfluous growth, and the pumice
atone will wear the hair-off. Be careful
mot to be too heroic and irritate the skin.
In case -the arms are made red by this
treatment, use a little cold cream.
