Oakland, Cal., July 6.—The narrow- 
gage local, bound from the Alameda mole 
into Oakland, crashed into the Santa 
Cruz train No. 57, bound for the Oakland 
mole, at 7.10 on Saturday night at First 
and Webster streets, killing or injuring 
all of the passengers in the Santa Cruz 
train smoking car. Seven were killed and 
over thirty injured.

Three others, as yet unidentified.
The wreck of the coach, containing its 

dead and screaming wounded, was hurled 
on its side, with the Alameda local ten­
der buried in the wreckage. The baggage 
coach of the Santa Cruz train, which was 
in front of the smoker, was derailed and 
half way upset. Both locomotives were 
derailed.

When the trains struck, the smoker was 
cut from the coach following, which con­
tinued on its course, crashing into the 
boiler of the Alameda locomotive./ Some 
windows were broken in this and the 
first Alameda coach, which was also de­
railed. Otherwise they were not damag­
ed. The passengers in these were shaken 
up. but not injured.

Practically all those in the smoker were 
pinned in the wreck, and their cries for 
help, which followed the terrific crash of 
the trains coming together, brought peo­
ple rushing from all sides. Some were 
able to dig themselves out of the wreck, 
but the majority had to be cut out. Sev­
eral of the dead were badly crushed.

The police and fire departments were 
called out and were soon at work carry­
ing • wounded and dead from the wreck.

Death List Breaks All Records 
Since 1889—Wounded 

Number 2,264.

New York, July 6.—A Chicago special 
to the Tribune says: Seventy-one 
death and 2,264 injured are the figures 
In the Chicago Tribune "Fourth of 
July” casualty list up to 11 p.m. last 
night.

An alaysls of the figures shows the 
following details of the deaths there 
were:By fireworks and resulting fires 37, 
by cannon 3, by firearms 16, by gun­
powder 6, by toy pistols 2, by runaways 
5, by heart failure, due to explosions 
of cannon and crackers, 2. Those In­
jured were: By fireworks 1,109, by can­
non 212, by firearms 196, by gunpowder 
551, by torpedoes 60, by toy pistols 211, 
by bomb and cannon.

The fire loss was $625,965.

GERMANY THINKS

SHE IS OBJECT

Kaiser’s Land Disturbed by 
British NavafPorce In 

North Sea.

Oopenhagèn, July 6.—The British 
naval manoeuvred* In the North Sea, 
In which 300 warships are taking part, 
are attracting the attention of politi­
cal authorities here, especially In view 
of the German^British situation and 
the warning given to King Frederick 
in a speech made by King Edward on 
his recent visit tp Copenhagen.

Many Deaths and Prostrations

New York, N. Y., July 6—New 

Yorkers, who for nearly two weeks 
have been sweltering in one of the 
most protracted hot weather periods in 
many years, were warned by the 
weather bureau to-day that the end to 
not yet In sight.

"Fair and continued warm," was the 
message sent out to the suffering mil­
lions while the sun kept t^e mercury 
constantly moving upward. By 9 
o’clock to-day the government ther­
mometers registered 80 degrees, at 10 
o’clock the temperature had gone up 
to 84 and at 11 to 86 degrees. In the 
meantime the humidity had fallen 
gradually until at 11 6’clock it regis­
tered 62 degrees. Thousands jast night 
slept on fire escapes or In the parks 
and the effect of the excessive heat' 
became apparent early in the day, 
when reports of deaths, prostrations, 
and sudden insanity began to pour In 
at police headquarters.

Several deaths and thirteen prostra­
tions from the Intense heat were re­
ported In Brooklyn and Manhattan up 
to 1 p. m. Two Brooklyn men, who 
are believed to have been crazed by 
the excessive heat, were taken to the 
King’s county hospital early to-day, 
after they had attempted to kill their 
wives with carving knives.

An empty envelope, 
on which a picture of a shotgun had 
been drawn, was inscribed 'Henrietta.'

“Except that he had been acting 
queerly and that he had become des­
pondent, Graves said he saw nothing in 
Hood's manner that indicated that he 
contemplated self-destruction."

Tokio, July 3.—It is expected that 
the cabinet will resign to-morrow 
morning. The Associated Press was 
informed to-day that the premier, 
Marquis Saionji, decided to tender his 
resignation some days ago and that 
at his request ’ the ihembers of his 
cabinet agreed to resign also. The res­
ignation will be tendered to the Em­
peror in the morning.

The nominal reason for Marquis 
Saionji’s resignation is 111 health. The 
cabinet are all strict members of the 
Seiyuka or constitutionalist party, and 
it was therefore necessary that they 
resign with him. The actual reason 
for the resignation of the premier is 
understood to be the position taken by 
Marquis Inouyo, secretary of the home 
department, regarding the future fin­
ancial policy of Marquis Saionji. This 
calls for retrenchment in the army 
and the navy, the postponement of 
public works, a demand for a sinking 
fund, and the yearly repayment of 
loans.

Marquis Inouye recently attacked the 
present government’s policy regarding 
finances. This gave offense to Marquis 
Saionji, who decided to resign at once. 
He consulted wifh the other ministers 
and Was by them persuaded to accept 
the* resignations of all the members of 
the cabinet An unknown quantity in 
the constitution is the position the 
Emperor may take. He possibly may 
decline to accept the resignations but 
this is considered extremely unlikely.

Marquis Katsura, who was formerly 
premier, probably will succeed Marquis 
Saionji, although Admiral Count Tam- 
âmotl, a former minister of marine is 
^ strong candidate. In well informed 
circles, however, It is Considered that 
Marquis Katsura will get the position, 
in which event Count Komura, at pres­
ent the Japanese ambassador at Lop- 
don, Is almost certain to succeed Count 
Hayashl, the present 
eigti affairs. Count 
will succeed Count Komura at London. 
It Is uncertain who will get the port­
folio of finance since .no one is anxious 
to accept. There will be no changes 
in the ministry of marine and war.

The elder statesmen will be con­
sulted immediately with regard to the 
appointment of a premier. Marquis 
Katsura is a member of the genro or 
elder statesmen ' and 'Admiral Yam­
amoto has considerable Influence there­
in. There, is reason, to believe that 
Marquis Saionji will support Marquis 
Katsura.

It is doubtful it any other man as 
premier could secure full parliament­
ary support. -In best informed circles 
If Is declared positively that the gen­
eral policy of the government will not 
be changed. The present programme of 
Retrenchment will be carried out.

Buck- 
man, who is now in Atlantic City, de­
scribes the man who left it as being 
46 or 50 years of age. He was smooth 
shaven, of dark complexion and well 
dressed. Buckman skys the man came 
into the express office and placed on 
the counter the package, which he de­
clares was large enough to have con­
tained a pint bottle. It was appar­
ently a bottle enclosed in a regular 
pastboard carton.

Mrs. Wilson was yesterday taken to 
the district attorney’s office where, in 
the presence of Coroner’s Detective 
Paul, at the headquarters of detectives, 
she was questioned to see If she could 
throw light on the mystery.

WAS REFUSED AMBASSADORSHIP

Murat Halstead, One of America’s Best 
Known Journalists, Passes 

Away Yesterday.

Cincinnati, Ohio, July 3. — Murat 
Halstead, one of the leaders In Ameri­
can Journalism for over half a century, 
died at his home here yesterday in his 
79th year. At his bedside were his 
wife and son, Robert, and his daugh­
ter, Mrs. Stem.

Mr. Halstead has been failing in 
strength for several months, and suf­
fered from cerebral hemorrhage. The 
sudden death Of hi» son, Marshall, a 
few months ago, was a severe shock to 
Mr. Halstead, and it Is believed to have 
had an adverse effect on hie health. 
Albert, another son, Is consul at Bir­
mingham, England, and th* other mem­
bers of the family are scattered 
throughout the country.

Mr. Halstead was one of the great 
editors of the last half of the nine­
teenth century, and one of the strong­
est tributes th his Incisiveness as a 
writer was in 1889, when his nomina­
tion by President Harrison to be 
American minister to Germany was 
rejected' by the United States senate 
btcause of articles he- -had published 
charging corruption, to some members 
of that body.

Mr. Halstead was a native of Butler 
couflty, Ohio, and commenced Journal­
istic wort In this city at an early age. 
He eventually became head of the 
Commercial newspaper, and later was 
editor of the Commercial-Gazette, after 
the two papers amalgamated. In re­
cent years he Was à special corres­
pondent and magazine writer, 
wrote histories of the Spanish-Ameri­
can war and other national events.

SHAMROCK IN RACE
FOR UPTON TROPHY Philadelphia, July 4.—Realising that 

thé man suspected of poisoning Dr. 
Wm. H. Wilson, of this city, by send­
ing him a bottle of poisoned ale on 
Friday last week, is now out of their 
jurisdiction, the authorities yesterday 
decided to abandon their policy of se- 
.retiveness, and made public the let­
ters in the case, in the belief that it 
might aid them in their search. The 
first is the decoy letter sent to the 
Wilson house. It was mailed on June 
23rd. at 1 a. m„ from a station in 
West Philadelphia. The text was 
written on a letter head bearing the 
firm name of F. Schemme & Son, and 
reads in part:
"Wm. H. Wilson, M. D.

“Dear sir: We are taking the liberty 
of sending a* few physicians’ samples 
of our newly produced standard ale. 
We have decided to co-operate with 
physfeiaqs as far as possible In the 
introduction of our goods

“If you find that the sample is to 
your liking and can conscientiously re­
commend our ale to your patients and 
friends, we request you to fill out and 
return the enclosed blanks."

The letter bore the signature 
“Peter Schemme & Son,” and there 
was a postscript : "All ale should be 
kept cool and in a verticle position 
for a few hours before using.”

The bottle of poisoned ale was sent 
to Dr. Wilson on Friday, June 26th 
and was drunk by him on that night. 
On the following day and before the 
public knew anything about the case 
other than that the doctor had died 
mysteriously after drinking a bottle of 
ale, an anonymous letter was mailed 
to Coroner Jermon from Bristol, Pa. 
This letter was posted at 5:30 p. m., 
and reads in part:

“I want to write you regarding the 
death of Wm. H. Wilson. This per­
son was a mal-praetltioner, and in 
some way induced my wife without my 
knowledge to become his patient. As a 
result of his treatment, she died a 
few weeks ago. To protect her name, 
I did not give all the facts to my phy­
sician, and she was buried with an­
other cause of death being assigned. 
To rid the community of this whole­
sale. killer, I have removed him as I 
would a weed from the garden.

“Now that this service to the com­
munity is rendered and the death of 
my dear wife avenged, I am going to 
quit this part of the world. This letter 
is true in every detail, and to prove 
that I am the person who attended to 
the matter I will tell you that the ale 
contained syanide, and that there were 
two seals with the letters on the top 
of the bottle. I had no selfish motive 
in the matter. By the time you get 
this on Monday morning I will be far 
away from home.

Atlanta, Ga„ July 4.—Joel Chand­
ler Harris, the author formerly known 

"Uncle Remus,” died at his home 
in a suburb of this city last night, 
aged 60 years.

Joel Chandler Harris first saw the 
light of day in 1848, in a sleepy light 
village, Eaton ton, the- capital of Put­
nam county, in middle Georgia. When 
he waas 6 years old. the “Vicar of 
Wakefield” fell into his hands, and 
stimulated the imaginative side of his 
nature, and led him to devour any­
thing In print that came in his way.

Hé Was known to have a part 
in the formation of all the nev^ ven­
tures of the sporting public of Victoria, 
and In his younger days was known as 
far south as Los Angeles among the 
sporting fraternity. A few days ago he 
was about as hale and hearty as ever 
with the hand for everyone, and happy 
at the successful termination of his last 
sporting promotion, which was the 
walking trip taken by three local men 
on Dominion day when they started to 
walk for^ Nanaimo.

Bob Foster years ago established for 
himself a record as a prize fighter, and 
was well known between Victoria and 
Montreal. Of late years he has been a 
resident here, and has acted as trainer 
for the ball players, the lacrosse teams 
and for the football team In the win­
ter.

Bob Foster is dead. The announce­
ment will be received with genuine sor­
row by sportsmen and patrons of 
sports from Victoria to Montreal. Bob 
was for many years one of the Institu­
tions of the West. Whence he came and 
why he selected Canada as the scene 
of his activities we do not know—and 
do not propose to Inquire. All we are 
concerned about is Bob himself person­
ally and his, on the whole, honorable 
career In Victoria. He followed his own 
particular bent because he could not 
do otherwise. His horoscope was cast— 
and so he "followed the line of least 
resistance.” He could no more dissoci­
ate hlmsélf from his sporting connec­
tion than the particular brand of man 
one sees constantly attending horses— 
and especially race horses—can cast off 
his "horslness” and Join the ranks of 
the regular workers In the workshop of 
life. There is something in the blood 
of these sporting characters that is 
stronger than the demands of/ conven­
tion. So we must take Bob as we find 
him and treat of him according to the 
circumstances of his case. In his earlier 
years a cricketer, a boxer and an "all 
round sport,” In his later days he seV 
tied dOwn and took the Victoria 
crosse club under his special patronage 
and protection. His "boys” were his joy 
and his pride. When they were victori­
ous he rejoiced greatly with them—and 
perhaps took a generous measure of 
credit for their success to himself. 
When they met with reverses, as they 
have done within recent years, Bob 
was as ready as any one to find ex­
cuses, and to express confidence that 
the day of form reversal would surely 
come.

THE AUSTRALIAN SERVICE.

The Vancouver News-Advertiser 
makes a string appeal for co-operation 
between the governments of Canada, of 
Australia and Great Britain In the 
matter of the Canadlan-Australlan 
steamship service. It points out the 
circumstances which thus far have 
militated against placing steamers of 
a superior class upon the route. Sir 
James Mills, a representative of the 
Union Steamship Company of New 
Zealand, who lately passed through 
Victoria on his to the Dominion
capital for the purpose of placing the 
view of his company before the Do­
minion government, claims his people 
gre anxious to Improve The service if 
given a reasonable guarantee that the 
subsidies voted by the respective gov­
ernments would be made to cover a 
term of years. The company has al: 
ready given evidence of its faith in the 
future of the connection by making 
steady improvements in its vessels. 
Within the past few'months larger and 
faster steamers have replaced the ves­
sels with which the service was c<yn- 
mepced, while others are in process/ of 
construction which would not only re­
duce the time of the voyage, but add to 
the comfort of passengers. We 
thinly it will be readily granted that the 
management of the Union Steamship 
Company cannot be expected to make 
heavy expenditures for the purpose of 
improving Its fleet unless the govern­
ments concerned agree to make the 
subsidies applicable for à term of years. 
The contractors are surely entitled to 
some reasonable guarantee that the 
subventions shall not be withdrawn 
upon short notice. On Its face the ap­
peal of Sir James Mills ls'a reasonable 
one. It would be a great misfortune for 
the business of the Pacific Coast of 
Canada and of the Commonwealth of 
Australia and the colony of New Zea­
land if the Union Steamship Company 
should decide, that under existing con­
ditions the service could not be con­
tinued.

Probably the reason for the unwill­
ingness of the governments Interested 
to enter into a contract for a 
term of yearà for the Australian ser­
vice is to be found in a conviction that 
the time is not far distant when the 
"all-red” scheme, which will provide a 
through steamship connection between 
Great Britain and Australia across Can­
ada, will be an accomplished fact. The 
Laurier government is sanguine as we 
Içnow and the Asquith governtrient is 
hopeful, as far as we can learn, that all 
obstacles to that splendid Imperial un­
dertaking Will be overcome. But, the 
principle of the enterprise agreed upon 
and accepted, some time must neces­
sarily be occupied in arranging the de­
tails and constructing suitable vessels. 
In the meantime cannot the govern­
ments get together and agree to offer 
suçh inducements as will-justify the 
Union Steamship Company of New 
Zealand in giving the be<t possible ser. 
vice between Canada and Australia?

In a clinch Nelson sent a hard right 
to Gans’ face and Gans started the 
blood from Nelson’s mouth with two 
hard left punches. Nelson swung a 
hard left to the jaw, which was the 
best blow he had landed during the 
fight. This was more even than the 
previous rounds.

In the seventh Gans staggered Nel­
son with a right swing to the jaw, 
and a hot rally followed, Nelson hav­
ing the better of it. He landed^ right 
and left on Gans’ jaw, and Gans ap­
parently clinched. The crowd rose to 
its feet In excitement. The round 
wag in Gaps’ favor.

In the eighth Nelson waded right in, 
forcing the champion to break ground.
Nelson staggered Gans with left and 
right short arm swings to the jaw, and 
a short time later sent another short 
arm jolt. Gans sent in a straight 
right and left, but Nelson swung 
three lefts to the jaw and forced Gans 
to cover. Nelson’s round.

When time was called at the ninth,
Nelson was up like a bull dog. He 
rushed Gans around the ring, and 
finally jabbed' his left to the face,
Gans retaliatng with left and rght.
Gans caught Nelson at arm’s length 
and sent three rights to the Dane’s 
jaw. “Hold your head up,” shouted 
the referee to Nelson. Nelson did so, 
and immediately Gans caught him 
with a vicious right to the jaw. As 
they broke from a clinch Nelson 
caught Gans with a vicious left. He 
followed his advantage with a suc­
cession of rights and lefts.

Nelson did not close a moment in 
the tenth, and, although bleeding and 
frequently Jarred by wicked blows, he 
forced the pace throughout. He was 
wild in his efforts, and Gans took ad­
vantage of this, the round ending in 
favor of Gans.

The eleventh round was slightly in 
favor of Nelson. He shook Gans’ 
blow . off like so much chaff, until 
finally Gans caught him a terrific clip 
on the point of the jaw, which stag­
gered the Battler. Nelson set a 
furious pace, and although doing all 
the work was the fresher of the two.

The twelfth resulted disastrously for 
Gans. Nelson made him groggy, and 
almost sent him through the ropes 
with a right. Gans seconds threw 
water on him. A moment later Gans 
dropped to his knees from a left upper 
cut ana looked, all but out. Nelson 
followed hifri about the ring, planting 
right ja.nd left to the head. Gans took 
the count of nine. Nelson rushed up 
to the beaten champion and Gans again 
took the count. It looked as though he 
could not last out the round. When 
Gans got to his feet he planted, a 
straight left to the jaw and the bell 
rang. Gans would have fallen had not 
his seconds rushed in and dragged him 
to the corner.

Nelson tried hard to press his ad­
vantage in the thirteenth, but Gans in August, 
stayed in close. Nelson floored the 
champion with a left upper cut to the 
stomach. It was a wicked blow, and 
Gans took on an agonized expression 
as he arose and hung on. Nelson 
worked unceasingly to put in. the 
finishing punch, hammering .Gans’ 
stomach and forcing him against the 
ropes. Joe fought back determinedly, 
but was weak.
. Gans jused all his genius in the four­
teenth to keep Nelson at bay, but all 
his cleverness could scarcely keep the 
Battler off. Nelson shot his left to 
the jaw, but Gans countered, rocking 
Nelson’s head with right and left 
short arm jabs. The round was com­
paratively even, and both men bled 
profusely as they caught their 
ners.

They fought shoulder to shoulder in 
the fifteenth, and Gans put in two 
rights to the face, Gans showing to 
getter advantage. He knocked Nel­
son’s head with two rights, Nelson 
countreing and forcing Gans to the 
ropes. Nelson played for the colored 
man’s stomach, and planted three 
short arm jolts to that spot as the 
bell ended the round in his favor.

Gans appeared to have a slight chill 
in the sixteenth, coming up quivering.
He tried to avoid close contact with 
Nelson, -wl)o rushed desperately. He 
hammered away at the champion’s 
head and body, and Gans was scarcely 
able to protect himself. Finally a left 
found its way to Gans’ stomach, send­
ing him to his haunches for the count 
of nine.

Round seventeenth—They wrestled tar 
half a minute, Gans appearing a bit 
freshened up. Locked together, the 
men fell through the ropes, due to Nel­
son’s stumbling. Again in the ring,
Nelson sent Gans down with a right 
upper cut to the stomach. He took 
the count of eight. When he rose to 
his feet, Nelson sailed in and landed 
a left to the body. Gans went down 
for the third time, and although trying 
to regain his feet, he was too slow and 
was counted out.

Nelson was then declared the win­
ner amid tremendous excitement. The 
crowd swarmed into the ring and 
Nelson was fairly smothered with con­
gratulations. He was finally carried 
to his dressing room on the shoulders 
of his admirers.

From 
the Wellington Colliery Company the 
steamship Leelenaw which, since the San 
Francisco coal business fell off, has been 
lying up in Esqulmalt harbor, has been 
taken over and will be run to Prince 
Rupert, Southeastern Alaska- and other 
points north as a collier and general 
freighter.

Under J. H. Greer’s control at the pre­
sent time there are eleven tugboats in 
service and a large number of lighters.

MAJOR GENERAL LAKE

TO BE RETIRED

Militia orders will be published from 
Ottawa very shortly retiring Major- 
General Lake, inspector general of the 
Canadian militia, from his present po­
sition and returning him to his old 
command In the Imperial army. This 
step severs the last link between the 
administrative body of the Canadian 
army and the war office.

Upon the death of Brtgadlkr-Ganeral 
Vidal, the then inspector general, seme 
months ago, General Lake stepped into 
his place, giving up the position of 
chief of staff to General Otter.

Major General Lake has a long and 
noteworthy record behind him, not 
only in Canada, where during his four 
years of office be has brought about 
many valuable reforms, but also in 
the old country, where his list of ser­
vice Is long and diverse. He was first 
appointed a sub-lieutenant of vhe 6th 
Foot In 1873, being then eighteen years 
of age. Ten years later he was trans­
ferred and oppolnted inspector of mus­
ketry in the East Lancashire regi­
ment, where he obtained his captaincy 
majority, and eventually became -a 
lieutenant-colonel commanding a bat­
talion. During that time he served on 
the special service expeditionary force 
sent to fluakan in 1381, and saw active 
service in Egypt and India.

When appointed to the position of 
chief of the general staff for Canada 
four years ago it was not thé first 
time he had seen service in this coun­
try. From 1893 to 1898 he was sent 
out here in the capacity of quarter­
master-general. Besides that he has 
held several other staff appointments, 
having been D. A. A. and Q. M. G. 
in Egypt, staff captain at the head­
quarters of the British army, deputy 
acting adjutant general of Intelligence 
at headquarters, deputy acting adjut­
ant in Dublin, Ireland, quartermaster- 
adjutant-general of mobilization at 
headquarters and finally, before he 
came out here the last time, chief of 
the Second Army Corps in the old 
country.

The boat is absolutely ■ water­
tight, and Ig, capable of weathering any 
storm with any number of passengers, 
according to her size. Our company at 
Berger, Norway, are now prepared to 
deliver the same type of boat to hold 
forty passengers, which will probably 
suit the requirements of passenger and 
cargo steamers.

"Supposing a vessel Is sinking, all the 
passengers have to do Is to slip through 
the openings at both ends and wait for 
the ship to go down. The lifeboat may 
also be dragged down a few yards by 
the suction of the sinking vessel, but it 
will rise again triumphantly hi a few 
seconds, and no one will be the wrirae 
for the experience. As for sailing about 
on the high seas in this boat, it Is as 
comforable as a railway carriage. The 
longer and heavier the waves are the 
less Is the motion felt. The most ter­
rific hurricane becomes almost a de­
lightful experience.

"I am going to submit the Uraed to 
the test of experts appointed by the 
Board cf Trade, and no, doubt, the re­
sult will be satisfactory.

Work of Increasing the Ca­

Supply Goes On.

Dr. Bryce, incoming president 
of the Royal Society of Canada, one 
of the best known educati6nalists in 
western Canada and the leading au­
thority on the history of Winnipeg

The Improvements at Elk and Beaver 
lakes, recommended by Arthur L. Adams, 
the expert engaged by the council to 
superintend the installation of the new 
waterworks distribution system, are to 
be undertaken at once, the object being 
to raise the level of the lakes, thereby in­
creasing their storage capacity, 
work was provided for In the by-law 
passed by the ratepayers to raise $619,000 
for the purpose of intsalllng a new dis­
tribution system. This work, it is esti­
mated, will cost about $16,000. It is pro­
posed to raise the level of the lakes about 
21 feet at the outflow and also to divert 
into them by a system of ditches addi­
tional drainage from the west. The ques­
tion of proceeding with the work will be 
considered by the streets, bridges and 
sewers committee on Friday evening.

The matter was brought up in council 
last evening by a report from James L. 
Raymur, water commissioner, asking that 
this $16,000 be appropriated for the pur­
pose for which it was intended, and also 
that $1,500 be appropriated for cleaning 
the shores of the lakes, and that- tenders 
be called for the sand required for renew­
ing the filtration beds. Mr. Raymur 
pointed out that as this was the season of 
low water it .was now the best time to 
make the improvements at the lakes. 
The first portion of the report, was re­
ferred to the streets, bridges and sewers 
committee and the two latter items were 
adopted.

In a further communication Mr. Ray­
mur reported that an agreement had 
been reached with Albert Toller for a por­
tion of block 8, section 74, “The Eyrie,” 
St. Charles street, for^a site for the high 
level tank, which will supply water to the 
Rockland avenue section of the city. The 
terms of the agreement are that the city 
will pay Mr. Toller $4,800 In cash, supply 
him with free water as long as he lives 
on his present property, and also allow 
him to connect with the septic tank. Mr. 
Toiler Is to allow the city free ingress and 
egress at all times to make repairs, etc., 
and also undertakes to move his house 
from its present site to some other por­
tion of his lot. The portion of the lot 
purchased is 60 feet by 143 in size.

Although the city lias now secured a 
site for the high level tank it may have 
some trouble before it is erected, as some 
of the property owners in the neighbor­
hood are of the opinion that the erection 
of a tank such as proposed would spoi 
the beauty of the landscape.

A new form of tire anemograph or 
self-recording wind-gauge, has jus* 
been Installed In the local meteorolo­
gical office.

No message was 
received by Mr. Fox from Anacortes 
until last night when a wire came to 
Sim saying that the launch had not 
turned up. Constant communication 
with Anacortes up till this afternoon 
brought the same reply.

Editor^—Some of your "readers may be 
interested In knowing what it is like 
to attend the grand lodge of the 
Masonic body, so I will briefly tell my 
experience.

Vancouver, July 4. — For several 
months the Vancouver board of trade, 
acting upon a suggestion from its sec­
retary, Mr. Skene, has been agitating 
for an Imperial news service in order 
to clean the channels through which 
news comes to Canadian papers of “ah 
American taint.”

As a direct result of this agitation, 
an English paper comes to the rescue, 
this paper being the staid old Thun­
derer, so that it Is possible that in the 
near future the leading Canadian jour­
nals will be supplied with news fur­
nished by the London Times, this news 
therefore carrying with it no trace of 
Americanism.
v It is understood that private confre- 
ences between the local board of trade 
and the London Times forged the sug­
gestion into definite shape. The Times 
in a recent communication to the board 
of trade has signified its willingness to 
supply the principal Canadian news­
papers, not only with a news service 
from Europe, but also from the United 
States.

For some years the Times had an 
arrangement, now terminated, with the 
New York Times, by which the latter 
was daily supplied with such of its for­
eign and home news as the New York 
Times correspondents in London, who 
had access to the proofs in the Times 
office judged would be of interest in the 
United States. It covered a field of 
news beyond that handled by the rou­
tine news agencies and the proposed 
Canadian news service is intended to be 
of a simllA character, in being directed 
to supplying news that would be of 
special interest to the Canadian public 
without conflicting with the matter the 
Canadian press would obtain through 
the usual channels.

The scheme, if carried out, for the 
present Svould be confined to Canada, 
but it admits of considerable enlarge­
ment, and might ultimately become an 
Imperial news service for all the Brit­
ish self-governing colonies served from 
the Times office in London.

It is proposed that the more Import­
ant feature of the news cabled to the 
Times by its foreign correspondents as 
they daily appear in the “Imperial and 
Foreign Intelligence” page of the 
Times, selected and condensed, in ad­
dition to the leading English news, 
should be transmitted to the Canadian 
papers in time for publication on the 
same day.

"We were told,” said Mrs. Hasell, "at 
least we understood, whqn Dr. Fagan 
first started his anti-tubucular 
ment, that we would be relieved of 
patients suffering from consumption, 
It seems we have labored under a 
great tnisunderstanding."

Mrs. Day: "Everybody knows that 
the cost of feeding consumptives, is 
three times that of caring for other pa­
tients."

Alex. Wilson thought that if the gov­
ernment wanted the consumptives 
treated. in the way spoken of, they 
should build the structures for their 
accommodation. Everybody knew .what 
the cost of such edifices was. >

“The cost of receiving patients suffer­
ing from consumption has been talked 
of since 1890, and I have never known 
the Jubilee hospital to be without one 
case of consumption,” said Mr. Wilson. 
“I have seen patients there that must 
have been a source of annoyance to the 
other patients."

He referred to hospital conditions in 
Montreal. There they refused to take 
in cases of consumption and erysipelas.

at a cost of 2763, and we have taken a 
long step forward In adding largely to 
the fund for the maternity ' ward, a 
need Increasing with the growing pop­
ulation and difficultiës of obtaining 
household help.

“On the 23rd of May last our propiti- 
our hour may be said tb have come when 
a Jlttle band of the faithful met to cany 
out! thë suggestion of a hospital Satur­
day. The kind words spoken, and the 
amount of money contributed by the 
means adopted, have justified our ef­
forts.” The president said she regret­
ted very much the feeling of dissatis­
faction that had arisen regarding thfe 
“act” to force general hospitals receiv­
ing government grants to receive ad­
vanced cases of tuberculosis. On the 
face of it this seemed a difficult if not 
Impossible undertaking, with justice to 
present needs and the capacity of the 
hospital, and with the ever-present lack 
of any other fund for maintenance or 
particular accommodation, and all 
knew the perpetual strain involved by 
the lack of means.

Concluding, the president hoped that 
the work of Increasing the member­
ship of the society would be vigorously 
undertaken this year.

Its Oldest Boat at Low 

Fares.

Joshua Green, president of the InlMid 
and its alliedNavigation Company 

Puget Sound steamship concerns, IS 
ence more to the tore in the rate war. 
breaking the pleâsant monotony of the 
past few weeks with a renewal of Ma 
threat to provide direct opposition to 
the C. P. R. on the Vancouver and 
Victoria run. He proposes to operate 
the oldest steamer in the Inland Com­
pany’s fleet, the Bellingham, at re­
duced rates.

Some time ago Mr. Green stated that 
such a move would be made by his com­
pany early in June and the Rosalie, 
Perdita and Whatcom were all slated 
as pqgsible competitors to the Prin­
cess Victoria, Princess Royal and 
Charmer on the Vancouver run.

When the direct boat did not ma­
terialize, Mr. Green said that arrange­
ments had been made to have one of 
hlq/trompany’s boats taken over by a 
Vancouver concern and registered here. 
Later he attributed the cause of the 
delay, according to interviews pub­
lished In th,e Seattle papers, to C. P.
R. influence, which statements, how­
ever, he did not make when In Vic­
toria.

Mr. Green has now communicated 
with the local authorities in regard to 
the necessary steps he would have to 
take to place the steamer Bellingham 
ex Willapa ex General Miles on the 
route. A Seattle dispatch says that he 
announced yesterday that he would 
have a steamer running on the Van­
couver run within a few days’ time.

The Bellingham was brought into 
CanadaT'ç.s a wreck in 1896, in which 
year she ran on the rocks at Bella 
Bella while southbound from Alaska. 
Duty was then paid on the vessel, but 
she was subsequently taken over by 
Mr. Gren’s company and became, ones 
more, an American bottom. If the Bel­
lingham is placed under Canadian reg­
ister in order to allow of her opera­
tion on the Vancouver route a duty of 
30 per cent, will have to be paid on 
her while the steamboat inspection 
laws provide for the reduction of pres­
sure In all boilers not built under the 
supervision Of Caribdian inspectors. 
These drawbacks have so far consti­
tuted the reason for Mr. Green's tar<H-_ ’ 
ness In placing a steamer on the run.

The Bellingham is a wooden steamer 
with an Interesting history. She was 
first the steamer General " Miles, built 
at Astoria on the Columbia river for 
the Ilwaco Navigation Company, and 
launched on June IS, 1882. In 1889 she 
was sold to the Portland and Coast 
Steamship Company and her original 
identity was lost, extensive Improve­
ments and entire remodelling being car- 4. 
ried out. As the General Miles, her 
dimensions were 100 feet by 22 feet by 
10 ,feet depth of hold with engines H 
inches by 32 inches by 32 Inches. She 
was lengthened to 136 feet and her beam 
decreased to 20 feet, making her a 
smarter sailer. In 1891 she was re­
launched as the Willapa and operated 
on the Gray’s harbor run. In 1895 she 
was purchased by Capt. George Roberts 
and Engineer Kent, of the steamer 
City of Kingston, and was placed la 
the Alaska trade, being wrecked at 
Bella Bella the following year. Totâl 
loss insurance was paid on her and she 
was sold by auction for a mere song, 
Duty was paid on her as a wreck and 
she was brought Into Canadian waters 
being later sold to the Seattle company 
now operating her as the Bellingham, 
which again placed her under Amer­
ican registry and has used her as » 
regular passenger steamer between 
Sound ports.

\ Murder, Then Revenge.
“From Hope they went dbtyn to Bel­

lingham Bay to buy supplies, intending 
to come up here again and go through 
the canyon. They found they could get 
through the canyon by getting Indians. 
Charlie Adams got an Indian woman 
down around Semiahmoo Bay 
where. It appeared that there was « 
halfbreed that had had this 
and it was from him that Adams took 
her. The half breed followed them to 
Keitchee, a place below Langley, where 
the two had some words and Adams 
was shot and killed, 
was hanged at Port Townsend. The 
coal miners there got word that Charlie 
Adams had been shot and they got the 
half breed and hanged him on the spot. 
There was no military or any other », 
kind of law there then. I never heard 
of what became of the other men after 
that.

“After that the excitement raised and 
for days and days there were twenty 
and thirty boats and canoes coming 
coming—coming all the time. ° Then 
came Governor Douglas, who placed a 
steamboat a little below Fort Langley 
as a custom house to collect tolls—$5 
from every boat.
Yale then. There were no houses there. 
They did not build a stockade at Yale, 
only a trading house.

Standing on Millions.
“In the three years before the gold 

excitement there were millions of dol­
lars under my feet and I never knew 
it. I never saw the gold. We did not 
know the value of it, nor did the In­
dians. In 1867, Charlie Adams, after 
getting his gold, wanted to pay the 
Indians who brought him from Yale, 
with gold dust. They knew nothing 
about it. All their business was done 
by barter. I had never seen a cent of 
money before 1858. Charlie Adams then 
wanted me to take the gold as an 
equivalent for goods worth about $8. It 
was the first I had ever seen. There 
was no talk about gold on the Fraser 
river before these men came down. I 
did not know where they had gone 
when they passed through the post the 
previous fall, and I was astonished 
when I saw them coming down again.”

This letter is already too long, per­
haps. In the next I shall give two 
other versions, showing how the same 
set of facts may be viewed and remem­
bered quite differently by other actual 
participants in these early events. Mr. 
Yates remembers a great number of 
facts quite clearly. After my readers 
have read all the different versions they 
can form their own judgment as to the 
possibilities which lie veiled in a mix­
ture of seeming contradictions. I have 
set down naught in malice, and have 
not drawn upon my imagination to 
make smooth the inequalities of the 
narrative.

Here is positive evidence of one friend 
writing to another, from inside infor­
mation, never expecting his information 
to be made public, that gold was found 
in the Fraser river in 1856, though two 
old Hudson Bay Company officials, who 
were on the Fraser before the rush took 
place, fix the date in 1857, and without 
shadow of doubt in their own minds, 
incidentally illustrating how difficult 
the true writing of history is, and how 
faulty a thing is memory. According 
to Mr. Work, writing at the time and 
with knowledge of the affairs of the 
company, men in plenty in 1856 were on 
their way via the Columbia to the 
Fraser. We know from Bancroft how 
badly some of tlyse fared a* the hands 
of the Indians in the Okanagan coun­
try coming from Walla Walla.

There is living at Hope an old Hud­
son Bay Company official named Yates, 
who came to Fort Langley in 1854, and 
has been on the river ever since. He 
joined the company away back in the 
forties in his native island of Scotland, 
where so many others were recruited, 
came up the Saskatchewan in 1849, 
crossed the Rockies in 1851 and came 
down to Fort Langley in 1854, at the 
time Mr. Yale was factor. Yates says 
he is 71, but I honestly believe he is 
nearer 81, is still strong and hearty, 
and can pull a boat, with its load of 
passengers and freight across the Fra­
ser at Hope, that would baffle many 
a much younger man. I got from 
him one of the most interesting stories 
yet 'related to me by old-timers. I 
shall refer to him again, but this is his 
story of the first gold mining, as taken 
from his lips verbatim :

Pioneer Mining in Fraser.
“The three men who took the first 

gold out of the Fraser I remember well. 
They went to Kamloops. They were 
going from there to Kootenay. They 
came up from Bellingham Bay in 1867/ 
and were going in with the Hudson's 
Bay Company’ train. They were too 
late. The train had gone before that. 
McLean, of Kamloops, who was here 
with the fall train afterwards—with 
ten or fifteen horses taking little stuff, 
such as medicines and so forth—Mc­
Lean said, ‘ypu can come in with me to 
Kamloops. You can winter there, and 
I will pack your grub in from here, 
what you have with you. I will send 
enough horses to take you into the in­
terior in the spring if you want to go.* 
Well, they agreed to go. And during 
the winter time—it was a very open 
winter—they thought they would go 
prospecting and they went dow*n the 
Tranquille and struck the Thompson, 
and mined along as they went. They 
found gold, a little all the way down, 
and they called at Foster’s bar and set­
tled there. They were Joe Foster, 
Charles Adams, and another, a Nor­
wegian, I cannot remember his name. 
During the spring they made about 
$2,000 on the bar and they came down 
then by the Fraser. Theré were no 
roads or anything then, but they work-

his Northern Pacific ex­
men

secured his gold, Which he carried to 
Olympia and there displayed it.’’

There are at least three variations of 
this : killing story, which it will be well 
to bear in mind in view of what comes 
later on. Dr. Dawson practically ac­
cepts Bancroft’s version of the early 
discoveries as covering the ground 
traversed by various accounts referred 
to and others. It is evident, however, 
from what appears in Bancroft that the 
greatest amount of uncertainty existed 
at this time of writing about the real 
facts, and it is fair to him to say that 
he appeared to have quarried in every 
possible corner for information. So far 
as personal investigation has carried 
me, it is safe to conclude that some of 
it was founded on fable, some on hear- 
sây after being carried from many lips 
to many lips, and a good deal of it true 
in the main but halting in exact detail. 
It is safe, too, to conclude that gold was 
found in the Fraser and its tributaries 
in 1856 and more substantially in 1857, 
and that the news of these finds con­
veyed through various channels, 
brought the rush in 1858.

It must be remembered that com­
munication in those days was very lag­
gard and . imperfect, and that it took 
some time before information in tangi­
ble, definite form percolated to the ever 
open and always credulous ears of the 
miners in California, where alone they 
formed anything like a community, 
capable of making a “rush.” No doubt 
there had been previous hints and ru­
mors of the find at Colville and that 
there were straggling detachments 
throughout Oregon and Washington 
groping their way, so to speak. The 
interior route to British Columbia 
barred or rendered difficult by Indian 
hostilities in the neighboring territory, 
so that the main and popular outpour­
ing was San. Francisco by steamer.

Finds in Fraser.

coom, and in
plorations at Similkameen, his 
panning it out at the rate of $2 per day. 
Henry De G root, explorer, prospector, 
and writer, states that Chief Trader 
McLean at Kamloops procured gold 
dust from the natives in that vicinity 
as early as 1852, but not enough to 
awaken suspicion as to its being in pay­
ing quantities, and ""that various par­
ties at different times prospected the 
banks of the Thompson between 1855, 
the date of the discovery of the Colville 
mines, and 1858. It was at Nicommen, on 
the Thompson, near its junction with 
the Fraser, according to some authori­
ties, that the first gold was found in 
paying quantities in the province. 
James Douglas gives a very circum­
stantial account of it, writing in 1860. 
He says: “Gold was first found on 
Thompson river by an Indian, a quar­
ter of a mile below Nicommen. He is 
since dead. The Indian was taking a 
drink of water out of the river; having 
no vessel, he was quaffing from the 
stream, when he perceived a shining 
pebble, which he picked up, and it 
proved to be gold, 
forthwith began to collect the glittering 
metal.”

AdBygone Days of British .Columbia
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tentlon.have described him, but he was in some 

respects what in the language of slang- 
dom is khown as a “bad actor.” How­
ever, in some of his phases as an his­
torian and a man I shall not now dis­
cuss him. As an archivist and as a 
compiler, he did mounmental service 
for which let us praise him. He was 
too mercenary, or should I say, com­
mercial, in his instincts to be a real 
historian like his great namesake Geo. 
Bancroft, or like Parkman or Prescdlt 
or Lothrop Motley. He confesses to 
have written his histories on the co­
operative plan, in which he employed 
many men and many minds to assist 
him. It was a practical and a money­
making way, but as a method of mak­
ing history it was fatal to uniformity of 
treatment and a sustained style for 
which Gibbon and Macaulay are so 
conspicuous, and does not bear the im­
press of one master mind throughout 
who analyses, deduces, and illuminates 
producing an harmonious whole and 
revealing fundamental strata of 
governing principles of causes and 
effects, what a great German writer 
demonstrates to be the Philosophy 
of History. But for facts and refer­
ences, considered as a collection, Ban­
croft beats the world, and any one 
having a set of his works should keep 
it. It will some day be very valuable.

Dr. Dawson was also a marvel of in­
dustry in making notes' and collecting 
data of a rather diversified character. 
He had other excellent qualities which 
Bancroft had not. Both of them, as I 
have stated, carefully investigated all 
the known facts, obtained orally or 
,from official documents or newspaper 
reports and their statements are both 
interesting and valuable as bearing on 
the subject ip hand, and that must be 
my excuse for devoting more space to 
their pages than I otherwise would. 
Bancroft’s History of British Columbia 
was published’ in 1886, and Dawson’s 
“Mineral Wealth of British Columbia” 
was published in 1889. Both had excep­
tional facilities in having access to men 
who were still living to tell the tale and 
Bancroft, in particular, to papers and 
documents, not since available, thanks 
to the ' too great care he exercised In 
closing up the avenues to them.

Hudson’s Bay Company and Gold.
Bancroft, in his chapter on the go}d

excitement, starts out by rebutting the 
charges, one of many against the Hud­
son’s Bay Company, of concealing the 
existence of gold, which -it was alleged 
was long known to the company’s offi­
cials. In this I believe Bancroft was 
entirely in the right. All the evidence 

nd circumstances of the time go to
ow that, as A. C. Anderson avers, 

there was no suspicion among officials 
of the Hudson’s Bay Company of the 
existence of gold anywhere in the in­
terior in either in large or small quan­
tities. Nine out of ten of the high of­
ficials, not to speak of the rank and 
file, would not have known gold had 
they seen it. Gold In the concrete, 
“in situ,” so to speak, was just as in­
telligible to them as diamonds in the 
rough. So true was this that McLean 
and other traders 'to whom gold was 
first brought were unable to appraise 
its value, and took it on the 
credit Of the miners who brought it to 
them rather than on account of its 
inherent value, as understood by them. 
Itt is wholly unreasonable to suppose 
they would, or could, have kept such 
knowledge to themselves. Not all the 
rigid discipline of the Hudson's Bay 
Company could have overcome the 
avarice of the average man, even if it 
were sufficient to keep his mouth closed. 
The story that the policy of secrecy 
was enforced to keep intruders out of 
the fur preserve is palpably a myth.

First Discoveries.
I shall not here give the details of 

the finding of gold on Queen Charlotte 
Islands, about 1851, or the reported ex­
istence of placers on the Skeena river 
in 1852, as not being pertinent to the 
tnain issue. Nothing came of them. J. 
W. McKay, one of the most observant 
and intelligent of the Hudson’s Bay 
Company’s officials in 1850, found par­
ticles of gold in exploring for land be­
tween Victoria and Nanaiyio, of which 
he told me himself, but in quantity not 
sufficient to warrant serious pursuit. ) 
J. D. Pemberton, surveyor-general of 
Vancouver Island, in his book on V.I., 
published in 1853, also speaks of gold in 
rock, as among the metals found in the 
colony, but this only en passant.

As to the mainland gold fields, ac­
cording to Bancroft, Geo. B. McClellan 
ih 1853, found gold in considerable quan­
tities between Naches Pass and Stella-

(wlHEN was the first gold found 
In British Columbia Who 
were thie men or man who 
first panned it? These are 
questions which, owing to 

the Importance attaching to such a 
discovery, ought to be easy. Au­
thorities do not agree on the sub­
ject. contemporary evidence ls’x at 
variance, ahd there Is no one 
who apparentjy with absolute cer­
tainty can placé his finger on the time, 
or the man, or the spot of first finding. 
Houston, who died about three • years 
ago, claimed to haVe been the first man 
on the Fraser to Pftn gold, and wanted 
the government to give him a pension 
on account of it. Houston was undoubt­
edly among the first of the early min­
ers. There are men living who confirm 
his claims. One at least still lives who 
formed jfart of the party to which 
Houston belonged. I Intend to give the 
story as it, was told to me and as it 
will appear for the first time in print. 
It will be necessary to clear the way 
a bit, however.
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Bancroft gives various other particu­
lars, too lengthy to be detailed here, 
quoting from Finlayson, Anderson, 
Douglas, Capt. Cooper, Waddington and 
others as to who first found gold and 
how the news was spread abroad, of 
how Adams, an American, gathered a 
small bag of dust in the Fraser and 
exhibited it on Puget Sound, how one 
of Angus McDonald’s men in 1858 dis­
covered gold at Colville in 1856, how 
James Cooper in 1857 predicted before 
the British parliamentary committee a 
great rush, which within twelve months 
proved true, how that Canadians in 1856 
went over from Colville to the Thomp­
son and Bonaparte and thence to the 
Fraser above the Big Falls, how that 
they found gold everywhere and the 
news was carried to Puget Sound and 
from thence to San Francisco. To 
quote verbatim: “De Groot’s version 
is that in the summer and autumn of 
1857 a number of persons frbm Oregon 
and Washington territories, familiar 
with the operations at the Colville 
mines, accompanied by a sprinkling of 
Canadians and half-breeds, formerly in 
the Hudson’s Bay Company’s service at 
Colville, made their way to the junction 
of the Thompson 
They found several bars in that vicin­
ity, and worked them with good suc­
cess. He also states that it was the 
news of théir success which caused the 
Fraser river excitement.

“McDonald arid Adams, two partners 
:vho were engaged in mining on the 
Thompson and Fraser in 1857-8, brought 
down some of the first gold from the 
bars where the first profitable work­
ings were carried on. At the mouth of 
the Fraser, McDonald killed Adams and

, Howe Bancroft among the greatest of 
1 American historians,

famlliâr with the facts of Pa­
cific coast history to judge accurately. 
Nevertheless, Bancroft did a Hercu­
lean labor in getting together data that 
would otherwise have been lost and for 
which future generations will bless him, 
as some of the present generation now

Builder and GeneiFortunately I have been able to lo­
cate definitely some information about 
the date of the discovery of gold in 
British Columbia. John Work, writing 
to his old friend Edward Ermatinger, in 
St. Thomas, Ont., who had been in the 
Hudson’s Bay Company's service on the 
Columbia river, in a letter dated from 
Victoria, August 6th, 1856, says: "Gold 
has been discovered at Colville, and 
even some found at Thompson's river 
and at Fort Hope, about 80 miles above 
Langley. Some of the diggings are re­
ported to have done well and high ex­
pectations are entertained, though it 
has riot created much excitement 
among our men, and owing to a de­
structive war that the Oregon and 
Washington territory citizens got them­
selves involved in with the Indians,

Cow Bird.
One of the most interesting birds was 

the little cow bird. This bird has a sim­
ilar habit to the English cuckoo. It 
lays its eggs in the nest of some other 
bird. Many pepple have tried to ex­
plain the reason for their doing this. 
The best explanation I have heard was 
given by a Victorian. Before cows came 
to the prairies the cow birds adopted 
the buffalo for their companions. These, 
seemingly, incongruous friçnds, were 
mutually helpful. The buffalo always 
attracted numbers of flies and' these 
were used by the cow bird/for food. On 
the other hand the buffalo were glad to 
be rid of the flies which bothered them 
so much. These buffalo seldom stayed 
long in one part of the country. They 
roamed from place to place, and if the 
bird was to go with them there was 
no opportunity for nesting. For this 
reason the bird sought out some other 
bird’s nest and laid the egg there. It 
is quite a common thing on the prairies 
to find a nest with three or four eggs 
alike and one very dark spotted one a 
little larger than the others. This was 
the egg of the cow bird. The cow bird 
is sometimes .known as the buffalo bird. 
It is said that they sometimes accom­
pany the moose or cariboo herds in the 
same way that they did the buffalo.

Night Hawk.
Speaking of the cow bird reminds me 

of the night hawk, sometimes called 
night jar, or goat sucker. The last 
mentioned name it received years ago 
in the times of man’s ignorance when 
it was thought that the bird sucked the 
milk from the nanny goats, when as a 
matter of fact all they were doing was 
catching the flies beneath the bellies of 
the goats or cattle.

The night hawk is a near relative of 
the swallow, resembling them particu­
larly in their method of catching flies. 
Their mouths are very wide, and they 
have a number of short bristles on 
either side which aid them in getting 
their meals. Like the swallows and all 
other insect-eating birds these are very 
useful. Owing to their resemblance to 
the hawks, however, they are often 
killed in mistake for them. Itxis 
cause of its appearance that it has the 
name night hawk, and also on account 
of its habits of flying in the evening in 
preference to the day time.

Some 86 signa­
tures were secured for a petition ask- 
ink for the proposed hotel, but when 
ÿiese were gone through and the names 
of those not qualified as householders 
within the meaning of the act struck 
off, only 65 were left. A petition pro­
testing against the Issuing of a license 
to Mr. Gatt was also circulated, and to 
it 50 signatures were secured, 
total number of householders qualified 

sign the petition, according to E. 
titer, deputy assessor, Is 126. In or­

der to authorize the granting of a li­
cense, it was necessary to secure the 
ÿgnature of 86 of them to a petition 
favoring such action, while any more 
than 42 signatures against It would 
prevent the granting of permission to 
■ell liquor. Those In favor of the li­
cense secured only 66 out of the 84 re­
quired, while Instead of 42 the opposi­
tion got 50 signatures against It.

"Another requirement for the secur- 
lhg of a license Is that the applicant 
must be the registered owner or the 
tenant of the premises on which it is 
jp-oposed that liquor shall be sold. The 
law also requires that the building and 
Its furnishings must be Inspected be­
fore the application can be entertained, 
or that plans and specifications of the 
proposed building must be submitted. 
These are not the only conditions, 

, however. The application must be ad­
vertised for a month In some paper cir­
culating in the locality, and a sitting 
must be held at which the applicant 
must appear in person, and at which 
also opponents of the Issuing of a li­
cense may have a hearing.

"The licensee to Mr. Gatt is not the 
registered owner of any property on 
Salt Spring Island, and the building 
Which It Is proposed to license has not 
yet been erected, and so neither it nor 
its furnishings could have been in­
spected. The only attempt to meet 
these conditions fs that rough plans 
were submitted, but no security was 
given that the erection of the building 
would be proceeded with.

"One of the chief grounds of com­
plaint, however, is that the superin­
tendent of provincial police did not hold 
the required open sitting, attended by 
the applicant, and at which any one 
objecting to this particular license 
would have a right to be heard. On the 
other hand, although the opponents of 
the license wrote to the superintendent 
of provincial police asking to be noti­
fied of the date of this open meeting, 

.they have not received any word 
yarding the matter, and without it Mr. 
Gatt has been given a guarantee that 
lie will be given a license as soon as his 
hunting has been erected. In addition 
to these aspects of the case I might 
gjso point out that, while the law re­
quires that no license shall be issued 
for any premises within 300 feet, of a 
church or school, the site on which Mr. 
Gatt is building is within 150 feet of a 
private school.

"For the life of me I cannot see

ARGONAUTS SEEK
LOST CABIN” MINEU

Adventurous Party Sets Out for 
Unknown Location on 

Arctic Slope.
X

There has just drifted out here from 
the Yukon the story/Of a “Lost Cabin” 
mine, lying somewhere on the Arctic 
slope, and in séarch of which a small 
party of men set out last April from 
Vault creek- This “Lost Cabin” is 
known as the land of pure gold and the 
argonauts are James Bumfield, M. J. 
Lawderback, and John Blosi.

Somewhere along the Mackenzie river 
and the Arctic ocean in the region of 
Herschel island there is reputed to lie 
a fabulously rich pay streak. It is the 
fountain head of pure gold, if the tales 
which have been woven about it are to 
be believed.

What has led to the present mush into 
parts hitherto untrodden by the foot 
of man (at least as far as is known), Is 
the story told to Lawderback, one of 
the party, by a grizzled old miner who 
had followed the “gleam” for a quarter 
of a century. The story was a death­
bed tale, and the old man spoke of a 
spot where a fortune could be picked 
up in a day. He is said to have been 
in perfect possession of his senses and 
so impressed was Lawderback with the 
tale that he at once commenced to find 
out what he could of the location of the 
place which he had reason to believe 
was a new El Dorado. Naturally what 
he found but has not been made public, 
but he, In company with his compan­
ions, have found out enough to lead 
them to place credence in the old gold- 
hunter’s confession, and to spend all 
the money they could collect (some $20,- 
000), in fitting out the expedition upon 
which they are now* bent. They have 
estimated that it will take them three 
years, but have arranged with others at 
Fairbanks, who are in the project with 
them, that should nothing be heard of 
the party for à year, another expedition 
shall follow, bringing more tools and 
food.

Leaving Vault creek in April last, 
they headed for Circle, where they had 
a boat constructed. The last heard of 
them they had sailed away up towards 
the headwaters of tl^e Porcupine, in­
tending from there to cross the divide 
and drop down one of the tributaries of 
the Mackenzie to begin their search for 
the land of pure gold.

hTe members of the party are certain 
they are on the right track, and their 
contention woiild gain verisimilitude 
from the reports of the natives, who 
come from the far north, ail 6£ whom 
tell of a regin of virgin gold on the

SEATTLE YACHT WELL 
HANDLED IN LIGHT WINDS

BUT MONEY AWAITS
THE TRAINED MEN

Alexandra Led at First but Was 
Soon Overhauled and 

Beaten.

Says J. M Clark, Who Has Jus* 
Returned From Nome, 

Alaska.

Vancouver. July 3.—The Seattle yacht 
Spirit, Captain Geary, defeated the 
Vancouver yacht Alexandra, Captain 
Deane, in the second race of the series 
for the Dunsmuir trophy to-day. The 
Spirit crossed the line at 1:30 o’clock 
this afternoon exactly 1 minute and 40 
seconds ahead of the Alexandra.

In marked contrast to the scene at 
the start of the first race for the Alex­
andra cup on Wednesday was that this 
morning. Then all was bright and 
gay, the sun shone merrily and thous­
ands of spectators lined the shores of 
English bay. To-day a drizling rain 
fell all the morning and the spectators 
were limited to mere enthusiasts.

A light fitful breeze came from the 
cast and the course was accordingly 
altered, the boats going in the oppo­
site way round the triangle from 
Wednesday, leaving all the buoys to 
the port side to-day. That made the 
first leg a full splnnacker run of four 
miles. The second leg was reached 
closehauled while the long on the home 
lek of five miles was a direct beat ty. 
windward. Slow time was to be ex­
pected under the circumstances pro­
vided boats did not pick up a breeze 
away out off Point Grey, but critics 
at the start considered that the boats 
should finish well inside the time limit 
of five hours.

The Spirit was the first to hoist sail 
to-day. Captain Deane waited till 
after the preparatory gun had sounded 
its warning at 10:45 before hoisting 
sail and then he spent some time ad­
justing the hang of the mainsail, the 
Spirit meanwhile cruising about. When 
the starting gun was fired both were 
close to the line, the Spirit with main­
sail, topsail and jib and the Alexandra 
with mainsail and jib set. The start 
was a pretty on and Capt. Deane got 
the honors of getting the Alexandra 
across about four seconds In front of 
the Spirit. The boat came over the 
line on different tacks. The Spirit was 
on the port tack and the Alexandra 
on the starboard tack and Immediate­
ly on crossing the line Geary took in 
his jib and broke out a big spinnaker. 
The Alexandra crossed on the port tack 
and Capt, Deane held her there for a 
minute or so, putting a hundred yards 
between the boats before he jibbed 
and swung out his big spinnaker.

Yacht race started. The Alexandra 
crossed the line at 11:00.03, the Spirit 
at 11:00.07. The boats are on a spin­
naker run before a light vpind. When 
two miles out the Alexandra was 
leading slightly.

The feature of the run down to Point 
Atkinson buoy was the passing of the 
Spirit by the Vancouver boat. The wind 
was coming In puffs; sometimes one 
boat had the better breeze and some­
times the other. In one of these spurts 
the Spirit had undoubtedly the advan­
tage; and left the Alexandra a little 
behind.

Then for many minutes It was neck 
and neck, and as pretty a race as any­
one could wish to see.

At about 11:28 o’clock the Alexandra 
began to forge ahead and passed Geary, 
and exactly ten minutes later, at 11.38, 
the Spirit broke out her spinnaker. 
This move was immediately followed 
by Deane.

By the time the boats were opposite 
Caulfied’s landing, a short distance 
from the first buoy, the Alexandra had 
increased her lead to ten lengths. Then 
all the way to the buoy Deane rather 
increased his lead. He jibed around the 
buoy to windward, being then a minute 
and a quarter ahead of the American 
boat.

The unoffllcal time of rounding the 
Point Atkinson buoy: Alexandra, 
11.44.00; spirit, 11.45.15.

Immediately 
started to take in his spinnaker as he 
swung away to the southwest towards 
the Point Grey buoy. The Spirit ran 
Into a calm and was unlucky enough 
to catch a piece of water rendered 
choppy by the tide. When the noon 
whistles in town were blowing the 
Alexandra was footing it fast 
Point Grey ind Increasing her lead. 
Geary was still sailing with his spin­
naker set.

All the way across the entrance of 
English Bay the Alexandra maintained 
her lead and finished the three-mile 
reach a minute and a half ahead.

The unofficial time was: Alexandra, 
12.07.00; Spirit, 12.08.30.

At 12.26.30 the Spirit appeared to fall 
off a little, but a minute later she foot­
ed forward and by 12.28 she looked to 
be a length or two ahead.

At 12.31 Deane came about. A mo­
ment before this the Spirit had 
too close to Point Grey and had touch­
ed ground. But she came quickly Into 
the wind on the starboard tack and gof 
off without any trouble.

.At 12.23 the Alexandra went about on 
the port tack. The boats made a fine 
looking race of it as they stood for­
ward for home along the Jericho shore.

At 12.35 the Alexandra came down on 
the Spirit, as If to pass under her stern. 
But Just as the Vancouver boat was 
directly behind Geary came about and 
so got to windward.

This time there was no doubt but that 
the fleet-footed American was ahead.

At 12.39 the Alexandra came around 
on the port tack and Geary immediate­
ly followed suit. The Spirit was again 
drawing further ahead in the wind­
ward work at which she is especially 
capable. ■*

By 1 o’clock the Spirit appeared to 
be at least two hundred yards ahead. 
The excitement on the excursion boats 
and ashore was Intense.

From this time to the end of the race 
the Seattle yacht maintained her ad­
vantage, eventually winning as stated 
above.

"There’s not much use for unskilled 
laborers who don’t know anything 
about mining, going up to Alaska. 
There’s been lots of work there all 
winter and there is plenty to do there 
still for men who are not green at 
the job, but tho other fellows might 
better stay in British Columbia.”

This is the opinion of J. M. Clark,

and

posted upon conditions there.
"For men,” said he in an interview 

with a Times reporter at the King 
Edward hotel to-day, “who know any­
thing about mining Alaska’s the place. 
I don’t know many other districts In 
the world where the laboring man gets 
$5 a day, with the cost of living very 
little higher than in British Columbia. 
But It's hard work and there’s noth­
ing but mining going on there.

“The country throughout Alaska is 
generally mountainous except along 
parts of tho coast. There Is little sub­
soil and few crops can be grown. The 
country Is isolated from the rest of 
the world for seven or eight months 
but we get plenty to eat as cattle are 
brought In in the fall and provisions 
keep well In what is practically per­
petual cold storage.

“Talk about sport. You fellows here 
don’t know what sport Is,” exclaimed 
Mr. Clark. "Why I’ve seen as much 
as $40,000 change hands over a, dog 
race in Nome. That’s going some for 
a town of 6,000 isn’t it? They’re great 
people for racing up there. They 
think nothing of twenty to " fifty mile 
walking races for $500 a side, and long 
distance dog-team races are all the 
go. People up there make money fast, 
and they also know how to spend It.

“Like most American towns, wher­
ever you meet them, there’s nothing 
slow about Nome. The streets are 
paved and there’s plenty of electrical 
Illumination when the midnight sutis 
not shining.” -,

Mr.’ Clark was quite Impressed with 
the progress that is being made among 
the Esquimaux.

"The United States government has 
schools throughout the 

island and the natives seem to: take to 
the new condition of affairs much bet­
ter than the North American Indian,” 
said Mr. Clark. “The natives subsist 
chiefly on fishing, whaling and. sealing. 
They live In comfortable little vil­
lages for the most part-t-not hi snow 
or Ice houses as some people imagine.

“There Is some coal mining in Alaska 
but the principal industry is placer 
gold mining.”

Mr. Clark has come back into Can­
ada to settle down and he is looking 
over British Columbia to see what the 
prospects are like. Later on he’s, going 
back into the prairie sections, .to see 
how things are there. Hig brother, R. 
A. Clark is still up In the Kotzebue 
Sound district looking after ipiting 
operations at Candle Creek and Inma- 
chuck.

We should 
have taken three hundred passengers 
with us but only slxty-two came, the 
remainder backing oiit when ’they 
heard how thick the ice was.”

Mr. Clark stated that about fifty- 
nine Canadians, who have 'been doing 
well up in Alaska, are coming to Brit­
ish Columbia with the idea of settling 
this fall.

Among the Canadians who have 
made things go in the land of the mid­
night sun are Jake Berger, a former 
well-known resident of Winnipeg, and 
Bobbie Adams,-also of Winnipeg, and 
now vice-president of the Alaska 
bank.

The Victoria ran Into a berg which 
staved a hole In her hull on the way 
into Nome, but the damage was tem­
porarily repaired and all went well on 
the return voyage. The ship is now 
in drydock at Seattle undergoing re­
pairs.

According to Mr. Clark a lot of 
money is being spent bn the mining 
camps. At the present time a ditch 
is being constructed on the Kotzebue 
Sound which will cost thousands of 
dollars.
