COMING CONFERENCE

Russia Does Not Wapt Peace at Any
Price—Ultimate Decision Remains
With the Emperor.

St. Petersl)a'g, July 17.—M. Witte,
<enior Russian peace- plenipotentiary, to-
day received the correspondent -ef tl.xe
Associated Press at his villa on Yelagin
Island. M. Witte spoke in Frgnch.

After greetings, the conversation grav-
itated quickly to the high mission with
waich the Russian statesman is charged
and the disposition of the foreign press
to interpret his appointment as an indi-
cation that Russia had decided to make
peace at any price. :

“No, no,” said his excellency, straight-
ening up in his chair and sp.eaking,
slowly and distinetly, as if weighing the
value of each word. “In the fixst place,
1 have been designated by the Emperor

. as an ambassador extraordinary for pour

parler with the Japanese plenipoten-
tiaries, to ascertain whether it is. pos-
sible to_conclude a treaty of peace. My
personal views are of secondax.‘y import-
ance, but my ideas are in entire accord
with those of my friend Count Lams-
dorff, - foreign minister to Russia. In
serving my Emperor I ‘have received
precise instructions from His Majesty
and shall follow them. The ultimate de-
cision remains in the hands »f the Em-
peror, and it is for him to decide the
destinies of Kussia. The Emperor is the
friend of peace and desires peace, but I
very much féar that the Japanese terms
will be such that we will be unable to
reach an accord. 3 :

“Secondly, the world should disabuse
its mind of the idea that Russia wants
peace at any price. There are two par-
ties in Russia. One favors the continu-
ation of the war; this is a large and in-
fluential party. The other, to whlplkllyl
belong, favors peace. avow it funkly,
beciuse wWiiig the’ tﬁ;ah el &u}i
been my rule in politics. , When the war
began the. situation changed.

“Even though there are these two par-
ties as to the advisability of ending the
war in the present circumstances, both

would be united if the Japanese demands
wounded therarmounr propre of the Rus-
sian people or jeopardize our future as
a nation.

“And I am sure if I report that the
conditions of Japan cannot be accepted,
Russia will accept the verdict and the
Russian people will be ready to continue
the war, for years if necessary.

“Thirdly, Russia is not crghed, as the
foreign press has led the world to be-
lieve. The interior situation is serious,
I do not deny, but™in.Eurepe and Am-
erica the true significance of what is™
happening is not wunderstood. Corres-
pondents come here and talk with a few
hundred persons in St. Petersburg and
Moscow, misinterpret what happened,
and fill the world with false impressions
as to Russia’s future.

“Russia has little resemblance to West-
ern countries. To know Russia it is ne-
cessary that one should have been. born
here or lived many years in Russia. ~The
customs, history and sociplogy of the
people .are entirely: different from those
of Western_ nations, and Russia cannot
be judged by ‘Western standards. It is
such an immense country, composed of
diverse elements and interests, yet the
Russian people are like a great family.
At present they are troubled by internal
dissension,

"‘Russia is not on the verge of dissofu-
tion as a great power, and is not ob-
liged to accept any conditions offered 1n
spite of the military reverses she has
sustained.

“We are passing throngh an jnternal
erisis which has been marked by many

grave events, and which may have others
still in store, but the erisis will pass, and
I a few years Russia will again take
her place as a preponderent power in
the European concert.”

ZEMSTVO CONGRESS.

‘Meeting Will Probably Be Held at
Moscow.

Moscow, July 17.—It is probable that
the Russian Zemstvo congross will be al-
lowed to meet next Wednesday without
police interference. A delegation of the
executive committee of the Zemstvos
called on General Koselof to-day and
represented to him that in summoning
the congress they were obeying the im-
perial will. It was ecalled, he said, so
that the report of the deputation of the
congress received by the Emperor might
be communicated to the Zemstvos
throughout*the empire. The governor-
general said he had already sent to St.
Petersburg a report demanding that
permission to hold the eongress be given,
and explained that when a detail of po-
lice endeavored to disperse the meeting

of the executive committee the action-

was taken without his authority. >
NEW SETTLERS.

KING: OSCAR INTERVIEWED.

Denied He Precipitated ‘Crisis By Refum
ing to Accept Resignation of Nor-
wegian Cabinet.

Berlin, July 17.—Dr. Hugo Ganz,

correspondent of the Frankfort Zei-
tung, says he had an interview with
King Oscar of Sweden at Stockholm,
during which His Majesty said he ad-
mired .the way in which the Norwegians
won to their side all the European publie-
ists, without, however, benefiting the
cause;
. “The 'wrong remsgins wrong,” said
the King, who added that the Nor-
wegians had surprised him by the
suddenness of their acts. King Osear
denied that he had precipitated the
crisis in declining to accept the resigna-
tion of the Norwegian cabinet, for the
Norwegians themselves had declared
that whoever aecepted a portfolio would
cease to be a Norwegian,

The correspondent remarked that he
had heard only remarks of respect for
the King of Norway, to which His Ma-
jesty replied: “For my part, I have for-
given the Norwegians, and hope to God
that the Swedish people will remain
calm, for it will be only hanging a mill-
stone around our necks to destroy the
union forecibly.”

The King also said that appointing a
Swedish prince to the Norwegian throne
would certainly not be thé simplest solu-
tion of the difficuldy. Every time public
opinion, either in Sweden or Norway, was
displeased with the sovereign’s acts, the
cry would be raised that the son does
this to please his father, or the father
does this to please his son.

RaILWAY CASUALTIES.

More- Than Fifteen Thousand People
Killed and Injured in States in
Three Months.

Washington, July 17.—Aceident bul-
letin No. V., just issued by the inter-state
commerce commission givinz an account
of railroad accidents in the United States
during the months of January, February
and March, 1905, shows that during the
quarter there were 28 passengers and 204
employees killed, and 1,651  passengers
and 2,062 employees injured in train ac-
cidents, making in all 232% persons killed
and 3,713 injured in train aceidents. Other

taceidents to passengers and employees

rea @ "North Pole.

. Will Not Be Fined.

New York; July 17.—The $1;700"fing’
lévied against Robert' Peary’s ‘wew'ship
the Rooseveit, which sailed yestemday on
the North Pole voyage, will not hiive to-
be paid, according to an order received
to-day from Acting Secretary Garfield,
of the department of commerce and la-
bor. The Roosevelt was fined for leav-
ing Portland, Me., recently without pro-
per clearance papers,/and a bond to
secure this payment was given before
the vessel could leave New York. 'Mr.
Garfield directs the local collector to re-
framn from proceedings in the enforce-
ment of the fine.

DEATHS FROM HEAT.

Many Victims in New York, Boston and
Ohio.

New York, July 18.—An area of op-
pressive heat brings to mind the record
breaking summer of 1901 has settled
down over the eastern and New England
states, . already numbering. hundreds
among its victims and causing indescrib-
able suffering in this and other cities.

From all points to-night came the story
of the hottest day of the summer, at-
tended with frequent prostrations and
not a few deaths.

In New York the gyffering was in-
tense, especially im the crowded tene-
ment districts. where scarcely a breath
of air relieved the ‘stifiing atmosphere.
Thousands flocked to the beaches in the
parks, but even in the consequent
crowds women and children fainted, and
men were overcome, making the trip for
some a doubtful experiment as far as
securing any comfort was concerned.

Prompt measures were taken to-day by
the police and park coemmissioners to alle-
viate in some degree:the suffering of the
public. Orders were issued keeping open
throughout. the night the park gates and
permitting those who would to spend
the night in these places. “Keep off the
grass” signs “were by permission disre-
garded, and to-night' thousands of men,
wonien and®echildren  deserted -crowded
and stifling apartments for beds upon
the cooler grass. Thousands of others
too exhausted to redch’ the recreation
grounds slept on the pavements,

‘No Relief.

Washington,,July 18 —There will be
no material relief from the present high
tempergtures throughout the country for
three or. four days, according to the
weather bureau to-night, Probably light
showers in the west gulf states and the

‘gates. ' Oount "“Heyden, ledder of the
deputation, representing the congress
recently received by the Emperor,
presided. . M:: Fclovine, president of
the crganizing committee, had barely
started’ réading a statement dealing
vrith the obstacles placed in the way of
the congress, and announcing that Gov-
ernor-Genieral Kozloff had promised that
there would be no recourse to extreme
mieasures, when the chief of police with
numerous '‘commissaries and officers en-
tered the room.  The chief announced
that the prefect had prohibited the meet-
iug’ of the congress and ordered the seiz-
ure of ‘the-doéuments. Count Heyden
protested against the proceedings, but the
c¢Lief of police began taking the mames
of the delegates. Then cries were raised
aof “Write down the whole of Russial!”
Many persons present who were mnot
delegates 'to  the congress: required
tlhat their names also be taken. The
police then departed in order to draw
vp summonses, and the sitting was
resumed.

The scheme of a national assembly on
thke basis outlined by the commission
presided over by M. Bouligan, minister
cf the interior, was minutely and eriti-
cally destroyved anG denounced as totally
inadequate to remove Russia's internal
grievanges because including a property
qualification and an electoral system by
classes, it prevented the assembly from
truly interpreting the will of the nation,
while the exclusion of numerous cate-
geries of citizens from the fran¢hiss was

WARSHIPS OFF SAKHALIEN.

Number fo Vessels Sighted to North of
the Island.

St. Petersburg, July 17.—A dispatch to
the Novoe Vremya from Siadiagun says
that immense forest fires are raging in
the neighborhood of Nikolaievsk.

It is suspected that they were started
by the Japanese partisans in the timber
works to distract attenion from af in-
vasion, which, it is believed. is projected
from the northern coast of Sakhalien.

Japanese warships have appeared to
the northward of the island of Sakhalien,
and are presumably mediating a descent
upon the island.

Izumrud a Wreck.

Tokio, July 16.—Admiral Yamad, com-
manding a squadron sent north on a re-
connaissanee, reports that the Russian
cruiser Izumrud is a complete wreck and
that there is no hope of refloating her.
The vessel lies beached heading west
southwest, on the northern point to.the
southern entrance to Vladimir bay, about
200 miles northeast of Vladivestock. A
report by Capt. Baron Forseen, of the
Izumrud, said that during the battle of
the Sea of Japan the Tzumrud was cut
off from the remainder of the fleet and
steamed at full speed for Vladivostock
with Japanese cruisers in pursuit. Sub-
sequently he changed his  course and
made for Vladimir bay, arriving there on
the night of May 29th. At 1.30 o’clock
on the morning of May 30th the Izumrud
ran on a reef at the entrance of the bay,
and being short of coal the captain or-
dered the crew ashore and blew up the
vessel.

Premier Komura, on the authority of
Emperor Mutshuto, has signed a pardon
for Capt. A. E. Bougouin and Maki, his
Japanese clerk. The amnesty includes
freedom. from police surveillance. Capt.
Bougouin, a prominent French resident
of Tokio, and formerly attached to the
French legation .there, together with his
stepson, F'. Strange, who is an English-
man; and Maki, a Japanese clerk, who
acted as Bougouin’s assistant, were ar-
rested in May charged with being spies
for Russia. Bougouin was sentenced on
July 10th to ten years at hard labor, the
judgment declaring that he had been en-
gaged in searching for and reporting ar-
tillery secrets. Maki confessed, and was
also sentenced. Strange was released
after the preliminary -examination in
June, there not being enough evidence at
hand to warrant holding him. It is un-
derstood Capt. Bougouin' returns per-
manently to France.

Sounding Near Vladivostock.

Nikolskoie, Asiatic Russia, July 16.—
Four Japanese torpedo boat destroyers
reconnoitered Olga and Vladimir bays,
northeast of Vladivostock, July 14th, and
July 15th. They made soundings and
examined the shore, and were evidently
landing

ATIENPT D KILL
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VICE-GOVERNOR

M. DEUTRICH’S NARROW
ESCAPE AT HELSIRGFORS

Bomb Thrown as He Left the Senate—
Reported Attack on Procurator
of Synod.

Helsingfors, Finland,” July 19.—Late
this afternoon two hours after Karl
Leonard Hoenthal had been sentenced to
imprisonment for life ‘at hard labor for
the “assassination of Procurator-General
Soisalon Soininen on February 6th last,
an attempt was made to assassinate
Vice-Governor Deutrich as, he was leav-
ing the senate,

The vice-governor had ‘walked across
the square, when suddenly, as he neared
the police master’s office,ia man on the
curb threw a bomb” from a distance of
fifty paces. The bomb fell short, but the
vice-governor was thrown off his feet by
the terible force of the -explosion, which
shattered the windows in the neighboring
buildings for a distance of hundreds of
yards.

Vice-Governor Dentrich’ was hastily
assisted to the police station. He was
burned and otherwise injured about the
legs and bled profusely, but his wounds
are declared not to be fafal.

The bomb thrower was pursued by
paval cadets, but eseaped capture.

LORD GREY READ
SPEECH FROM. THRONE

Referred to New Provinces, Prosperity

of Doziinion and the Tans=
continental Line.

Oitawa, July 20.—The tenth parlia-
n:ent of the Dominion was prorogued at
38 o’clock this afternoon by Lord Grey.
There was the usual closing ceremony.
The Governor-General’s Foot Guards
furnished the guard of honor, and the
Princess Louise Draggoon Guards sup-
piled the escort. The Ottawa field bat-
tery fired a salute at Nepean point.

In the senate Lord Grey delivered the
fcllowing speech from the throne:
“Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate—Gentle-

men of House of Commons:

“In relieving you from this laborious
end long protracted session, I desire to
express my hearty congratulations on the
passage of the two important measures
prroviding for the entry into the confed-
eracy of the provinces of Alberta and
Saskatchewan. The unparalleled in-
crease in the population during the last
thkree years in the areas wnich the new
rrovinces embrace affords the strongest
evidence that at no distant date they
will be the homes of many millions of
prosperous and contented people, °

The fair prospect of an unusually
lorge harvest, not alone in the prairie
provinces, but also in other parts of the
wide Dominion will, I trust, under a
Iind “providence be fully realized, justi-
fring the hope that the stream of immi-
gration now flowing into the Dominion
will continue for many years to come,
adding wealth to this highly favered
land. 2

“Thé adcition to the number . of the
permanent force which you have author-
ized will enabie my government to re-
lieve the taxpayers of the United King-
dom from the burden of keeping up the
garrisons at Esquimalt and Halifax.

“It is very gratifying to note that the
revenue of the Dominion continues to
maintain the high level it had reached
two years ago, thus enabling my govern-
ment to meet the increased expenditure
clargeable against consolidated revenue,
leaving a surplus to apply on capital ac-
count.

“The numerous private bills for indus-
trial objects to which I have assented
point to the existence of many.- enter-
prises,

“Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
I thank you in His Majesty’s name for
ihe supplies you nave so liberally voued.

SETTLERS' RIGHTS.

Leader of Opposition Shows That Govy-
ernment Tried to Hand Out a
Gold Brick.

J. A. Macdonald, leader of the opposi-

tion in the local legislature, at the meet-
ing at Wellington on Tuesday evening,
showed up the government’s attitude on
the settlers’ rights question in a very
clear way. He had A. E. McPhillips,
W. J. Bowser and J. H. Hawthorn-
thwaite at the meeting, and charged the
government with attempting to thrust a
gold brick on the settlers.
Mr. McPhillips had explained that he
had been retained by the government to
defend the titles of the settlers to their
land. He alluded to the fact that many
grants had already been issued, and the
others would follow at once.

Mr. Macdonald pointed out that it was
impossible for a government to give
grants for property which had already
been given away by it, and alluded to

.the fact that although the act had been

in force 18 months, nothing had been
done until election time to prove the
rights in the ceurt, although what was
intended as test cases had been granted
months ago.

Mr. Macdonakd also alluded to the fact
that the registrar ha®refused to register
an application made on the strength of
this crown grant.

Mr. McPhillips, who is always ready
to duspute points of law, wanted to know
if Mr. Macdonald would argue that the
title was not good because it was mnot
registered, and laughed at thig attitude.

Mr. Macdonald was ready with the act
of last session which requires registra-
tion to make a title of any good, and
cited the attorney-general's own® state-
mernt to the same effect made a few
days before. .

Before the meeting closed the audi-
ence readily saw_what Mr. Macdonald
had set out to prove that the attempt
was being made to hand out a gold brick
to the settlers.

The attitude taken by Mr. McPhillips
against the settlers’ rights bill was also
shown up, apd the audience failed to see
the propriety of appointing one opposed
to the prineiple of the act to defend
their rights.

WHAT SIRIKE HAS
COST MINE WORKERS

During Year Organization Has Spent
$1,500,000 in Effort to
Win Fight.

New York, July 20.—Testimony has

BY-LAWS COME BEFORE
PROPERTY OWNERS

Votiog is to Take Place at the Market
Building From 8 a m.
to 4 p.m.

(From%"hursday's Daily)

To-morrow the property owhners of
the city will be called upon 'to decide
whether the three by-laws shall come in-
to force., These represent a total sum
of $141,000. It is proposed to borrow
the money for local improvements, us
follows: $100,000 will be devoted towards
the extension of the sewerage system of
the city; $30,000 will be applied to the
erectior of a new schcol building in Vie-
toria West; and $11,000 will be used in
adding to the electric lighting plant.

These are necessarily brought in as
three separate by-laws and will be voted
upon separately upon their Trespective
merits.

The Sewer Loan Guarantee by-law
represents an anuual charge of $4,655,
extending over 50 years. The amount
is primarily charged and secured upon,
the frontage rents and sewer connec-
tion rentalg collected under the Sewers
by-law.

The money so raised cannot be applied
to any other use except that of extend-
ing the sewer system.

The $30,000 by-law for school pur-
poses aims at the erection of an  ade-
quate building in Victoria West. For
years this question has been before the
public. THe present school house has
been condemned as unfit for the pur-
poses to which it is devoted. It is said
to be unsanitary and is also too smalil to
meet the present needs. In the hope of
getting a new building, the old one for
years has been repaired from time to
time, only to meet the absolute demands.

The board of school trustees realized
that the work could no longer be de-
layed, and have this year asked the coun-
¢il to submit the by-law as an absolute
necessity,  The residents of Victoria
West are deeply interested in this, but
they ask the city as a whole to ' lend
its aid in voting for the erection of a
school to take the place of one which it
is acknowledged on all sides has out-
lived its usefulness, The annual charge
represehted is $1,920, extending over 25
vears’ time. On the present assessmeni
this represents a rate of one-ninth of a
mill on the dollar.

The third by-law is for the purpose of
borrowing $11,000 for = electric lighting
purposes. Councils for several years past
have been petitiomed time and time
again for additional street lights. JThese
of late have had to be refused on the
ground that the civic plant was taxed to
its fullest capacity. With the growth of
the city it has been deemed advisable to
enlarge the plant, and thus permit of ad-
ditional lights being put on the streets.
This by-law requires the borrowing 'of
$11,000, and represents an annual charge
for interest and sinking. fund of .$1,355,
extending over 10 years. 3

In order to carry each of the .by-laws
must be endorsed by the property own-
ers of the city. Of the total vote cast
three-fifths must be in favor or they will
be defeated. ;
The polls are to be open from 8 o’clock
in the forenoon to 4 in the afternoon, The
vote will be taken at the market build-
ings, with W. W. Northcott as retnrning
officer. - The different wards will vote in
separate rooms in the building. These
have been dlloted as follows: Room 9
for the North Ward; room 7:for the Cen-
tral Ward, and Room 1 for the South
Ward. g

NEW STEAMERS.

Details of Vessels fo~ Pacific Coast Com-
pany Will Be Completed Shortly.

Officers of the Pacific Coast Company
expect that within the next two, weeks
all the minor details connected with the
acceptance of the plans for the two new
steamers which the company is to build
for opeération between Victoria and San
Franciseo will be completed and the
plans submitted to builders on the Pacific
and Atlantic coasts for bids on constrac-
tion.

These steamers are_to be much larger
than those now being operated on: the
Victoria-San Francisco run, and will
geratly resemble the steamers now being
operated by the Pacific Mail ‘Company
between San Francisco and Honolulu.

According to the Seattle Post-Intelli-
gencer the specifications call for a single
screw, steel craft, 405% feet over all,
with a length between perdendiculars of
387101, feet. The craft will have a
dead weight capacity of 2.936 tons. The

plans call for watertight floor sub-
d‘w;swns and water ballast tanks, a par-
tial shade deck and a complete shelter
deck.

'I‘hq main deck will be of steel with na
COVering execept in the way of refriger-
ator space, and the lower deck will-also.
be of steel without covering.. -On .the
shade deck will bhe located the pilot
house, captain and officers’ rooms and 32
staterooms

The steamers will be provided with
accommodations for 294 first-class pas-
sengers and 105 seccnd-class male and
36 second-class female passengers. Ac-
commodations will also be provided for
a crew of 107. On the shelter deck will
be the offices of the purser and freight
clerk, the bar, second cabin, lounging
room, snoking room, social hall, two
toilets and 58 srtateroor%s for first-class
passengers, ?

Everything about the passenger de-
partment of the steamers will be first-
class, and all the latest modern conyen-
lences so far as bakery and other feat-
ures of the steward’s department will be
employed in the construction.

In their freight handling facilities also
the steamers will be up to date in every
respect. There will be four cargo‘hatches
and eight cargo ports, four on a side.
Eight vertical winches, operated by
steam and of the latest pattern, will be
installed to handle the eargo.

'I‘v‘vo steel constructed coal bunkers, a
refrigerating - plant, up to date electric

light installation, a complete system of
electric call bells, mechanical regeating
telegraph for communication between
bridge and ' engine room are other
features of the proposed steamers.

The engines will bé triple expafsion
condensing, 5.000-horse power affairs,
capable of developing a speed of nearly
15 knots an hour. They will be supplied
with power from eight - Scotch marine
boiters, fitted for nautral draught and
constructed for a working pressure’ of
165 pounds.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

In street parlance the salmon trap
business of Vancouver Island is begin-
ning to hum.. It has already shown
signg of that expansion which all Vie-
torians, having the welfare of the city
at heart, had confidently expected. In
the early spring an enterprising résident
of Portland came along and in a small
way started in to salt salmon for the
German market. He located on Findley,
Durham and Brodiz's wharf, in the inner
harbor, and with upwards of a dozen
men has been quietly but energetically
treating the fish as they are received
from the Straits. He has been work-
ing for the German market, the salmon
he salts being placed in large barrels
weighing when full probably 500 pounds.
At present he has a carload ready for
shipment, and a second well advanced.
He has been handling the spring salmon
exclusively.
he sockeye he does not treat, but the
demand for the one has given an incen-
tive _for other branches of the industry,
and at present Findlay, Purham &
Brodie are fitting up in the opposite of
the same shed, used by the Portland man,
tables, troughs, ete., with which to clean
and salt the soekeye.  The firm, as is
well known, own a trap at Otter Point,
which was' only completed last week, and
the surplus catch in this, over and above
that which the Deas, Island cannery on
the Fraser may require, will be brought
in here as well as any small lifts which
may be made at the trap, and which
will be considered too small for forward-
ing to the river. It is understood the
-<company will market the finished product
in .new Zealand and Australia.
The offal from the fish is at present be-
ing sold to ‘Chinamen, and is carried into
the country to be there placed on the
land, while that from the cannery gives
employment to the steamer McKinley,
which makes daily trips from Port
Angeles for the purpose of getting it. In
the little city across the water it is used
in the g#ano works, which were recently
established there, These works are not
alone a boom to Victoria in the respect
mentioned, but give employment to local
coopers as well; it was only yesterday that
the McKinley was in with a scow in tow
for a big load of empty barrels. '+ Her
captain' when asked why he did not go
elsewhere for these, said it was more
convenient to come to Victoria.
Mention has previously been made of
the employment which the traps furnish
for tugbcats. The fleet of these small
craft has increased until mow-it numbers
about a dozen vessels, several of them
being owned in Victoria. All have to
come into port to clear at the customs if
for no other reason. Findley, Durham
& Brodie have the Burrard and Kilden-
an; the Capital City Canning & Packing
Company the Squid and Butte; Mesgrs.
Todd & Munsie the Sadie and Clansman;
the B. C. Packers’ Association the Myss
tery, Reliance and a third vessel; the
Anglo B. C. Company the Phoenix and
another boat, and McCrae, of Vancouver,
the Trader and Belfast.
The McCrae trap has only recently
been put'in. It was made on the ground
just beyond the Marine hospital Ilast
week by two experts in the business, and
was taken down the Straits last Satur-
day and planted off the Jordon river.
This trap differs from all others in use,
in that it has no piling counected, the
netting anchored instead. It is on the
principle of the trap used for catching
cod on the Atlantic coast, and consists
of two enclosures, with an entrance from
the inner to the outer. Leading from
the shore is a straight line of netting,
and to this is attached the meshes men-
tioned. Should the trap prove success-
ful piles may to a great extent be dispens-’
ed with, as the latter are expensive,
and owing to the roughness of the water
in the vicinity have to be replaced every
spring.
Manager Leary, «of the Capital City
Canning & Packing: Company’s traps,
was in the city this morning/and made
an interesting statement to a Times man
about the run down the Straits, He
said that four years ago there had set
in at Otter Point a big run of sockeyes,
and trap operators are watching for re-
currence of that rum about the same
day. The Straits, he added, are now full
of salmon. They can be seen in great
aumbers from tWe decks of the steamers,
but have not set in close along the shore
to the extent desired,” but a good sign
was the presence of the whales, sharks
and other large varieties seen. They
have a tendency to drive the salmopy to
shallow water. The prevalence of a
south wind would also have a good effect,
5o that the trap men are looking forward
to have their meshes filled before long.
Mr, Leary says that the 13 traps located
on the coast have a capacity of one mil-
lion fish. With a big run inshore these
traps should be found full almost every
tift. A few days ago one of 'Messxjs.
Todd & Munsie’s traps at Otter Point
was discovered fiill, while the other§ con-
tained a comparative few. This indicates
that history is repeating itself, that the
big run of fish observed in the same
place four years ago is coming along in
just the same manner this year.

Mr. Leary said the spring run of sal-
mon was quite up to expectations, and
he thought there was no doubt but that
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the traps would be successful. Of course
the sockeye run was only beginning, and
it is perhaps a little early to prophesy,
butf.the indications so far
favorable.

BACK FROM CONVENTION.

Dr. Carter Attended the Medical Meet-
ing 'Which Was Held at Portland.

Dr. R. H, Carter has returned from a
trip to Portland, Ore, His visit to the
fair city was timed so as to allow of his
attending the eonvention of medical men
from all parts of America, which closed
a few days ago.

Dr. Carter says that the reception
given the medieal fraternity by the city
of Portland was of the most cordial char-
acter. There were 2,000 doctors present,
and in addition a large number of their
wives also accompanied them. On one
Jay of the convention the ladies of the
party were taken out to see the points of
interest about Portland. In order to do
this every wheeled conveyance in the city
had to-be pressed into the.service, in-
c}uding all the automobiles, cabs and car-
riages.

On another day all the medical men
and their wives were taken up the Col-
umbia and Willamette rivers. For this
service four steamers were chartered.
A feature which was duly appreciated
by the Eastern visitors was the baking'
of salmon and the serving of them whole
at the dinner given.

The convention was not all devoted to
pleasure, however, and Dr. Carter says
the benefits were great irom hearing dis-
cussed the latest methods which found
favor tith the prominent practitioners
from all parts of continent. ;

THE BY-LAWS.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

To-morrow between the houts of 8 a.
m. and 4 p. m. the'ratepayers of the gity
will have the opportunity of expressing
their collective opinion wupon three by-
laws, two of which involve matbters of
censiderable importance. We presume
there will be but little opposition to the
pessage of the sewers extension by-law.
That mdhsure will involve no increase of
téxation. A fund has already . been
created which will meet' the liabilities
proposed to be- incurred. The rejection
of the by-law would not relieve a single
ratepayer from a cent of taxation. This
k«ing so, and the completion of the work
of sewering the eity being of prime im-
pertance to the people, it is presumed
there will he no opposition to ‘the
measure.

The proposal -to erect a new school
building in Victoria West has been at-
tacked by the advocates of municipal re-
trienchment, The residents of the west-
ern suburb claim with reasen that they
bave. not been altogether fairly treated
under the partnership agreement. .They
derive. no benefit from the municipal
water works system. They have various
grievances, possibly of a minor char-
acter, which are brought forward with
uufailing regularity at the season of our
annual mauanicipal elections. Even if a
siight addition to the general taxation
v ere involved in the proposition which
“will be voted upon to-morrow, it is
claimed that wouid not seonstitute any
sound reason for the rejection by the
ratepayers of the by-law. But we are
sssured by those competent to pronounce
at opinion that the construction of a new
school in Victoria West would.be a mat-
ter  of soupd economy. The school
pcpulation at the present time is distri-
buted through three buildings which are
far from suitable for the purposes to
which they are applied. There. are no
rlaygrounds worthy of the name: for the
scholars. The cost of maintenance is out
of proportién to the value of the struc-
{tres. Above all, the rooms in which the
work of eduecation is carried on are not
worthy of a city of the pretensions of the
capital of British Columbia; under the
new economic dispensation- upon which
we are just entering Victoria West seems
destined to become the most important
section of the mumicipality, an@ if it be
net imperative now that a new bailding
saall be erected it will be impossible to
postpone the undertaking beyond another
year. ‘Therefore, in justice to the locak
ity and for the credit of the city as a
wlole, apart altogether from sound prin-
c¢'ples of economy, the by-law should
pass.

While for business reasons it is evi-
cdent that the sympathies of the Colonist
are with the Premier $h the suit he has
ivstituted -against the Times, and while
cur contemporary is capable of the mean-
gpiritedness of attempting to prejudice
the mind of the public in an action be-
fore the courts, we-should like to be in-
farmed—and doubtless the aforesaid
rublic would also be interested in the in-
formation—whether = the Colonist has
sgain recanted or ‘whether the opinion
of the McBride government it expressed
on Saturday, April 8th, is still its opin-
icn. - On the morning in- question the
Colonist said: :

“It is the general expectation that

The ~As
sessment Act has, it is true, been amend-
ed in'a measure to correct some of the,
menifest injustices. demonstrated in its
working during the last recess; and the
Fiance Minister has been able to show
an economical conduct of the general

Teutine business of the province and in
his estimates to indicate a consisent

disposition on the part of the administra-
tion to curtail expenditure in every pos-
s:ble manner.

MUNICIPAL EXTRAVAGANCE,

To the Editor:—I have waited before
iroubling you again, ‘to see if anyone
would attempt to controvert the views ex-
rressed in my letter of the 11th inst. So
far the only production has been that of
“Canadian.” I 'might very well pass
“Canadian’s” letter witheut motice be-
cause it principally consists of an at-
tempt to justify the principle of state

‘provided education in British Columbia,

the discussion of which general prin-
ciple I disclaimed as plainly as I could.
Not, however, because I have seen the
least reason to change my opinions on
that point.

As to my charges of exfravagance
and illegal appropriation, and the in-
stances which I mentioned ‘“Canadian”
¢ees not attempt to contradiet them, The
remainder of his letter, with one excep-
tion, consists of the clap-trap ‘which is
the usual weapon of One who has mno
case. The exception is the paragraph o
which he-apparently . puts ¥orward the
argument that the expense to the indi-
yidual ratepayer of maintaining a state
provided High school system is so small
as to condone the injustice of the misap-
propriation of his money, illegally or
otherwise. Then it follows  that if I
pick a man’s pocket in the street, the
iact of his purse being a light one
absolves me from criminality. *“Can-
sdian” does not notice at all my strie-

‘tures upon the present system ‘of audit.

Yet that, in my opinion, is of all others
the point which requires amendment,
aud for, at least, two reasons.

In the first piace an independent audit
of public accounts is necessary because
as must be patent to every observing
person, an entirely different standard of
morality exists in the minds of a very
iarge number of persons, in public as dis-
tinguished from: private affairs.

It is ‘an undouhted fact that many,
perhaps most, men who, in what I may
term man to man money dealings, act
with serupulous honesty, will not hesi-
tate to do the contrary to a greater or a
less degree, where the state is concern-
vd, The second reason is not so compre-
bensive. but it applies at all events to
cases like that of Vietoria. The munici-
ral councii is largely composed of men
who are not large ratepayers. JIn their
private eapacity this fact is no reproach
whatever to them. When, however,
they come to act as dispensers of the
people’s money, it tends to cause this
cffect. Their interest in maintaining a
large expenditure may be, and often is;
greater than their interest as ratepayers
ir. the economiecal treatment of that
rioney which they have the power of
spending. ‘- Many of them, for instance,
are ‘contractors or in some business of
trade, or they have relations or friends
who are so, or to whom it is of interest
that there should be 2 number of well-
paid offices open to their children. This
is. of course, inevitable, and the same

would apply in somle degree to them
whatever class they belonged to. I am

ouly trying to show the necessity of & |
proper audit. . The history of ‘municipal
affairs in all countries, shows that in
varying degrees these evils are rife. -~ Let
vs try to see if they are so in Victoria.
Fortunately for our purpose we have
good evidence on that point. More than:?
twenty years ago' there séems to have
been discontent about rhese matters, and
@i Vietoria a commission was appeinted
Iy the governmeut to take evidente and
make a report. That comimission cony
sisted of the late Chief Justice - SiF¥
Mathew Beghbie and Mr. Justice Drake.
Their report states as regards the point
in question, that illegal appropriation
cf MpMicipal funds had been going on for
vears, and they mentioned many parti-
cular instances of this.

They also reported that deliberate per~ -’
jury had been committed in several cases
by councillors, and they gave instances
of this fact and mentioned the names of
the hon. gentlemen Wwho had so offended.

Whether the perjury has  since . con-
tinued I am not preparved to say, but that
the illegal appropriaion has gone on I
am very certain, I think it is equally
certain that in such a space of time as
twenty years, the misapropriation of the
ratepayer’s’y money must have amounted
11«» many hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars.

Public opinion seems everywhere a
very imperfect check upon this sort of
aluse. If an auditor-general was ap-
pointed by (say) the Governor-General-
in- council, with s liberal salary, and
rremovable except for cause shown, as
is the case in the United Kingdom and
cisewhere, his duty would be to disal
lew illegal appropriation, and the indi-
vidual councillors or other official respon-
sible for it would have to repay the
money illegally spent, as occurs every
vear in other places. Such a check hurts
ro honest man. At present we -are
simply wasting our money in paying
auditors who dare mnot perform their .
auty ‘in {lis respect. Are we going to
allow this state .of affairs to continue?

That effect is defined, in words
which should be immortal, by the late
Mr. Seeley, perhaps the greatest of
nodern writers ‘- on political economy,
somewhat as follows: “Wrengdoing and
corruption in public affairs on ‘the part
o1 individuals, exists amd will exist, to
a greater or to a less degrbe in all coun-
tries. g
But the most fatal of all signs of de-
cedence in a commuynity is the condon-
ation of such :practices - in_ public sér-
vants, by the getneral public,  Are there
or are there not increasing signs of such
condonation here? I'am truly grieved to
lave to say that in my opinion there
are. | People who have been publicly con-
victed of wrong doing, go scott free and
continue to find employment in places of
trust, and cases have occurred lately in
which officials, in muech higher positions
than those in question, appear to me to
have deliberately abstained from ‘doing
their duty. We have a glaring example,
uot far off, of the fatal consequences of
such, a low standard of public morality.
Let us try in other matters as well as
ii. that which awaits our decision on
F'riday, the 21st of July, to put ouréxouse

in order.

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SALARIES, INDEMNITIES, ETC.

This is Canada’s growing time. And
ler representatives at Ottawa evidently
telieve that it is but right they should
be partakers in the good things this rich
young country has to bestow.

No doubt there will be varieties of
upinion as to the extent of the justifica-
{ion the members of Parliament have for
the increased indemnities they propose
tw vote themselves. There is this to be
said for the case they have to offer:
That the z2ssions of late years have been
prolonged far beyond the limits that pre-
vailed during the- early years of the
country’s history, when a thousand and
fifteen hundred dollars wete considered
ample to indemnify them for the valu-
alle time they devoted to the service of
the state. The greatest additions to the
length of the sessions have been made
since the present government came into
power in 1896. The Conservative party
apparently has never been able to drive
from its narrow mind the delusion that
the people of Canada turned to the Grits
in & moment of pique—that the return
of the Liberals was a whim or a caprice
that would pass away after the lapse of
a brief period—that immediately, as Sir
Charles Tupper said, the country had
realised the utter incapacity of the
Laurier ministry for government, normal
conditions would prevail and the Conser-
vative party would be restored to power.

So the sessions were prolonged in
cmpty babble designed to reveal to an
expectant electorate the weakness of the
party in power until sittings of six and
seven months have become the fashion.
The consequence is that the indemnities
actually do not meet the expenses of the
wajority of the members. Canadians
are intensely patriotic.‘ They will not
Lesitate to make necessary sacrifices for
the good of their country. But there are
limitations to patriotism and duties to
dependents, which are paramount, and
the men who for the welfare of
ihe Dominion ought to be in parlia-
nent have not been attracted to public
life by the.prospect of being called upon
iG sacrafice their business future if they
aspired to public eminence. Henee the
highest types of our citizens, we fear,
have not obeyed the.call of duty, At
least such are the arguments of the de-
fuenders of the courses of the members of
the present parliament in voting them-
selveg increased ' indemnities. On the
cother hand, it is argued that the un-
desirable elements in public life will be
attracted by the prospects of larger
emoluments and -that the general result
will be inimical to purity in public life.
We do noi hold to that opinion. Able
and morally sohnd men will not be re-
pelled from politics as a game in which
the preponderance of chances are against
the player. The final choice rests. with
tlie public, and the public has the*power
to reject with vigor the undesirables.

“In defence of their position tfie advo-
cates of increased indemnities for mem-
bers will also be able to poinit out that
Canada is rapidly growing in wealth and
car. afford to adequately remunerate
ler public servacts. Taxation has been
considerably reduced during the past
eight years. Theerevenue notwithstand-
ing continues to expand from year to
year. The tariff has been reformed so
that all .ghe duties collected go into the
public treasury, no portion being divert-
ed into the pockets of manufacturers or
producers. The prospects are bright for
4 continuous and rapid growth in the
business of the country so long as we
continue to pursue sane methods of gov-
ernment. The increased remuneration of
wembers of parliament will not mean in-
creased taxatiom,

Whatever criticism may be launched
against the action of th:» members in in-
cxeasﬁing their own indemnities, there is
little likelihood@ of anything being said
rgainst the proposed increases ##n the
salaries of the Premier and the judges of
the courts. Canadians have reason to
regard with ‘satisfaction and pride the
fact that thus far in the history of their
country not a breath of suspicion has
Leen directed against the integrity of the
bhench. There may be a feeling abroad
that the procedure of the courts and the
methods of conducting civil cases might
Le reformed with advantage to litigants,
but confidence in the impartiality, ad-
mriration for the ability, and reliance on
the sound common sense of the judiciary
ere unfaltering. Conditions in the Dom-
inion have greatly changed the time the
rate of remuneration: of judges was
fixed. If we desire to maintain the
standard of the courts, greater .induce-
rient are recessary to attract the talent-
ed members of the bar to the bench as
Le goal of judicial ambition. Hence, as
we have said, there will be little criticism
levelled at the proposed increases in the
salaries of the judges.

The fact that no Premier of Canada
who has attained success as a political
ieader has been able to save a cent out
of hig salary has long been notorious.
Bir John Macdonald, after years of ser-
vice to his country, died a poor man, In
the goodness of their hearts admirers of
some of our leading public men who Wex"e
conversant with the condition§ under
wiich their leaders lived have undertaken
te atone for the parsimony of the coun-
try by raising and presenting testimonials
to their chiefs. But there is something
1cpugnant to the sensibilities of an hon-
orable man in that form of atonement
for a country’s shorfcomings. We have
rot ‘yet had a political leader of emin-
ence who could not have served himself

cuse for caution and rigid economy. But
now that the conditions are changed
there is no reason why we should con-
demn the men we elect to eminent posi-
tions to live upon salaries barely suffi-
cient to maintain them in something like
Larmony with their social surroundings.
The handsome salary it is proposed to
sttach to the position of leader of the
opposition and the allowances to ex-min-
isters are altogether different matters.
Neither under the constitution nor under
the forms of our pariiamentary system
iz the statas of the leader of the opposi-
tion recognized. He is simply a member
of pirliament selected "~ by his fellow-
members of similar political opinions fo
lead them in their criticisms of the
course of the government. And yet we
¢do not know any reason why a new pre-
cedent should not be set. The duties of
an opposition leader aré. very important.
He is the chief of the pack of watch-
dogs. For such a man as Mr, Borden,
c1 for any man qualified to succeed to
the premiership, to fulfili with efficiency
the duties of chief critic of a govern-
ment’s policy means great personal sacri-
fices. On the ground that the mgost gift-
ed public men in the Dominion would be
attracted to the post of opposition leader
without any great personal sacrifices the
Ceparture now mooted might be de-
ferded.

In Great Britain retiring members of
the cabi'?—:-t and ex-speakers fall into
Landsome allowances. That, we pre-
sume, is the precedent for the vofing of
pensions to Canadian past cabinet min-
isters. There are other examples in the
generosity with which banking ang rail-
way corporations treat employees who
have given long and faithful service. But
we are convinced this feature of the pro-
gramme upon which patifament sets the
unusual precedent of being unanimous
will meet with less favor in the eyes of
the people of Canada than the other
rrovisions of the bill.

Therefore the 'American peo-
ple feel that a slighi or an insult to them-
selves is offerel whenever the flag is
treated with what they «consider scant
respect. Professor McEwen, the hypnot-
ist, is in trouble on the other side oun ac-
count of the alleged liberties he has
taken with the venerated and ~ revered
flag. That is all right. The Americans
are well within their rights in insisting
that the emblem of their national vir-
tues and of the liberties they believe they
possess in excess of the liberties of all
other ‘peoples oh the face of the globe
shall not be subjected to base uses. If

confine their veneration for the old flag
within rational limits a great deal of
trouble and irritation .might be avoided.
The difficulty is that on the great occa-
sions when the nation is doing homage to
the flag, and proclaiming their own unex-
ampled liberties as représented in the
stripes and stars with which it is decor-
ated by setting off salvos 6f bombs and
crackers, the presence of any other flag,
and especially the modeé;t Union Jack—
raised perhaps in honor of the American
people and the day they celebrate in
characteristic fashion—is taken as an in-
sult to the emblem of freedom.

A few days ago the INew York Times
contended that for the “flag incident” in
Charlotte, N. Y., both the Canadian cap-
tain who refused to lower his' flag and
the United States collector who headed
the mob that insisted on the flag being
taken down were to blame. We held
that a British ship had the right to carry
her flag into any open port in the world.
Our New York contemporary has revised
its opinion of the law and of the cus-
toms official who displayed such repre-
hensible ignorance of his duties. In its
revised version of the incident the Times
expresses its opinion of Mr. Deputy Col-
lector Bump with refreshing frankness.
Apparently, it says, the blame for that
miserable little flag ineident at Charlotte,
the port of Rochester, should have been
placed entirely on our own meost unfortu-
nateiy selected deputy collector of cus-
toms, an impossible person with the im-
possible name of Bump, and in dividing
it between him and Capt. William Sim-
mons, of the schooner Acacia, whose
Union Jaek, raised in Charlotte harbér
on the Fourth of July. caused the trouble,
a mistake was made.

ANOTHER NEW TG |
MAY BE BUILT

BY LOCAL CONTRACTOR
FOR ISLAND TOWING

Record Season in Shipping Business Re-
ported From Dawsan—Load
of Japs Coming,.

Plans are said to be in the hands of a
local shipbuilder for the construction of
a large tugboat for Bellingham parties.
The vessel will have a keel 115 feet long,
and her proportions otherwise will com-
pare with those of the Pilot, belonging
to the Dunsmuir fleet.

Alex. McDonald, the contractor, who
will have charge of the undertaking,
could not be seen in the city to-day. He
hasg gone to Seattle, and will not be home
until Satorday. He is doing business
with a Bellingham lumberman named
Buch, who owns large timber interests
on Vancouver Island, and who wants the
tug fot the towing of logs.

The new steamer, if undertaken, will
be an important addition to the ship-
building boats of the port during the
coming fall and winter. With the con-
struction of another C. P. R. steamship,
the alterations to be made on the Prin-
cess May, the building of the new
steamer for the William Head quaran-
tine station, and the construction of the
towboat, now contemplated, npwards of
half a million dollars will be expended.

TROUBLE ON QUADRA’
Becaunse of alleged incivility on the
part of the chief officer; R. M. Pope¢, nine
meén of the crew of the D. G. 8. Quadra
Monday afternoon knocked off work.
They had addressed a letter to Com-
mander' Q. V. G. -Spain, commissioner
of the fishery  protection seryice, in
which they mentioned their complaints,
and this they took to Capt. Hackett. The
latter was in his cabin at 'the time, and
when shown the letter handed it back to
the men, saying that-it was net for him.
Acting on gan after thought, the captain
went to them and asked to see the letter
agaln, which he read. Seeing what it
contained, he called all the men into the
cabin and told them whatever complaint
they bad to make he would have it taken
down in writing by the steward, and
would ‘investigate it. The leading ones
were first called on.” F. Melrose said
that the mate had been uncivil and’ the
crew could never do anything right under
him. Thomas Potts stated that his com-
plaint was the same as that of Melrose.
A. C. Wardner complained of incivility,
and told of how Mr. Pope had.told him
to quit the first day he was on the steam-
er because he objected to climb a derrick
used to life the davits. The mate had
said that he was no good aboard the
ship. Dismissing these three witnesses,
Captain Hackett addressed the mén and
said that if they had any specific griev-
ance he would hear it, otherwise he
would -advise if they could not put up
with the treatment they were receiving to
leave. the ship. No further complaint
was made, and the men going ashore
quit the vessel. ‘A numuer of them after+
wards returned and told Captain Hackett
that they. had madé a mistake. For a
numuer of the'men the captain felt sorry,
but several repented too late, Fishen,
one of the nine who had signed the letter,
was taken back, he having only been on
the ship for a few weeks. He was seen
by a Times man on Tuesday and asked
if he knew anything of the bad treat-
ment he or his comrades were said to
have. received. Fisher said not, and
added that he had been shown the letter
just a short time befere. it was handed
to Captain Hackett. Personally he had
no complaint to make, nor did he sée any
reason for complaining. The mate ap-
peared to him to be civil enough. He
thought in signing the letter that what-
ever trouble there was would be settled
by the captain, and that there the mat-
ter would end.

Captain Hackett when seen on Tues-
day was averse to speaking for publica-
tion. He said that there wag plenty of
men offering to take the plaees of those
who had left the ship. A new crew was
put to work on Tuesday. e.felt that
the present trouble had been: brought
about by outside influence. If the men
could lay some kind of substantial charge
he would certainly have to hear them,
but there were ringleaders among them,
and while they remained there would al-
ways be trouble. He could not allow the
men to run the ship. It made no differ-
ence to-them how often they had to do a
certain job. If they worked overtime
they were allowed for it, as was the case
recently on the West Coast. They were
being paid $2.50 higher salary than the
wages paid on any other ship in port,
and he did not think that they had any
cause for complaint. On the other hand
he was not trying to apologize for any-
thing the chief officer might have said
or done. He may have acted indiscretly
at times, but his place was to see that
there was diseipline aboard. Under the
present circumstances he did not see
what he could do for the men.

The letter which the men wrote is as
follows:

We, the undersigned, beg to be allow-
ed, according to your instructions on your
last visit to the coast, to place our griev-
ances in front of you regarding our treat-
ment on board the Canadian government
steamship Quadra, viz., the treatment al-
lotted to us by the acting first officer, Mr.

.1 The ship has all the work she can
do under good management, Biit owing to
the lack of congeniality on the part of
the acting first officer, it is a matter of
fmpossibility to carry it out. The work
is hard aboard, but we do not object to

pairing line, and when the new work has’

that, providing we are treated as men or [
human beings; not as dogs. Many good
men have left the ship through the treat-
ment allotted to us by the acting first of-
ficer. Any proof of this statement we
can produce at any time if required,

2. The work on boand could be done
with ease, providing the acting first offi-
cer would explain to the men what he
wanted in the first place, instead of wait-
ing until it was done, and undoing it.

3. The incivility of the acting first offi-
cer is something more than a man can
tolerate.

4. Working on 2a government steamer,
we expected to be treated as men, but
owing to the lack of courtesy on the part
of our first officer, we are far from men

Jin his estimation.

5. We #re very sorry to have to com-
plain regarding our treatment on board
of this ship, but we do not want to do, as
men have done that have left this ship,
by appealing to the press, so we hope we
are not intruding on your good nature as
a man among men, by asking you to rec-
tify our grievances.

STANLEY DOLLAR COMING.

It is reported from_Xonolulu that the
steamship Stanley Dollar left that port
for Victoria on Saturday night with 400
Japanese. The ship is said to have put
up $36,000 bonds as security for her
owners’ appearance in court in certain
libel proceedings. While it is stated that
the steamer is bound for this port, the
real destination of her Japanese passen-
gers is now said to be Tacoma, where
the ‘Northérn Pacific. Railway Company
‘wants them for track labor. There has
béen considerable newspaper - discussipon
concerning the taking into United States
territory of the coolies from Honolulu,
but it is claimed there is no law to pre-
vent it because the Hawaiian islands are
United States territory, and Honolulu a
coastwise port under marine instructions.
It is claimed that labor is mnone #too
plentiful in the islands, and that white
men cannot take the place of the coolies
in plantation work. It will be remember-
ed that the Dollar was delayed in sailing
from Honolulu on the date 8&ef, “ being
held up because she had no passenger
license. Inspector Birmingham, of San
Francisco, went out and after inspecting
the steamer, gave her a license.

RITHET'S REPORT.

R.. P. Rithet & Co.’s monthly freight
and shipping report for June is as fol-
lows: ¢ .

BUSY TIME AT DAWSON.

Dawson has been breaking the record
this season for goods shipped to the
lower tiver, and for the volume of busi-
ness done in general through the cus-
tems, >

Since the opening of the river 3,657
tons - of freight have been shipped
down the river, nearly all to Fairbanks
in 592 shipments. The most of this was
in transit from the outside in bond, but
mucn was from bonded warehouses’in
Dawson.,

Inland revenue collections at Dawson
during June aggregated $2.201, and the
customs duties collected aggregated
$82,355.

Many more large shipments are en
route down the river, and muech more
customs work remains to be done this
season. Collector Busby and his.st’aﬁ
are working day and night to keep up
with the rush. Nearly all the men work
cvertime every day.. .Their usual hours
¢re from 8 a. m, till 6 p. m.

WILL PATROL BEHRING SEA.

“Asin’other years H. M. 8. Shearwater
has left for ‘Behring ‘Sea to patrol that
water during the sealing season, which'
'begins August 1st. The ship went from
here to Vancouver for the Dominion Day
festivities, and from that city proceeded
direct North. Her departure leaves Es-
quimalt without any kind of a eraft of
.the ‘British navy in port for the first time
in many years. Up to the present year
there has always been a torpedo boat or
destroyer in port, but just now the har-
bor would be deserted of all armed ves-
sels were it not for the German cruiser
Falke, which will be leaving for Vaneou-
ver to-morrow.

ELFORD CHARTERED.

The :tramp steamship Blford, which
has been in Esquimalt for the last nine
weeks, has received a charter. = She left
Tuesday morning for Comox to receive
bunker coal preparatory to loading lum-
ber at rortland for China. The Elford’s
idleness was due to the low rates offer-
ing in the freight business.

BRIEF TELEGRAMS.

A blue book just isSued in London con-
tains thé report of the royal commission
on locomotive transportation. The ad-
visory board of engineers recommends
the construction of two main savenues
through London 140 feet wide and be-
tween four and five miles long, ~carrying
four lines of tramways on the surface
and four lines of railways below - the
surface. It is estimated that the cost of
construction will be $120,000,000.

Dr. Franklin Clarke, an American,
was arrested at Kingston, Jamaica, on
Monday for breach of the official secret
service act. Some days ago Dr. Clarke
was discovered taking photographs of the
forts around Port Royal and Kingston.
The police found the photographs on him.

TIAWS HORRIBLE SUICIDE.

Iron Worker Jumped Into Tank of Molten
3 ¢ Metal

At some iron works at Sparkbrook, Bir-
mingham, has taken place one of the most
horrible tragedies of self-murder ever re-
corded. A workman deliberately flung him-
self into a cupola full of molten metal, and
was utterly consumed before the eyes of
several of his comrades. * Not a particle of
his clothkng could be recovered.

Thomas Lawton, who Ilived with his
young wife and aged mother, had always
been a merry, jovial young fellow. Quite
recently he became moody, fussy, irritable
and depressed, and the change in his de-
meanor had been much commented on at the
works.

When he ceased work at half-past five In
the evening he seemed loth to go home. He
was heard to remark: ‘““Well, if this is work
I have done enough of it.”” Having loitered
about for some time, he sent for half a pint
of beer, and as he drained the tankard re-
marked to a fellow workman: “That’s the
last drop I shall have.” But no one was
prepared for the ghastly deed that followed.

Shortly after 9 o’clock he was seen in
the dim light to mount the 12 steps leading
to a platform on which are the open mouths
of the smelting cupolas. The contents
were at white heat, and for a moment his
face gleamed in the brilliant light from be-
low.

He seemed to smile, It is said, as though
the glowing metal fascinated him. He had
no occasion to go, and no business to be up
there on the platform. And then the men
working below heard something fall into a
cupola.

“Tom Lawton has fallen in,’’ gasped one,
deathly pale and almost paralyzed with
horror. A moment later, as others peered
into the raging depths from the platform,
they caught glimpses of something dark-
something that just before had been a liv-
Ing man. They shuddered and staggered
back, for the flerce heat was deadly, even
at that distance.

THE SALMON PACK.

Pioneer, Canner of Puget Sound Gives
His Opinion,

That the canneries of Puget Sound
will fall considerably short of a i pack
cn account of the lateness of the run is
the opinion of John Elwood, one of the
first men to pack sockeye salmon on
Puget Sound.

“Very few sockeye salmon have ap-
peared so far this season,” he said to a
representative of the Seattle Post-In-
telligencer, “and owing to the lateness
cf the season I believe it will be impos-
¢ible for the canmeries to pack to ecapa-
city. The Pacific American Fisheries,
cperating the largest $almon éannery in
the world at Bellingham, has over
twenty traps fishing, ' and is the only
cannery that i8 packing.any fish to date.
The number is very small and the run
czn hardly be said to have started.

“I look for the first spurt on the high
t'¢e of July 25th, and the second spurt
about Aungust 10th. When the fish come
it will be a short and fast run, and the
cenneries will be flooded. The run wilk
probably be as heavy as four years ago,
as many fish making for the spawning
grounds. as during that season, but the
sirortening of the run%will make consider-
cble difference in the total pack.”

"some such a place of gmusement, where
the beautiful summer“ights may be en-
joyed amid pleasant surroumllings, is re-
quired. The crowds of tourists who have
taken advantage of the car seryice to the
Gorge to visit that resort and the large
number of loeal Tresidents who have
visited the Arm since the inauguration
of the service, has convinced the manage-
ment of the tramway company that the
public will appreciate daily goncerts and
will show it by turning out in large num-
bers.

On Which He Hopes to Extradite *Frisco
Attorney— Both Sides Are
Confident.

(From Tuesday’s Dailyy)
Detective Tom Gibson, of the San
Francisco police, arrived from the Bay
City this morning, and is registered at
the Vietoria hotel.  His stay here will
e indefinite. - It depends. entirely upon
the result of the extradition proceedings

the sleuth hasgnade the trip. Mr., Gib-
son came north alone, and found travel-
ling less enjoyable under that eircum-
stance than he would have had he been
accompanied. However, he hopes to
have the company of Mr. Collins on the
return journey. It is right on this point
that the detective and lawyer are forced
tc differ. Mr. Collins declares that he
is here to stay. The detective says thdt
Mr, Collins’s projer sphere of activity is
San Francisco, and he should be com-
pelled to Tregard it in that light.

Collins vows he will fight this case to
tlie bitter end, if he has to Invoke every
rbase of Imperial jurisprudence. Mr.
Gikson equally emphatic, says he will
siay with his man to the “last diteh.”
The lawyer protests his innocence,
charges: his enemies with being conspir-
ators, denies that Charlotte Newman is
lus wife, or that he is guilty of bigamy
or perjury. The detective says Collins
is guilty from Alpha to Omega, that he
is a clever scoundrel upon whom the law
rhould visit a richly-merited punishment.

“We've got proof positive of his
guilt,” the detective told a Times repre-
rentative this morning. ‘“Why, his
friend, Atforney Curran, who was his
class-mate at college, will swear that he
not -only witnessed the marriage of Col-
lns and Charlotte Newman, but acfed
as best man. Among the documents I
bave brought with me are photographs
of the application made by Collins fora
uiarriage license. Not only is it signed
by George D. Collins, but it is endorsed
by him to his wife Charlotte Newman,”

The detective recalled that Collins is
alleged to have threatened to ghoot the
man who tried to kidnap him. “Well, I
am not here to shanghai him, and will
act only through legitimate chanmels.
But if I were foolish enough to defy the
law here 1 would have no difficulty in
getting Mr. Collins away, and there
would be no shooting either. However,
I don‘t propose to attempt anything of
that kind.”

Mr. Gibson evidently, hasn’t a very
exalted opinion of Mr. Collins, and there
is no reason to believe. that the lawyer
ia affectionately attached to the detec-
tive, whom he regards in this instance as
the instrument of a campaign of perse-
cution.

“How is it you allowed@ Mr. Colling to
escape?”’ Mr. Gibson was asked.
‘@Vell,” he replied, “he was out on bail,
and if T had seen him on the streets of
Los Angeles the next day, I could not
Lave touched him. T had no power fo
yrevent-him from going away from San
Franciseo.” .

The detective and lawyer had a rather
cramatic meeting this morning—drama-
tic to only those who were on the “in-
s‘de.” Mr. Gibson was strolling past the
Pkotel and casually glancing in, he says,
ke espied Mr. Collins and the two ladies
seated imside. 'Mr. .Collins saw the de-
tective at the same time, and amicably
waved his hand. Gibson entered, and
the two men shook hands. The lawyer
presented the detective to Mrs., McCurdy
and Mrs, Collins, :and after a few
nioment’s - friendly - conversation théy
parted.

Gibson said the authorities of San
Francisco would leave no stone unturn-.
ed in their efforts to get Collins back to
San Francisco: If defeated inthe ex-
tradition proceedings just' about to start,
they would not cease their efforts until
they had exhausted every legal recourse.
Just what they would do he declined to
state.

To-morrow the case will be epened be-
fore Judge Lampman of the County
court. The depositions, photographs and
oither evidence brought by the detective
Lave been turned over to ‘Frank Hig-
gins, who represents the prosecution, and
will be submitted to the court. The
’Frisco lawyer has been very,busily en-
gaged during the past few days in
studying the Canadian law on the sub-
ject of perjury, as well as the extradi-
tion treaty, and will enter the court room
with a formidable stock of arguments
with which he hopes to win out. The
case is exciting a great deal of interest
in the city, in faet it promises to be one
of the most interesting that has ever
Leen fought in the British Columbia
courts,

The extradition proceedings instituied
against George D. Collins, of San
Francisco, were resumed in the .Couaty
court before His Honor Judge Lamp-
man this morning. The limited space for
spectators was well occupied, indicative
of the great interest the case has excited
in the city. Contrary to expectation little
was done, an adjournment being granted
until to-morrow meorning, at the request
of Mr. Collins’, counsel, Representing the
prosecution was Frauk Higgins, who
was seated Deside the chief of police,
John M. Langley. Mr. Collins was, along-
side his cotnsel, H. D. Helmcken, K. C.
Detective Thos. Gibson, of San Fran-
cisco, was al% present. »

When the case was called Frank Hig-
gins applied to amend the information
consequent upon the. receipt of the war-
rant, which came to hand yesterday.

Mr, Helmcken: “I' think _we- should
have some notice of that.”

His Honor asked for a copy of the in-
formation, and inquired if the amend-

ment consisted of the parts written in.
Mr. Higgins replied the amendment

in the case of George Collins, for which !

Mr. Higgins contended that the charge
was the same, namely, perjury, and His
Honor expressed the opinion that the
amendment wouldn’t make any difference
in the conduct of the case. He did not
think it necessary to adjourn the case
for that reason, but if Mr. Helmcken
desired it he was willing to grant it.

Mr. Helmcken saiki he had no idea
what course the other side intended to
pursue—whether they had witnesses to
examine, and so forth.

Mr. Higgins said they would first sub-
mit tha warrant and identify the fugitive
as the man 8pecified in it. The deposi-
i tiens would then be put in, after which
he would ask the indulgeuce of the court
for an adjournment until Monday to en-
able some witnesses who were now en
route to reach here and give evidence.

business affairs in time to attend at this
sitting. Continuing, Mr. Higg@ins 'said the
prosecution had a substantial case, not &
clap-trap persecution, and their only dif-
ficulty was to prove the case on certain
legal technicalities.

Mr. Helmcken said he would be the
last man to accuse his learned friend of
bringing into court a clap-trap “prosecu-
tion. He, however, knew nothing about
the depositions, which were subject to
objection, and he desired to
them before proceeding. He therefore
applied for an adjournment until to-mor-

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| WARM FIGHT
15 IN PROSPECT

IN THE GEO. COLLINS
EXTRADITION CASE

Defence Indicated This Morning That
They Won’t Overloock a Point
—Some Technicalities.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The actual fighting in the Colling ex-
tradition case -started to-day. Both
sides had their war-paint on; and from
the commencement it was evident that
every point would be hotly contested.
Already there has arisen a pyramid of
objections for the consideration of the
jndge. The cdurt room was filled with
spectators, among them being Judge
Gibson and party from Oakland, includ-
ing several ladies, all of whom followed
tlre proceedings with the closest atten-

tion.

It wasn’t long after the case opened
tnat technicalities began to fly through
tlie air. Frank Higgins, counsel for pro-
secution, pressed for permission’to amend
the information in <consequence of the
receipt of the warrant from 8an Fran-
cisco. He persisted that the amendment
Gid not vary the charge.

H. D. Helmcken, K. C., on behalf of
the,defendant, objected very strenuous-
Iy. In the first place notice of the appli-
¢ation should have been communicated
to them, and furthermore it was evident
that the prosecution was aftempting to
switch from secion 145 of the code to
148, which was laying a fresh charge.
He challenged the other side to produce
suthorities which would justify His
Ilonor in altering the information, and
e claimed it would be unfair to his
¢'ient if such were done,  The prosecu-
tion’s course would be to abandon the
old information and lay another one.
Counsel quoted several authorities in
support of his contention.

Mr. Higgins cited section 9 of the ex-
tradition act, which empowered His
¥cnor to proceed in such cases as the
niagistrate did in a preliminary hearing
on an indictable offence. He arguedat
length along this line, quoting several
duthorities. Ultimately Judge Lampman
decided that he had power to amend the
information.. He expressed the opinign
that it did not make any difference, be-
ir g mierely a chgnge in phraseology.”

George D. Collins asked that a note
Le made of his objection to this course,
and hlso suggestéd that the stenographer
be sworn. This was done.

Mr. Higgins read the bench warrant
for the arrest of Mr. Collins, issued by
the Superior court of San Francisco
certified for the clerk of the County
court by kis deputy. Attached was a
certificate by. the clerk as to the signa-
ture of the deputy.

This warrant was attacked tooth and
mail on the ground that it was not prop-
e1ly -authenticated, and that there.was
rothing to certify that it was a copy of
the original document.

Mr. Colling was abdtit to object when
Mr. Higgins protested against two coun-
gels for the same side dealing with the
same point. His Honor . pointed .out,
however, that Mr. Collins was the de-
fendant, and it wag the practice in ex-
tradition cases to allow the widest pos-
gible latitude.

Being allowed to continue, Mr. Collins
turned up section 10 of the extradition
act, and contended that under its provis-
ione the warrant that Mr. Higging had
produced was worthless. It had mnot
heen certified to be the original or true
copy, by a judge, magistrate or officer of
the foreign state as required. First, he
maintained there should be such authen-
tification, secondly an oath in writing
that it was shown by examination to be
the original or a copy, the witness to be
prepared to give particulars under oath
regarding its issuance, Thirdly, the
document must bear the official seal of
the Minister of Justice or some other
law official of the-foreign state. Here,
Mzr. Collins, continued, was a bench war-
Isnt undccompanied by & certificate that
it was a copy or the original,

_Hls Honor inquired if it was-the ori-
giral warrant that Mr, Higgins intended

to offer as evtnce.

Mr. Higgin®—“Yes, the original. I
wilf prove it by a witness.”

Detective Gibson, of San Francisco,
Mr, Higgins continued, would identify
the hand writing and swear that it was
the original bench warrant.

Mr. Collins: “That will not answer
under section 10 of the extradition act.
It must be certified to by a judge, magis-
trate or officer of a foreign state.” He
c'ted a case -in which it was held that
the certificate of a clerk ' 6f a County
court was insufficient, it being held that
his signature should be certified to by
fhe secretary of state and British min-
ister. - He insisted, therefore, that the
authentification in this case was insuffi-
cient. e
g Eis Honor asked Mr. Collins regarding
s statement that the oath or affirma-
tion of a witness as to' the warrant
sl‘;.ould be im writing. The lawyer re-
piied that it was required by extradition
acts that depositions or  statements
scught to be introduced into a ‘foreign
tizritony should be in ‘writing.

Mr. Higgins said the prosecution had
the seal of the secretary of stite as well
ag'- the necessary certificates. They
would also produce oral evidence and
follow out exactly what was done in a
similar case in Ontario. s

Mr. Qolling replied” that with regard
te the additional witnesses the prosecu-
tion referred to. yesterday the defence
took the stand that they will be un-
necessary. ‘They (the defence) would,
establish that the oath on an answer to
a charge was 1ot perjury under the law
cf Canada and if not, this ease must fall
through. They would alé¢#claim that
perjury was not extraditable. This in-
vol_ved the Ashiburton treaty, the extra-
dition act of 1889, in ‘which perfury was
not enumerated, and the validity of the
act of 1886. They would also show that
while the {reaty ‘of 1890 between Great

Eri?nin and the United Btated included
perjury in the. list of extraditable
cffences, the Dominion had not passed
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oeny legislation on it to make perjury ex-
tracitable. Their objections would go to
the vitality of the case, and would in-
volve the presentation of a large number
of authorities.

Detective Gibson, of San Francisco,
was called and was asked to identify the
tench warrant.

Mr. Colling objected on the- ground
that the evidence was immaterial and
not founded on fact. This and all the
other objections from the same source
were duly noted.

The detective in reply to Mr. Higgins
szid he received the warrant on July
13th from the clerk of the eourt. He
saw the latter as well as the deputy
sign the certificate. He identified their
sigcatures, He had seen Collins -since
the warrant was issued.

Mr. Higgins: *““Where?”

Witness: “In this court room. There
he is” (indicating Mr, Collins.)

Mr. Higgins: “That is the present
fogitive??

“I object,” exclaimed Collins, “It is
for the court and not the witness to de-
termine whether I am a fugitive from
justice,”

Mr, Higgins: “Well (o the detec-
tive) he is the George D. Collins named
in the bench warrant.” .

“I again objeet,” put in the lawyer.
“The warrani does not charge me with
Leing a fugitive.”

The witness identified Mr, Collins,
after which Mr. Higging proceeded to
put in the documents in his possession,
prefacing it by explaining the origin of
the charge of perjury against the ac-
cused. Mr. Higgins read the various
effidavits, certificates and depositions,
after which an adjournment was taken,

NAVY LEAGUE WAIT
UPON SCHOOL BOARD

Desire Children to Celebrate Centenary
of Trafalgar by an Appropri=
ate Programime.

An interesting meeting of the board of
school trustees was held on Monday at
the city hall. Two questions of im-
portance came up for consideration. The
fust was a report from the committee on
amendments to the school by-laws, and
the second the advisability of the local
schools participating in the celebration
of the centenary of the battle of Trafal-
gar. The latter was introduced by a
delegation from the Navy League, mem-
bers of which explained why it would be
appropriate for the children to assist in
svch a demonstration. Chairman Boggs
presided, and there was a full atteqdv
ance. After the usual routine Superin-

teudent Eaton submifted a number of

communications.,

Jospeh Peirson, honorary secretary of
the Navy League, wrote pointing out
that this was the centenary year of the
Yvattle of Trafalgar. He asked permis-
sion for a delegation from the association
to wait on the board for the purpose of
arranging a fitting celebration. Received
and request granted.

Referring to the board’s agreement re-
specting the rental of the Odd Fellows’
hall, Spring Ridge, Wm. Turpel contend-
ed that there were still $100 due for the
use of that building. This was referred
to the finance committee for consider-
ation.

Weiler Bros. asked for the board's
patronage for school furnishing.

Replying {e a question Superintendent
Eaton explained that it would be neces-
sary fo provide .more desks for the High
school'in the near future,

On_motion of Trustee Jay’ seconded
by Trustee Lewis, the finance committee
was authoriged  to purchase thirty-five
desks for thie High school subjeet to cer-
tain conditions. Carried.

Trustee Lewis submitted a report
from Architéct Keith in regard to repairs
Lecessary to.the Girls’ Central school
He stated that a portion of the building
diad settled slightly, making.the replac-
ing of some joists in the flooring impera-
tive. This was corroborated by Trustee
Jay, who had made a personal examin-
stion,

This matter wag referred to the build-
irgs and grounds committee with power
to act.

On behalf of the special committee
appdinted to consider amendments to the
school by-laws Trustee Jay submitted
the following recommendations:

Sectfon VI., clause 1.—During each mid-
summer vacation, not later than the 15th
day of July, the salaries of teachers then
on . the staff shall be determined for the
ensuing year.

Clanse 2.—The salaries of all teachers
&hall be paid in twelve egual monthly in-
stalments on the last day of each momth,
beginning with the month of August In
each year. - 3

Clause 3.—Teachers under regular sap-
pointment shall be entitled to five-twelfths
of a year's salary for the summer term,
provided the period of their engagement
shall cover the full number of prescribed
teaching days in that term. Teachers
whose engagement does not cover the full
number of teaching days in any term shall
be pald in the ratio of the number of
teaching days covered to the number of pre-
scribed teaching days in the term. Deduc-
tion for absence from duty, otherwise than
as provided for in clauses 4 and 5 hereof,
shall be in the discretion of the board.

Clause 4.—Same as clause 6.

Clause 5.—Same as clause T.

These were taken up seriatim. The
first new clause, providing for the fixing
«f teachers’ salaries for the term follow-
ing the summer vacation before the 15th
of July, cansed some discussion. fter
an explanation by Trustee Jay it was
pussed. When the second clause, the
cne ouilining a change in the payment of
teachers from ten to twelve annual in-
stallments, Trustee Mowat explained
{hat a motion to this effect’ had been put
aud carried some months previously.
Why was it necessary for the matter to
Te brought up and gone over again? In
dis opinion it was all humbug. He

~ wanted an answer to his question.

Trustee Jay objected to this outbreak,
A little thought would show how im-
portant it was to place the board’s
amendments in an intelligent form be-
, fore the council of instruction. It was
wvery necessary that they should be gone
over and formally agreed upon.

The Navy League delegation, compris-
irg C. E. Redfern, A. B. Fraser, sr;, W.
E. Laird and Honorary Secretary J.
Peirson, was then introduced. A few
words of welcome were spoken by Chair-
12an Boggs, who explained that the
Ycard was partly aware of the deputa-
ten’s intention. It, however, would be
2 ' pleasure to listen to addresses from
any of the visitors, ;

©. E. Redfern, speaking on behalf of
iLe delegation, opened with a reference
1+ the appropriateness of a suitable
demonstration on the oceasion of the
{crthcoming ceatenary anniversary of
the baftle of Trafalgar. He thought
tbat the children of Canada were not
sufficiently impressed with the import-
anee of the British navy. The local
league, he stated, would like the co-oper-
ation of the Victoria school teachers and
<lildren in preparing a suitable pro-
gramme. It, therefore, was their object
te enlist the support of the board of
school trustees. No definite  plans had
yet been decided upon, although a num-
ber of suggestions had been offered. One
of these was that the children should
meet at the drill hall there to participate
in a patriotiec programme. It also had
dbeen recommended that the school chil-
dren be trained in preparation for the
oceasion, 1t was felt that the young
ones would take much more interest in
oL affair in which they actively partici-
prted than if they were wpectators. e
1.cped, whatever was decided upon, that
the board would extend its assistance.

A. B. Fraser, sr., added a few words
along the same ylines. He laid special
siress upon the %act that the occasion
wondd be celebrated throughout the Em-
pire. The anniversary of one of ' the
gireatest naval victories in the history of

/

b

ihe British Empire was an event which
should be commemorated in the remotest
perts of every British colony.

Trustee Dr. Hall emphatically protest-
ed against the board taking part in any
such celebration. He was as loyal as
anyone, and was well aware of the re-
sults that followed the battle of Trafal-
gar. He then drew attention to a state-
ment by the London international peace
conference depreciating warfare. Loy-
alty, he said, should strike a deeper and
more Christian note. Such a proposal,
he thought, would ill-become any" public
bedy of this twentieth century.
Replying 3Mr. Redfern contended that
the only sure way of preserving peace
was for a nation to be prepared for war.
The fact that the British Empire was
2ble to meet opposition with force was
the most powerful factor towards pre-
venting war.

Trustee Dr. Hall did not think the
previous speaker had grasped the point.
Tt was the effect of such a celebration
upon the children. He contended that
conquests of war should not be marked
by Public demonstrations, but rathemghe
s ictories of peace and of civilization.
While sympathizing with the Navy
League's suggestion Trustee Jay did not
think the children should be forged to
cc-operate. It should be made a glun-
tary matter, and the children invi to
assist in the affair.

'"Trusteec Lewis believed in celebrating
all great British victories. If it had not
been for the glorious history of the Em-
pire the English people would not be
enjoying the privileges of advanced civ-
ilization. The country possibly would be
as far back as Manchuria and Siberia.
(Laughter). For his part he believed in
celebrating the occasion. (Applause.)

Chairman Boggs assured the deputa-
tion that they had the sympathy of the
wajority of the board. Ailthough unable
to give any definite reply he was sure the
trustees could be depended upon to sup-
port such a movement,

After the deputation had retired the
board took up the question of salaries,
whereupon the press representatives pre-
sent retired.

This was the last question considered
tefore the adjournment.

KIDNAPPED BY INDIANS.

Interesting Story in Connection With
James Dunsmuir’s Baby Days.

The Portland - papers. gave T
great deal of attention to James Duns-
muir on hig visit te the fair in that city.
They have now discovered that he is
not Lord Dunsmuir, and describe him .as
plain Mr. Dunsmuir.

The Portland Journal in a long inter-
view told of Mr. Dupsmuir visiting Van-
couver, Wash., on July 8th, the anniver-
sary of his birth in that place.

“I think,” said Mr. Dunsmuir, “that I
was the first white child born: in what
is now known ag the state of Washing-
ton. However, I do not know to a cer-
tainty, but for some reason I have al-
ways been under this impression. When
I grew to the age of understanding I
have often heamd my parents speak  of
the Columbia River country, Fort Van-
couver, and of the limited number of
whites who lived in the section at that
time.”

In recounting his early life to the re-
porter, Mr. Dunsmuir is credited with
giving an interesting story of his capture
by the Indians while his father was
stationed at Fort Rupert, at the north
end of Vancouver Island. The narrative
is as follows:

“James was about six months old and
a handsome boy. He was the first white
child that the Indians had ever seen,
and they planned to kidnap him. It
was an easy matter to carry out their
design. They were the only customers
of the trading company and were per-
mitted to come and go as they pleased
in the daytime; but at night the fort was
closed. :

“Watching their opportunity a number
of Indians geized the boy when a crowd
of their confederates held the attention
of @Re clerks.” Smothering the cries. of
the¥id they ‘made their escape, and for
several hours the boy was not missed.
When his absence was noted his father
and mother were frantic. A search was
immediately instituted, in which the en-
tire fort joined.

“It was suspected that the Indians
were responsible for the disappearance.
Their camps were raided, and every
tepee theroughly searched. The hunt
continued for two days, and when hope
was about to give way to despair one
of the men in the rty who was out
some distance by himself heard what
he took fo be the laigh of a .child com-
ing from a little thiket not far off.

“He told others bf his discovery and
they hastily started to make an investi-
gation, :

“Peering through the heavy under-
brush and branches of the trees they
saw the object of their search. He was
in the centre of acircle of squaws and
bucks, who were amusing him with little
trinkets, which they threw back and
forth.

“Unable to restrain himself longer, the
father rushed_in among the Indians and
seized his boy. ' The red men were taken
unawares. and a big powwow began.
The squaws began to weep and gesticu-
late. Costly furs, strings of beads,
bows and arrows and everything they
could get together were brought for-
ward and laid at the feet of the father
in exchange for his child. All of these
and more, too, would be his, the Indians
explained, if he would permit them to
keep the white boy. They said they
wanted him to grow up in the tribe,a
that some day they would make a great
chief of him.”

“‘It was necessary to use caution in
dealing with the Indians in those days,’
said Mr. Dunsmuir, who so narrowly
missed becoming a mighty Indian chief,
‘and father and my friends got me
away as best-they could without causing
a disturbance.” In our party there were
only about 50 or 60 people, while the In-
dians numbered thousands. It would
have been an easy matter for them to
have murdered all of us, but for some
reason they were always afraid to attack
openly the Hudsot’s Bay Company. I
think it was the Cogswell tribe which
held me in captivity.” 4

A married couple who left their lodgings
at Avelllno without paying their rent be-
cause they thought the house was hapnted
have been fined £20.

TIME INOPPORTUNE FOR
NAVAL REDUCTION

‘

Sir Jobn Colemb Says Great Britain
Shou'd Strengtben Positien in
The Pacific.

During the discussion or the naval es-
timates in the British House of Commons
recently, Mr. Edmund Robertson, Liber-
al, a former civil lord of the admiralty,
asked for further information  concern-
ing the new battlesnips.

Mr. Prettyman, secretary of the ' ad-
miralty; replied at length, claiming the
highest efficiency for the navy under
the new echeme. He declined for
strategic reasons to give particulars
of the new battleships, out said Great
Britain proposed to lead and not fol-
low other nations in naval construction.
Sir John Colomb, Conservative, form-
erly a captain in the Royal Marine Artil-
lery, said he did not agree with the op-
position speakers in saying the time had

come when the naval expenditure might
be reduced. On._the contrary, Sir John
said, everything pointed to the neeessity
for keeping up the naval strength of
Great Britain, The real question now
was, “Who is going to rule the Pacific.
The United States was giving every sign
that this was her intention by the extra-
ordinary increase in her naval power.
Continuing, Sir John pointed out that
in.  the not distant future questions
would arise in the Pacific affecting the
policy of Japan, the United States and
Great ‘Britain. He asked what Great
Britain was doing against the time
when her interests ceased to be iden-
tical with those of the two great powers
whose naval bases were in the Pacific.
No one believed that the Anglo-Japan-
ese alliance wonld last forever.

Great Britain looked with dread and
horror to a rupture.with the United
States, but she could not shut her eyes
to the fact that' ruptures had occurred
between the most'friendly nations. Sir
John asked what the government was
doing to remind Canada and the British
colonies of the great responsibilities
which they would incur when their
seaports and immense . interests in = the
Pacific were imminently threatened.

STRUCK A ROCK.

United States Fisheries Steamer Alba-
tross Bumped Rock in Yes Bay
Harbor, Alaska.
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About 4 o’clock in the afternoon of
June 30th. as the United States fisheries
steamer Albatross was passing' through
the middle reach of Yes bay, a deep har-
bor-in Cleveland peninsula, Southeast-
ern Alasks, she struck heavily on an
uncharted rock in the fairway, says a
cispatch from Ketchikan.

The United States bureau of fisheries
is this year establishing its first Alaskan
satmon hatchery on a lake draining into
Yes bay, and the Albatross, under the
ccmmand of Lieutenant Commander L.
M. Garrett, U. S, N., was en route te
.he nearest anchorage, for the purpose of
assisting in this work, when the mishap
above indicated occurred. The chart
skowed plenty of water, with:at least-a
éepth of six and oune-half fathoms at the
peint where the vessel strucksy:t and a
sounding taken as she bumped: or ‘gave
six fathoms. Bearings immediately were
taken to accurately locate the position
¢f the rock, - which was subsequently
found to be a flat-topped pinnacle rising
directly in the chadnel to within two
fathoms of the surface. The Albatross
struck on the port side, nearly amid-
ships, and listed sharply to starboard.
There were several severe shocks before
she bumped off into deep water again.
The engines were immediately stopped;
but no immediate serious damage being
apparent, the course was at once con-
tinued to an anchorage in the upper
basin at the head of Yes bay.

The freight steamer Al-Ki was follow-
ing the Albatross in, so a buoy was put
cn the rock, and when the latter vesgel
came up therbay due warning of the ndw
danger was given. The damage to the
Lull of the Albatross is slight, but the
Llzdes of the port propeller were very
badly bent, and when the ssel is dock-
ed next it may develop that new ones
will be necessary.

Later a surveying party from the
Albatross accurately located ‘the rock,
which will henceforth be Kknown'as
Albatross rock.

GOOD MARKET FOR LEAD.

W. H. Aldridge Says the Outlook Has
Greatly Improved.

W. H. Aldridge, manager of the Can-
adian smelter works at Trail.and the man
who successfully put through the recent
purchase of the Gooderham-Blakstock
interests in the St. Eugene, War BEagle
and Centre Star mines, passed through
the city Saturday en route to the Bast,
says the Nelsom News. Mr. Aldridge
was accompanied by his wife, and James
Cronin, managing director of the St.
Epgene, War Eagle and Centre Star
mines.

Mr. Aldridge was not in a communica-
tive mood when seen at the’Strathcona’
by a reporter of the Daily News.

“Yes,” he said in reply to 'a query,
“I'm going Mast again. As fafas Moyie
first, and then on to Toronto, Montreal
and New ‘York. I cannot say just how
long I will be aWway, some weeks ;prob-
ably. The Daily News has already pub-
lished all there is to say about the mine
amalgamation. I can”give‘you no fresh
news in the'matter.

“What have I to say about the increas-
ed duty on lead products? Not very
much, except that it is an excellent ar-
rangement for Canada generally, and for
the Kootenays in particular. The situ-
ation at Trail, from a lead standpoint,
has improved greatly. On Monday one
of our lead stacks will be blown in and
there is plenty of ore in sight to keep the
stack steadily employed. There is no in-
dication now of a lead ore shortage, I am
glad to say, and you know what the out-
look was a short time ago. Yes, we are
enlarging the refinery at Trail, and by
the first of September we will be treating
50 tons daily. We may be ready before
that date, but by then for certain.

“The lead situation is very satisfac-
tory all round at the present time. The
London price that rules the world is
good, and very steady. We have a good
market in Canada now, and the demand
for our lead in the markets of Japan
and China is really excellent. Australian
lead has been diverted to- Europe, and
we have “successfully supplanted that
commodity in the Orient.”

“You’ll notice,” remarked Mr. Cronin,
“that the price of silver is satisfactory
this year so far. I don’t mean that it is
very high, but while it gets down to
about ®55¢c. now’ and then, it always
works up around 60 pretty quickly.
Generally the tone of the market is good
and 'its steadiness pleases us all. It is
the same with lead, only the ruling prices
are a little higher in proportion to silver.
I think the silver-lead industry is on a
sound footing, and that the outlook for
mining in the ‘Kootenays generally is a
good deal better and bBrighter than-it was
six months ago. I have no special ne
of Rcasland to give you. Matters are
moving. along very satisfactorily at the
Centre Star and War Eagle. I will say
this, that I think the men at the mines
are doing splendid work; they seem to

me to take pride in it, and I'm very
pleased at the excellen? progress made.”

new school for Victoria West. He ad-
vised appointing a committee to work in
the direction of getting the vote out on
pouing day. If that were done he did
not doubt that the by-law would carry.

W. Mable also favored the apopintment
of a committee, and the careful canvass
of the electorate. A

Rev. D. McRae alluded to the large
expenditure made for repairs and the
rent for Mission hall. If these points were
thoroughly understood the vote for the
by-law would be largely increased, he
believed.

Ald. Fullerton said that the residents
of Spring Ridge sympathized with Vie-
toria West, and would assist in passing
the school by-law.
