SAW WHITE MEN FOR FIRST TIME

Strange Tribe of Eskimos Found in the Arctic—

" Overcame their Fears and They Seat Ambassa-

Came—Finally Curiosity

Point Barrow, Arctic Alaska, Sept. 26—
On the bleak northwest coast of Prinee
Albert Land Capt. William Mogg, of the
whaling schooner Olga,  has just found
men, ‘who, in_spite of the hundreds of
Arctic expeditions which have swept
through the north, had never seen white
men before, and who gazed upon the white,
skinned strangers with the same awe with
which Columbus was greeted on San Sal-
vador over 400 years ago.

It is only in the last five years that
whaleships have ventured into the waters
that wash these distant shores. When
the whalers did venture there they little
expected to find any evidences of human
habitation. To their surprise they found
abandoned food caches, deserted camping
grounds and other signs of recent habita-
tion. .

As. they saw no people they nsturally !
inferred that the country was being used!
as a summer hunting ground by natives.
from the Canadian mainland far to the
south. These natives professed ignorance
of such hunting grounds.

The puzzle was not solved until last
July, when the Olga in her northern
cruise’ sightéd human forms on a hill sev-
eral miles inland. These forms proved to
be old men, who were advancing toward
the shore where the ship lay at anchor.
As they approached it was seen that they
carried no weapons whatever and walked
with arms extended as a sign of ‘peace-
ful inclinations.

Never Saw White Men

The old men were Eskimos and spoke
the regular Kskimo language with only
slight variations. They said that they
had never seen white men. before, and

Ceremonial of Mee’tingql\rréf;éed
To a Nicety—No Troops To
Cross The Line

El Paso, Texas, Sept. 28—The- official
programme for the meeting of Presidents
Taft and Diaz at El Paso and Juarez was
made known yesterday by the war de-
partment in a communication to the local
committee. Its tone shows ‘the tendency
of the two governments to make the af-
fair strictly’ international and practically
all the arrangements are in the hands of
the pecretary of war.

The programme consists of two visits by
Mr. Taft to Mexico and one visit by
Senor Diaz to the United States.  No
troops of either country. will cross the
border, nor will flags of either nation be
carried across the line.

In the morning Senor Diaz will cross
the boundary where he wiil be received
by the secretary of war and escorted to
President Taft’s carriage. The governor
of Texas and his staff will accompany the
secretary. The party will be driven to
the chamber of commerce in El Paso,
where the two presidents 'will confer in
privacy.

The Mexican president will then retire
to his side of the river. At noon Presi-
dent Taft will cross the river and the
programme of the morning will be prac-
tically repeated. He then will retire to
the American side, under military escort.
In the evening at 5 o’clock President Taft
will go to Juarez where he will be ban-
quetted.

When whale ships first appeared on the
horizon a panic seized the people and
they fled inland. Each year they had
fled, leaving as little as possible to attract
the attention of the newcomers, As they
lay concealed behind the ridges they lis-
tened in breathless terror to the crashing
of the bomb guns used by the whalers.

At last curiosity got the better of them
and they decided to find out the why and
wherefore of it all. A council was called
and it was decided to send messengers out
to the next ship that came. The old men
volunteered to go because they said that
if the strangers killed them it would not
matter so much.

These rude ambassadors said that they
had many people inland, but refused to
tell .where they were. They had never
seen guns before and were very suspicious
of men who would be guilty of carrying
such weapons.

When vessels first appeared off Banks
Land, half a century ago, the natives act-
ed in a very similar way and showed a
superstitious ‘dread of coming into contact
with white men. -

ST. JOHN TO WEST INDIES

Toronto, Sept. 27—That a faster line ‘of
steamships must run from St. John or
Halifax to various vpoints in the West
Indies and that petter distributing ser-
vice must be established there before Can-
ada’s trade will improve very much were
the main suggestions which accompanied
much information offered the West Indies
royal commission this morning.

J. D. Allan, one of the Toronto board
of trade conimissioners,’ who visit.efi the
West Indies two years ago, complained of
inefficient transport facilities between Can-
ada and the West Indies. In consequence
of the late delivery of goods by the Hali-
fax route Canadian shippers had either to
pay extra to ship through New York or
nffer owing to slow transit, At present

Hon. W. S. Fielding, a member of the
commission, said he understood the rea-
son steamers did not call at all ports was
in order to quickly reach more valuable
ports to the south.

COOK TELLS MORE
ABOU1 MATTIR HE
LEFT WITH WHITNEY

New York; Sept. 27—Dr. Fredericls A.
Cook, in a‘lecture under the auspices of
the Arctic Club of America, at Carnegie
hall, added no essential facts to his nar-
rative of the discovery of the North Pole,
but added details to those passages which
have been previously criticized for their
lack of. detail.

“Harry Whitney,” he said, “agked me to
entrust to him as a special favor the flag
that I planted at the North Pole. He ex-
pected then an American ship to call for
him and we both argued that his return
journey would be shorter and smoother
by water than the distance over land and
joe that still remained for me before 1
could reach civilization. For that reason
I added to the flag my instruments and
certain of my records.”

Dr. Cook laid further emphasis on the
ample outfit he says he took with him and
insists that the sledges, clothes and boots
made by the natives_at Annatok were bet-
ter than any that could have been taken
to the north from civilization. On the
first stages of his journey, he said, he took
ten Eskimo with him and might have had
twenty for the asking. Six of these he
turned back when within 100 miles of his
goal, and two more when within forty-six
miles, reserving Etukishuk and Ahweelah
with “twenty-six dogs and two sledges for
the last dessk.

Mr. McGowan attended at the meeting
of the safety board laét ‘evening and read,
"a lengthy communication from the David
Craig Company,. in whigh they asked for
a twenty-one year lease ‘of what is known
as ‘the Armstrong property at Greenhead.
The property of which a lease is asked
consists 'of eight- and a-half lots, numbered
1, 6, 8 10, 11, 12, 13; 14 and half of No. 7,
and they offer to pay arental of $850 per
year, asking no concessions of ‘any kind.
Mr. McGowan. in presenting the applica-
tion said the mnew éstablishment would
memiifacture concrete houses, which would
be shipped ready to: be; put up. They
would also make Portland cement for use
in the concrete manufdcture;” and also for
sale, and would establish an acid plant.

Steamship hulls carry other symbols of
variation from the general rule, as estab-
lished by the L R line for salt water and
the summer season; for example, to pic-
vide for summer service in' the Indian
Ocean. i . ; :

These markings have been developed out
of ‘thHe experience gained since Samu
Plimsoll put through parliament in 1876
the Merchant Shipping Act, by which he
sought to safeguard British seamen
against the abuse of sending to sea over-
loaded ships. i

On woodeén ships the markings are ent
in; and, although on iron and steel ehips
they are painted; they must be outlined
by centre punch marks. Until some new
device for regulating the safe load lime of
ships displaces these symbols, Samucl
Plimsoll, the seaman’s friend, will con-
tinue to be memorilized the world over in
visible and curiously effective fashion.

No British ship- can leave any’port in
the United Kingdom without a certificate
respecting these .marks, attesting the at-
curacy of their positions. Amendments to
the original act authorize Lloyd’s Register
to specify the-vetfuired freeboard. Foreign
vessels may be-so vertified if request is

 made. The department. of commerce and
“labor has now mnotified shipping interests

in: this country that on.-and after Octoler
1 -next, _the ~Plimsoll loadline regulation
will be imposed on all:;Americaif ivessels
trading with ports in the United: King-
dom. Presumably the: same action . has
been taken respecting vessels of all other
nations. If a further effect of this appears
to be to make universal the use of the
Plimsoll mark, under the laws of all sea-
faring nations, in conformity with the
well-tested British practice, that would
probably be eause for especial satisfaction.

THE TRADE WAR
WHICH THREATENS
-CANADA AND STATES

New York, Sept. 28—A: statement in the
matter of an impending trade war with
Canada has been issued by the committee
on paper of the American Publishers’ As-
sociation. * “To protect a' combination of
worn-out paper mills, some of which have
since Heen sbandoned for news print pa-
per making purposes,”’ the statement says,
“the United States government has been
forced into a tariff war with Canada,
which promises to be far-reaching in its
scope. The Canadian authorities say they
sell £90,000,000- worth to the United States
and buy from it $160,000,000. If it comes
to'a tariff war they claim they have the
whip hand, and while they regret the situx
ation, they do not propose to be forced
to® terms. B

“Canadian retaliation will strike Ameri-
can exports as varied as coal and cotton,
iron and meat, fruit and automobiles, oil
and live stock. But the most serious fea-
ture of the prospective war i§ 'that which
affects wood products, valued at $30,000,-
0004 brought into the United States irom
the* Dominion. Directly or indirectly, all
the masses who read for amusement or
insttuction, must pay a tax upon knowl-
vdge for the benefit of derelict paper mills
and trade between the two countries is to
be paralyzed.” .
