He
is thus able to compare the working
of the two departments and says that
the value of a chemical will never be
realized until one has been at work for
some time. In Bydney the chemical
handles a large proportion of the fires
for being first on the scene and easily
handled it is found of the greatest
value in extingulshing fires before they
have made much headway. The liquid
from the cylinders does not. destroy
clothing and house furnishings as is
sometimes stated, and the ease with
which the hose from the engine may
be handled makes it a much more con-
venient piece of apparatus for small
fires than the ordinary water en
