TWENTY FIVE THOUSAND HAT

MAKERS WILL

Employers  Aleging \liulallnnr

Agreement Decidz to
No Longer Permit the Use
of ihe Unicn Label—
Workmen insist on It

NEW YORK, Jan. 15.—Seventy-five
hat factories employing from 20,000 to
25,000 persons will be affected by a de-
cision of the Associated Hat manufac-
turers, promulgated today to discon-
tinue the use of union labels in ali the
factories represented in the assocla-
tion. The issuance of this order was
fllowed by -strikes in the hat factories
of Orange, N. J., where four thousand
men went out, and in Brooklyn, where
five hundred men employed by Samuel
Mundheim and <Company went on
strike.

Samuel Mundheim is president of the
Hat Manufacturers Association. He
for this
action was that the union of employes
had feiled to keep-a working agree-
msant made with the Geyer Hat Com-
Philadelphia. Under this
agreement, he said, the men were to
continue work pending a settlement of
disputes by arbitration, but that the
men quit work in that factory three
weeks ago and have since refused to
return although the manufacturers

so.

NEWARK, N. J., Jan. 16. — Four
thousand workers in the hat factories
in Orange struck this mornipg when
they were notified by their employers
that no more union labels would be
permitted on the hats produced in the
Omange factorles. It is understood
that the order promulgated today was
decided upon at a recent meeting of
the Associated Hat Manufacturers.
The entire hat manufacturing indus-
try of the country may. be aﬂected

SOUTH NORWALK, Conh., Jan. 15.
—Seven hundred employes of the Cro-
fut and Knapp Company, mekers of
hats, walked out this morning on re-
fusal of the firm to permit the ‘use of
union. labels in its product.

The plant is practically idle. The
Crofut and Knapp Company employs
se'en hundred meén, women and boys,
but is the~ophi-giitiinghé Norwalks’
which has meémbership in the Manu-
facturers ' Association, which held a
meeting 'in New .York yesterday and
decided to discontinue the use of union
labels.

DENOGUNGED FORESTRY
BUREAU AS TYRANNICAL

President of Wool Growers' Association
Arraigns Government's Policy.

==

POCATELLO, Iaho, Jan. 14.—One
thiousand sheep-men attended the open-
ing session of the National Wool Grow-
ers’ Assoclation here today and listen-
ed attentively to a bitter arraingment
of the federal forestry bureau, by Pre-
sident Fred W. Gooding, of Shoshone.
who said in part:

“A reduction in the tariff schedules
on wool at this ‘time would produce
the same result as the placing of wool
on the free list under the Wilson bill.
It wiould undoubtedly ruin one of the
most important induetnies of the Unit-
ed States.

“One dollar and- eighty cents,” he de-
clared, ‘“‘is the full cost of all the wool
necessary to manufacture such a suit
as the people of the United States are
now paying $20 to $50 for. If the wool
in such a suit were given to the manu-
facturers under. present congitions, the
price of an all wool suit of clothing
¥ould be affected but little.”

Mr. Gooding disputed the statement
that sheep were detrimental to forest
growth. and sald they were a benefit
in removing the undergrowth which
spreads fires. He denounced the forest-
ry and reclamation bureaus as tyrann!-

Prizes Offered for the dest
Type of Structure to
Withstand Earthquakes—
Activity Increases in the
Export of Fruit from Sicily

MBESSIN'A, Jan. 15.—8igns of renew-
ed activity now that conditions are
becoming more settled since the earth-
quake disaster, are noticeable every-
where. Many persons who left the city:
immediately after the catastrophe are
now returning, anxious to start iife,
and encouraged by the unanimity of
the nation in deciding  that Messina,
Italy’s advance sentinel between the
Ionian and Tyrrhenian Secas shall rise
again. The number of cars transport-
ing fruit, which is one of the leading
hindustries of the city, is increasing,
and cars are being more frequently
seen than at any time since the dls-
aster.

Plans are being made for the build-
ing of anew town tobe situated in a
field a mile distant from the ancient
railway station. The plan was adopted
in order to hasten the.work of redon-
struction, for if the clearing of the
site and the ruins of the ancient city
were undertaken first, more. than a
year would be required and the' un-
dertaking difficult.

The type of building which will be
buflt in the event of another earth~
quake is being discussed. It is re-
marked in this connection that the
only building that withstood the earth-
quake was that of Dr. Cameri. This
house was built on a platform of ce-
ment, made of hollow bricks, held to-
gether by wires.

History Society was opened by Mrs. J.
W. B. Stewart yesterday afternoon.
The room was filled and the lecture
was most Interesting and practical.
Mrs.Stewart’s subject was, “The Ideals
of Willlam Morris in Houschold Decor-
ation.”

“Lioyalty, sincerity, simplicity, ear-
nestness, were the motive forces of the
character of Willlam Morris,” sald the
speaker. “Though he came to matur-
ity in an age of ugliness, from his
youth the punsuit of beauty was arul-
ing passion. He set himself the task
of creating a taste for the possible best
and then to satisfy that taste. It was
bis aim to make beauty produced by
humble workers an everyday occur-
rence for everyday enjoyment.

“Morris belleved that the taste of
the thirteenth and fourteenth cen-
turies was better and purer than that
of the Victorian age; therefore we
should go back to the middle ages for
our ideals. He believed in a democracy
of art which would one day put hope
and pleasure in place of fear and pain
as the motive forces that inspire men’s
work and keep the world a-going. 'Art
should be made by the people ana for
the people a joy to the maker and the
user. !

“)Morris' law of furnishing was ‘have
nothing in your homes that you do not
know to be useful or think to be beau-
tiful” A practical beginning in taste-
ful furnishing may be made by anyone.
Good taste is rarely found in the homes
of the rich.” Mrs. Stewart gave the
notions of Morris for the treatment of
windows, floors. ceilings, woodwork,
walls, the applying of colors and the
selection, framing, anén hanging of pic-
tures, Pictures should not be space-
stoppers. They should make the eye
tell the mind tales of past, present and
future, No room of the richest 'man
should look grand enough to make a
gimple man shrink, nor luxurious
enough to make a thoughtful man
shudder.

«7o Willlam Morris the House Beau-
tiful was the visible form of life itself.
Here man reads, writss, entertains his
friends, and sleeps. As it is the altar
of man’s daily life, so from it should
radiate an influence that leads him to
higher planes of thought and action.
This in turn he should communicate to
friends and so the world would,through
the influence of beauty, become a bet-
ter place to live in.

“Fvery home should meet the world
morally. The moral side of the home
flows from order and meaning. There
should be a feeling of rest and yet of
mystery about it all thai rises from
the higher unity. A feeling of rest and
pleasure should sottle on the chance
comer. Meaning is the invention and
imagination that forms the soul of the
home. It is meaning that gives hope,
the uplift. Beauty and gimplicity grow
up as a tree expands in the sun. We
must think that perfection lies some-
where and expect the better thing that
comes from the good.

year.

Nearly all the parts in the works to
be presented will be sustained by Brit-
ish-born singers, foreign gtars having
been engaged fur the remaining char-
acters becausé Neil Forsyth was un-
able to find vocalists at home who had
the temperament—musical and drama-
tic—efficiently to impersorate them. Of
course, nationality must not be allow-
oc. to interfere with tne high artistic
standard which has bean attained by
the presert management, otherwise Co-
vent (arden would not for long main-
tain the sition of being the leading
opera house in Europe. This encourage-
ment of British artists is keenly appre-
ciated, not only by the singers them-
selves, but also by the directors of the
principal training schools, who at last
are able to tell accomplisaed pupils
that there is a chance for them to win
an operatic reputation in this country
without having to go on the continent.

As a further instance of the goodwill
of the syndicate It may be mentioned
that all the English singers in the chor-
us who are of moderate financial means
are being paid for their attendaace at
rehearsals, a business -’ arrangement
which has no precedent in operatic or
theatrical management. Moreover all
are being trained in stage business free
of charge,

The season at Covent Garden will
start on January 16 with three com-
plete cycles in English ‘of Wagner's
“Ring,” which will be sonducted by Dr.
Richter. In “The Rhihegold” two of the
fourteen characters will ve represented
by foreign artists, for the reason that

The report of the Postmaster Gen-
eral for the fiscal year, 1907-1908, was
published recently. In his introductory
remarks, Hon. Mr. Lemieux notes that
the num @f post offices has in-
creased duting the year by 446, postal
note offices by 546, money order offices
by 129, and savings bank offices by
41. There has been an increase of 656
miles in the extent of the railway
mail service, and the number of miles
over which mails have been carried by
all routes was 1,129,779 miles greater
than in the previpus year. It is esti-
mated that slightly over 8 per cent.
more letters and postal cards were
carried during the year than in 1907.
This increase represented 34,887,000.
Naturally there has heen an increase
in expenditure due to the extnsion of
th service; this increase amounts to
"578.44‘2.32, put in spite of this the op-
erations show a surplus of $1,101,826.64.
During the year several changes came
into effect, reducing the rates of pos-
tage to various countries and remov-
ing certain restrictions regarding post
cards. Free letter delivery was put in
operation in thirteen towns, seven of
these belng in Ontario, three in Que-
bec, two in Alberta, and one each in
Manitoba and Prince Edward Island.

HIS TEAGHINGS WERE
GROSSLY IMMORAL

And Father of Pupil Sued for
Damages.

-

Anti-Religious, Anti-Patriotic and Immoral
Doctrine Unfit for Publication, In-
cluded in Gurriculum.

PARIS, Jan. 15.—The Dijon <Court
of Appeal has just given its decision
in a case which has created extraor-
dinary interest in _the district. A
teacher of the local communal school,
named Morizot, was proceeded against

by M. Girodet, father of one of the
pupils, for having in a mixed class of
children, given utterance to anti-relig-
fous, anti-patriotic, and grossly im-
moral teaching.

The defandant, in addressing his pu-
pils during school hours, is said to
have described the French army as a
band of ruffians, to have contended
that the Germans were right in killing
off-during the war in 1870, French in-
fants in their cradles, and to have
characterized those who believed in
God as being little better than fools,
adding that the only true God was a
well-filled purse. 'Morizot’s doctrine on
the moral question is unfit for publica-
tion.

The injured father first thought to
have this amazing teacher of the
young punished by administrative
chiefs, but the authorities of Public
Instruction turned- a deaf ear to his
demand for redress, and he thereupon
decided to take legal, proceedings, M.
Girodet thereupon entered an action,
claiming $400 by way of moral and in-
tellectual damages for the wrong done
to his son, a lad of tender years, by
this pernicious teaching.

The tribunal which heard the case
showed itself unsympathetic. In an
eloquent gpeech the Advocate replying
to the Minister of Justice, warned the
court of the danger which might re-
sult if what he termed ‘reactionary
parents” were allowed to interferes
with the teaching given in French
schools. The court decided that it was
incompetent to hear the action, and
said that the defendant’s utterances
were, after all, merely a matter of op-
inion, and that the case was one for
the educational authorities thiemselves
to settle. The Prefect of the Depart-
ment also intervened and took these
views.

An appeal was lodged, and again
the father was beaten, but at last, in
desperation, he took his case before the
Tribvnal des Conflicts. This
after ordering an inquiry with a view
to ascertaining if the charges were
well founded, sent the case back to the
Court of Appeal, with order to adjudi-
cate upon it. Here the whole case
was heard from the beginning.

Way fo Power and
Revenge.

TANGIER, Jan. 15.—From Fez come
reports of a curious and imposing cere-
mony which has taken place at the
great mosque of Nuley Dris, the pat-
ron of the town, Raisuli, the notorious
ex-brigand, has had his hair cut, and
has offered his shorn locks to the
saint of Fez. It is long years since the
shears and Raisuli’s head made ac-
quaintance with each other. ‘When, for
his misdeeds, he was imprisoned by his
enemy, Abd-es<Sadek,governor of Tan-
gier, he swore by the holy patron of
Fez that he would never cut his hair
| until he had -had revenge. For seven
| years, loaded with fetters, he languish-
| ed in the dark prison of Mogador, and
the iron entered into his soul

After his liberation, when he obtained
the post of governor of Kabyles, out-
side Tangier, he thought he would be
able to rid himeelf of his flowing locks,
which were becoming a burden to him,
but he had still powerful enemies at
the court of Fez, and he had to post-
pone the ceremony. Now, however, ev-
ents have permitted him to redeem his
! oath, as he has acquired enfluence with
Mulley Hafid, and the friends of Abd-
es-Sadek, who were zealous partisans
of Abd-el-aziz, are in the shade. One
of them was until lately governor of
Tangier, but he has now been dismiss-
ed thanlks to the intrigues of Raisuli,
whose revenge was thus completed.

The struggles between the two were
interesting while it lasted. The gov—-
ernor of Tangier, learning that Raisuli
had been nominated to his former posi-
vion, sacrificed sheep before the doors
of the Legations to prevent the confir-
mation of the appointment. He also
sent a large present of money to the
Sultan, but Raisuli went one better,
and gave Muley Hafid the respectable
sum of $490,000. The sultan kept both
presents, but decided in favor of the
ex-brigand, who accordingly thought
that the time for sacrificingy his che-
velure had arrived.

He repaired thereflore to the mosque,
and the imposing ceremony was wit-
nessed by his numerous admirers. His
hair, whic¢h in the course of twelve
years, hael attained a length of about
half a yard, was duly shorn, but Rai-
suli preserved a small portion of his
heard. It is stated that he will re—
nounce the British protection, which
was formerly of such value to him.

HEIR DISCOVERED
WHEN WILL WAS READ

Wealthy Widower Was Secretly
Married

His Widow Sunives With Two Children
and Will Get an Estate of
$400,000.

LONDON, Jan. 15. — The death Of'

Captain Freke Lewls, of Moynes
Court, near Chepstow, and the owner
of the Abbeydore estate in the Golden
Valley, Herefoxdshire, - has revealed
that there is an heir to the property
whose existence hitherto was practical-
ly unknown, and that Captain Lewis
was not, as was generally supposed,
“the last of the Morgans.”

The late Captain Lewis was the
only surviring brother of (Mr. Charles
Fdward Lewis, of St. Pierre, Chep-
stow, who died last year. He was born
in 1831, and served as an officer in the
23rd Royal Welsh Fusiliers. Retiring

though not a Morgan by name, the last
of the Morgan in the dirsct line. Llew-
elyn had three sons. The aldest Morgan
received the paternal estdte at Trede-
gar; the second was Ivor Hael, the
iord of Gwern y Cleppa, the patron of
the great Welsh poet, Dafydd ap
Gwilym; and for his third son, Philip,
Llewelyn purchased the estate at St.
Plerre, near Chepstow. That was about
the year 1850, and from that day to the
present time there has alwayg been a
Lewis of Si. Dierre in' the county of
Monmeouth. 'he great-grandson of this
Philip ap Liéwelyn was Thomas Lewis,
the first of the family to take thw set-
tled surname of Lewis, who fought as
a Yorkist during the Wars of the
Rosges, and was killed at the battle of
Danbury in 1469. The second Thomas
Lewis of St. Plerre is best known in
Monmouthshire history for his friendly
interest in Henry Marten, the regicide,

whom Charles II. sent dewn to Chep-
stow Castle as a prisoner, and whose
portrait hungs at 8t. Plerre. The fifth
Thomas Lewis assisted David Willlams
in preparing the first history of Mon-~
mouthshire. It was about this time that
the family added the mansion of Moy-
nes_Court to their estate, and it was
there that Captain Lewls resided when
he visited the district, -

It was then found that
he had left his estates to his son,
whom he named. This is said to have
been the first that had been heard of
any second marriage. The will, how-
ever, has not yet been proved, and ef-
forts to obtain further details as to
its provisions have so far been unsuc-
cessful. Inauiries at Abbeydore have
revealed the fact that Captain Lewis
some years ago marrled, at a registry
office, a Miss Morgan, the daughter of
a local farmer, and that, although in
ordeér to obtain the secrazy of the mar-
riage, they did not live ostensibly as
man and wife, two children have been
born, & boy and a girn.

Lewis saild: “Yes. I know Captain
Freke Lewis was supposed to be a wi-
dower, but hs was not, for I was his
wife.”

PRINE'S FAVORTE

ARRESTED AT OPERA

Another Sansa;ion Added to Tale of Mun-
icipal Frauds in Naples.

e

MILAN, Jan. 14.—Further sensation-
al revelations have followed the flight
to France of Denora, the chief culprit
in the Naples municipal frauds Last
night the police arrested Prince Fer-
dinand Calonna's mistress, Tina Cas-
sal, as shé& was quitting her box at
the San Carlo Opera House.

Denora was so infatuated with this
fashionable demi-mondaine that, be-
sides presenting her with a $5,000 mo-
tor car, Le was actually on the point
of concluding negotiations for the pur-
chase, at the price of $25,000, of a spa-
cious site of the heights of Vomero,
commanding a magnificent view of the
Bay of Naples, whereupon to build her
a fine villa. Tina Cassal has been re-
fused bail, because she was aware that
Denora was a poor municipal employe,
drawing a salary of $600 a year.

The authorities have raided her resi-
dence, confiscating the automobile,
piles of bank notes and all her val-
uable jewelry. The pciice, among
other important documents, . came
across telegrams dispatched by Denora
from Vertimiglia and other resorts on
the Riviera since his escape, one of
which confirms the supposition that he
was short of ready cash. The bulk of
the $65,000 misappropriated has been
paid to lady favorites.

A lively scene occurred at the City
Council meeting last night, several
members demanding the provisional
resignation of the Mavor‘ and other
magnates, to whose amazing negli-
gence they attribute the possibility of
the present scandal.

By a curious coincidence, I1 Mattino,
the oprincipal Naples newspaper, re-
counts the arrival of the British
yacht BEnchantress with a group of
English members  of Parliament
aboard, who come. to Naples for pur-
poses of soclological study and to glean
useful hints from the local government
there.

SCULPTOR ACQUITTED
OF MURDER CHARGE

Gourt Condones Slaying of His Wife, But
Public Resents fhe Verdict.

ROME, Jan. 14.—The famous trial of
the sculptor, Cifariello, who shot and
killed his wife, reached its end at
Campo Basso (scouthern Italy) today,
in the acquittal of the accused. The
case ‘has aroused passionate interest
among the public during the past
three years.

Cifariello suspecting his wife’s relat-
fons with a lawyer of Bari, killed her
in a paroxysm of jealousy in August,
1905. The woman before her marriage
was a singer of great beauty called
Maria Blanca le Browne.

The sculptor did not deny the crime,
but pleaded 'mental irresponsibility.
‘His acquittal is not at all favorably
received, but it is supposed that the

B jury took into account the fact that

the accused had already been in prison
more than three years while awaiting
the conclusion of his trial,

Cifariello himself had in part con-
ducted the defense, and has done so
in a melo-dramatic manner worthy of
his southern origin. He interspersed
with his occasional diatribes against
his dead wife the most fervent eulo-
gies of her charm and beauty. He
complained bitterly of the ‘“martyr-
dom” of his married life and related
the most trivial incidents in illustra-
tion of it. Thus he gave a long ac-
count of how a window was left open
purposely to annoy him, and he grew
so angry that he kicked his wife's
dog.

He gave the tragedy an exotic at-
mosphere. He explained that he and
his wife celebrated with champagne
and liquors a reconciliation after a
quarrel. Before rising next morning
they quarreled again. Each had a re-
volver ready to hand—the sculptor ex-
plained that his wife frequently tcyed
with her loaded weapon—and the hus-
band lost his self-control and fired,
with fatal results.

THE QUEEW OF SPAIN
SHOT IN THE HEAD

Accident Occurred While She Was Hunting
—Bullet Made Slight Wound.

VIENNA, Jan. 14.—In spite of un-
usval efforts made to keep it secrat
it became known here today that
Queen Victoria of Spain, was shot ac-
cidentally in the forehecad wihile out
hunting with King Alfonso and several
others. The bullet made but a slight
flesh wound, but the wound bled so
badly that it was at firgt feared the
bullet had entered the queen’s head.

The accident occurred when the
King and Queen of Spain were guests
of Archduke Fredenick at his hunt-
ing lodge. The queen was riding
ahead of the others when suddenly
she screamed. The king and Arch-
duke Frederick heard the outcry and
hastened to her side. They found the
lying on the ground, blood
ficwing from a wound in the head.
The king sobbed violently when “he
saw his injured wife.

Queen Victoria was carried to the
lodge. Physicians were summoned
and they found that the bullet had
made only a slight flesh wound. It
was believed at first that an effort
had been made to assassinate the
Queen and several secret arrests wer?
made., All the evidence pointed, how-
ever, that the shooting was accidental
and the suspects were released.

CONSTANTINOPLE HAS WORST

STREETS

For some time longer the streets of
éonstantinople whichh make the capi-

tal unlike any other in the world will |

retain the discomfort, the dangers and
the filth that they hawve kmown for cen-
turies. Cwing partly to their neglected
state they are almost impassable for

ordinary cart and wagon traffic; there- |

fore, evervthing which is portable is
carried on the backs of donkays, mules
and men, Many streets are nothing
but long, broken flights of steps; many
are steep and narrow, and as you pick
your way from stone to stone you are
continually showered with water and
refuse, which the Turkish family
throws from overhanging upper stories

and all are abominally ill-paved, odor- '

ous and dirty, and at night badly
lighted. Consequently, with the excep-
tion jof the fourshorse military trans-
pert wagons which pass frequently
hetween the numerous barracks in and

around the city and the long shaped’

buffalo carts used mainly for house-
moving pwurposes, such a conveyance
as a cart jor lumber wagon is rarely
seen or used.

AIRING IN BUFFALO CARTS.

Turkish women take an airing in the
summer time in buffalo or ox-drawi
carts, which are curtaired carefully on
all sides. But next year they willl pro-
bably be riding in automobiles. for
since the Young Turks have permitted
the hitherto forbidden entry of mach-
inery twio ‘‘strong smelling cars are

seen daily in the streets, filling the na-

tives with curiosity and alarm. It will
be some tinre, hcwever, before the new
government can hope for material re-
forms, and one will still see four huge
buffaloes attached to a wooden roller,
doing the wiork which a steam roller
¢ices in other countilies, Two men guide
the beasts as they move laborously
along, and though the drivers carry no
whip, each has a heavy nail-pointed
stick, which he digs occasionally into
the sides of the wretched creatures,
whose eyes are glassy and unlifelike,
and as you watch their slow, unwieldy
movements you imagine they are
carved out of ebony, and therefore
canmot feel.

No Turk has been out of his ower
country, except those who have been
on the pilgrimage to Mecca, and a few
of the Young Turks who were exiled;
tlierefore his heart does not yearn for
the improvement which his eyve has
not seen. And
beasts of burden—if they could reasoun
out the matter, would strongly resis:t
the paving of streets and the adoption
of carts-which must necessarily take
their trade away.

GET OUT OF THE WAY

Donkeys and mules are lost to sight
under piles of firewood, haystacks,
bricks and lumber. As they step wear-
ily along with heads bent and eyes on
the ground, never moving out of any
one’'s way, the man in charge of th2
pack shouts directions to the foremost
beasts, and the othens follows obedient-
1y without looking up. Bells jingling at
their necks warns you of their ap-
proach from behind and unless you
get out Of the way quickly, you are
knocked over by one of the bulging
loads, which occupies half the road. A
man, leading kis animal, goes from
street to street with sacks of coalmeat,
vegetables or baskets of bread from the
bakery, and the woman of the housc,
after much fingering of it, . chooses
what tood she requires at the door.
The saddle and girths, generally made
of old webbing which is falling to piec-
es, are held together with cord, and to
guard against the “evil eye” strings
of bright blue beads decorate the ani-
mal’s neck and head.

THE END IS WORST.

Sometimes you see the sickening
spectacle of a shrunken, miserable
beast staggering under its enormous
load, with its feet swelled, festered and
sore; but, with an animal’s acute in-
stinctfi perhaps it guesses that the end
is worse, and sc¢ goes on and on, day
after day without a murmur. When at
last it drops or can only crawl it is
driven outside the city walls followed
by gangs of wolfish dogs, that scent
end clamor for its flesh. Here the
wretched creature stands shivering for
a moment, waiting for ¥he end, and
gazes wondering upon the eager packs
which gradually draw cloger. Its life
of hardship, however, is now finished,
and as the breath leaves its poor starv-
ed bcdy the snarling, hungry dogs, like
wiid beasts, fall upon it.

These are the heasts of burden that
one hires; but there is a4 huge portion
of the popmulation whose existence de-
pends solely upon the sale of fruit and
vegetables, which are carried into town
each week from farms in the surroung-
ing country. In contrast to the hamals
—who live in so-called club-houses and
are fairly well dressed--these men are
literally in rags. Their clothes, how-
ever, are not the sombre, dirty things
of Western countries; shey are always
gaudy. The various garments, patched
and repatched, resemble Joseph's coat,
antil nothing remains of tha original
stuff and burst patches we patch no
more. Twenty to forty miles these men
tramp along the unmaac country roads,
in summer and winter, heat and cold,
rain and snow, bent doublz under an
enormous basket tightly packed with
{arm produce. While in the city, where
they remain many days, they sleep at
habus, or inns, until their things are
socld; and in these dirty one-roomed
places shelves are fixed for the use of
travellers, who come in late at night
to slesp in their clothes and depart
next morning with their baskets.

BARGAIN BEFOREHAND.

People who can afford to drive never
walk, and if you tak:2 your ‘constitu-
tional” eon foot gou are considered very
poor: but two-horse vehicles are cheap
if you barter with your driver before-
hand; if not, he, like the hamal, is at
liverty to extort any amount al the
end of your journey. 'The -carriage
humps and rattles over the breken
roads, swaying behind tha horses’ hecls |
like a pendulum. First one footkoard,
then another, strikes and grazes the
stones; you grip the sidas, and have
r.ot strength enovugh left to tell the fiend
to stop; for the momenrt you are en-
tirely in his hanas; though you expect
every minute to be out of his carriage.
The driver is master of the streets. He
shouts peremptorily: “Destur! Destur!
Destur!” {(Get out! eGt <ut! Get out!”)
as he dashes madly round corners and
aown steep hills, stopping for none,
and every time thz vehicle lurches you
think it will run into an>iher or kill
one of the unfortunate crowd that
scatters to right and left.

But al! these things wnich make the
streets of Constantinople dangsrous,
filthy in winter, foul with odors and
swarming with flies in summer are
threatened by the Ottoman “Committee
of Union and Progress,” and -ve may
yet see the great Turkish capital pav-
ed, cleaned and well lighted, with elec~
tric tramways and motor cars scatter-
ing beggars and dogs. Then Constan-
tinople, occupying its superb position,
will take its place among the capitals
of the worla, E. M. M.

GEM USED AS MISSILE
T0 SCARE STRAY D063

Blue Topaz Admired by Queen Once Lying
Around™Tn Minei’s Camp.

LONDON, Jan. 14. — A magnificent
crystal, which, it is clalmed, is the
largest blue topaz of the last century,
is offered for sale at the price of $1,000,
at the Queensland government office in
the Strand, where a collection of an-
tipodean products, which were display-
ed at the Franco-British Exhibition, is
on view.

The queen took a special interest in
the stone when her majesty visited the
exhibition, and observed to one of the
officials: “What a beautiful thing it
is! It is like a drop of limpld sea
water.” The stone is a true sea-blue
color.

Major J. R. Sankey, who is in charge
of the Strand exhibition, told yester-
day the romantic history of the stone.

“It was discovered by Professor
Skertchley, the eminent geologist,”
said Major Sankey. ‘“The professor,
while journeying in North Queensland,
happened one day on a miner’s camp
after a long and weary tramp. Enter-
ing a hut for his rest and refreshment,
while chatting with his mining host,
his eyes fell on the crystal where it
lay, near to thiand, on a chest.

‘“He remarked on its beauty, and
was surprised when the miner told him
the stone lay there to be used as a
missile in case a dog should come in
after the meat.

“Seeing that the professor thought
something of the stone, the miner
lapghingly told him he could put it
into his pocket for all fie cared. So
Professor Skertchley took the stona
away to Brisbane, wkere he had it cut
down into the gem as seen at present.

“The miner’s missle once came very
near to being the prized possession of
the king, and perhaps of figuring pro-
minently among the crown jewels. A
little while before the date fixed for
the coronation, his majesty, hearing of
the professor’s blue topaz, appointed a
day when he might inspect it, with a
view to its purchase.

Such people may
go around without having knowledge
of their condition and their homicidal
mania may develop at any time.

“Those in charge of the affairs should
see that epileptics such as the prisoner
should be subject to imprisonment for
life or until such time as medical sci-
ence will have discovered a remedy,
vhich has not yet heen done.”

At the morning session of the
Brunswick fruit growers “Association,
John Gilman, of Kingsclear,
paper on “The (Cultivation and Mark-
eting of Small Fruits.” Mr. Gilman,
being one of the meost successful fruit
growers of the province, was able to
give the meeting much valuable infor-
mation.

Prof. ‘Macoun, of Ottawa, led in a
brief discussion of the paper, and also
i2ave some advice in regard to the
jurging of ruits. Several members
complained of poor quality of stock
used by St. John manufacturers for ap-
ple barrels, and the secretary was in-
structed to communicate with them
with a view to having an improve-
ment next season. The barrels are of
soft wood and are supplied at a cost
of twenty-four cents each, which is re-
garded as very reasonable. Prof.
Macoun will judge the fruit exhibit
and make his report this afternoon.
There are twenty-six varietles of ap-
ples shown, including McIntosh eRd,
Bishop Pippin, Alexanders, Wealthy,
Mamuese, Russet, Peewaukee, Graven-
steing, Canada, Baldwin, Milwoaukee,
St. Lafrence, Northern Spy, Wolf
River, and Ben Davis.

Toronto  Globe Sends -a Man
fo Ker iime Provinces

For the Purpose of Learning Wnat the
People‘ Here Think of the Suggested
Sale or Lease of the Road.

Mr. C. S. Blue parliamentary repre-
sentative ‘of the Toronto Globe, is in
the city in the interests of his paper,
endeavoring to sound public opinion
with regard to the suggested change in
the management of the Intercolonial.

Mr. Blue has been over most of the
1. C. R. system, stopping at Halifax,
New Glasgow, Moncton and a number
of other towns where he has seen
many of the leading men. It is his i
! tention, on returning to Toronto, to
| prepare a series of articles dealing
with the question frem the maritime
standpoint as he has found it.

In conversation with the Star to-
day Mr. Blue drew attention to sever-
al points which he has found seemed
to stand out quite prominently in
congideration of this proposition. One
is that while in some parts of the west
there is a tendency to look upon the
I. C. R. as a purely local road and to
{ consider the canal system as a na-
tional institution, Marfitime people 10
not make just the same. distinction.
They take a broader view and regard
the railway as a link in ‘the great
| transcontinental system, as a bond of
Confederation, and as of national im-
portance. The feeling is that the 1. C.
R. is an institution of value to the
whole country and should be generally
regarded in this light.

Keeping this in mind Mr. Blue has
been impressed wth the sentiment that
a transfer of the railroad from the
possession of the government would
not be a popular move. He is led to
believe that Maritime people recognize
that something must be done, that the
railway cannot go on losing monzy
year after year, with an occasional
surplus, and that for successful man-
agement it must be remcved from pol-
itical influence. Yet such a removal, e
is argued, does not necessanily mean a
sale or lease

The plan favored by many to whom
Mr. Blue has talked,is of management
by an independent commission which
would be given a free hand, and en-
abled to conduct all affairs as system-~
atically and carefully as those of pri-
vate business concerns are conducted.
If this commission scheme were adopt-
ed, say for a pemiod of five years, and
if at the end of that time, it were
| found not to be a success, then the
argument in favor of a lease would be
of greater wcght, ;

Mr. Blue has not found many people
in favor of a transfer of the I. C. R.
to any of the other great railway coin-
panies. As regards a lease or sale to
a private syndicate, he thad under-
stood that while in the Maritime Pro-
vinces there fis a feeling of pride that
such an important operation is project-
ed, still the fear is expressed that if
this were done the rallway might be-
come more of a local line and less of
a transcontinental link, and that the
larger companies would make it their
business to squeeze out tHe holding
syndicate, in order to secure the line
for themselves.

Mr. Blue has had considerable experi-
ence in dealing with matters of nation-
al importance, and his articles on the
Intercolonial will be awaited with wide
interest.
