Chicago, Ill, May 27.—How a beau-
tiful girl, fresh from 19 years of the
sequestered life of a Canadian cone
vent school, was lured to Chicago by
false promises and her heroic and
successful struggle against the most
subtle efforts to induce her to lead a
life of shame, have been told to mun-
icipal Judge Walter, and Mrs. Sophion-
ia Lebeau, of 2002 Wabash avenue,
has been arrested in consequence.

When promises of luxury failed in
their purposes, the girl was forced to
do menial tasks in an effort to break
her determination, but this slavery
was as futile as the other methods.
Finally escaping from the woman who
held her prisoner, she found & refuge
in the residence of sympathetic peo-
ple who aided her finally in causing
the arrest of the Lebean woman. This
was not done, however, until the girl,
friendless here, had pawned all her
good clothing, and then pennliess, had
become ill from starvation.

She had until then kept from her
landlady all knowledge of the straits
she was in. =

golely from lack of food and got from
her the story of what she had under-
gone, He notified the authorities, and
the arrest of Mrs. Lebeau followed.

Government Engineer .To Re-
port On Feasibility Of 3,000
Mile Route To Atlantic
Ocean—Explorer’s Dream.

the Rockies to Atlantic tide water
will be taken by the Canadian gov-
ernment this summer. Five survey
parties are being sént out to report
on the Edmonton to Winnipeg sec-
tion of this projected three th
mile stretch of inland waterway.

The route is the North Saskatche-
wan River about eight hundred miles
from Edmonton to Lake Winnipeg,
thence down Lake Winnipeg to the
mouth of the Red River, which is
navigable to Winnipeg. The North
Saskatchewan now is navigable from
Edmonton to Lake Winnipeg and it
ie asserted that a waterway for
steamers or grain barges drawing
eight feet of water could be provided
by the building of comparatively few
locks and without any very portentous
outlay of public money.

By those who have studied the ques-
tion it is asserted that the water
route is quite as feasible as the pre-
sent Mississippi route from St. Louis
to New Orleans. Its potentialities for
grain and freight carrying purposes
through the great Saskatchewan valley
wheat belt have impressed Sir Wil
frid Laurier and his colleagues in the
Government strongly. The survey par-
ties will make their report to the Gov-
ernment next fall.

The eastern links of this project are
the proposed canal by way of Rainy
river and lake and copnecting water-
ways with Lake Superior to Lake Win.
nepeg, and the half million dollar
Georgian bay canal by way of Ottawa
river, with terminus at Montreal. It

Ottawa, May 27.—The French Lib-
eral organization of Quebec has is-
sued a pamphlet of 148 pages in de-
fence of the government’s naval meas-
ure. It is very evidently designed to
offset the campaign against it by
Monk, Bourassi and Lavergne. It is
a remarkable combination of appeal
to Canadian sentiment as it exists in
Quebec and also to the knowledge
which the French Canadians have of
the liberties, civil and religious, grant-
ed to them by Great Britain. The al-
leged conspiracy between Earl Grey,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and R. L. Borden
is laughed out of court.

A significant statement is that a
plebiscite was impossible because it
would probably have placed Quebec
in antagonism to the rest of the Do-
minion.

OF PHTHISIS
BACILLI DEAD

Prof. Robert Koch Passed
Away At Baden-Baden From
Disease Of The Heart—
Renowned Specialist. i

CREATED NEW ERA IN
MEDICAL STUDY

Baden-Baden, May 27.—Professon
Robert Koch, the famous bacterio
logist died here today from a disease
of the heart. He was born at Klauss
thal, Hanover, Dec. 11, 1843,

Prof, Koch became distinguished as
an investigator of micro-organisms,
but probably gained most renown as
the discoverer of the bactlli of tuber-
culosis and cholera. He was graduats
in 1866 from the University of Get-
tengen and while a practicioner
at Walstern began his research-
es in bacteriology. His first
writings, covering investigations of
anthrax and actiology of traumatic
infective diseases marked an époch
in medicine gnd placed bacteriology
on a scientific basis,

It was in 1890 at the meeting of
the International Medical Congress
that Prof. Koch announced the dis-
covery of a specific for tuberculosis,
but while his announcement created
a sensation, the medical profession

erally acecpted it and subsequent
experiments did not fully substantiate
the claims of Koch in this direction,

Prof. Koch received decorations
from the German and French governs
ments for his discoveries.

Dr. Robert Koch was
Klausthal, Hanover, on Dec. 11th,
1843, and received his education at
Gottingen. He was appointed a mem-
ber of the Imperial Board of Health in
1880, Privy Councillor and also directs
or of German Cholera Commission in
1883. In 1885 he was chosen Profes.
sor of Berlin University and Directs
or of the Institute of Hygiene. He
was also director of the New Insti-
tute for: Infectious Diseases. He
made his famous discovery of phthisis
bacilli in 1880,

American Crook Back To His
Home Jail After Nine Years
Spent Abroad, Mostly In
Prisons.

New York, May 27.—Frank Matusek
who was a cabin passenger
aboard the Cunarder Carmania, In
yesterday from Liverpool, started for
St. Louis yesterday to serve twelve
years in prison for picking the pocket
of a man in the Merchants Bank
there nine years ago. The-detectives
wlio accompanied him, John M. Shea
and John P. Hannigan of the St.
Louis police department, did not tell
his fellow passengers who he was,
but they kept him under constant sur-
veillance, as they feared he might
resort to even the wild device of leap~
ing wverboard with a life buoy and
take a chance of being vicked up.

This fesr was inspired by the recks
less jump of Matusek nine years ago
from a train that was taking him sond
a fellow prisorer toc whom he was
shackled from St. Louis prison at
Jefferson City. He was permitted to
go to the end of the car to get a
drink. The pair dropped out cf &
window, escaped into a clump of
woodg, and although badly bruised
got rid of their irons. Matusek made
his way to this city and took passage
aboard the Anchor liner Ethiopia,
landing in Glasgow. The other prisons
er was captured. . The St. Louis de-
tectives said yesterday that Matusek
would not get a ghost of a show at
jumping from the express which will
land him in St. Le

Since the young man went away he
has spent most of his time in prison.
He is about 32 now and since he was
14 he has been trying to earn a living
by picking pockets. He began in hia
native city Chicago. His identification
in England, where he was arrested
early in the year for robbery, was due
to his thumb print, which had been
taken in St. Louis and sent to Scots
land Yard.

Matusek told the reporters who talks
ed'with him aboard the Carmania that
when he reached England he followed
the races six months and then went
back to picking pockets. In Germany
he was sentenced to five years solitary,
confinement, with meat only fougp7imes
a year, for taking about $4000 from
the pocket of a merchant. He says
he would have been willing to exs
change 12 years here for the 5. He
also spent a short term in a French
prison, where he says he was well
treated. English prisons he does not
approve of. When ht was last at liber-
ty in England he married an Irish
girl, who stuck to him after his are
rest, was at the station to see him
leave for America and declared that
she wounld come over to him on his
release.

Lisbon, May 25~—Through the con-
fessions of an anarchist, named Ram-
feres, one of the couspirators in the
assassination of February, 1908, of
King Carlos, and Crown Prince Lauls,
of Portugal, the identity of 1146 oth-
of &onspirators in this crime has
been revealed. Ramieres says the
leaders in this plot are still in com-
munication with each other, their ul-
timate aim being the assassination of
King Manuel, who was under a speci-
al guard during his attendance at the
funeral of the late King Edward. The
confession shows that the plot was
even more widespread than the police
suspected, and that 16 prominent poli-
ticlans, several of whom are still act-
ive in Government affairs, were in-
volved. The authorities expect to fm-
plicate at least four thousand persons
and are now engaged in obtaining evi-
dence for the extradition from New
York, London, Paris and Rio Janeiro
of the leaders of the regicide band.

NEXANDER'S
JOURREY'S EXD

Noted British Explorer “Mur-
dered In Africa—Won Many
Military And Geographical
Honors In Dark Continent.

London, May 26.—Word has reach-
ed the Foreign Office of the murder
by natives of Capt, Boyd Alexander,
the traveller and explorer and natural-
ist, near Wadai in the French Congo.
No details accompanied the informa-
tion.

Capt. Boyd Alexander, F. R. G. 8,
F. Z. 8., was the oldest son- of Lieut.-
Col. Boyd Francis Alexander of the
Rifie Brigade, who served in the
Crimean campaign of 1854 and in the
Indian Mutiny, taking part in the bat-
tle of Cawnpore, the seige of Luck-
now, the Oudh campaign and the ac-
tion at Nawabgunge and being twice
wounded while commanding the
storming party in the attack on Fort
Birwah,

Capt. Alexander was the oldest of
three sons. He was born in 1873 and
was educated at Radley College. He
entered the Seventh, or Militia, Bat-
talion of the Rifle Brigade in 1893
and became captain in 1898, after his
return frem the Cape de Verde Is-
lands, to which he had led a scientific
expedition. In 1898 and 1899 he was
the leader of another expedition
which explored the Zambesi River.
Then he was appointed to the Gold
Coast constabulary. In this service
he took part in the relief ef Coomas-
gle in 1900 and two years later re-
ceived a medal with clasp and was

inted to a jssion in the
regular Rifle Brigade.

In 1904 he returned to the fleld of
exploration and led a scientific' expedi-
tion to Fernando Po. This expedition
succeeded in ascending Mount St.
Isabel and discovered many mnew

birds.

The following three years Capt.
Alexander spent with the Alexander-
Gosling expedition, which crossed Af-
rica from the Niger to the Nile. He
was the sole survivor of the three
principal leaders of this expedition.
After the death of Capt. Gosling at
Niang: Capt. Al der continued
the work of exploring the upper basin
of the Welle and ascended the Ki-
ball. In this region he found seams
of magnetic iron ore. He then led the
expedition northward and crossed the
Congo-Nile watershed to the Yei, de-
termining the character of the river
and finding that although the upper
courses of the river are much ob-
structed by rapids there is a fine open
river for a hundred miles below Av-
urra.

LITTLE DAVID
AND THE LORDS

Youthful/ Heir to the Throne
Has Perfect Right to Vote
in Venerable Body --- Will
Not Do So.

As an illustration of the absurdity
of some of the privileges which per-
tain to certain titles in the Old Land,
nothing could be more conviicing
than the comnsideration of one pos-
sessed by the Duke eof Cornwall
The title belongs to the heir spparent
to the British throme when such heir
is the son of the reigning monarch.
Were he the grandson, or otherwise
related, the duchy and its revenues
would revert to the Crown. But the
peculiar feature of the case is this,
that no Duke of Cornwall is con-
sidered a minor. He has by statute,
all the rights of one who has attain-
ed manhood, even though he be a
babe in swaddling clothes. The late
King, for instance, had the right to
vote in the House of Lords before he
could walk, as he became DPuke of
Cornwall by reason of his mother
being upon the throne. Indeed, he
was theoretically “of age” and the
administrator of the duchy when an
fnfant, and a special act of Parlia-
ment had to be passed to vest these
powers in his mother until he became
twenty-one.

“Little David,” as the present Duke
of Cornwall, Albert Edward, is gen-
erally called, has already the right
to vote in the House of Lords, though
he is but sixteen years of age. That
he will do so is improbable. Like his
grandfather, he will probably abstain
from voting until he is twenty-one.
As a matter of practice, the heir-ap-
parent seldom veotes on a contentious
question, the one occasion upon which
King Edward, when Duke of Corn-
wall, departed from this course be-
ing when he pronounced in favor of
the deceased Wife's Sister bill. Bat
while Little David may not enter the
Lords until he is twenty-ome, and
will doubtless sit upon one of the
stain from voting even then, he ac-
tually possesses the power to vote
now, a privilege all the more absurd
when it is remembered that it would
be as surely ‘his if he were six instead
of sixteen,

COUNTESS WS
FOUND GULTY

Tarnovsky and Two Accom-
plices Convicted of the Mur-

der of Her Husband--Only

Maid Acquitted.

ety

Venice, May 24.—The trial of the
Countess Tarnovsky, Dr. Naumoff,
Lawyer Prilukoff, and the Countess
maid, Elise Perrier, all accused of
complicity in the murder of Count
Kamarowsky has ended in the con-

viction of the three first named. The
maid was acquitted.

The jury found that Naumoff and
Countess Tarnovsky were not- fully
responsible for their acts.
gentenced to thrée and -eight years’
imprisonment, respectively. Prilukoff
was sentenced to ten years' imprison-
ment,

For nearly 100 days the Tribunal of
St. Mark has been witnessing this re
markable trial. Persons of wealth
and leisure from all over ltaly, even
from abroad,* have almost dafly
thronged the corridors eof the Assize
Court. Women of the Venetian no-
bility, when denied admittance to the
reserved inclosure, have disguised
themselves as servants, and watched
the proceedings from the public gal
lery.

The Countess Marie Tarnovsky was
of course, the principal defendant
She was accused of cunningly causing
the jealous youth, Nikolas Naumoft,
to journey from Vienna to Venice and

kill the Count. The Moscow lawyer,
Prilukoff, cognizant of Naumoff's
errand and the motive behind it, fol-

lowed the youth with the intention
of preventing the crime—according
to his own statement—or of dispatch-

ing the murderer after hé had slain
the Count—according to indictment.

Both Naumoff and Prilukeff charged
that it was the Countess who had

conceived the whole plot, that she had
made similar plots before, and had
promised each man that she would
be his as soon as Count Kamarovsky
had been put out of the way. Both
had deserted home and family for her.

In suppert of their testimony the
past life of the Countess was shown,
She is 30 years of age and the de-
scendant’ of the Irish family of
O'Rourke. Her father is Count
Ourik, a wealthy Privy Councillor of
Kieff, Twelve years ago she married
Count Tarnavsky. They had three
children. She was not happy with
her husband, and showed affection for
a young officer whom the husband

shot. The husband was tried and ac-
quitted, and got a divorce. It was
during the divorce proceedings that

she met Prilukoff,

1t was charged by the prosecution
that the Countess had a mania for
making men love her and then turn-
ing them again¥t one another. It was
shown that he had repeatedly em-
braced Count Kamarovsky befor«
young Naumoff, and had shown the
latter letters,

some of which were
forth this conundrum: “Why am 1
like Theodore Roosevelt whenever 1
come into this office? Because 1 am
dee-lighted.” The tendency in wuf-

pany, Limited.” This agreement transfers to the com:
pany from the city all the electric lighting and gas light.
ing plant, and authorizes the company to sell light and
power, and to establish a street railway system. The
company agrees to supply eleotrie lights for public and
private use, to provide the street railway and to bring
natural gas into the city for light and power purposes.

This contract is the result of the discovery in Al
bert county, within a few miles of Moncton, of natural gas
in quantities sufficient, as it is belleved, to supply all
the requirements for all these purposes. Natural gas
will be supplied to those who need it for light, heat and
power. It will be changed into electricity for the other
purposes. The contracting company is the corporation
or is controlled by the corporation which owns the gas
wells.

The agreement contains some features which may
excite the envy of St. John. It reduces the cost of
street lighting. It reduces the price of electric light
for private use from twelve cents to eleven cents per
kilowatt hour. It provides that the company shall fur:
nish natural gas for light and heat to Moncton custom-
ers at not more than fifty cents per thousand, while the
price of gas for power purposes must not exceed forty
cents. These rates, especially those for natural gas,
seem rather attractive.

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WM«I dress on TlleSigns of the Times| “
in Keith’s Assembly Rooms Last Evening---Full

of Humor and Inspiring Optimism—--An Flo-|3:

. Rev. R. E, Knowles,- who spoke on
The Signs of the Times, before a large
meeting held in Keith's Assembly
rooms last evening, under the aus-
pices of the Women's Canadian club,
carried 'his audience by storm. His
address was a powerful appeal for the
development of the spirit of humani-
tarism, and a greater appreciation of
art and the finer qualities of mentf
lr:\fent in our national and everyday

e,

Being an Irishman, Mr. Knowles
has the Celtic command of vivid and
pleturesque language, and his address
was llluminated by flashes of humor
and made memorable by its filghts of
eloquence. But it was chiefly remark-
able for what it suggested—Iits shrewd
rapler like thrusts at hoary traditions
and its inspiring optimism,

Mrs. E. A, Smith, who presided, in-
troduced the speaker in a character-
istic manner, declaring that Mr.
Kunowles was one of the bright partic-
ular stars in the Canadian literary
firmament and revealing a number of
secrets of his private lfe—among
others that he was an Irishman.

In accepting the compliment from
the chair, Mr: Knowles on rising made
? h‘appy quotation from “Mgud Mul-
o :

“Thanks,” said the judge, “a sweet-

er draught
Fromda fairer hand was mever quaff-
ed.”

He was, he said, struck with the
youthful appearance of the audience,
especlally of the ladies. He under-
stood people kept better down here by
the sea. Somebody had sald St. John
was always kept in cold storage.

Turning to his subject Mr. Knowles
said it was a difficult matter to see
aright the signs of the times—much
less to imterrupt them, Many people
had seen Halley's comet, but had
never really seen the sun. Some peo-
ple divided the times into two classes
~—~hard times and good times. To
such people much depended on the
mood of the wife. ’

Broad Views Needed.

As Canadians we have need to take
a broad view of the times, and ob-
serve more closely developments in
other countries. People needed to
travel more and come in contact with
others. A drawback with the Ameri-
cans was that they devoted too much
time to their own country and did not
take heed to what was going on in
the world. Canadian also sheuld look
abroad to see the signs of the times.

One of the charactefstics of the
times was the tendency to hero wor-
ship. Roosevelt with his meteoric
flight through Europe might be com-
pared with Halley’s comet but he still
stood as an {llustration of the fact
that the people usually honored a
good man., Carlyle was a great hero
worshipper, but his greatest hero was
his father Not many men could see
the greatness of a simple mason, or
the men they met évery day

The fact that a nation honored great
men indicated that the people of the
nation were potentially great them-
selves, King Edward ruled by the
power of a great personality and the
hero worship with which he was re-
garded was an encouraging feature of
the time.

It has been sald that this was an
age of commercialism, of the corona-
tion of the mighty dollar. And doubt-
less there was need of giving greater
attention to the care of the individual.
The téndency of the age was to exalt
the corporation at the expense of in.
dividual,

Roosevelt’s great work had bean
directed to the slaying of the dragon
that sought to enslave the individual
especially the children toiling in fac
tories. That a man of his type com-
manded the homage of the world,
surely signified much. to the people
who have faith in the democracy,

Tory and Grit.

The speaker said he was a party
man, but he thought it was an en-
couraging sign that the hands of
partylsm were being loosed. As a

preacher, he said amid much laugh-
ter, he had learned to distinguish a
man's party affiliations by keeping
a close wateh when the collection
plate was passed. A man who put
in & battered copper was sure to be
a tory, - But the man who put in noth-
ing and lookeéd as if he wanted to
take something out—he was bound to
be a grit.

But happily men were giving more
consideration ' to the personal equa-
tion, than to party platitudes. He
had proved his belief in parties by
voting for the both of them.

As regards religion there was a
growing lberality. At one time he
thought nobody could be religious un-
less they stood apart, and looked pale.
But today the church was trying to
teach that lov® was religious, and life
and all its higher activities also.

The mission of Canada was to stand
for the spirit of humanity, A peculiar
thing was that the Canadian language
was the only language that had a
human -accent,  The speech of all
other English speaking races always
had some accent that suggested some-
thing besides the sense of our com-
mon humanity, - Caradians had made
the human elément their ideal, and
it was true that the greatness of any
people much depend upon their abil-
ity to strike the human note.

The world is growing in the recog-
nition of the eommon humanity, bind-
ing the high and low. The basic root
of socialism is sound. It represented
the protest of the human heart
against thewwunhappy conditions im-
posed upon the toilers by combina-
tions of untoward circumstances. In
Britain they were already revising
the question of aristocracy. The
whole intelligent world is yecon-
structing its conception of what
should constitute an aristocracy.

Claims of Reality,

There s 'a dawning consciousness
that the only dalaims that can com-
mand uniyersal homage are the
claims of reality. The richest man
in the world would bow in homage
to Burns, the penniless ploughboy,
who filled the world with song.
Many men standing high in the honor
of the world were without adventi-
tious advantages, or the tinsel drap-
eries of the. aristocracy of birth,

Canada may dream a dream, and for-
bode a destiny, the most sanguine,
Like a malden she is still unconscious
of the glory of the womanhood that
will be hers. She is not hampered By
the evils of traditionalism that cramps
the nations of Burope,

Canada may develop an aristrocracy,
but it will be’ foupded on brains and
character.

One lack In the national life of Can-
ada was the want of sentiment, of
artistic sensibility. We had million-
aires who give money to colleges and
libraries, but the men who give ideas,
or something that touches the finer
and more delicate side of life, are
greater public benefactors. The art
impulse was manifesting at the pre-
sent time in many ways. Even the
churches were recognizing that God
loved beauty or He would not have
made everything so beautiful.

An Earlier Awakening.

In the east there has been an early
awakening to the necessity of beauty
ia our national life. In Ephesus they
had a race of torchbearers where the
winner was the man who arrived at
the goal with his torch burning bright
1y. Too many nations and men in the
swift race of existence reached their
goal only to find that their torch had

gone uot. Canada had now joimed in
the race of the nations, but the east
with its finer appreciations, could be

trusted to keep the torch of art and
all the finer things that make for na-
tional greatness burning brightly.
At the conclusion of the address
Miles E. Agar, president of the Canadi-
an Club, Mavor Frink, Judge Me-
Keown and Hon. C. N. Skinner, deliv-
ered short speeches expressing their
appreciation of the lecturer's message.

The High Cost of Living.

Jim Hill's explanation of the high
cost of living~that it is due to the
cost of high living—is possibly as ori-
ginal as sin. But it does not vouch-
safe any great amount of light to most
people. The mentors of the age do
not hide their light under a bushel.
But the trouble seems to be that,
though we live in an age of electricity
most of us are merely provided with
rush-lights, which only suffice to il-
luminate a bushed measure, anyway
Jim Hill’s explanation Is on a par with
that of the Massachusetts commission
at least from the view point of the
plain people, Most of us have not been
able to make satisfactory connections
with the price of the high cost of liv-
ing; most of us have not observed
any noticabke Increase in our supply of
gold.

But no doubt, if he were so minded
Jim Hill could throw an interesting
light upon some of the reasons why
the people find the purchasing power
of their hard-earned shekels decreas-
ing. In his day he has shown a capac-
ity for melon grabbing, perhaps only
second to that of Harriman. It has
been shown pretty clearly that he has
managed to inject into the capitali-
zation of railways under his control,
handy upon half a billion dollars of
water, which is to say, he and his as-
sociates including our own patriarchs
Lord Strathcona and Lord Mount
Stephen, have usurped the power of
taxing the people to the tune of some-
thing like $20,000,000 a year. And yet
this melon grabber, who has done so
much to increase the frenzy of fren-
zied finance and corrupt the railway
administration of the United States,
sets up as a prophet of the simple life
and has been telling the workingmen
of the United States that they must
learn' to be content with a lower
standard of living in order that Ameri-
can products ‘may be sold more cheap-
ly in the markets of the world: as if
the purpose and mission of this con-
tinent was not to provide a decent

livelihood for its people, but to furnish

other countries with cheap foodstuffs
and manufac es and incidentally
provide dividen on water stocks is-
sued by men of Mr. Hill’'s calibre,

Farming in the Provinces.

The Sackville Town Council is tak-
ing steps to locute experienced dairy
farmers in the vicinity of the town.
Posgibly the dairy farmers from the
Al country would be able to teach

the natives a few things, Agricultural
authorities claim that the farmers
of the Maritime Provinces know more

a‘houl sawing wood than raising cat-
tle.

The dairy cows of these provinces
yield about $10.000,000 worth of milk
every year. Prof. Cummings of the
Truro Agricultural College declares
that it would be an easy matter to
increase the dairy output at least
eight times, if proper attention was

given to breeding and feeding. It may |
be added that Prof. Cummings is of |

the opinion that farming possibilities
in these provinces are as good as
those of any other part of Canada.

He points out that at the Experimen
tal Farm in Truro a yield of 1000
bushels of turnips per aere has been
secured, whereas in  Ontario the

record is only 800,
Purchasing Power of Money,
Dominion government, statistics are

probably entitled to a grain. of salt.!
At the same time it is interesting to|

analyze the statistics compiled ap-
parently with the object of shawing
how the people have prospered. Ac-
cording to the government's figures
the average vearly wage of the in-
dustrial worker of Canada in 1896 was
$283. In 1905 it was $371. Money
wages had therefore risen 31 pe}'
cent.

In the same period the world's gold
supply was increased 50 per cent. If
the conclusion of the Massachusetts
Commission is correct, that means it
required $15 in 1905 to purchase what
$10 purchased in 1896. In 1905 the
industrial workers were, therefore,
somewhat worse off than in 1896.

Miss Pickett was a graduate of the

for many years superintendent of the
nursing staff at Newport Hospital,
Some years ago she resigned this po-
sition to assist her father in his de-
clining  years. After his death she
volunteered to.Bishop Richardson as
a Diocesan nurse as a memorial to
her father, and the David Wetmore
Pickett memorial was Instituted with
herself as the first nurse, and to as-
gist cases of illness in clergymen’'s
homes. in which work he had been
very happy.

The funeral will be held at 11 a. m.
on Monday on arrival of the boats from
St. John and up river, from her late
residence to the Parish church, giv-
ing those who attend an opportunity
of returning by the afternoon boats.

Fully 200,000 persons
may be admitted and 37,000 may be
seated in the hugh grand stands on
the west side of the elipse and in
the bleachers at the north and south-
west eurves,

From the elevated grand stands is
had an unobstructed view of the.en-
tire course. This is possible by a
saucer elevation of 30 degrees on the
curves. As the track is surrounded
by a three-foot concrete wall, and this
year will be free of dust, the position
of any car may be seen at any stage
of the race,

It is a curious thing, as noticed fre-

quently by the writer, that this gener«
al fear on the part of other animals
of the warning rattle of the rattle-
snake is instinctively taken advantage
of by many harmless snakes. In
Florida and Mississippi travellers
have been made most uncomfortable
for brief periods by the rapid tattoo
on dead leaves of the tails of black
snakes and several kinds of harmless
garter snakes in their imitation of the
lookout signal of the rattler,

Strychnine is probably the only

positive antidote for a big injection
of rattlesnake toxin, a bite or rather
stroke such as a four foot snake
would inflict on a fleshy part of the
body, as the calf or thigh. For such
a bite, carrying as it does half a tea-
spoonful or more of venom deep into
the flesh, all ordinary cures are una-
vailing. Hypodermically injected,
however, in sufficient quantities sure-
ly to kill the patient were he not suffer
ing from the snake poison, strychnine
is a certain counteractant. The great-
est danger is sald to be in adminis-
tering too little strychnine. .

As a matter of fact but few even

of skilled physicians have enough
knowledge of the subject to be able
to act with any assurance in adminis-
tering strychnine in such cases. That
rattlesnake polson and strychnine are
exact opposites has been shown by ex.

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Striking Contrast_to

London, May 27.—Among the many
tributes that have been paid by for-
elgn nations to the memory of the
laté King Edward during the fortnight
that has eldpsed since his death there
is nome, probibly, that has appealed
80 strongly to his sorrowing country-
men @as the wellnigh universal admis-
slon of the press abroad that his im-
portance and power as a factor in be-
half of the maintenance of the peace
of the world were due to the belief
that he was a man of his word.

This. unfortunately, cannot be said
of every sovereign. Some of them,
though . the -véry soul of honor in pri-
vate matters, allow themselves to be
driven by their ministers and by what
they are given to understand are po-
litical necessities to violate pledges
that they have given from the throne,
Others again, hold that there is no
relation  whatsoever between official
and private promises, and that while
the latter should be observed the form-
er;are of no more value than the
obligations to pay a tailor's bill.
Then, again, there are rulers who are
as unprincipled in public as in private
life, and who have no conception
whatsoever of the real meaning of the
honor. :

It was the fact that his brother
emperors and kings and their leading
statesmen were so assured that while
they might fear Edward the Vil's dip
lomacy they could absolutely rely on
his word, and that he would never
perpetrate in his official relations with
them anything of which he would be
ashamed a8 an ordinary English gentle
man, that endowed him with so much
influence in international affairs. This
universal. belief in his honor was an
asget of inestimable value to his peo-
ple, and one which his son and succes-
sor, King George, may be relied upon
to maintain intact,

If this particular tribute to Edward
VII. has appealed to me more strongly
perhaps than all the columns that have
been printed about his career as heir
apparent, and his reign as King, it is
because it recalls to mind a display of
anger and a pasionate outburst of
temper on his part which I witnessed
and which I have never forgotten.
It occurred at Paris,and was occasion-
ed by the breach of faith of the
Beaconsfield administration toward
the other great powers of the Berlin
Congress in connection with Gréat
Britain's acquisition of Cyprus.

Attitudé of the Prince.

When this secret agreement between
England and  Turkey first became
known it ‘aroused great popular indig-
nation in France, where it was rightly
denounced as a most discreditable
plece of sharp practice on the part of
“perfide Albion.” The Prince of
Waleg had been up till that moment
the most popular figure in France of
all the galaxy of royalty that visited
Paris in that memorable year, and
complained bitterly not only of the
false position which he had been placed
by the government, but also that all
that he had accomplished toward estab
lishing  closer relations between the
two nations had been undone by this
Cyprus convention, and insisted that
the entente cordiale with France was
of much greater value than an island
which has never proved of any use to
England since. ¥

It was in discussing the matter in
my hearing that he gave expression
in very vigorous language to the opin-
fon that “honorable dealing was quite
as necessary in international politics
as on the turf and in soclal life.”

Gambetta was at the. time, as chair-
man of the budget committee of the
Chamber of Deputies, the most power-
ful man and the virtual dictator of
France; all the more powerful for re-
maining in the background and wield-
ing his influence in a more or less
occult fashion, as far as the general
public was concerned. It fell to my
lot to convey to the great French
tribune, whom I knew well, some ink-
ling .as to the real sentiments of the
British heir apparent. And while
King Edward never openly disavowed
the action of his mother’s constitution-
al advisers about Cyprus, yet Gam-
betta undoubtedly caused the leading
French statesmen of the day to hold
him entirely innocent of any conniv-
ance.

A meeting between the two was ar-
renged. Gaembetta was brought to de-
jeuner with the prince at the Hotel
Bristol, and I may add by way of a
personal touch, that, escorting him to
the hotel, we got him safely up one
staircase to the royal apartment just
as the president of the republic, old
Marshal MacMahon, who execrated
him, and who had been making a call
on the prince,
other staiccase, It was that dejeuner
in the sumunser of 1878, at the Hotel
Bristol, which was the beginning of
the friendship of the two men. They
parted quite delighted with each
other at 'its close, each surprised to
find the other so agreeable and “sym-
pathigue,” and afterward, whenever
the prince came to Paris, he never
neglected to see his friend Gambetta,
who for a time went by the nic
of “L'Ami du Prince de Galles.

Why Bismarck Fell.

Another monarch who has a keen
sense of honor is the present Kaiser,
and the principal cause of his break
with Bismarck, and one which has
in connection with that great states-
man’s downfall, was the HEmperor's
discovery that prior to his succession
to the throne, and while the so-called
Three-Emperor Alliance was still in
existence between Germany, Austria
and Russia, the Chancellor had ne-
gotiated a secret convention with Rus-
sia, unknown to Awstria, and which,
it not directly aimed against the lat-
ter, was at any rate extremely injur-
ious to all her interests in the Balkins
and in the southeast of Europe.

The Madrid Negotiations.

These were the culmination of a
particular shameful manoevre on the
part of Queen Louise’'s father, King
Lounis Philippe of France. There was
a considerable amount of rivalry in
those days between France and Eng-
land for predominant influence at
Madrid. Queen Victorla and her con-
sort wished that lIsabella should wed
one of their near kinsmen, a Prince of
the House of Saxe-Coburg, while at
the Tuileries King Louls Philippe was
determined that Isabella should share
the crown of Spain with one of his
own sons. Finally the English gov-
ernment consented to withdraw its
candidate, In the face of the protests
raised by France to the effect that
inasmuch as there wag already one
prince of Saxe-Coburg established at
Lisbon as King Consort of Portugal,
she could not view with equanimity
the prospect of another prince of that
house becoming King Consort of Spain
exacting, however, a pledge from the
court of the Tuileries, and from King
Louis Philippe’s government, that
none of his sons should wed Isabella.

France was apparently satisfied
with this arrangement, and Queen
Isabella was allowed to engage herself
to her cousin, Don Enrique of Bour-
bon, Duke of Sevilla, to whom she was
greatly attached.

Meanwhile, however, King Louis
Philippe was quietly working to cir-
cumvent - his arrangement with Eng-
land. With the connivance of wicked
old Queen Cristina of Spain, who was
the mother of Isabella, he brought
about the breaking off of her engage-
ment to the Duke of Sevilla, and her
loveless marriage, instead, to another
cousin, Don Francis of Bourbon, Duke
of Cadiz, a dwarf in stature and in
intellect; while on the very same day
Isabella’s younger sister, the Infanta
Louise, became the wife of the French
King’s youngest son, the Duc de
Montpensier,

The infamy of these so-called Span-
ish marriages was to be found in the
fact that according to official dis-
patches sent by the various foreign
ambassadors at Madrid to their respec-
tive governments, and since published,
the husband of Queen Isabella was to
be declared to be to such' an extent
an invalid as to be incapable of ever
becoming the father .of children, and
that in view of the thus anticipated
childlessness of Queen Isabella’s mar-
riage her throne would therefore go
to her younger sister, Lonise, and to
the latter's husband, the Duc de
Montpensier,

It is not necessary to refer here to
the fact that in spite of these expec-
tations, Queen Isabella gave birth to
a number of children whom her brother
in-law was wont to insist were illegiti-
mate, but one of whom lived to suc-
ceed to the throne of Spain as Alfonso

One thing at any rate is certain:
that the marriage of Queen Isabella
was extremely unhappy in every par-
ticular, and that many of the trials
and troubles which subsequently fell
to the lot of Spain were the direct
result of this breach of faith on the
part of King Louis Philippe, in which
he deliberately violated his royal word
and sacrificed the happiness of Queen
Isabella and of her fiance, Don Enrique
to the ambition of placing his own
son, the Duc de Montpensier, on the
throne of Spain.

Ferdinand of Bulgaria, is regarded as
a monarch of much astuteness.

That promises have never had any
value in his eyes is shown by the fact
that his reign of a little over twenty
yvears has furnished an almost unin-
terrupted series of broken pledges,
which began when he accepted the
throne of Belgaria within a few hours
only after giving his most solemn
word of honor to Prince Lobanoff, then
Russian Ambassador at Vienna, and
through the prince personally to Em-
peror Alexander III., that he would
under no circumstances do so.
Later he vowed allegiance to the
Sultan, as his suzerain, and even went
so far as to go through the form of
kissing Abdul Hamid's hand at Con-
stantinople, being the first scion of
Christian royalty to accord this act
of homage to a Moslem ruler since
the days when the Saracén emirs ex-
acted it from the Christian princes
whom they had taken prisoners in the
wars of the Crusades. Yet eighteen
months later he formally repudiated
his allegiance to the Porte.

Another Breach of Faith,

Morever, although at the time of
his first marriage he promised, both
in writing and on the Gospels, to his
father-in-law, the late Duke of Parma
and to Leo III. that he would bring
up the children born of the union in
the Roman Catholic faith, yet, for the
purpose of promoting his plans of
converting his principality into a
kingdom, he caused his two boys to
be brought up as adherents of the
Orthodox Greek Rite: '

Rev. T. T. Summerhayes, of Toron-
to. has in his possession a copy of the
Times of Aug. 15, 1821, which chron-
icles an almost forgotten incident in
connection with the funeral of Queen
Caroline, that pathetic figure of mon-
archical history, whose husband, Geo.
IV, had her turned away from the
doors of Westminster on the day of
his coronation. The minist y of the
day refused to allow the funeral pro-
cession to pass through the most im-
pertant part of London, and thg
troops sabred and shot a number of
people who actually did, or in the op-
inion of the military, tried to turn
it in that direction. The editoriak
comment in the Times was as follows:

Our paper of this day contains an
account of the gqueen’s funeral, which
will be read with interest amounting
to horror. The first thing that will
strike every mind is the deep-rooted
affection of the people for their injur-
ed and broken-hearted queen. The con-
duct of the Government will inspire
unmixed disgust, especially if what
their ministerial organ impute to them
be true that they could al-
low Englishmen to be sabred and shot
because they were anxious to show a
greater respect to the memory of
the queen than ministers held consist-
ent with their own bitter hatred of the
illustrious deceased . . The events
of yesterday will become part of his-
tory, and the disgust of the future
chronicle will be checked only by his
incredulity when he has to record
the immense distance betwebn the
people and their rulers: between the
disinterested and constant and invinei-
ble affection of the first, and the low,
subservient, interested malice of the
latter.

The incident forms part of a dis-
creditable chapter in British history.
The Fourth George was anything but
an inspiring figure. Dr. Gardiner re-
marks, in his “Students’ History of
England” that

When George 1V, came to the throne
attention was publicly called to his de-
grading vices. To his wife, who had
been leading an indiscreet and prob-
ably a discreditable life on the contin-
ent, he refused to allow the position
or even the title of Queen. From the
beginning he had treated her shame-
fully, and the pair were
after the birth of an only child, who
died in 1817. 1In 1820, when she re-
turned to meet any charges which
might be brought against her, she
received a most enthusiastic greeting

The
ministers, indeed, introduced into the
House of Lords a bill to dissolve her
marriage and to deprive her of the
title of Queen, but the majority in its
favor was so small that they had to
abandon it.

CHOMS IN 5. A WAR
MEET 1N HOSPITAL

Jas. Morrisey and Wm. Duffy
Recognize One Another Here
Under StrangeCircumstances
--Recollections of Campaign

P

Chums in South Africa where they
both wore the Queen’s umiform and
fought for the Empire, separating
when their regiments were ordered
to different stations, leaving the ser-

vice at different times and both drift-
ing to Canada and to St. John, James
Morrisey and Wm. Duffy met for the

first time since the close of the war
in the general public hospital a few
days ago where both were patients.

Mr. Morrisey was in the hospital
as the result of a relapse after an
injury sustained in India eight or
nine years ago. Mr. Dufty was in-
jured and taken to the hospital from
a vessel in this port. They had last
met at Laing’s Nek in South Africa
during the war. Both were wounded
during the struggle, Dufty during the
ngagement at Magersfontein an
Morrisey at Ladysmith.

Mr. Morrisey was a member of the
Field Artillery and enlisted at Wool-
wich. He served fourteen years in
India and while there met with an
accident while riding from the effects
of which ‘he is now suffering. When
his regiment was drafted to South
Africa during the war he went as
quartermaster sergeant and in this
capacity went through the siege of
Ladysmith,

Talking to a Standard man at the
hospital Mr. Morrisey chatted in an
interesting fashion of the siege. “We
had one big fight,” said he, “and that
was on the second of January. The
Boers got in the trenches and we
had to drive them out. This fight
started at 2 o'clock in the morning
and continned without a let up until
after 4 o'clock in the afternoon.”
Mr. Morrisey was wounded during the
fighting at Ladysmith and also in the
battle of Elandslaagte.

Mr. Duffy, who was in the Garrison
Artillery or heavy brigade was
wounded at Magersfontein. He was
falso in the fight at Nichilson's Nek
when the mules which hauled the
guns were stampeded and the whole
battery was capturéd by the Boers.

After the war both men left the
service and eventually came to Can-
ada. The fact that they met again
in the St. John hospital is .an evi-
dence thyt the world 1s a small place
after all. A

Most of them have mo civic centre
around which to locate thelr public
buildings; few have made adequate
provision for public parks and squares.
