Four Men And Captain’s Wife
Taken From David Faust in
Breeches Buoy Off Maine
Coast.

Rockland, Me, Sept. 4.—Through
bolling seas and in a gale of wind,
which had piled their vessel on Gun-
ning Rock at the entrance of Port
Clyde Harbor, the crew of four men,
together with Mrs. John Keen, wife
of the Captain of the Ellsworth, Me.,
schooner David Faust, were hauled
in the breeches buoy to safety yester-
day by the crew of the Burnt Island
Life Saving station.

Captain Keen and his men arrived
here today reporting that their vesse
will be a total loss. The schooner
was bound from Boston to Stockton.

The David Faust was built in 1854
at Philadelphia. She was of 176
tons net, and 100 feet long, 28 feet in
breadth, and had a depth of hold of
9.5 feet,

The same gale which sent the David
Faust to her doom also threw ashore
the schooner Annie May, Boston for
tockland. The Annie May went
aground on Southern Island, but afte:
being stripped was towed on beam
ends to Tennant's Harbor.

tive where shipments exceed in value |
$100, no matter whether the goods
are dutiable or free. It is a restric-|
tion which has for years been main-
tained by the United States govern-
ment and which will not be affected
one way or another by the adoption
of the reciprocity pact. The Cana-
dian farmer will not be permitted to
trade without restriction in the United
States market. The impediment of
the consular invoice will remain. He
cannot merely load up a wagon or a
car with valuable goods one morning,
calmly drive over the border and sell
there, with no thought of sending to
the nearest United States consular
officer for an invoice.

The charge for that invoice is fixcd
by the United States government at
50. There is no getting agound
this requirement. If a farmer wants
to sell $101 worth of products in the
United States market he must arm
himseld with this invoice before the
shipment is made. Hides have been
on the free list for a long time, but
every shipper of hides from Canada
has to secure a consular invoice just
the same.

There seems to be an impression
among the farmers that reciprocity
will do away with the necessity for
such invoices. Nothing is further
from the facts. The requirement
will remain in force, even if reciprocity
comes into effect, for the agreement
makes no provision whatever for dis-
pensing with this expensive and cum-
bersome practice.

The Canadian shipper will continue
to remain at just so much a disad-
vantage compared with the producer
who desires to ship goods from the
United States into Canada. No such
impediment as that facing Canadian
exporter faces the United States ship-
per of goods into Canada. He is not
required to procure an invoice certi-
ficate from the Canadian trade agents
in the United States. Canada has
no consular service; its corresponding
official in the United States is known
as a trade agent; he is chiefly concern-
ed in furthering immigration into Can-
ada from the United States.
Every shipper of commodities of
whatever nature from Canada will find
reciprocity still subjecting him to the
necessity of securing consular invoices
at $2.50 each. The unrestricted free-

Dr. Daniel, Daniel Mullin, K.
C.,, Coun. Dean and Wilfrid
CamPbell Address Enthusi-
astic Gathering of Electors.
