pany bill, Messrs R. B. Hanson, R.
Max McCarty and F. W, Holt, C. E.,
appeared in the interests of the bill,
while J. Fraser Gregory represented
the lumbermen; J. Hunter White, the
St. John Board of Trade! Messrs, J. J.
F. Winslow and T. C. Allen, the To-
bique Salmon Club; Messrs, Evans
and Galbraith the Lorneville fisher-
men, and ' F. R. Taylor the N, B. Rail-
way Company.
Mr. Holt presented the plan of the
dam which the company proposed to
construct at the foot of the Meductie
Rapids. It would not be more than 25
feet in helght and probably only 20
feet,
J. Fraser Gregory said that such a
dam would interfere with the opera-
tions of the St. John River Log Driv-
ing Company and opposed the bill on
that account,
Mr. White spoke of dams on the St.
Croix and said that a fishway was not
feasible,
Messrs. Evans and Galbraith said
that if the dam were constructed it
would interfere with the fishing of thé
Lorneville fishermen and would prove
injurious to all fishing on the river
and on the bay.
Mr. Allen said that the fisherics
Wwere a very valuable asset and should
be protected. He was familiar with
fishways on many rivers and he k&(\w
of no instance where a fishway ‘was
feasible with a dam as high as 20 feet,
The spawning ground for the fish of
the Bay of Fundy was above the pro-
posed dam and if the fish cannot reach
the sp“fnwning beds it meant inevitable
destruction to this industry,
Mr. Hanson said that he believed
that shad did not go above Frederic-
ton to spawn,
Mr. Allen said that the head waters
of the Tobique River were spawning
grounds of all the fish of the Bay of
Fundy,
Messrs. Taylor and Winslow also
opposed the Dbill.
Mr. Hanson said that no valid ob-
jection . had been presented against
the erection of the dam which should
cause the committée to throw out a
project of such magnitude. The chief
opponent of the bill, on his own testi-
mony, had said that he had opposed
legislation for the development on
the St, John river for 28 years. He
(Hanson) had the unprejudiced state-
ment of Mr. Kilburn that the dam
would not interfere with the transmis-
sion of lumber, but would serve io
assist driving operations. The com-
pany proposed the act to give cheaper
Lpower and that was essential in the
‘development /of the Industries of St.
John. The company was a stable one
and had as its chief financial backer,
Herbert Guernsey, of London, It was
proposed to establish a pulp and pap-
er mill at or near Meductiec Falls
The erection of the dam was feasible
from an engineering standpoint. A
dam 20 feet high would not stop the
natural flow of water and would not
interfere with the rights of lumbermen
or fishermen. He believed it impracti
cable to place a fishway in a dam
feet high, but Mr. Hawkins, an ex
pert, had given his unbiased opinion
that a proper and efficient fishway
could be put ih a dam 25 feet high,
There was no doubt about the Juris-
diction of the legislature to grant thig
legislation and the proposition should
receive fair play from all concerned.
The committee adjourned at 1.20.

Fredericton, April 2-—Mr. Dickson
in his speech in the budget debate in
the Leglslature festerday expressed
his pleasure in having this opportun-
ity to speak on the address, to ex-
press his pleasure at the elevation of
Senator Wood to the Governorship of
the province, He had been person-
ally acquainted with Mr. Wood for a
number of years and he belléved that
he had the respect of the honorable
gentlemen on this side as well as the
honorable gentlemen opposite, and
the people of the province as a whole,
He would also like to congratulate the
mover and seconder of the address.
The mover while young in legislative
experience had been prominently
identified with the political life of St.
John and was one of the ieading mem-
bers of the legal profession. He felt
that his honorable friend would fulfil
his duties with credit to himself and
the constituency he represented, The
Junior member for Charlotte acquit-
ted himself admirably in seconding
the address and the schooling which
he would receive during his first year
in the House would be of great advan-
tage to him when the general electionsg
were held. He would be able to give
his constituents a straightforward re-
port of the proceedings. - He regretted
the departure of the late leader of the
government, whom all honorable mem-
bers honored and revered and were
proud to sit beside, What hag been
the loss of this House he hoped would
be his. (Hazen's) and the country's
gain,

He also regretted very mmnch that
the ex-leader of the opposition was to
leave politics and he felt that this
House in the departure of its former
premier and its ex-leader of the oppo-
sition lost two straightforward and con-
scientious men, He desired to extend
his congratulations to the new premier
and thought that it chould be to him as
it was to the honorable members a
matter of great pride.that he (Flem-
ming) has raised himgelf to the proud
position of premier of the province,
He wonld also congratulate the lead-
er of the opposition and at the pame
time sympathize with him in the ardu-
ous duties he had to perform,

Important Matter.

The discussion on the budget had
been participated in by able men on
both sides and they had acquitted
themselves nobly, What he had to say
would be on a subject dear to his
heart and dear to the hearts of ‘the
people of the province and Dominion.
because it was realized that the back-
bone of every country is its agricul-
ture. He did not think that sufficient
attention had been given to it in the
past by any government, but he was
pleased that a new feeling was being
aroused and a greater impetus was
being given to the development of this
important industry. He hoped the day
would soon arrive when the opposition
and the government would agree in-
stead of the criticism being offered
which after all did not amount to
much. Tt was not good politics for a
man because he was in opposition to
criticize the government, but on the
contrary they should work with the
government in its active endeavors fo
advance agriculture.

This government was endeavoring
to keep young men on the farm and
also to bring settlers and it was hardly
right on the part of the hon. gentle-
men opposite to find fault with this
administration because some people
had left the province. He had listened
to the remarks of his hon. friend from
St. John that the agricultural depart-
ment was not doing much for the ad-
vancement of farming and he (Bent-
ley) had also expressed his lamenta-
tions that in one part of St. John Co.
two schools were tumbling down be-
cause seftlers had left the farms
while in Queens county some settlers
had become discouraged and left the
place. That would hardly be encourag-
ing agriculture to go before the coun-
try, through the press, particalarly
when the department was anxious to
bring in new settlers. These state-
ments came in very bad grace from
his hon. friend, he (Bentley) must
have known that this government
could not be charged with any lack
of interest in these instances, but ra-
ther the old administration could be
blamed for being derelict in their du-
ties. The old government could not
have looked after these cases in the
proper way for if they had the people
would still be on the farm today in-
stead of having deserted it

ill-Advised Criticism.

This government had practically
doubled the appropriation given by
the old administration for the ad-
vancement of agriculture while the
number of societies had also been
doubled and between $13,000 and $14,-
000 was being expended by these so-
cleties for the advancement of farm-
ing. In view of this activity it ill-be-
hoved any member of the House to
say that the department was not do-
ing anything in the right direction.
Honorable members were told thas
this government hadn’'t propounded
any policy. Education was the prime
factor in the proper advancement of
agriculture and this government had
done what it could to afford the far-
ner practical education.

His ,honorable friend from Waest-
morland had made the remark to
this House which he thought came
with bad grace when he (Sweeney)
had declared that the government was
fooling the farmers. He. bad said the
government was bringing the farmers
to Fredericton to hold their conven-

tions and have them come. to the
House and hear the government tell
them how mucll they were loved. If

his honorable friends thought the Tar:
mers could be fooled he would find
that any honorable gentlemdn who at:
tempted to Would be undertaking a

If the government had done nothing
except to appoint the present hortl
culturist they had done a great deal
to bring about the present great in
terest in apple growing and its possi-
bilities in this province. The hon-
orable gentlemen opposite said that
the old government, when in power,
planted the trees which grew the ap-
ples exhibited at the St. John fruit
shows, and which attracted so much
attention, but no doubt the people
would be surprised to learn that of
twenty-seven illustration  orchards
planted by the old government, ten
had been abandoned when this govern
ment came into power, and only three
were found to be in a proper state,
while of fourteen hundred plates of
apples shown at the exhibit at St.
John in 1911, only fifteen of the plates
were from the illustration orchards
of the old government.

The old government’s policy regard-
ing illustration orchards was alt right,
but they went at its administration
the wrong way. Want of proper care
and proper instruction from the agri-
cultural department office in Freder-
icton, and the fact that there was
nobody connected with the department
capable of effectively handling the ad-
ministration of the policy were respon-
sible for the sad state of affairs,

He had been told by a political op-
ponent of his in Albert county upon
whose place one of the illustration
orchards had been set out thai he had
never received any instructions as to
the handling of orchards, and it was
a remarkable thing that in the depart-
ment of agriculture there could be
found no correspondence regarding
apple growing Iin the days of the old

government.
This government had a capable
horticulturist who had been going

about the provinece assisting fruit
growing, and so much interest had
been aroused that if there were four
or five men capable and suitable for
the department to send out to various
sections to do spraying and pruning
there would be lots of work for them
to do. .
The hon. leader of the opposition,
speaking in this House several years
ago had said that there were lots of
old women in Westmorland county
who knew as ‘much abeut law as the

government's pouliry expert Kknew
about poultry raising, but he (Dick-
son) had been pleased to hear anoth-

er hon. member for Westmorland, Mr.
Sweeney, pay a warm tribute to the
worth and ability of the poultry ex-
pert. He believed that the poultry ex
‘pert was doing good work, that ha was
arousing an interest in poultry rais-
ing among the farmers and causing
them to improve their stock. He be-
lieved it would be only a matter of
a short time with the increasing inter-
est in this industry before there
would be a sufficient quantity of poul-

supply the home market.

Accomplished Much.

The government had also by means
of importation done a great deal to
improve the live stock of ‘the pro-
vince generally. They had also
brought a sheep raiser here from On-
tario and he had taken two deserted
farms in Kings County and was car-
rving on an extensive and success-
ful sheep raising business and at the
same time pure bred stock from his
farm was being distributed about the
province. He believed that more
could be done towards assisting agri
culture in New Brunswick by means
of an educational campaign than in
any other way. He had said before
In this House that he believed that
work should start in primary schools
and he felt that there would be a
number of unnecessary subjects on
the school cugriculum which could be
well eiiminated and replaced by sub
jects which would be more useful to
young people and attract them to the
land,

Ile believed, however, that the time

was not ripe for establishing of an
agricultural college. He believed
much good would be accomplished if
a capable man was engaged to visit
the various parishes to interest the
farmers in intensified farming and
show them just how much larger pro-
duction could be gecured under in-
tensified farming methods than by
the methods which most of farmers
of the province are now pursuing.
Nothing would stir up the farmers
more than an ocular demonstration
of what could be accomplished by in
tensified farming.
The hon. member for St. John Co.,,
(Mr. Bentley) had said that he favor-
ed bringing in only one family of im-
migrants for a single parish, but he
(Dickson) believed that the plan an-
nounced by the present premier, that
of bringing in a number of families
and settling them together on re-
created farms so that they might have
the benefit of their own society and
companionship and would not feel that
they were strangers, would prove a
much better and more effective meth-
od of getting settlers to come here
and stay here when they came.

London, April 3.—Arsenic 1s com-
monly employed by the professional
poisoner in India, who will poison a
whole family to make sure of one
vietim, The reports of the Bombay
Goverument mnalyst throw some
light on the methods,

The poison is usually given In
sweetmeats and generally by a
“strange woman,” who has been met
in the street and who mysteriously
disappears. This “'strange woman” is
found iu every analyist’s report for
the last twenty years and in circum-
stances so identical that it would al
most seem to be the same person,
Will this elusive person ever be cap-
tured by the Indian police?

Materials of a good quality outlast
several hats. The frames change in
gtyle, but a good feather, piece of velvet
or flowers are always fashionable.

Even If you do not care to use the
trimming on the next season's hat, It is
wise to keep it. Follow the old adage,
#Keep a thing for seven years,” etc.
You seldom need to box it for that
fength of time,

To prepare the trimming from the dis-
carded ‘hat for further use, follow theso
suggestions:

Carefully and thoroughly brush the
hat and trimming until it |s entirely
free from loose dust,

Rip the trimming from the hat. If
the velvet looks mussed and shabby,
do not consign it to the “ragbag.” If
steamed, by drawing It over a' damp
cloth beneath which is a heated iren, it
will regain its original freshness and
beauty

After the steaming process the wl\et
should be brushed well

If the hat itself ls worth keeping, a3
beaver and felt shapes usually are,
brush it well. with a stiff whisk broom,
wrap It with tissue paper and place
in a box.

If the feather has lost its curl,
3t may be restored by carefully drawing
€ach frond over a duoll knife.

If not too straight, hold the plume
The heat is sufficlent

THE TOCYY OF BRULIANTING.

MAJORITY of the women now-
A adays wear false halr, and every

one of them is confronted with
the problem of how to clean it

It can be washed in warm water and
soapsuds, of course; but by that method
the hair is very apt to fade, in a ghort
time becoming several shades lighter
than the halr on the head.

The best plan s to wash the braids
and puffs in a basin haif filled with
gasoline,
