In a letter published in the Globe
of last evening the secretary of the
Board of Trade makes a suggestion
which The Standard believes to be
entirely unnecessary and unwarrant
od, and which might almost be.rand-
ed as an expression of want of confi-
dence in Hon. J. D. Hazen and mem-
bers of the Borden Government. The
letter follows:

To the Editor of the Globe:

Sir,—~The City Commissioners,
Board of Trade and the Trades
and Laber Council, having by dele-
gation and otherwise impressed
their views and demands upon the
Government with respect to the
ocean mail contract, the Gutelius
agreement and other matters of
urgency in connection with the
development of St. John harbor,
1 think the time not inopportune
for the people of St. John to lend
a hand thmselves,

It would scarcely be possible for
every citizen to visit parliament
in persom, but it is possible for
every citizen to tise the mails for
the purpose of urging his views
upon those who rule over us.

Let me suggest that during the
present week every citizen who
has an interest in the satisfactory
adjustment of these vital ques-
tions should send a letter to Hon.
Mr. Hazen, the New Brunswick
representative in the cabinet, de-
manding that in the matter of
the ocean mail contract the Gov-
ernment extend fair and equitable
treatment to the port of St. John,
and insisting that neither the
Gutelius agreement nor anything

resembling it, which may discrim-
inate against St. John and rob it
of the gec phical advantage

which it pos es, shall be put
into effect. Furthermore, the Gov-
ernment should be urged to expe-
dite pending contracts in connec-

THE HUMAN PROCESS CN
THOMAS HARDY
SEVENTY-FOUR TODAY

Thomas Hardy, the venerable survi-
vor of the Victorian school of litera-
ture, and, in the opinion of many of
his admirers, the greatest of modern
novelists, will begin his seventy-fifth
year today. The author who became
famous forty years ago with the publi-
cation of “Far from the Madding
Crowd"” recently joined the ranks of
the “newlyweds.” .The second Mrs.
Hardy was, before her marriage last
February, Miss Florence Pugdale. She
is only thirty-four, and herself an au-
thor, and for several years secretary
to the aged but youthful-hearted nove-
list. Mrs. Hardy commenced her liter-
ary carcer at the age of fourteen, writ-
ing short articles for children, and
later wrote many nature stories and
fairy tales.
Mr. Hardy, like Hall Caine, started
his career as an architect, and gained
some notable prizes for design draw-
ing before he turned to literature. His

Commi Potts th there
should be some explanation before
this was approved. At the present
time there seemed to be no head to
the department. As far as he could
see ‘the commissioner took men from
the force and placed them wherever
he wished. If it was the intention of
the commissioner to appoint as a
special men, who only a few days ago
wag dismissed from the police force
by the chief of police, he thought the
commissioners should know it. There
seemed to him to be two elements. If
things did not suit one elément an ap-
peal was made to the commissioner.
The council did not appear to know
that one part of the force with the
commissioner wag evidently working
against the other part.

If the motion was for the chief to
appoint two men he would support it.
He did not think that any commiss-
foner was strong enough to do as he
wished, for if the council did not think
matters right, it should do something.
He wished to ask if it was the inten-
tion to appoint as one of these spec-
fals the man who was dismissed from
the police force about a week ago.

Commissioner Mclellan

Commissfoner McLellan—*“I would
not ordinarily take neotice of the re-
marks of the commissioner of public
works, but he is undoubtedly not in-
formed as to the circumstances. A
young fellow, named Travis who has
caused a Jot of trouble in the city and
who was thought to be responsible
for some of the fires that took place
a ghort time ago, returned to the city
and the chief of the fire department
suggested that he be watchéd. He
came to me and I told him that few
would do anything with Travis ex-
cepting O’'Leary. When O'Leary ar-
rested Travis at the time of the Dock
street fire he was censured by the
chief and also by a lawyer named
Mullin.”

The commissioner then spoke of the
part performed by O'Leary in connec-
tion with the search for the bodies of
persons drowned in Loch Lomond last
year.

Travis either through the chief of po-
lice or Travis' lawyer, When the

Commissionér Potts again introduc-

Commissioner MecLellan would not
agree to the proposal excepting under
the local Improvement Act, and the
motion for a bond issue was lost on
Commissioner McLellan’s vote against
it.

The proposal to put down a com-
crete sidewalk in the South Side of
King Square was also lost on Com-
missioner McLellan's adverse votc.
During the discussion it was brought
out that the abuttors hdd so far paid
for the cement sidewalks in front of
their premises and that the city had
not undertaken the construction of
these without the consent of the prop-
erty owners. The Local Improvement
Act did not cover the construction
of the sidewalks, but only the road-
ways.

Commissioner Potts referred to.the
placing of permanent pavements in
Germain street, and said the work
there would have been held up except-
ing for the canvass of one man who
used the argument that he was to get
the contract and thus be helped by
it. The Local Improvement Act left
the «citizens open for such canvasses,
and they were often influenced by
that in signing the petitions.

The commissioner of public works
was authorized to place sidewalks in
Queen equare, providgd the property
owners signed the proper petition,
whep the city will pay half the cost
of construction.

A new sidewalk will be placed in
front of the McClary building in
Prince Willlam street with the city
paying half the cost of construction
This was done at the request of the
company. Attention was also called
to the condition of Rothesay avenue,
and it was proposed that $2,600 be
granted to help put it in shape. Al
ready some work has been done, but
still the street is in poor condition.
Commissioner McLellan wanted to
know how much money had been spent
so far on that street, and Mayor Frink
will secure the information.

The commissioner of public works
called attention to the waste paper
by-law, and pointed out that there was
no appropriation in his department
for the providinz of furnaces for the
disposal of the waste paper. Accord-
ing to the by-law the people were not
allowed t6 dump waste paper in the
dumps, and according to the fire de-
partment regulation the paper could
not be stored in the buildings.

Extracts from Summary.

After adopting the minutes of the
previous meeting a summary of the
proceedings of the council meetings
was presented. The following are ex-
tracts from the report:

In accordance with 8ir, Thomas
Shaughnessy’s promise to send the
company's marine superintendent to
look over the ground, Captain Walsh
and Mr., Ommaney, Sir Thomas
Sh y's ial engf arriv-
ed in 8t. John last week and in sev-
eral conferences with the committee
of the board suggested various things
which they believed to be required for
the good of the port.and for the Can-
adian Pacific Railway. They asked
that the C. P. R. be allotted berths
2, 8 and 6, with No. 1 and its exten-
sion down the harbor designated as
No. 15. They request that the city keep
all craft clear of the fairway approach-
ing these wharves, and that the potato
sheds on the so-called C. P. R. wharves
be made tight and in fit condition to
receive cargo. They ask that all the
berths at West St. John be sounded
for depths, and a report of such
soundings be forwarded to Captain
Walsh in Montreal, that no craft be
placed on the angle. facing between
berths 6 and 7, in order that same may
be kept clear at all times. Also that
all harbor tolls, wharfages, top wharf-
ages and water charges to be equiva-
lent to the amount as charged by the
port of Halifax. Their requests as far
as ‘the government is concerned in-
clude the extension of Negrotown
Point breakwater 700 feet towards
Partridge Island, which would leave
an opening between the Island and
the end of the breakwater, when ex-
tended, of 500 or 600 feet, a breakwa-
ter to be built from Partridge Island,
extending north 62 degrees, east from
Partridge Island light, about 2,000 feet
in length. A seawall in the shape of a
breakwater to be built about half a
mile north of Black Point and run-
ning into the bay 4,200 feet, leaving
an opening between the shore and
the breakwater. The latter is not urg-
ent but recommended as for the best
development of the port. The Ameri-
can Rock to be taken out and the
channel to be straightened. The revet-
ment wall to be constructed, or the
inshore bulkhead cribs laid, and the
400 feet of neutral strip to be filled
up so that the railway can construuct
its tracks on its property farther in-
shore.

The new wharves, Nos. 15, 16 and
17 to have their construction acceler
ated. Berth No. 1 to be protected by a
crib at the angle of 14 and 15 to form
a breakwater for any steamer lying
at No. 1 berth, and the angle of No.
1 straightened out. No reclamation of
land to be undertaken below the At-
lantic Sugar Refineries premises, Pas-
senger dock to be provided with up-
to-date immigration sheds.

After considering these recommen-
dations the council forwarded an earn-
est request to the government that
the wharves and sheds be completed
on Nos. 15, 16 and 17—that the filling
in behind these wharves be also com-
pleted—that the breakwater be ex-
tended to the Island—that some filling
in under a plan approved by the en-
gineers be adopted for the angle be
tween the C. P. R, and No. 1 wharf—
and that the revetment wall or a series
of cribs, whichever appears to be
the most desirable by the department,
be immediately started, in order that
the Canadian Pacific Rallway may cre-
ate the additional trackage tht ap-
pers to be so absolutely necessary

Peterg of Gagetown. After conferring
with Mr. Peters, the matter was refer-
red to a committee composed of
Messrs, W. E, Foster, A. H. Wetmore,
and F. deL.

As regards passengers the C. P, R
had the privilege of carrying passen-
gers at the rate of fifty cents between
St. John and Halifax, though the regu-
lar rate was $2.00.

Continuing, Mr. Hatheway said that
if the Gutelius agreement was renew-
ed there would be strong indignation
in St. John and it was up to the board
to try to prevent its renewal.

The chairman said Hon. Mr. Hazen
was trying to do all he could to have
St. John made the prime mail port
next winter.

Town Planning Report,

W. F. Burditt presented an inter-
esting report on the work of the town
planning convention at Toronto.

This meeting held on joint invitation
of the Dominion government through
the Conservation Commission, the pro-
vince of Ontario and the clty of To-
ronto, was attended b 75 delegates,

and 38 U. 8. cities. The purpose o'
town planning, sald Mr. Burditt, is to
make a city convenlent for work, econ-
omical for business, healthful for in-

habitants, pleasant to live in and con-
ducive to productiveness, efficiency
and happiness. City planning points
the way to do things that If done
wrongly cannot be righted except at
great expense. It concerns {itself not
only with present needs but with the
probable needs of generatjons yet un-
born. New York today is spending
millions to provide street connections
and traffic facilities that by a little
foresight a generation back might have
been obtained at little or no cost.
Harbor Front Development.

Continuing Mr. Burditt dealt with
the principles of harbor front develop-
ment, the financial questions involved
in town planning and the protection of
resldential districts. He pointed out
that in London 66 per cent. of the
total passenger traffic was handled by
motor busses, and stated that London’s
experience had shown that the motor
bus has the advantage over the trolly
car, saving in the initial investment,
possessing greater flexibility in routes
and services.

In regard to the distribution of play-
grounds, experts had decided there
should be playgrounds for children
under 6 years within a radius of one-
quarter of a mile; for children between
6 and 12 years within one-half a mile,
and for children between 12 and 17
within three-quarters of a mile.

Montreal, Que.,, June 1—In view of
the statement published recently to
the effect that earnings of the Mon-
treal Tramways Company were de-
creasing to' a marked extent while
earnings of the Toronto Street Rall-
way Company have showi an increase
of almost a thousand dollars daily,
Major Hutchinson, general manager
of the Tramways company stated this
morning that these statements were
unfounded. It has been stated recent-
1y that earnings of the Montreal Tram-
ways Company had fallen off from $1,-
000 to $3,000 per day, as compared
with last year, but this statement is
denied absolutely. Major Hutchinson
states this morning that the Montreal
Tramways Company would not only
equal the earnings of last year, but
that the earnings for the year ending
June 30th, 1914 would. show an in-
crease of from $500,000 to $600,000 ov-
er last year's earnings.

Major Hutchinson said that while
it was true that the general depression
in business and the fact that many
factories and manufacturing plants
were working on shorter time had
been felt by the tramways company,
yet the growth of the city was suffici-
ent to keep up street railway earnings,
and as a matter of fact was sufficient
to show a large increase over last
year. It is expected that the figures
for the year ending June 30th will, for
the first time in the history of the
Montreal Tramway Company, exceed
the seven million dollar mark.
Gross earnings last year amounted
to $6,754,227. And according to the
statement made by Mr. Hutchinson
this morning this amount will be ex-
ceeded by at least $500,000.
