f‘ THE NORTH WEST REBELLION.

| Up to the time of writing (April 2) the
i news is far from satisfactory. There can
{be no doubt now but that the Indians
mean mischief. Riel’s two successes have
tended to induce the wa\'erin% tribes to
link their fortunes with his. Unless the
Canadian troops can speedily win a victory
of some moment over the half breeds, and
such Indians as have joined with them in
this rebellion, it is safe to assume that Ca-

(nada will have a war to wage that will

tax her utmost resources. - Gen. Middleton
is acting with commendable energy, and
he is right in not venturing on a battle
unfil he has sufficient troops with him,
but it is to be hoped that his men may
reach him very soon. Delays, at this
posture of affairs, are fatal.

On June 4, 1884, a delputation appoint-
ed by Saskatchewan half-breeds, marched
fourteen hundred miles from Prince Al-
bert to St. Peter’s mission, at the foot of
the great Rocky Mountains, and back, to
secure the co-operation of Louis Riel, in
obtaining a redress of their grievances.—
They presented their credentials and pe-
tition ; and received after 24 hours consid-
eration this reply:—

To Messrs. James Isbester, Gabriel Duwmont,
Moise Owillette, and Michael Dumas:—
GENTLEMEN.—You have travelled more than

seven hundred miles from the Saskatchewan

country across the internationalline to make
me a visit. The commuvnities in the midst of
which you live have se.t you as their delegates
to ask my advice on various difficulties which
have rendered the British North-West unhappy
under the administratioa of the Ottawa Govern-

Moreover you invite me to go and stay

amongst you, your hope being that I, for one,

! could help to better in some respects your con-

dition, conduct, and cordial and pressing is your

} invitation; you want me and my family to ac-

| company you; I am atliberty to excuse my-

| self and say no; yet you are waiting for me; so

| that I have only to get ready, and your letters
of delegation assure me that a friendly welcome
awaits me in the midst of those who sent you.

Gentlemen, your personal visit does me honor

and causes great pleasure ; but on account of its

representative character, your coming to me
has the appearance of a remarkable circumstance

on this soil concerning affairs in Canadian terri-
tories could cross the border and retain any in-
fluence. But here is another view of the mat-
etr:—I am entitled according to the 31st and
| 82nd clauses of the Manitoba treaty, to land,
| of which the Canadian Government have. dirdet-
|1y or indirectly deprived me, and my claim to

{ which is valid notwithstanding the fact that I

have become an American citizen. Considering

| then, that my interests are identical with
| yours, I accept your very kind invitation and
will go and spend some months amongst you,

i’ the hope that by petitioning the Government

we will obtain the redress of all our grievances.

Montana has a population of which the na-
tive half-bred element constitutes a considerable
proportion. and if we include those white men
who threugh being connected by marriage or in
other ways have a personal interest in their wel-
fare, I believe it is to assert that this element is
a pretty strong one, I am just getting acquaint-
e(fwith them, and I am one of those who would
like to unite and direct its vote for the further-
anre of their best interests; moreover, I have
made friends and acquaintances amongst whom
I like tolive. I go with you, but I come back
in September. I have the honor to be, gentle-

Riel accompanied the delegation to the
Saskatchewan.

ToroNTOo, March 31.—The Mail’s Fort
Qu'Appelle special says the rebels are
remaining between south and north
Saskatchewan in the expectation of a ris-
ing of halfBreeds and Indians at Wood
Mountain. Reinforcements from the
Americanside are increasing theirnumber
daily. They will no doubt move north
;u n the railroad, and many think they
will attack Regina, which has been almost
denuded of police. Riel, with the cross-
| ings under his control, can hold his pres-
{ ent position against twice the force now
i ab é):n. Middleton’s command. Should
ihe find it impossible, however, he can
' readily cross the north Saskatchewan, pass

to Carleton, and crossing Shell and Big

river, strike into a vast northern forest.

The southern limit to this forest is only

60 miles from Carleton. It would takea

vast army to hunt them out of there, for

there is no end of it. Friendly half-
breeds laugh at the idea of troops striking
north against the rebels. They say Gen.
| Middleton may drive Riel back if he has

! men enough, byt that catching him with

the northern forest so near is out of

the question.

WinNiPEG, March 31.

A despatch from Battleford says that
the Indians and half-breeds were noticed
from the fort to be plundering the Hud-
son Bay Company store, and Mr. McKay,
who is in charge of the stores there, went
out of the fort with two other men to ex-
postulate with the insurgents, They notic-
ed that the Indians au(f half-breeds were
trying to cut off their retreat to the fort,
and they at once hastened to return. On
their way back to the barracks three shots
were fired at them by thé half-breeds.—
The fortifications at Battteford are so
strong that there is no possibility of any
injury happening to the people in the
barracks,

A privgte telegram from Battleford an-
nounces as the result of firing in the after-
noon, the killing of two men named
Payne and Al»lvlvg;ml, believed ta be con-
nected with Indian department. Indians
had [)nSNf.\‘.\i(vn of the town, had sacked
all the houses and were preparing to at-
tack the barracks where all the inhabi-
tants are barricaded. The Indians will
propably lay siege to the barracks.

elegrams from the west to-night
would indicatg an uprising of the Stony
Indians, to the south’ of Battleford. ' The
fate of the .women and ¢hildren who
started for Battleford Sunday, is anxious-
ly awaited from Swift Current station.—
The Indians seem to be pillaging the
homesteads of settlers who have sought
refuge in the barracks at Battleford.

WiNNIPEG, APRIL 1,—1It ig certain that
between the half breeds and Indians Riel
has now at least 2000 men and as the dis
affection spreads this number will of
course increase. Gen. Middleton’s plan
of advance will be this: A corps of scouts
numbering twenty two men, well mount-
ed and armed under command of Capt,

French, formerly of the mounted policg, |

will lead the way; half a battery will
follow the scouts, and the 240 waggons
! or sleighs as the weather permits contain-
ing baggage, etc., the teamsters being
under command  of Capt. Sam Bedson,
warden of Stony mountain Penitentary
and formerly an officer in the Britis
army. The teamsters will be armed
with  Winchesters and  Peabadys;
troops will cover the transport corp on

each flank and in rear, and fifty mounted |

men round off the cavalcade. Of course

; it is safe to say once more, Gen. Middle-
{ ton will not move until more troops ar-
rive. The men have the utmest confi-
dence in and respect for the general. He
is a sharp disciplinarian, but his orders
are conveyed in a hearty pleasant man-
ner which suits the volunteers much bet-
ter than the intenselydictatorial ways of
the average regular officer. Gen Middle-
ton has a wonderful eye for details, and
has brightened the men up until they
hardly recognize themselves. The expedi-
tion could not be in better hands.

The news froni Battleford this after-
noon state that the Indians have left
town and gone in a westerly direction.—
The women in the barracks ave greatly
relieved, as it is felt that the Indians do
not contemplate an attack upon the bar-
racks. Every preeaution has been made
to repulse the Indiams, should they at-
tack the barracks.

A telegram to the TTudson Bay authori-
ties confirms the shooting of yesterday
and adds a new name to the killed, in the
person of Clink, an Indian instructor to
the Moosemin band.

Another despatch says that Clink was
killed, and not Applegarth, as stated last
night. The fort occupies an impregnable
position and is surrounded by a strong
stockade. It is about 200 yards square
and built of poplar poles about twelve
feet above the ground. There are two
gates, one facing north and the other
south. There are no trees or shelter for
attacking the fort, and owing to the level
prairie on every side those in the fort
could frustrate any attack. The present
population of Battleford is not more than
six hundred, about 6ne-half white. There
are some good farms in the neighborhood,
and on the north shore from the town is
a large stock and dairy farm owned by
two mounted policemen. 1t is surmised
that they may be the two settlers killed
in the skirmish yesterday.

The half-breeds around Qu’Appelle are
reported to be in sympathy with Riel,
but the rapid movement of the military
put a quietus upon any attempt to join
the insurrection.

Archbishop Tache is announced as like-
ly to visit the disaffected half-breeds set-
tlements on the Saskatchewan this menth
to endeavor to restore peace. The feeling
here is strongly adverse to the govern-
ment sending Hon. Mr. Royal to treat
with Riel. Volunteers are indignant. at
any such idea and would resent it, as the
blood of Canadian patriots is now, upon
the head of Riel by treachery over a flag
of truce. The report that the half-breeds
would attack the vanguard of the troops
on reaching Touchwood Hills is not
borne out by a reconnoisance of scouts.

A local company of sharpshooters with
long experience on the plains has been or-
grnized to act as scouts. They are wait-
ing the facceptance of their services by
Gen. Middleton.

There is g eat enthusiasm every where
and thousands of volunteers are offering
their services to the government. Volun-
teers are being sent rapidly to thé front,
the Maritime Provinces responding nobly
as the calls are being inade.

General News Browities.

Hugh McCormick, the “fiyer” on ice,
recently skated two miles in 5.56, in the
Columbia Rink, St. John.

The Gibson cotton mill at Marysville
is all ready for a start as soon as the raw
cotton arrives.

CHARLOTTETOWN’S big hotel scheme
seems to be on a fair wuy to a favourable
issue. $25,000 of the $35,000 of stock re-
quired hasalready been subscribed.

TeE NUMBER OF FAILURES IN NEW
Brunswick for the past three months of
1885 is less than for a number of years
previous. In 1883 there were 16 failures
with $281,851 liavilities; 1884, 19 failures,
$308,400 liabilities; 1885, 8 failures, $62,-
650 liabilities,

The total number of immigrants arriv-
ing in the United States during the
month of February was 11,019 as against
15,862 arriving in the same month of
1884. The total arrivals for the first two
months of this year were 18,830 against
27,877 arriving'in the first two months
of 1884. The falling off in immigration
into the United States 1s relatively greater
than that into this country.

Speaking of the sufferers by the ice-
boats disaster the Charlottetown Patriot
says that those still at the City Hospital
are progressing favourably. Capt. New-
ton Muttart has had the toes taken off
both feet, and expects to leave the hospi-
tal in about a week. Alex. Muttart has
had the top of his left thumb taken
off, and has so far recovered that he
expects to go home about the first of next
week. Mr, Howatt, who was more seri-
ously frostbitten, has lost part of both
feet and isdoing fairly. Mr. Glidden,
who was most injured of all, has lost
greater part of hands and feet. Mr.
Millet 15 also progressing favourably.

.The Department of Customs have con-
cluded the investigation of a wholesale
undervalnation of books entered by Nel-
son & Son, of Edinburgh.

The investigation establishes the fact of a
systematic undervaluation. and further-
more that the prices named on the
invoices were not to be the lrl'i<‘v> on
which a basis of settlement was to be
made on the first adjustment of accounts
between Thos. Nelson & Son and the
firm of Campbell & Son, who recently
failed in Toronto. The undervaluation
amounts to thousands of dollars, and was
between 50 and 60 per cent. below the
proper value. Some interesting corres-
pondence between the Nelsons and the
Ontario Government as regards the in-
ferior style in which the school readers
were to be produced in order to secure
larger profits is in possession of the de-
partment.

Several others took the same view.
Mr. Wetmore said the object of the bill
was not to prevent kindly C{ispuse,d ople,
clergymen and others prescribing for sick
people, but to prevent quacks from setting
up for practitioners.

Mr. Ellis said there did not seem to be
any objection to quacks provided they
did not get any money. Quackery, after
all, was a term of undefined meaning for
in the eyes of one school of medicine, all
the other schools were quacks. He high-
ly esteemed the medical profession and
did not wish to be understood as reflect-
ing upon them. There were not many
quacks in the country and it was scarcely
necessary to aim legislation against them.
A physician’s diploma was not all that
was to be considered; his experience and
good judgment were of great importance.

Aftersomefurtherdiscussion Mr. Adams
moved the three months hoist, which was
carried 18to 11.

The Atty. General committed the bill
to amend the law relating to elections to
the general assembly. He said the bill
having been printed and distributed would
not require much explanation. The bill
might be divided into three divisions:
first, the franchise; second, the machinery;
third, general amendments. The prin-
ciple changes in the franchise was that
widows and unmarried females having
property, tenants, farmers and occupants
of real estate were given a vote. The pro-
visionofthe act would meet thecase of per-
sons living on lots for which they had
not obtained grants. He did not think
that the addition to the electorate would
be as large as might at first sight appear.
The franchise on real and 1»01'5()11:1{ pro-
perty was not changed by the bill, but
the income qualification was reduced
by making it $200 over any exemption
allowed by law. An effort had been
made to secure greater exactness in mak-
ing up the revised lists. The revisers
lists, as originally made up, are to be
printed and more widely distributed than
now. To insure the performance of their
duties they are not to receive their pay
till their work is fully done. A mode of
appeal from the decision of revisers was
provided, A  revising commissioner
would be appointed for that purpese by
the government in council, who would
hold a court every year to hear all cases
wherein persons might think their names
were improperly added to, or that certain
names had been improperly struck off
from the bill. The existence of such an
appeal would make the revisers more
careful. The provisions providing for this
appeal were only intended to be in force
for two years, as they were largely »xpeti-
mental. If the amendments worked well
they could be re-enacted,

Wetmore ahjected to lowering the fran-
chise, and thought the giving of a vote to
females was an innovation they did not
ask for.

Adams was in favor of the bill ouly it
did not go far enough. He would go for
universal suffrage and would wipe out
the property quiﬁiﬁcatiun, both as respects
vaters and representatives. There were
hundreds of intelligent young men who
weve denied votes because their salaries
are not high enough and this was wrong.
He did not think there was any necessity
for extending the franchise to women.—
Many excellent women were petitianing
against it in New York and he did not be-
lieve the women wanted to mix up in the
elections. He favored the provision as to
farmers’ sonsand tenants. The provision
for revising commissioners he thought un-
necessary and that they would prove in-
convenient and expensive. There were
not many complaints against the revisers.

Ellis spoke in favor of universal suff-
rage.

?hningtun thought a man should not
be tlt’lull'lwl fram \uLiuj_{ if he did not pay
taxes on his income.

Stockton very properly argued that
civil service employees should not vote
unless they paid taxes on their income, or
possessed the required amount of personal
property. Mr. Park said he did not favor
the appointment of revising commission-
ers. He thought that the bill would prac-
tically give universal suffrage.

The hill was further discussed.
Mr. Wetmore’s amendment to give
members of the civil service a vote, even
if not assessed, was lost 19 to 3.

FreEDERICTON April 2.

The Provincial Secretary moved his
railway subsidy resolutions. He saic the
lines named in the resolution were those
included in the subsidy act of 1882, but
under that act 250 miles having been sub-
sidized, it is necessary to get the permis-

sion of the house to give the subsidics to
the remainder of the roads. An applica-
tion for the Berry Mills Branch had heen
made to the government, but they could
not accede to it. He had- been opposed
to the original bill, but it having heen
adopted by the House and the couatry
having endorsed it he did not feel that he
was called to further oppose it. When
the biH was introduced the original bill
provided for 400 miles of road, but it a
peared likely that fully 500 miles cou
be covered by it. When the bill was up
he stated that the whole mileage embrac-
ed in the act would have ta be subsid ized
and that if a company came forwanl to
build any of the roads they would be en-
titled ta the subsidy. It would be unfair
to say that the first to apply should be the
only ones subsidized. f})ix, was desirable
to include all the reads in the act rone
of them ought to be excluded from peorti-
cipating in the subsidy. The subsidi:ing
of them all was in contemplation when
the act was iniroduced. A mewmber of the
late government had admitted to him
this abligation to subsidize ali-the roads.
He felt under these circumstances, it was
his duty to keep faith with the people in-
terested in the .oads named in the origi-
nal act. He did not consider himself call-
ed upon to say what he would do if new
roads were proposed.

Mr. Huwphrey urged the importance
of aiding the construction of the Bex
Mill road. It would only call for $15,000
and would be a great benefit to a large
section of country.

Mr. Ellis opposed, believing the Pro-
vince had gone far enough in the matter
of subsidies to railways.

We were about to add to the fited
charges in the revenue some $12000, -
though the whole incame of the provinge
was so to speak mortgaged to its full cz.pa-
city. He felt the Province has gone as
far as it ought.

Mr. Hibbard took same view.

Mr. Wheten expressed his gratification
at the introduction of the resolution.—
The fishery and farming interests demsnd-
ed the constructions of the Moncton and
Buctouche roads.

Mr. LeBlanc said his constitucats
would feel gratified at the action of the
Government in subsidizing roads in Kant.

About g¢ne-half the Moncton and Fuc-
touche road is in Westmorland. It was
not his faunlt that the terminus of this
road was not Shediac. The Westmorlund
members wanted the terminusat Moncton,
which was the market of Kent.

Dominion Farlinment,
Orrawa, March 30.—During a discus-
sion on the North West trouble, the
hope was expressed that the men would
be supplied with the very best arms.

Caron said the department furnished
to men now going to the front very gcod
arms.

Col. O’Brien said the arms provicled
were the Snider-Enfield, which the mili-
tary authorities considered one of the
very best. It wasa dispute among mili-
tary men which was the best rifles. As
for himself, he believed it was the best,
as our men were used to it.

Blake, with great passion, said he
would hold the Government personally
and politically responsible if the very hest
arms were not supplied, if every expense
was not incurred, express trains and all
the rest, He had relatives among those
who were on the way to the froat and he
would hold the ministers personally re-
sponsible.

Sir John (very indignantly) asked what
right Blake had to hold the wministers
persanally responsible. They did, they
were doing their best and it was mere
impertinence on Blake’s part to make the
statement he did.

In answer, Caron stated Lord Melguad
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volunteered for service and. had placed
himself under orders of General Middle-
ton.

- In answer, Pope stated the amount paid
for construction of the Intercolonial to
Indiantown was $33,985, and that the
cost of existing equipment of the Inter-
colonial Railway was $5,627,720.

Hon. Mr. Pope said the usual steps had
been taken, as the return read by the hon.
gentleman showed.

Hon. Mr. Caron—Some of the com-

ies have been dccepted. Offers of ser-
vice have been received which have not
been decided upon yet. The companies
whoseservicehave been accepted will have
the arms and clothing provided.

Hon. Mr. Blake enquired what further
communications had been received with
reference to the North West troubles.

Sir John Macdonald—The position of
affairs is not altered since yesterday, ex-
cepting the Stoney Indians have gone
to Poundmaker’s reserve, about eighteen
miles ‘from Battleford, taking with them
some cattle and horses that they have got
hold of. The: reports from: Major Morris,
in command at Battleford, state that he
has two hundred good men in the fort,
and has no fear of any opposing force that
may come against him.

ﬁon. Mr. Mackenzie—I was informed
when I was in the North-West last sum-
mer that there was much dissatisfaction
amongst some of the Indian tribes on ac-
count of the withdrawal of rations from
some of them, while others were more
liberally supplied.

8ir John Macdonald—I have no par-
ticular recollection just now of any dissat-
isfaction such as the hon. gentleman speaks
of ; but. the theory of supplying the Iu-

» «dians with rations is that while we must
keep them from starving we must not
ive them so much as will induce them to
-hang around the agencies and not go on
their reserves. I think the officers of the
department _have exercised every discre-
tion in giving food only as it was ab-
solutely necessary to prevent the Indians
from starving, and that every effort was
being made to save the public stores.

“Sir John McDonald, on Thursday
right, " in his answer to Mr. Blake’s mo-
tion on the Northwest troubles, spoke as
follows : The Meti¥, as you know, are half
Indians and even the most settled of them
have many Indian characteristics. But
the nomads are just as wild as the most
“unregulated of their wild brethren. The
Hon. gentleman says there has been pro-
crastination and delay; but I claim that
the department can claim credit to itself
for its treatment of the half-breeds. The
Hon. gentleman will not deny that the
Indians and hadf-breeds of Manitoba are
satisfied and that the action of the Govern-
ment towards them has always been kind.
“When we commenced to survey the lands
in accordance with the block system, as
laid" down in the Dominion land act, it
naturally awakened suspicion among the
half-breeds that™ they were going to be
foreed out of their tracts, and be compelled
fo take regular blocks. The moment that
was brought to the attention of the depart-
ment. the system was altered as far as it
related to the half-breeds, and they were
informed that they could occupy their
lands. The great majority of those who
have not been séttled with for their lands
are false claimants from Manitoba, who
mm their serip there and :made
s’ i ﬂe’territoriea, thiukfng, as one
Metis looks like another, they would es-
cape detection. ' But many of those claims
were--disputed by the government, and
$hat was the whole cause of the delay.—
We had officer after officer sent up to ex-
amine those ¢laims and settle them, but
it ‘was ouly the residum of the claims
that remainad unsettled. Mr. Pierce, who
was one of the agents there, was unpopu-
lar'with the halag-‘izreeds, but still he set-
tled ‘many claims, and Mr. Duck settled
many more in the vicinity of Duek lake.
But 1t was only to wind np-the matter that
some months ago it was deeided to send a
commission up there in the ? mﬁ In
the meantime not one of these half-breeds
had been disturbed ; but they had all been
personally assured that their claims, if de-
swv"u;g of ition, would be settled.
One of the gentlemen who was appointed
on the coramission resigned on account of
411-health. but the commission, as finally
appointed, consisted of Mr. Street, a lav-
yer of London, of very great ability and
it Mr. Goulet, who is on the spot
and a half-breed himself, and Mr. For-
who has been there andis clerk of the
North West Council, and a French Cana-
dian” and a very able man. These three
wereappointed to go up and seftle,notonly
-she clarmd agaipet the government, but the

contradictory and conflicting claims
amongst the Metis themselves. This was
the proper course, and I would ask ifany-
thing better could have been done. The
half-breeds and. Indians are known grum-
blers and if the hon. gentleman waits till
they cease grumbling he will wait till the
day of doom. Why, if you give an Indian
four pounds of pork, whiclgu is twice his
roper ration, he will grumble because he
Hnes not get six, and the half-breed has
all the instincts of the Indian. The hon.
gentleman says that the organs of the
Government have said certain things, and
that they speak for the Government. Mr.
Speaker, the Governmentspeaks for itself.
(Cheers,) Ihaveheardthehon.gentleman
when he sat on this side of the house in-
dignantly deny that he was responsible for
theutterances of the Globe and other papers
which usually supported hisparty. Fancy
SirStafford Northcote getting upand read-
ing the Standard or the Morning Post in
Parliament as a charge against Mr. Glad-
stone or hisGovernment. Why, inthefirst
place he would not be allowed to read a
newspaper, and in the second place, he
would not have the bad taste. In refer-
ence to the calling out of the militia by
the Government without the previous
consent of Parliament, the necessity for
the rule which used to exist on that point
has altogether disappeared. Read the
contests between the crown and Parlia-
ment from the time of Charles I. upwards
as to who should control the militia, and
you will find that the militia should not
be summoned without the knowledge of
Parliament, but that was because there
was a danger that the citizen soldiers
should be used as an army to crush out
the infant liberties of England. To-day
we have no fear of that kind. We areall
militia men. - I am a militia man, though,
owing to wmy age, I am placed among the
reserves; but the hon. gentleman is for-
tunately of an age which leaves him liable
to be drawn into service. I wonder if he
were called out to fight against Louis Riel
whether he would go or object, because it
was unconstitutional as he was not called
out by parliament. (Cheers.) But such
is the apathy of the people when an atro-
cious attempt is made against our liberty
that parliament has handed the right to
call out the militia to any two justices of
the peace.
The mayor of a townand two of its coun-
cillors or the warden of a county, I think,
can execute that power for the tpurpose of
keeping the peace, and surely if they have
the power it should not be considered a
great breach of the liberties of the people
if we do not come to parliament for per-
mission. The hon. gentleman says we
must have been alarmed when we placed
: t of our force in Carleton last year.
'V}:alrxave our mounted police always on
the move over the North West and no
company of Uhlans or Cossacks during
the German war moved around more con-
tinually than they. We sent fifty men
there. We have one hundred men at Re-
gina and fifty men at Fort McLeod—no
great force, but we are just quietly get-
ting men there in order to be ready should
there be any unfortunate outcome from
this want of loyalty and want of common
sense. Now, Mr. Speaker, I say that the
complaint alluded to by the hon. gentle-
man has ve’liy little reference to this land
question. There are very few just claims
still unsettled, and they will be easily set-
tled, and when their boundaries and their
narrels with their neighbors are settled
they will have their rights. (Hear, hear.)
But does the hon. gentleman pretend to
say that the grievances of these people are
just claims? If he does I deny it most
emphatically. There may have been a
grievanee, but there has been no just
claim. Most of them have been settled,
and those which have not been settled
will be settled as soon as it can be ascer-
tained that there has been no fraud. Is
it in the interest of our Government—of
any government—to keep them out of
their lands? It would be much easier for
us to give everything; but we are the
nardians of the public property, we are
%ound by oath to see that in the perform-
ance of our duties the crown, the peo-
ple, shall not be deprived of an acre
of land by an upjust claim. We are
bound to protect the treasury, and
this is just what we are doing, and
that is just what we will do, notwithstand-
ing the unpatriotic attempts of Hon,
gentlemen opposite. The Hon. leader of
the opposition has said that the coloniza-
tion companies were not treating the peo-
ple right. ‘What had this to do with the
question of Rielsrights? Whathad they
to do with the claims of the Metis? But
he had to bring in anything dnd every-
thing to holster up his case, and so he lugs
in the colonization company and some
claims by white people with respect to
these colonization companies. Thisshows
the spirit with which the Hon. gentleman
is actuated. (Hear, hear.) But the Hon.
gentleman wants to know what we will do
with Riel. Well Mr. Speaker, the Hon.
gentleman offered $5,000 to try and catch
him, and what was his object? Why,
the man who was shot, Thomas Scott was
an Irish Orangeman. He had no hopes
of gaining the French Canadians; so he
must try and gain the Irishmen.. And
who was so strong a patriot as he? How
loud-monthed was he about his Irishman,
one of his own countrymen, and a Protes-
tant too, like himself, shot down by this
traitorand murderer Riel. Five thousand
dollars was offered for him, but it was
never paid. Riel was elected to parlia-
wment and came down here and took his
oath and tad the right to come in and
take his seat. I do not think that the
resent government countenanced Riel —
? think it was rather the government
friendly to the leader of the opposition
(hear, hear.) And then,sir, I made a
speech at Peterborough, in which I said,
“] wish to God we would catch Riel.”—
Well Mr. Speaker, there never was a pray-
er more sincerely offered than I offered at
that time. If wehad got Mr, Riel at that
time he would have been brought and
tried in the Province of Ontario or the
Province of Quebec. We have got a law
by which special criminals can be tried in
this way. He could not be fairly tried
when the jury would be composed of his
fellow-supporters, of the soldiers who
fonght under him. But if he had been
brought down here he would have got a
conviction, and, therefore, sir, I was very
anxious toget him. But the Hon. gentle-
man has unwittingly made a mistake
when he says we asked Archbishop Tache
to request him to leave the country, That
was not the case, and the Hon. gentleman
tried to help us when he offered the re-
ward. But the reward was proclaimed so
loudly that the man ran away. (Laugh-
ter and cheers.
Why, Riel wasin the Unifed States.
He was there hatching and helping on con-
tinued incursions imto the country. It
was of the greatest importance, in fact, of
the utmost importance, that he should no
longer be a disturbing element tous. The
Americans would not surrender him, even
though he had committed a murder, be-
cause it was & political offence. His old
supporters came across the lines, and to-

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TEE GOYERNMENT AND TEE
FREDERICTON BRIDGE.

Legislative proceedings at the Capital
have been of late unusually interesting,
particularly with reference to the Legis-
lative Council. In that body a manly
stand has been taken against the policy
of the Government in-the matter of the
Fredericton Bridge—the Council assert-
ing its independence, by refusing to
sanction the illegal expeunditure of pub-
lic monies by the Blair administration.
In thus placing a wholesome check on
the Government, in the interests of the
people, the Council is very properly and
honestly performing its legitimate func-
ions ; and although the politicians whose
intexests may be more or less affected by
such| action are loud in their denuncia-
tion of the represeniatives who will not
strikg hands with them in their unwar-
rantéd expenditure of the public money,
thefr Honors will be commended by all

who are sufficiently unpartizan to uphold
admire political honesty and inde-
pendence. In order to give our readers

an_idea of the action taken by Council
last week, we subjoin the report of the
special committe to whom was referred
the papers on the Fredericton Bridge.
REPORT.

The committee to whom were referred the
papers relating to the bridge across the St. John
river at Fredericton have examined the same
and beg leave to submit:—

That previous to the year 1884 it had always
been assumed that the building of this bridge
at the public expense, either in whole or part,
should be undertaken only after legislation for
that purpose. TheSubsidy Act of 1882, autho-
rized assistance to a company to jthe amount
of $50,000 in bonds at four per cent, and inyoly-
ed this Province in no further liability :—

That on the 29th day of February, 1884, the
Government without any authority by legisla-
tion entered into a contract for the erection of
this bridge, which is now well advanced and on
which payments to the extent of nearly $50,000
have been made. Shortly after the contract was
signed, namely, on the 31st of March following
and up to which time only $400 had been paid,
His Honor the Lieut. Governor called the at-
tention of his Government to a despatch from
the Secretary of State at Ottawa, dated 27th
March, then instant, calling their attention to
the illegality of proceeding with the construc-
tion of this bridge without the authority of Par-
liament first being obtained, which despatch
was not laid before the Legislative Assembly,
although then in session.

The Under Secretary of State communicated
with His Honor on the same subject on the 17th
of July, also calling his attention to the illega-
lity of proceeding with the work without such
authority, and declaring that it was also in con-
travention of the treaty with the United States.
In this despatch the Under Secretary further
calls the attention of the Local Government to
the facts that the Parliament of Canada in 1881
incorporated a con(llpany to build a bridge at
this place, plans and specifications thereof first
being approved of by the proper authorities and
that this act had lapsed ; that in 1882 the Legis-
lature of New Brunswick had incorporated a
company to eract a bridge over the St. John
river at Fredericton, which act was disallowed,
as being beyond the power of the Legislature.
This committee do not deem it necessary to
refer to all the points urged by the Dominion
Government against the construction of a bridge
at this place without proper authority, nor to
the seyeral reasons assigned by the Provincial
Government for proceeding with the work. It
is apparent, howeyer, that this bridge should
not have been undertaken, uuntil the necessary
lugislation had been -first obtained,

The Legislative Council at the last session of
the Legislature refused to concur with that part
of an act to authorize the funding of the floating
debt of this province that authorized the issue
of bonds, the proceeds of which were to be ap-
plied to meet payments on this bridge. The
House of Assembly afterwards on the said 31st
day of March passed a resolution authorizing
the Lieutenant’ Governor in Coyneil during the
recess to effect loans from time to time to meet
payments on this bridge not exceeding $50,000
inthe whole, which resolution does not appear
to have been communicated .to the Imgisﬁture
by His Houor as required by law,

Your Honor were informed by the Govern-
ment that no order in council was passed au-
thorizing the construction of this bridge nor the
negotiating of any loan to meet payment there-
on,

The committee examired on oath Mr. W. F.
Holt, a civil engineer apparantly well qualified
to give an opinion as to the bridge, who stated
that the work done was a fair average, but dis-
approved of the plan under which the super-
structure was built, alleging that the Howe
truss, so called, was preferable in point® of
strength and durability &nd went into a calcula-
tion of the carrying capacity of the spans, which
he contended were not of style which could be
placed on piers as far apart as 250 feet. On the
other hand it was stated by Messrs. Beckwith,
Harper, Currie, Simmons and Haines that the
scructure was perfectly safe, (although stated by
Mr. Beckwith to be an experiment), and they
all stated thst they had never made any plans
for a space longer than 175 feet,

The evidence shows that the cost of the bridge
instead of being $57,720, as agreed in the ori-
gina) contract, has risen to the sum of $75,665,
with a great probability of reaching a still larg-
er sum before completion. A careful estimate
shows that the annual burden thrown on the
proyince by the construction of this bridge as
a Government work, will amount to about $10,-
000, taking into consideratjon interest, caretak-
ing, repairs and rebuilding the superstructure
within an average time.

In views of the facts brought before the com-
mittee, they are of opinion that the advisers of
the Lieut. Governor have proceeded with the
construction of this bridge in direct violation of
the Dominion Act, and have ignored and disre-
garded the checks and safeguards of the consti-
tution and thereby imposed upon the province a
very heavy burdeg without the concurrence of
the Legislature first being obtained.
And your committee further considers that
legislation should be sought which will relieve
the province from all possible liability that may
arise in consequence of any obstruction to navi-
gation by thisqbridge.

Indians in the War.

The following article is worthy of
consideration by those in anthority over
as as well as by all who have the fature
welfare of our country at heart, It ap-
appears (under the heading as above) in
the Quebec Morning Chronicle of Satur-
day last :—

It has been stated the Blackfeet In-

ment against the Crees, against whom
they have long borme enmity. Should
this be true, we hope the Government
will not avail themselves of their ser-
vices, under any circumstances. The
Blackfeet can help Canada by, holding
aloof from rebellion, and preserving a
strict neutrality. Peace among the var-
ious tribes must be encouraged at all
hazards, else we will have in the future
numerous small wars, All Canadlan In-
dians must be taught the principles of
loyalty to Canada. They ought to be
friends to each other and not enemies.
This country cannot afford to lose friend-
ly Indians as weapons of war against the
tribes that have revolted and joined the
banner of Louis Riel and his half-breeds.
The result might prove disastrous to our
best interests, and prevent lasting peace
in the North-West. There must be no
afterclap resulting from this rebellion.
The rebels, Indians and Metis must be
put down by the soldiers of Canada.
’I‘he{)muat be made to feel the power of
the Dominion, and taught the hopeless-
ness of further risings. After the rebel-
lion is crushed, the Land Commissioners
may step in, and settle such real griev-
ances as the insurrectionists may prefer.
But before the latter is done, the Gov-
ernment will ao well to punish severly
the men who dared to take up arms
against the constituted authority of the
State.

Advices from Battleford indicate that
Indians are still menacing the barracks,
holding pow-wows, war dances, etc.,
six miles'soucth of town. The troops are
wanted at once, It will take four days
to get there by which time the bar-
racks may be taken and the women and
children sacriticed. The Indians mean
either to take the barracks or go to Foru
Pitt which is garrisoned by oulv 25 po-
lice. A lot of provisions are there on
which Big Bear’s band have long had
their eyes. No word has been received
from there for some days. Two batta-
lions of infantry have been formed here
in the last few days. They are ready
for the flield excepting arms and ammani-
tion, part of which arrived to day.

THE REBELLION.

Orrawa, April 2.—It is understood the
Washington authorities have advised the
Canadian Government that they have or-
dered strict enforcement along the frontier
of the neutrality laws and that armed
bodies of men would be prevented from
crossing into Canadian territory.

The mounted rangers, sharphooters and
scouts will be m-meg with Martini-Henry
rifles, the Mounted Police with Winches-
ter repeaters, and the main army with
Snider-Enfield rifles.

Capt. Fred H. S. Veith, of the Railways
and Canals Department, has placed his
services at thedisposal of the Government.
Capt. Veith served through the greater
part of the Crimean war; was present at
the siege and fall of Sebastopol, including
protracted trench duties, for which he re-
ceived the Crimean and Turkish war med
als and clasps; was present at the bom-
bardment and capture of Kinburn, where
he was carrying the Queen’s colors as a
Lieutenant in the 63rd Regiment. He
won the houor, in the memorable and ex-
citing race of hoats landing troops from
war ships and transports, he being first by
jumping overboard to the waist to plant
the Queen’s colors on Russian soil.

The Gavernment have received infor-
mation that the order for 10,000 Martini-
Henri rifles and 3,000,000 catridges will
be forwarded from England without de-
lay. They are expected here in ten days
and will be kept as a reserve. There is
no lack ef suppliesand both Hon. M.

IN THE LUMBER WOODS

“In all my experience asa lumberman, ”
said Mr. Wm.pe{lichmds to ' alelegraph
reporter last evening, “I.mever E'f w
of a winter in which so much snow fell
in the Miramichi woods. Throughout
that whole country there is ncw an aver-
age of seven feet of snow on the level and
if anything there is” even more on the
Restigouche. We had a very heavy snow-
fall in February and two in March and
operations have been greatly retarded in
consequence. It is with the greatest dif-
ficulty that teams can move about, and
much of the lumber cut early in the
season has been covered np. Nearly all
of the crews have been brought out of the
woods. We look for a late driving season.
Should a heavy thaw set in, as we have
every reason to expect, there will be t
floods in*the streampes and most of t.hegfg;s
will come down with a rush. Drivi
usually commences about the first of May,
and I dare say will not be later this year
thar formerly.”

“Whatquantity of lnmberhas been cut?

“Well, our calculatious in the fall were
that about 25 per cent less than the aver-
ageamount would be cut on the Mirawichi
and Restigouche. Owing. to the deep
snow, however, I think about 15 per ccnt.
less than we figured on will be got out,
making a falling off of say 40 per cent
under ordinary years. This does not
apply to the western section ¢f the pro-
vince, where they have had a good season.

WasHINGTON, April 2—One of Setre-
tary Teller’s last Acts was to issue an or-
der in behalf of cettain Dakota land spec-
ulators, throwing open to settlement the
Crow Creek reservation on the =ast bank
of the Missouri River. This track is now
occupied by the civilized Winnebagos.
They had no notice of Teller’s intention
and the first they knew was the irruption
within three hours after the order was
made, of a swarm of whites, who cooll
proceeded to pre-empt the farras whic
the Winnebagos have cultivated for years.
They protested that they were included
in the treaty of 1868, which guaranteed
their lands from seizure without their
consent, and again in the Sioux
ment, made in 1882, by which :h«:ﬁ:
ernment promised to secure to each Im-
dian family a certain amount of land.
The effect of Teller's order was to rob
them of everything, and it was based
upon the miserable quibble that as this
reservation is separated from that of the
Sioux by the Missouri River it was not
protected by the treaties, although they
were meant to cover it. The Indians
have resisted this attempt to steal their
homes, and the agent of the Indian Rights
Association, Mr. Painter, presented their
case first to Secretary Lamar. He refer--
red the matter to Commissioner Atkins,
promising ta do whatever the latter re-
commends. After a long examination
the commissioner concludes that this re-
servation is covered by the Sioux treaty
of 1868 "and Secretary Teller’s order is
null and void, because it was in violation
of our treaty obligations to these “ wards
of the nation,” whose rights Teller had
sworn to protect. The deﬂmrtment there-
fore recommends to the President to re-
voke Teller’s order, and it will be done

straightway. The President is determin-
ed not to be a party .to any swindling of
the Indians. Justice in this case thus

promises to be speedy and effective, but
it is a striking commentary upon Secre-
tary Teller’s management of his depart-
ment that he Was thus the agent ina
trick which in nine cases out of ten would
not be so pramptly exposed and remedi-
ed. Republican senators who are his
friends can find no excuse to offer for him
in this instance, where the rights of the
Indians were to be_set one side in behalf
of a lot of land grabbers.

As a rule, still, cold weatbher will
never hart anyone, if perfectly cioth-
ed, .but if moderate weather is ac-
companied by cold winds, then be
ware. Nervous people will usually
find a headache, and general depres- |
sion of the whole system, to be the
result ofa walk on a cold, damp, |
dry. But there are many whose
business calls them out in all wea-
thers, and to thuse we would say, take
the . greatest pains to tone up the
system so as to resist cold, and pro-
tect the body againat sudden changes.
Chest protecters of silk, chamois skin
or even layers of newspapers should
be worn both back and froat, for the
langs lie nearer the shoulders than
the chest. Itis the food that is di-
ge<ted that supports lile. Itis a
good plan, too, to dash the neck,
chest, and arms, every morning with
cold water, rubbing them vigorously
afterwards, with a rough towel dip
ped in alcobol.  Hot baths should
only be taken at night, and cold ones
in the morning. When a creepy.
chilly sensation is felt, and the first
symptoms of a cold appear, three or
four drops of camphor on & lump of
sugar, orin water, will often pro-
duce a reaction, and frequently ward
off the tbreatened attack. Healthful
sleep is Nalure's great restorer, and
this should always be procured, but
by rational means alone; narcotics,
except in extreme cases, are always
to be avoided. A biscuit, a bowl of
oatmeal porridge, or a glass of warm
milk taken on-retiring, will aid 1n
drawing the blood from the brain, and
produce sweet, healthy drowsiness.
Bed-rooms should be well ventilated
and comfortahle, and the bed-clothes

warm but not heavy. Iv is =said
