COMMERCIAL REWIEW.

There is little of interest to note during
the past week. The prices of flour and
wheat have tended slightly downward, al-
though quotations in the Western States and
Western Canada are relatively higher than
m New York and Montreal, whilst even at
the latter rates there is little demand for
shipment. There is no question, however,
but that America ha: a surplus to export,
and as a consequence, the price must either
rise m Europe or fall here, so as to warrant

shipments. .

The reports received from various parts of
Lower Canada ¢ ing the harvest are
more cheerful, owing to recent dry but cold
weather. Some crops, especially on low
lands, are injured by the rotting of the straw.
and potatoes have suffered severely ; but;
upon the whole, there is a reasonable expec-
tation of a good crop.

The crops of the country below Quebec
are more extensive and better than any pre-
vious year. Inm fact, we have seen a large
breadth of as fine wheat, barley. rye, and
oats, in the parishes on the sputh shore be-
low Quebec, as we have ever seen in any re-

ion’of Lower Canada, not even excepting
ﬁn Richelien. The only danger so far

have been spared from A frost, in which
case there will, doubtless, be abundance and
prosperity -mong 2 large and little kmown
population. We have also received an excel-
lent report of the = agricultural condition and
prospects of the Saguenay, which shows that
couatry to be in a flourishing condition.
