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Ensilage for Pregnant Ewes.
For feeding pregnant ewes as a

c:' of the roughage ration, ensilage |

won incomparative favor with
flock owners. They consider it one of
the cheapest and most valuable of
roughage feeds. Ensilage is found
to successfully take the place of roots

and when care is exercised not to over- |

feed, digestive disorders seldom ocecur.
In years past I have fed ensilage to
both fattening lambs and breeding
ewes during pregnancy and have
found it a most excellent feed. The
animals soon become extremely fond
of it, and especially during the winter
when confined to dry feed. Years ago
before ensilage came into general
favor as a feed for breeding ewes we
allways encountered much trouble with
grade Merino ewes at lambing and in
rearing the lambs on account of the
ewes not having suffidient nourish-
ment for their newly-born young. The
first winter we had ensilage to feed,
the ewes were given about a half ra-
tion twice daily and the former trouble
practically ceased. @ We have been
feeding ensilage to sheep both fat-
tening and for breeding purposes for
the past thirty years and always with
splendid results.

Quite frequently objection is ad-
vanced by flock owners that ensilage
contains so much acid it is harmful to

regnant ewes and should not be fed.

do not believe there is any founda-
tion for this opinion. Of course, en-
silage made from too green corn con-
tains a higher percentage of acid than
that made from well-matured corn and
some harmful effects might result
from feeding heavily on ensilage of
this quality. However, after thirty
years’ experience in feeding ensilage
to all kinds of live stock 1 do not think
we have ever encountered any harmful
results. Scme years ago we filled our
silo with large western corn that had
not matured. We began feeding the
ensilage as usual to the pregnant ewes
but we soon noticed that some of the
ewes were scouring, so we cut down
an the silage and began feeding dry
eorn stover and the trouble soop dis-
appeared. We had similar trouble that
winter from feeding the ensilage to
dairy cows and I thin as caused
from silcing the corn crop before it
came to maturity. There is good and
poor ensilage the same as good and
poor hay, but the consensus of evi-|
dence points to the fact that good|

silage is very beneficial in pmnmlmg“

Manure Preservative.

A recent bulletin from the New,
York Experiment Station, G(ncvn,{
gives results of tests with various ma-|
terials for preserving' manure. The!
results show, to the satisfaction of the,
station, at least, that the orly ma-
terial to use is acid phosphate. The
materials compared were straw, peat, !
acid phosphate, rock phcsphate and|

gypsum.

“Most manure preservatives are of
little value in checking loss of nitro-
gen,” the station advises, “In l.\e,
tests the amount of nitrogen lost.
ranged from 15 per cent., for manure
treated with acid phosphate, to fifty-|
one per cent. for untreated manure.”|

Immediate application of the preser-|
vative is advised, even if the manure]
is to be hauled to the field as soon as|
voided. It is suggested that two hand-
fuls of acid phosphate be scattered in
each horse stall every day, so that the
horses will trample it into the manure.

Wheat straw was found to be detri-
mental to manure. Where the straw
was added to manure applied to grow-
ing crops, a dertimental effect was
noted, as compared withgresults from

PUBLIC HEALTH ACT

It may not be generally known that
householders have an important duty
to perform under “The Public Health
Act” as it applies fo communicable
diseases, and that heavy penalty is
provided in case of their neglect. At
this time particular attention is
drawn to section 53,
and 2, of the act, as follows:

Whenever any householder Kknows
or has reason to suspect that any
person within his family or house-
hold, or boarding or lodging with him,
has any communicable disease, he
shall, withfn twelve hours, give no-
tice thereof to the secretary of the
local board or to the medical officer
of health.

The notice may be given to the sec-
retary or the medical officer of health
at his office, or by letter, addressed to
either of them, and mailed within the
time above specified.

The act prevides that any person
who contfavenes the provisions con-
tained in the above section shall in-
cur a penalty of not less than $25 nor
more than $100.

man ready to open them for custom-
ers. In bad weather, when the oysters
are not exposed, persons who can read
may find them mentioned among the
| names of fish on the shop's placards
but the mats are then expected to
inform the illiterate on the point.

The old proverb, “Good wine needs
no bush,” refers to the custom of put-
ting a bush before a wine shop door
as a sign. Sometimes a branch is
placed above the door instead. Often
no name or any other sign is displayed
| by the wine seller

Such a bush may be of any tree com-
mon to the locaulity. In the North it
| is often spruce or pine or a huge
branch of mistletoe. In the South it
is almost always olive or myrtle, and
generally renewed on fete days. The
bushes have acquired the name “bouch-
ons” In France and this is applied to
small taverns also.

The ancient usage of hanging a
bush over the door is obsolete in cities,
but was doubtless the origin of the
habit of placing small evergreens In
portable wooden hoxes outside cafes
and restaurants in Parls and other
large communities.

A commep~gight in Paris is that of
horses led through the streets with
bunches of straw tied to their talls
This signifies that these animals are
for sale. In fact, a bunch of straw
tied to any objéct can always be inter
preted to mean that the present owner
Is ready to enter Into negotiations with
any one who takes a fancy to his
property. 3

Thus, as he passes along the streets
one sees baby carriages, bicycles ox
any second-hand furniture with the
bunch of straw attached. He who
runs may read such a sign even better
than a written or printed card.

It serves” another end as well, for
advertisements can be taxed, while
there I8 no tax on a bunch of straw.
® France, unless an owner has a
regular license to sell, he must place
a government stamp on any sign or
writing hung at the door. In the
sume way even-a dressmaker or shoe-
maker in want of apprentices must
put a government sStamp on any no-
tice so displayed.

Why Ice Floats,

If it were not for one peculiar
| property of water, the past history
of the earth would have been com-
pletely altered and man himself
might never have been born.

Almost everything gets bigger
| when it is heated and smaller when
it is cooled, and in the ordinary
j eourse of events water does exactly
the same thing.. But the strange
point is that if you cool water to
seven Qegreea above freezing-point it
stop getting smaller and begins to
expand, continuing to do so until it
becomes ice.

That, of course, is why ice always
occupies more space than the water
from which, it made, and so easily
bursts jugs and water-pipes. It also
explains why ice floats In water.

But if water followed the general
rule, and got continually smaller as
it grew colder, ice would be heavier
than water and would form at the
bottom of ponds, rivers, and seas in-
stead of at the top.

That would mean that in past ice
ages all the living inhabitants of the
water, including the progenitors of
man, would have been frosen to
death, for numerous forms of life
are always to be found beneath the
ice-topped seas of to-day.
