oue of the “Electors Union* who alone
had the power to elect an emperor of
Germany. The most promivent among
the prince electors was Frederic L1 of
Brandeaburg who conquered a large
territory belonging to Polind and this
newly annexed land was called Prussia
and was made & duchy. January 13,
1701 Prince elector Frederic 111
crowned himself and wife king and
queen. This first king united his
country and acquired more by war. In
1870 the king of Prussia, William I,
was declared Emperor of all Germany.

The mail service of Prussia was
alwaysin good order. Tu the 16th cent-
ury the postal family of Thurn and
Taxis forwarded the mail to and from
Brandenburg. In 1648 regular stations
wereestabiished and mail forwarded by
mail-wagons aud couriers. Official and
also important commercial Jetters were
numbered and inscribed in a book.

The postal prince of Thurn and
Taxis complained to the Emperor who
wrote to the Prince elector of Prussia
ordering him to allow Fhure andTaxis
officials to run the postthere, The
plucky ruler of Prussia answered to
the Emperor that ia his country he
was “boss”’and that he already had a
good postal service. That settled the
matter.

In the yeer 1657 Ewmperor Ferd-
inand III died. His successor was
Leopold I. In 1659 all his territory
was furnished with a regular postal
service.

In 1850 Prussia issuel the firat
series of postage stamps, having in the
center the portrait of King Frederick
William 1V, As the supply of these

o

‘stamps was very short they have been

reprinted and in consequence of the
above fact, genuine stamps are very
scarce. In 1867 Prussia as “war
price’ (1866 Prussia, Austria and allies
war) issued for the annexed countries,
“Republic city of Frankfurt (main)
Etectorate- Hesse-Cassel and the duchy
of Nissau,” a special set of postage
stamps in the Southern German (at
that time) monetary value “Kreuzer.”

Chronicle from Peru.

In addition to three new stamps,
lc green, 2¢ brown, and 5c¢ pink there
were igsued on Dec. 31 nine new post
cards as follows: 1c green, lc red, 2¢
orange, 2¢ blue, 2 + 2¢ blue, 3¢ brown-
red, 4c black, t + 4 black. The l1c green
and 2c orange for provircial use have
a New Year's greeting printed on the
reverse and are dated Jan. lst, 1:8.
They are valueless for foreign servica.
All the nine varieties are surcharged
on the 5c black and have a view of the
new postoffice in the right hand upper
corner. This building was opened on
Jan lst. 1898
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Omaha Stamps
and Medals.

Washington, D. C.—The authorities of
the post othce department have determined
upon the subjects which shall be used upon
the new series of postage stamps to be
issued by the department in commemoration
of the Trans-Mississippi and International
exposition to be opened on the first of next
June at Omaha. They are illustrative of
the conditions, progress and accomplish-
ments of the great West from its discovery
to our own day. The series comprises nine
denominations of stamps, as follows:

One cent—The discovery of the Missis-
sippi river by Marquette.

Two-cent—An Indian chief.

Four-cent—A buffalo hunting scene.

Five-cent— Thepathfinder, being alpicture
of Fremont raising the flag on the summit
of the Rockies.

Three-cent—A train of emigrantscrossing
the plains.

Ten-cent—A mining scene.

Fifty cent—A cowboy and cattle.

Dollar—A harvesting scene or a great
flouring mill.

Two Dollars—The Rock Island Bridge
showing part of the city of Omaha.

The director of the mint, who is required
by special act of congress to prepare the
commemorative or souvenir medals for this
enterprise, has to-day approved the subjects
to be illustrated, and artists are now pre-
paring the designs.

The reverse will be a group comprising a
mounted Indian spearing a buffulo.  Above
will appenar the words, ‘*Trans-Mississippi,”
and below the date, ‘“1848”. The obverse of
this medal will show the head in profile of
a typical young woman of the Trans- Missis-
sippi region.  The design is to be prepared
by Rockwd by means of composite photo-
graphy, and the types are now being select-
ed by the states and territories of the entire

ion. The medals, like the stamps,
testify to the progress of civilization, from
the beginning of things, fifty years ago, to
the finest. and most refined, the product of
the half century. The medals are within
the protection of all the laws against connt.
erfeiting the coins of the Governmeat.
