CONSTITUTION
1. This Convention shall be known as the Baptist Convention of Nova Scotia, 

New Brunswick, and Prince Edward Island.
2. The object of the Convention shall be to maintain Acadia College, and 

other Educational interests of the body ; as also its Foreign Missionary opera­
tions ; and to advance the general interests of the denomination.

8. The Convention shall be composed as follows :—1st Each of the Baptist 
Associations, within the limits of the Convention, shall be entitled to send to 
any meeting of the Convention, five of its own members as delegates to repre­
sent it therein. 2d. Every Church connected with either of the above-named 
Associations, and contributing toward the objects of the Convention, shall be 
entitled to send one of its members to represent it at any meeting of the Con­
vention, and an additional delegate for every twenty dollars so c ontributed ; 
provided, that no Church be at liberty to send more than five delegates. 3d. 
Every ordained Baptist minister connected with one of the above Churches, 
shall be a member. 4th! Any member of one of these Churches, who shall 
contribute five dollars annually, or fifty dollars at one time, towards the objects 
of the Convention, shall be a member.

4. The officers of the Convention shall be chosen ann ually, from it * members, 
and shall consist of a President, two or more Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, a

Secretary, residing in the Province in which the Convention is at the time in 
session, and an Assistant Secretary, chosen from one of the other Provinces.

4. The Convention shall meet on the first Saturday after the 10th of August, 
annually, at such place as shall be agreed on by the body, when, in addition to 
the election of officers and the transaction of such other business as may be

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brought before the body, in accordance with Art 2 of this Constitution, a Board 
of Foreign Missions shall be chosen, consisting of fifteen members of the Con­
vention ; five members shall constitute a quorum ; also a Ministerial Education 
Board or Boards, of seven members each ; three of whom shall constitute a 
quorum. The Convention shall also fill any vacancies that may have occurred 
in the Board of Governors of Acadia College, and shall, once in three years, 
appoint sii new members, in place of six who will then go out in rotation, in 
accordance with the Resolution passed by the Convention in September 1859, 
and in accordance with the Act 14 Viet., of the Legislature of Nova Scotia,

The net increase this year is nearly 8 per cent, a higher rate than has been 
ever before attained since the formation of the Convention. This is princi­
pally owing, no doubt, to the wave of revival which passed over the Churches 
of the Western and Central Associations of Nova Scotia at the beginning of 
the year. The baptisms reported by the churches represented ill the Conven­
tion far exceed in number the reports of any preceding years. The highest 
number reached before was in 1859, when it was 2,676, while this year i” was 
3,021; the lowest was in 1853, when it had sunk down to 585. ' The Com­
mittee observe that, in the progress of the revival in Nova Scotia, the conver­
sions took place among persons of all ages, from the child of ten rears to tin- 
old man of almost eighty ; that among the converts were manv who had passed 
through previous revivals unmoved, and after having withstood the influences 
of the gospel for twenty years or more, at length yielded themselves to the 
Lord and to his Church ; and that a goodly number from our Sunday Schools 
have consecrated their youth to Christ, and thereby brought into the Churches 
an amount of fervid vigor which may be expected to tell powerful!v on tlrt-ir 
future prosperity.

It is manifest that this has been “ a year of the right hand of the Most High." 
God has graciously blessed the efforts of his servants, and quickened the life 
of many of the Churches. Responsibility follows blessing. The young con­
verts will require tinder and judicious care, wise instruction, and practical 
training. If they are not fitted tor usefulness, and continuously employed in

;
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Christian work, their accession to the churches may prove to be a loss rallier 
than a gain. The pastors will see that a weighty burden is laid upon them, 
and will doubtless be anxious to show that they are equal to the oeeasion. And 
tlie members of those churches which have received the spiritual benediction 
will lie desirous of improving the opportunities presented to them by the revival 
of spiritual energy and the increase of their numbers. If they have slumbered, 
it must now lie evident that they arc awake. If they have been slothful, they 
must now be earnest in redeeming the time, that the weeds may be rooted 
of the Saviour's vineyards, and that all the trees may appear to be indeed 
•• trees of righteousness, the planting of the I-ord."

Nor must it be overlooked that we have reason to hope for a large addition 
to the ranks of the Christian ministry. The paucity of candidates has been 
long lamented. Destitute churches have inquired, and negotiated, and prayed, 
seemiiHv in vain. But Ood himself has now come to our help. Many young 
men recently converted, have declared their desire to spend life in proclaiming 
the èospcl. This calls for thankfulness, and at the same time imposes fresh 
obligations. These brethren are at present in the position of young recruits. 
Tliev require to lie disciplined and drilled, that they may heroine, by the 
divine blessing, effective soldiers in the Lord’s army. The Committee rejoice 
to learn that arrangements are in contemplation by which suitable instruction 
will be imparted to them, and such measures adopted as will tend to prepare 
them for the warfare with ignorance and sin. ...

Hut win may not the blessing which has been enjoyed by some churches be 
experienced bv all ! Why may we not hope for a clear increase of five 
liunuaml or more in the ensuing r ear ? lias not God promised that he will
u poor water upon him that is thirsty, and Hoods upon the dry ground? 
(Isaiah xliv. 8-5). Has not the promise been In course of fulfilment from 
Pentecost till now y Does not the Saviour present the subject to us in a most 
interesting and attractive manner, when he says, “ If ye then, being evil, know 
how to give good things unto your children, how much more shall your 
Heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him ? ” (I.uke xi. 5-18). 
Is there not an ascertained connection, illustrated by innumerable facts in the 
history of the Church, between prayer and success, as between holy living and 
the ciiiovinent of God’s presence ? Is it not now true that “ if we ask anything 
according to his will, lie heareth us?” (1 John v. 14). And is it not also 
true that, notwithstanding the Scripture doctrine of the sovereignty of God s 
■mod pleasure towards men, if the asking and the living arc “ according to his 
will v the hestowment of mercies will certainly follow, though always in Hi* 
time and in Hi* way ? When was it known that a holy, active, praying 
church, conscientiously working for God “ with one heart and one soul, failed 
for any lengthened period to receive tokens of divine approval? Let us hear
the Lord's voice_“ Awake ! awake! put on thy strength, 0 Zion ; put on thy
beautiful garments, O Jerusalem." (Isaiah lii. 1.) Let us put away the 
worldliness, the negligence, the sleepy idleness, which have so often deprived 
the churches of blessing, and let us " seek the 1/Ord and Ins strength with 
united, persevering fervor. Then will he " return ” and bless us.

The Committee repeat tin- recommendation of former years, that the churches 
.set apart a day for humiliation, thanksgiving, and prayer.

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REPORT ON OBITUARIES.
During the past year there lias been but one death among the ministering 

brethren of the Convention. Brother Jana Newcomb, died at Wolfvillc, Jan. 
3, last, aged 68. He was a native of Stewiacke, N. K. lie was baptized in 
early life by the Rev. William Burton, and soon manifested an ardent desire for 

fulness as a preacher of the Gospel. The church at Stewiacke recognised 
his gifts in the year 1840 by the grant of a license. With a view to be better 
prepared for his work, by the acquisition of knowledge, he entered Acadia 
College, and was a member of the first class formed in that Institution. While 
pursuing his studies he was indefatigable in endeavors to do good, 
left College he spent several years in acceptable labors as a school teacher. 
His ordination took place in 1849, at Hillsborough, N. B., where his faithful 
preaching was greatly blessed to the conversion of sinners. In 1861 he be­
came pastor of the Church at Moncton. During his connection with that 
Church, which continued for twelve years, he was frequently privileged to wit­
ness scenes of powerful revival. “ Our brother’s labors in this field," writes 
brother 0. Chute, in the Chritliait Me—mger, “ were very arduous. He 
unwearied in visiting the sick and afflicted. He wept with those who wept, 
and rejoiced with those who rejoiced. Like his Master, he gave special often- 
tion to the poor and neglected. But over labor broke him down, and he was 
compelled to resign his charge in quest of rest and health." lie moved to 
Wolfvillc in 18M. Having travelled over large portions of these Provinces in 
the prosecution of various agencies, he ultimately engaged in colportage. 
“ While occupied in this work ” (we again quote brother Chute) “ he preached 
the word on almost every Lord's Day. He gave away thousands of small 
books and tracts to the poor and destitute. Eternity only will reveal the happy 
influences of his ardent piety and heavenly devotion, as manifested in edifying 
conversation, in fervent prayers, in arousing, whole-souled sermons." But his 
strength gave way, and after a lingering illness of two years, cheered by the 
consolations of the gospel, lie entered into rest. A funeral discourse was 
preached by the Rev. Dr. Crawley, from I’salin cxvi. 16.

It would swell this Report to inconvenient dimensions were we to place on 
record the names of all the useful members of our churches who have been 
removed to the better land since our last meeting. Such men us Thomas R. 
Pattili.o, of Liverpool, Asa Coy, of Fredericton, and J . Meloney, of North 
Sydney (he had attained his 97th year), who adorned the Christian profession 
iti their respective localities, and stood high in the esteem of their brethren, 
will long live in the memories of attached friends.

A more lengthened notice may be given, on account of his public life and 
services, to the departure of the Hon. Judge Johnston, who died at Chelten­
ham, England, on the 21st of November last. He was originally a member of 
the Church of England, but when convinced, upwards of forty years ago, of the 
agreement of Baptist principles with Scripture, he left that communion and 
joined our denomination, being baptized by the Rev. Dr. Crawley. In addition 
to important services rendered to the denomination in various ways, lie was 
connected with our educational efforts from their commencement, and afforded 
valuable aid, by advice and otherwise, as a Director of the Education Society, 
and subsequently as a Governor of Acadia College. Of his power as a poli 
tician, and his success as a lawyer, in which profession he acquired the highest 
honors his country could bestow, it is not necessary or desirable to speak in 
this religious meeting. It may be allowable, however, to affirm that his fine 
talents were alwavs employed in the interests of the true and the right, accord­
ing to his conscientious convictions. He was so highly esteemed by all parties 
that his nomination to the Lieutenant-Governorship of Nova Scotia, which office 
he was unable to undertake, in consequence of the failure of his health, met 
with unanimous approval Judge Johnston was in the 82nd year of his age 
when he (tied. Respectfully submitted.

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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION.
Your Committee have not thought it necessary to institute any inquiries 

respecting denominational ” education, ns that subject will be brought before 
the Convention in due order by the brethren connected with our Institutions. 
Their attention has been confined to the struggle for the maintenance of the 
Free School System 'in the Province of New Brunswick, where that excellent 
and patriotic plan of operations was at one time supposed to be seriously im- 
perilled by the opposition of the ultramontane portion of the Roman Catholic 
Church, aided by some whose political sympathies led them to forego the 
claims of just freedom, and to ally themselves with its foes.

In .January last there was published a Pastoral Letter (“ given at bt. Mary s, 
Halifax, in November), bearing the signatures of the Archbishops and Bishops 
of the Roman Catholic Church in the Maritime Provinces, demanding the estab­
lishment of Separate Schools for Roman Catholics, as a part of the system of 
public education. Your Committee judged it to be their duty, and in entire 
harmony with the views and wishes of the Convention, to reply to this Pastoral. 
Two addresses, explanatory of the opinions on this subject generally entertained 
by Baptists, were issued, one in Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island, and 
one in New Brunswick. They were plentifully circulated in each Province, 
particularly among the members of the Governments and of the Legislatures. 
It is believed that they were useful, enlightening some, stimulating others, and 
encouraging all. Copies of the Addresses are appended to this Report.

By the dissolution of the New Brunswick House of Assembly the subject of 
Free Schools was brought prominently before the people, and an energetic con­
flict between the friends of Free Schools and of Separate Schools was the result. 
All parties put forth their strength. A glorious victory was gained on the side 
of non-sectarian education, five members only being returned in the interest 
of the opposite side. This is cause for gratitude and gladness.

The constitutionality of the New Brunswick School Law having been de­
clared by the Supreme Court of that Province, an appeal was taken to the Privy 
Council at homv, in prosecuting which the parties appealing were assisted by 
the public funds of the Dominion. The case was brought before the Judicial 
Committee of the Privy Council on the 17th of last month, when their Lord­
ships, having heard the complaints of the appellants, were so fully convinced 
that they were unfounded that thev judged it unnecessary to call on the Attor­
ney General of New Brunswick, who was present, for the defence which he 
was prepared to offer, and dismissed the appeal with costs. The Committee 
rejoice in this righteous decision. The friends of free education will sym-

P‘But the war is not finished. Our opponents threaten further hostilities— 
nothing less than an attempt to subvert the existing provision of the Act of 
Union, which reserves to our Local Legislatures the exclusive nght to make 
law» in reference to education ; and it is incumbent on ua to be on our guard, 
prepared to take action whenever summoned to it

1. Renolvfd, That the Convention tender its hearty congratulations to the 
friends of free education in New Brunswick, on the success which has crowned 
their zealous and united efforts, whereby the designs of the advocates of sect­
arian education at the public expense have been defeated

‘2 /itaolml, That in view of the avowed determination of certain organs of 
ultramontane opinion, in defiance of the will of the people, to effect the over­
throw of the non-sectarian school systems of the Maritime Provinces, as well 
as in view of the alleged fact that in some parts of Nova Scotia the School Law 
of that Province is openly disobeyed, a Committee be appointed to watch the 
proceedings of the opponents of free education, and to take such steps as may 
tend to the exposure and removal of abuses.

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AN ADDRESS TO THE PUBLIC.

At the last Annual Session, held at Windsor, Aug. 23, 1873, the Baptist Con­
vention of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince Edward Island passed the 
following resolution, by a rising vote, viz. :

“ Whereas, At the last meeting of this Convention, held at 8t. Stephen, N. B., 
the following resolution was passed, viz. : 4 That the establishment of a non- 
sectarian system of Common School Education in New Brunswick is regarded 
by this Convention with great satisfaction, as the only system adapted to the 
wants of a mixed population, and in harmony with the principles of religious 
freedom ; and that it is earnestly to be hoped that a similar system will be intro­
duced and maintained in every Province of the Dominion ;

Therefore resolved, That the said resolution be now reaffirmed, and that, in 
the judgment of this Convention, it is in the highest degree important that the 
maintenance of the Free School system in its integrity should be secured against 
all opposition, direct or indirect, and especially against any interference with 
the independence of the Legislatures of these Provinces in this matter, by dic­
tation of the Dominion Parliament, or otherwise.* ”

The Convention also appointed a Committee, or rather three Committees, to 
watch over the interests of education, both secular and denominational, and to 
report the results of their observations and inquiries at the next meeting of the 
Convention, to be held at Portland, St. John, N. B., on the 22nd August next.

Our attention has been directed to a Circular issued by the Roman Cathoiic 
Archbishops and Bishops of these Provinces, in which they declare that the 
Roman Catholics have a right to the establishment under the auspices of the 
Legislature, of Separate Schools, in which their own religious doctrines shall be 
taught ; and they affirm that nothing less will satisfy them.

This is avery bold and arrogant demand. The leaders of one of the religious 
denominations into which the population of these countries is divided tell us 
that their chief ruler has “settled the question forever,” and they require that 
we shall bow down to him, and square our law in accordance with his will. 
Shall we submit ? Or shall we think for ourselves, and act accordingly ?

It is unnecessary to furnish a detailed exposure of all the unfounded and 
reckless assertions contained in the Circular ; but a specimen or two may be 
given.

For instance, the bishops tell us that “ lamentable consequences ” have fol­
lowed the exclusion of religious teaching in the schools of France, Germany, 
and the United States of America ; but they do not tell us that in Italy and 
Spain, where Roman Catholic schools have been long in operation, the majority 
of the people can neither read nor write, and a frightful state of immorality 
prevails. Is not this a “ lamentable consequence ” and very discreditable to 
Romanism ?

Again ; the Bishops affirm that “ if the masses of the people do not learn’ 
in the schools “ all that pertains to faith, virtue, and piety,” that knowledge 
14 can never be acquired elsewhere.” Indeed ! What, then, sre the ministère 
of religion doing? And are the Churches and the Sunday Schools exerting no 
good influence ? Hurely, the bishops are very unobservant of the Christian 
activity of the times.

Once more; to stigmatize our School I^aw as subjecting Roman Catholics to 
a “ galling tyranny ” is simply ridiculous. All denominations are on the same 
level Their children receive education in the schools oo equal terras, and 
they themselves make provision with cheerful promptitude, for religious in­
struction, never inquiring whether it involves “ double taxation,” for it is an 
expenditure which is gladly incurred.

We beg to remind you that the school system established by law in these 
Provinces is admirably adapted to the wants of the population. Provision is 
made for all. Every child may acquire, at the public expense, the elements of

an English education. Useful reading, comprising a large amount of informa­
tion and Instruction of the best kind, adapted to the improvement of morals 
and manners, is supplied in the Reading Books issued under the authority of 
the Council of Public Instruction ; and care is taken that the schools shall bo 
conducted by well qualified teachers. In order to prevent the employment of 
improper induencca, no children can be compelled to he present when any re­
ligious instruction is communicated, to which the parents or guardians of such 
children shall signify their objection. The rights of conscience arc duly re 
spooled, but the State does not profess to teach religion.

Under the auspices of this system the Provinces arc well filled with schools, 
in which children of all religious denominations meet daily for Instruction.

Hut the Roman Catholics are dissatisfied witli these at rangements. They 
maintain (or rather, their ecclesiastical guides maintain,) that it is the duty of 
parent# to provide religious instruction for their children, and that no provision 
made by the State can l>c allowed to clash witli that duty or to supersede it. 
And tlicn, with a view to secure the safety of their children, they require that 
they shall he entirely separated from oilier children, and not even |iermitted to 
mingle witli them in classes, to learn reading, writing, arithmetic, and other 
branches of ordinary education. Religious exercises and lessons arc so inter­
spersed among school engagements in Roman Catholic schools, that those 
schools arc exclusively adapted to Roman Catholic children. All Protestants 
call study together, and Unman Catholics arc welcome to places among them ; 
but Roman Catholic parents arc taught that such Intermingling Is wrong. The 
Pope has “ settled it forever.”

It is therefore demanded, on behalf of Roman Catholics, that the amounts 
levied on them for school taxes shall be expended solely on their own schools, 
and that they shall not be called on to contribute to the general school fund. 
What further alterations they will require, in order to adjust the practical work­
ing of their scheme to the existing school law, does not yet appear ; but there 
is reason to expect that additional demands will be made.

Now it is obvious that if the demands of the Roman Catholics lie conceded, 
the Free School fabric will he thrown to the ground. If the Roman Catholics 
be permitted to expend for the education of their own children, and in their 
own way, the portion of taxation for educational purpose* levied on themselves, 
all other denominations have the same rights ; and then, In addition to Roman 
Catholic schools, we shall have Church of England schools, Presbyterian schools, 
Methodist schools, Congregational schools, Baptist schools, and as many other 
schools as there may be religious parties or denominations in the land. The 
destruction of the Free School system will he inevitable.

Further, the greatly increased expense which will be Incurred by the proposed 
alterations cannot but lie regarded as Interposing a very serious obstacle. 
These countries will bo flooded with small and inefficient schools, a largo pro­
portion of which will furnish no adequate scope for the employment of the 
talents of teachers, the payment of whose salaries will render the demand on the 
provincial revenue for education a much heavier burden than It is under the
'TtaÜuMtated that this 1- a question of Christian freedom, and that It Is un­
just til require the Roman Catholics to submit to a system to which they are 
conscientiously opposed.

The billowing considerations are suggested In explanation and reply ; —
I. It Is freely grunted—as It Is In fact a first rate Protestant principle- that 

is not responsible to Ills fellow-man for his religious belief or praotloe; 
and therefore, that compulsion or punishment on seccunt of religious difierenees 
is unlawful, and that all taxation lor religions purposes Is unjust. It Is unjust 
to lax a Roman Catholic for the Inculcation of Protestantism It Is unjust to 
lax a Protestant for the Inculcation of Romanism. It Is unjust to tax a Pres­
byterian, a Methodist, a Baptist, or a member of any other sect, for the Incul­
cation of Chureli of Knglsndlsm. The thing Is black In all Its forms, and no 
washing ran whiten it.
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2. The Separate School System as it is managed in the Province of Ontario, 
fair and liberal as it appears, is itself unjust. The school tax levied on Homan 
Catholics is insufficient for the support of their schools, and it has to be supple 
merited by grants from the public funds, which funds arc raised by taxation. 
What is the consequence ? .lust this—that those Separate Schools, being 
Roman Catholic schools, in which the doctrines and practices of Romanism 
are continually inculcated and enforced, their support, as far as the grants from 
the public funds are concerned, is a burden laid on the community ut large 
that is to suv, if the system is established here, wo Protestants will he taxed for 
the maintenance of Homan Catholic schools. This is manifestly unjust, and it 
is unjust whether the amount he little or much. A fine of a cent may he a-* 
unrighteous as a fine of a thousand dollars. I may not he taxed directly for 
the support of a Homan Catholic school ; but if the religious instruction given 
in that school is paid for, in whole or in pait, from publie funds which are 
raised by taxation, then the non-catholic member* of the community are 
Indirectly taxed for that religious instruction, and Mich indirect taxation is 
unjust.

The objection docs not apply to the Dissentient Schools of the Province of 
Quebec (which may lie called Jlroteata*t Sejm rah- Nehoo!a% hut are in fact, 
necessarily, public lion-sectarian schools), Imhxusc although they also receive 
assistance from the publie funds, the money so received is not expended for 
religious instruction, as it is in the case of the Homan Catholic schools, hut is 
wholly employed for secular teaching.

It may be added, that a large 'number of the Homan Catholics in Ontario 
refuse to semi their children to the Separate Schools, because the instruction 
given in those schools is of an inferior kind ; and that in die Province of 
Quebec the management of the Separate System is in various respects unsatis­
factory to Protestants, being marked by partiality and oppression.

it. You see then, that when the Homan (’atholies demand Separate School-, 
they ask for something more than the rights of conscience, which are fully 
protected under our present law. They ask to receive Protestant money for 
the inculcation of their own principle* on their own childien : and this, it is 
submitted, is unfair and unjust. We know that they deny the impeachment .

the Provinces of Ontario and Queliec, and in those Province*, as we have seen, 
the Roman Catholic Separate Schools are indirectly sustained bv taxation.

4. All Roman Catholic schools being schools of religion, any legislation 
which throws the supfmrt of these schools, ill any degree, on the public revenue, 
Involves the principle of an ecclesiastical establishment, and is an Infringement 
on the rights and privileges of Protestants, who are thu* taxed for the support 
of a system agaln*t which they conscientiously protest.

fl. if Roman Catholics will not allow their children to he mixed with others 
in the Common Schools—and if they insist upon Instruction living given in the 
doctrines and practices of their own religious profession, as an integral part of 
education—and if they require that the taxes levied on them for educational 
purposes shall be exclusively applied to the education of their own children; — 
Protestants, on the other hand, demand that thnr money shall not be expended 
in any degree for the support of Homan Catholic schools, hut that Much schools 
shall lie wholly sustained by the taxation of Homan Catholics themselves, or 
by their voluntary contributions, so that every man may pay for his own rcll 
gioti, and no man he taxed for the support of that of his neighbor.

The necessary conclusion la, that the retention of our School System In its

finer. It provides for all classes, and i* compatible with the lellglmi* peeu 
liaritlca of all denominations. These peculiarities are not interfered with In the 
leaat, inasmuch as every denomination may make arrangement* for the religious 
Instruction of its children, at such times, end by such methods as mat be 
chosen by themselves so that there he no encroachments on the hours allotted 
to school purposee. The destruction of a system no liberal, so just, and so use­
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lui, would be an everlasting reproach to those by whose means, or through 
whose influence, such n calamity should be inflicted.

XVc know not by what light these bishops call upon these Provinces to adapt 
their legislation to their views. They plead an authority to which the people 
of this country owe no allegiance—an authority which claims control of all 
persons and .all interests, and threatens to add aggression to aggression till 
every thing human is placed under its sway, tint we trust it will he understood 
that these Provinces will not truckle to tyranny, ecclesiastical or political, and 
that neither pries», prelate, nor Pope, nor any secular power whatever, will be 
allowed to trample on our rights.

It is rumored that an attempt of this kind is in agitation, and that an amend­
ment of the Act of Confederation is about to he proposed, whereby these Pro­
vinces will be compelled to establish a Separate School system, after the model 
of Ontario and Quebec.

We express, it cannot be questioned, the views and feelings of our whole 
denomination, when we affirm that any interference with our rights and powers 
will be sternly resisted. And some among us arc beginning to think that it 
would ho fur better for these Provinces to be placed under a separate jurisdic­
tion than to be subjected, in any respect, to the influence of a system which 
repudiates all earthly control, and assumes, with unblushing effrontery, the 
right to universal dominion.

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A REPLY TO THE DEMAND OK THE “UISHOPS’ PASTORAL."
TO TIIK IIAl'TInTS OF NEW IIBCNSWICK, AND TO Al.!. FRIKNIW OF IT.EE ISSTITl'TlONS 

IN THIN PROVINCE, THE VXIIMUUONEII HENP tlREETINU.

Ilrethren and Kelloir-Cilitene : — \Thomnii Lotli», Archbishop of llullfiix ; 
{Colin Francis, Itlplio|> of Arivh»t ; {John, Bishop of St. John ; {Peter, Bishop 
of Cherlottctown ; {James. Bishop of Clialiism ; ami {Juan, Bishop of Tltopolls, 
have given at Si. Mary's, llalilai. a Pu-tural letter lor tho instruction of the 
Roman t'athnlic clergy ami laity of the Maritime Province", and their fellow- 
cltlseos ol other denomloallona. The document haa hcen puhliehed ami widely 
rimilatvd In New Unioswlck. Its object In brief la to make known to the 
clectora, representatives, and Government", that the Bishops 
system of Common Schools he so far muddled that Rumnn Catholic Separate 
Schools shall foini an Integral part of the school system by law established.

In thus demanding the establishment ol such a school system by the Piovllice 
of New Brunswick, they acknowledge lliet the subject of education Is one for 
which the Province may properly slid ought to provide by legislative enact­
ment. The people of this Province also acknowledge the authority and oblige, 
lion of our Legislature In litis matter ; aid they maintain, moreover, that tile 
representative• of the free people of New Brunswick are free to grant or deny, 
in the imprest» of education, and within the established llinila of our constitu­
tion, any ami every demand that may he made hi this behalf'.

The education of tile people Is a metier ol the gravest public concern, both 
as respects It" character and quality and Its universality. Every Inhabitant Is 
Interested In Its well-being, not only In his own school district and immediate 
neighborhood, Imt also In every district throughout the entire Province; for 
the results of either an efficient nr inefficient school cannot all he confined to 
Its locality, hut In a few years must How out through all the land to benefit or 
blight the common interests of all tho people of New Brunswick. Wo Invite 
yuur attention, therefore, to s careful esamlnaliun of the demand of the 
Bishops, that ton, as citizens of New Brunswick, and having all the inUreeta
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to citizens in the maintenance of an efficient system of free education, 
may clearly discern your duty (more especially in view of the approaching gen­
eral election of representatives), with respect to this demand,—that our Free 
and Non-sectarian School system shall have engrafted ujton it Separate Schools 
for Roman Catholics.

I. The demand or the Bishops is opposed to the welfare or the School 
System, and, ir granted, would seriously retard Tire education or the
PEOPLE AT LARGE.

1. The school districts of the Province arc peopled (I) exclusively by Roman 
Catholics, or (2) by both Protestants and Catholics, or (3) exclusively by Pro­
testants. Let us briefly consider the effect on the educational interests of these 
three classes of districts respectively, of the change demanded in our school 
system by the Bishops.

(1). Of districts peopled exclusively by Roman (.atholics. The control of 
education for this large portion of the Province would be virtually transferred 
from the rate-payers and the Provincial Board of Education to the Bishops and 
Priests of the Catholic Church. To entrust, in any degree, this important 
public service to ecclesiastics instead of public officers, would furnish no satis­
factory guarantee to the people of this Province, for the present or the future, 
that the children would receive such an education as they require for the intel­
ligent and proper discharge of their duties as citizens. On the contrary, the 
presumption is that cither the character or the amount of education given would 
be inadequate to the industrial, social, and civil welfare of the Province. In 
the Province of Ontario, the Separate Schools promoted by the Catholic Bishops 
and clergy have confessedly been inferior to the Common Schools of that Pro­
vince, and Catholic parents have very generally preferred that their children 
should receive all the advantages of education enjoyed by their fellow-citizens. 
In the Province of Quebec, where the system of education has from the first 
been largely controlled by ecclesiastics of the Catholic Church, there are, 
according to the census of 1871, no less than 244,731 persons over 21 years of 
age, unable to write, and 191,862 over 21 years of age, unable to read. Nearly 
one-half the adult population unable to write, and more than one-third unable 
to read ! In those parts of our own Province where the Bishops of St. John 
and Chatham, and the Priests subject to their control, have been able by the 
exercise of ecclesiastical authority to prevent the opening of free schools under 
the law by the people, or, when opened, to shut them up, the population is 
scarcely if at all less illiterate. In the Counties of Gloucester and Madawaska, 
and fa largo portions of Kent and Westmorland, about one-half of the popula­
tion over 21 years of age cannot write their own names. The Committee on- 
Education of the New York City Council of Political Reform, in their Report, 
dated December 80th, 1878, give the following appalling exhibit of the fruits 
which have resulted, under the most favornhle conditions, from entrusting the 
education of the people to ecclesiastical control.
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“ It baa been tried for centuries, and in ionic countries, us Italy and Spain, 
under the most favorable uuapleoa, for there this sect has had despotic power, 
both civil and religious, and so could carry Its system toits highest perfection.
“What, then, are Its fruits ? Wc may say, Its necessary and Inevitable 

fruits ? By Its fruits it should be Judged. They arc as follows : —
"(a). A highly educated few ; but among the tuaspes general Ignorance, In­

stead of general enlightenment.
“ (fc). A low grade of morality.
“(#•), A large pauper and criminal class.
“ (if). A tendency to despotism and to official selfishness and corruption.
“ ir). A lack of national progress and development.
“ These statements are made, first, from a personal knowldge of the facts 

gained by Investigation In those countries-having visited them before they 
rejected that system, for the purpose of studying this verv question ; and sec­
ondly, they are made from a careful analysis of official statistics.

“ The fruits of the two systems also exist side by side In our own country.
“ There arc with us five and a half millions of forelgu-bom Inhabitants, the
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greater portion of whom carat* from countries, as Ireland and England for ex­
ample, that have had the parochial or church system of schools; hence 
they may be justly taken intellectually and mçrally as the fair average product of 
that method of education.

“Of these the illiterates above the age of ten, arc fourteen percent. (.14) of 
the whole number; the paupers arc four and one-tenth per cent (.041), and the 
criminal* one and six-tenths per cent. (.010).

“ While on the other hand, in the twenty-one of our States having the 
American system of non-sectarian free public schools, there is a native popula­
tion of twenty millions. This native population has been educated in this sys­
tem of schools, and in like manner may be justly taken. intellectually and 
morally, as the fair average product of this method of education.

“ Of these, the illiterate* above the age of ten are only three and one-half per 
cent. (.02*51 of the whole number; the jxiupers only one and seven-tenths per 
cent. (.071 ), and the criminals only three-fourths "f one per cent .(X 75).

“ In other words, from every ten thousand (10,000) inhabitants the parochial 
or church system of education turns out fourteen hundred (1,400) illiterates, 
four hundred and ten (410) paupers, and one hundred and sixty (160) criminals ; 
while the non sectarian free public school turns out only three hundred and 
fifty (350) illiterates, one hundred and seventy (170) paupers, and seventy- 
live (75) criminals. Or, if we take Massachusetts by itself, which has the type 
or model of our free public school system, with its 1,104,032 native inhabitants, 
the number is still less, viz. : seven tv-one (71) illiterates, fortv-nine (49) pau­
pers, and eleven (11) criminals.

“That is, we arc asked bv these friends who have come here and joined us, 
and whose zeal
themselves and the country, to abolish our own well-trie system <*f education 
and adopt the one to which they, in their former homes, became accustomed, 
though that one, on the average, produces four times as many illiterates, two 
and a half times as many paupers, and more than twice as many criminals as 
ours. Or, if we take Massachusetts as a fair sample of our system, wc are 
asked to adopt otic that will give society twenty times as many illiterates, eight 
times as many paupers, and fourteen times as many criminals.”

It is no reply to this objection to say that the Bishops would be willing that 
the Provincial Board of Education should exercise due control ir. these schools. 
It is to be borne constantly in mind that if the Legislature once granted the 
demand oft he Bishops, it could never recall it, nor could any Provincial autho­

rise any control without being subject to the interference of tin* 
General Government at Ottawa. Such, in a word, is the provision of the British 
North America Act, and recent events have sufliciently demonstrated the man­
ner in which such interference would be exercised.

It is plain that this grave objection would apply with equal force to all the 
schools established for Catholics in districts peopled in part by Protestants.

(2). Of districts jteojded by both Protestants and Catholics.—These now form 
a largo proportion of the school districts of the Province, and may in a few 
years comprise the entire number. If the Bishops’ demand were granted, one 
of the following results, or some combination of them, must follow in nearly 
every one of this large class of districts : — («> Greatly increased taxation of 
both Catholics and Protestants. The cost of two school sites, two school 
houses, two sets of furniture and apparatus, would be nearly double that of one. 
Tiie yearly outlay for fuel and for teachers’ salaries would be double. The 
amount received by the Trustees «.! both schools from the County Fond in aid 
of two teachers, would, of course, be just equal to that received for one Common 
School teacher, in respect of the attendance of pupils. As a result, the yearly 
district taxation would he increased for this object. Or (/>) poor, weak, fitful 
schools for both Catholics and Protestants. For either each portion of the dis­
trict must submit to greatly increased taxation, or else have ill-equipped school­
rooms, inferior teachers, or schools but three or six months a year. Or (c) no
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ecbool at all for the Protestant or Catholic minority. For if the majority were 
able bv heavy direct taxation to support a good school, or by tolerable taxation 
to support an inferior or fitful school, the minority would be quite unable to 
support a school at all. Or (d) no school for cither the Catholic or Protestant 
majority or for the Catholic or Protestant minority. If the united resources 
of all the people of the district were required to support one school, it is clear 
that two schools could not lie set in operation, or if set in operation, could not
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(8). Of districts peopled erc'mivelti b;i IWoleetattln.—If Separate Schools 
established for Kotnau Catholics, thev could not be denied to any other religious 
denomination Justice and equal rights to all, partiality to none, must be the 
aim of the Legislature. No church can be allowed exceptional privileges in 
this country. Thus the suhool districts peopled exclusively by Protestants 
would be tumid into hives of separate schools, or there would be poor weak, 
fitful schools, or no schools at all. The moment education is made a denomi­
national question, the self-interests of the different denominations will be 
brought into play, and the schools suffer disintegration.

2 Consider the result of the establishment of Separate Schools upon the 
County School Fund and the funds of the Provincial Treasury. We have 
already referred to one result that would ensue in respect of the amount that 
would be received by any school district from the County Fund, on account of 
the attendance of pupils. The result on that portion of the fund paid on account 
of the number of teachers employed in any district would be that two (or more) 
grants instead of one must be paid. But every such grant beyond the number 
of teachers needed to teach the children would be a waste of public tunda. 
The consequences of this waste would be to lessen the amounts to be rceeved 
by all other school districts on account of the attendance of children at schoo , 
and by so much further increase the local taxation of all the districts in each
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The result on the funds of the Rrovincial Treasury would also entail a great 
waste of money, for wherever two teachers were employed in the school district 
where one could educate all the children, the Provincial Treasury would be re- 
quired to pay two grants instead of one. The inevitable result of this waste 
would be that the amount now granted to each teacher would soon be cut down, 
for the Treasury of the Province, with the increasing demands of other ser­
vices could not long provide the amount now given. But any diminution of 
the amount of the Provincial grant to each teacher, would cause an equal in 

in direct taxation in every school district in the Province, or else the 
emplovment of inferior teachers. . . ,

,3. Consider the religious strife which a provision for Separate Schools is 
obviously adapted to engender. Distrust and jealousy between the people of 
the same district, and the people of the Province at large, in respect of schools, 
van only retard the progress of education. It is the duty of the Legislature to 
place all on a common ground, that their mutual aims and responsibilities in 
behalf of education may be promotive of the common good, and that the vir­
tues of citizenship may be cultivated without partiality and without injustice.

But the refusal of the Bishops' demand, it is said, would be the signal for re­
ligious strife. We cannot believe it, but if so, the responsibility of that strife 
would not be chargeable to the school system, as in the former case. By its 
refusal the Legislature would simply say to all those who thus threaten : — It 
you want more than we claim for ourselves and for all citizens, you arc unrea 
sonable, and we will not yield to your demands. If you are not satisfied with 
the doctrine of equal rights and religious liberty, you are the enemies of human 
freedom and equality, and your unjust clamor for unequal rights will be silenced 
by the world's sense of universal justice.”

II. The Demand or the Bishops is opposko to the Rights or t onsciknck, 
and the Principles or Rklioiods Liberty.

1. Baptists, in common with the great majority of the Christian dénomma- 
lions of this Province, are conscientiously opposed to being taxed, directly oi
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indirectly, for the support of a system of education to teach a religion in which 
they do not believe. The modification demanded in our Free School System, 
by which Roman Catholic Separate Schools shall be established by law, cannot 
be granted without trampling under foot the conscience rights of the great 
majority of the people of New Brunswick. It matters not whether such schools 
be supported by the Provincial grants, or by Provincial and County grants 
combined, or bv the threefold mode by which the Common Schools are now 
sustained. Whether the funds be procured directly or indirectly from the 
people, there would be equally a violation of the rights of consciei.ce. Nor is 
it any answer to this objection to the Bishops’ demand, to say that schools 
for each denomination may receive like aid from the public funds. This, in 
iddition to being an aggravated violation of the rights of conscience, would be 
to force upon the people the degradation and ethical corruption of concurrent 
endowment—the promotion of religion at the expense of morality ! So it 
comes to this : our children must receive their denominational teaching else­
where than in the schools supported by public funds.

2. The Province of New Brunswick—unlike some of the other Provinces of 
this Dominion—is not an ecclesiastical, nor a politico-ecclesiastical corporation, 
but is, in its essence, a political organism. Perfect freedom of religious opinion 
and worship is here enjoyed as a vested right of the individual conscience, and 
not as a grant of the Legislature. The Legislature may not prescribe any form 
of religious belief or worship, nor may it tax, in any form, any inhabitant of the 
Province for the support or teaching of religion. Nor, on the other hand, may 
the Legislature proscribe any form of religious belief or worship, simply as such, 
though for reasons of public morality, or for the safety and order of the Pro­
vince, it may justly forbid and punish acts done in the name of religion, as, for 
instance, polygamy as practised by the Mormons, the infanticide of the Chinese, 
the establishment of the Inquisition, or the interference of Ecclesiastics with 
any of the rights and privileges enjoyed by persons as citizens of the Province. 
And upon the same grounds, though not as having any religious function, the 
Legislature may enact laws for the general welfare, which have also, in other 
relations, the sanction of religion. In view, therefore, of the purely political 
character of the Province of New Brunswick, and of the God-given right of re­
ligious liberty enjoyed within her borders hv every individual, it is clear that 
the demand of the Bishops for the establishment by law of Separate Roman 
Catholic Schools in this Province, involves at once the subversion of our un­
written constitution, and the grievous invasion of the principles of religious 
liberty. Before New Brunswick shall thus change her purely political consti­
tution and adopt the politico-ecclesiastical constitution of Ontario, or the quasi 
ecclesiastical constitution of Quebec, let us have this momentous question plainly 
and squarely submitted to the people at the polls,—for we were “ free bom.”

III. In contrast with the Separate School modifications demanded by the. 
Bishops, we invite your attention to some of the characteristics of oür 
Free School System AS IT IS.

1. It assumes that denominational teaching is no part of the duty of the Pro­
vince, or the County, or the school district. It, therefore, confines its formal 
instruction to matters of secular education, while it secures that the conduct, 
intercourse, ami discipline of the schools shall be regulated in accordance with 
the principles of Christian morality.

2. It assumes that secular education is a matter of public concern, and all 
the schools ire subject to that responsible publie control and supervision which 
is necessary to their elevation, sustitined progress, and permanent growth.

8. Its means of support are derived from the people of the district, from the 
people of the County, and from the people of the Province. Thus the resources 
of all the people contribute to the support of the schools, education is placed 
within the reach of the people of every district, taxation is rendered as light 
as possible, and provision for the continuous operation of the schools is secured.

4. It does not engender a waste of County and Provincial grants ; but all 
those from the County, and a portion of those from the Province, which would
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be wasted under a separate system, it applies as special aid to all the poor dis­
tricts of the country.

6. It does not encourage the introduction of the self-interests of the different 
religious denominations into the efforts of the people to educate their children.

6. It respects the rights of every man’s conscience, and secures these rights 
to him and to his children, on the basis of the common rights of citizenship, 
while it avoids the vice ol concurrent endowment.

*7. It is in perfect harmony with the principles of religious liberty—the right 
not of sects and minorities merely, but of all men everywhere.

8. It educates the children of our common country together : they assemble 
under the same roof, play in the same grounds, add learn the rights and duties 
which they have in common. Thus, prejudice is lessened, respect and sympathy 
increased, and all are led to value and preserve those common rights and virtues 
of citizenship which are essential to the peace and well-being ot the people at 
large.

». It does not iu any way prevent children from receiving denominational 
instruction elsewhere than at the day schools. All the time devoted to common 
education is required for the purpose.

Brethren and fellow citizens—We have, as briefly as clearness would permit, 
pointed out some of the results that must certainly follow the granting of the 
demand of the Bishops. We have also added a brief outline of the chief cha­
racteristics of the Free and Non-sectarian School System of New Brunswick.

. The school system of the Bishops, and the common school system of New 
Brunswick, are antagonistic to each other. The one is in the interests of Ultra- 
montanists, the other is in the interests of all the people. In their Pastoral, 
the Bishops set forth their demand as the commissioned servants of the Roman 
Pontiff, Pius the Ninth. They inform us that he, as the Supreme Oracle of 
the Church, has settled the question of education for ever. It is something 

for the people of this Province to be told that Pius the Ninth can settle for 
them a matter which belongs exclusively to our Legislature. But mark the 
claims of the Pope as set forth by his own Archbishop Manning of England : 
“ / acknowledge no civil superior. I am the subject of no Prim e, and I claim 
more than this—I claim to be the Supreme Judge and Director of the consciences 
of men—of the Peasant that tills the field and the Judge that sits on the throne— 
of the household that lives in the shade of privacy, and the Legislature that 
makes laws for kingdoms—I am sole, last, Supreme Judge of what is right and 
wrong.'1

This was not the type of thought that won the liberties of the Reformation, 
or established Free Government among the peoples—that unbound the thoughts 
of men by the liberty of the Press, or acknowledged the freedom of religious 
worship. But it is the type of thought of the Bishops’ Pastoral. They boldly 
speak to free men in the name of Pius the Ninth, and inform them that it is the 
will of the Roman Pontiff that their school system be moulded to suit his de­
sires. We ask thoughtful men to ponder well the responsibilities thrust upon 
them by these bold declarations of Ultramontanism in their very midst. Lovers 
ot civil and religious liberty can never be pai ties to the establishment of any 
system of schools designed not only to teach the Catholic religion, but also to 
imbue the youth of this Province with the belief that the enactments of its 
Legislature are not binding without the sanction of the Church, that ecclesias­
tical law is above all civil law, and that, whensoever Ultramontanism has it in 
its power, it may exterminate all who refuse to acknowledge the divine right of 
the Pope, Bishops, and Clergy to be superior to the divine rights of humanity, 
resist all progress, and make all Parliaments and peoples bow down before the 
authority of the Church. Let us prove ourselves worthy of Free Institutions, 
by accepting fearlessly this wager of battle between Ultramontanism and Free 
Government. And may God defend the right ! «1

The appointment even, <>f n Committee to < onsult 
with your Board on this proposition, as seeming to announce a design «»f adopt­
ing such a measure, must injuriously affect the favorable influence of which we 
speak, and the value of which w e deem of more importance than can easily be 
estimated.

have judged that these portions might yield at least ÿ 10,000, in addition to what 
has already been done for the Endowment in that Province. Various causes 
have prevented any application for the College in the localities referred to, but 
it is probable that most of these causes have now disappeared, and that an appli- 
cation had better be made during the coming year.

Our attention has frequently been called to the fact that rnanv Baptists have 
gone from the Maritime Provinces to settle in New England, and it has been 
suggested that many of them would be inclined to aid their brethren at home 
in placing their educational institutions on a firmer basis. I lev. ,1. F. Kcmptou 
lus been appointed by the Committee to solicit contributions to the Endowment 
from any parties in Massachusetts who have gone from these Provinces and 
may still feel any interest in the welfare of their native land. It is possible 
also, that he may receive something for the College from wealthy Baptists’ 
who have no other ground of interest in us and our work than sympathy with 
• he principles which we represent. It is yet too early to speak with definite 
ness of the degree of success that may attend this effort. It will be enough to say 
that Mr. Kcmpton has thus far met with such encouragement in the work as to 
fm bid us in withdraw from the earnest prosecution of this part of our plans.

It may be added that the Rev. I. E. Bill has lieen authorized to act for the 
Board in receiving subscriptions or donations to the College durin» his present 
visit in England.

The year now closing has been used rather in the way of preparation than in 
the addition of a large amount to the funds of the College, but the prospect is 
encouraging that during the next year the resources of the Board «ill t„- , <m 
'iderably augmented.

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THE PASSAGE TO BVRMAll.

The voyage from New York to Glasgow, and the subsequent voyage from 
Glasgow to Rangoon, were like all other voyages, with their peeuhar vleaaurea 
and their special discomforts, not needful to he here described. The deten­
tion at Glasgow was at first regarded as a misfortune, but turned out rather 
unto the furtherance” of the cause. Those six weeks were spent very plea­
santly, Christian friends showing kind attentions to the missionaries, and eon- 
tributing liberally to our funds ; in addition to which Mrs. Churchill and Miss 
Eaton connected themselves with the “ Royal Infirmary, where tlieir services 
were gladly welcomed, and their own medical knowledge and skill, previously
obtained at Philadelphia, considerably increased.

They left Glasgow Nov. 35th, and reached Rangoon on the 13th of January. 
The voyage wa- somewhat longer than usual, but their time was profitably 
employed. Whenever the weather permitted, public worship was celebrated 
on Lord’s days. Efforts were made, by conversation and the distribution of 
tracts, to engage the attention of the ship’s crew to the truths of religion, and 
there is reason to believe that serious impressions were in some instances pro­
duced, which it was hoped would ripen into sound conversion.

In taking this step they were sustained by the consent of their companions. 
Their reasons were detailed in a letter from brother Churchill to the Foreign 
Secretary, in which he says ” First, if we go to Siam to labor at all, even 
among the Karens, a knowledge of the Siamese language is necessary, and we 
can studv it there at far better advantage than elsewhere. Indeed, so far we 
have not been able'to find any one to teach us here in Tavoy, and it is doubt­
ful if a teacher can be secured here at all. Secondly : a residence there will 
enable us to sec the country and people as they are, and to gain such a know­
ledge of things as will help us to decide upon our future course with intelli­
gence. Thirdly : It will be necessary for us to make a tour next year through 
the country, and even the slight knowledge we can obtain of the Siamese in 
six or seven months will help us materially in dealing with the officials. 
Fourthly : Dr. Dean’s letter, a copy of which we received last week, speaks of 
doing work at once among the Eurasians, while, if we remain here in Tavoy, 
we shall be quite idle, so far as any direct work is concerned. 1 he Board 
concluded to acquiesce, for the present, in this new arrangement, confiding in 
the iudgment of the missionaries, and trusting that subsequent experience 
would throw further light on the subject, and more clearly indicate the nght
course of procedure.

EMPLOYMENT AT TAVOY.

As the Karens were primarily the objects of our mission, the missionaries at 
Tavoy are engaged in the study of tlieir language, having secured teachers for 
that purpose at Rangoon. Six young men, who had completed their studies 
in the Theological Beminaiy at that place, accompanied them to Tavoy, desir­
ing to go with them to Siam when they should he prepared to enter that 
country. Four of them were employed as Teachers, and two were occupied In 
missionary work in the vicinity of Tavoy, where there was much need of their

li
off

labors.
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TH K SIAMKSL kAKKNs AND KAKKNNKt.S.

Siam ha» been chose» us the Held of our operations, but it i* not decided In 
what means tlie Karens of that country may he most eflec tually reached. It 
appears that their numbers is not so srreat as wa- orlirinulh supposed, and 
that they chiefly inhal.it mountainous districts much covered with jumelé. On 
the other hand the attention of the Board has been directed by the Kcv. A. 
Bunker, Missionary at Toungoo, to the Kurennces, or Red Karens, situated 
about six days’ journey north-east from Toungoo, They are more numerous 
than the Karen's of Siam, their population consisting of at least a hundred 
thousand persons, while the Siamese Karens are not more than fifty thousand 
in number. They are more settled In their habits ; their houses are bet­
ter built than those of the other Karens ; and the) occupy their villages per­
manently, the Karens in general moving about from place to place. The 
Karennee district is well cultivated, ami the climate is salubrious ; and it is 
thought probable that the Siamese Karens may be reached from that district 
by means of native preachers Our missionaries have contemplated sending a 
deputation to explore the region, and correspondence has been also opened 
with the Executive Committee of the American Baptist Union, In order to 
ascertain whether we could establish u mission there without intruding on their 
ground, which must of course by all means lie avoided. Whatever may be the 
issue our missionaries are likely to remain at Tavoy till after the next rains, 
as it would be imprudent to enter on the actual field of labor before their pre­
paration is completed. It may be added, however (Aug, 25), that information 
recently received leads to the conclusion that the Karennee district forms part 
of the field of the American Baptist Missionary Union, and cannot therefore, 
in'consistency with the principles of Christian courtesy, be entered by our 
missionaries.
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THK LAOS TltlHKS.

In the early part of the >ear the Board directed the missionaries to institute 
inquiries respecting the Laos tribes, in the expectation of founding a mission 
among them. It was ascertained, however, that the American Presbyterians 
have two missionaries at Chiang Mai, or Zimmay, the chief city of the Laos ; 
and regard to missionary courtesy prevented the carrying out of the project of 
a mission among them.
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THK BUDDHISTS OK SIAM.

Should it appear that the path of duty leads to Siam projier, as well 
Karens in that kingdom, it may be well to consider the arduousness of the 
enterprise. The Siamese are Buddhists of the “straitest sect.” Like the 
“ fool ” of the Psalmist’s time, and like the ungodly scientists who are found 
in such numbers in Europe, they hold that there is no living, personal, eternal 
God,—no “ life everlasting” beyond the grave, and no atonement for sin. The 
moral precepts which they are taught contain only the elementary principles 
of common ethics, but their effects are not more salutary than were the teach­
ings of the philosophers among the Greeks and Romans; and the apostle Paul’s 
description in Rom. i. 18-J2, will equally apply to the idolaters of the nine­
teenth century, whether in India, China, Burmah or Siam.

Buddhists are among the last class of the world’s population to yield to the 
power of the gospel. Nevertheless, the labors of our American brethren among 
the Buddhists of Burmah have been blessed, and more than a thousand* of the 
inhabitants of that country are at this time members of Baptist churches. 
Surely, Siam is one of the “ uttermost parts of the earth ” which have been 
given to the Saviour for his 14 possession.” and “the time to favor” her, the 
44 set time,” will undoubtedly come. What if K is come already, and we pro- 
vincialists are the chosen instruments of God’s love and power to convey to 
the Siamese the knowledge of salvation by the cross of Christ, and of the 44 life 
and immortality” which he has 44 brought to light?” What if the divine 
blessing is about to descend upon that nation by means of our missionaries, 
converting worshippers of dumb idols into living temples of the Holy Ghost, 
and studding Siam with Christian churches ? Of such honor we are unworthy ; 
but let us *4 have faith in God,” aud 44 pray without ceasing,” and “ expect 
great things ” to follow the “ labor of love.”

• Non.—These were formerly Buddhists. Besides these, about 20,000 Karens beluug to 
Hie Churches In Bunnab. The Kari ne are lot Buddhists.
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THE MISSIONARIES.

The Board refer, witli great satisfaction to the correspondence of the mission­
aries with the secretaries and with friends, since their departure from this 
country. Many of their letters have been communicated to the public in the 
columns of the Christian JUrMtou/cr and Christian Visitor. They are choice 
utterances of Christian affection, holy zeal, and Arm determination to meet 
difficulties and dangers in the spirit of hearty trust in the “ Hod of all grace.” 
It is not likely that their path will be smooth and flowery. Whether they go 
to the Karens of Siam by the direct route, or whether they repair to the Karen- 
necs, and make their country the base of operation?, long and toilsome, and it 
may be perilous journeys are before them, putting toasevere test their powers 
of endurance. They expect all this, and hope to be carried safely through by 
divine mercy. The servants of God in these Provinces will not fail to remem­
ber them constantly in their approaches to the throne of grace.

Meanwhile they arc doing what they can. In their intercourse with their 
Karen teachers (and the same may be said of those in Siam) they arc gaining 
fcuch know ledge of the character and habits of the people as will be of great 
service to them when they engage directly in missionary work; and they even 
now embrace opportunities of speaking for Jesus by the aid of interpreters, 
and of seeking the spiritual welfare of Europeans with whom they may come 
in contact.

\

mrs. Armstrong’s work.

Mrs. W. F. Armstrong (formerly Mis» Norris) w as busily engaged during 
the year in superintending the Burman and Karen schools in Tavoy, and in 
visiting the Karen Churches In the Tavoy district. In reporting propres» to 
the Burmah Baptist Missionary Convention, liulduttihway Green last Novem­
ber, she writes as follows:

“The churches up the Tavoy river, owing large!) to Teacher Moolah s Influ­
ence and exertions, arc In a healthy and prosperous condition, comparatively, 
giving with a generous hand and holding the truth in the love of it. Mergui 
district is more diversified, and not much can be said about it, as but little is 
known, save that there is a general call for teachers to come and labour among 
them. Probably a visit there would discover some very- bright and some very 
dnrh spots, witli a vast mixture of shades. Teacher Plapau is a bright and 
shining light among them, that helps to rekindle much smoking flax.

“The Karen school in the town has been well supported by the jungle 
churches. The religious clement here has been no less marked than in the 
Burmese school. Ten have been baptized, after witnessing a good confession 
before many witnesses. They are going out to labour in the jungle among 
destitute Churches, their hearts burning with zeal for their Master.

“ Tavoy is not dead ; she is struggling to live, and many of her sous are de­
termined she shall not die. We remember Deborah’s song to those who came 
not up to the help of the Lord, the help of the Lord agaiust the mighty.”

A letter to the Secretary of the Central Board of the Women’s Mission Aid 
Societies contains some interesting statements :

“ I have seen much of interest this year among the Christian Karens, and our 
school would have doubled this raius, had not the cholera made, havoc among 
the villages, and frightened many from leaving their houses lest they should by 
any means come in contact with it. Many of our Christians have been carried 
off by it,—one ordained man, who lias long “fought a good tight” for the. 
Master amidst many enemies, hut who has “ finished his coarse. We have 
had one ordination since our Nova Scotia brethren came. Teacher Moolah 
has long been considered worthy of that position, and his church have asked 
it two or three times, hut It seemed difficult to get more than one ordained 
man at any one place at any time. Mr. Armstrong and 1 went up with a 
number of natives, and one ordained Karen, and Moolah was ordained over 
his church, much to their gratlticatlon, though he -ceraed to feel deeply the 
responsibility lie had taken upon himself.

“ Last Sunday he was called upon to bur) his only child, a promising, 
healthy little fellow, about three years of age. The < liild took jungle fever, and 
after three or four days of much suffering, died very suddenly. His parents 
could scarcely bear the blow, hut their ''race was equal to their need. lie 
Miid, “God knew his heart was flnn to give Him whatever lie asked f°r_h° 
rejoiced in giving or bearing anything for God, but lie did not think lie would 
usk him for his child. He never dreamed of lits taking that, when he offered
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everything to his Lord. He did not covet any other thing; tmt, oh ! it wits 
hard to give up hi» boy; and yet ‘let God do as He please», I have nothing 
of which to complain or murmur.’ His wife, unable to bear the sight of her 
child’s sufferings, fell into a sort of hysterical tits ; but between each gasp she 
would say, ‘ Let God do as He pleases, I consent; but, oh ! what is to become 
of me in my loneliness.’ rto they lamented over their little one.”

The Karen school in Tavoy was re-opened after the vacation. “ The opening 
of the Karen school,” says Miss Armstrong, “ was an event of great interest. 
The exercises connected with it seemed very much like an ‘association.’ The 
pastors of the Tavoy and Mergui churches came into the town, and for several 
tlays, meetings were held in the school chapel. At the first meeting, Saturday 
afternoon, reports were read from some of the young men of the school, who 
had been engaged in preaching and teaching in the jungle during the dry 
season. These reports teemed very satisfactory, and during all the exercises it 
was very good to me so much interest taken by the Karens in religious meet 
iugs, but I should have enjoyed far more had I been better acquainted with 
the language.

‘‘Sunday was a great day; many meetings were held; and Mrs. Armstrong 
was very much encouraged by the good spirit which prevailed. The meetings 
were continued until Tuesday afternoon, when the roll was called. Sirs. 
Armstrong was as busy as possible, having the charge of every thing—being 
ready to see and talk with all Karens who came in, and consulting w ith pas­
tors, some of whom came four or six days’ journey on foot, conveying their 
provisions on their backs. That is not a little thing to accomplish in the 
rainy season.

“ The school numbers 4H pupils, and among this numbei* there are some 
very clever, promising young men and boys. Mrs. Armstrong has plenty of 
work, buying the charge of two schools, and teaching nearly all the time. 1 
hear two classes each day, and twice a week teach singing. ' This i* as much 
as 1 can attempt at present, most of my time being spent in the study of Karen, 
in which I am making some progress/ I enjoy my w ork in the school very 
much; Indeed, it is pleasant, to be able to do a little at least.’’

ON THE FIK1.1».
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Brother W. F. Armstrong observes—1“ The language gives us all the work 
we can well carry. Our progress day by day seem-* small, but little, by little we 
hope to conquer. I teach a small class in* English every day, from three to 
four. This helps me with the language, as well as being of service to them, us 
mutual explanations are made in Karen.”

Brother Churchill says, under date April 38d: -*‘Wc are doing a little at 
Siamese. * * * Wc hope to do something after Dr. Dean’s return
(he was at Singapore) in gettingup a Sunday-school for the European children, 
and a day-school for any we can find. There are services at the English church 
• vi r> Sabbath, the missionaries taking part in 
missionary prayer-meeting at our place every Wednesday afternoon.” Mrs. 
Churchill adds (May 30):—“ Miss Eaton and ! wish to get a few pupils around 
us, so as to be doing some direct work. And as some of the Cldncsc and
