I biscuits. A prepared channel, consisting of iron guides or rails, serves to 

conduct the four endless chains which travel through a long, heated chamber ; the 
rails are borne on cast-iron bearers, while the cross-bearers are connected with 
the principal framework of the Oven.

The pans and trays are laid out upon these chains at the feeding end, the bis­
cuits being placed upon them as they arrive from the cutting-machine are baked 
when they reach the other end. The time required for this operation varies from 
three to twenty minutes, according to the class of biscuits required.

The report was published in a secret blue book, and spoke 
highly of the importance of this waterway as a strategical 
route for the transport of troops, munitions and supplies 
from the ocean to the great lakes through an all British 
country in case of war. The unexpected sale of the Can­
ada Atlantic Railway to an American syndicate has called 
attention to the danger of granting charters for the con­
struction and operation of railways and canals through the 
Dominion of Canada which are of strategical importance to 
the Empire at large. The possibility of the alienation of 
the Canada Atlantic road may lead to the diversion of 
freight from Canadian ports is also looked upon as render­
ing the construction of these canals as of very much great­
er importance than formerly attached to them.

• This applies more or less to all lines of city trade ; but 
there is a consolation mingled with it, that of transient 
trade and the custom of people who are determined to 
look around for themselves. In the case of the country 
merchant the losing features of such trading apply, but 
the profitable side is not to be seen. No transient trade 
helps fill his till or empty his shelves. He must hold his 
regular trade against all competition and every induce­
ment, or go to the wall.

In conversation with a thoughtful storekeeper in a 
small village situated five miles from any railroad, says a 
writer in an Eastern U.S. paper, I elicited from him sev­
eral observations which indicate that a slow revolutionary 
change is being worked in the villages throughout the 
country by the free delivery of the mails.

“Come right up,” he said one afternoon when I found 
him reading a newspaper on the platform in front of his 
general merchandise store. “I’ve just got back from a 
trip on the road. My trade has been cut in half since 
the government began to leave the mails at farm-house 
doors. When I remarked that I failed to see the con­
nection, he explained: “I am not surprised; few people 
realize what a change is going on.
Three or four years ago I carried a stock worth $8,000. 
That may seem pretty large for a village of 200 people. 
But you must remember that farmers traded with 
from miles around, and in the last analysis every family 
here subsists upon the proceeds from agriculture. You 
came in yesterday to buy a cigar; I hadn’t any. Why? 
Because I am compelled to go out on the road for a large 
city house in order to support my family. The result is 
I haven't time to give to my own business, and I have 
allowed my storck to run low. Instead of buying, as I 
used to, in anticipation of a good demand, I often wait 
until I am sold out of a thing, and then send for another 
small lot.

“Now, you want to know what Tree delivery” has to 
do with this. Well, just this much: You see the little 
fourth-class post-office across the street?

While the various lines of trade are affected to some 
extent by modern ideas and advancements in business 
methods, with the one exception of the country general 
store, they may all be said to have gained as much as 
they lost. The latter, alone, has not been benefited, 
but, on the contrary, has much more to contend with 
than was the case prior to the telephone, the departmen­
tal and mail-order houses, the bicycle and the rural mail 
delivery. While some of these are considered in the 
light of useful additions, and the others are looked upon 
as the natural outcome of keen competition, the country 
store alone, of all branches of trade, has encountered in 
each either a direct or indirect antagonist which, too 
great to be attacked, could only be prevented from in­
dicting fatal loss by advanced business methods, kept up 
unceasingly and added to with as much persistence as the 
capacity of the owner could bring to bear.

Times have changed for the country merchant, but 
only in acordance with his permission. That they have 
changed materially proves that not many merchants took 
up the defensive and used their full powers to prevent 
the changes which were the direct result of the new con­
ditions that came with the wheel, the catalogue and the 
’phone.

Mr. Nathaniel Mills, Manager, stands well with the com­
munity in Western Ontario for financial ability, probity 
and special knowledge of the business he has in charge.

What does your department 
store do? It sends to the local postmaster or to a car­
rier on a free delivery route and asks for a list of names 
of all persons living within the postal district. To each 
and every one of these persons, who have been and would 
still remain my customers, mind you, is sent a catalogue, 
with price list and freight charges plainly given, so that 
none not a fool but may know the cost.

“A bewildering array of articles is set before the farm­
er in these catalogues. Farmers’ wives pore over them 
more than they do over the Bible, 
and read as a wonderful fairy story, 
is dispatched to pay for things the farmer never heard of 
before, and got along well enough without. When I was 
postmaster here I handled about $1,500 a year in money- 
orders; my successor to-day handles nearly $6,000. When 

left the post-office I took the express agency for this 
place. I do a money order business of $4,000 for the 
company. I know where this money goes, and I know 
nearly all of it goes into the big department stores of 
cities. And all this money—$10,000 a year— is divert­
ed right here from one other store and my own. Do you 
wonder, then,” he said, in conclusion, “that the country 
storekeeper is not sharing to the fullest in the prosperity 
of the country ? Such is the history of every improve­
ment, however,” he added, with a sigh.

While this shows the trend of events in a large propor­
tion of the suburban districts throughout the Eastern 
States, it does not apply, in a full measure to the condi­
tions governing the country stores throughout Canada. 
They appear to be more vigorous up here and are prov­
ing it by the steadfastness with which the more capable 
are adhering to modern trade principles and keeping fully 
abreast as business changes make their appearance. Hav­
ing thus successfully withstood the aggressiveness of the 
departmental store, and the speedier ordering methods 
of the ’phone and the wheel,they will be as fully prepared 
to hold their trade against the further assaults originat­
ing with the advent of the rural mail delivery.

sequently very rough and heavy. The 
reason for using such iron was that 
no one had been able to use remelted 
iron successfully on account of the 
plates cracking from the heat, 
used cupola iron and got thin clean 
castings, which made what were then 
thought to be elegant stoves.

A BRITISH PROTECTIONIST

“A scheme of commercial federation 
for Great Britain and her colonies,’’ 
is the title of a publication in pam­
phlet form of a paper by Mr. Alfred 
Bigland, read recently before the Liv­
erpool and District Bankers’ Institute. 
Mr; Bigland introduces his subject by 
proving that free trade with Great 
Britain is not really a principle but an 
expedient. As the basis for a struc­
ture of preferential trade, he pro­
poses:—

1. Our colonies having self-govern­
ment we shall attempt no coercion.

2. That we shall bring about a com­
mercial federation for India, and all
dependencies and protectorates where

Under this scheme, wheat, corn, but­
