The Soldier’s Pay

Canada's pay to the soldiers of her contingent whu‘\

view, none too large, but it is much higher than the
pay of the soldier who enlists in the United King-
dom. It is not surprising that the English Tom:ny

becomes envious of his Canadian comrade, who,
when on leave, has an amount of pocket money
which the Englishman does not poss These

things suggest a serious difficulty in the pay ques-
tion. The Canadian's pay is naturally fixed with
regard to the ordinary rates of pay for working men
in Canada. Even the most patriotic soldier may be
permitted to attach some_importance to the pay
question. If the rates of pay for the Canadians had
been placed at lower figures probably the volun-
teering would have begn less active. On the othur;
hand the pay of the soldier in the United Kingdom
is fixed with regard to labor conditions there. When
the two men are engaged side by side in a com-
mon cause the difference of pay creates unpleasant-
ness. One suggestion offered is that a part of the
Canadian’s pay be deferred. This would give him
less money to spend when on leave, and thus a part
of the contrast that annoys the English soldier may |
be removed. |

In addition, the demand for cotton has
fallen off, and for other financial and industrial rea-
sons the South finds itself with a record crop on
its hands, which it is unable to sell. This year’'s
yield of cotton was in excess of 14,000,000 bales,
while the price previous to the war was between 14c |
and 15c. To-day it has fallen to half that figure. ‘

The end, 50 far as Germany is concerned, eannot be
long delayed by the results produced by, as Arnold
White expresses jt, “the silent pressure of our sea-
power,” drawing,an economic ring round Germany.
The staple articles raquired not only for the con-
sumption of her people, but for furnishing the muni-
tions of war will be cut off.

Germany wants wheat, says Mr. White, and the
Russian supp)}; ofdnluety million quarters of two hun-
dred and eighty pounds will be denied to Germany and
Austria, and there will be an agony of apprehension
as to what will happen when the stored wheat is con-
sumed. Barley is unprocurable by Germany frcm
outside, although thirty-three millions of her people
(half-the population practically) are dependent upon
imported food. = Maize from Argentine, and rye from
Russia will be excluded. Wool and cotton will not
reach Germ;;_ny'g factories. Beet sugar, Germany
can grow, but rice, coffee, tea and cocoa will be de-
nied her péople. Aluminum, necessary for aero-
planes, and dirlgibles, will be cut off, likewise tin,
copper, lead, nitrates and zinc, needed for the manu-
facture of war material.

The enormous expenditure of ammunition so far
outlayed, codtinues Mr. White, has created some-
thing like a copper famine in Germany. Further-
nrore that country will be debarred from petroleum
obtained from Galicia and Russia for her motor lor-
ries and cars, nor is it likely that she can obtain a
supply from Roumania, the only other available
source.

For these reasons Mr. White states he thinks the
war will not be prolonged.

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION. '

Data recently collected by the New York State
School of Agriculture, at Alfred, N.Y. which is a
state supported secondary school of agriculture, shows
that the average salary received by its students the
first year after graduation is $350 per year more than
they wére earning or were capable of earning when
they entered. This is equivalent to five per cent. in-
terest on $7,000. . In other words, their training is
worth to them at least $7,000. The course at this
school is of but two years’ duration or approximately
430 working days. Dividing $7,000 by 430 we have
$16.27. That is, the training received is worth to
them $16.27 for every day they spent in the school.
It is apparent that it will pay the young man who ex-
pects to become a farmer to secure as much educa-
tion as possible, And, if possible, a part of this
education should be along technical agricultural lines.

To date the narthbound traffic has considerably
exceeded the southbound traffic, though the latter
seems now to he getting well under way.

The traffic from the Pacific ports ef the United
States and southwest Canada, largely in grain, is re-
garded as largely seasonal, owing to the wheat har-
vest. Ten vessels have gone through eastbound on
this route with grain. Eight foreign vessels have
passed through westbound in ballast, returning later
with grain cargoes on the eastbound route. One
vesgel with manufactured goods from Antwerp for
Tacoma is to bring a cargo of grain on the return
trip:

The fourth great route, it is said, has been from the
Atlantic seaboard of the United States to China and
Japan with refined petroleum in bulk and in cases
and other petroléum products.
