avowed leaders are at variance with regard
to what is fundamental in each other’s ten-
ets, and their interpretations of Scripture
closely bearing upon the poiats at issue,
are sometimes contradictory.  They pro-
fess to believe as a body, in the annihilation
of the wicked, but, whether this annhila-
tion occurs immediately and once for all at
the time of death, or whether they are re-
stored by a general resurrection and then
anoihilated, is unsettled. = Some of them
are out-spoken Materialists, asserting that
the soul is only an attribute of the body ;
others regard the soul as entirely distinct
from the body. We remember hearing it
once said that Unitarianism is a sliding
scale at one end of which are those who
are dropping off into infidelity, and at the
other end those who very closely approach
orthodoxy in zeal and piety, and about the
same thing may be said of the opinions to
which we are referring.

The following remarks are made as
strictly relevant to the question before us,
and worthy of the most careful consider-
ation.

. The doctrine of the endless punishment
of the wicked was almost universally be-
lieved by the Jews at the time of Christ, so
universally that Josephus represents it as
the general belief. He says, ** To them
beloug the unquenchable fire, and that
without end; and a certain fiery worm
never dyiug and not destroying the body,
but confinuing its eruptions out of the body
with never-ceasing grief ; neither will sleep
give ease to these men, nor the night af-
ford them . comfort ; death will not free
them from their punishment, [nor will the
intereeding prayers of their kindred profit
them.” And in the Talmud, the * tra-
ditions of the fathers,” regarded by the
Jews as of greater authority than the Scrip-
tures, ‘‘ the representations of heaven and
hell are as vivid as in the poetry of Dante
or the sermons of Jonathan Edwards.”
Annihilationist writers are obliged to ad-
mit from these and similar testimonies, the
almost universal prevalence of this doc-
trine at the time referred to. Now, that
the Saviour, the * Teacher come from
God,” in daily contact with an opinion so
erroneous, should say nothing to correct it,
is conceivable, though by no means proba-
ble; but, that he should employ the same
expressions, without limitation or explana-
tion, as the deluded advocates of this false-
hood, when he is speaking of the same
things, is clearly impossible. ¢ Did the
Jews, according to Josephus, speak of * the
unguenchable fire,’ a fire ‘without end,’ to
denote the éndless punishment of the wick-
ed? Christ says, ¢ Depart, ye cursed, into
everlasting fire, &c. Did the Jews ex-
press endless punishment by * a ﬁcry worm
never dying,’ yet never ‘ destroying the
body?" Christ, speaking of hell, (Gehenna)
says, ‘ Where the worm dieth not, and the
fire is not quenched.’

Did the Jews believe in a resurrection of
all men from the dead, as Josephus asserts
(in avother place)? Christ says, ‘ The
hour is coming, in which all that are in the
graves shall hear his voice; they that have
done good unto the resurrection of life, and
they that have done evil unto the resurrec-
tion of damnation.” Now, with their views
of the resurrection, how would the Jews
who listened on this occasion understand
these words? Would they understand
all that are in the graves to mean only the
righteous? * *+ "¢ One thought more.
That the Pharisees were the enemies of
Christ, is well known ; and, as such, tl'ley
accused Him of many things, as His being
a0 enemy of (wmsar, as in league with
Beelzebub, & blasphemer, &e. On his trial
Pilate said to him, * Behold how many
things they witness against thee.” But,
did they ever charge him with teaching
materialism, or that there were no fulun'a
and eternal punishments for the wicked?
We have not an intimation that Christ and

Change the name of the eity and
it is perfect. ** For, behold, the Lord, the
Lord of hosts doth take away from Jerusa-
lem and from Judah the stay and the staff,
the whole stay of bread and the whole stay
of water. The mighty man and the man of
war,thejudge andthe prophet,and theprudent
and the ancient, the captain of fifty, and the
honorable man, and the counsellor and the
cunning artificer, and the elognent orator.”
From the crown, around which flashed
the enchantment of Napoleon’s name, down
to plebeian society, out of which there often
rise men of vast energy and strength, para-
lysis seemed to have fallen upon every class
and every man. It would really appear that
throughout the whole French nation, no
‘ village Hampden” was ingloriously rust-
ing, waiting till trial scenes should develop
his unsuspected energies. The trial came;
God knows, but no deliverer. No Joan of
Arc on her milk white palfrey arrested the
demoralised battalions of France, and hurl-
ed them back with enthusiasm on the foe.
That vast developing power, the pressure of
circumstances, usually so successful, has for
ouce failed to raise up some great miud,
some right man in the right place.
The prophet proceeds—‘The shew of
their countenance doth witness against
them ; and they declare their sin as Sodom,
they hide it not. Woe unto their soul ! for
they have rewarded evil funto themselves.”
Appallingly faithful has been this descrip-
tion. If crime ever ;walked in unblushing
stateliness, if the similitude of Sodom’s in-
iquity was ever written Jon the countenance
of any people, it was in the case of the
French metropolis. The open desecration
of the Sabbath was gloried in as a national
act. If any public celebration or Govern-
mental fete, was to be held, the Sabbath
was the chosen day. Lieentiousness was
an honorable profession. Infidelity was the
boast of the intelligent, and a God-dishonor-
ing Popery the superstition ot the illiterate.
To the eye of a good man, nothing is more
horrible than the sight of a single youth
growiug up into a matured villain. To
watch the expanding of sin in one such
heart, is like gazing upon a nest of writh-
ing serpents.

Truok came in for a good share of criticism
at the late meeting of the Dominion Board
of Trade. This has brought outa long let-
ter from Mr. Brydges, the energetic chair-
man of the G. T. Board of Managers, which
coutains a good deal of information very in-
teresting to the public. He shows what
pains are taken to improve the road,—that
the casualties to its thousands of passengers
are not exceptiopably frequent—the time
kept by its trains is influenced greatly by
delays on other lines amounting to eighteen
which connect with the Grand Trunk ; whilst
the intense cold, and heavy snow storms
must be held accountable for many unto-
ward incidents, as climate so sturdy as that
of winter in Canada, has not yet been sub-
jected to capital, engineering skill, nor the
utmost solicitude of man. Improvement is
the order of the day. Ere the summer trav-
el shall commence the Grand Trunk will be
able to convey more passengers, with better
accommodation than ever before, whilst its
freightbusiness will be done in the best. man-
ner possible.

Formerly much was said disparagingly
of the finances of Quebec and Ontario. The
belief is now general that their present con-
dition is highly satisfactory. It is not de-
nied that for some years previous to 1864
the progress of the country was not all that
one could wish. Indeed its movement was
into debt. But for the past seven years the
improvement has been marvellous. The
circulation and deposits have increased
more than 100 per cent, and the discounts
represent development of trade to the extent
of 820,000,000! Two items from the ot-
ficial Bank return for seven years to 31st
Dec. last, will confirm this statement. They
will be sufficient for insertion here.

In 1864 the deposits in Banks not bear-
ing interest were $9,477,420, and in 1870
they had become 818,412,938 an increase
of $8,935,518. The deposits at interest in
1864 were $14,533,780, and in 1870 they
amounted to 831,800,000 being an increase
of $17,266,220. These figures show a
marvellous rate of progress, and account in
part for the receut railway enterprises and
extensions. A late return states that Ca
pada already has twenty different lines
stretching beyond 2,800 miles, with annual
receipts of about $12,000,000. There are
eight other lines projected, or in course of
construction, the total length of which will
be 1,366 miles at a probable cost of $36,-
960,000. The best informed avow their
confidence ot still greater progress in the
next septennial period. One is thus enabled
to hope that the recommendation of the
Board of Trade to the Dominion Govern-
ment to construct the Baie VerteCanal, if: it
be possible, will be adopted, and speedily
carried into effect. Thereby the city of St.
John. as well as all other places in the Bay
of Fundy would be brought 430 miles nearer
to Quebec, Montreal, and Toronto for the
water-berne freight than at present. This
makes the Baie Verte Canal a work of great
importauce, and its prospective results to
be not merely of a provincial but even of a
pational character.

Her face wore an expression of unusual bright-
ness as she looking upward repeated several
times with distinct emphasis, ** O that beauti-
ful place over there.” She became entirely un-
conscious and was carried to a house near by,
it§being thought unadvisable to remove her tq
her father's house, which was about three
miles distant. In this condition she remained
for seven days, in the meantime taking no nour-
ishment whatever.

On Tuesday she began to speak in a low tone
of voice and for half an bour told of the scenes
of another world, after which she remained sil-
ent for several hours. She spoke of having
been conducted to the place of lost souls, had
heard their wailings of despair, and was then
conducted to the gates of heaven. Her dis-
cription of what she saw and heard, was so
vivid and transporting, that the large company
present wept freely. She spoke of those whom
she had known, who had died, and who were
recognized in glory, clad in shining raiment
with unknown names on their forebead. She
called them over by mame, one atter another,
including the pames of all the children she bad
known who bad died, with all those tokens of
surprise and dJelight, that attend an actual
greeting of long absent friends.

The first of whom she spoke, were two min-
isters, one was the Rev. A. H. Thomas of
the Pittsburgh Conference, the other was
the Rev. Mr. White of the Presbyterian
Church, once the Pastor of the Church at
Saltsburg, but who some years before had
resigned his charge for another in Ohio. He
was not known to any present as deceased, but
upon enquiry it was found that he had died a
few days betore.

It is not our intention at . pregent to dwell on
missionary publications in general, but simply
to point the attention of the reader to two or
three works of more than ordinary interest
which have recently issued from thé press, and
which appear well ' calcalated to inform the
jadgtient and foster in the heart the true mis-
sionary spirit. !

The first book to which we reler is entitled,
*‘ Jouraeys in the North of China, Manchuria,
and Eastern Mongolia; with some Account of
Cotea,” By the Rev. Alexander Williamson,
B. A., agent of the National Bible Society of
Scotland. With [llugtrations and Two Maps,
InTwo Volumes. Published by Smith, Elder,
and Co. In addition to its ‘being a thoroughly
interesting book of travels in regions bat little
exploded by Earopeaos, it is a work of great
importance in atissionary point of view. Mr.
Williamson spent upwards of six years in the
countries to which bis narrative relates, during
which he was constantly. engaged in travelling
from place to place, circulating the Scriptu“l’.
and preaching the Gospél to various tribes of
people with whom he came in contact.  He was
thus favored with ample opportunities of study-
ing the character and babits of the natives, and
of torming his own opioions of  their capabili-
ties, as well of their moral and social condition.
And if his views differ in some respects from
those of former travellers and missionaries,
they are nevertheless worthy of serious atten-
tion, from the acknowledged ability and re-

spectable position of the writer.

Mr. Williamson maintains that the mental

capacities of the Chinese are of no inferior or-

der, and quotes the opinion of Sir Frederick

ruce, who is -reported to have said that

‘“ Chinese statesmen were equal to any he ever
met in any Capital of Europé.” He says:

** The common people are shrewd, painstaking,
and indomitable ; and the more I bave travelled
among them, the more I have been- impressed
with their mental promises, docility, and love
of order.” His views of their moral degrada-
tion as & race of deluded idolators are the same
as we have beard expressed before; but be
points to the above, and many other natural ex-
cellencies which he believes they possess, as so

many encouragements to missionary effort on
their behalf, and e lays particular emphasis on
the fact that they have a written language co-
extensive with their vast empire,and not liable,
like their numerous dialects, to constant pro-
vincial variations. ** As far as I can judge,”
be says, *‘ China is now on the eve of a new
and grander career than she has ever yet
known. This great empire will yet form part
of that glorious Cosmos to which we all look

forward.”

The account which Mr. Williamson gives of
Mongolia and Corea is of thrilling interest,
The latter, so long closed against the introduc-
tion of Cbristianity and western civilization,
will ere long be thrown open like China and
Japan ; whilst in the former be reports a great
and good missionary work in progress, under
the direction of the Greek Church as it exists
in the Russian Empire. - We confess that this
intelligence has taken us by surprise, as we
bad not been in' the habit ot giving the Russian
Greek Cburch credit tor much missionary vig-
our, much less for that amount of orthedoxy
purity of doctrine and teaching ascribed to it
by the author of these interesting volumes. We
nevertheless rejoice to hear of the Christianisa-
tion of the woandering Mongols by any means,
and shall be glad to have the pleasing views
ot this charming writer confirmed and fur-
ther illustrated by future travellers and mission-
aries.

*“ Leaves from a Mission House in India,” is
the modest title of a beautiful little volume by
Mrs. Hutcheon, published at the Mission-house
in London, and sold at Paternoster-row. It
contains a most interesting memoir of Josep-
hine, a child of missionary parens, who was a
remarkable subject of divine grace in early
life and the principal incidents baving been re-
lated by the bereaved mother to her Hindu
school girls, an additional charm is thereby
given to the narrative, as it exhibits beautifal
pictures of native female edueation in the East.

Dr. Lanahan’s statement of fraud commit-
ted and consequent loss endured were well
founded. This finding, however, gave
much dissatisfaction in some quarters as be-
ing reached through the medium of a most
imperfect examination.

The
result was that rival conclusions were
reached by the majority and the minority
of the Committee. The majority found
that Dr. Lanahan’s charges of fraud and
loss were unfounded, the minority in sub-
stance declared the charges true. Both
findings appeared in priot ; but the report of
the minority was accompanied by an ab-
stract of the evidence on which it was pro-
fessedly founded. This result was satis-
factory to nobody. Dr. Lanahan persisted
in his charges, and they who relied on the
soundpess of the conclusion arrived at by
the majority were much aggrieved at the
discourse. In due time this feeling found
expression in action. Charges and speci-
fications against Dr. Lanahan were laid be-
fore the Book Committee, signed by many
influential ministers and laymen, and the
Book Committee was solicited to take action
in the matter. Finally the Committee de-
cided to accede to this request. The Bis-
hops were advised of the fact, and a time
appointed for the investigation. Last month
the Committee and several of the Bishops
met in New York to attend to this business,
Meanwhile Dr. Lanahan bad been  provi-
sionally suspended from office.

BOOK-CONCERN TROUBLES OF
THE METHODIST EPISCO-
PAL CHURCH.

We propose to give the readers of the
WESLEYAN a short sketch of the Book-Con-
cern troubles which for a considerable time
past have created in Methodist circles in
the United States much unpleasant excite-
ment, which have not yet subsided, and
which, we fear, are charged with certain
elements of mischief to the interests of our
great Sister Church across the border.
The Book-Concern in question is one of the
great publishing houses of the world. It is
the property of the Methodist Episcopal
Church North. It is located in a palatial
edifice in New York. Its profits are all
devoted to Church purposes. Its affairs are
conducted by two gentlemen officially
named Agents, appointed for this work by
the General Conference of the Methodist
Episcopal Church. The gentleman in
charge of the Concern since the General
Conference held in 1868 are the Rev. Drs.
Carltos and Lanahan, both men of mark
in the Church. Iu the interim between the
session of one General Conference ~and
another, a - Book Committee appointed by
the General Conference, is entrusted_with
the duty of supervising the proceedings of
the Book-Concern Agents, and is invested
with the power of suspending those Agents
for sufficient reason shewn in an investiga-
tion into their official conduct, providing
the judgment of the Bishops of the Church
to be associated with the Committee in
hearing the facts elicited by such investi-
gation, shall accord with that of the Com-
mittee as to the neccsait}' and justice of
such an extreme measure.

These things premised we proceed to ob-
serve that in 1869, Dr. Lanahan professed
to have discovered that by general misman-
agement in the conduct of the business of
the Concern, and by the fraudulent acts of

himself with respect to the rest.
early stage of the proceedings the four Bis-
hops present informed the Committee that
they could exercise concurrent judgment
with the Committee in the case only in ac-
cordance with the discipline and usages of
the Church, and that therefore they could
only take part with the Committee in pro-
nouncing after investigation upon the of-
fictal conduct of the accused, who was like
every other minister of the Church, amen-
able for his moral conduct to other Church
Courts. This declaration of the Bishops in
connection with the inherent difficulties of
the case led at a later stage to the abandon-
ment of the investigation, The charges
were withdrawn to be held in abeyance till
the session of the next General Conference
in 1872; Dr. Lanahan was restored to
office and a Committee was appointed to
institute with the aid of experts a thorough
examination into the condition of the Book-
Concern and into its recent management.
The attitude assumed by the Bishops in
relation to this affair is freely commented
on in the official Methodist Church papers.
It is made the occasion for a demand tor
various important modifications in the re-
lation sustained by the Episcopacy to the
Church. It would be quite improper for
us to express an opinion on the main ques-
tions really at issue—the coadition and
management of the Methodist Episcopal
Book Concern. But we see no impropriety
in saying, after reading the literature of all
sides of the unpleasant affair thus far that
it seems to us that while Dr. Lanahan ap-
pears to have been desirous of faithfully
discharging his duty to the Church, his

zeal would have appeared to greater ad-

vantages had it been attempered with a

larger infusion of wisdom, that the Book

Committee might have managed the affair

very, very much better than it has, and

that the conduct of the Biehops in relation

to the matter has been faultless. Itis earn-

estly to be hoped that in the farther pro-

gress of the business the spirit of faction and

discord will be held under due constraint,

and that the ultimate result will be bene-

ficial to the best interests of the Church.

[mmersionists seem to utterly forget that there
is'such a thing as conscience, and that preach-
ers of the gospel are appointed for the defence
of the truth, and cannot, without dishonor and
perjary, be recreant to the trust committed to
them. If Pedobaptist ministers believed the
Baptist belief to be true, and yet taught and
practised an antagonistic system, they would
be of all men the most disreputable and the most
miserable.

Other Pedobaptist ministers are subjected to
the same illusory handling. Immersionists some-
times quote that which is true from Pedobaptist
writers, without however quoting the whole truth.
Their mutilated quotations are misleading. Pe-
dobaptists sometimes say substantially that
*¢ there is no special command in the New Tes-
tament to baptize infants, just in the form in
which theologians would express such a com-
mand.” Immersionists will quote that part of
such a statement which suits their purpose, and
by omitting the qualifying or explanatory part
unfairly misrepresent the writer.

By the style of reasoning which is employed
to disprove infant baptism every glorious doc-
trine of the Bible might be as disingenuously
disproved. The Divine Teacher has not taught
the great truths of Revelation just in the form
in which theologians teach them. We find our
reasons for accepting the doctrine of infant bap-
tism preoisely as we obtain evidence in support
of other doctrines. We have a few touches of
the artless pen here, a few vital words there,
and a few suggestive deeds elsewhere, and from
these we deduce our several doctrinal theories.
The Bible has a way ot teaching that is all its
own. It speaks as never man speaks. How
manifest is this in the way it tells of Jesus! It
does not give us any tormal portrait, or any la-
bored description of Christ, as theologians try
to do. There is no concentration of his moral
lineaments in one graphic summary in the Bible.
We gather fragments, words here and deeds
there, and these collectively indicate the spirit
that was in Christ, and a character, unique, full-
orbed, complete, and whose study is, like the
sublime phases of nature, to the mind and to the
heart ever fresh and inexhaustible.
Pedobaptists find the doctrine of infant bap-
tism taught as other precious doctrines are
taught. No special command to baptize intants
was necessary, any more than a special com-
mand to baptize women, cr to admit women to
the Lord’s Supper, or a special re-enaction of
the ten commandments. The New Testament
does not.contain any distinct statement of the
doctrine of the immortality of the soul, or of the
divinity of Christ, just in the form in which
theologians are wont to define those doctrines.
But those doctrines, including that of infant
baptism, are not, on that account, any the less
truly taught in the Holy Scriptures. The evi-
dence is in our judgment clear, satisfactory and
conclusive, that infant baptism is in full accord-
ance with the whole tenor, spirit and genius of
the gospel of Christ.

came down to the Legislative Council chamber.

When the Speech had been received the
members of Assembly returned to the Assembly
Rooms, and some mere formgl business having
been dispensed with, J. H. Cranford, (Kings
County) moved, and Philips, (Gloucester) sec-
onded the reply to the address.

The debate upon the reply is fixed for Mon-
day next at 12 o'clock. Both Cranford and
Philips have been considered supporters fof the
Government, and there is no significance in the
faet of their moving and seconding the reply.
It is most difficult to form any opinion as to
whether the Government will stand or not. No
doubt the opposition will move a vote of want
of confidence. They are also sanguine of suc-
eess. . On the other hand the Goverament stand
much better than they did last summer. The
speech produced a good impression, and will
tell considerably in their favor. Their out
spokenness in the school question will bave a
beneficial effect. : E.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

The fourth Session of the First Parliament o
the Dominion of Canada was opened on the
15th inst.—His Exeellency the Governor-Gen-
eral read the following speech.

; Orrawa, Feb'y. 15, 1871.
Honorable Gentl of the Senate :
Gentlemen “ of the House of Commons: 3

I bave much satisfaction in meeting you at
this usual and most convenient season of the
year, and under the present auspicious circum-
stances.

First.—The hope I was sanguine enough to
express at the close of the last Session, that no
turther attempt would be made to disturb our
trontier, was doomed to early disappointment.
The Session had scarcely closed wben lawless
hands, assembled themselves within the terri-
tory of the United States in great numbers, re-
newed their menace of invasion. They ven-
tured accross the border at two points,but were
met and repelled. So complete and bumiliat-
ing was the repulse that the invaders lost heart
and hope, threw away quantities of arms and
fell back to encumber the villages in their rear
with their starving and demoralized masses.
Oar militia rallied at the first call to arms with
praiseworthy alacrity and the spirit which per-
vades the country, swelled their number with
volunteers trom all quarters. The gallantry
displayed and the success achieved have been
duly recognized by the highest authorities, and
honored in gratifying terms of appreciation by
Her Most gracious Majesty. In maintaining
militia on active duty the government incurred
an outlay to a considerable amount beyond
what was provided by the votes of last ses-
sion.

The accounts of the entire expenditure for
the defences of the frontier will be laid before

you.
I feel confident that you will pass a bill to in-
demnify the Government.
Second.—The aoticipations of success in re-
ard to the Act passed for the Government of
ilauil.oba and the North-West Territory, and
for the Military expenditure which it was ne-
cessary to disburse, have been fortunately re-
alised. The troops surmonnted the difficulties
ot the long, toilsome route with endurance and
intelligence. They encountered no armed force.

NOVA SCOTIA LEGISLATURE.

The following is the Resolution which was
moved by Mr. Hill in regard to the Fisheries :—

Queen bas been pleased to appoint a High
Commisdsion charged among other things, with
the duty of negotiating with the Government
of the United gtntea on the subject of the Fish-
eries.

And, whereas in view of the vast importance
of the Fisheries to the people of this province,
it is expedient that this House should respect-
fully call to the notice of the said High Com-
mission our indisputable rights to the said fish-
eries as defined by the convention of 1818.

Resolved that His Excellency the Governor

the High Commissioners the importance in any
negotiations with the United States Govern-
ment of recognizing and preserving those rights
in their integrity, and of permitting no dimin-
ution of them without a full equivalent.

The following are the resolutions which were
moved in amendment by the Hon. Att'y. Gen-
eral :—

Whereas the fisheries of Nova Scotia were by
the Imperial Statute entitled ** An_Act for the
Union of Canada, Nova Scotia, and New Bruns-
wick,” transferied to the control ot the Cana-
dian Legislature without the consent of the peo-
ple of this Province.

And whereas it appears that Her Majesty the
Queen hath appointed a High Commission, com-
posed of British and Canadian statesmen to ne-
gotiate with Commissioners of the United
States of America in reference to certain differ-
ences existing between Great Britain and the
said States, respecting alleged violations of neu-
trality on the part of Great Britain during the
receat civil war in America, and also in respect
to the British American fisheries, on which
Commission these Provinces and the other Mar-
itime Coloa ies are entirely unrepresented.
Resolved therefore—1st.—That this House
cannot contemplate the said commission with-
out serious apprehensions in respect to the in-
valuable coast fisheries of the Maritime  Colo-
nies, and consider it their duty to the fishermen
and other inhabitants of these Colonies to enter
a most solemn protest against the said fisheries
being transferred to any foreign power without
the consent of the people of the said Colonies,
or being in any other manner sacrificed to Im-
perial or Canadian interests.
2nd. That the Lieutenant Governor be re-
respectfully r d to transmit copies ot this
Resolution to Her Majesty’s Principal Secreta-
ry of State for the Colonies, and to His Excel-
lency the Governor General ot Canada.

Third.—The Legislature of British Colum-
bia has passed an Address to Her Majesty,
praying for admission into the Union on the
terms and conditions therein stated. Papers
on this very important subject will be laid be-
fore you; your earnest attention is called to
them. I hope you will think that the terms are
so fair as to justify you in passing a similar Ad-
dress, so that the boundaries of Canada may at
an early day be extended from the shores of the
Atlantic Ocean on the one side to the shores of
the Pacific on the other.

Fourth.—Should such an address be adopted,
it will be necessary for you to tak ps to
secure the early exploration and suf¥ey of a
route for an Inter-Oceanic Railway, with a view
to its construction in accordance with the terms
of the Union.

Fifth.—T'he acquisition of the North-West
Territories throws upon the Government and
part of the Dominion the duty of promoting
their speedy settlement by encouragement of
emigration. This duty>can be best discharged
by a liberal land policy, and by opening up
communication ** through our own country” to
Manitoba. The means proposed for accom-
plishing these purposes will be submitted for
your consideration.

Sixth.—Her Majesty’s Government have de-
eided upon relerring the Fishery question, with
other questions pending between the two coun-
tries, to a Joint Commission to be named by
Her Majesty's Government, and the Govern-
ment ot the Uuited States. In this Commis-
sion, Canada will be represented. This mode
ot dealing with various matters in controversy,
will, I trust, lead to their satistactory adjust-
ment. Canada urges no demands beyond those
to which she is plainly entitled by Treaty and
the Law of Nations. She has pushed no claim
to extreme assertion, and only sought to main-
tain the rights of ber own people fairly and
firmly, but in a friendly and considerate spirit,
and with all due respect to foreign powers and
international obligations. The thanks of the
country are due to the Admiral on the gtation
and those under his command, for the valuable
and efficient aid which they rendered to our
cruisers during the past season in maintaining
order .and protecting the inshore fisheries from
encroachments,

Seventh—The prospect of the adoptioa of an
International Currency seems, in the present
state of Europe, to be se remote, that 1 recom-
mend you to consider the propriety of assimila-
ting the currency of the Dowminion, without
delay.

Eight—The extension to Manitoba of the
Militia and other laws of the Dominion, and
their adapation to the present circumstances of
that young Province, will require your atten-
tion. :

Ninth—The decennial Census will be taken
on the 3rd day of April next, and it is believed
that a more thorough and accurate system has
been adopted than any that has hitherto obtain-
ed. It may be necessary to amend the Act of
last session in some particulars.

Tenth- Ameng ather measures, Bills will be
presented to you relating toParliamentary elec-
tions, Weights and Measures, Insurance Com-
panies, Savings Banks, and for the Consolida-
tion and Amendment of the Inspection Laws.

A WOMAN'S SERMON TO MOTHERS
We clip the following sound words from
Hearth and Home. A woman is the preacher,
and she speaks as one who knows : *‘ Mothers,
you are the divinely appointed teachers and
guides of your children: and any attempt to
free yourselves from your duty is in direct op-
position to the will of God. If you negle :t
them, the consequences are swift and sure, and
how fearful they are let those broken-hearted
mothers tell who bave bowed in anguish over
their lost sons: who, neglecting them in child-
bood, have at last seen them dead to every man-
ly virtue. Let me say to you who still bave the
opportunity to do so, train your children, whe-
ther boys or girls, to usefulness. Give them
something to do. As soon as they can walk,
teach them to bring any little thing to you,
and as they grow older let them do all they can
to help you. Spend most of your time with
your young childrén. Sleep near them ; attend
to washing and dressing them; let them eat at
the table with father and mother; read, talk,
play, walk with them ; be their companion and
guide in all things and at all times. When the
father can leave his work to take a little recrea-
tion, let bim take it with the children, making
it a special holiday. Don't be in haste to send
them to school, but teach them at home. Oral
instruction can be given them while you are do-
ing your work, and for a while will be of much
_ more benefit than many hours of study. As
soon as they want playmates, see that they
have those of their own age who have been well
cared for at home and are trutbful. Let them
play in or near the house, that you may observe
the character of their intercourse. Never send
children to school to get rid of the care or
trouble of them at home, but. when the right
time comes, let them see that it is wholly .tor
their good that you part with them. If possi-
ble go often to the school-room yourself—no-
thing gives children so much encouragement.
Always allow them to tell you all that bas hap-
pened to interest or annoy them while -absent
from home. Never think anything which af-
fects the happiness of your children too small
& matter to claim your attention. Use every
means in your power to win and retain their
confidence. DG not rest satisfied without some
account of each day’s joys or sorrows. Itis &
source of great comfort to the innocent child to
tell all its troubles to mother, and do you lend
a willing ear; for know you, that as soon as
they cease to tell you all these things, they
have chosen other confidants, and therein lies
the danger. O mother! this is the rock on
which your son may be wrecked atlast! I
charge you to set a watch upon it. Be jealous
“of the first sign that he is not opening all his

heart to you.

** Boys who are thus cared for and trained
find more to please and amuse them at home
than away. But if they are neglected until they
arrive at the age when they would wish to go
out evenings, there is but small hope that any
arbitrary measures will prevent them, or secure
obedience; and then it can hardly be called
obedience. It is much more pleasant to apply
the ‘ ounce of prévention ’ than the * pound of
cure \in such cases. When boys know that
their society is valued at home, and that all its
pleasures are marred by their absénce, they
will willingly stay if they can have sometBing
to occupy their time.”

SOCIAL PARTIES : HOW THEY SHOULD
BE UTILIZED.

How many precious hours are vainly wasted
in giving ** Parties,” aad attending them! The
best hours of the twenty-four are often put to
this most miserable use.—Time, health, money
are thrown away to no good purpose. Itis
useless, however, to ignore our social instincts ;
ous aim must be to regulate them, and to con-
secrate them to the service of God. We do
not condemn social ‘“ parties " indiscriminate-
ly. The parties that we regard highly objecti
onable are those that involve late hours, unrea-
sonable expense, and irrational and unhealthy
amusements. Meet by all means in each
others’ houses, but meet as Christians, and act
in such a way that you need not be afraid or
ashamed if the Lord Jesus were present in per-
son.

No one has ever yet been benefited in mind
or body by the popular style of *‘parties,”
whereas it is unquestionable that they have in
many instances proved iunjurious.—How then
could Christians reform this clement in the so-
cial life ? There are examples set before us in
Eogland and Scotland well deserving of note
and of imitation so far as different circumstan-
ces will allow. In London gentlemen of high
position and great wealth give *‘‘ parties™
where the religious element has a marked

place, where that is indeed the chief feature of

the evening. These parties are given monthly
or oftener as circumstances may dictate.
and coffee are served at 7 o'clock. A chapter
of the scriptures is then read, and an opportu-
nity is given to ask questions or offer practical
remarks. The gentleman who presides takes
care to keep up the interest ot  the meeting.
Appropriate hymns are sung with all the skill
that art can reach and all the fervor that is kin-
dled by love to God and.man. Clergymen are
often present at such ‘* parties,” and they find
there a new sphere of usefulness.—Sometimes
thirty or forty take part in the religious conver-
sation. Prayers are offered up at appropriate
intervals. At half-past nine supper is ready,
and by half-past ten the ** party ” closes. This
is very reasonable and Christian like. What
a contrast to your fashionable parties where
the giddy dance goos on far beyond midnight !

) We should like to see an experiment of this
kind tried under favorable auspices in this
country. We are persuaded that it would suc-
eocd Its tendency would be too make our re-
ligion more practical and joyous, and to bring
beavenly verities closer to our hearths and
bomes. It would serve too as a pleasing con-
trast, and, a rational protest against the insane
follies of fashionable life. It would be felt at
once that any atteropt at expense or display in
connection with such parties would be an in-
tolerable incongruity. By such means many
might hear the Gospel faithfully declared who
are beyond the reach of ordinary mimstrations.
The influence for good might permeate all clas-
ses of society, and great benefits might flow
from an ** institution ” that has hitherto been
too much in the service of evil.— The Home and
Foreign Record.

My Dear Brother in Christ.—Your kind let-
ter of the 23rd December, with a check of $140.
is received—and I cannot find any expression
totell you and my noble-bearted christian
friends of Nova Scotia, my gratitude for your
admirable charity.—The Lord has indeed been
merciful towards us in giving us such true
triends in your christian and hospitable land.
When he tried us with that terribde calamnity,
He was a merciful Father who had prepared in
yourjchristianhearts the remedy to the affliction
with which he was visiting us. A few days be-
fore I received your letter, our merciful Hea-
venly Father had given us a glorious victory
over his great enemy, Rome. I have sent some
details to our worthy and common friend, the
Revd. Mr. Murray who will probably publish
them,—for they are connected with one of the
most extraordinary circumstances in Church
history. I have forced the Bishop of Chicago,
in spite of his protestations, to expose the
whole series of the bloody laws of his cruel and
anti-christian Church. I wished then that every
Protestant of Nova Scotia could have seen the
confusion and distress of the poor man, when
I obliged him to translate from Latin into good
and plain English, the godless and diabolic
principles which lie at the toundation of the Po-
pish system.

My College, with the Pointe aux Tremble
is the only one on this continent to prepare the
young men and women whom God will choose
tb spread the light of the gospel among 'the
millions of Freénch speaking people, who, in the
United States, Canada, and the Lower Provin-
ces, are still at the feet of the idols ot Rome.
Several of my young men have already begun
the glorious work in the midst of your Acadian
population. Many more will soon follow, if
you continue to help me to raise our dear Col-
lege from its ruins. Who can tell the results
of our missionary efforts among the Acadians,
for the future welfare of your fair land ?
Protestants, you all feel that ' Rome is a stone
to your neck--it is a dark spot on your bright
horizon—it is a constant menace against your
most cherished and dearly bought institutions.
It is, then, not only the most bléssed christian
work you can do, to prepare the house of edu-
cation for those who will destroy the power of
Rome in your midst, but it is the wisest thing
you can do even if you look at it in relation to
the material prosperity of your country.—This
is a question which I would like to treat again
before your intelligent people,if God would give
me a few days to pass again in your midst. You
have more learning, and wisdom, and science

HOW TO MAKE HENS LAY.

People would better understand this matter
if they considered for a moment a hen to be, as
she is, a small steam engine, with an egg-laying
attachment, and thus there must be a constant
supply of good feed and pure water, to keep
the engine and its attachment up its work. In
addition to keeping before hens, who have com-
plete liberty, a constant supply of pure water,
summer and winter, I have found that duriog
the cool and cold weather of fall, winter and
spring, a dough, compouaded as follows, fed
one day and then intermitted for two days, to
produce excellent results: ** To three gallons
ot boiling water, add half an ounce of common
salt, a teaspoontul of Cayenne pepper and four
ounces of lard. Stir the mixture until the pep-
per has imparted considerable of its strength to
the water. Meantime the salt will bave been
dissolved and the lard melted, Then, while yet
boiling hot, stir in a meal, made ot oats and
corn, ground together in equal proportions,
until a stiff mush is formed. Set away to cool
down a milk warmth. Before feeding, taste to
see that you have an overdose neither of salt
nor pepper, and to warrant the bens not being
imposed upon with a mixture not fit to be eaten.
The hen mush should not be salter than to suit
your own taste ; nor so hot with pepper that
you could not swallow it, were so much mn your
broth. Beware of too mach salt, too much
lard and too wmuch pepper; and beware too,
where the seasoning is not too high, of feeding
this dough too long at a time. Let the hens be
fed one day fully with it, then let it be omitted
and the ordinary feed given two days, and so
on, and the result will be found ' satisfactory.
Take notice—Hens fed this way will be a good
deal less inclined to set than when fed in the
ordinary manner.—Country Gentleman.
