THE CLASS MEETING.
We believe the class-meeting has a 

i firm psychological basis. It is not 
merely a fortunate contrivance or in­
vention. In this institution the Holy 
Ghost has sanctified an important 
principlevor susceptibility of our spir­
itual being to the advancement of 
God s kingdom. This accounts for 
the wonderful success and value of the 
class-meeting. We speak of the law 
of sympathy, or our susceptibility t > 
share the emotions and experiences of 
one another. To illustrate : Not 
long ago, after preaching in a" church 
in the country, tile writer started 
home with a plaiii, simpleminded, 
aged brother, whose form was bent 
and his step tottering. He began 
talking about Ins trials and infirmities 
as old men are prone to do. Then he 
said, “ One thing has always afford­
ed me consolation, I thank God 1 can
sec my way clear ----- . Here his
voice faltered and his eyes filled with 
tears, and the sentence was never 
finished. These few words uttered in 
deep feeling, with the suddenness of 

an electric illock, sent a thrill through 
my own heart. Had they been spok­
en in a crowd, and in the same way» 

i the effect upon all hearts might have 
been precisely the same.

We are so constituted as to need 
just such means of grace as the class- 
meeting affords. They that fear the 
Lord must speak often one to another. 
The overflowing of feeling and the 
simple recitals of experience which 
characterize the class-meeting and the 
love feast, have had wonderful ii lin­
en ce in preserving and extending 
Methodism. There is no eloquence 
like that of telling experiences. Souls 
are quickened and encouraged, and 
sometimes sinners are convicted and 
converted by listening to the experi­
ences of God s people when all other 
means have proved unavailing- Many 
of our old people, and some high in 
official position, even bishops, advo­
cate class-meetings because they have 
so often had personal experience of 
their importance and vnlue. — In 
Nashville Advocate.

N. S. CONFERENCE.

At the opening of the N. S. Con­
ference, the Rev. W. H. Heartz, the 
retiring President, said :

“ Fathers and Brethren, we 
meet in session to-day as an Annual 
Conference of the Methodist Church 
of Canada. My first duty is to ex­
press my gratitude to the good Lord 
who has cared for me during my 
official year, and permits me in the 
enjoyment of health and spiritual 
blessings to meet to day. “ Bless 
the Lord, O my soul, and all that is 
within me, bless and praise his hoÿ 
name.” Gratefully, I also recognise 
the kindness of my brethren, who in 
unmistakable ways have given me 
their sympathy and co-operation. 
There is no class of men to whom 1 
owe so much as to Methodist ministers, 
and certainly the members of this 
Conference have laid me under a debt 
of obligation I can never hope to 
repay.

We have been admonished during 
the year by the departure from the 
Church militant to the Church trium­
phant of two of our aged ministers, 
and the early demise of Bro. Lamert 
Stevens, a young man of more than 
ordinary promise and pulpit ability. In 
the death of Dr. Richey we have suff­
ered the loss of une,eminent’y fitted to 
adorn any position in Church or 
State—a man who will be remembered 
as the biographer of William Black— 
one who it esteemed in Ontario as a 
prominent educationist in his time, 
but who will be particularly thought 
of in these Maritime Provinces as the 
devoted Christian gentleman, and the 
brilliant orator of our Church. It 
was a kind Providence which per­
mitted more than a score of his 
brethren, who were in Halifax at the 
time of his death, attending the 
Missionary Committee, to attend his 
funeral, and it is worthy of note that 
this honored servant spent the closing 
weeks of his life in Government 
House, from which he was interred. 
Tile last Sabbath ut the old year, I 
stood at the bedside of John S. Addy, 
aud though mysteriously to some he 
had been suddenly stricken down, and 
the tongue had ceased to articulate, the 
expressive countenance, and upturn­
ed look strongly expressed his trust in 
Jesus. The first Sabbath of this year 
that godly man was in the valley of 
death. When the silver cord was 
loosed and the golden bowl was 
broken, I reverently closed his eyes 
and felt that as a in ly man, a brave 
pioneer, a successful minister, a true 
friend and a devoted husband, his 
name could not be forgotton. Dr. 
Richey and Mr. Addy were aged 
ministers of a noble stamp. May 
their mantles fall upon us, their 
younger brethren and successors in 
this ministry.

I am glad, fathers and brethren, 
that this Conference meets to day m 
Halifax. This city is connected with 
important facts in the history of our 
Church. In the rear of the chutch 
where we are now convened, are 
buried the mortal remains of the 
Apostle of Methodism in this Prov­
ince—William Black. In this church 
a tablet to his memory is placed to 
the left of the pulpit. Just a hun­
dred years ago—in 1784—the memor­
able Christmas Conference was held 
in the city of Baltimore. William 
Black was present, and secured the 
appointment of Freeborn Garrets-n 
and James Cromwell to labor as 
missionaries in Nova Scotia. The 
most blessed and far-reaching results 
to our church flowed among the con­
sequences of this movement. The 
same gracious Providence raised up 
William Black for Nova Scotia that 
gave Hunt to Fiji, Shaw to South 
Africa, Case to Ontario, and Dr. 
Coke to missions generally.

In May, 1855, Dr. Beecham landed 
in Halifax. He met here the minis­
ters of the Nova Scotia West Dis 
trict ; subsequently at Amherst he 
consulted with the members of the 
Nova Scotia East and Prince Edward 
Island District ; and from Amherst

he went to St. John, whirs the Metho 
dist ministers of New Brunswick as­
sembled to meet him. On July 17th 
of that year the Conference of Eastern 
British America was organized in this 
city. If to-day you contrast Eastern 
Methodism with what it was at that 
time, or if you study our position as a 
denomination in this city or in Nova 
Scotia generally, you will mark in 
every direction the most pleasing evi 
deuces of substantial progress and 
growth since that Conference was 
organized.

With regard to the immediate past, 
permit me to state, fathers and 
brethren, that through your kindness 
I have been placed in a position dur­
ing the past year, in which 1 have, so 
to speak, had my hand on the pulses 
of the Methodist body in Nova 
Scotia, and I am pleased to report all 
the evidences of vigorous health and 
vitality. From Sydney in the east to 
Yarmouth in the west, from Liverpool 
on the Southern coast to Amherst on 
the border of a sister Conference, we 
have peace and prosperity. Our 
people are loyal—God has given suc­
cess to his ministers and everywhere 
Methodism is doing a good work for 
God and souls. If we consider the 
interests of our Church in the Domin­
ion, taking a broad and comprehensive 
view, it is exceedingly gratifying 
to be able to state that in the three 

i Conferences of the Methodist Church 
of Canada in the west, our brethren 
have been able to report an increase of 
between eight and nine thousand 
members as one of her results of the 
past year’s labors. And when these 
returns are studied in view of the 
fruts connected with the agitation 

' 1 rr-jwina out of discussions on the 
basis of union, and that further, so 
far at least as the Methodist Church 
of Canada is concerned, this union 
has been consummated without the 
loss of a single congregation—nay, 
without the loss of a church member 
or minister—we should undoubtedly 
rejoice in G id’s goodness and in the 
cohesive power of Methodism.

You will not expect those brethren 
to confess that they were mistaken, 
who thoughtfully and conscientiously 
expressed their objections not to 
union per sc, but to the basis which 
has been accepted. Nor will you an­
ticipate the organization of a party of 
anti-basis men. We are brethren. 
We have no party lines here. These 
brethren will emulate others in self- 
denying labors, aud in liberal giving, 
and will do their utmost m making the 
Methodist Chureh of the coming time 
a grand success.- There are those 
who did nut think that the old 
Methodist ship needed any repairs, 
hut now that she has been in dry 
dock, that a coat of paint has been 
put on her, and that you have changed 
tier name somewhat, -every man is 
ready to take his proper place, and 
implicitly to obey orders.

Of one tiling every man here may 
rest perfectly assured : the future 
under God is largely with ourselves. 
With doctrines based on the Book of 
God, with an earnest purpose to tread 
in the footsteps of the man who 
planted Methodism here with prayer 
aud self denying labors, we shall lie 
able in the future to rejoice as our 
fathers did in the past and say, “ The 
best of all is God is with us.’’

large, which amounts, forming, as they do, 
a part of the investments of the Missionary 
Society, serve to m ike up the income from 
)ear to year. (living ourselves credit for 
the whole of these amounts, however it 
must nevertheless lie matter of reg et to 
most thoughtful persons that so large a 
sum has to he taken from the purely foreign 
work aud expended on ground so long en­
joying spiritual cultivation as that which is 
included in many of the missions of our 
Goulereiiee. It is l>\ no means our «lesire 
that there should be any lessening of effort 
to supply the newer and more sparsely pop­
ulated portions of our country with the 
means of grace Patriotism, pi ilanturopy 
and religion alike demanded that the spir­
itual wants of the pioneers of civilization 
should he supplied, and also that the men 
who a«t as the pioneers of the Gospel, 
t«trough wuuse efforts, under the divins 
blessing, the wilderness sud the solitary 
places are made glad and the desert made 
to bloom aud blossom as tlie rose, should 
have their temporal necessities met There 
need not in onlcr to do this he anv curtail­
ment id tin' already painfully small stipends 
ol the men oil our Ilnur stir Missions. These 
salaries lot v, ,u s past have limi as inade­
quate to meet th wants of them-e ve- and 
their fan ii.es a- they have liven unworthy 
ot the I'huivli for wito-e wellan- th -e men 
have liven tali .ring.

And vou will please par­
don me when I say I think you 
mention the matter too sel­
dom . ”

“ Thanks for your gentle re­
minder. I shall have an eye to 
your opinion ot me, and try to 
amène’. Is it not, however, a 
hard task to arouse the sense of 
obligation in some people, where 
money is involved !

“ Some do not see things in the 
light ot Bible teaching, and don’t 
mean to. Why a bro'her said to 
me just the other day, that he 
did not care what the Bible said, 
as quoted by me ; be bad bis 
opinion, and would have it.

Our members, 
on being received into tbo » hurch, 
promise to support her institu­
tions. Although this promise is 
often knowingly violated, yet I 
have never heard ot action being 
taken in such cases. Have 
you ?”

“ Only once.”
“ PI ease state the case, and the 

sequel of it. You have excited 
my curiosity.”

“ I shall take pleasure in doing 
so. The case I heard related by 
the Rev. N. Talley, in a Quarter­
ly Conference session held at Bin- 
naker’s, in Barnwell County, long 
years ago. A well-to-do brother 
did (in the judgment of his breth­
ren) only a part, and a very small 
part, of his duty in paying the 
pastor for his services. He was 
brought to trial. The charge was 
idolatry. It was a clear case of 
covetousness, which, according to 
Paul, is idolatry ; and the charge 
was sustained and the brother 
expelled. Not long after his ex­
pulsion he asked to be restored to 
membership, acknowledging his 
sin and promising to make 
amendment. He was re admitted, 
and gave no cause of complaint 
afterwards. Church action in his 
case saved him. Had no notice 
been taken of his niggardliness, 
it is likely ho would have died an 
idolatoi. Some people, asleep in 
the Church, can only be waked up 
by being thrown overboard. If 
that does not open their eyes, bet­
ter for them to sleep outside than 
inside. But really, Bro. S., this 
interview has lasted longer than 
I anticipated. Have you heard of 
the illness of Bro. W. H. ? I am 
going to see him. He has nevei 
done much for me, but 1 must not 
neglect him. Good-bye. May 
the good Lord open the hearts of 
the people whom you visit in the 
interests of the occupants of the 
parsonage.”—Southern Advocate.

Tended his father’s sheep, 
thence was made a minstrel in Saul’s 
court ; was handsome, strong, and 
brave ; slew Goliath ; was driven 
from the royal court, and lived in 
exile in the hills ot Judah. Asking, 
reigned at Hebron over Judah for 
7J years ; then over Israel for 33 
years. Under him the kingdom be­
came prosperous and strong. He­
bron, an ancient city, Gen, 13: 18, 
about 20 miles south of Jerusalem ; 
was the capital of Judah during the 
years that- David reigned over that 
tribe; had been a “ city of refuge,” 
Josh. 21: 11-13. The cave of Mach- 
pdah is still there. It is now a 
town of about5000 inhabitants. Saul 
— “ asked tor,” son ot Kish, of the 
tribe ot Benjamin, was anointed the 
first kmg over Israel by Samuel, 1 
Sam. 0:1; 10: 1. Wounded in a 
war with the Philistines, after his i 
son» had been slain, he fell on his 
sword and killed himselL, l Sam. 31: ; 
1-4i Jerusalem, sacred city of the 
Jews, perhaps tho Salem of which 
Melehizedek was king, Gen. 18; a 
natural stronghold near the boundar­
ies of Judah and Benjamin. It was 
called Jubusi at the time of the con­
quest ol Canaan, Josh. 18; 28. It 
was held by the valiant Jebusites 
long after the rest of the country had 
fallen into ihe hands of the Israelites. 
David took it, built it up, fortified 
it, and made it the capital of the 
kingdom. Solomon built the temple 
in it. It became the lluly City ; was 
often beseiged, captured, destroyed, 
rebuilt in ancient |and modern times. 
Now it is in the hands of the Turks, 
with a population of about 20,000 
Mohammedans, Jews and Christians. 
Judah, the largest of the twelve 
tribus of Israel, compare Gen. 40: 8- 
1 -j, occupied the southern part of Pales­
tine. After Jerjboa n’s tebellion the 
name Judah was given to the South­
ern kingdom, which always was more 
loyal to Jehovah. Christ came out 
of Judah. Zion—'- sunny”, one of 
the highest hills on which Jerusalem 
was built, surrounded by deep rav­
ines like trenches on three sides ; it 
was the fortress of the Je bn si tes. 
Divid built his palace on it, and 
made it the citadel of Jerusalem, 
which is often called Zion; see Les­
son and Isa. 10 : 24. Milto, or “ the 
Millo,” i. e., " the rain part,” a place 
in Jerusalem, perhaps on Zion, but 
ot which nothing definite is known.
It may have been the ancient citadel 
of i lie city, 1 Kings 9: 15, 24; 2 
Citron. 32 : 5. Tijrc, an ancient ma­
ritime city of Phoe licia, on the Medi­
terranean Sea, about 100 miles in a 
direct line north of Jerusalem. Sol­
um -n seeeuts to have for tied an alli­
ance with the king of Tyre, who help­
ed him to build the temple, 1 Kings 
9: ll-14 ; 10:22. Its relations with 
Israel continued tor centuries. It is 
mentioned in the Gospel». Matt. 11 : 
21; 15: 21 Paul also landed here 
to visit some Tyrian Christians, Acts 
21:3-6. I is now a desolate place 
ol about 5000 inhabitants.

IVAS1IISG BUTTER.
There is a stage in the churning 

process at which it is comparatively 
easy to remove the buttermilk and 
all it contains. When the butter is 
yet in a granulated form the eh tim­
ing may be stupped, and the butter 
washed with cold water and brine. 
Advantage is taken, at this stage, of 
the different specific gravity ot tho 
several parts of the whole mixture. 
The butter is lighter than the water ; 
the caseine, etc., is mostly heavier 
than the water. Alter agitation, the 
butter rises to the top of the water,and 
the other solid matter remains mixed 
with the water, with a tendency to fall 
to the bottom. By drawing off the 
buttermilk or wiper from the bottom, 
the solid matter foreign to butter is 
more or less carried away with it. 
Two or three repetitions of the pro­
cess complete the separation, sutfie- 
fently at least tor practical purposes. 
Advantage may be taken, also, of the 
difference between the size ot the 
granulated butter and of the solid 
matter in the buttermilk. The gran­
ulated butter being of the size ot 
peas, or g ains of wheat, or even pin­
heads, and smaller, and will not pass 
through holes, or, in other words, a 
strainer that will allow the other solid 
matter, which is too small to be visible 
to the naked eye,to pass through it.— 
Indiana Farmer.

zt correspondent of the Christian 
Gnardinn asserts that “in the city of 
Toronto the salaries and running ex­
penses of the Salvation Army are pro­
portionately greater than the salaries 
and running expenses of any church in 
any branch of the Protestant Church­
es of the place.”

In view of former prejudices against 
the entrance of women into any of 
the professions or employments sup­
posed to form the exclusive domain of 
men, involving thus a life long stag­
nation of the powers of an active mind, 
there is no cause for wonder that for 
lack of something better she should 
so far have expended her energies in 
attempts at personal adornment ; the 
wonder is that she has not suffered 
more seriously under the influence of 
such repression. From the employ­
ment of her talents in more practical 
work, and from her personal engage­
ment in the home and foreign work of 
the Church, tfill come a change which 
could not be looked for from the tear­
ing oil' the ornament or from the adop­
tion of a costume which to a gay heart 
would seem little better than that of a 
sister of charity.

The editor of this paper made a 
brief, but to him pleasant, call upon 
the brethren of the N. B. and P. E. 
I. Conference this week. On Sunday 
morning he heard a sermon by the 
President, the Rev. John Read, whose 
text.

When in St. Petersburg 
if is found necessary to guard the 
person of a Grand Duke’s bride by 
forbidding householders along the 
route of the procession to admit any 
strangers to their houses while it is 
passing it is clear that the situation is 
already intolerable. In the same 
way scarcely a day passes without 
statements to the effect that it has 
been c msidi red a 1 vis ible to put 
special guards, about this or that 
public building or public person in 
England, while at Rome the authori­
ties have just 1 eeu warned to keep a 
vigilant eye upon the interior of St. 
Peter s.”

Prizes for the cultivation of flowers 
have been offered for two or three 
years in one of our Sunday schools 
in this city.

months, and the encouragement of the 
charity of distributing flowers to the 
sick, who are cheered by their pres­
ence."

The Methodist Iteamlrr thinks that 
that section of the address of Dr. 
.Joseph Parker, Chairman of tho Con­
gregational Union of England, which 
refers to the religious press, claims 
spacial mention. Dr. Parker, among 
other things, said : “ My distinct con­
tention is that editors are preachers ;

The one given on 
Tuesday will nodoubt be noticed in our 
regular reports. A paper by Mrs. 
David Allison, on the duties and 
possibilities of women in relation to 
the missionary work, called forth very 
favorable comment. Other, speakers 
were the Revs. J. A. Rogers — Pre­
sident of the Conference, R. Brecken, 
Dr. Lathern, J. Rtrothard and S. F. 
Huestis. The sweet singing by the 
several mission hands of the city 
churches was under the excellent 
management of Mrs. J. Wesley Smith, 
who was assisted by Miss Shaw. Mrs. 
Roland Morton, President of the 
Windsor Branch, and Miss Cunning 
ham, of the Guysboro branch, were 
present, as was also Mrs T. B. S nith 
of Windsor. At the close, the large 
number present partook of the rich re­
past provided by ladies of the Society, 
There can be no doubt that the object 
of the meeting will be attained.

In reference to the discussion the 
other day on the Book Room and 
Wesleyan affairs, the Morning Herald 
makes these remarks :

Notwithstanding the fact that our 
excellent contemporary,the Wesleyan, 
does not quite pay running expenses, 
together with salary of editor and 
manager, the Methodists in this Con­
ference would do themselves a great 
wrong to suspend publication, or to 
merge it into the Toronto Guardian. 
The circulation of the Wesleyan, as 
Dr. Allison pointed out yesterday, is 
larger than that of the Guard'um in 
proportion te the field in which the 
two journals circulate. The Wesleyan 
has a hold upon the Methodist peo­
ple in Nova Scotia and New Bruns­
wick which the Guardian can never 
obtain. Doubtless, the business 
management of ' the Wesleyan is care­
ful and exact, and Mr. Smith makes 
the paper a good organ of the Church 
and a readable family journal. The 
deficiency at the worst is not large. 
There are a good many newspapers 
which, when all expenses are paid,and 
the salaries of the editor and profits of 
publishers are met, show a larger de- 

, ticiency than is to be met in the case 
I of our religious contemporary. The 
, Methodist authorities are able touun- 
I age their own affairs and need no ad­

vice from a secular journal, but we 
should be sorry to iniss the Wesleyan 
from our exchange list.

The Nova Scotia Conference of the 
Methodist Church of Canada trans­
acted its final business on Friday 
morning last. The members stood 
while the President^ the Rev. G. O. 
Huestis, signed the minutes. It 
seemed a strange moment. “ In 
articulis mortis,” whispered a Doctor 
of Divinity near us. . “ Some on 
planks and broken pieces of the ship,” 
said a genial brother at our right. 
Not far away we heard a friend re­
mark, “From death comes life.” And 
when we had joined in prayer led by 
the Rev. Jas. Taylor, followed by the 
benediction by the President, another 
remarked, “ The last of the old dis­
pensation.” But from death there 
early came life. In the afternoon 
came in the lay delegates, the votes 
soon placed the Rev. J. A. Rogers in 
the chair as President, and the Lord’s 
Supper, in which the members of the 
Conference and a number of friends 
united, was a most hallowed season. 
Thus pass the various chapters in our 
Church history. Yet still it is true, 
“ The best of all is God is with us.” 
All along the line “ the watchmen see 
eye to eye, with the voice together do 
they sing.”

BISHOP SIMPSON.

Through the death of Bishop 
Simpson, which took place in Phila­
delphia,oi Wednesday morning of last 
week, American Methodism loses one 
of her ablest leaders and most bril­
liant men. He was born in Ohio in 
1810, and was the child of Irish par­
ents. He was graduated at Midison 
College in 1832, ami a year later was 
given the degree of Doctor of Medi­
cine. Before the year closed he gave 
up that profession and decided to 
enter the ministry of tho Methodist 
Church. Very soon he gave evidence 
of the eloquence which eventually 
placed him among the greatest pulpit 
orators of the age. The writer of this 
was present in the British Conference 
of 1870 at Burslem, at which Bishop 
Simpson had preached from “None of 
these things move me,” and ho there 
heard William Arthur say to the as­
semble! ministers that every thing 
had seemed tame since he had heard 
that wonderful sermon.

But Bishop Simpson’s influence was 
felt far beyond the limits of his own 
church. The New York Tribune savs 
that “ho will be best remembered by 
the patriotic labors in aid of the Gov­
ernment during the Civil War which 
gave him a national reputation. He 
was the trusted friend and adviser of 
President L’ncoln. and it was at 
his request that BishonSimnson made 
the series of powerful addresses on 
the Union in manv of the cities of the 
North. To illustrate the influence 
which he exerted over President Lin­
coln. it is said that at a time when the 
great statesman was downcast and dis­
couraged over the manv troubles in 
which the country was involved. 
Bishop Simpson uttered the words, 
“Man is immortal till his work is 
done.” The face of the President 
lighted up and showed tho encourage­
ment which ho derived from the im­
pressive words of his friend. B shop
Simpson was the staunch supporter of
the colored race, and was urged by 
the Secretary ot War to undertake 
the organization of the freedmenat the 
establishment of the bureau, and was 
afterward mvited by President Grant 
to go as Commissioner to San Domingo,
both of which offers he declined. 
Besides the public addresses which 
the Bishop delivered he was employed 
by the Government on many missions 
of a confidential nature, which aided 
largely itt strengthening the Union 
cause. In view of these services ren­
dered during tho war and under the 
direction of President Lincoln, it was 
fitting that he should have been cho­
sen to deliver the nation’s eulogy up­
on her martyred President.’

The episcopal office was adorned 
by Bishop Simpson’s gentleness, hu­
mility and devotion. He was inde­
fatigable in the discharge of his du- 

, ties, and careful in the maintenance 
of the doctrines and discipline of Me­
thodism, and was, nevertheless, popu­
lar with other denominations of the 
country IDs methods in oratory 
have been exhausting, and lie has m t
been strong since his attack by Danu-

acute attacks of illness have pulled 
him down, and caused alarm on the 
part of the Church. His death, daily 
looked for, has come at last. It took 
place at his home in Philadelphia, 
where his wife and children had the 
privilege of surrounding his couch. 
No fresh particulars have yet reached 
us of the departure of Bishop Simp- 
s jn, one of those many magnificent 
men of Irish descent, who prove how 
wise John Wesley was when he one 
day said to an objector, “ Have pati­
ence with Ireland and she will repay 
you.”

Specially busy days have allowed us 
no opportunity of hearing these com­
positions, but it is well known by he 
large circle of friends, that Miss 
Mackintosh has never failed in aught 
that she has undertaken. We may 
add that the “ London Music Pub­
lishing Company,” by which these 
songs have been published, submits all 
works offered them to the examina­
tion of three musicians, according to 
whose verdict they are accepted or re­
jected, To have passed this board is 
to have won no mean musical triumph. 
We wish Miss Mackintosh hearty suc­
cess in her new venture.

The Rev. C. W. Hamilton, of Shef­
field spoke next. He referred to the 
Home field. Religious cultivation 
should he aimed at.

This stirring address concluded with 
an exhortation to further effort.

In reply to the question What 
preachers remain on trial I Rev. E. 
Evans stated that there was one pro­
bationer of four years in the Frederic­
ton District, Thomas Pierce. Mr. 
Pierce had been removed from Court- 
enav Bay mission to Fredericton to till yan emergency. The. President 
ruled that his examination be con­
ducted by the Fredericton District 
Samuel Howard, A. B was reported 
as a probationer for three years or­
dered to be continued. A. C. Boll, 
of Sackville, three years, continued 
on trial.

Sackville District Rev. Dr. Pickard 
and Rev. John Prince ; from the 
St. Stephen district, Rev. C. W. Dut- 
cher; and from P. E. 1. District, Revs. 
F. Smallwood, and J. V. .Tost wore 
recommended to be continued as su­
pernumeraries. Adopted. No min­
isters were deposed or expelled dur 
ing the year. It was decided concern­
ing the stationing of ministers that 
this Conference has no right to do 
anything in prospective. It was de­
termined to call the Provisional Sta­
tioning Committee together on Satur­
day afternoon. Geo. F. Dawson was 
recommended for admission to Sack­
ville Theological Institution.

After dinner the Conference sat 
with closed doors, upon the discuss­
ion of ministerial character.

On the re opening of the doors the 
statistics of membership were present­
ed. The total number of members is 
8,539, the increase for the year having 
been 490.

In the evening the Educational 
meeting was held. After prayer was 
offered by the Rev. D. Chapman, the 
President, after a few' appropriate re­
marks, and an expression of regret 
at tho absence of Drs. Stewart and 
Inch, called on the Secretary of the 
Society, Rev. C. H. Paisley, a. m. , to 
read the report.

The gross revenue of the society 
throughout the whole Church was, dur­
ing the past year, $8,713,34, and of 
this amount our own Conference raised 
$580 22. Of this sum, one-third was 
retained hy us to defray the expenses of 
the examination of the candidates for 
our ministry and for the purposes of a 
loan to those Conference students who 
are pursuing their theological studies 
at college, while the balance was remit­
ted to the general treasurers As how- 
ever, it was not found necessary to aid 
either ot our Conference students with 
a loan, the amount for that purpose 
was not used.

The balance of $5,581.72 paid into 
the hands of the general treasurers, was 
used in grants to tho various colleges 
under the control of the Church. Of 
these colleges there are : Victoria Uni­
versity, with nine professors ; Wesley 
College (Sackville), five professors ; 
Theological College (Montreal,) eight 
professors; Wesley College (Manitoba) 
not yet organized. In addition to these 
there are Albert University, with ten 
professors; Alma College, with twelve 
professors, which belong to the United 
Church. Of these institutions the first 
three only received grants. At the 
commencement of this ecclesiastical 
yea*" it was thought desirable to seek to 
raise $15,000 for the whole church. Our 
own Conference was expected to raise 
$750, which, we reg'et to say, we have 
not succeeded in doing.

These returns shows an increase of 

$10.32, to he further increased by the 
amount of the collection this evening. 
The committee regrets that tlm fund 
has not reached the amount sought ; 
but in view of the other calls made 
upon the congregations, in the interest 
of our educational work, it cannot but 
regard the results as satisfactory.

The President then called upon 
the Rev. J. S. Allen, of Summerside, 
who said that men from the beginning 
has been impelled to subdue. It was 
not all a peaceful garden, but there 
was work to do. He had to subdue. 
What was called first Parr Town St. 
John with its mansions and cathedral 
churches ? Religion arid science must 
go together.

Rev. Dr. Pickard said : My mind 
has been running back to night. Great 
improvements have taken place in the 
last 50 years. I gladly compliment 
our St. John friends in having such a 
church as this in which to hold our 
meeting. 1 lament, however, the de 
crease in size of audiences in St. John 
at public Conference meetings. 
Large numbers of listeners graced 
those former days. There was some­
thing morally sublime m the apuar- 
atice of those audiences. Dr. Pickard 
said he had been called upon unexpect­
edly to this position. Two of the ap­
pointed speakers failed to put in an 
appearance, and they looked up this 
old man who was out worn in this 
service and placed him here. The 
object of the Society is not to make 
ministers but to prepare those who 
have been called of God. We require 
an income of $25,000 to do this. We 
have only one-third of that amount. 
Dr. Pickard closed with a stirring 
appeal to ministers and people to do 
their duty in this momentous matter.

Bev. D. D. Currie was also called 
upon unexpectedly. He too remem­
bered fifty years ago, when he attend­
ed the Baptist Seminary in Frederic­
ton. Education h»d made great strides 
since then. But still, to day, it is the 
transcendant duty of the church to 
attend to her educational interests. 
We are not ashamed of Sackville. 
Everywhere throughout the country 
people had an enthusiastic word 
for Dr. Kennedy and his lady. “ I 
feel” ho said, like a stray sheep in 
Sackville I almost feel like paying a 
visit to Wolfvills sometimes. But I 
stick by Sackville. Education leads 
a young man down to the root of 
things. We must stand by our tradi­
tional policy of the Methodist Church.”

After the usual devotional exercis­
es and the reading of the minutes, 
tho Rev. Robert Duncan read the 
minutes of a meeting of the Mission­
ary Committee. The special cases 
considered were as follows ; Frederic­
ton District.—The case of the Rev. J, 
K. King for $240,on account of severe 
family affliction, was unanimously re 
commended to the favorable consider­

ation of the Committee on Finance 
Sackville District -The case of the 
Rev. James A. Duke for the sum of 
$35 on account of affliction was unan­
imously recommended. St. Stephen 
District—The case of the Rev. C. W 
Dutcher the sum of $2*5.25; on ac­
count of personal affliction. The case 
ot Rev. A. E’. Taylor was unanimous­
ly recommended to the favorable 
consideration of the Committee on 
Finance for the sum of $33. Report 
adopted.

The Educational Committee submit­
ted the minutes of their meeting. Jn 
the St. John District the increase dur­
ing the year was £21.(50 ; in the Fred­
ericton District there was a decrease 
of $39 39 ; in Miramichi, there was 
also a decrease os $12.91. In Sack­
ville there was an increase of $1,3 08. 
in St. Stephen, 72 cents ; in P. E I. , 
$10.90—making a total increase of 
$52,90 as against $52.30 decrease. 
Tlie minutes were adopted.

It was announced that the collec­
tion at the Missionary meeting was 
$24.35.

The minutes of the Conference 
Special Committee were read, and 
taken up section by section. Tile first 
section related to tne indebtedness of 
the Rev. Mr. Percival. Mr. IVrct- 
val was held responsible for the re­
payment of $040 to the Milltown cir­
cuit and for interest thereon until the 
principal was paid. Ho refused to 
pay the interest, which at present 
amounts to $70.80, and to provide for 
the principal. The President of the 
Newfoundland Conference was re­
quested on behalf of this Confer­
ence to prosecute the claim against 
Mr. Percival. This resolution had 
been sent to the President of the 
Newfoundland Conference, to Mr. 
Percival and to the Ricording Stew­
ard of tho Milltown circuit.

It was asked if any correspondence 
had been received in this matter. The 
President replied in the affirmative. 
A discussion ensued, two or three mo­
tions were made on tile matter, and 
and finally it was decided to take up 
the correspondence with closed doors.

It was reported in the minutes of 
the Committee that the sum of $495.73 
was due for General Conference ex­
penses, and a resolution was adopted 
in the Committee that the said amount 
be raised by a tax upon the circuits 
in proportion to* salary on independ­
ent circuitsand receipts upon missions.

A protracted discussion ensued on 
this section of the report. It appear­
ed to be the general opinion that tho 
mode of assessment was erroneous. 
Some ministers claimed that their cir­
cuits were taxed unequally.

A motion was made hy Dr. Pick­
ard to refer the matter to a special 
committee. After an hour’s debate, 
and almost every minister in the room 
had given his opinion on the subject, 
Dr. Pickard asked leave to withdraw 
his motion. He was allowed the priv­
ilege.
Rev. C. \V. Dutcher then moved the 

resolution again The President waa 
asked for a ruling as to whether the 
motion was in order. He ruled that 
the motion was in order. It was then 
put and carried, 30 voting for and 21 
against.

It was moved, seconded and carried 
that two representatives be appoint­
ed from each district.

The third section of the minutes 
stated that the President had re­
ceived a check on the Bank of Toron­
to for the sum <il $1300 as being the 
amount due the Conference from the 
relief and extension fund, which, on 
motion was requested to be deposited 
in the Bank of New Brunswick sub­
ject to the call of the President.

This section was adopted without 
comment.

The fourth section related to the 
sending of a missionary to the Island 
•of Grand Mauan, which matter was 
placed in the hands of the chairman 
of the St. Stephen District, with the 
understanding that he be at liberty 
to take the Rev. Mr. Thomas from 
St. James to Grand Manan in tho 
event of his being able to find a you no 
man for that circuit,and with tho fur­
ther understanding that tho granta 
can be arranged accordingly.

This section was adopted.
The fifth section—It was resolved 

that Rothesay be transferred to the 
Con1-: t nay Bay mission, provided all 
parties interested agree thereto.

This section was also adopted.
On motion of Rev. J. Shenton it 

was decided to take up the Milltown 
matter this afternoon with closed 
doors.

The Sabbath school Committee sub­
mitted its report, through Rev. J. C. 
Berrie, as follows : -

A review of this department of our 
church work exhibits en the whole the 
most gratifying results. While the num­
ber of teachers and officers is about the 
same as fast year, yet, there is a substan­
tia! increase in the number of schelans 
attending our schools. The reports show 
C37 more than the preceding year. The 
funds of tho church have been supported 
with increased liberality, over $1,000 
having been raised for the missh •■ hind. 
The committee would urge, win rever 
practicahle, the establishment of juvenile 
missionary societies, in order to increased 
liberality, to diffuse missionary informa­
tion, and to cultivate the missionary 
spirit among the young. It is with pro­
found gratitude to God, that we are al.lo 
to report a large increase in the number 
of conversions during the year. Over 
four hundred of the young people of our 
schools have been brought to Christ, thus 
proving that the labors expended in this 
field of toil have not been in vain. In 
many of the schools throughout tho 
Conference bands of hope have bet n es­
tablished. Believing this to he a step in 
the right direction, the Committee la g to 
call the attention of superintendents to 
the following passage in the Discipline, 
page I6ti;—“In all the Sabbath-schools 
of our church, earnest efforts shall be 
made to inculcate principles of total ub-
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L
«thi' Ded from all intoxicating liquor* or 
injurious pra-Ai- »•*, and for this purpose 
tl/e following pledge «hell be provided 

ul do hereby pledge myself to abstain 
from all intoxicating liquors and from the 
Lo of tobacco in any form ; also from 
the use ot profane language and the read­
ing of '>ad books."

jt ig a source of regret that, while there 
las been a large increase in the number 
nf scholars, there should he a decrease of 
three hundred in the number of those 
learning catechisms. In view of this 
decrease, your committee feel constrained 
to urge upon all Sabbath school super­
intendents the great need of using cate­
chisms for the purpose of instructing the 
young in the doctrines of our church.

In the afternoon the Conference sat 
with closed doors.

In the evening the Conference 
Sunday-school meeting was held in the 
Centenary church, the platform of 
which was elegantly decorated with 
flowers. Children from the different 
city schools filled the gallery, and a 
choir conqff,sed of children sat on 
the platform. The K“v. XV. \V.
Brewer pr sided, and the Rev. L). D. 
Currie ottered a brief and appropriate 
opening mover The annual report 
was read by the Rev. .T. C. Berne. 
It was otic ,ura zing in tone and among 
other things contained timely refer­
ence to the evil of our children read- 
injurivii-- literature. Our own litvra 
ture was highly recommended, 
especially the Pleasant Hoar*, and 
/bothen'ni.

The Chairman,after referring to the 
verv f'-lt inspiration that fr >m the 
beginning seemed to pervade the 
meeting, and after some very approp­
riate words in reference to Christian 
work in our church, called upon the 
Bev. J. Tt'ediea, from the Bible 
Christian Church, who spoke from the 
topic. The Sunday seh 10I teacher, 
and his way to success ’’ He said : 
The Sunday-school teacher has his 
discouragement, bur his grand encour­
agement is that he is moulding for 
eternity. The S S. teacher is indeed 
a minister of the gospel of Jesus 
How can he best prtsmt that gospel ? 
1st, By conversion. The teacher 
should he a converted person. 2nd, 
By employing simplicity in method 
3rd, The teacher should have ample 
knowledge ; should know the Scrip­
tures, should kn -w his class, should 
know his own spirit, should know how­
to be discreet, there should he a divis 
ion of labor. And the teacher should 
expect to see the golden grain wave 
before him..

Rev. das. Crisp, who spoke from the 
next topic, said : God's commands to 
the children of Israel were unto them 
and to their children. The new dis­
pensation carries out into grander 
fullness that fostering care of the 
children that belongs to the church. 
Youth is the plastic period. The 
opportunity must he seized. Martin 
Luther said, ‘' Christendom suffers no 
greater loss than that through the 
neglect of her children.'’ Religious 
instruction should be imparted to the 
child. 1st, Because it is at a danger­
ous period. 2nd, A critical period. 
Mr. Crisp closed a very practical and 
eloquent address with the prayer that 
God might bless this work and make 
it a blissing.

A black hoard exercise was then 
given by Mr. E. D. Whiteside. This 
Was a very graphic and interesting part 
of the evening exercises, at which the 
children were highly delighted. Mr. 
Whiteside was loudly applauded.

The advance in the receipts of last 
year is 848.17. Some discussion fol­
lowed on certain regulations of the 
fund.

The committee -in Bermuda affairs 
reported on a case of discipline be­
tween the superintendent of a circuit 
and a young man, a candidate for the 
ministry under him. The finding of 
the committee will be reported to the 
parties concerned.

The Secretary of the Children s 
Fund committee reported receipts 
from circuits, 86,946.00 and appro­
priations 86,810 leaving a balance in 
hand. The Conference in recognition 
of the valuable services of Rev. A. D. 
Morton in connection with the man­
agement of this fund, voted him tho 
sum of twenty five dollars.

The Rev. T. XV. Smith,who has for 
some years been on the Supernumer­
ary list, is now considered as in the 
active work. It was decided that the 
clause, in the amended constitution of 
the Supernumerary fund, providing 
for the payment of five, instead of ten 
dollars per year, as formerly, on the 
back years of a minister s connection 
with the fund to enable a second wife 
to participate in its benefits, can not 
be interpreted as retrospective.

A most impressive ordination ser­
vice was held in the evening. A large 
congregation was in attendance. The 
proceedings began with singing the 
678th hymn ; after which prayer was 
offered by Rev. A. XV. Nicolson. The 
candidates for ordination, J.XV. Prest­
wood and G. F. XV. Glendenning, re­
lated briefly their Christian experi­
ence and call to the ministry. The 
charge, which we shall publish as soon 
as possible,was given by ex-President 
Heartz, and was delivered with much 
unction and power.

Rev. S. F. Huestis rose to a ques­
tion of privilege, pointing out some 
misrepresentations which appeared in 
one of the city papers. The Treasurer 
of the Educational fund was request- 
ed to communicate with Rev. G. O.
Robinson concerning his relation to
that fund. Rev. R. XVasson, after 
lengthened discussion, was allowed to 
remain on the Supernumerary fund 
another year.

NOVA SCOTIA CONFERENCE OF 
THE METHODIST CHURCH.

Friday afternoon.
Ex President Heartz called the as­

sembly to order. He explained the 
transition condition of affairs and read 
a letter from Dr. Carman, General 
Superintendent, expressing his regret 
at not being able to attend this Con­
ference, <>n account of the serious ill­
ness of Dr Rice.

On motion, Mr. Heartz took the 
chair and proceeded to organize the 
Conference. After singing the 710th 
hymn, Revs. R. A. Temple and C. 
Lockhart led the Conference in pray­
er, after which the 72nd Psalm was 
read. After an address from Mr. 
Hearrz, Dr. Allison, i.l. d. , was ap­
pointed Secretary pro tern.

The roll having been called, about 
40 laymen were found present.

Revs- XV. G. Lane and J. G. Ang­
win. and Messrs. S. A. Chesley and 
XV. K. Angwin were appointed to dis­
tribute the ballots for the election of 
President. One hundred votes were 
cast, of which Rev. J. A. Rogers re­
ceived 57, thus electing him. Mr. 
Rogers was converted under the min­
istry of the Rev. J. S. Phinney in 
Newfoundland. Twenty-two years 
ago he was recommended to Confer­
ence as a candidate for the ministry 
by the Rev. C. Lockhart. Eighteen 
years ago he first landed in Halifax on 
his way to be ordained at the Confer- 

i ence which met at Centenary church 
in that year. His first sermon in 

! Nova Scotia was preached in Grafton 
street church. Fourteen years ago in 
this same church lie was united in 
marriage to his amiable wife. Only 
one of the men who placed their hands 
on his head at his ordination is now 
alive, viz :—The Rev. R. A. Temple. 
Mr. Rogers has been Secretary of 
Conference for five or six years, he 
has been two or three times at Gener­
al Conference, and has filled several 
of the most important appointments 
in the Conference. He is loved by his 
brethren and will no doubt prove a 
most efficient officer.

On the first ballot for Secretary 
100 votes were cast, of which D. Alli­
son, LL D., received 42, and Rev. C. 
Jost, a. m , 37. There being no elec­
tion a second ballot was demanded, 
and Dr. Allison declining to be a can 
didate for the office, Mr. Jost received 
83 votes and was declared elected.

The ministers, by a rising vote, 
extended a hearty welcome to the lay­
men who now become members of the 
Conference. Business was now sus­
pended to give opportunity to the 
members of the Conference and others 
to partake of the Lord’s Supper. It 
was a hallowed season. About 150 
ministers and laymen were present. 
After the despatch of some business 
the Conference adjourned.

A most enthusiastic missionary 
meeting was held in the evening, the 
President in the Chair. After singing 
the hymn beginning, “ Great God, 
whose universal swav,” Rev. George 
Johnson (a) offered prayer. The 
President’s introductory speech was 
inspiring. He referred to the gran­
deur of the missionary cause. As the 
torch of prophecy throws its light over 
the future, allowing us to catch glimp­
ses of what is to be, we may well 
praise G--d that we are allowed to take 
part in this glorious cause. The con­
summation of this work reaches far 
into the future, but with faith in God, 
in his word,and in coming generations, 
we may gain mighty vritories for God 
and his Church.

In Canada and Newfoundland 
there are two Congregational Unions, 
embracing 117 churchesand 51 preach­
ing stations, with an estimated mem­
bership of 7,500 persons.

The Moravians are reported to give 
one in fifty-eight of their numbers to 
the missionary work, and their con­
verts number four times as many as 
their own brotherhood.

the city attracts the eye of the 
traveller, some time before he reach­
es its environs. Since the date of 
our last Conference here, a second 
Methodist church, Dublin street, 
has been erected, and passed through 
the crucial peritxl of its existence.

The Conference met in the same 
church in which we met seven 
years before. The day was bright 
and the church was animated, when 
on June 4th we entered the beauti­
ful building, and greeted the famil­
iar countenances of the gathering 
ministers. But a shadow was on 
our spirit, and sorrow in many 
hearts, since we knew that this 
grand old Conference was entering 
upon the last days of its existence. 
And we were greeting friends whom 
we should fraternize with no more. 
Some of us found it hard to forgive 
the blow that had severed us into 
three. There were the heroes we 
had stood together with, shoulder to 
shoulder, for thirty years.

Ten years ago—at the time of the 
last union—the total membership in 
this Conference was 26,69V .• this 
year it returned 43,367—making an 
increase since then of 16,668 mem­
bers—while fully a proportionate in­
crease has been made in all the 
moneys raised for the cause of God.

One hundred and sixty ministers 
cast their votes for the election of 
the President, so that, including 
candidates and others who came 
later, the attendance must have been 
about two hundred.

The business began and was con­
ducted just as formerly, as though 
no dissolution was about to occur. 
The temperance meeting of the 
night before had shown how earnest 
was the conflict between the church 
on the one hand and the liquor in­
terest on the other. From battle 
fields and bloodless combats had 
come heroes on the platform, to tell 
us how hard had been the struggle, 
but how glorious had been the vic­
tory in Oxford and in Halton Coun­
ties. And now had come the hour 
to elect the President of our last 
Conference. Dr. Williams divided 
the votes with the Rev. W. C. Hen­
derson, M. a., but a second balloting 

ave tb e latter therequired majority, 
eii-g my own Chairman, it becomes 

me not to say much about him, ex­
cept that I was sure that he was the 
right man in the right place, a man 
whom to know is to respect and love.

The Conference must close on 
Monday. Business must be done 
with dispatch. Speeches must be 
boiled down. And sometimes oil 
poured upon rising waters. Under 
the guidance of the President all 
this was accomplished, and the last 
Conference was one of great har­
mony. Donald G.Sutherland, m. a., 
was re-elected Secretary, a Nomina­
ting Committee was elected, and the 
usual question, “ Is there any ob­
jection to any of oar ministers and 
preachers” was answered satisfactor­
ily in every instance, God gracious­
ly keeps us, His servants, amidst 
temptations and dangers. The ordi­
nation class consiste.! of fourteen 
young men, who give very great 
promise of being eminent as well as 
■ accessful ministers of Christ. 
Great care was taken in the case of 
the young men on trial: where there 
was any doubt about a candidate the 
Conference paused,even for an hour 
or two, and in every case demanded 
to know from the superintendent of 
each candidate all about his useful­
ness, etc. We all felt a special inter­
est in the question, “ Who have 
died.” As district after district was 
called, the answer was “ None,” un­
til Woodstock was reached, when 
the name W.W. Roes, was read. His 
beautiful speech and still more

Conferences lent very much to the 
interest ofe its proceedings. Dr. 
Meacham, who had been taken from 
us eight years ago to labor in Japan, 
moved our sympathies mightily in 
favor of theCanadian Mission to that 
far off land) and led many oi us to 
say, “ We'll ne’er give up Japan.” 
Dr. Cochran, wiio entered upon his 
ministry in the neighborhood of this 
city thirty o,.e years ago, and who is 
just on the eve of returning to the 
work he so nobly and successfully 
began in the same land, deepened 
our interest in the work of education 
of the young Japanese.

Dr. Nvllès wrapped around old 
Victoria University a feeling ot at­
tachment and loyalty, which made 
every one resolve that successful as 
it had been in the past, brighter 
days and more financial prosperity 
shall he in store for it in the future. 
The removal of this time honored 
Institution from the little town of 
Cobourg to Toronto or Hamilton, is 
beginning to occupy the anxious 
thoughts of its friends, while the 
plan of having one University tor 
the whole Province, and all the col­
leges to be affiliated with it, will be 
entertained only when the other 
colleges and the government are 
willing to concede and guarantee 
the perfect equality of the Metho­
dist churches with the other affiliat­
ing bodies.

Dr. Douglas’s presence among us 
is always welcomed with acclama­
tions of joy. His sermon on Sun­
day, on Elisha’s petition to Elijah 
for a double portion of his spirit, 
was in the highest style of 
finished pulpit oratory. Depth 
and clearness of thought was expres­
sed in the richest and most classic 
language. He s.iowed us what was 
the spirit of Elijah, and what reason 
Elisha had—and especially we have 
for expecting a double portion of 
his spirit. Dr. Nellcs delighted us 
in the evening with a sermon on 
“ Thou art a G.x! that hidest 
Thyself Isa. 45: 15. He showed 
how God is hidden by his spirituali­
ty, eternity, omnipresence, and in 
his providences ; and how God re­
veals Himself in his Word and in 
the person of his Son.

The last day, Monday, came. Rev. 
Dr. Sanderson made an interesting 
report concerning the superannua­
tion fund, in which he stated 
that the invested capital of the 
Board now amounted to the sum of 
one hundred thousand dollars. He 
referred to the assessment plan 
adopted in order to increase the 
funds. He thought that it would 
result, if faithfully carried out, in 
paying every claimant punctually, 
and a larger amount than they ever 
received before. The fund is of 
immense advantage to the aged 
ministers and widows, and ought to 
be sustained liberally. In referring 
to the payments of assessments, he 
stated that the Hamilton District 
had paid its assessment in full, with' 
a surplus of #26. London District 
leports a surplus of #55. Sarnia 
District has paid in full, also Wood- 
stock, but the other districts were 
somewhat deficient.

At the close of the Doctor’s 
speech, the following resolution was 
moved by Rev. XV. S. Griffin :

“Whereas this Conference, in its ses- 
sion of last year, cast its vote against 
the un;on of the Methodist Churches in 
this country on the basis then submitted, 
and whereas the basis was accepted by 
a majority of the Conferences interest­
ed, and the union was therefore finally 
consummated, therefore Resolved : 
That as a Conference we desire to put 
on record our loyal submission to the 
new economy, and our settled purpose, 
notwithstanding our adverse vote,faith­
fully and earnestly to support it; nev­
ertheless, we cannot permit this oppor­
tunity to pass without expressing our 
deep regret that in ratifying the union, 
the Rev. Dr. Sanderson should have 
been removed from the treasure-ship ot 
the Superannuation Fund as the penalty 
of his conscientious opposition to the 
basis ; and this regret is the more deep­
ly fell because of the high state of effi­
ciency to which he brought the tund 
during the short period the office was 
held by him ; and in his enforced retire­
ment from this office, this Confe-enee 
assures him of its unabated confidence 
in him as one of the most useful and

.ton on Wednesday week, 
e 1870 we hive been in the 
mal habit of writing to the 

readers'of the Wesleyan. We be­
gan at the urgent sol.citation of Dr. 
Pick» rd, and felt that We then rep­
resent sl the whole of Ontario and 
even Quebec. Gradually our sphere 
contracted with the coming in of 
Methodistic confederation, but "'e 
continued our correspondence by 
request and appointment of the 
London Conference, which in this 
way desired to express its oneness 
with and sympathy for the Cnuroh 
in the E ist. For ten years we have 
been thus engaged. It is doubtlul 
whether the continuance of the cor­
respondence, representing as it must 
a so much smaller section of the 
country, would either be deemed 
desirable by our Conference or ac­
ceptable to yourself.
