Geoentlemen,

T am commanded by His Excelleucy
the Lieat. Governor, to acquaint you
that His Excellency does not intend to
declare the cause of calling this Genera}
Asserubly, until there be a Speaker of
the House of Assembly, and therefore,
you Gentlemen of the House areto re-
pair to the place where the House of
Assembly usually sit, and there proceed
to the election of 2 fit person to be your
Speaker, whom you are to present to
His Excellency here immediately for his
approbation.

The Members returned accordingly,
to the Lower House, when Lemuel
Cambridge, Esq. one of the Members
for Queen’s County, stood up in his
place, and addressing Mr. Bagnall, Clerk
of the late House, proposed Doctor
Angus M Aulay, a Member for Queen’s
County, to be their Speaker, which was
seconded by Alexr. Campbell, Esq. and
the question being put was canied nem.
con. o

“The Clerk having declared Doctor
M Bulay, duly elected, he was led to the
Chair by Mr. Cawbridge, and Mr.
Cumpbell, whereapon he addressed th
House, as follows, viz. '

Gentlemen, ‘
" The confidence you have placed im
me by clecting me your Speaker is the
best assurance to my public. feelings
that my, former intentions.in that situa-
tion, to promotethe Purliamentary usages

* of the House, are {latteringly evinced by

your re-election, and will be met onmy
part with a renovated desire to pursue a
'simjlar line of conduct—and at the same

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fime claim your united assistance to
render me your hest suppoit m wd of
my slender abilities to maintain the

Order, Rules, and Dignity of the House.

A Message was sent from the House
to inform lis Excellency thatthe House
had elected a Speaker, wheteupon,

A Message was received from His
Excellency by the Usher of the Black
RRod, as followeth :

s« Gentlemen,

¢ His Excellency the Lieut. Governor
commands the immediate attendance of
this Honorable House in the Council
Chamber.”

Accordingly Mr. Speaker with the
House, went up to attend His Fxcellency
in the Council Chamber, where My.
Speaker elect informed His Excellency
that the House had chosen him their
Speaker, and humbly trusted thair elec-
tion would meet His Excellency’s ap-
probaiion.

After which the President of His Ma-
jesty’s Gouncil said,

« Gentlemen of the House of Assem .
bly,

G I am commanded by His Excel-
lency the Lieut. Governor to acquaing
you that His Excellency is satisfied with
the choice you have made of Angus
MeAulay, Esq. to be your Speaker, and
therefore His Excellency doth allow of
and confirm you Angus M*Aulay, Esq.
to be Speaker of the House of As-
sembly.”

The Speaker then addressed His Fx-

cellency as follows, viz.
« May it please your Excellency,

¢ As you have had the goodness to
approve of the choice of the Lower
House of Assembly in appointing me to
be its Speaker, it now becomes my duty,
as such, to request of your Excellency,
as the privilege of the House, that the
Members thereof, during the Session
may be freed from molestation, that they
may have freedom of Speech in their
debates, have the power of punishing
their own Membeis ; have free and easy
access to your Excellency on all occa-
sions ; and I do also in their name and
behalf beg leave to claim all their an-
cient Rights and Privileges.”

The President of His Majesty’s Coun-
cil then replied as follows :

¢« I am commanded by His Excellen-
cy the Lieut. Governor, to say, that His
Excellency being fully assured of the
prudence, loyalty, and good affection of

the Fouse af Awcinbly, does most wal-
lingly grant to them all their pinvileges
in asfull a mauner as they have ben at
any time granted or allowed by Lhis
Excellencey, or anv ferner Governo, of
this Istand,”

The Honse having rveturned M.
Speaker reported, that when the Tlouse
attended thisday 1o the Council Cham-
ber, His Excellency the Lieut. Governor
was pleased to deliver the following
Speech to both Houses of the Assembly,
of which Mvr. Speaker said he had to
prevent mistakes, obtained a Copy which
he read and delivered in at the Claik’s
Table, and is as followeth, viz.

« Mr. President, and Gentlemen of Ilis
Majesty’s Council,

« Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the
House of Assembly,

« PON Constitutional principles 1

have felt it my duty thus early to
convene you, thereby offering this new
General Assembly an opnortanity of ad-
dressing His Majesty on his  Accession,
and of expressing the sentiments natural
on such an occasion.

« The proceedings in Great-Britain
azainst the disturbers of the public tran.
quility, having termmated 1n the well
merited punishment of the guilty, and
that in exact due proportion to their de-
linquency, cannot but afford satisfaction
to every loyal Subject of the British
Crown, as it may now reasonably be
hoped that leaders of sedition and par-
takers of conspiracy will no longer be
found, to dare to propagate that political
fanaticism, which has been so productive
of mischievous effects.

< Adverting to the happy situation of
this Colony, and feeling as I do the most
lively interest in its welfare, it cannot
but afford me great gratification the being
enabled to enumerate several circum-
stances, which ander the blessing of Di-
vine Providence, are likely to continue to
promote the public prosperity. ‘

“ An increase of population has been
attended with a more than proportionate
increase and improvemcent - Agricul-
ture.

“Thecalling upun the holders of Town
Lands to fulfil the terms of their tenure,
(a measure which will be steadily pur-
sued) has already produced an increase
of Building, attended with very benefi-
cial effects. .

« Standard Weights and Measures hav-
ing been procured at a very considerable
expence, the existing Statute on that
head may now be considered as'in full
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gorce and actively operating at length to
.tmblu good.
REA requisite stepsare now taking for
cartying o effect the estabhslnnrr a
Meadian Line, under the Statute se long
since passed for that purpose, the intend-
el salutary consequences of which mea-
sure canuot fail to produce advantage to
fanded property, by sdenmfylno‘ it and
thereby rendering it secvre to the
passessor.

© A comimencement is about to take
place without delay of a svstem of ne-
cessary Education on the National plan,
highly conducive to the interests of the
rising generation, and which will be sup-
ported on m)gﬁs‘part in every reasonable
degree that the pecuniary means at my
disposal may be considered equal to.

« Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the
House of Assembly,

“ [ have directed that everv informa-
tion you can desite may be farnished
you relative to the Public Accounts.
The economy with which the sleuder
Revenue of the Colony has been admin-
istered, enables me to state that a consi-
derable som is now under actual appro-
priation for the use of the Public Roads.
That expenditure has actually com.
menced and will be liberally continued
this year as far as can be spared from
the other braunches of the public service.

« We feel onrselves highly interested
in any measare that has for its object
the education of Youth, so essential to
the interest of Saciety and the happiness
of the rising generation, only lamenting
that the benefits arising from the Nation-
al system will extend to 'so very few in
this Colony.
