They relished it
greatly, and grew fat on it, but were
unable to keep it cropped down and a
herd of 25 cattle were turned in for four
days. Afterward it- fed those seven
steers all summer and made them fat.

CROP PROSPECTS.

The weather during the latter part of
June and so far in July has been so fav-
orable to the farmers in all parts of Can-
ada that there is a spirit'of buoyant op-
timism abroad. The crops which re-
quired a warm spring are backward and
in many sections will be only partially
snccessful; but all other crops are ap-
parently growing well, and should the
favorable weather continue there will be
profitable yields over all Canada.” The
year 1907 will go down in history as the
era of delayed harvests. In looking over
the crop reports for the whole world the
conditions were manifestly unfavorable
until the middle of June. - In central
Russia and the Danubian pgovinces the
wheat plant had been damaged; Ger-
many reported wheat suffering from
winter killing; southern Russia and the
Balkan States had a_late seeding and
lessened acreage because of excessive
rains; interior France gave discouraging
bulletins; parts of Belgium told of the
severest winter effects in forty years,
while the bad weather lessened India’s
promise. The “green-bug” ravages, to-
gether with late spring frosts, have made
the outlook in the United States decided-
ly gloomy. The only country which
seems satisfied with the crop sowing op-
erations was Argentina. All the spring
crops are late, but with good weather
and high prices the farmers who are
making everything count this season
will in the end have no reason to com-
plain.

The Canada Gazette announces sixty
new postoffices, mostly in Alberta and
Saskatchewan.

THE 17-YEAR LOCUST.

About two years agoa westernauthori-
ty on such matters. prophesied the com-
ing of the 17-year locust.

The pest has appeared in Hlinois,
where it has driven out the song birds
and even large wild fowl such as crows
and blue jays.

It is said “more are coming every day.”
What the month of August may witness
in the destruction of crops can be ima-
gined from the ravage thus far around
Alton.

It is many years since the Western
prairie contry was last visited by vast
swarms of this insect. In 1874 the
state of Minnesota was devastated after
the manner of old times so graphically
described by the prophet Joel, “the gar-
den of Eden before them and:Zbehind
them a desolate wilderness” New
England a century ago had these insects
80 abundantly that days of fasting and
prayer were appointed on account of the
wide-spread calamity.

No such visitation is everlikley again,
on account of the universal plowing and
better cultivation of the land, and the
increase of the natural enemies which
keep them in check. But the report
from Illnois is interesting as showing
how the plague may break out in spots,
and the overwhelming power of such a
host when it has a chance to multiply.

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SOME DAINTY DISHES.

Potato Fritters.—Take slices of a
large parboiled potato half an inch
thick. Season with pepper and salt,
dip into a nice frying batter, fry in
deep fat, drain very dry. Scatter grat-
¢l cheese over, and serve on a dainty
d'oyley.

For a cheap custard take one pint cf
roilk, three teaspoonfuls of flour. two
€ggs; sweelen, and flavor to taste, Work
the flour into a paste with the eggs and
sugar, pour over the hot milk, place
al' in a saucepan, and stir the custard
while it cooks slowly till thick. Pour
into a jug, and stir at intervals till
quite cold.

Souflle Pudding.—Beat lwo ounces of
[resh bulter to a cream, add to it three
suncas of caster sugar, three ounces of
line pastry flour, two well-beaten eggs,
and one pint of milk, beating all che
lime. -Flavor delicately with vanilla es-
sence. Pour into a greased fancy pie-
dish, place in a good quick oven, and
took for half an hour,

Kidneys and Tomatoes.—Cut two
sheep’s kidneys in slices a quarter of
ar inch thick, fry two rashers of fat
bacon. then fry the slices of kidney in
the fat. When slightly cpoked, add two
sliced tomatoes, sprinkle all with salt
and cayenne pepper, and do not over-
cook the kidneys. Place on & hot dish,
and pour a little gravy round.

Loin of Lamb Saute,—Wash and wipe
the joint carefully, skewer down the
flap, lay it in a stewpan with three
ounces of butter; all should be melted
before the meat is put‘in. Simmer the
joint gently for two hours, turning it
when half done. Lift out when cook-
€d, slrain the gravy, color, and thick-
en it, and pour round the joint. Serve
with mint sauce.

Delicious Gooseberry Pudding.—Stew
the fruit gently till it will ulp, then
beat it up. To every pint oppulp add
a8 quarter of a pound of sugar, two
well-beaten eggs, one ounce of butler,
and a quarter of a pound of bread-
crumbs. Mix all well together, except
the eggs. which should not be added
lil' the mixlure is quite cool, and then
slirred in thoroughly. Put 4he mixture
into a buttered dish, and bake for half-
an-hour. Slew a little sifted sugar over
the pudding before serving.

Indian Stewed Mutton.—Take about
cne pound of cold cooked mutton free
from skin and fat, and cut it into dice
of one inch square. Melt one ounce of
dripping in a frying-pan. Place the
meat in this, stir for two or three min-
utes, but do not let it brown. Then
add a pint of stock. Season with salt
and pepper and a dessertspoonful of
chopped Indian pickle, and stew very
siowly Lll tender.' Thicken the gravy
so that it clings to the meat and there
is no liquid in the dish. Garnish with
chulney.

Spiced Cod.—Take a convenient piece
of cold cod, set it in a deep pie-dish,
and remove the skin carefully. Now,
boil together half a pint of best vine-
gar, half a dozen cloves, half a dozen
peppercorns, two whole allspice, and a
litlle salt. After the pickle has boiled
for five minutes, pour over the fish
slowly. With a silver spoon pour the
pickle over the flsh two or three times,
and let it stand overnight. Next day
drain, wipe dry. and serve with salad.

Cornstarch Pudding. — Ingredients:
One pint milk, one-half cup sugar, two
Yicaping tablespoons corn starch, whiles
Uiree or four eggs, a pinch of salt; put
milk and sugar over to boil; wet corn-
slarch with a liftle cold milk and stir
into boiling milk; cook until the whole
fs a smooth cream, about {hree minutes.
Beal whiles stiff and pour boiling mix-
ture on, beating with egg beater: flav-
«<r wilh vanilla and ‘add a box of shred-
ded cocoanut if desired or a little melt-
ed chocolate, Serve cold with cream or
custard made from yolks of eggs.

Golden Fig Cake.—One-half cup 'but-
ter, one and one-half cups sugar, yolks
of four eggs, one-half cup of cold walcr
one toaspoon orange or vanilla extract,
one and one-half cups flour, four tea-
8.00ns of balking powder, whites of four
cream the  buller, Add sugar
gradually, bealing continually; add egg
Yolks, beaten light, and water; sift to-
gether flour, cornslarch, and baking
powder, and add to first mix{ure. Cutl
and fold in the whites of eggs, beaten
sliff; add flavoring, Jake in buttered
and floured pan.

Hundred  Year OIld Recipe.—This

W raise il. the eggs being sufficient for
that. Take one cup sugar, a lillle
Leaped, the yolks of five eggs, whiles
beaten to a froth, one cup of flour, and
half a teaspoonful of salt. Beat the
yolks and sugar till creamy. Then beat
the whiles stiff. Mix the whites and
yelks thoroughly.

As little oil is used there is no danger.

An elfervescing saline may be made
al home as follows, and will be found
a great economy: Take four ounces of
Epsom salts, four ounces of tartaric
acid, four ounces of bicarbonate of so-
da, four ounces of cream of tartar, and
balf @ pound of icing sugar, See that
ali the ingredients are thoroughly dry,
then mix and pound them tili fine.
Pass all three times through a wire
sieve, place in perfeclly dry bottles,
and cork tightly.

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DISCOVERED RABIES GERM,
Dr. Carmine Finds Germ with Unerring
Certainty.

Among the conquests over disease
which science has made in recent timas
ncne is more striking than that which
has reduced mortality from hydrophobia
from more than 99 per cent. of the vic-
tims treated to twenty-five thousandths
of one per cent.

This achievement is duc largely to
th2 method of inoculation discovered by
Pasteur. But Pasteur’s work stopped
with the discovery of a preventive. It
remained for Negri, an Italian, to dis-
cover the germ of rabies or hydrophobia.
This second step in the conquest of the
disease was taken three years ago, and
since then, particularly in this country,
considerable advance has been made in
methods  of diagnasis. A method re-
garded as almost infallible was devised
in September last in the biological lab-
oratory of Brown Universily soon after
the outbreak of an epidemic of rabies in
Rhode Island.

The method of diagnosis used at
Brown begins with the removal of parts
2t the brain of the animal. = Sections of
each part are placed eon glass slides
three inches long and an inch wide and
aré then smeared or spread thin over the
length and breadth of the slide so as o
reveal the contents in detail. Afterward
the slides are immersed in alcohol to
“fix” the specimens.

Then c¢Smes the important “stain”
treatment. Mr. Hadley uses a ooal tar
slain whose constituent colors are a
brilliant carmine and an ultramarine
blue. When applied to the slide the blue
spreads - through the brain cells and
other tissues, while the carmine seeks
the rabies germs or Negri bodies and
stains them a bright crimson. There is
no escape for the germ. If it is present
in the brain cells it appears under the
microscope a red signia. Colored thus
the rabies organisms look like carbun-
cles set in sapphire. Under microscope,
which magnifies them 1,200 times their
aclual size, the germs appear about half
as big as dimes.

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WH EAGUE IN FRANCE.

Prevalence Jof Tubcrculosis in Bakeries
*  dnd Laundries.

official reports show that 150,000, .per-
sons die of tuberculosis in France every
year., Among 257 workmpen kept under
the carelul observation and all living
under practically the same conditions,
the mortality from tpbcl‘culosis amount-
ed to more than 30 per cent.

Laundry workers, however, were
dound to he the most seriously affected.
3From slatistics made at certain gistricts
in the neighborhood of Paris where laun-
dries abound, the morlality from tuber-
culosis totalled 75 per cent.

The Paris bakers a few weeks ago
formed an organization for the improve-
ment of the conditions under which they
have to work. It is stated authoritative-
ly. says What to Eat, that despite the
Governmental inspection of bakeries and
the most modern hygienie apparatus, out
©f 400.000 bakers in Paris 240,000 suffer
from tuberculosis. \

A PROGRESSIVE INSTITUTION.

Ebséwhere in this paper will be found
the financial s!atement, which was sub-
mitled to the shareholders of the Im-
perial Bank at the annual meeting held
un the 22nd of May. These slalements
were received with the greatest salis-
faction, inasmuch as they reflected un-
mistakeably the solidity attained and
the progress achieved.

In this connection
we may urge upon Parliament that
there is no necessity for new banks.
and that all applications for inconpora-
Lien should be absolutely refused. With
lhe provision to increase the Bank's
capital from time to time, as it may be
needed. it will be in a position to meect
ull public requirements, and fto keeép
pace with the general improvement and
development which is apparent all over
the Dominion. It is cause for regrel
that the experienced and able general
manager did not give an exfensive. re-
view of the couniry’s trade prospetts
for these are always received with the
grealest altentian. Such review
would have been highly * appreciated,
bui those who were wont to rely upon
It as a guide and finger post will have
fa frust for belter things next year. 'n
the. meantime, the Bank, which has a
reserve fund equal to ils tofal pald-up
capital of $4,773.948, will continue to
enjoy and grow- in the confidence «f
the public to such' an extent that ils
lotal ‘authorized capital will be paid up
lo meet the increasing demands upon
ils usefulness. The exient to which il
enjoys public confidence is seen in the
fact that its deposits amount to lhe
lirge sum of $31,928,099. These are pro-
tected by assels amounting to $45.641.-
257. Of the latler no less a sum than
that of $18,878,042 are readily available.
The financial statements will be read
with renewed interest, in view of the
forward steps which the Bank has under
consideralion,

STAMP SPOILED CAREER.
Groves Has a Remarkable
! Experience.

After an honorable service of hine
years in- the police force of Monmouth-
shire, England, during which he has
risen from the posilion of constable to
that of inspector, George Groves has just
been forced to resign and finds his offi-
cial career at an end, and the cause of it
al! is a penny stamp.

Inspector Groves joined the Mon-
mouthshire police in 1896, and for the
last four years has been stationed at
Abercarn, a mining district which is by
no means easily managed. By tact and
courtesy, however, Groves won the
whale-hearted confidence and esteem of
th> inhabitanls, and feeling amongst
them is intense over his degradation for
that which is regarded as a trifling mat-
ter,

The penny stamp which made all the
trouble was used by the inspector in
posting a swine-fever license, to ane
Sluart Heaton, of Hall Farm, Worsley,
near Manchester. This Heaton asked for
o enable him to remove a pig lo Black-
wood, and as there was no stamped en-
velope enclosed in his letter, Groves
asked, in forwarding the order, that the
farmer should return a stamp to cover
the postage, as he (Groves) had no other
means of recovering the cost.

Shorlly afterward he received a letter
from Heaton saying that the chief con-
stable was legally bound to defray all
expenses of that kind, and that he was
forwarding the letter to the board of |
agriculture. A little later Groves was |
asked to explain on whose authority and
ty what order, he had his name printed
on the departmental-paper and why he
liad asked for the return of the stamp.
He exrlained ‘that the paper.had been
prinled six years ago and that he did
not know it was wrong to have his name
and rank thereon. He also stated that he
was under the impression that he could
not charge the poslage to the county
under the circumstances.

On Friday of lasl week he was ordered
e attend Superinlendent Porter’s oflice
a: Risca, and was then told that the chief
constable gave him the oplion of resign-
ing, but if he declined he would be dis-
missed, and in either case his uniform
must be sent in to the chief constable’s
office that day.

poses. All offerings were sold early in
the day, and more choice cattle wotild
have found ready sale.

" Exporters—With the exception of a
few bulls there were no export cattle on
sale. Bulls sold from $4.40 to $4.90 per
cwt.

Butchers— George Rowntree, who
‘bought 8 loads of fat cattle for the Har-
ris Abattoir Co., reported prices as fol-
lows: Best butchers, $5 to $5.50 per
cwt.; fair to good cattle, $4.60 to $4.90;

- cows, $3 to $4.25 per cwt.

Feeders and Stockers—There was lit-
tle business transacted in the stocker
and feeder classes, and prices were re-
ported as unchanged. .

Milch Cows—Trade in Milkers and
springers was dull, especially for the
common light classes. Common cows
sold at $25 to $30; medium $35 to $45,
and the best were reported at $45 to $55
cach.

Veal Calves—Deliveries of veal calves
were large, over 400. Prices ranged
from $4 to $6.50 per cwt., the bulk sel-

ing at $5 to $6 per cwt.; choice new
milk-fed calves are worth $7, but few of
this class are being offered.

Sheep and Lambs—Export ewes sold
at $4.60 to $4.85 per cwt.; bucks $3.50
to $4; lambs $3.50 to $5.30 each for bulk
of offefings, or $8 to $8.50 per cwt., or
in other words, 8c to 8jc per Ib. live
weight.

Hogs—Receipts of hogs were light.
Mr. Harris advanced prices 15c per cwt.
and quoted selects at $6.75 and lights
and fats at $6.50 per cwt.

THE FARM LABOR PROBLEM.

A correspondent of the Weekly Sun
points out that one reason why the farm
laborer problem persists in this country
is that the farmers have not yet serious-
ly undertaken to deal with it. Farmers,
he says, must do as manufacturers do,
consider the question of labor as one of
the chief elements in their industry.
Heretofore the farmers have depended
too much to chance. The solution, he
thinks, lies in recognizing the social in-
stincts of farm laborers. “Even with
the wages that are being paid at the
present time,” he says, “many workers
in factories would prefer working on . the
farm if there was any provision for home
life. If neat cottages with half or an
acre of ground at least attached were
rcadily available, there would be no diffi-
culty in having them occupied by the
proper class of laborers.” There is no
doubt that herein is indicated one of the
difficulties of the problem. Another
difficulty is closely related. Farmers in
order to make surc of help when they
most need it, must so arrange their work
as to provide employment the year round.
Just how they are going to do this is a
matter for themselves to solve. 1t is a
problem the manufacturers have had to
solve. Stéady employment is a big con-
sideration to 2 man endeavoring to make
up his mind whose offer he shall accept.

SPEED SOUND TRAVELS AT.

A New Haven man was praising the
late Judge David Torrence, of Derby,
Conn.

“Judge Torrence,” he said, “uttered
many an epigram from the bench. In a
case concerning a noise nuisance ascien-
tist was once testifying before him about
the speed of sound. . .

o ‘Sound,‘ said the man, ‘travels at
the rate of 400 yards a second.’

“*All sound?” asked Judge Torrence.

‘“‘All.’ replied the scientist,

“The judge smiled.

““I’m sure you’re wrong,’ he said. ‘I
have noticed a great difference between’
the speed of certain kinds of sound.
Thus, slander travels at the rate of
quite 1,000 yards a second, flattery 500
yards, while truth makes only a few feet
a second, and, slow as its progress is,
truth often fails to reach the goal, no
matter how short the distance.’”

Free mail delivery is getting very
closg to quite a number of Ontariols
smallercities and larger towns. Guelph,
Galt, Woodstock, Berlin, and Stratford
are among the ones looking forward to
the early adoption of this system, and
even Waterloo has a proposition of this
kind todeal with. In the United States
a very large and rapidly increasing terri-
tory of towns, villages, and farming
country is covered by what is known as
rural free delivery, and: every indication
points to a system of that kind sesh be-
ing obtained for Canada.

Citil:ns of Walkerton have formed a
beef ring onethe same lincs as those
formed in the country. They have en-
gaged a butcher to do their dressing and
are getting their beef at 83c. a pound-
The shops are charging 15¢c.

Two weeks ago we pointed out that
the Legislature at the session just closed
had increased the grants to rural schools
according to salaries paid over $300 and
accommadation and equipment. This is
correct, But we were in error when we
stated that the salary clause enacted at
the sessions in the session of 1906 had
been retained. Though the statutes of
1907 are not yet printed we have it on
authority of the Minister of Education
that trustees are not compelled to pay
salaries to teachers according to the
assessment of sections. The minimum
salary clause was repealed at the session
last winter. Rural trustees can now set
the salary of their teachers. In order
to encourage trustees to pay larger sala-
ries, a grant of 40 per cent., is made on
the excess of salary paid over $300 and
up to $600. This is in addition to the
fixed grants of $15 and the grant ranging
from $7.50 to $30  as recommended by
the inspector. To make a concrete il-
lustration: a section engages a teacher
at $500; the 40 per cent. grant means
$80 to which add the general grant of
$15 and say $25 more on the inspector’s
report. This reduces the amount the
section is required to raise to$330 which
is not a large levy for any fairly sized
section. The new method of making
rural school grants is based largely on
the principle of High School grants and
is intended to encourage rural trustees
to pay as high salaries as were in vogue
under the minimum clause.—Chesley
Enterprise.

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RIFLE BULLET AND SABRE

The' French Government Is Facing
a ‘Serious Crisis.

A despalch from Paris says: The
ncws from Southern France during Fri-
day night was mostly disquieting.
There are those who see or profess to
scc an irdsurrection of dangerous pro-
perlions already launched, but the facts,
or so far as they have reached the capi-
tal, do not justify such a deplorable con-
clusion,

IL is true that events in the Midi have
faken a much worse turn than seemed
al firsl likely after the 4initial measures
of the Government Wednesday morning,
when Ferroul, ex-Mayor of Narbonne,
and others were arrested, but up to the
present writing there is not sufficient
reason for believing that the Govern-
ment is face to”face with an armed in-
surrection.

It is known, however, thai seven
dealhs so far have resulted since Wed-
nesday al Narbonne. One of the'vic-
iims was a soldier, while two, father
and daughter, were kilied in a cafe, the
iron shutters of which were down.

The rioters caplured Srecial Commis-
sary Dulest at Narbonne and are hold-
ing him as a hostage. All circulation on
th2 sireets is prohibited.

A despalch to the Pelit Parisien from
Narbonne says the town hall squire was
the scene of

A VERITABLE MASSACRE

at about 8 o'clock, resulling in six per-
scns being killed and many wounded.
One -man who escaped told the corres-
pondent that he was near the canal and
saw a crowd driving a delective along
with kicks and blows. With thirty
ccmpanions ‘he succeeded in gelting the
delective from- the crowd. The chemists
being shut, they carried him to the
town hall, on the top steps of which
were {wo oflicers and many soldiers,
The man asked the captain to receive
the wounded detective, whereupon an
order was given o the soldiers and they
lined up, ready to flre. The rescuers
were astounded and turned to flee, when
at least fifty shots were fired into the
rescuers and the crowd following them:.
The military authoritiecs at Narbonne
have taken the direction of everything,
Troops occupy every street and square.
Fresh troops are arriving there from
Beziérs, Toulouse and Monfauban.
From 10 o'clock until midnight Mont-
pelier was ihe scene of riot. Three re-
volver shols fired by unknown men be-
gan the dislurbances, then the soldiers

’

killed, but many fersons were wouni'led,
including a_lieutenant.

HOSTILITY TO CAVALRY.

The crowd's hostility to the cavalry
began at the arrest of Ferroul, when
the cavalry roughly treated the crowd
accompanying the ex-Mayor’s carriage.
Since then the hotels have declined to
receive cavalry officers for meals. The
bulchers are reidy to serve the infantry
as usual, but will not gell to the cavalry.
The feeling has become so strong that the
military authorities are not using the
cavalry, but are leaving all the work fto
the foot soldiers.

Gen. Turcas upon leaving his hotel,
slopped to speak with some one on the
pavement, He was immediately sur-
rcunded by a crowd which threatened
to throw him into a nearby canal. The
General gave his word of honor that the
cavalry should not go out, and he was
allowed to leave. -

Among the victims in front of the
town: hall were three men and a girl
aged 20 years.

A despatch from Paris says: Like an
electric shock the mnews ran through
Paris about noon on Friday that a mil-
itary mutiny had been added to the
serious developments of the situation
in the wine-growing districts of~lhe
south. The report that 300 men of (he
17th Regiment of Infaniry had in a
fody marched out of the barracks and
joined the peasaniry was received ¢l
first with“ineredulous amazement, and
when soon after confirmed, with feel-
Ings akin to anguish.

Before going the soldiers had pillaged
the armory and carried away wilh them
200 cartridges each.” At first the mutin-
eers declared they were going to Nar-
Loone to kiHl the cuirassiers who had
charged the populace there, but finally
they marched through the night, with
drums and bugles playing at their head,
to Beziers, where the majorily of them
had been recruiled. and where they ar-
rived at 6 on Friday morning. _All
the officers remained at Aude. On-ar-
rival at Beziers the mulineers endeav-
ored to turn the régiment which had
replaced the Seventeenth wout of bar-
racks, bul failing in this, they appar-
ently came lo realize the gravity of the
act there commilted, and proposed to
return to Aude on condilion that no
disciplinary  measures were taken
against them.

Clemenceau sent an immediate. reply

charged in all diréctions, clearing the
streets around the prefeclure and de-
molishing  barricades. Nobody was

"Hod,” aller sitling upon the landing
of the lighthouse:for a few minutes,
dived off, and this was the last seen of
him alive. Not rilsing, an alarm was
raised, and parifes in a rowboat went
lo the lighthouse and in about {hree
feet of waler the unfortunate man was
seen lying upon.some rocks. As quickly
0~ possible, he was raised up and taken
tn shore, bul it was evident ‘that life
was exlincl. Dr. Ycomans was soon
upon the scene, and upon examination
discovered that the viclim in diving
nad struck his head upon the racks,
causing a fracture of thevskull and dis-
location- of the neck. Death was in-
slantaneous.

Stuart, who was 24 years of age, was

MONTREAL MARKETS.

Kiev Mutiny Has Been Followed By
' Other Outbreaks.

A despalch from St. Pelersburg says:
Details of the mutiny of ‘sappers at
Kiev show that it was only suppressed
afler a bloody engagement at midnight,
June 17, belween the mulineers and
loyal troops. About sevenly men were
killed or wounded. S

The mutiny was planned to coincide
with a political strike, as a reply lo
the dissolution of Parliament, involy-
ing the railroads, telegraphs and mails.

The decision of 1. reyolutionary
slaff here to refrain from demonstra-
lions was disobeyed by the hot-headed
sappers. At -midnight, June 17, five
Fundred men at a given signal left their
Leds, disarmed” the sentries, hurriedly
dressed, obtained possession of their
rifles, - broke - into -an armory, secured
4 number of Joaded carlridges and then
marched to the camp square and fired
a volley in the air.

-
REFUSED TO SURRENDER.

The officer on duty, Captain Akuloff,
ran oul and addressed the mutineers,
persuading them to disperse. He then
called out another battalion, drew the
men up and led a charge on the mutin-
eers, ordering them to surrender., Upon

crdered the troops to fire and fell dead
himself at the first volley. The fighting
ocntinued for several minutes. Half a
dozen soldiers were killed and about
sixty were wounded. Finally the mu-
tineers, who had no oflicers, no leaders
and no plans, wavered and fled. Two
hundred and fifty were caplured, but
193 eluded pursuit and hid in the cily.

TROUBLE AT KALUGA.

M\ililary froubles have also broken
out "among the troops of the third in-
fantry division, stationed at Kaluga.
General Orloff, the suppressor of the
insurrection in the Baltic Provinces,
and regarded as one of the most ener-
gelic officers in the Russian service,
lefl &t. Petersburg hurriedly the night
after the receipt of a despatch to take
charge of the garrison at Kaluga. No
information is available as to the na-
ture of the trouble. The despatches of
the Associated Press from Kiev detail-
ing the muliny there were turned over
to the censor and lheld up for from
twelve to twenly-four hours before they
were delivered.

leporls have reached Matlawa of men
having had very narrow escapes, so
sudden was the inroad of the flames on
the timber regions. The lumbermen who
own limits in the Temiskaming District
wilk lose enormously. The prolonged
dry season had such an effect on timber
that it is almost impossible to save it.
The heavy rain of Wednesday night
completely extinguished the bush ﬁl‘f\sf
which have been raging for the past
week up lhe Parry Sound line.
