Acting as a parliament, the council of 
state to-day canvassed the vote on the 
question of a change jn the form of the 
government of China to a monarchy, and 
found that the votes of 1,993 representata- 
tives, out of 2,034 qualified to vote on the 
proposition, were favorible to the change.

The council of state immediately sent 
to Yuan Shi-kai a petition urging him to 
accept Jhe throne. He declined at first, 
but when the petition was forwarded to 
him a second timè he accepted, with the 
proviso that he would continue to act as 
president until a convenient time for the 
coronation.

There are several steamers by the name 
of Sophia, the one probably alluded to in 
the foregoing being the 2,092 ton Greek 
steamer Sophia, which when last reported 
was on her way to European waters from 
South America, The Korea is an Amer­
ican owned vessel of 5,651 tons, last re­
ported as having sailed from Rio Janeiro 
on Nov. 20, for London.

------ Halifax, N. S., Dec. 7—With fire,
raging in No. 2 hold, the British steamer 
Carlton arrived in port yesterday with 
7,300 tons of sugar.

"What was the cause of the explosion?” 
the captain was asked.

"What is the cause of them all?” he re­
plied. He said the ship was rolling heavily 
when the fire was discovered, and he was 
not sure whether an explosion had occured.

The steamer Carlton, 4403 tons, of New­
castle, sailed from New York with sugar 
last Thursday, bound for Queenstown for 
orders.

------London, Dec 10.—The Norwegian
steamer Ingstad has been snnk. Except 
for one man who was drowned, all the 
members of the crew were saved. The 
Ingstad was a vessel of 780 tons gross, 
and. was built in 1910.

The people have 
not had time to resume their normal oc­
cupations, and the calling of the nation’s 
manhood once more to the tasks of war 
will be received with little enthusiasm 
and much covert discontent

have been on the offensive, but without 
gaining any advantage. Snow storms at 
the end of the week hindered operations.

Some activity was spoken of in the 
Caucasus, but no important results were 
achieved. The Russian fleet in the Black 
Sea was credited with the destruction of 
some Turkish vessels.

I^the Balkans the Austrians continued 
to harass the Montenegrins, who made a 
vigorous if not altogether successful re­
sistance. The combined Teutonic and 
Bulgarian forces succeeded in compelling 
the retreat of the Anglo-French forces 
across the Greek frontier, with severe 
losses on both sides. The Allied casual­
ties were estimated at 1,500. Practically 
the whole of Serbia is now in the hands 
of the Central Powers and their Bulgarian 
allies.

No important events were recorded in 
the hostilities between Italy and Austria- 
Hungary, and Gorizia was still held by the 
Austrians at the week’s close. Ancona 
was bombarded by Austrian ships and 
aircraft, and considerable damage inflicted.

The news from Kut el Amara in Meso­
potamia continued to be far from reassur­
ing. The British were being besieged by 
superior forces of Turks assisted by Ger­
mans ; but reinforcements were said to be 
pushing forward to their relief.

The activities of Submarines can be 
conjectured from 'the reports supplied in 
" News of the Sea.” We say " conjec­
tured." for the British Admiralty no longer 
permits the publication of details of sub­
marine operations.

The political situation in neutral coun­
tries was not materially altered during the 
week, except only that the Greek Govern­
ment seems to have satisfied the require­
ments of the Entente Allies. Greek troops

military base. Rumania still adhered to 
her attitude of strict neutrality.

In the United States the opening of 
Congress on Dec. 7 gave the President the 
opportunity of making reference in his 
Message to the nefarious activities of the 
Austrians and Germans in that country. 
The American Government, in a dispatch 
to the Austrian Government concerning 
the sinking of the Ancona and the conse­
quent loss of American lives, spoke in no 
ambiguous terms as to what it regards as 
the rights of its own citizens, and the 
obligations of belligerents to conduct war 
according to recognized international law 
and the dictates of humarilty.

No outstanding legislation calling for 
çomment in this place was enacted by 
the British Parliament during the week. 
The period set for the trial of Earl Derby’s 
recruiting scheme was to have closed on 
Saturday last, but so great was the rush 
of recruits on the closing days that they 
could not all be examined and enrolled, 
and the period of ‘recruiting under this 
scheme was extended a few days longer. 
Though the scheme has been eminently 
successful, it is too soon to state definitely 
that compulsory service will not have to 
be resorted to in the end. Recruiting in 
Canada seems to continue to make satis­
factory progress.

The first- reports, received from the 
Brown Tail Moth parties now engaged in 
their annual survey work throughout the 
province, indicate a remarkable decrease 
in the infestation of this province by this 
pest.

Mr. L. S. McLaine, field officer in charge 
of this work for the Departments of Agri­
culture! said this morning that the first 
reports from the four parties showed that 
the Brown Tails were in evidence in only 
one part of the province, and the indica­
tions were that oily a small number of 
nests would be found this winter.

Charlotte County is the only place 
where the Brown Tails have, been found 
up to date, and in a day and a half 22 nests 
were found by the survey party there. 
This is a much smaller number than was 
found during the ’first week of the survey 
last year in the same district, which- is 
probably the most heavily infested of any 
section of the province. Mr. McLaine is 
to receive weekly reports from each party 
during the winter and will thus be able to 
keep in touch with the work in every 
section of the province.

Two new appointments have been made 
to the Dominion Government’s staff on 
this work, LeRoy Russell,of Grand Manan 
and James I. Keenan, of Moncton, having 
joined the Brown Tail hunters this week. 
Gleaner, Fredericton, N. B., Dec. 10

Education was the keynote of the re­
cent conference on fisheries held by the 
Fisheries Committee of the Commission 
of Conservation at Ottawa. Dr. J. W. 
Robertson urged the necessity of supply­
ing maritime districts with schools to 
train boys and young men for the fisher­
man’s vocation, while Mr. D. J. Byrne, 
President of the Canadian Fisheries As­
sociation, emphasized that, to increase 
the consumption of fish in Canada, 
consumers must be educated to realize 
the value of fish as food, not simply as an 
occasional change in diet, but as a nutri­
tious staple that should appear on the 
table at least twice a week. There was a 
general conviction that Canada’s harvest 
irom the sea k neither properly garnered 
nor adequately' utilized, merely through 
ignorance of the proper methods and a 
lack of appreciation of the value of fish.

Dr. Robertson pointed out that Great 
Britain, France, Holland and Germany 
have schools where fishermen are taught 
not only the arts of navigation but the 
best methods of curing and preparing fish 
for the market. He advocated the es­
tablishment of such schools in Canada, 
because the right sort of education is the 
practical training which prepares young 
people for their life work.

Mr. Byrne referred to the great need 
for better methods of shipping fish by ex­
press, as well as of storing it after it 
reaches the retailer. The express com­
panies furnish no special facilities for^ 
perishable products. Retailers ought to 
have a portion of their stores devoted to 
tish, where the products of the sea should 
be displayed in refrigerators with glass 
covers. It is necessary to keep the fish in 
good condition right from the time it 
leaves the sea till it reaches the consumer. 
He pointed to the example of the Old 
Country, where special fish trains are run, 
which have precedence over all other 
trains, even the mails. The Canadian 
fisherman’s proper market is the home 
market, but uutil, by judicious encourage­
ment, the public can be stimulated to de­
mand more fish, this valuable commodity 
will not receive its merited attention.^

The policy of the Fisheries Department 
in paying one-third the charges on ship­
ments of less than one car-lot was a 
in the right direction, though a aat 
complement of this is to secure * lovfer 
rate on car-lot shipments.—Conservation 
Bulletin.

GREAT WASTE IN MINING ooo :o: irr p<

The losses sustained in other countries 
from lack of care and thought in this re­
spect are enormous. Dr. James Douglas 
estimates, for instance, that at the Rio 
Tinto mines in Spain in a period of some 
30 years, through the unskilful treatment 
of ore, about 7,000,000 tons of sulphur, 
valued at not less than $70,000,000, were 
wasted, while with modern improvements 
in the method of handling the ore, about 
1,000,000 tons of sulphur are annually 
saved to the world which would otherwise 
have been burned and served simply to 
pollute the atmosphere. He also points 
out that only about 60 per cent of the 
hundreds of millions of dollars yielded by 
the Comstock lode was extracted at thé- 
time, and at first the rich tailing were not 
eveuvGollected, such was thç haste of the 
minçts to deplete that stupendous deposit 
which should have made Nevada prosper­
ous for generations, instead of whirling 
the whole country into a mad dance of 
reckless speculation.

The primary cause of a large part of 
this waste- is over-capitalization, which 
involves a large output at any expense, if 
the value of the shares is to be raised and 
their price maintained. Over-capitaliza­
tion generally demands over-production, 
which in its turn almost invariably in­
volves waste at some stage of the progress 
of the metal from the mine to the con­
sumer.—Dr. Adams, at Sixth Annual Meet­
ing, Commission of Conservation.

It Entertains and InformsArtifical light has become almost a 
necessity for decorative purposes, and 
consequently its use has been largely ex- 
tefided. This is especially so at Christ­
mas festivities.

There is, however, 
danger in this, and, unless precautions 
are taken, serious fires may result. Great 
care should be taken that none of the 
decorative material comes in contact with 
the lights.

quickly become charred and start a blaze. 
Paper shades on lights, candles on Christ­
mas trees, or in so-called Japanese lant­
erns have started many'serious fires.

Especially at public entertainments, 
such as church festivals, great care should 
be taken. Fire extinguishers should be 
at hand in case of necessity. Where 
lighted candles are need on Christmas 
trees, the responsibility -for seeing that 
the lives of those present are protected 
and every precaution taken for the safety 
of life and property, should be definitely 
assigned.—Conservation Bulletin.

x ‘ -IE Londod, Dec. 11.—The approval with 
which President Wilson's recommenda­
tions for increased military preparation 
are received here, reflects complete appre­
ciation of and sympathy with his difficult 
position. Nevertheless, when he says 
" we have no part or interest in the policies 
which seem to have brought on the (Con­
flict,” the very general comment here is 
that he shows imperfect realization of the 
-position.

The contrary view, which I have en­
countered repeatedly here in comments 
on the message, is that the Allies are not 
fighting for a policy, but against policy 
and for an ideal—an ideal, moreover, 
which Mr.'Wilson claims for America her­
self. The Morning Post remarks : " Man, 
who was created in God's image, is to be 
recreated by Germany in the image of 
Germany. Such is the German decree, 
and the first phase in the creation is battle, 
murder, and sudden death." With the 
present concrete evidence of German 
methods in your midst, it. is considered 
that Mr. Wilson should give greater credit 
to the motives of the Allies ; for unless 
Germany has reconstructed the ideals of 
the American population, Europe is now 
fighting for principles of freedom and 
civilization which are equally important 
to America.

Although the United Kingdom is the 
greatest fish-producing country of the 
world. Canada is at the present time ex­
porting fish to the Old Country. This, of 
course, is owing to the war. So many 
trawlers have been taken by the Admiralty 
that the normal catch of fish has been 
greatly reduced— it is said as much as 60 
per cenC Fish forms such a staple article 
of diet in Great Britain that this unwonted 
shortage is very x serious. Under these 
circumstances, Mr.xBonar Law, the Colo­
nial Secretary, appealed to Canada to 
come to the rescue, and a sample'ship- 
ment has been sent over in the hope of 
developing a market for Canadian fish in 
London, at least for the duration of the 
war. Part of the shipment was fresh, 
frozen^fish, but the greater portion was 
smoked and prepared. If the experiment
proves a success, this consignment wjH no
doubt be the forerunner of many more 
and larger cargoes. It is even possible 
that a market may be thus established 
for certain kinds of high-grade fish whicl} 
will remain after peace is concluded, and 
become a permanent item in Canada’s 
commerce with the Motherland.— Con­
servation Bulletin.

PARCELS FOR THE FRONT,

Post Office Department,
Ottawa, Canada;

The Honourable T. Chase Casgrain, 
/Postmaster General of Canada, has been 
successful, as a result of negotiations en­
tered into with the Imperial Postal Au­
thorities, in effecting an arrangement with 
the British Government whereby parcels 
from Canada for Canadian soldiers in 
France and Flanders will be carried at 
the same rate of Postage as applies to 
parcels from the United Kingdom for the 
Expeditionary Forces on the Continent 
that is,

For parcels weighing up to three 
pounds, - m 24c,

For parcels weighing over three 
pounds and not more than seven 
pounds, ' 32c,

For parcels weighing over seven 
pounds and not more than eleven 
pounds,

This means a material reduction on the 
cost of parcels, and it is hoped it will be 
a source of satisfaction to the Canadiap 
public. This reduction has been brought 
about by Canada forgoing all postal 
charges for the conveyance of these par­
cels in Canada and on the Atlantic,

The public are reminded, however, in 
accordance with the circular issued by 

^ the Department recently, that until fur­
ther notice, no parcel can be sent weighing 
over seven pounds.

London, Dec. 13.—King George, who 

suffered severe injuries by being thrown 
from his horse at the British front in 
France Oct 28, has recovered sufficiently 
to take up affajrs of state under certain 
restrictions. Respecting the King’s con. 
dition, Sir Frederick Treves, sergeant 
surgeon to the king, and Sir Bertrand 
Dawson, physician-extraordinary to His 
Majesty have made the following state­
ment:

"We are happy to report that the King 
has so far recovered from the grave ac­
cident of Oct 28 as to be able to resume 
work with ceatain limitatiofls.

"The king has lost seriously in weight 
and, until a normal state of health is 
attained, it is essential that His Majesty 
Should avoid any cause of fatjgue. It has 
been necessary on medical grounds that 
the King should take a little stimulant 
daily during convalescence, As soon as 
the King’s health is quite restored he will

1 When stearfi trawlers were first intro­
duced in the Maritime Provinces, no little 
opposition was aroused among the fisher- 

I men accustomed to hooks and lines.
I They naturally feared the competition 
I caused by the tremendous catching power 

M I of the trnffer, and as steam trawlers re- 
1 I quire an expensive gear, they were pre­

vented from adopting this method them- 
I selves. Fears were also expressed that 
| the trawl, a huge, bag-shaped net dragged 
I over the bottom of the sea, would destroy 
I the breeding grounds of the fish and lead 

i I to the depletion of the fisheries, In view 
lot these complaints, the Dominion Gov­
ernment took action and prohibited the 

I operation of steam trawlers within twelve 
I miles of shore, so that the inshore fisher- 
I ies, at least, arepreserved tothè'hoôk-snd- 
I line fishermen.

There are certain undeniAle advantages 
I of the steam trawler, which makes it 
I certain that it has come to stay. Very 
I often the hook-and-line fishing is suspend- 
I ed for various reasons, such as scarcity of 
I bait or stormy weather. The otter trawl 
I does not use bah, and,as the fishing* not 
done from, dories, it can be carried on 
without interruption. Moreover,the dog- 

I fish pest is not a serions menace to the 
I steam trawler. Owing. thehstotiS,to these 
advantages, the operators of steam traw­
lers can always depend upon having a 

I catch, and can make contracts ahead for 
keeping fha market steadily supplied.
