T HEN the Balkan War ended with

arms, King Ferdinand made the grand

The Treaty of
Bukarest took into account far more
the claims of a2 fresh and unblooded Ru-
manian army, or of a still vigorous Serbia
and Greece, than of an egz{lausted and
decimated Bulgaria. For many months the
King, to whose initiative the disastrous
second campaign was due, was absent
from his capital at his Hungarian estates,
and rumour played freely with the word
“revolution.” Ferdinand weathered that
storm, but it may well be that he will
have to face another, unless he can justi-
fy his present line of conduct by some
immediate and brilliant success. There is
no reason to suppose that the War is real-
ly unpopular, since German propaganda,
which has been let loose in the country,
has certain]y given the ignorant people to
believe that Germany is winning all along
the line, but that she is prepgxed to satisfy
‘the most chauvinist hopes’ of Bulgaria,
Still, the scars and wounds of the last
wars are hardly healed. The people have
pot had time to resume their normal oc-
eupations, and the calling of the nation’s
manhood once more to the tasks of war
will Le received with little enthusiasm
and much covert discontent.

The bribe offered by Germany is un-
doubtedly a great extension of Bulgrrian
power in Macedonia. To such a bargain
however, Greece cannot afford to consent,
for she, too, has slices of Macedonia which
are predominatly Bulgarian in speech and
race. Itis, indeed, only on -the coast of
‘the Zgean that a Greek fisher population
overlaps the original Slavs. Greece,
therefore, must be prepared to defend her
frontier; but the difficulty abeut these

' Macedonian frontiers is that they are

purely artifical—political, and not racial,
or to any extent geographical.

The crux of the whole Balkan question
isstill, therefore, the distribution of the
Tom Tiddler's ground known: as Mace-
donia, and although linguistic and racial
experts have traversed the ground over
and over again and have supplied maps
and statistics galore, yet no solution can
be found which will be entirely just or
will meet the legitimate aspirations of the
three Balkan Powers most concerned.
The reason is that in this region, a cock-
pitof fighters for centuries, Bulgars, Serbs,
and Greeks are inextricably mixed, and
Albanians—who are none of thése and
have no national centre—also complicate
the question.

Lowery, and
carried—Resolved “ That the Town Prop-
erty Committee be authorized to have the
Town Hall cleaned, and the walls and
ceiling painted, smoke pipe put in good
safe condition, curtain replaced, etc.~ Also
that the Committee on Lights be author-
ized to have a system of galsoline lighting
installed, one in each engine room, one on
the “ stage,” four in‘the body of the hall,
and one at entrance.

——St. John, N. B, Dec. 7—Mr. J. Wil-
lard Smith has received a telegram from
Captain Berryman that the schooner
William L. Elkins went ashore on Portland
Head, Maine, in a very heavy breeze, and
was full of water, and also that she would
be a total loss.

——Tampa, Fla., Dec. 8.—A British war-
ship, of the type of the Austrian cruiser
Sydney, arrived at the entrance of Tampa
Bay to-day,and remained off Egmont Key
to-night. Reports, that the Austrian
Borneo, in port here since the beginning
of the war was preparing to make a dash
for New Orleans to go into dry dock,

London Datly Telegmph from Malta says
the steamer Umeta is reported to have
been sunk in the Mediterranean.

There are several steamers by the name
of Sophia, the one probably alluded to in
the foregoing being the 2,092 ton Greek
steamer Sophia, which when last reported
was on her way to European waters from
South America, The Korea is an Amer-
ican owned vessel of 5,651 tons, last‘re-
ported as having sailed from Rio Janeiro
on Nov. 20, for London.

——~Halifax, N. S.,, Dec. 7—With fire,
raging in No. 2 hold, the British steamer
Carlton arrived in port yesterday with
7,300 tons of sugar.

PROGRESS OF THE WAR

\HE week under review has not fur-

rl nished much news of a reassuring
tone for the Entente Allies, though no
serious disaster befell them.

In the Dardanelles the Turks appear to
have been on the offensive, but without
gaining any advantage. Snow storms at
the end of the week hindered operations.

Some activity was spoken of in the
Caucasus, but no important results were
achieved. The Russian fleet in the Black
Sea was credited with the destruction of
some Turkish vessels.

.Ingthe Balkans the Austrians continued
to harass the Montenegrins, who made a
vigorous if not altogether successful re-
sistance. The combined Teutonic and
Bulgarian forces succeeded in compelling
the retreat of the Anglo-French forces
across the Greek frontier, with severe
losses on both sides. The Allied casual-
ties were estimated at 1,500. Practically
the whole of Serbia is now in the hands
of the Central Powers and their Bulgarian
allies.

No important events were recorded in
the hostilities between Italy and Austria-
Hungary, and Gorizia was still held by the
Austrians at the week’s close.. Ancona
was bombarded by Austrian ships and
aircraft, and considerable damag 2 inflicted.

The news from Kut el Amara in Meso-
potamia continued to be far from reassur-
ing. The British were being besieged by
superior forces of Turks assisted by Ger-
mans; but reinforcements were said to be
pushing forward to their relief.

The activities of Submarines can be
conjectured from ‘she reports supplied in
“News of the Sea.” We say “ conjec-
tured.” for the British Admiralty no longer
permits the publication of details of sub-
marine operations.

The political situation in neutral coun-
tries was not materially altered during the
week, except only that the Greek Govern-
ment seems to have satisfied the require-
ments of the Entente Allies. Greek troops

In the United States the opening of
Congress on Dec. 7 gave the President the
opportunity of making reference in his
Message to the nefarious activities of the
Austrians and Germans in that country.
The American Government, in a dispatch
to the Austrian Government concerning
the sinking of the Ancona and the conse-
quent loss of Awmerican lives, spoke in no
ambiguous terms as to what it regards as
the rights of its own citizens, and the
obligations of belligerents to conduct war
according to recognized international law
and the dictates of humarfity.

No outstanding legislation calling for
comment in this place was enacted by
the British Parliament during the week.
‘The period set for the trial of Earl Derby’s
recruiting scheme was to have closed on
Saturday last, but so great was the rush
of recruits on the closing days that they
could not all be examined and enrolled,
and the period of ‘recruiting under this
scheme was extended a few days longer.
Though the scheme has been eminently
successful, it is too soon to state definitely
that compulsory service will not have to
be resorted to in the end. Recruiting in
Canada seems to continue to make satis-
factory progress.

DEVELOPMENT OF CANADIAN
FISHERIES

g
Education was the keynote of the re-
cent conference on fisheries held by the
Fisheries Committee of the Commission
of Conservation at Ottawa. L Jo ' W
Robertson urged the necessity of supply
ing maritime districts with schools to
train boys and young men for the fisher-
manfs vocation, while Mr. D.' J. Byrne,
President of the Canadian Fisheries As.
sociation, emphasized that, to increase
the consumption of fish in Canada,
consumers must be educated to realize
the value of fish as food, not simply as an
occasional change in diet, but as a nutri-
tious staple that should appear on the
table at least twice a week. There was a
general conviction that Canada’s harvest
irom the sea is neither properly garnered
nor adequately' utilized, merely through
ignorance of the proper methods and a
lack of appreciation of the value of fish.

Dr. Robertson pointed out that Great
Britain, France, Holland and Germany
have schools where fishermen are taught
not only the arts of navigation but the
best methods of curing and preparing fish
for the market. He advocated the es-
tablishment of such schools in Canada,
because the right sort of education is the
practical training which prepares young
people for their life work.

Mr. Byrne -referred to the gremt need
for better methods of shipping fish by ex-
press, as well as of storing it after it
reaches the retailer. The express com-
panies furnish no special facilities for
perishable products. Retailers ought to
have a portion of their stores devoted to
nish, where the products of the sea should
be displayed in refrigerators with glass
covers. It is necessary to keep the fish in
good condition right from the time it
leaves the sea till it reaches the consumer.
He pointed to the example of the Old
Country, where special fish trains are run,
which have precedence over all other
trains, even the mails. The Canadian
ﬁshgrman’s proper market is the home
market, but uutil, by judicious encourage-
ment, the public can be stimulated to de-
mand more fish, this valuable commodity
will not receive its merited attention.

The policy of the Fisheries Department
in paying one-third the chairges on ship-
moants of less than one car-lot was a step
in the right direction, - though a -natugal
complement of this is 40 secure- a-lower
rate on car-lot shipments. —Conservation
Bulletin.

CHRISTMAS DECORATIONS

—

Artifical light has become almost a
necessity for decorative purposes, and
consequently its use has been largely ex-
tefded. This is especially so at Christ-
mas festivities. In business houses the
display of holiday goods is enhanced by
the abundant use of electric light and
other illumination. There is, however,
danger in this, and, unless precautions
are taken, serious fires'may result. Great
care should be taken that none of the
decorative material comes in contact with
the lights. Usually the decorations are.

DESTRUCTION OF LEAVES
g

More than a million pounds of excellent
fertilizer are destroyed annually in New
York State by the burning of autumn
leaves from forest and shade trees, says
Prof. H. R. Francis, of the State College
of Forestry at Syracuse, who has been
making a study of the manurial value of
the leaves of trees and shrubs. In a pre-
liminary report, which Professor Francis
has just made to the college, he states
that the utilization of forest leaves for
manure is one of the phases of conserva-
tion which has hardly been considered by
the people of the State. Thoughtless de-
struction of millions of pounds of fertil-
izer which would come from the decaying
leaves annually in this country should be
checked at once, as their careful use
would give far-reaching results, not only
in improving the fertility of agricultural
lands, but in the protection and improve-
ment of trees and shrubs themselves, and
of the lawns which surround our New
York homes.

the great forests of the Adirondacks, a
well-organized factory for the production
of the organic material which is known in
the forest as duff, and which the farmer
knows as the rich loam which covers his
fields. .

THE BROWN TAIL MOTH
PR~

The first- reports, received from the
Brown Tail Moth parties now engaged in
their annual survey work throughout the
province, indicate a remarkable decrease
in the infestation of this province by this

pest.

Mr. L. S. McLaine, field officer in charge
of this work for the Departments of Agri-
culture; said this morning that the first
reports from the four parties showed that
the Brown Tails were in evidence in only
one part of the province, and the indica-
tions were that oaly a small number of
nests would be found this winter.

Charlotte County is the only place
where the Brown Tails have been found
up to date, and in aday and a half 22 nests
were found by the survey party there.
This is a much smaller number than was
found during the ¥irst week of the survey
last year in the same district, which- is
probably the most heavily infested of any
section of the province. Mr. McLaine is
to receive weekly reports from each party
during the winter and will thus be able to
keep in touch with the work m every
section of the province.

Two new appointments have been made
to the Dominion Government’s staff on
this work, LeRoy Russell,of Grand Manan
and James I. Keenan, of Moncton, having
joined the Brown Tail hunters this week.

GREAT WASTE IN MINING

s )
The losses sustained in other countries

spect are enormous. Dr. James Douglas
estimates, for instance, that at the Rio
Tinto mines in Spain in a period of some
30 years, through the unskilful treatment
of ore, about 7,000,000 tons of sulphur,
valued at not less than $70,000,000, were
wasted, while with modern improvements
in the method of handling the ore, about
1,000,000 tons of sulphur are annually
saved to the world which would otherwise
have been burned and served simply to
pollute the atmosphere. He also points
out that only about 60 per cent. of the
hundreds of millions of dollars yielded by

time, and at first the rich tailing were not
even.collected, such was the haste .of the
minegs to deplete that stupendous deposit
which should have made Nevada prosper-
ous for zenerations, instead of whirling
the whole country into a mad dance of
reckless speculation.

The primary cause of a large part of
this waste- is over-capitalization, which
involves a large output at any expense, if
the value of the shares is to be raised and
their price maintained. Over-capitallza-
tion generally demands over-production,
which in its turn almost invariably in-
volves waste at some stage of the progress
of the metal from the mine to the con-

THE RECRUITING SlTUATlO!‘ :

————

Sir,—~Some time ago you 1 suggested that
some sort cf badge should be issued to
men who are not wearing khaki, but ‘who
have offered. their services and failed to
pass, or are~invalided soldiers returned
home and out of uniform. This certainly
should bedone;and in all fairness to those
still at the front, men of military age and
physically fit should get into trainihg at
once. Some of our boys have been con-
stantly on active duty for over fifreen
months. The more men enlist, the less
demands will have to be made on the
health and strength of all. There is
fatigue duty, sentry work and all sorts of
military work — altogether aside from |
fighting—very hard on the few and com-
paratively easy for the many. This work
is well paid for and dependents left behind
are provided for.

It may be interesting to know what our
resources in men are At any time the
Governor-in-Council may put in force the
compulsory service clauses of the Militia
Act, All thatis required is a mere pro-
clamation. Under these clauses males
are classified in the order in which they
shall be obliged to serve. Had this act
been utilized those who went in the First
Contingent could now be back home at-
tending to their ordinary avocations, as
the term of service required is one year.
The first class is of those unmarried ort
widowers without children, between the
ages of eighteen and thirty; the second
class similar males, between thirty and
forty-five; the third class, those between
eighteen and forty-five; and the fourth
class, all -between forty-five and sixty,
married or unmarried.

By the last census Canada hag 521,932
single males between twenty and twenty-
nine, which practically constitutes our
first class for military service. If they
have not been compelled to serve it was
only because so many of the second, third
and even of the oldest or fourth class
volunteered and are now doing the duty
that belonged solely to the youngest, or
first class, under the law.

It may be interesting in looking over
the recruiting situation to see what our
apparently available population is and
where it is placed. The last census shows
the males in Canada between the ages of
twenty and forty-five were :—

RESULTS FROM POOR SEED
S~

In the spring of 1915, when the instruc-

tions were sent out to the various farmers
carrying on Illustration work for the Com.
mission of Conservation, the advisability
of sowing seed of first quality was strong-
ly emphasized.” Despite this warning;,
however, one farmer in West&rn Ontario,
neglected to procure a supply of good
corn for seed. When planting time ar-
rived, he purchased-a quantity of ordin-
ary corn and planted it, though ignorant
of its quality, As the result showed, it
was poor seed, and only about half ofit
germinated. The crop that came up was
not very strong ahd was partly pulled by
the crows. Thefield had to be replanted
and when seen by the writer on August
3rd, was strong evidence against planting
poor seed corn. This farmer admitted
that he was entirely at fault in simply
putting off getting 'good seed until too
late, and said that he had been taught his
lesson.
‘Where corn is grown and can be ripen-
ed for seed, the matter of selecting enough
of the very choicest ears for next season’s
crop is so simple and, where corn is
grown but cannot be matured for seed,
the cost of procuring dependable seed is
80 small that no farmer can afford to sow
anything but the very best.—F. C. N.—
Oomumn Bulletin.

Post Office Department,
Ottawa, Canada,
The Honourable T. Chase Casgrain,
,Postmaster General of Canada, has been
successful, as a result of negotiations en-
tered into with the Imperial Postal Au-
thorities, in effecting an arrangement with
the British Government whereby parcels
from Canada for Canadfan soldiers in
France and Flanders will be carried at
the same rate of Postage as applies. to
parcels from the United Kingdom for the
Expeditionary Forces on the Continent
that is,

For parcels weighing up to three

pounds, v - 24c,

For parcels weighing over three

pounds and not more than seven
pounds, ¢ 32¢,

For parcels weighing over seven

pounds and not more than eleven
pounds, 38¢.

This means a material reduction on the
cost of parcels, and it is hoped it will be
a source of satisfaction to the Canadian
public. This reduction has been brought
gbout by Canada forgoing all postal
charges for the conveyance of these par-
cels in Canada and on the Atlantic,

The public are reminded, however, in
accordance with the circular issued by
the Department” recently, that until fur-
ther notice, #no parcel can be sent weighing
over seven pounds.

SHIPPING FISH TO ENGLAND y
e
Although the United Kingdom is the
greatest fish-producing country of the
world, Canada is at the present time ex-
porting fish to the Old Country. This, of
course, is owing to the war. So many
trawlers have been taken by the Admiralty
that the normal catch of fish has been
greatly reduced— it is said as much as 60
per cent, Fish forms such a staple article
of diet in Great Britain that this unwonted
shortage is very serious. Under these
circumstances, Mr.\Bonar Law, the Colo-
nial Secretary, appealed to Canada  to
come to the rescue, and a sample“ship-
ment has been sent over in the hope of
developing a market for Canadian fish in
London, at least for the duration of the
war. Part of the shipment was fresh,
frozen,fish, but the greater portion was
smoked and prepared. If the experiment
proves a success, this consignment will né
doubt be the forerunner of many more
and larger cargoes, It is even possible
that a market may be thus established
for certain kinds of high-grade fish which
will remain after peace is concluded, and
become a permanent item in Canada’s
commerce with the Motherland. — Con-
servation Bulletin.

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AMDEN'S literary censors have de-
creed that Walt Whitman's " Leaves

of Grass ” is an obscene book, and as such
it is barred from the qpen shelves of
Camden’s Carnegie public library and
withdrawn from free distribution. Cam-
den believes that Whitman was much of
aposeur and a hypocrite. There are a
few residents who take & mildly opposite
view. They do not doubt the old poet's
sincerity ; yet they are prone to dismiss
him with the remark, “He was a kind,
but crazy old man.”

Those who did not know -Whitman in-
sist that he was a ptre and simple egotist.
Of this charge Horace Traubel, his liter-
ary executor, says: “He was, in fact,
quite incli to under-accentuate his
victories. ‘I guess I've got a foothold.’
That's about the extremest thing he said
at the end.”

While it is a fact that nearly every book
of addresses or essays treating of modern-

Only the
very old timers know that “ the good grey
poet ” lived and died at 328 Mickel Street.

Recently a Whitman admirer came from
Chicago to Camden simply to see the
house where the poet lived. He was
directed to Mickel Street, but being un-
able to identify the house he stepped inw0
an oyster dive on Mickel Street, between
Fourth and Fifth Streets. He asked the
proprietor, an elderly man, to point out
the Whitman house.

* Whitman! What does he do?" asked
the puzzled merchant.

*] mean Walt Whitman—the poet—
author-of ‘ Leaves of Grass,”” replied the
embarrassed traveller.

“ How should I know where poets live?
I'm in the oyster business.”

An occupant of Whitman's house in
Camden told me that in the fourteen
years she had lived there no less than
5,000 persons, renowned and unknown,
representatives from every State and from
every country, -had visited the place.
Only a marble carriage step at the curb in
which the initials *W. W.” are cut gives
the traveller a hint of where Whitman
lived.

An Englishman lecturing in America
said, “Continental European Bohemia
knows only two places in America, and
they are not New York and Chicago. No,
they are Camden and Concord.” But
Camden herself still says with Lord Tenny-
son, “You want to know what 1 think
about Whitman? I don’t know that 1
think about him. But I am aware of his
existence. He is a vast monster of some
sort—a monster. I can’t make him out,
but I hear the noise he makes.”

An old Camden editor, whose name is
- not mentioned for obvious, reasons, was
_asked whether he knew Whitman. * Yes,

.w the old scamp. I saw him over
here often—one of the dirtiest rascals I
~ever saw.” The veteran journalist ad-
mittet he did not know Whitman person-
ally, had never talked to him, but when
asked what he knew of the poet that was
of general interest, he said: An old
friend of mine from Washington - told me
years ago that Whitman was altogether
too triendly with Peter Doyle, altogether
too intimate.” This sort of innuendo can
be gathered from all sides of Camden, but
not a single informant seems able to give
names or dates or places of Whitman’s
alleged perversions.

Former Gov. Pennypacker of Pennsyl-
vania, a Philadelphian, oncesaid in speak-
ing of Whitman: “Theold fellow always
carried a lot of pins in his coat lapel.
Now, that was pure affectation. There
was no necessity for an old man to go
about with a lot of pins.” Camden is not
alone in the negative attitude towards the
poet’s memory, for Philadelphia still re-
gards “Leaves of Grass” as a book to be
given a very limited circulation. The
volume is among the “restricted books”
in the Philadelphia Public Library. Sev-
eral of Whitman’s personal friends and
many of his admirers have made fruitless
attempts to get the city of Camden to
purchase the Whitman house and pre-
serve it. To every such effort Camden
has been indifferent, with the result that
the old homestead, now used as a room-
ing house, islittle more thana ramshackle

STEPHEN PHILLIPS, POET, DEAD

LONDON, Dec. 9.—Stephen Phillips,
4 poetandé{amnﬁst, aged 47 years, is
dead at Deal, England.

It was followed in 1897 by & collection of
“Poems” which went far to establish
Phillips’s position as a modern poet of ex-

~| ceptional gifts. This volume contained a

new edition of * Christ in Hades,” besides
“Marpessa.” “The Woman with the
Dead Soul” “The Wife,” and several
shorter works, among them the much-ad-
imired lines * To Milton Blind.” The book
won a prize of $500, offered for the best
new book of the year, and ran into half a
dozen editions in two years. - His " Endy-
mion," published the next year in the
Nineteenth Centuary Magazine, won him
still further honors, and he was commis-
sioned by George Alexander, actor-man-
ager, to write a play. The result was
“paolo and Francesca,” which was pub-
lished in 1900, and met with great success.
The play was produced in the St. James
Theatre in 1901. Phillips’s chief concern
asa playwright was to revitalize the
method of the Greek drama rather than
to adopt the principles laid down by
Shakespeare and the Elizabethans. His
practical experience in stage craft was of
great advantage in this work. " Paolo
and Francesca” was his most successful
play, but many of his other works met
with favor. Beerbohm Tree produced
several, among them, “Herod,” “Ulysses,”
“The Sin of David" and “Nero” His
“Herod” was produced in New Yorkin
1909 by William Faversham.

In England Phillips was early recognized
as a poet of merit, and many hailed him
as "the British Rostand.” Although the
income derived from his plays and verses
was considerable, Phillips always display-
ed an ignorance of the value of money,
and an utter carelessness in spending it.
He was constantly borrowing from friends
and money lenders, and his affairs got in-
to such a state in 1909 that he was driven
into bankruptcy. He at one time lived in
the same neighbourhood. with Rudyard
Kipling; who, for a long period, assisted

him. The poet’s erratic ways, however,
brought the friendship to an end.
Concerning the European war, Phillips
had less to say than most English writers.
Ina recent letter to the London Daily
Mail, however, he referred to it as “a
mighty lockjaw of mediocrities," and be-
wailed the fact that, vast as the struggle
was, it had failed to develop a single
genius—Evening Post, New York.
