THE CROW’S NEST LINE.

So far Kootenay has good reason to
be dissatisfied with the conduct of the
Oanadian Pacific Railway company in
the matter of the construction of the
Crow’s Nest Pass line. That corpora-
tion most distinctly caused the impres-
sion to be given abroad tbhat it intended
to build the line and to build it this
year. It is now nearly the middle of
May and as no practical steps looking to
the construction of the line have been
taken we are forced to the conclusion
that nothing will be done this year.
Should the company now determine to
go ahead with the work it will be too
late to accomplish anything material,
and for another season at least Kast
Kootenay will have to depend on such
means of transportation as it has enjoy-
ed in the past.

This delay on the partof the Canadian
Pacific railway constitutes a distinct
breach of faith on its part, and will en-
tail not only a great loss on the people
of Canada and Kootenay in particular,
but it will result in large lo=ses to a
great number of individuals and com-
panies who are thronging into East
Kootenay or sending representatives
there.

Tax Miner has from the first favored
the government ownership of the Crow’s
Nest Pass railway, but realizing the im-
possibility of the construction of the
line this year 'by the government and
relyfng on the statement of the C. P. R.
officials, and more especial y that of the
president in his annual report, we took
the position that the government would
be justified in permitting the C. P. R. to
construct the Crow’s Nest line, provided
the construction was begun at once and
the O. P. R. surrendered the monopoly
clauses in its charter and thus enabled
the government to exercise a& proper
control over the freight and passenger
rates.

As the O. P. R. has not begun the
construction of the Crow’s Nest railway
early enough to give access even to East
Kootenay this year, we are distinctly in
favor of its not being permitted ‘to occu-
py the pass at all. The terms which the
government offered were as liberal as it
had any right to expect, and we insist
that since we have a year to wait any-
how, British Columbia shoull stand
firm for a government road. If that
road entails a line from Lethbridge to
Lake Superior in order to give the gov-
ernment that control of freight rates
which the C. P. R. refuses to surrender,
then Canada should make up its mind
to undertake the whole work if the C.
P. R. still remains obdurate. The prairie
portion of the line can be made to pay
as well as the Crow’s Nest line proper,
and if the C. P. R., with its extravagant
bonded indebtedness and watered stock,
can not stand the competition, 80 much
the worse for the C. P. R.

On one puint British Columbia should
be a unit. The C. P. R.is entitled to
no more consideration and to no better
terms than the government has already
offered it. By its inaction East Koot-
enay has been dealt a severe blow. The
immigrants who are setting into that
country now can hardly remain there
this winter without that railroad com-
munication which they were promised,
and what we predicted early in the sea-
son will come to pass. The tide of im-
migration which is now pouring into
East Kootenay to the great advantage of
Canada, will ebb as fast as it flowed, and

in another year it may be impossible to
bring back tc Canada those immigrants
who will be driven out of it this winter
for lack of railroad communication. The
C. P. R. has needlessly exposed Canada
to the risk of losing thousands of desir-
able immigrants, and thie fact should be
borne in mind in ail future negotiations.

At this time it is well to recall the
fight which Kootenay has just made to
defeat the Alien clause in the new Min-
eral act. This clause was only beaten
by one vote, and only after Kootenay
had put forth the most strenuous efforts
to change the votes of the members of
the provincial parliament who support-
ed it. The amendment was provoked by
the recent legislation in the United
States which, beginning with the Corliss
amendment and ending with the Ding-
ley bill, has been most distinctly hostile
to Canada, to the extent of almost pro-
hibiting intercourse or trade between
the two countries.

In the face of this unfriendly legisla-
tion the Dominion government has pat
all machinery for mining, smelting and
refining on the free list, though it is ex-
pected the bulk of our machinery will
hereafter come from the United States.
To further foster the mining and smelt-
ing industries in Kootenay the Dominion
has offered a bonus of $10,000 per mile
to the C. P. R. toaid it in building tne
Crow’s Nest Pass line and at the same
time has intimated that if that corpora-
tion is not prepared to build the road on
these terms it will build the line itself.
he main object of this great work is to
provide Kootenay with a cheap fuel sup-
ply for its smelters and a cheap and con-
venient outlet for ite matte or bullion to
England.

When the Dominion is making sach
sacrifices to build up the smelting in-
dustry in this country it is the height of
folly for alien mine owners to provoke

the people of Canada to steps which

they are rveluctant to take, but which
will assnredly be taken if the necessity
arises. Tue MiNgr has always opposed
the placing of an export duty
on ore. This it has done in
the interest of the mine owners.
[f, however, the mine owners of Koote-
nay show any disposition in the face of
the events we have recited above to ig-
nore their obligations to the country
from which their wealth is obtained and
to build up the smelting industry m a
neighboring state, we gshall not only
cease to oppuse an export duty any
longer but shall urge its adoption in the
interests bpth of Kootenay and the Do-
minion.

We think this matter might as well be
understood now so that there wilibe no
misapprehension about it in the future.
[t was the voice of Kootenay aione which
Jefeated the Alien amendment to the
Mineral act. But for the urgent appeals
of her citizens the vote by which it was
adopted would never have been recon-
sidered. We are firmly convinced that
in the matter of an export duty uponore
the attitude of Kootenay will be equally
influential in deciding whether it is to be
imposed or not.
