FIERCE WRITING.
M. A. P. the well known publi­

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THE DIFFERENCE
The difference between Mr. Lloyd 

George and Mr. W. J- Hanna is that 
Mr. Lloyd George submitted without 
protest to the fullest investigation of 
his actions in the Marconi speculation, 
while Mr. Hanna’s counsel would not 
let the man who gave the Minister 
$500 tell the circumstances under 
which he gave the money.—Toronto 
Globe.

The Globe wilfully misrepresents 
the situation.

It is this: -
Hon. Mr. Hanna admittedly re­

ceived $500 as a contribution to the 
Ontario party Conservative fund, but 
■no one has even suggested that he 
devoted one cent of that to himself, 
self.

Lloyd George and Sir Rufus Isaacs 
admitted that they received a tip to 
buy Marconi shares from the head of 
the American concern of that name, 
who was also interested in the British 
Marconi Company getting a Govern­
ment contract, and they, of course, 
bought for personal gain. In addition, 
it has been proved that some Liberal 
party funds were also invested in a 
like manner with the hope of profit.

Mr. Hanna comes through without 
one scintilla of evidence as to the 
desire for enriching his own pocket: 
Lloyd George and Isaacs don’t.

There is a vast and deep significance 
between the two episodes, which the 
Globe must see, but for narrow party 
reasons will not admit.

A SUGGESTED CHANGE
The proposal to change Brantford’s 

chief market day from Saturday to 
Friday might in some respects be de­
sirable, but it is scarcely workable. 

There would have to be two parties
mer-to that arrangement—all the 

chants and just about all the county 
people—and the latter most emphati­
cally do not take to the idea.

They and their families have been 
used to coming to this city the last 
day of the week both to sell and pur­
chase, and it is a very difficult thing 
to make a change in any such trade 
custom.

There is one thing, though, which 
ought to be done, and that is to en­
courage a more general market on the 
other days of the week.

The only way in which that can be 
accomplished is to remove the present 
excrescence called by an abnormal 
strain of courtesy a “City Hall,” and 
institute a covered market, in which 
business could be conducted in all 
sorts of weather. In addition, the 
conditions would be clean and sani­
tary—something which doe; not 
exist.

The outlay need not be excessive, 
and spaces could be let for a yearly 
rental instead of the mad scramble for 
place which now occurs each Satur­
day, with meat left on the square Fri­
day nights, largely exposed to flies 
and the dirt carried by every breeze.

• The butchers should also be located 
'there, with suitable quarters. In 
Washington and other U. S. cities 
meat shops arc not allowed on busi­
ness streets because of the flies they 
attract, to the annoyance of adjoining 
tradespeople, and the plan is a good 
one.

This paper believes that the 
nues from suitable market buildings 
would not only fully meet the interest 
and sinking fund in connection with 
the outlay, but yield a good profit into 
the bargain.

JACK CRANEY VISITS

Pelkey Acquitted 
By Calgary JuryII 1111 '\ I Bf 1

Thomas

Great Canadian Boy Out­
fielder of Cleveland “Nap” 
Takes Advantage of an 

Off Day.

I' i" Judge Charged Strongly 
Against Him—Burns* 
Trial Next October.

■
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CALGARY, Alta., June 24—Arthur 
Pelkey, the pugiliist, last mj^ht wasA 
acquitted of a manslaughter charge 
which was placed against him as the 
result of the death! of Luther Mc­
Carty, who died in the first round of 
a scheduled bout here on May 24 last.
It was charged that McCarty died 
from a blow administered by Pelkey. 
The jury was out only 45 minutes 
before returning the vegdict, al­
though Chief Justice Harvey’s charge 
was said to be unfavorable to the de­
fendant.

In Ms charge to the jury the Chief 
Justice admitted that there, was some 
doubt as to whether or not the con­
test was illegal, but he saiid there was 
no doubt that death had been caused 
by a blow, and that the jury should 
consider only whether the defendant 
was guilty of causing the death of 
his opponent in an effort to win the 
prize placed upon the contest.

The verdict was to the effect that 
the contest was a prize fight, but that 
Pelkey was not .guilty of manslaugh­
ter, in as much as the blow he struck 
was not intended to cause fatal re­
sults .

A big, demonstration followed the 
announcement of the verdict, and as 
Pelkey stepped from the prisoner's 
box he was warmly congratulated.

Startling developments followed in 
rapiid succession after the principal s 
of the affair had been released on 
bonds. The Coroner's jury, which the 
Crown charged was composed of 
friends of Burns, held an inquest and 
returned a verdict exonerating Pel- 
key and the others from all blame.

5. Therefore, whether unity or 
reunion does come, it will have at 
least three essential characteristics: 
(1) It will be world-wide and not 
merely local. Otherwise so-called 
unity w,ill only be the multiplication 
of divisions. (2) It will be on an in­
clusive rather than exclusive basis. Its 
aim will be to comprehend and con- 

what is true and distinctive in 
each communion: to include in a 
large unity wihose bond will be love 
the differences which now separate 
us. And (3) it will be representative 
of all Communions of Christians 
throug'hout the world.

At the present time there is only 
one effort befing made towards this 
comprehensive unity, and is the ef­
fort to secure a world’s conference 
on faith and order, originated by the 
Church in the United States. A re 
presenlative committee 'has been ap­
pointed by out own General Synoc, 
to co-operate in the efjort, and like­
wise representatives have been ap­
pointed by ttie Archbishops of Can­
terbury for the Church in England. 
Many of the Protestant communions 
in the United States have also ap­
pointed representatives. Such a con­
ference may take a long-time to or­
ganize. It may take years, perhaps 
generations before it can arrive at 
any practical results. But I fell 
that the effort proceeds on right 
lines, because its aims are world­
wide, and embracing all communions. 
In such a supremely important mat­
ter surely the widest course ,is to 
hasten slowly. There are no short 
cuts to church unity. It has taken 
hundreds of years to create present 
divisions. We need not expect that 
ttiiey can be healed in a day. In the 
meantime our duty is plain: to pray

Blntry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Doties—Six mouths’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles ot his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by nls father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 

Isectton alongside his homestead. Price

2. Seecondly; remember the dis­
tinctive witness which the Anglican 
Church has thrust upon heir in the 
Providence of God—to mediate be­
tween the opposite extremes -jf 
Christendom. She holds the middle 
course between the over-reformed 
and unreformed communions. With 
one hand she keeps in close touch 
with the free movements of the latest 
age, with the other she keeps firm 
hold of Apostolic teachings, order 
and fellowship. It is the only com­
munion that does so. To my mind, 
notwithstanding the refusal of both 
extremes to acknowledge it, the one 
hope of a re-united Christendom lies 
in the Anglican Communion, whose 
mission in the Providence of God 
I conceive to be to interpret Pro­
testantism to the Catholics and 
Catholicism to the Protestants. We 
would surrender this strong and pro­
vidential position just as surely if we 
sought union with the Protestant 
communions by giving up what holds 
us to the church of the earliest age 
like the Historic Episcopate as we 
would if we sought union with the 
Roman church by accepting nova! and 

unscriptural dogmas like, Papal su­
premacy or Papal Infallibility. Na­
turally, we are denounced by both: 
by the former because we are too 
conservative, and by the latter be­
cause we are too liberal. But that 
should not disutrb us. It is always 
the fate of those who hold the mid­
dle course, but who, nevertheless, are 
generally nearer the truth than either 
extreme.

3. Thirdly, don’t be carried away 
by any short cuts to Church Unity. 
They will never achieve any real and 
abiding unity for the simple reason 
that they generally sacrifice some­
thing vital. Therefore examine care­
fully what the ultimate drift of any 
proposal is before you endorse it 
It is easy to ring the changes on 
unity, charity and such words and to 
imply that all opponents are narrow 
and uncharitable. But unity iis pur­
chased too dearly if it involves the 
sacrifice of truth or principle, and 
charity sometimes is made to cover 
indifference to distinctive tenets, 
which is the greatest danger of the 
Protestant world to-day. We are pre­
pared to sacrifice much that is dear 
to us for the sake of unity with our 
Protestant brethren, but not every­
thing. Our proposals are open before 
the world in the Lambeth Quadri­
lateral. What are our Protestant 
brethren prepared to sacrifice for 
the sake of unity wjith us The sacri­
fice must not be all on one side. 
They are not altogether right and we 
altogether wrong. We have not yet 
heard what they are prepared to sac­
rifice. Knowledge of this is the next 
step to unity between them and us. 
Till then hold fast to the historic 
church of the English people, con­
centrate on work and avoid internal 
dissension. By so doing we shall best 
serve God and the people of this 
country.”

LONDON, 'June 25.—At the con­
vention of medical men here, Dr. G. 
G. Nàsmith of Toronto, led oft the 
discussion in the public health sec­
tion with a paper on "The Control 
of a Municipal Milk Supply, in which 
he drew many lessons from Toron­
to's experiences.

“By doing away with the selling 
of milk in bulk Toronto has reduced 
the danger element front 1200 places 
which sell milk," he said.
