BERLIN, Dec. 9.—(By wireless to Say ville)—“If our enemies make peace 
proposals compatible with Germany’s dignity and safety, then we shall always be 
ready to discuss them,” said the Imperial Chancellor, Dr. Von Bethmann-Hollweg, 
in addressing the Reichstag to-day.

The Chancellor made it clear that in his opinion it would be folly for Ger­
many to propose peace “as long as in the countries of our enemies the guilt and ig­
norance of statesmen are entangled with confusion of public opinion.”

THE ONLY ACCEPTABLE CONDITION.
“The war can be terminated only by a peace which will give the certitude 

that w7ar will not return,” the Chancellor declared. “We all agree about that.”
Conscious of her military successes, the Chancellor said, Germany declines 

responsibility for a further continuation of the war. Germany, he declared, could 
not be charged with the purpose of fighting on to make further conquests.

The address, wTiich has been waited for with extraordinary interest, was 
made in response to the Socialist interpellation:

“Is the Imperial Chancellor ready to give information as to the conditions 
under which he would be willing to enter into peace negotiations?” In his reply he 
said :

No one can say that we continue 
the war because we still desire to conquer this or that country as a guarantee.”

When the uermans put over a 
round of high explosive shells, the 
British come back with a heavier fire, 
is one of his satisfactory statements.

ness towards Austria and Germany, 
and consequently no longer occupieo 
the favorable position which 
thought it should 'hold, 
continued:

“It is after all Roumania’s affair 
to judge to which side its interests 
demand that it attach itself. We can 
wait tor Roumania’s decision with per­
fect equanimity, assured on the 
hand that a well understood 
munity of interests exists between us 
and Roumania, and on the other that 
whatever Roumania’s decision we can 
await it with a full certainty that it 
can have no decisive effect on the 
fate of Hungary.”

The premier’s reference to peace 
was in answer to remarks by Count 
Michael Karolyi, the opposition lead­
er, who visited America shortly be­
fore the war. Count Karolyi had said:

“We began the war for the chas­
tisement of Serbia. Inasmuch as this 
is now accomplished the idea of peace 
has become timely. Whoever takes 
the first step towards peace will be 
assigned the foremost place by his­
tory.

“There need be no fear that the 
enemy would regard the step as a 
sign of weakness. On the contrary 
it would be a revelation of strength.”
