If an Eskimo is offended with

another, he composes a gong to set
forth his grievance. When it is
finished, he invites everyone, includ-
ing the offender, to hear it. Tf the
audience approves of the song, the
complainant is considered to have:
justified himself; if not, he is sup-
posed to have been punished. If an
Eskimo should lose or break some
article that he has borrowed, the
owner usually comforts him. If the
owner shows resentment, he remains
quite calm, for the Eskimo consider
that only one person need be annoy-
ed at a time. If nations in their ac-
cumulation of knowledge should
adopt some such pelicy for the solu-
tion of internatinal problems grow-
ing out of the world’s misgovernment
the horror of war wounld be practical-
ly deleted.
