At Seattle 

the present rate is sixty cents per hour. 

Contrary to the usual orde-, the labor 

in question becomes cheaper the farther 

north it is employed 

the steamship companies pay their 

’longshoremen fifty cents per hour for 

putting freight upon the railroad dock. 

For trucking the freight across the 

same dock and putting it aboard ite
