FIRE PROTEOTION.

We have referred to our present de-

| ficient state of protection from fires so

often that some may think it has be:
come & chronic complaint with us;
but we feel that it is a very important
matter to our citizens, and one that
requires careful and prompt eonsidera-
tion. During the past year a large
number of baildings have been erect-
ed in the village and the prospects are
that the coming season will see no
abatement in the building boom.
Many of these structures are large and
oxpensive, upon which large sums
have been invested, and should they be
destroyed would leave. the' owners fi-
naneially ruined, or seriously crippled.
Hitherto we have heen very fortunate
in having no’ serious conflagrations,
bnt {he time has come when owing to
the proximity of the buildings to each
other, and the very defective fire pro-
tection, if a fire should get started,
no effort that could be put forth by
our citizens, 'with the present appli-
ances, would be able to stay or cheek
the devouring clement until a large
amount of destruction had been done.
This is supposed to be a police village
with officers elected and appointed
who*will carefully inspect all build-
ings, at least once a year, and see that
the chimneys, stoves, pipes, flues &e.,
are in proper condition, and when any
defeet is obscrvable, to_at take
steps to liave the same u in proper
order. * Another thing thgtyshould en-
gage the attention of th jcials is
when a new building is being-erected,
the inspector should sece that the
chimneys, flues, &ec., are properiy con-
structed and made as mear fire-proof
as possible. We have been located in
this viflage for over four years and
we say advisedly and fearlessly that
our presont system of fire protection
is a delusion and e snare,  Our reason
for thig asscrtion is that to-day there
are dozens of chimmeys, flues and
pipes that are in a dangerous and un-
safe condition. As proof of this a
person has only to take 2 walk around
the village some quict morning, and
they will find any quantity of chim-
neys from which the smoke is escap-

ing between the briek and stone down

clogé to the timbers of the roof, and
we have it on the authority of one
who has had ample opportunities of
abserving, that there are scores of
liouges in which the pipes and flues
are, to say the least, in a very danger-
ous condition, We visited one place
of Dhusinees since our prosent system
of fire inspeetion was inaugurated,
where o string of some twelve or fif-
teen pipes were held up in the middle
by a picee of board placed on end un-
der the pipe, the other end resting
upon a box in order to bring the pipes
up to a proper height. We question
very much if our Inspector has made
a professional  visit to” half. a dozen
logses duriiig the past year, although
he has not forgotten to draw his salary.
We believe the people, or at-least a
large proportion of them, are willing
to pay a reasonable sum_for actual
work done. If tls village is to have
no better firc protection than that
Wfforded by being a police village, they
should insist that whosoever is placed
in the important position of Fire In-
spector, should be one who without
fear, favor or affection would carcfully
and honestly perform his duties, for
which -he should -receive a fair and
cheerfully given remnucraiton. If
the present incumbent of the office
possesses the qualities we have out-
lined, let him get to work and exhibit
them ; if he does not, he should step
out and make room for a better man.

THUCROUGHBRED STALLION.

scattered over different pats of the
large expansc of waters, A few days
ago Justus Smith, the veteran oars-
man of the lake, was in the village
with several fine strings of large pick-
erel that he had captured the=day be-
fore in the waters of thelake. {‘hose
wlio were not fortunate criough to se-
cure a_string from him vowed that
they would have some on* their own
account before the week “was out.
Among the latter was an ex-cheeso
maker and a. life insurance agent.
Thcg’ got their heads together and se-
cretly planned a- quiet expedition- to
the lake, in ovder to astonish the na-
tivos on "their return, by exhibiting
the products of their labors.

Very early on Saturday morning
last, those of our cilizens who hap-
pencd to be out early might have OL-
served the insurance agent dodging
about séveral hours earlier than usual.

How to Buy Food.

Prof. V. C. Vaughan's paper on Food,
read at the Ohio Sanitary Convention, con-
tained valuable hints for the instruction of
the family purveyor, from which the fol-
lowing is condensed ;

BEEF

A pale pink color indicates that the ani-
mal was diseased. A dark purple hue is
evidence that the anithal has died with
blood in its body,or has suffered from some
acute febrile affection. Good beef has but
little odor, and is elastic to the toumch.
Meat that i wet and flabby should be dis-
carded. QQ

VEAL, LAMB AND PIG.

The flesh of young snimals is more
tender than that of the adult, but is less
easily digested. The time ired for the
digestion of veal is five hours or more,
while beef is digested from two and a half
to three hours. The tissues of the young
animal are less stimulating, less nutritions
and more gelatinous than the tissues of the
adult animal.  On the other hand, an ani-
mal may Be so old and poorly nourished
that its flesh well-nigh defies both mastica-
tion and digestion.

POULTRY.

The flesh of no bird is in itself poisonous.
The same is true of the eggs of all birds.
The light meats of birds are more easily
digested, less rich in nitrogen and in flavor,
than the dark meats.

FISH.

Undoubtedly the flesh of some fish’ is
poisonous. Fish should be discarded if
the water in which it is boiled blackens
silver. Fish osught .from patrid water
should not be eaten. The flesh of such fish
is yellowish, soft, spongy and of foul odor.
Fish should not be left in the water after
they are dead, but should be packed in ice.
