“Rent collecting in the territory I cover
used to be the toughest job in New York.
It was a continual battle, and you either
had to have a heart of stone or go out of
business. Life used to be one dispossess
notice after another and I guess some
of our evictions left the tenants in pretty
tough circumstances, with their furniture
on the side walk and no place to go. I
don’t think it is an exaggeration to say
that 95 per cent. of these evictions could
be traced to drink.

“By late December an eviction became
a rare event, and last Christmas saw the
most prosperous one I ever saw on the
East Side. One month of air-tight Fed-
eral prohibition has removed all the old
difficulties from my business.”

ENGLISH AND CONTINENTAL
FRUIT CROP CONDITIONS

The following report has‘just been re-
ceived from the Canadian Fruit Trade
Commissioner in Great Britain:

The rainfall during the month of June
and up to the time of writing, has been
practically nil, this 'constituting prac-
tically the longest period of unbroken
drought in the history ef the apple in-
dustry.

Black Currants: Much below the aver-
age.

Raspberries; A poor crop all over the
country. A quarter crop in some dis-
tricts.

Strawberries: Now over.  The late
fruits failed to swell and the picking
season came to an abrupt finish on ac-
count of the drought.

Plums and Pears: A failure generally.

Cherries: Variable-good in some dis-
tricts and below average in others.

Apples: Apples are being severely thinn-
ed by the drought. In most cases an
average amount of fruit gives promise of
holding on, but it will be below the
average in size. Worcester, Hereford,
Gloucester and western counties report
average crops. Kent reports *“‘Average
but fruit dropping owing to drought”.

Sweden: Apple bloom was abundant,
but some frost damage. The long drought
has caused a heavy drop and the crop will
be somewhat below medium. Medium
crop of plums and pears. Fairly heavy im-
ports expected from Tyrol and lesser
quantities from Holland.

Denmark: Small apple crop expected.

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SIMPLE METHOD FINDING TROU-
BLE WHILE ON THE ROAD

Many Motorists Can Easily Repair
Troubles Once They Fiqd Them

There is nothing ‘more annoying to the
average automobile owner than motor
trouble along the road, and while this can
be prevented in most cases by careful
and systematic inspection before starting
on a trip there are certain minor difficul-
ties that are apt to occur no matter how
careful the motor is looked over. If a
motor refuses to start .after operating
in the proper manner for a considerable
time the difficulty is usually one of minor
importance that can be located quickly
by a systematic investigation. Many
motorists immediately start to change the
carburetor adjustment when trouble oc-
curs but this should not be done until the
following points have been checked over
and it is determined that the carburetor
is really at fault.

First make sure the gasoline is reaching
the carburetor float chamber and that it
is pure gasoline and not water and rust
that fill that member. Open a drain cock
under the spray nozzle, or detach the
gasoline coupling at the float chamber to
allow any water or sediment that may
have collected at those points to drain off.
If the engine is not firovided with a prim-
ing device make sure that gasoline reaches
the cylinders by injecting some through a
priming cock or the opening obtained by
removing the spark plug.

Next make sure that a spark occurs by
detaching the secondary wire or high
tension cable from the spark plug terminal
and hold it about one-eighth or one-
quarter inch away from some metal part
of the motor while it is cranked, Watch
for a spark to jump the gap as the motor
is turned over then try the compression
of each cylinder by using the emergency
hand crank instead of the statter, turning
off the ignition switch and opening the
throttle wide. A decided resistence ¢o

cranking should be felt in each cylinder
@as the piston reaches its compression
point. If the gas reaches the cylinders and
the compression is good and the spark
takes place at the right time there is no
reason why the engine should not start
easily unless conditions are extremely un-
favorable such as a very cold motor.

If the motor starts but refuses to keep
running the trouble may be caused by:
wrong manipulation of the carburetor
dash control and failure of the choker valve
to return to its own position. Partial
obstruction in the fuel supply line which
permits the gasoline to feed through but
not in sufficiently large quantities to keep
the engine running after it has started.
Water or dirt in the supply pipe or car-
buretor. Dirt or water in the vacuum
tank outlet. Sticking intake valve. Loose
ground connection or poorly ‘made con-
nection at the battery. Loose terminals
anywhere,

If the motor will start, keeps running
but runs irregularly because it misses
explosions in certain cylinders at all
spéeds look for the following defectixe
conditions: Dirty or carbonized  spark
plugs, cracked spark plug insul\ator or
improperly set gap at the plug points.
Short circuit spark plug wires which can
be detected by listening for the crackle
of a jumping high-tension spark or visu-
ally by running the engine in the dark.
Wires interchanged on two or more spark

. plugs. .. Inlet or exhaust valves sticking
in guides or held open by lack of proper
tappet clearance. Trying to run with the
motor very cold or using low-grade gaso-
line. A leak in the cylinder-head gasket.

If-after the motor is started it will run
at high speed but will not run regularly
at low or idling speed it may be because:
The motor may be too cold. There may
be an air leak which permits diluting the
mixture through a porous inlet manifold
gasket, through poor packing at the flange
joints, or around loose inlet valve guides.
The valves may not be seating tightly
enough or may be held clear of seat by
particles of dirt. Badly worn piston rings
which - permit gas leakage. Spark gap
between spdrk plug points too narrow.
Spark too far advanced or timer stuck in
advanced position. Gasoline leaking in
through the suction connection of the
vacuym tank. Throttle shutter may not
close properly on account of the stop
screw being regulated so the butterfly
valve cannot close. In some forms of
carburetor such as those of the com-
pound nozzle type in which the idling jet
is controlled by the throttle shutter, the
valve may be turned the wrong way sg it
does not close positively and also so it
does rot control the idling jet. Weak or
broken exhaust valve springs which per-

The Nova Scotia
provincial government might well consid-
er the advisability of conducting its
propaganda ‘work on a similar business-
like footing. At present, every news-
paper publisher is swamped every week
with a flood of articles on soil conser-
vation, tree planting, weeds readication,
poultry and live stock, and what-not,
which he is expected to publish free-gratis,
pro bono publico, and all that sort of
thing. Little of this free publicity stuff
(which must keep an army of clerks and
typewriters busy night and day in the
preparing) reaches the public, however,
as the self-respecting publisher rightly
takes the stand that if the government
wishes it published in the public interests,,
it should bé willing to pay for the services
just as it paysthe clerks for the services
they render—and just as the people pay
the government servants for whatever they

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Storrs of Jerusalem

[Editor's Note.—The following article
from the New York Times will be read
with interest by our readers. General
‘Storrs is the son of the Very Reverend
Dean Storrs, of Rochester, England, who
was born in Cornwallis; grandson of
Reverend Rural Dean Storrs, for 35
years rector of Cornwallis; and nephew
of Mr. R. W. Storrs, of Wolfville.! ¥

One of the several picturesque figures
brought into world view on the eastern
shores of the Mediterranean during the
war was Ronald Storrs. He was ““Briga-
dier General Storrs” during the latter
months of his servic# as Military Gover-
mor of Jerusalem. But with the coming of
formal peace, he doffed both his military
title and khaki and continued uninterrup-
tedly-his constructive service as Gover-
nor—the first Governor, since the de-
liverance of the Holy Land by Lord Allen-
by, of what has been appropriately called
the “City of Cities”.

Storrs was a highest honor man in his
day in Cambridge, and, serving under a
succession of pro-consuls in Egypt and the
Near East, including Cromer and Kitchen-
er, he came to know intimately all sec-
tions of the Oriental public. He spoke
mot only all the European languages in
wide use, but also Arabic and Turkish,
had the English scholar’s .acquaintance
withGreek and Latinand was found in the
Governorate in Jerusalem one morning
composing a greeting in Hebrew to the
Jewish community on one of their festival

days. His accomplishments as a musician
and his appreciation of other arts give
him other avenues of appeal to his vari-
gated constituency. He is one of the few
Englishmen to have honorary member-
ship in the American Phi Béta Kappa
Society.

At a public reception in his honor in
London, upon his return to England on
a brief furlough, Lord Northcliffe sum-
marized his unique service as follows:

“It is easy to see that among the two-
and-seventy  jarring sects’” which in-
habit the Holy Places any new Governor
must be regarded with a suspicion, which
rapidly matures in the minds of each
section, that he is unduly prejudiced in
favor of all the others. His success is a
high tribute to his tact and administra-
tive skill.

“But Mr. Storrs has done more than
preserve his neutrality. While 'we were
still at war in the summer of 1918 he
formulated and began to carry out a
scheme of town-planning in Jerusalem
such as here in English towns had been
discussed for years but had ended mainly
in discussion. Town planning anywhere
means a battle against vested interests,
and I do not suppose that anywhere in the
world there is a greater congestion of |
vested interests than within the dour walls |
of Jerusalem.
