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ASKS THE DOCTORS 
^ TO END HIS LIFE.
Chicago Scientist Strick­

en With Lockjaw.

A Great Specialist on the 
Same Disease.

Doctors Lack the Nerve 
to Poison Him.

Oiicago, Dec. 26.—Dr. Joseph Peasden, 
h. scientist occupying one of the fore­
most positions with a large pecking firm, 
last night indicated by signs to physi­
cians at his side in the Chicago Baptist 
Hospital that he realized that the at­
tack of lockjaw from which he k suf­
fering, would prove fatal and urged 
than to end his life with a drug.

The aurgeons about him, inured as 
they were to the sufferings of others, 
hesitated before the dumb appeal of 
this man of science, probably more skill­
ed in the effects of the disease which 
had seined him than any other man in 
the country, and then turned away for 
fear that they might grant his wish. 
Before the verdict of the dying man on 
hk own life they were silenced for there 
could have been no higher authority 
than his opinion.

When he found that the law. written 
and unwritten, would not permit his fel­
lows to end his sufferings. Dr. Peaaden 
resigned himself to the care of the 
nurses. He heard his physicians say that 
if he lived another day there was hope 
for him. He shook hie head. They pre­
tended not to notice and left him in 
charge of a nurse with some lotions to 
quiet his pain.

To-day will prove whether the dying 
expert correctly diagnosed his own case.

If Dr. Peasden dies, his expert opin­
ion is justified. If he liv»* he will no lon­
ger be regarded as infallible in the one 
disease in which he has made a special 
study and won his reputation. On 
Christmas eve while arranging a Christ­
mas tree for his children in his home 
Dr. Peasden was stricken with acute 
lockjaw. The injury, which brought on 
tetanus, was a compound fracture of 
the nose, sustained a week ago. Dr. 
Peaeden was* going through a dark 
passageway leading from his laboratory 
to another nart of the establishment 
when he fell down a short. flight of 
stairs and struck his nose on a board. 
The hurt caused an abrasion of the skin 
and the germs of tetanus infected it.

FLOUR FIGURES.
Filling Off in the Number of Barrels 

from Minneapolis.

Minneapolis, Minn., Doc. 2G.—Flour 
shipments from Minneapolis for 1907 
will fall short of the total shipped dur­
ing 1906 by nearly 1,000,000 barrels.

The decrease apparently has not been 
entirely due to the financial flurry ns 
the figures fo reach month show that 
only m three months for the entire 
year have the shipments for, 1907 ex­
ceeded those for the same months in 
1906.

The number of barrels of flour ship­
ped from Minneaoplis so far this year is 
13,825,375, while for n corresponding per­
iod in 1906, there were shipped 14,573,- 
123 barrels, a decrease of 747.748 bar­
rels.

FRENCH FORCES
In Algeria Greatly Impress the 

Turbuleet Tribe».

Paris, Dec. 26.-Official advices re­
ceived from Gen. Liautev, commander of 
the French forces in Algeria, from Lalla 
Maghnia, state that the two French col­
umns which have been making and armed 
demonstration along the disturbed fron­
tier have formed a junction. The com­
manders of the columns report that the 
turbulent tribes have been greatly im­
pressed by this display ot force and 
that even the fierce Bonis Masscn tribes­
men are beginning to pay the indemni­
ties imposed upon them.

LOST 200 MEN.
SulUu of Morocco Wins Victories 

Over His Rivals.

Morocco City, Dec. 25. —Recent fight­
ing in this vicinity has resulted in two 
victories for partisans of Abd El Aziz, 
the Sultan of Morocco. The Tehamas, 
followers of Mulai Bafid, the ‘•Southern 
Sultan” attacked the Shragna tribesmen, 
partisans* of AM El Aziz, but were re­
pulsed with the loss of 200 men.

After receiving 800 reinforcements 
from Multai Hafid the Rehamas attack­
ed a second time but again suffered de­
feat.

Banker Told This Man He Was to 
be Arrested.

Chatham, Dec. 25.—Because Col. Geo. 
Massey, manager of the local Bank of 
Montreal, accomodntingly informed A. 
D. Ralph, who yesterday sold his Won­
derland Theatre to J. Bragg, of his in­
tention to file a warrant against him, 
charging him with fraud, Ralph prompt­
ly disappeared as if by magic. He 
owed the bank $200. The police without 
a warrant, arrested Ralph's son, who 
was later released and now threatens 
trouble claiming false arrest.

105 BODIES POUND.
Work of Rescue in Darr Mine— 

Effects of Explosion.

Jacobs Creek, Pa., Dee. 26.—-The work 
of removing bodies from the Darr Mine 
was resumed early. At 9 o’clock 32 bod­
ies were brought to the surface, making 
the total number recovered to date 105. 
The searching party has reached entry 
No. 29, where numerous bodies were

The pit cars were blown to pieces, and 
the timber and iron were scattered 
around in confusion. The twisted forms 
of iron led members of the party to be­
lieve that the explosion must have tak­
en place in this particular entry.

There were many falls of slate. Thir­
teen additional bodies were identified to­
day. A coroner’s jury wes selected be­
fore night for the inquest.

The Prisoner Shows No 
Change In Demeanor.

Visited by His Sister In 
Jail To-day.

Jake Tamillo—Sunfield, will never see 
the rising of another sun. At dawn to­
morrow, he will be executed in the yard 
oi the city jail, where he has been in­
carcerated eince the 13th day’ of July 
for the murder of Andrew Radzyk on the 
previous day. Owing to illness, Sheriff 
Middleton will not be in charge of the 
execution and the death warrant, signed 
by the governor-general will be read to 
the doomed man by Major Zealand, the 
Deputy Sheriff. Radclitfe, the Govern­
ment executioner, nil! officiate on the 
scaffold and he is expected to arrive 
here from his home in Toronto late this 
afternoon. It is expected that Rev. 
Dean Mahoney, who lias taken interest 
in the condemned man, will walk to the 
place of execution with him.

The procession to the scaffold will 
start as soon as it is light enough in 
the yard to see, probably about 7.30.

Sunfield, from all accounts is as sto­
ical as ever and there has been little 
change in his demeanor since he was in­
formed by his counsel that every means 
to save his life had been exhausted and 
that he would have to pay the extreme 
penalty of the law on Friday morning 
tor his awful crime. At times lie has 
denounced Canadian laws and justice, 
but lie has not given the jail officials 
much trouble, inis morning he was 
visited by his sister, Mrs. beiidwr, but 
she did not bid him a last fareweil.

So far Sunfield has shown no repen­
tance for his terrible deed and he ha» 
not accepted the iorgivenness oi his 
wife, whom he treated badly, before she 
left him and went to t lucago. The 
wife wrote him two letters, both of 
which referred to their children, but the 
prisoner did not answer either of them.

Mrs, Reinker and her husband will 
see him for the last time this afternoon 
and while she was there this morning, 
tlic jail officials were testing the trap 
in the permanent scaffold ill the eastern 
yard, but she didn't know it. The test 
was made in the presence of Dr. R. A. 
Bruce-Smith, Government Inspector of 
Prisons, and a bag of lead of Sunfiekl’» 
weight was used. The apparatus was 
found to work perfectly. Dr. Smith re- 
turned to Toronto al iioon, but will be 
back this evening and will likely super­
intend the execution, as his predecessor. 
Dr. Chamberlain, did at former hangings

Very few persons outside the officials, 
jurors and newspaper reporters will be 
permitted to witness the execution. Dr. 
Griffin will be the coroner to take 
charge of the body ns soon as it is cut 
down and a jury will be empanneled to 
officially declare that death was due to 
hanging and declare that th > sun ten* 
of the court had beeir carried out.

FATHER JOHN.
ILLNESS OF RUSSIAN WHO IS CON­

SIDERED A SAINT.

He Hss Thousands of Followers in St. 
Petersburg—But the Sect Has Fallen 
Into Disrepute, and Have Been the 
Subject of a Play, “The Black 
Ravens."

St. Petersburg, Dee. 20.—Father John 
of ('ronstadt is seriously ill with the re­
currence of an old malady in an aggra­
vated form. He is unable to eat, and 
on account of his great age and debility 
his recovery is problematical.

The influence of Father John of Cron- 
stadt, who is considered a saint by the 
ignorant classes, is still great. He has 
thousands of followers in St. Petersburg 
and the Provinces, but the sect of late 
years has attained an unenviable notor­
iety, owing to the charges of immorality 
and drunkenness brought against the 
chief satellites, who exploited Father 
John’s reputation for sanctity to great 
financial advantage. The practices of 
the followers of Father .John have been 
the subject of a play, entitled “The 
Black Ravens," which was given to 
crowded house in St. Petersburg, and 
produced also by several road companies.

This play was prohibited in many cit­
ies where the followers of Father John 
were numerous for fear of exciting pop­
ular disorder. The powerful influence 
of the reactionary organizations were 
exerted against this production because 
Father John, in spite of the ill repute 
of his followers, is counted as line of the 
strongest supporters of autocracy and 
orthodoxy.

Despondent New York Printer Prepares 
to Take Death Plunge, But Courage 
Fails—Tells Sister of Intent—Police 
Asked to Look After Him.

Buffalo, Dec. 26.—The day before he 
disappeared from his home, Frank Stesel, 
a printer, 32 years old, told his sister 
that he had stood on the brink of Niag­
ara Falls, intending to commit suicide, 
but Ills courage failed him. Yesterday 
the sister, Mrs. E. W. Weaver,’of 508 
Niagara street, told the police of the 
Pearl street station about Stesel’s ab- 
sense, fearing that he lias carried out 
his intention.

Stesel is a printer employed by the 
New York Journal. He came here about 
four weeks ago to spend his vacation 
with his mother and sister, who live at 
642 Elm street. For some time, his sis­
ter reported he' had been suffering from 
nervous prostration and has been greatly 
discouraged by his ill health.

Mrs. Weaver said she had not seen him 
since 6 o’clock Saturday night when he 
left home, saying that lie was going to 
visit his mother. He took with him a 
number of membership cards of organiza­
tions, of which he is a member, and a 
razor. He left his shaving cup at home.

Last Friday when lie returned from 
Niagara Falls he told Mrs. Weaver of 
his suicidal intentions. He said he had 
been fascinated by the Falls and wanted 
to jump. When he prepared to do so lie 
suddenly began to fear death and chang­
ed his mind, she told the police.

The police have sent out a general 
alarm in the hope of finding Stesel alive. 
He is a slender man, about five feet six 
inches in height. When he left home he 
wore dark clothes and a long and loose- 
fitting black overcoat.

The police think that Stesel has stray­
ed away from the city and that his rela­
tives will hear from him.

TWO BURNED 
TO DEATH.

TWO OTHER OCCUPANTS SERIOUS­
LY BURNED, BUT WILL RECOVER.

Occupants of Building Driven Into 
Streets in Their Night Clothes—

TRAGEDY ENDS HOLIDAY REUNION

Shot Wife Twice, and She Died In­
stantly—Husband Declares That the 
Shooting Was Accidental—Is Now 
Under Arrest.

Hyde Park, Maas., Dec. 26.— Dr. Wal­
ter Amesbury of Milford, shot and in­
stantly killed his wife Anna, a teacher 
of music in Roanoke College, Danville, 
Va., as the family were about to sit 
down to their Christmas dinner at the 
home of Mrs. Jennie Rese, Mrs. Ames- 
bury’s mother, at No. 220 Metropolitan 
Avenue, here yesterday.

Dr. Amesbury was placed under ar­
rest immediately after the shooting. The 
body of Mrs. Amesbury xvas taken to an 
undertaking room and Medical Examiner 
Charles Sturtevnnt summoned.

Mrs. Amesbury had come from Vir­
ginia to pass the holidays with her 
sons, Walter R. Amesbury, Jr., amt ira 
R. Amesbury, who live with their grand­
mother, Mrs. Reese. Dr. Amesbury 
came from Milford, where he has prac­
ticed for some time, to the Christmas 
festivities with the family.

According to the police, Dr. Amesbury 
fired two shots, both of which took ef­
fect in Mrs. Amesbury*s right side. Her 
death was almost instantaneous.

After his arrest. Dr. Amesbury de­
clared that the shooting was accidental. 
He would not make any further stnte-

Mrs. Amesbury was forty years of age 
and a native of Kentucky. Since her 
marriage to Dr. Amesbury they had 
lived at different times in Kingston ami 
Roxlmry, Mass., and Corsicana, Texas. 
Some time ago Mrs. Amesbury went to 
Virginia and began teaching music in 
Roanoke College. She was an accom­
plished vocalist.

According to the police, Dr? Ames­
bury and Mrs. Amesbury became en­
gaged in a quarrel regarding family 
matters. They were conversing in the 
kitchen, when suddenly the other mem­
bers of the family, who were in the din­
ingroom, heard txvo shots fined. Rush­
ing into the kitchen, the Amesbury boys, 
the oldest of whom is about twenty 
years of age grappled with their father, 
and threw him to the floor. After a 
struggle, the revolver was taken away 
from him, and he was held until the 
arrival of the police.

COLOR PHOTOGRAPHY.

DenOnstrates Scientifically That 
There is no Fixed Color.

Color photography proves incontest­
ably the general truth of Monet’s obser­
vation that, in shadoxvs. colors continue 
their vibrations, weakened hut still ex­
istent, in contradistinction to the prac­
tice of the academic painters in making 
burnt umber and lamp black serve as 
shadows in their paintings. It also 
proves that the color of flesh is not al- 
xvays rose color, the color of foliage not 
alxx-ays green, or the color of a table 
cloth not always xvhite. and that color 
may be brilliant—indeed, sparkliingly 
x*ivid—without lieing a patriotic demon­
stration in red, xvhite and blue, and that 
what has long been accepted as *‘tone" 
in painting, that much-coveted and wide­
ly exploited golden-amber gloxv, docs not 
exist in nature, xvhich is xvholly innocent 
of such petty subterfuges with xvhich to 
harmonize its discordant elements, being 
franklv and blatantly crude xvhèn it
not exquisitely harmonious, as in the 
case of the butterfly’s wing. The artist 
is the divine angler xvho fishes out these 
harmonies, revealing somexvhat of the 
wondrous lieautv and mystery of nature. 
It demonstrates for the first time scien­
tifically that there is no fixed color 
xvhatex-er, that objects liax-e no color of 
their own, but solely that which is im­
parted to them by the reflection of the 
sky and the enveloping atmosphere.

Color photography also shoxvs that the 
éine, as draxving defines it. is an error, an 
artificial means of determining forms; 
that everything in nature is a succession 
of perspective planes and surfaces xvhich 
join on to one another; that nothing is 
abruptly terminated by a contour: and 
that tlie vibration» of the atmosphere 
envelop ex-ervthing and obliterate the 
contours which the xveakness of our mind 
is constrained to create. In a word, col­
or photography ushers in a new era in 
the study of color that promises to re\-o- 
lutionize color printing, and that will

surely exert a most important influence 
on the art of painting, establishing as it 
does the soundness of the much-abused 
theories of the impressionists. Moreover, 
it will prove an inx-aluable aid to .the ac­
curate study of disease, notably skin dis, 
eases; it will make possible art lectures 
illustrated with absolute facsimiles of 
the paintings discussed by means of lan­
tern slides; and for the first time indis­
putably authentic family portraits can 

I be produced of a beauty and veracity 
*1*° far surpassing the most delicate and mas- 

terly miniature, and this in the short 
space of half an hour, avoiding the 
tedium of repeated sittings. While color 
photography will undoubtedly reveal the 
fallacies and empty pretensions of poor 
painting, rendering it more inutile and 
ridiculous than ever, it will also open the 
eyes of all intelligent and unprejudiced 
students of contemporary art to the 
beauty and truth of the xvork done by 
certain modern painters, confining ;n no 
uncertain terms what is best and most 
expressive in the art of to-day.—From J.

Negro Hanged in New state and Rid­
dled With Bullets.

Muskogee, Okla., Dec. 24.—Riddled 
with bullets, the body of James Garden, 
a negro, is dangling from a telegraph 
pole to-night in Henrietta. Okie., a coal 
mining town thirty miles southwest of

day shot and killed Albert Bates, a 
white man, because Bates, who i« a well 
known liveryman, refused to rent a rig 
to the negro.

No one witnessed the oc­
currence, hut the shots attracted a po­
liceman, who hurried the couple to a 
hospital. The police and physicians en­
deavored to secure a statement from the 
girl before she lapsed into unconscious­
ness, but she refused to talk.

DEADLY CHRISTMAS BOX.

Infernal Machine Discovered in 
Post Office.

MORGAN WILL CASE.

A Remarkable Action Settled by Chan­
cellor Boyd at Cobourg.

Cobourg, Dee. 25.—A case that was 
the first of its kind ever tried in a 
Canadian court came before Chancellor 
Sir John Boyd. It arose out of the will

DUTCH CABINET RESIGNS.

Its Army Estimates Defeated in Second 
Chamber.

The Hague, Dec. 25.—The Dutch Cab­
inet, the Council of Ministers compris­
ing nine members, by xvhom the 
executive authority of the Government 
is administered, to-day presented its 
resignation. It is thought that the dis­
solution of Parliament is likely to follow.

The resignation of the Cabinet is due 
to the defeat of the army estimates in 
the second Chamber of Parliament. The 
Opposition in the discussion of these 
estimates contended that the efficiency 
of the Dutch army xvas not proportion­
ate to its cost. The Clericals, xvho are 
opposed to the Government’s plans for 
universal suffrage, are pleased over the 
situation created by the Cabinet’s resig­
nation, as they prefer that the expected 
general election which is to follow should 
be fought out on the military issue 
rather than on universal suffrage.

FIRST SHAVE IN 53 YEARS,

And When He Went Home Wife and 
Children Didn’t Know Him.

Lodi. 0.. Dec. 25.—A Christmas gift 
of a peek at his face, enshrouded hy 
whiskers for 53 years, was the dona­
tion of Martin Overs, aged 70. of this 
village, to his wife and seven children.

He had a three foot and a half growth 
of whiskers, about which he had dis­
played great pride for years, shaved off 
to-dav. and went home with a great 
muffler wrapped about his countenance, 
fearing the cold.

Mrs. Overs almost collapsed from 
fright ns he strode into the house. She 
did not recognize him till he spoke. 
Overs shaved for two years as a youth, 
but no razor had touched his cheek since 
lie was 17 years old.

The Goldfield Vnion is charged in the 
bill xvith "intimidation,” and of being 
guilty of “wanton destruction of pro­
perty, murder of innocent citizens, law­
lessness and anarchy to such an extent 
that it has instituted a reign of terror 
in the Goldfield district.”

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: SAILS FOR HOME.
HR. LEMIEUX LEAVES JAPAN ON

EMPRESS OF CHINA TO-DAY.

Expects an Early Solution of Immigra­
tion Difficulties—Japanese Govern­
ment Refused to Make Good Consul-
General Nosse’s- Promise.

London, Dec. 25.—A Tokio cable 
says Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux is leav­
ing Yokohama on Thursday and ex­
pects to return to Ottawa about Jan- 
uarv 12. travelling via San Francisco. 
At the last meeting between Mr. Lem­
ieux and Viscount Hayashi on Wed­
nesday morning memoranda were ex 
changed. It is understood that the 
Canadian envoy is insisting on Con­
sul-General Nosse’s assurance, re­
peatedly given from the time before 
Canada's participation in the Anglo 
Japanese commercial treaty, that Jap 
anese immigrants to Canada shall 
be restricted to about six hundred 
per annum and that this shall be 
regarded as a moral pledge given the 
Dominion Government. The Japan- 

•ese Government, however, is unable 
to ascertain that such assurances were 
ever given, and it. holds that if this 
is reallv the case a distinct line 
should be drawn between the pledge- 
given before and after Canada's par­
ticipation in the commercial treaty.

Early Solution of Difficulty.

"agreed with the terms of the mem­
orandum whereunder the Japanese 
Government, outlines its plans for the 
•future control of immigration, the 
announcement of which will probab­
ly be made when a similar arrange­
ment is outlined to Mr. Thomas J. 
O’Brien, the American Ambassador, 
who, it is understood, has submitted 
a number of suggestions from the 
American Government for the con­
sideration of the Foreign Office. The 

. suggestions, it is believed, largely 
served as a guide to the arrangement 
submitted to Canada through Mr. 

.Lemieux, and there is reason to be­
lieve that the Japanese Government 
will soon submit to Ambassador 
O’Brien the details of this plan to 
control immigration to America, 
which practically amounts to the pre­
vention of all labor immigration.

The attitude of Mr. Lemieux to­
ward the American Ambassador has 
caused much comment in diplomatic 
circles. Mr. Lemieux entirely ignor-

DOUBLE MURDER NEAR GENOA 

OVER FOUR SHILLINGS.

Custom House Guard Stabbed Labor 
Leader and Wife, With Whom He 
Had Quarrelled—Baby Found Play­
ing in Its Parents’ Blood.

Genoa, Dec. 23.—Heated words be­
tween two wives over a question of four 
shillings for rent led to a double murder 
by the husband of one of them in the 
suburb of Sampler d*Arena. The mur­
derer escaped to the mountains, where 
his arrest is problematic owing to the 
facilities to fugitives to escape over the 
frontier.

Signora Bianclii, the wife of a trade 
union leader, with four children, who 
sub-let a room to a custom house guard 
named (Juattrocchi and his newly mar­
ried wife, quarrelled with Signora Quat- 
trocclii over the amount of rent to be 
paid before the latter left.

Suddenly he sprang on Bian­
chi, dealing him a blow' in the chest with 
a sharp clasp knife. Bianchi's wife rush, 
ed to his assistance, but Quattrocchi 
turned his fury on her, stabbing her in 
the chest, shoulder, face and lower body. 
Bianchi seized a chair to defend himself 
and his wife, but was overpowered and 
fell mortally wounded. The knife, brok­
en by the force of the blows, was found 
on the floor.

Neighbors hearing cries ran to the 
Bianchi’s lodging. Quattrocchi rushed 
past them, covered with blood, into the 
street. Though chased by a crowd that 
showered blows on him, he sped to­
wards the Ligurian Alps and is still at 
large.

On entering the room the neighbors 
found the husband and wife on the floor 
dying. The children were huddled in a 
corner whining with terror, except the 
little two-year-old baby, which was play­
ing with a toy in its parents’ blood.

Another story involves a joke on a 
well known clubman of this city. Lon­
don was playing Ingersoll, and a man 
had been imported for the occasion. The 
clubman in question, had been given $50 
by a friend to wager on I-ondon.

GROWTH OF LABOR UNIONS.

They Began Here in 1863, When the
New York Shipwrights Organized.
The shipwrights formed a society in 

New York city in 1803, and the tailors 
and also the carpenters did this in 1808 
in the same town. This, says tfce Gate­
way may be said to have been the begin­
ning of labor unionism in the United 
States.

In the next four or five decades organ­
izations were established in most of the 
great industries, some of which lasted 
only a few years. Many of these grad­
ually became national.

The printers were the first craft of 
any consequence to extend their organi­
zation all over the country. They es­
tablished the National Typographical 
Union in 1852. So as to take in Canada 
they established the International Typo­
graphical Union in 1862, being the leader 
also in this broader field.

The formation of great, corporations 
and the immense expansion in industry 
which began soon after the civil war in­
cited larges labor combinations than "had 
existed prior to that time. Some of these 
formed the National Labor Union, estab­
lished at a convention in Baltimore in 
1866, which entered politics in 1872 by 
nominating the Labor Reform ticket, 
putting Charles O’Connor up for Presi­
dent.

Its votes were few. and it attracted 
no general attention in the campaign. 
That broke up the combination, and la­
bor societies, as societies, kept out of 
politics for the next few years. As so­
cieties their most extensive participation 
in polities was in the Congressional cam­
paign of 1906.

Starting with a local secret society in 
Philadelhpia in 1800 and holding its first 
general assembly in 1878 the Knights of 
Labor was tl,e earliest society which 
aimed to gather all the workers of all 
trades into a single organization. It had 
500.000 members in 1886, with Terence V. 
Poxvderlv as the head.

Then began its decline and fall. Its 
strike on the Gould system of railways 
in -St. Louis and the Southwest in 1885 it 
won, but the larger strike in 1886 on the 
same roads it lost.

From that time onward it gradually 
shrunk in importance. To-day it is only 
a shadow of its former greatness.

The Amereian Federation of Labor 
rose as the Knights of Labor fell. At a 
convention in Columbus, Ohio, in 1886 
the American Federation of Labor was 
formed and it gradually absorbed nine- 
tenths of all the labor organizations of 
the United States. In it the several 
crafts retain their autonomy, but are 
federal for purpose of co-operation.

In 1907 the American Federation of 
Labor comprised 119 national and 
international unions and claims to have 
2.000.000 members. The affiliated unions 
publish 245 weekly or monthly papers de­
voted to the cause of labor.

The Federation’s head is Samuel 
Gompers, and its organ, of which lie is 
the editor, is the American Federation- 

j ist.
Outside of the American Federation 

are about fifteen labor * organizations. 
| the most important of which are the 
I Knights of Labor, the Stone Masons’ In­

His Shoulder Dislocated 41 Times.
“It’s out again. Doc.” was the com­

plaint of William Hnnagan to Dr. Mayer 
of the dispensary staff the other day.

The man’s shoulder was dislocated and 
the physician placed him under the in­
fluence of an anaesthetic and twisted the 
injured member back in place. It was 
the forty-first time that Hanagan had 
his shoulder “set.” J<ast Tuesday he en­
tered the dispensary. It was the fortieth 
time the accident had happened to him 
and he told the physician it was an 
“even forty.”

“I have set Hanagan's shoulder twelve 
or fifteen times,” Dr. Mayer said. “Every 
few days lie comes into the dispensary, 
and the same work is done each time. 
Because of his work as a cabinet worked 
the injured arm must he left free to 
move. To-day Hanagan apparently was 
all right when he reached behind him for 
a tool. The motion caused the shoulder 
to slip out of place, and as usual the 
man stopped his work and came here. 
He keeps count, and he has just had the 
injury repaired forty-one times.”— In­
diana polis Times.

Jail Acceeet Onrèm to a Seal

The city officials have been bothered 
with so many complaints from north- 
endera about the damage being done to 
the cinder path on Ferguson avenue 
north of Barton street by teams driving 
over it, and scavengers dumping refuse 
on it, that they decided to make an ex­
ample of some of the offenders. Ward 
Foreman Nelligan was detailed to do a 
little detective work. He went down 
there early in the week, and discovered 
two scavengers employed by the Board 
of Health on the path. Mr. Nelligan 
ears that when he warned them he was 
consigned to a climate hotter than the 
equator. The result was that two sum­
monses were issued. The officials say 
this brought the Board of Health people 
to time. They promised to erect a fence 
and gate around the dumps and to see 
that there was no further cause for com­
plaint. On this assurance being given 
the summonses were withheld.

.laeob SunfieW, who will be executed 
at the city jail at daybreak to-morrow, 
is responsible for an overdraft in the 
jail account of about $150. This is due 
to the delaving of the execution from 
November 29, the date originally fixed. 
For the death watch alone the city has 
paid out over $250. From the time sen­
tence was passed a man was kept on 
watch day and night constantly. Each 
received $2 a day or night. The watch­
men were William Bolton, Morely Carey 
and Harold Hills. The last named re­
ceived $104, Bolton $120 and Carey §4.

The health authorities announced to­
day that another case of smallpox had 
been discovered in the east end of the 
citw while another suspicious case is un­
der surveillance. The victim is a man 
named Goodale. residing at 451 Cannon 
street east, close to where .lames Pat­
terson. the man who was recently releas­
ed from the isolation hospital, lives. Dr. 
Roberts says the Goodale ease has been 
watched for some time, and that the pa­
tient has only a nyld attack. Yesterday 
he ate a heartv Christmas dinner, but 
later in the day the doctor pronounced 
the disease smallpox and put the house 
under quarantine. He is unable to say, 
whether the other case under surveil­
lance is smallpox. The doctor thinks he 
has discovered how* the latest victims of 
the disease contracted it. He believes 
that a number of cases pronounced 
smallpox were really very mild cases of 
smallpox. Mr. Goodale will not l»e sent 
to the isolation hospital, because the 
nurse employed there has left the city 
and the shack requires some renovating. 
The new* shack will be built as quickly 
as possible.

In answer to a question as to who may 
vote on the power by-law. the city offi­
cials say that only freeholders and lease­
holders. whose leases do not expire for 
twenty years are entitled to vote. That 
is the length of time the debentures run.
