THE MATABELE DANCE.
A Spectacle that Equals that of King 

Solomon’s ! Mines.

The “ Big Dance ” of theJMatabele army, 
held annually at Buluwayo, has been de­
scribed as the sight of South Africa by 
those few travelers who have penetrated 
into these hitherto almost unknown parts 
of the interior. *

The “ Small Dance ” takes place when 
the crops are two-thirds grown, on the 
last day of the moon, and is a parade and 
dance of thejtroops living in or near Bul­
uwayo, there being about 1,600 to 2,000 
men present. Duringlthe three weeks 
which follow the Small Dance, Lobengula 
retires from public business, and govern­
ment is conducted by the three “ dance 
doctors.”

Lobengula invited the party to visit his 
kraal and witness a private dance of the 
Imbizus. This regiment numbered some 
600 men, in undress, namely, they carried 
no shields, assegais or ostrich feathers, 
but wore their usual aprons of leopard, 
gray monkey or tiger-cat skin, with a 
circle of jackall tails dangling from their 
waist belts. Round their legs were coils 
of brass and iron bangles, and most of 
them carried on their heads a jackal tail, 
so worn that it stood straight up on one 
side of the head.

The dance commenced by the warriors 
rushing into the “ Sigadhlo,” or chief’s 
inner and private kraal, in three com­
panies. They then went through some 
curious manœuvers, which can be com­
pared only to certain figures in a monster 
ballet. One division rushed from one 
side upon the remainder, meeting in the 
centre of the ground and then breaking 
away again back to their own side, per­
forming wild fantastic motions with ex­
traordinary regularity.

They then formed one dense line with a 
front of 100 men and six deep, and chanted 
wild praises of their chief, stamping first 
one foot and then, after facing round, the 
other, always in perfect time and waving 
their arms and hands in unison. After 
an hour of this incessant chanting and 
dancing their “ dance sticks ” (straight 
staves about three feet long) were given 
them by attendants in the rear, and then 
as one man they kept waving them, first 
to the right and then to the left, and from 
time to time thrusting them furiously at 
the ground in time with their tune, the 
leg bangles giving a loud crash as their 
feet came down. Hardly a man was under 
six feet in height, many being taller. All 
were in splendid condition and showed 
magnificent physique. Every now and 
again some would bound wildly into the 
air, always, However, maintaining time 
with the remainder.

They formed up in one large semicircle, 
and by special order, chanted the “ Up­
raised Shield,” or war song, very seldom 
allowed to be sung, and very plaintiff in 
its cadence. After this song was finished 
three large lumps of raw meat, the dis­
membered joints of three royal bullocks, 
were given to the men ; in a minute all 
the beef was snatched np, but not without 
many a struggle over the prime pieces.

The next day Buzungwan, the head 
dance doctor, arrived and fixed the follow­
ing day for the “ Big Dance.” Eight hun­
dred bullocks were distributed among the 
troops and at once killed for use on the 
following day, as on the “ Big Dance ” day, 
or “Feast of Purification,” no shedding 
of blood is allowed, and all the natives 
bathe in the river early in the morning. 
At noon the troops, who were divided 
into seven large divisions, marched on the 
grounds, in round numbers 9,000 to 10,000 
men. They looked extremely well with 
their large headdresses of ostrich feathers, 
which covered the backs of their helmets 
and extended over both shoulders. All 
had the national kilts formed of skins and 
tails hanging from their waists, and above 
their calves were fringes of long white 
hair. In their left hands they carried the 
large elliptic shields of ox hide and their 
assegais, in their right the “ dance sticks,” 
with which about every third step they 
struck their shields, keeping time with 
tlieir songs. After marching round the 
ground they formed one solid line, four 
deep and about 1,000 yards long, the 
flanks inclining like an arc. The Induna 
of each division had so told off his men 
that they appeared to be in companies, as 
distinguished by their shields ; first came 
a company with black shields, followed 
by ones with black and white, all white, 
nearly all black, and red shields. The 
general effect produced was excellent.

Then thirty-six of Lobengula’s wives, 
gaudily arrayed in blue skirts and bright 
orange shawls worn over the shoulder, 
appeared. Each carried many pounds’ 
weight of bright beads, and had the hair 
decked out with the royal feathers of the 
blue jay. They filed slowly from their 
own quarters on to the parade, and then 
breaking up into groups of four and five 
they slowly paced up and down before the 
troops with a peculiar gait, all the time 
chanting and waving supple wands. 
Lobengula was too gouty to leave his bath 
chair, and, covered with streaks of 
medicine paint, sat facing the center of the 
line. In the background were thousands 
of native spectators. Then the sacred 
black oxen were driven past, and, at a 
signal given by Buzungwan, the whole 
line charged furiously up to the chief and 
the line of spectators.

According to national custom, all the 
troops now moved to drive the sacred 
oxen into the veldt and back again. 
While this was being done the black 
clouds which had threatened thunder, 
burst into quite a storm and the spectators 
all retired for shelter. But in an hour out 
came the sun again, and the troops, who 
had reformed line in the heavy rain, 
chanted and brandished their shields and 
sticks as before, and every now and then 
some old warrior would rush out of the 
ranks, and, feigning to kill a foe with his 
assegai, would shout out his former 
prowess in war. This went on for two 
hours, when the men were dismissed to 
their camps to feast and make merry.

The day after the dance is called the 
“ slaughter day,” when the chief selects 
400 or 500 cattle from the national herds, 
to which all fines are paid in oxen. Then 
follows a wild scene, as the Induna of 
each regiment sets to work stabbing with 
his assegai the cattle given to the men 
under his command. All the black bul­
locks, when killed, are set apart that 
night for the spirits, but on the following 
or “ eating day ” their flesh is distributed 
to the troops. The next and last day of 
the dance is the “ drinking day,” when, 
after a couple of hours’ dancing in the 
afternoon, the “ the sacred beer,” of which 
there were 216 large calabashes in all, 
was given out to about 3,000 warriors, and 
they were regaled by the chief with 
steamed meat from 176 huge earthern 
jars, which had been cooking all the 
morning in the “ sigadflo.”—Buluwayo 
Letter. _______________

SHE WILL WED HER FIRSTU.OVER.

A Misdirected Letter Which Postponed 
» Wedding Nearly Twenty Years,

Chicago, July 3rd. — Last evening’s 
train on the Milwaukee road carried, 
among other passengers, Mrs Maggie 
McVickers, who will to-morrow, at 
Rochester, Minn., be married to one of 
the wealthiest merchants of that city, Mr. 
Arthur Morton. In 1872 Arthur Morton 
and Miss Hartley lived on the north side 
of this city, and were engaged. Their 
parents, however, considered them too 
young to marry. It was agreed that 
young Morton should go West, and at the 
end of three years if he was able to support 
a wife the union should receive parental 
sancton. In the meantime the lovers 
were not to correspond for two years.

Morton went to Minnesota, and for two 
years worked hard to provide a home for 
the woman he loved. He prospered fair­
ly well. He then wrote to Miss Hartley, 
informing her of his prospects, and offer­
ing his hand. At that time Miss Hartley 
lived in Milwaukee, which fact Morton 
knew, but in directing the letter, through 
habit,wrote Chicago instead of Milwaukee. 
The young lady still faithful, waited long 
for the letter, but at the end of a third year 
became discouraged. She yielded to the 
importunities of John McVickers, and in 
1875 married him.

In the meantime Morton waited for a 
reply to his letter, and, as one never came, 
he accepted it as a fact that he had been 
rejected. He did not pine away even 
after the marriage of Miss Hartley. About 
six months after Miss Hartley became 
Mrs. McVickers she received through the 
dead letter office the letter written two 
years before by Morton. In spite of the 
fact that she was a wife, she wrote to her 
first love, telling of the mistake which 
had separated them and assuring him 
that, while she should be a faithful wife, 
her life would have been pleasanter had 
she received the letter in time.

Fine Mechlin lace to adorn the shirt 
bosom and wrists, red-heeled shoes with 
brilliant buckles, and gold-clocked stock­
ings rolled up over the knees were also 
essential pprts of the costume of the pretty 
fellows. Perukes with very long queues 
were the fashionable wear. They were 
heavily scented and powdered :

Mix with powderpulvil
And then let it moulder away on his 

shoulder.
Not only the peruke, but the whole at­

tire, was heavily scented. Musk, civet, 
and orange-flower water shed their frag­
rance on the air. In the fob of the laced 
waistcoat was a gold watch. The maca­
roni of a latter day was accustomed to 
carry two watches, which seldom agreed ; 
“ one to tell him,” as Walpole said, “ what 
o’clock it was, and the other what it was 
not.”

A sword and a snuff box were necessary 
parts of our beau’s equipment. A hilt 
adorned with' rich filigree work and an 
elegant sword knot with gold tassels set 
off the weapon that no pretty fellow was 
man enough to draw. The snuffbox was 
in constant and universal use. Ladies as 
well as gentlemen snuffed incessantly in 
public places, in churches, and in the 
play houses perpetual sneezing and cough­
ing testified to the general devotion to 
snuff. The pretty fellow took his Scotch 
or Havana, or his Strasburg, “ veritable 
tabac,” from an enameled box, the lid of 
which was lined with polished metal, so 
that whenever the beau took a pinch he 
was able to enjoy the sight of himself in 
the mirror thus cunningly provided- 
Moreover, with every pinch he was able 
to exhibit his diamond ring and his lily- 
white hand.

Cham­
pagne flowed as freely as water, and day­
light usually found a victim an occupant 
of Buttner’s apartment. Then the game 
commenced in earnest.

“ Would his wife like to know where 
he had spent the night ? ”

No, certainly not, ,and a victim would 
pay exhorbitant sums for silence. That 
is the way the pair lived. They made 
enormous sums by their swindling 
schemes, but they squandered it as rapidly 
as it came to them.

Victims finally became scarce and 
Buttner hatched another scheme. He 
opened an office and advertised that he 
could procure divorces “ for men only ” 
quickly, and on the slightest provocation. 
When a man called and wanted to sue 
his wife for a divorce, Buttner would sit 
down and draw up a paper, charging the 
wife with every offence he could think of. 
The papers he would file in some obscure 
Colorado court, but the client’s wife 
would never be notified.

When the case was called “ Dashing” 
Edith Hammond would appear in court 
and represent herself as the man’s wife. 
The charges would be made, and, when 
she took the stand, she would at first 
deny everything and finally break down, 
and, with tears in her big blue eyes, 
acknowledge that the charges were true, 
and upon her knees beg “ her husband ” 
to forgive lier and take her back. Of 
course he would refuse, and a divorce 
would be immediately granted. The first 
the real wife would hear of it would be 
when told site was divorced.

So clever was Edith Hammond that by 
wearing disguises she has appeared in one 
court before the same judge three times 
in one month, and impersonated the 
wives of different men.

A short time ago Buttner was arrested 
for forging the seal of the supreme court 
to divorce papers. He was sentenced to 
fifteen years in prison and Edith was left 
alone. She continued her career of crime. 
She was arrested several times for drug­
ging men and robbing them, and once for 
attempting to murder a man. All of her 
victims were wealthy and prominent, 
and to avoid publicity they refused to 
prosecute and Edith always regained her 
liberty. She went from bad to worse, 
and as her wondrous beauty faded, she 
sank lower and lower, until she became 
the associate of the lowest criminals in 
Chicago.

While in Martini­
que she resumed her Creole dress ; and 
when brighter days arrived and she re­
turned to France, the pleasantest surprise 
she could arrange for M. de Beauhamais 
was to present to him the small Hortense 
clad in full Martinique costume.

Iff after years when, as wife of the great 
Napoleon, she had riches and power at 
command, she filled her beautiful gardens 
at Malmaison with choice exotics from 
her native isle. One of these, a most rare 
and beautiful plant,the Amaryllis gigantea, 
the only one in France, was visited and 
admired by throngs of people. — Mary 
Shears Roberts, in July St. Nicholas.

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THE KAISER’S VISIT*

Kaiser William has been making a 
visit to his grandmother, the queen of 
England, and has omitted no means to 
make h is importance felt. There is a good 
deal of the brass band in William’s com­
position anyway. His love for the im­
posing andstatuesque much resembles 
that of Napoleon the third of sainted 
memory, save that he has not, up to the 
present, proved himself to be such a con­
summate actor in low comedy parts as 
that gentleman is universally conceded to 
have been. A good deal of the warmth 
of William’s welcome was due to the fact 
that William was on the fireworks com­
mittee himself and insisted that nothing 
but the biggest kind-of rockets should be 
set off. But there is after all a warm feel­
ing of kinship existing between Germany 
and England in these latter days, that 
might well be allowed to slop over a little 
on an occasion like the present. England, 
it has been remarked, is se small and com­
pact a country, with such a strong nation­
al pulse beating out to its very extremities, 
that it can get up the most tremendously 
concentrated and absorbing enthusiasm 
upon a suitable subject at the shortest pos­
sible notice. It is not, therefore, surpris­
ing that, although, since 1814, no less than 
three Czars of Russia, two kings of Prussia 
and two sovereigns of France have visited 
the tight little isle, there should be more 
fuss made over the prodigal grandson than 
over all the rest, and that the fatted calf 
should be slain with the greater zest and 
alacrity.

William has figured in his own specta­
cular style in many gorgeous pageants, but 
he knows now, perhaps for the first time, 
what a real welcome is like. He will not 
be indifferent it may be guessed to En­
gland’s naval greatness as it ministers to 
his reception ; neither will he be indiffer­
ent to the monumental imbecility of the 
British war office, which, by its bungling, 
prevented him from having the pleasure 
of taking part in the proposed grand 
volunteer review at Wimbledon.

The pilgrimage of the haughty young 
kaiser, however, is mainly significant for 
its political aspect. The triple alliance, 
the promulgation of which has lately 
thrown all France into a rage and plunged 
the czar into a fit of the sulks, derives ad­
ditional strength, moral and mental, from 
being obviously backed up by a close 
understanding with England. Though 
the hot Parisian anger is again glowing 
fiercely, the prospect of having to face 
Germany in the field and England on the 
seas, is the best conceivable guarantee 
of peace on the part of France for some 
years to come. Simultaneous, too, with 
the spectacle of England and Germany 
embracing each other, comes one of the 
closest indications possible of the genuine­
ness of the bonds which unite Germany 
and Austria — the combined celebration 
by German and Austrian troops on the 
battlefield of Konnigratz in Bohemia. A 
few years ago in America the conflict at 
Gettysburg was celebrated by the men of 
the south as well as of the north, but 
such a scene until now has been wanting 
on the political stage of Europe.

MR. WILSON’S DEFENCE.

against him in the editorial of Wednes­
day's Gleaner, the perusal of which letter 
we are sure will satisfy any reasonable 
mind of the malignant falsity of the 
charges so preferred. The extreme caution 
with which the editorial aforesaid was 
worded shows conclusively that its writer 
himsfelf had no faith in the truthfulness 
of the statements ; and when we remem­
ber that ever since Mr. Wilson has been 
in public life continuous attacks of ex­
ceeding bitterness have been made upon 
him from time to time in the columns of 
the Gleaner, the cause of which has never 
been understood, but the object of which 
is apparent, no one need wonder at this 
more recent outbreak of bitterness and 
venom against Mr. Wilson.

It is certainly significant that in the 
published procccdinço^ofthe recent ses- 
sfÇfl'bf the council, inwBîch wc a ml ttic 
report of the committee on the secretary 
treasurer’s accounts, embodying the pay­
ments made to the present secretary 
treasurer by Mr. Wilson, and before which 
session the whole matter was discussed, 
no allegation such as is contained in the 
Gleaner appears, nor do we find any reso­
lution placed upon the minutes supporting 
any such allegation. The evident conclu­
sion is that a majority of the members of 
the council could not have regarded Mr. 
Wilson’s conduct in the light in which it 
is viewed by the editor of the Gleaner, 
his life-long enemy.

It will be time enough to heed the rav­
ings of the Gleaner when the representa­
tives of the people themselves have any 
condemnation to pronounce. Mr. Wilson 
could have afforded, we think, to regard 
with silent contempt the despicable ef­
forts to injure his character made by a 
ruined political gamester like Mr. Geo. F. 
Gregory, and others who have no charac­
ters of their own. Men who possess the 
honorable record of Mr. Wilson are per­
fectly secure against the attacks of men 
with the public and private records of 
Geo. F. Gregory and Jas H. Crocket.

A PROMISING VENTURE.

We have it on the authority of the 
editor of the Gleaner that an action has 
been brought by him to recover the sum 
of $16,000 or $18,000 against James Robin­
son, M. P. P., and a like action against 
John O’Brien, M. P. P., for taking their 
seats in the house of ssembly as mem­
bers of the legislature, they being at the 
same time contractors with the govern­
ment, and thereby disqualified from sit­
ting or voting in that capacity. We would 
like to see Jimmy do well. The recovery 
of the amount ought to put him on his 
feet financially after the reverses of the 
past few years. No doubt Messrs. O’Brien 
and Robinson will hasten to fork over the 
penalties at once. The action which the 
virtuous Jimmy has taken, and in which 
G. F. Gregory by a strange coincidence 
figures as attorney, is of course, prompted 
solely by patriotic motives. Roadmaster 
McKay for some reason or other has been 
suspended from his honorable position as 
hostler of the Augean stables,and the man- 
tlehas fallen upon a scavenger of the proper 
sort. It may be that roadmaster McKay 
has been relieved of further duty because 
the work is not in the protest line. 
Nevertheless, we think when a chance to 
make an honest dollar arises the Negro 
Hill patriot should not be ignored.

UNCLE SAM VICTIMIZED.

Whatever may be said of Uncle Sam’s 
merits from a business point of view, he 
cannot be said to be a complete success in 
his domestic and paternal character. He 
has never been able to settle just what he 
ought to do with his negro charges in the 
South, and as to the Indian, the poor man 
knows quite as much about raising an 
Indian as some people know about raising 
an unruly youngster. Every attempt he 
has made to nurse and educate thjg noble 
red man into civilized modes of existence, 
has made Uncle Sam appear more ridicu­
lous in the role of parent than ever. Re­
cently he concluded to civilize the Indians 
by enrolling them in his army as soldiers. 
The red man grumbled a good deal be­
cause he was only allowed one squaw and 
because his rations of benzine were re­
duced to a minimum, but on the whole 
felt very gleeful as he surveyed himself 
in the regulation blue and brass, and as 
lie gathered around the regulation camp- 
kettle, his joy was a thing not only to be 
seen but heard. But alas ! for Uncle Sam 
and his dusky pets. Last week he sent 
sixty of the Chickasaw militia to aid the 
regular troops in Indian Territory to 
eject some 6,000 people who were squat­
ting in the country without permits. Sad 
to relate the red soldiers had become ini­
tiated into the mysteries of the canteen. 
Within twenty-five miles of the point of 
departure they all got drunk and pro­
ceeded to paint the landscape a deep 
crimson hue. It is said that they had, in 
addition to the usual ammunition, a gal­
lon jug on each saddle and a barrel of 
whiskey in the commissary wagon. 
Troops thus armed and possessed of the 
noble Chikasaws’ warlike spirit, could 
hardly fail to be formidable. They shot 
through the farm-house windows as they 
passed by, and chased a pig over a mile of 
ground and finally riddled him with bul­
lets. Becoming inspired with military 
ardor, they next killed a farmer’s horse 
and then stopped a tiller of the soil on 
the road and threatened to shoot him be­
cause he was white. All of which must 
go a long ways to convince Uncle Sam 
that the only reliable Indian is a dead 
one.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

James H. Crockett, nominal editor of 
the Gleaner, takes it upon himself to an­
nounce that it was the editor of The 
Herald who gave Progress the infor­
mation that James H. Hanney, of the St. 
John Gazette, was an editorial contributor 
to that paper. Mr. Crockett jumps at this 
conclusion and like many of his con­
clusions it is entirely erroneous. Whether 
Mr. Hanney is a contributor to the 
Gleaner is not known to the editor of this 
paper, nor has he any interest in ascertain­
ing the fact. Mr. Hanney is an excellent 
writer and is perfectly within his right if 
he chooses to supply brains for the 
Gleaner. Mr. Crockett is of opinion that 
it is a compliment to him that the public 
should suppose that Mr. Hanney, Mr. 
Gregory and Dr. Stockton write his 
editorials. The compliment is a doubtful 
one. It implies that no one believes that 
Mr. Crockett is capable of writing them 
himself.

In ten years more the population of 
Scotland will exceed that of Ireland. The 
contrast between the two countries is a 
striking one, and does not admit of any 
very clear explanation. Ireland has a 
better soil than Scotland ; it is governed 
by the same laws in every material res 
pect; the Irish race is a most prolific one, 
and yet the population is decreasing with 
wonderful rapidity. The decrease of 
course is caused mainly by emigration, 
but emigration is rather the effect than 
the cause of Ireland’s retrogression. One 
explanation, perhaps, is that Irishmen, 
the world over, do not, as a rule, take 
kindly to agriculture ; another is that the 
country has for the past half century been 
cursed with a succession of political 
demagogues who have sown discord and 
dissatisfaction among the people. Other 
causes might be assigned, but these, we 
think, are the principal ones. The follow­
ing table shows the manner in which the 
population of Scotland has increased and 
that of Ireland declined since 1841, when 
the latter attained its greatest height :

1841. 1871. 1891.
Ireland, 8,196,597 5,412,377 4,706,162 
Scotland, 2,620,184 3,360,018 4,033,103

The conservative papers who assumed 
the responsibility of belittling the charges 
made against contractor McGreevy and 
Sir Hector Langevin during the past 
fortnight, are not in the best spirits at 
present. Their alacrity in defending Sir 
Hector and his boodling pets was as ill- 
timed as it was foolish. Whether Owen 
Murphy was a man of indifferent reputa­
tion does not in the least affect the gravity 
of the offence of which Sir Hector and his 
friends were guilty. In the face of Mr. 
Parley's admission that he received gifts 
to the extent of $2,000 from the McGreevy 
gang, no amount of sophistry can efface 
from the public the painful impression 
already produced. Those who are familiar 
with the upright and patriotic character 
which Mr. Tarte has always exhibited as 
a public journalist, know that he is quite 
incapable of making charges of so grave a 
nature as those which he has preferred 
without he had reasonable grounds for so 
doing. That he had such grounds is be­
coming more and more manifest as the 
scandalous details of the Langevin jobbery 
are being brought to light.

A GRAND OLD MAN.

MR. WILSON'S DEFENCE.

The death of Hannibal Hamlin removes 
one of the most noted figures from the 
arena of American politics. Mr. Hamlin’s 
political life extended over a period of 
more than fifty years, and his public 
career was distinguished by ability as 
well as honesty and a truly democratic 
simplicity of habit. Though mixing 
during his whole life with all the pomp 
and display that distinguish the lofty 
stations with which he was identified, he 
never departed from his unaffected man­
ner of life. He paid no attentioh to the 
dictates of fashion, went fishing and 
shooting like one of the people, and 
smoked his corn-cob pipe as freely in the 
corridors of the capitol at Washington as 
in the backwoods of Maine. This quality, 
combined with his robust honesty and 
rugged integrity of character, caused him 
to be almost idolized by the people. His 
life proves what other great lives have 
proved as well : that while the man who 
tries to dazzle the people by haughty dis­
play and foolish affectation may succeed in 
impressing his image upon men’s minds 
it is he alone who is content to be one of 
the plain people.who can fix his likeness 
in their hearts.

It is rather singular that Mr. Hamlin, 
like Adams and Jefferson, should die on 
the 4th of July. He was 82 years of age. 
Death came to him suddenly as he was 
enjoying a social game of cards with all 
the zest of youth among his friends on 
the national holiday. He was to the last 
as vigorous of body as of mind. Long 
will the grandly simple life of “ the old 
Carthagenian,” as he was affectionately 
called, linger in the memory of those who 
love plain, manly worth and uprightness 
of character.

His Clear and " Reply to 
the Gleaner’s Charges.

To the Editor of The Herald.
Sir : —In Wednesday’s Gleaner is to be 

found what purports to be a correct report 
of the proceedings of the recent session 
of the county council of the muni­
cipality of York, and an editorial 
devoted entirely to my conduct as secre­
tary treasurer of York, in which the word 
“vampire” is applied to me, and in which I 
am charged with the appropriation of the 
county funds to my own use. In looking 
over ttir articles that appeared in the 
Gleaner during the construction of the 
water works in this city, and comparing 
them with those of the recent attack, there 
is a strange similarity in-tone and expres­
sion, which is accounted for by the fact 
of the frequent visits of James K. Binder 
during the recent sessions of the council 
to the office of George F. Gregory, Q. C., 
the rendevouz of the Crocket gang, 
whenever they have a contract on hand 
to blacken the character of some one to 
whom they have taken a particular dis­
like.

I was aware that this attack was to be 
made from certain hints recently thrown 
out in the "columns of the Gleaner, and I 
knew that Mr. Black had furnished the 
editor of that paper with the foundation 
material, surcharged with that malignity 
and hate which he has evinced towards 
me during the whole period of my occu­
pancy of the office of secretary treasurer.

It will be noticed by any one who takes 
the trouble to peruse the report of the 
committee on the secretary treasurer’s 
accounts at the recentsession, before whom 
this alleged shortage was discussed, that it 
contains no statement that the payments 
made by me to the present sec. treas. 
since his election to office, were indicative 
of anything like embezzlement or wrong 
doing on my part, notwithstanding the 
fact that a determined effort was made by 
two members of the committee — Binder 
and Fullerton—to incorporate into the 
report an allegation to that effect, and it 
will be further noticed that in the report 
of the proceedings of the council at the 
recent session, no resolution of censure 
upon me is to be found in regard to the 
said payments, which goes to show that 
neither the members of the committee 
nor the council regarded my conduct in 
the light in which it is viewed in the 
Gleaner.

In addition to this, I have the assurance 
of my friends at the board, as well as that 
of members of the council who voted 
against me last January for secretary 
treasurer, that they were satisfied that 
there was nothing intentionally wrong in 
my conduct during the time I held that 
position. Now what are the charges 
made by the Gleaner?

It says there was a deficiency in my ac­
counts in January, 1890, of $122.41, and 
further remarks : “We shall allow that 
this might have been an oversight” in 
connection with which remark I desire to 
say that the printer’s devil could not have 
caught the right meaning of the manus­
cript, for no such concession, to me, could 
have dropped from the pen of any Crocket ; 
and no one would give Mr. Black or Mr. 
Finder, two of the promoters of this attack, 
credit for any such suggestion.

The facts in regard to this item of $122.41 
are these : During the January session of 
the council in 1888, the commmittee, in 
going over my accounts, found an amount 
of a county school draft which had been 
charged twice, and an amount of a bill 
which collector Holyoke had against the 
overseers of the poor in the parish of Kings- 
clear, for supplies, had been wrongly 
charged against that Parish, because he 
(Holyoke) kept it out of the taxes he had 
collected; together with an amount wrongly 
charged as having been paid to George 
Seymor for wood. I do not remember the 
amount of each item, but together they 
made $122.41. ^

I have not access to the report of the 
committee in regard to this $122.41 made 
up as aforesaid, but I think I am safe in 
saying that it stated that these charges 
had been made by mistake.

In making up the account at the close 
of the year 1889 the amount to the credit 
of the county at the clodfe of 1888 was 
taken from the ledger instead of from the 
report of the committee and the $122.41 
was over looked.

The accounts were sent to the auditor 
during that year about the 15th of Decem­
ber and although he detected this omis­
sion he was not the man to call my atten­
tion or that of any of my students to it 
and even went so far, as I am informed, as 
to make the publisher of the report prom­
ise not to show the report to anyone un­
til the session of the council of that year. 
William W. Graham the chairman of the 
committee on my accounts that year and a 
warm friend of Mr Black’s reported this 
matter to the council without asking me for 
one word of explanation in regard thereto, 
although he promised Messrs. Fullerton 
and Mowatt that he would do so before he 
reported. When the report was read I ex 
plained the matter to the council and asked 
for a committee to look into it. The com­
mittee was appointed and after an investi, 
gation reported to the council the facts as I 
have stated them. After the session of 1890 
this amount of $122.41 was placed to the 
credit of the county as was found in the 
accounts submitted at the July session of 
that year. Of course Mr. Black did not 
give the Gleaner this information.

In regard to the amount of $35 paid to 
deputy sheriff Hawthorn, and alleged to 
be a private bill paid by a county cheque, 
the facts are as follows : I had engaged 
Mr. Hawthorn to go-to Boston and serve 
some papers for me, and promised to give 
him some money in advance. When Mr. 
Hawthorn came to the office I was in St. 
John, and there being no private cheques 
in the office signed at the time, and Mr. 
Hawthorn having to go by the next train, 
Mr. Hughes said to Mr. Hawthorn that as 
his salary as gaoler was nearly due, he 
would give him a check on his salary in ad­
vance, and when Mr. Wilson came back 
he would fix it all right. The matter was 
overlooked, however, and my attention 
was not called to it, and when Mr. Haw­
thorn came in for his salary the whole 
amount wras paid to him by one of the 
clerks, who did not know of part of the 
salary being then paid. Mr. Hawthorn, 
of course, thinking that the matter had 
been arranged between myself and the 
county, had me charged with the 
thirty-five dollars. The above statement 
will be corroborated (by Mr. Hughes and 
Mr. Hawthorn.

However, I paid these amounts to Mr. 
Black for which I have his receipt. 
I am charged with having received 
$100 from the overseers of the 
poor of the parish of Canter­
bury, in the case of bastardy, and not 
crediting it. I did not place it in the 
supplementary county accounts which I 
presented to the council in January, 1891, 
for the reason that in my opinion it 
formed no part of the general funds of the 
the county, and I stated to the committee 
on my accounts, that that money wras in 
my hands in addition to the balance to 
the credit of the county at that time, and 
Mr. Goodspeed, a member of the commit­
tee, informed me on Wednesday last, that 
he remomlxucd that I had so stated.

Then there is the item of $60.74, the 
amount of checks not taken into consider­

ation in the settlement when» Mr. Black 
took office. There was a certificate of the 
teller of the Peoples bank attached to the 
account which I submitted in January last, 
of the amount to the credit of the county at 
that bank covering the amount of these 
checks. In the meantime two or three 
small checks had been drawn before I was 
displaced and they are not taken into 
account at the settlement with Mr. Black. 
Mr. Black went to the bank after he was 
elected, had an opportunity of examining 
thg accounts and why did not he, incom­
parable paragon that he is, see that they 
were taken into account in the settlement? 
It may be that he did notice it, but to 
call my attention to it would be to lose an 
opportunity to place an unfair construc­
tion on my conduct. I paid Mr. Black 
the amount of the check, $60.74) When 
I was satisfied that I ought so to do, and 
have his receipt. I received the $157.50 
under the following circumstances: In 
the month of October last, James John­
son, wild land commissioner for Douglas, 
met Robert Bird, collector for Douglas, in 
my office to get this amount of wild land 
tax from Mr. Bird. Mr. Bird informed 
him that he had not yet collected it and 
it was agreed between them that when 
the money Was collected Mr. Bird 
should leave it in my hands for Mr. 
Johnston. Mr. Bird paid me the money 
and I gave Mr. Bird a receipt for it on 
behalf of Mr. Johnston. Mr. Bird made 
his return to which this receipt was at­
tached. Mr. Black immediately wrote to 
Mr. Johnston to account for the money. 
Mr. Johnston came to see me. I offered 
him the money and he said it was too late 
in the season to spend it, and concluded 
to leave it in my hands until it 
was required. I did not credit this 
amount in the county funds for I regarded 
it as a matter entirely between Mr. 
Johnston and myself, and I informed the 
committee on my accounts in January, 
1891, that this money was in my hands 
to which Mr. Binder, the chairman, re­
plied that it was a matter with which the 
committee had nothing to do. I placed 
the money to the credit of Mr. Johnston 
in the Peoples bank, after I was informed 
he gave an order for it.

Alonzo Dow sent in his letter to me a 
draft for $125 on the Nova Scotia bank, 
payable to my order, which I endorsed. 
Mr. Hughes afterwards called my atten­
tion to the letter in which the draft was 
enclosed, in which it was stated that the 
draft was for $225. I directed Mr. 
Hughes to return the draft to Mr. Dow, 
as there was evidently a mistake in draft 
or letter. Mr. Hughes wrote Mr. Dow 
about it, and his letter is now in Mr. 
Black’s office. My attention was not 
again called to the matter until I received 
a letter from Mr. Black stating that Mr. 
Dow had not received credit for the 
amount. It appears that the draft came 
back to my office and was placed in the 
People’s bank on the 13th day of Decem­
ber to the credit of the county by George 
L. Wilson, my other student, but was not 
placed to the credit of the parish in the 
accounts. There was another draft sent 
to me by Mr. Dow for $140 by George 
Hoyt, of Prince William, in Nov., 1890, 
that did not reach my office until Feb., 
1891, a month after I was displaced from 
office, and which was transferred to Mr. 
Black, and I wonder this has not been 
seized upon as another instance of wrong 
doing on my part.

No reference is made to it for the rea­
son that the blame must rest on other 
shoulders. I received a letter from Mr. 
Black dated June 16th last, in regard to 
the jury warrants referred to. I immed 
iately looked into the matter and found 
that the warrant issued Jan. 12th, 1889, 
for $40.50, had not been credited and that 
the warrant issued June 11th, 1889, for 
$192.80, was credited in the accounts less 
$70.00. The jury list upon which the 
warrant was issued for $40.50, discloses 
the fact that only two jurors were paid at 
the time when it was sent down to the 
auditor general, and it may be that as the 
amount of the jury fees was not paid out 
of the funds of the county at the time the 
warrant was issued, the amount of the 
warrant was not credited. With reference 
to the mistake of $70 in crediting the war­
rant of June 11th, 1889, for $192.80,1 have 
to say that it was merely a clerical error 
which occurred in entering it in the 
book, and to which my attention had not 
been directed until I received Mr. Black’s 
letter, and this fact will be corroborated 
by either of the students at that time in 
my office. To say that the mistakes in 
regard to these warrants were purposely 
made is to say i.hat I was extremely anx­
ious to do that which was almost certain 
of being discovered sooner or later from 
the fact that the correct amounts paid the 
county for juries by the provincial govern­
ment are at the end of every year pub­
lished like other disbursments in the re­
port of the auditor general, which reports 
have always been open to the inspection 
of the auditor, the committee on the 
secretary treasurer’s accounts and to the 
public.

The county, however, did not get credit 
for these amounts at the time the warrants 
were issued, and therefore, I added 
interest at the rate of five per cent, the 
rate the count)' had to pay on over­
drawn accounts, and I handed the full 
principal and interest to the present 
secretary treasurer.

The statement made to the effect that I 
presented a bill for $101 from Ellis, 
Robertson & Co. in addition to the 
amount of $84.45 charged in the accounts 
for forms supplied to the clerk of the 
peace, and that it was another account, is 
absolutely false. The forms for the clerk 
of the peace do not come through the 
secretary treasurer’s hands,but are ordered 
by the clerk of the peace himself,and when 
the bill of $101 came to hand, I did not 
know whether it was^up extra bill, in­
cluding the $84.45, or not, and’ so 
stated to the committee ; and I also 
stated that although the amount, 
$84.45, had been charged in the accounts, 
it had not been paid to Ellis, Robertson 
& Co. because of the doubts I had about 
the bills ; and therefore the whole matter 
was left to Mr. Black and myself to in­
vestigate before I should pay the money to 
them. Mr. Black says he came to my 
office, time and time again, to get the 
matter arranged. If Mr. Black did come to 
my office, as he says,very often on this busi­
ness, he must have come at some time 
either before or after office hours, or when 
he was sure not to find anyone in ; for I 
say here, plainly and without any quali­
fication, that Mr. Black never spoke to 
me about the bills until he spoke through 
a member of the legal firm of Black, 
Jordan & Bliss, threatening to sue the 
county for the amount of the claim if it 
was not paid at once.

The Gleaner makes mention of the fact 
that the bill in question was sent to a 
lawyer for collection, but fails to give the 
name of the lawyer, and also most care­
fully neglects to state that Mr. Black was 
appointed with me to examine into the 
matter, but signally failed in his duty, 
and before the investigation took place 
threatened through a member of his own 
law firm to sue the account he was called 
upon to examine, and thus sought to 
throw the blame upon my Shoulders.

The matter was all threshed out before 
the committee on my accounts during the 
session of January, 1891, and in their re­
port if I remember correctly no such 
charge was made as is contained in the 
Gleaner. It will also be remembered that 
some members of the county council took

strong grounds against the payment of 
any such bills for forms for the use of the 
clerk of the Peace, claiming that the pro­
vincial government ought to supply these 
forms at their own expense, which is 
another reason, as every member of the 
council knows, for the delay in the settle­
ment of this matter.

I have now gone over in detail all the 
charges made against me in the Gleaner, 
and I am willing to leave it to any un- 
prqudiced mind to say whether, in view 
of the explanations I have here given, I 
am open to the charge of appropriating 
the public funds to ray own uses. If I 
were desirous of referring to my own 
private affairs during my term of 
office as secretary treasurer, it would be a 
very simple matter to show that at the 
time when each of these mistakes occur­
red I had money to mÿ own credit in the 
People’s bank of New Brunswick ; and 
that although poor enough, I was not 
driven by scarcity of private funds to em­
bezzle the money belonging to the county, 
as hinted in the Gleaner.

That mistakes have occurred in my ac­
counts during my term of office, I do not 
deny, but that they were intentionally 
made for the purpose of defrauding the 
county, I do deny. During my whole 
term of office, as secretary treasurer, 
Mr. Black would never call my attention 
to any errors in the accounts, although 
they were in his hands generally a month 
before the council met, but would call 
Jas. K. Finder’s attention to them and he, 
always actuated, no doubt, by a strong de­
sire for the public good, would impart the 
information to the other members of the 
council for the purpose of poisoning their 
minds against me.

The explanation which I gave before 
the county council on Tuesday last with 
reference to the above items, was not fully 
reported in the columns of the Gleaner, 
and what was reported, contained nothing 
but misrepresentations ; and not only this, 
but the remarks of some of the council­
lors in regard to me and my position, were 
distorted faraway from the truth, as I am 
since informed by these councillors them­
selves.

I have been unavoidably many times 
called away from my office on business, 
and at such times, as every man must 
know who has a business, the work of 
the office was unavoidably left in the 
hands of others, and it is no wonder that 
many things would be done in the routine 
business without my knowledge unless 
my attention was directly called to them.

The experience of Mr. Black who, in 
my opinion is one of the instigators of 
this attack upon me, ought to confirm 
this. He was once upon a time deputy 
secretary treasurer and as such was largely 
responsible for the transactions of the 
county’s business, and in Mr. Rainsford’s 
absence had charge of the office, and yet 
notwithstanding his vigilance and incom­
parable business methods, his own pub­
lished report on the county accounts of 
1885 discloses the fact that the county 
treasury was relieved of upwards of 
$3,000 right under his nose, which sum 
has never been paid, and never will be. 
I will refer the editor of the Gleaner and 
Mr. Black, and their assistants, to page 
104 of the auditor’s report of 1885, where 
they will find food for thought and 
material for one or more editorials and 
the present secretary treasurer will find 
information there to enable him to deter­
mine how the county funds were handled 
under his supervision. But then, I sup­
pose, to allow $3,000 to be pilfered under 
one’s own nose, shows the financier ; to 
omit to credit $40, the amount of a jury 
warrant, shows the thief.

Now, how does the case stand against 
me in the light of a truthful presentation 
of the facts ?

The amount of $122.41 was considered 
settled by the council at the July session,
1890.

The item of wild land tax, $157.50, and 
bastard money, $100, formed no part of 
the county funds, and were accounted for 
in my report to the council in January,
1891.

The omission of the $60.74 of outstand­
ing cheques from the settlement with Mr. 
Black at the time I handed over to him 
the books and moneys was as much his 
fault as mine, as he was personally present 
in the office and assisted the student in 
calculating the balance due the county 
from me, upon which calculation I have 
the following receipt :
$381.77. Fredericton, Jan’y 24th, 1851.

RECEIVED from William Wilson the 
sum of three hundred and eighty-one 
dollars and seventy-seven cents, balance 
of county monies in his hands to this date 
as per account rendered this day in full.

JOHN BLACK,
Secy .-Treasurer, York.

Mr. Black took away the cheque book 
containing the stubs, corresponding to the 
cheques included in this amount of $60.74, 
and the bank book containing the balance 
corresponding with the bank certificate.

There remained then the following four 
amounts for the omission of which from 
the public accounts some slight degree of 
indirect responsibility may be saddled 
upon me by my enemies, viz :

A. O. Dow, draft.....................$125.00
Jury warrant..................... • 40.50
Shortage in 2nd jury warrant, 70.00
J. B. Hawthorne, salary, . . 35.00
Aggregating an indebtedness of $270.00, 

but on the other side of the account there 
is an amount of $100 justly due me for 
services as secretary treasurer in the re­
vision of the electoral lists in the fall of 
1890, which the council have refused to 
pay, while on the other hand I have dis­
charged the claim against me when called 
upon so to do to the utmost farthing, with 
interest added.

The statement that I was dismissed 
from office because of failure to account 
for the funds intrusted to my charge is 

•not correct, as every one acquainted with 
the facts knows. Let us see how it was 
managed. The first step was to get a 
committee appointed on my accounts 
from whom I never could expect a fair 
report. This was all arranged before the 
election of warden. And who composed 
this committee ? James K. Finder, 
Spencer Inch, Luke Lawson, William AV. 
Graham and Luther Goodspeed, every 
one of whom, except Mr. Goodspeed, 
was pledged and determined to dis­
place me at all hazards. Mr. Law- 
son afterwards gave place to Mr. 
Lawrence. My accounts were submitted, 
and for two whole days the committee 
examined those accounts, with the as­
sistance of the then auditor, Mr. Black’s 
fair (?) comments thereon. Simultane­
ously with the submission of the accounts 
the canvass against me commenced and 
continued for two whole days, during 
which time every conceivable device was 
employed.to defeat me; and Mr. James 
K. Finder even went so far as to inform 
Mr. Kinghorn that he was told by an 
alderman of the city of Fredericton that I 
was seen stealing wood from the court 
house for use in my own office. George J. 
Colter was sent for, George F. Gregory 
was at work, James S. Neill took a hand 
and then the Crocket’s, young and old, 
swarmed in and out the doors of the 
council room like rats around the port 
holes of a sinking ship.

The canvass was made entirely upon 
political grounds and on account of per­
sonal hate. I had thirteen votes up to 2 
o'clock on AVeilnesday. The council ad­
journed for an hour on that afternoon and 
during that time Mr. Calhoun, one of my

supporters, suddenly changed his mind. 
AVhat caused the change perhaps J. S. 
Neill could tell. It is said that Calhoun’s 
butter brought a higher price than any 
in the market this season, and he 
was in immediate demand for census 
enumerator, which position he eventually 
obtained, and it is well known who had 
the bestowal of that position. I was 
voted out, and the result was immediately 
hailed as a political victory for the op­
ponents of the local government.

Ever since my displacement,preparations 
were in progress for the present attack and 
what motive is at the bottom of it? Is it 
a desire to see the county business con­
ducted more thoroughly? No! Its pro­
moters have been actuated by a spirit of 
revenge ; James K. Finder wants revenge 
because I would not give him the bye 
road money of Southampton without 
orders from the commissioners ; the 
Crocket’s, because they think I have had 
a hand in the displacement of their 
father ; John Black, because the govern­
ment of which I am a supporter, dis­
placed him as engrossing clerk, and he 
was further actuated by a desire to injure 
me in the eyes of the people of the 
county, for opportunities to do which he 
has ever been on the alert.

But then we should not wonder at these 
attacks in the columns of the Gleaner. 
There has been no change in the tone of 
its columns. It charged me in 1883 with 
going to the bank and getting $15,000 on 
false pretences. It charged the attorney 
general time and time again with pecu­
lation of the public funds. It charged F. 
P. Thompson with robbing his aunt and 
widow of the late John Pickard M. P. It 
attacked the late Mr. McPeake in a most 
shameful manner and as long as strength 
of mind and power of limb are given to 
him who regulates the tone of its columns 
it will continue on in its appointed work 
of endeavoring to ruin those who become 
the objects of its vituperation.

Appointment of parish officers for several 
parishes since the annual session were con­
firmed.

Coun. Rowley presented report of audit 
committee on the secretary treasurer’s 
books, showing the accounts corresponded 
with the report and submitted by that 
official. Report adopted.

The amount of $16 was granted for jury 
fees for laying out Booken road. Adopted.

On motion coun. Nason, that the parish 
of New Maryland be advanced the sum of 
$150 for support of poor, the same to be re­
funded from next year’s assessment. 
Adopted.

Ex-coun. Henry Sloat was heard before 
the board regarding the W. B. Christie de­
linquent lists.

Coun. Everett submitted the names of a 
number of parish officers for parish of 
Kingsclear.

Coun. Lawson from committee on public 
accounts submitted report of certain bills as 
correct, other bills were referred to council 
for their consideration, and a number of 
bills were rejected. The report was received 
and adopted.

An account of $5.00 for 125 highway acts 
sent to secretary treasurer came before the 
board and was thrown out.

Coun. Nason submitted report of a com­
mittee appointed to meet with the adminis­
tration of justice. f'-

Committee of the city reported regarding 
rental of certain lands. Reports received, 
and the committee continued, to report 
next year.

Coun. Kinghorn for committee on ad­
ministration of justice submitted report 
which was adopted.

Secretary treasurer drew the attention of 
the council to the law passed at the last ses­
sion of the assembly whereby persons are 
allowed to vote without having their taxes 
paid. Certain amendments were made in 
the law of which notice would be sent to 
the several collectors.

Coun, Fullerton presented report from 
committee on the secretary treasurer’s ac­
counts, making certain recommendations. 
On motion the report was adopted.

Mr. Goodspeed said he had signed the re­
port because he thought a member of a 
committee should sign a report if on the 
face of it, it was a statement of actual facts. 
There was nothing in the report by which 
the council was losing any money, and he 
had no objection to the items referring to 
Mr. Wilson being published in this way.

Coun. Finder said he had the belief that 
the bond of the secretary treasurer should 
not have been handed over until all the 
matters were entirely adjusted. Coun. Mc­
Nally referred to reports circulated regard­
ing the voting out of the late secretary 
treasurer and held the items should appear 
in the report, and that it was well the bond 
had not been returned.

Coun. Kinghorn presented a resolution 
regarding the floating of certain debentures 
to take up outstandsng debentures. A com­
mittee consisting of warden, secretary 
treasurer and Coun. Kinghorn was appoint­
ed to look after the matter.

Mr. Wilson on the motion of Coun. Good- 
speed was heard before the board. Mr. Wil 
son said he had receipts for these amounts 
from present secretary treasurer, and ex­
plained the cause of the different items, and 
reasons why they had not been credited in 
the accounts.

Couns. Finder and Kinghorn further dis­
cussed the question.

Couns. Finder presented names of certain 
parish officers for Southampton. Adopted.

Council adjourned until 10 o’clock Wed­
nesday morning.

Wednesday.
Council opened at 2.30
Secretary treasurer Black said that he was 

asked by Mr. Reed to pay a demand respect­
ing the agricultural society. Conn. King­
horn moved that it be referred to tne com­
mittee. of public accounts.

This was not a matter affecting the past 
secretary treasurer accounts. It was a cer­
tificate issued by the county and drawing 5 
per cent interest.

Coun. Rowley also spoke to the matter.
Coun. Kinghorn moved, seconded by 

Coun. Nason that a committee of three be 
appointed to ddbl with it. Carried.

Following is the committee : Couns. King­
horn, Rowley, Finder.

Secretary treasurer Black read a com­
munication from the board of Victoria 
Hospital. Received and placed on file.

Coun. Everitt, read a communication re­
specting ferry privileges on the river as fol­
lows :

Whereas, Enoch Lunt, of the parish of 
Bright, lias made application for a lease of 
the ferrying privileges at Crock’s point and 
a license to operate a ferry across the St. 
John river, between the said point, and Mc­
Kinley’s in Hie parish of Kingsclear.

Resolved, that the said application be 
complied with and a lease and license be 
granted the said Enoch Lunt for the period 
of five years upon the payment of seven 
dollars and forty cents. Carried.

Moved by Coun. Lawrence that $16 be 
paid in Douglas for laying out roads. Car­
ried.

Moved by Coun. Nason that $150,00 be 
allowed for poor in New Maryland and 
passed.

Coun. Kinghorn spoke to this matter. He 
said that New Maryland would have the 
benefit of an overdraw from the banks.

Coun. Fisher said that New Maryland was 
not indebted to the county ; and those par­
ishes that were behind $600 or more did not 
pay interest, and he did not think New 
Maryland would.

Coun. Fullerton asked that certain names 
be added to list of officers for Stanley, viz : 
William Logan, pound keeper, in place of 
Samuel Blair, and Thomas Sanson, overseer 
of poor in place of Daniel Elliot in Stanley.

Coun. Inch asked that Henry Sloat be 
heard before the board. Mr. Sloat said that 
he went to Mr. Burtt and asked him to 
help overhaul the auditor’s report and 
found it as reported. Mr. Christie’s son of­
fered $66 to settle the matter. We settled 
and agreed to take the money. Mr. Christie 
after this collected $20, but Mr. Wilson re­
fused to accept this. He said he understood 
that Mr. Christie paid Mr. Wilson $20 and 
Mr. Ingraham $20. Found our lists were 
illegal, and told Mr. Bird that we had bet­
ter do something about it. Visited Mr. 
Wilson. Thought then that we were to get

the benefit of the $20, but this was not so, 
it was not in the auditor’s account.

Thursday's Proceedings.
Coun. Finder moved : Whereas, the us­

ual course hitherto pursued by the repre­
sentatives of the county of allowing out 
of the bye-road grant the sum of $3,000 to 
the municipal council for expenditure upon 
the bye-roads in the county, has not been 
followed this year, but the control of the 
expenditure has been retained by the county 
representatives in their own hands.

Resolved, That in the opinion of the 
councillors the change is not in the interests 
of the public services, by reason of the more 
intricate knowledge of the local require­
ments of the several parishes possessed by 
the members of the council. »

After some little discussion the motion 
was passed.

Resolved that Wm, Henry be appointed 
collector of rates for the parish of Prince 
William.

Resolved that a committee be appointed 
to ascertain from the members of the 
county the amount of account of bye-roads 
and also to which parish said advances had 
been made during the last five years, with a 
view to having the amount paid to com­
missioners over and above the amount paid 
in by the government $307.77.

Coun. Finder moved a bye-law respecting 
the running at large of cattle in Campbell 
settlement. Passed.

Resolved that Wm. Christie be exoner­
ated as collector. Passed.

Coun. Kinghorn called the attention of 
the board to a motion passed at last session 
respecting wood used in the clerk of the 
peace and other offices.

Coun. Goodspeed brought up the assess­
ment of Marysville and asked for its con-, 
sidération.

Coun. Kinghorn moved that the board 
fill vacancy caused by the removal from 
the county of Robert Scott a valuator, 
respresenting North Lake, Canterbury, 
Southampton and Dumfries, passed.

Moved by Coun. S. Inch that the following 
delinquents exempted in 1891 be compelled 
to pay the amounts set against their respec­
tive names. John Harrigan, sr., Jos. All- 
bright and Campbell Jewett.

Moved by Coun. Scott that Wm. A. 
Gaunce be valuator in room of Robt. Scott. 
Being an assessor he was not elligible, and 
E. H. Estey, Millville was appointed to the 
vacancy.

Adjourned sine die.

The grand lodge, I.O.G.T., was in session 
at the temperance hall this week.

The committee on the state of the order 
renorted an increase in the number of lodges 
ol 17, and a net gain of 1,081 in member­
ship.

June is the name that all will readily 
think of when they read the history of 
the goddess Juno. In this month she 
seemed, from all accounts, to be greatly 
worshipped.

July is in honor of the great Roman, 
Caius Julius Ccesar, who was bom at this 
season of the year.

August was named in honor of the 
great Roman emperor, Augustus Cæsar.

September was the seventh month of 
the Roman year, as they commenced with 
March, and consequently derived its 
name from the Latin word, septem, mean­
ing seven.

October being the eighth month of the 
year, derives its name from octo, meaning 
eight.

November is from novem, meaning 
nine. '

December is from the Latin word, de­
cern, ten, it being the tenth month of the 
Roman year.

THE KHEDIVA OF EGYPT.
