The
oxport of horses to the United States
has grown to be a very large trade in
this Island, and is yearly growing more
important, and we are happy to learn
that, notwithstanding the extensive
shipments which have taken place theso
last fow years, the supply next year
will fully equal the demand while,
thanks to the imported blood, the
animals will be of finer class.
