The author divides his 
work into two parts, of which the 
first deals with books in manuscript 
while the second treats of the earlier 
printed books. The first part ie 
subdivided Into four sections, where, 
in the making of books in the mon­
asteries, some libraries of t^e manu, 
script period, the leaking of 
books in tbe early universities, 
and the book trade in the manu­
script period are respectively de­
scribed. Three subdivisions char­
acterize the second part of this 
valuable volume, qnd thege treat in 
order of the Renaissance as the fore­
runner of the printing-press^ the in­
vention of printing and the work of 
the first printers of Holland and 
Germany, and the printer-publish­
ers of Italy from 1464 to 1600. A 
preface and a scholarly introductory 
lead the reader to thcTinitial chapter 
of the book proper. Mr. Putnam’s 
description of (the making of books 
in the monasteries U 8 very com­
plete and exhaustive one, covering 
no less than 130 of the large pages 
of this volume. Here we have told 
us the literary labors of Cassiodorus 
apd 8t. Ifenedict, the work of the 
earlier monastic sorihfr and of the

cal eroibes. The terms used’— this 
work are noted and explained ; the 
literary labors of §t. Columba, the 
àpos le to Caledonia, are reviewed ; 
thp manner jp which the medieval 
nuns acted as scribes for the produc­
tion of books in manuscript is told, 
and the monkish Chroniclers are 
not overlooked. The work and in- 
: uenço of the scriptorium, the liter­
ary monks of England, the earlier 
monastic schools, the continental 
Benedictines, and the monastic 
libraries, with their ariapgemento 
fqr their interchange of manuscript 
books, are all set before the reader 
in subdivisions of various length.

frequently considered, in the light
of separate and independent works, 
and were transcribed and circulated 
separately." St. Colnmba’s mem­
orable controversy with S . Finnian 
for the possession of a copy of the 
Psalter, his conneclim with the 
“ Book of Kel1?,” hie retirement to 
Iona, whence went “ scholarly teach 
era to France and Germany whose 
influence was important in giving a 
new direction to the work of later 
generations of monks," and the 
fame that attaches to him as 
bard or poet »11 find mention tn 
these pages, where we ’ read that 
“the Cburoh had preserved the 
poets, and poetry became the faith­
ful handmaid of the Church.” “The 
rule of St. Radegonde, who required 
all the nuns in her convents to de­
vote two hours each day to study, 
is instanced 8* a proof that the 
monasteries did not monopolize all 
medieval learning, and of the nuns 
as scribes, it is asserted that “ it is 
difficult to estimate too highly the 
extent of the services rendered by 
these feminine hands to learning and 
to history during the Middle Ages. 
They brought to the work a dex. 
terity, an elegance of attainment 
and an assiduity which the monks
themselves could not attain, and 
some of the most beautiful speci 
mens of vpligraphy which have been 
preserved from the middle, ages are 
the work of the nuns#^

It was not alone as transcribers, 
that the medieval monks benefited 
the world ; they rendered most val­
uable services by recording the an­
nals of their times, Mr, Putnam in­
forms us ; and he supports hie state­
ments in this matter by the testi­
mony of Marsham, a Protestant 
writer, who says that without tbp 
monks Englishmen would have been 
as ignorant as children of their his­
tory.

the Psalter, the Prophets 
and the Epistles, and, in addition, 
did a large amount ef original com­
position and compilation. Of the 
literary influence of St. Benedict 
we are informed, upon the authority 
of Mr. J. W. Clarke, that “ wher- 
ever a Benedictine house arose, or a 
monastery of any pne of the Orders, 
which were but offshoots from the 
Benedictine.tree, books were multi­
plied and a library came into ex­
istence, small indeed at first, but in 
creasing year by year, till the 
wealthier houses had gathered to­
gether collections of books that 
would do credit to a iqodern uni­
versity." In noting the encourage­
ment given by Gregory the Great 
to literature m his day, the charges 
sometimes brought against him as 
Pope, of having destroyed the an­
cient Roman monuments and burned 
the Palatine Library, with others, 
are refuted, upon the authority of 
Montalambert, and due credit is be­
stowed upon Isidore, Bishop of Se­
ville, for his contributions to con­
temporary literature. And not 
alone the monks of this period, but 
also tbe members of the secular 
priesthood, acted as scribes, and did 
this to such an extent that, as we 
read, *f for a number of centuries, 
outside of Italy, it was very ex­
ceptional for anygdocuments or for 
any correspondence to be written 
by other than the clergy." In ex­
plaining the terms used by these 
àarlier scribes, Mr. Putnam notes 
the fact that during the first parts 
of the Middle Ages the Scriptures 
were not called Biblia, but Biblio- 
theos, and he says that “ It was evi­
dently the ease that, for centuries 
after the aooeplanee of the Oanon, 
the several divisions or books of 
which the I^ible consists were still

... Mi
of thsir-eity.^ umi rémis.—'The relig­
ious character of the work of the 
scriptorium, the pâture of that 
work, the manner in which it was 
done, the difficulties which the less 
wealthy monasteries experienced of 
procuring parchment—whence came 
the palimpsests of the twelfth, thir­
teenth and fourteenth centuries, and 
many other details of the work of 
the scriptorium, are all alluded to 

these pages, and of the in­
fluence of the eoriptorium one of the 
most important features is pro­
nounced to be the discoveries made 
by the monastic scholars of the 
fraudulent character of certain his­
toric documents, such, for example, 

the Constantine Donations, the 
Isidorio Decretals, etc. The En­
glish monks are^said tft have been 
slower than their Celtic brethren 
in accepting the influence of literary 
ideals, and it was only through the 
activity and encouragement of the 
latter that they were induced to em­
brace and act upon it. Among the 
Anglo-Saxon moo.s who attained 
literary repute are named Oædman, 
Cynewulf, St. Wilfred, St. Cuth- 
bert, Bishop Benedict, Ooelfried, 
Aldhem, Asser. Richard of Wen- 
dover, Alouin and many more. Tbe 
individuals who imagine that ele­
mentary schools first came into ex­
istence somewhere hereabouts and 
something like a couple of centuries 
ago, would do well to remember the 
passage. “ At a time when neither 
loeil nor national governments," 
writes Mr. Putnam, '* had assumed 
any responsibilities in connection 
with elementary education, and when 
the municipalities were too ignorant, 
and in many cqses too poor, to 
make provision for the education of 
the ohiidreD, the monks took up the 
task as a part of the regular rou­
tine of their duty. The rale of St. 
Benedict had, in fact, made express 
provision for the education of chil­
dren." And although our author, 
conformably to the character of his 
work, dwells most upon the fact that 
the e eailier monastic schools be- 
oan e great publishing centres, in­
cidentally he also mentions the 
great services they rendered to the 
cause of popular education.

speaking of public libraries our 
author informs us that only one of 
those of antiquity, the Imperial 
Library of Constantinople, was iu 
existence in the Middle Agee. The 
first ef the medieval public libraries, 
which drew their supplies from the 
monastic ones, were known as 
cathedral libraries from the fact 
that they were in churches. St 
Mark’s of Venice, the cathedral 
library of Veroelli, the Camaldnel- 
sian library of Florence, with sever- 

ethers, are mentioned as being 
among the earliest and moat notable 
of the medieval pnblio libraries, and 
several private oolleotiona are also 
named. A special chapter is de­
voted to the making of books, dur. 
ing the manuscript period, in the 
universities, like those of Bologna, 
Padua, Paris, Prague, Vienna and 
other places, and of these institu­
tions it ig stated that "an important 
reason for the very large member 
ship of the universities of the Middle 
Ages as compared wi th their success­
ors of to-day, is to be found in the 
fact that they undertook to supply 
not only the higher education 
which belongs to the present uni­
versity curriculum, but also the 
training now furnished by the gym­
nasia or high schools, which were 
at that time not in existence. The 
lethal effect of the Reformation up­
on literature is briefly spoken of, 
and in the concluding chapter of the 
first portion of his able work our 
author describes how the book 
trade was carried on daring the 
manuscript period, showing how 
that trade was introduced from 
Rome$ which originslly monopoliz- 

it, into Gaul and other lands. 
This chapter abounds in interest­
ing information. There is mention 
made of g. number of the earlier

ren, and that, the Government^ 
therefore, should see to it that the 
voluntary sohoois are maintained in 
an efficient condition.

The right honorable 
gentleman, in concluding his paper, 
contends that the Government, 
should give the educational queetioe 
its early attention, and then be Hde 
—and his words migh| be well 
listened to by many people in this 
land—“ but if every attempt to pro- 
mote the reform and development 
necessary for the progress of edu­
cation is to be received in the spirit 
of party politicians, and to be reok- 

y thwarted for the sake ol a 
party victory, and if the difficulties 
which have been pointed out are to 
be made greater still by the igfusiou 
of sectarian and religious animosity, 
it is very improbable that a system 
of education can be "established 
which will enable the workers of 
England to compete on Air terms 
with their foreign rivais.*1 This ie 
an illusion to the faet that, as he 
shows in his article, the English 
agriculturists, owing to defective 
education Jiave already been beaten 
by the farmers of Normandy, Bel­
gium, Holland and Denmark, while 
the English folk dwelling in manu­
facturing districts, for the same 
season, are continually struggling a- 
gainst foreign competition.—Sacred

Education in England.

A very interesting portion of Mr- 
Putman’s pages ie that which de­
scribes the manner in which the 
medieval libraries exchanged books, 
and our non-Catholio friends- who 
are so fond of speaking of “ the 
chained Bible ” are referred to the 
statement that the custom °f 
oaring precious books by ohsine 
which prevailed in the monastic 
libraries, did originate with these, 
inasmuch as “ Eusebius mentions 
that the Roman senate in the time 
of Claudios ordered the treatise of 
Philo Judaeus on the Impiety of 
Caligula to he chained in the lib­
rary as a famous monument. ”

The Right Honorable Sir John E. 
Gorst contributes to the current 
: orth American Review a paper on 

The Prospects of Education in 
Bngland,” his subject, doubtless, 
having been suggested to him by 
the efforts put forth by the Angli- 
oaas and some Catholics, with 
others, to secure a larger share of 
the educational funds for what are 
called in England voluntary sohoois, 
institutions corresponding to our 
private parochial schools. The 
right honorable gentleman appears 

favor himself the extinction of 
the latter class of sohoois, by their 
absorption into the school board 
system, akin to our public school 
system. He admits, though, that 
this change is not likely to take 
plaee in England, and in giving 
reasons therefor he acknowledges 
that one obstacle to such a plan lies 
in the fact that in the boroughs 
tie school board system does not 
cover the educational field, inasmuch 
as more than forty per cent, of the 
children in the district are found in 
the 'voluntary schools. He seea a 
second obstacle to the proposed 
ohange iu " the religious sentiment 
of a considerable number of the 
people." It seems according to his 
statements, that in the board 
schools there is taught a species of 
religion which he designates as 
’< Uudenominationalism,” and de­
scribes as consisting “ of so much 
of the doctrines of Christianity aa 
do not conflict with the tenets of 
any particular church or sect" 
This sort of religious instruction, 
which over here would be called 

non-sectariaism, ” he declares to 
be satisfactory to tlle nonconform­
ists generally, for the reason that it 
differs little from what they were 
accustomed to teach in their de­
nominational schools. It is also ac­
ceptable, he adds, to “ the parents 
of the children who are nsually in­
different to the particular doctrine 
which is taught tq their children ” ; 
hut it Mis objected to by a consider­
able section of the church of Eng­
land, by the Roman Catholics, pos­
sibly by a few bodies of religious 
dissenters, and by the Jews. It 
will be seen from’ the foregoing 
statements of Sir John Gorst that 
the educational situation in Eng­
land possesses not a few points of 
touch with that of our own country.

The annual general meeting of 
the Archbishops and Bishops of Ire­
land was held in St Patrick’s Col­
lege, Maynootb, on October 13th 
and 14th. In a statement on. the 
University question they protected 
against the injustice with which the 
Irish Catholics have hern treated in 
the matter of education. In Ireland 
there are but two Univeieity Insti­
tutions worthy of the name—Trinity 
College, Dublin, and the Queen’s 
College, Belfast. The total number 
qf students enrolled in these institu­
tions is 1,500, and out of that num­
ber less than 100 are Catholioa, the 
remainder being Protestants of 
the Disestablished Church or Pres­
byterians. They conclude by 
praying for redress for their griev­
ances en this question. In re­
gard to the bill for legalis­
ing marriage with a deceased wife'e 
sister they say: “The Archbish­
ops and Biahope of Ireland, having 
considered the Bill which was 
brought before Parliament in the 
last Session in reference to marriage 
with a deceased wife’s sister, beg to 
request that the Irish Catholic 
Peers in the House of Lords, and 
the Catholic members of Parlia­
ment, and members representing 
Ci.tholio constituencies in the House 
of Commons, will give their most 
strenuous opposition at all future 
stages to that measure, which would 
set the law of the land in opposition

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Our Foreign Trade.

The offletiil returns of exports and 
Imports for the fiscal year ending June 
30th. show a gratifying increase in the 
foreign trade of Canada of 914,600,000. 
This is a very rapid advance and speaks 
well for our commercial progress. Oar 
imports were 97,200,000 more than in 
the previous year, showing that we are 
able to purchase that increased amount 
of commodities, while our exports were 
97,300,000, or about enough to enable 
ns to pay for our enlarged purchases. 
Considering the unfavorable conditions 
that have existed in other countries 
this is something to be proud of. 4 
feature of the statement which must 
cause us to reflect is the comparative 
sales and purchases to and from Great 
Britain and the United States respect­
ively. Last year Great Britain in­
creased her purchases of Canadian 
goods from 961,866,900 to 966 689,263. 
On the other hand, the United States 
bought less from Canada, its imports of 
our goods declining from 941,297,676 to 
939,760,201. For every 939.75 that the 
United States buys from ns England 
purchases 966,69, notwithstanding that 
she is separated from us by three 
thousand miles of ocean and that her 
population is -only forty millions com­
pared'with the seventy millions in the 
United states. Canada

—when smitten on one cheek to turn 
the other ; for, while our purchases 
from Britain increased by 91,840,000, 
those from the United States increased 
by 93,940,000, and the total of our im­
ports of British goods amounted only 
to 932,979,742, while our imports of 
United States goods amounted to $58, 
674.024. JThia discrepancy is due to the 
fact that we import from the United 
States certain classes of oomipoditiee 
that are not produced in England, or in 
which England cannot compete with 
the United States. These are principal­
ly the raw materials of manufactures, 
and whatever classification and duties 
we might adopt the result could scaicaly 
be otherwise unless we remove the pro­
tectionist features from our tariff and 
thereby give more favored admission 
to the manufactured articles in which 
England excella.—Ottawa Otisen.

We have always objected to measuiv 
ing a country's business by i.ta foreign 
trade, since in any well-regulated 
country the domestic trade is far great, 
er and far more profitable, Bnt. even

measured by the Cobdenite standard of 
its foreign trade, Canada shows satis 
factory developments under its present 
fiscal policy. In 1873 our total foreign 
trade amounted to 9217,000,000, out of 
which our imports amounted to 9128, 
000,000,—some 39,000,000 more than our 
exports. Then our grit friends came 
in with their wonderful ideas of •• free 
trade, and their still more wonderful 
ideas of how to "expand” trade by 
killing our domestic industry. The re 
suit was that in their last fiscal year 
(1878-9) onr foreign trade had fallen 
to 8153,456,000, our imports still ex­
ceeding our exports bv $10,009,000, 
Then came the National Policy—the 
policy which our wise friends of the 
grit faith said could not fail to utterly 
ruin any foreign trade we possessed, 
by the " burdens ” and “ restrictions 
which that terrible policy was said to 
impose. Well, after eighteen years of 
this policy, during which we have more 
than doubled our domestic trade, and 
during which the prices of all staple 
articles of import and export have 
fallen tremendously, we find our for- 
eig trade to amount in value to 8239, 
024,000, of which 8121,013,000 was ex­
ports and 8118,011,000 imports. The 
libère! conservatives, therefore, hand 
over the country at the end of thi 
regime with a foreign trade $86,000 
greater in valne than it was when 
took office,—and notwithstanding 
great increase in domestic manu­
factures, and the great fall in values to 
which we have alluded. The fact is 
that if our foreign trade were measured 
by quantities as it should be, instead 
ol by the ever varying standard of 
values, it would be found that our for­
eign trade was in 1896-6 fully double 
what it was in the last year of grit 
rule—Halifax Herald.

0N Friday night last about 7 o’clock, 
the steamer Tiber, which left St. John’s, 
Newfoundland, for Sydney, Cape Breton, 
about fifteen minutes before,when fast out­
side the entrance of the harbor, collided 
with the schooner Maggie. Xhe schooner 
carried a çrçw o| nine and fourteen pas- 
yeogep, five of whom were women. The 
ebook of the collision was awful. The 
schooner was struck amidships and ont in 
two pieces, and sank instantly. All 
aboard were on deck. Tfiey were thrown 
into the wqter, and those saved were only 
rescued by help of the floating deokload of 
lumber. Two men climbed up the steamer’s 
side and seven were saved by her boats. 
One woman was saved, making ten iq all 
reeoued. The other thirteen, nine men 
and four were drowned. Capt.
.Çdnndin’a wife, who was bringing her con­
sumptive 16-yeer-old boy to the hospital 
at St. John's was drowned. tÇh» hey wot 
saved. The captain'» brother and nephew 
Wffe last, Two passenger» named Hollo­
way, brother and sister were drowned, as 
wiys James Power and wife. Seven widows 
and 33 orphan» are the result ç( yrf» 
catastrophe.

HEWS OF THE WEEK.

^The steamer Montevidean, which 
arrived at Quebec from London on 
Friday, brought several hundred cases 
of new rifles and ammunition for the 
military authorities. The consign­
ment is part ol a large order which 
has been prepared by the imperial 
government for shipment to Canada 
These large shipments of arms and 
ammunition to Canada derive 
greater interest in view of the report­
ed projected increase of the British 
North American squadron at Halifax.

One of the most severe storms 
Buffalo ever ft It struck that city about 
eight o'clock last Thursday night, and 
lasted with increasing fury until early 
Friday morning. Great waves passed 
every breakwater and boats were 
tossed about like blocks of wood. The 
fleet of steel canal boats due there 
from Cleveland Thursday morning 
has not been beard from and fears 
are felt thst some have gone down. 
Many barges, consorts and transports 
were on the lake and what fate overtook 
the older and worn-out vessels is un 
known. The storm did much damage 
on land.

Later disclosures concerning the 
marine tragedy at St. John’s, Nfld., 
indicate that after the steamer Tibet 
abandoned all efforts to save the vic­
tims of the collision with the schooner 
Maggie, just below the entrance ol the 
harbor Friday night, she continued 
her voyage, and within half an hour 
nearly ran down another vessel, which 
escaped only by 'the merest chance. 
The police have been dragging for the 
bodies of the persons who went down 
with the schooner Maggie, but so far 
without success. An inquiry is now 
being held before the city magistrate 
to learn if the evidence warrants the 
arrest of the captain of the steamer 
Tiber.

The Dominion line §. §. Canada 
reached Montreal last Frida” g . 
o'clock. This tl three hours ahead 
of her time to the; port on her former 
trip. The R. M. S. Parisian of the 
A'lan line, then on her way up the 
river, had had one of the most note­
worthy voyages ifi hçf long career.

The Paris­
ian reached Rimouski at 4 a. m. 
Thursday, and reached Montreal 
Saturday afternoon. The Allan 
liner’s average speed between Inne- 
showeq Head and Heath Point was 
14.66 knots.

London advices of the 6th say that 
the pamphlet of Sandford Fleming, C 
M. G., dealing with the fast trans 
Atlantic line js Ifeely quoted there 
by the opponents of the St. Lawrence 
route, as conclusive evidence against 
using that waterway as a fast mail 
route It is believed that a pamphlet 
of this kind coming from a delegate 
chosen by the Canadian Government 
to represent Canada’s views on the 
steamship question and the Pacific 
cable matter, must seriously influence 
official opinion, and add to the already 
great difficulties of railing the neces­
sary capital for a new service. Mr. 
Fleming, who is now there, contends 
that he has fresh evidence of the lead­
ing St. Lawrence captains and of 
naval officers which makes his case 
against the route as a safe channel 
for twenty knot steamers unanswer­
able. In view of these statements, it 
is understood that Hon. Mr. Laurier 
has intimated that a sub-committee 
of this cabinet will thoroughly sift the 
matter, gathering the evidence of all 
the availing experts, before approving 
a fast mail contract from Great Bri 
tain to Quebec.

According to a London despatch oi 
the 5th inst., the will of the late Sir 
E. Hunter Blair, of Ifoownhill and 
Blairquhan, has been lodged in the 
Register house, Edinburgh for regis­
tration, and is causing a good deal of 
interest, in view of his eldest son be­
ing a Benedictine monk at Fort Au­
gustus, and the measures taken in it 
evidently to defeat the Catholic 
Church.

of the vision to France. The ora­
tor sketched in a masterly manner 
the terrible crisis through which 
France bad passed, and which, by 
the grace of her baptism, she bad 
passed through safely.

It was true that 
the Christianity of the nation had 
been conspired against and attacked, 
but that, thank God, had not been 
done by the whole people of France.

France was therefore no 
field of the dead, but a living coun­
try ; she was now, with the Prophet 
Bztobiel, hearing the voice which 
said, Vaticinare spiritum, and it was 
doing so by renewing her alliance 
with the Christ who had baptized 
her. The sanctuaries of Our Lady 
are crowded, and the nation has in 
penance raised a basilica in honor 
of the Sacred Heart. Pere Mon­
sabre concluded with a powerful 
appeal to the people to renew the 
baptismal vows taken by Clovis' 
fourteen hundred years ago. The 
sermon was followed by the solemn 
and impressive ceremony of the re­
newal of their baptismal vows by 
the whole aesemby. In the name 
0l* the whole nation the multitude 
in the Càîî'edral repeated the pro­
mise made by ClCT!* ages ago at 
Rheime. A procession of iuJ re" 
lies of Saint Bem;gius and Benedic­
tion of the Blessed Sacrament 
brought the day’s proceedings to a 
close. Not the least inteiesting 
feature of the celebration was the 
music of the Mass. It had been 
specially composed for the oenten, 
ary by the late Monsieur Charles 
Gounod at the request of Cardinal 
Jjangenieux. After the maestro's 
death it was found in a box with 
the superscription : “ Mass of Clovis 
after the Gfegorian style.’’ The 
dominant idea ef the woi k is drawn 
from the plain chant. There is a 
chasteness and a severity about the 
composition which is profoundly 
religious and worthy of the illustri­
ous composer who was also a great 
Christian.—Catholic Review.

University.

Renewing the Vows ef Chris­
tian Faith.

The first day of October saw the 
commencent out at Rheime of what 
may be called the great days of the 
fourteenth centenary of the bap­
tism of King Clovis by Saint Remi 
gins. The Government had de­
clared that it would not allow any 
considerable gathering of the bish­
ops, bat the celebrations were by no 
means shorn of the splendor lent by 
episcopal presence. Amongst the 
distinguished ecclesiastics who as­
sembled were Cardinsl Perrand,
Bishop of Autun and member of 
the French Academy, the^Bisbops 
of Marseilles, Dijon, Arras and Ev- 
reux, and Pere Monsabre. The 
ceremonies opened with the last ex­
position of the ancient casket which 
for so many years bas enclosed the 
relics of the Apostle of the Franks.
After Mass, at which large numbers 
communicated, the pilgrims defiled 
fn front of the casket, touching it 
with the objects ef piety which they 
had brought with them. The cere­
mony of the translation of the re- 
lics of Saint Remigius was perform­
ed in the presence of a still larger 
number of bishops and distinguished v‘r»‘u ™“e » °ODat,0° 01 *

Tappe Dom,Liguge and Grande 
Pothier and Monsignor Cârtuyvels, 
of Louvain. The new casket which 
had been made to receive the relics 
is described as an artistic gem, and 
the new shroud in which the hcly 
remains were to be wrapped is of 
the most splendid material. After 
a sermon had been delivered by the 
Abbe Baye, and an address by Car­
dinal Langenienx, the holy relics 
were removed from the old casket 
by the Abbe Baye and Canon Bns- 
senot, assisted by the Abbe Man­
teau, and placed in the hands of 
Cardinal Langenienx. After His 
Eminence had venerated them, he 
held them for the veneration of the 
assembled clergy, and imposed 
them upon several tick persons who 
pressed around him. The relics 
were then wrapped in their new 
ehroud, and the ceremony was pro­
ceeded with. In the evening 
solemn TriduUm was opened at the 
Cathedral in the preeenoe of Car­
dinal Richard, Archbishop of Paris. 
Cardinal Perrand pronounced a dis­
course on the vocation of Christian 
France, in which he drew a strong 
contrast between the France of 
Christianity and the France of 
atheism and infidelity. A Repub­
lic meant that justice and good gov­
ernment were the right of all, 
whereas they now saw that men in 
the name of freedom snppreeeed 
liberty, despised equality, and repu­
diated fraternity.

Sunday marked the culmination 
in the celebration of the Centenary, 
The ceremonies took place in the 
presence of three cardinals, two 
archbishops, and nearly forty bish 
ope. Pontifical High -Mass was 
celebrated by Monsignor Williez, 
the Bishop oi Arras. At three in 
the afternoon, the vast nave of the 
Cathedral was packed with people 
who had assembled to hew Pere 
Monsabre. The reverend preacher 
taking for hie text the words of 
Ezeohiel, “Son of man, thinkest 
thou those bones can live ?" recall­
ed the prophet’s story of his vision 
to the people oast down by long 
wears of exile and captivity. He 
proceeded to point the application

The new “ Grotto of Lourdes,' 
which has just been completed at 
Notre Dame is due to the efforts of 
the Very Reverend William E. Corby, 
C. S. C., the Provincial of the Con­
gregation" oMhe Holy Cross. The 
History of its birth is interesting 
More than two years since, Father 
Corby, in the pursuance of bis duties 
as provincial of the order, besought a 
favor. A very pious man, he be­
sought the intercession of the Blessed 
Virgin and promised her that, should 
his wish be granted, a grotto in all 
respects like the miraculous French 
shrine would be erected at Notre 
Dame. Then the first of several pe­
culiar and aignificant incidents hap­
pened. S It was on tbe first of May, 
ihe Feast of the Blessed Virgin, that 
a telegram announcing that bis re­
quest was granted came to Father 
Corby. Overjoyed and full of grati 
tude, he began at once to cast about 
in his mind for ways and means to 
fulfill bis promise to the Blessed Vir­
gin. He first went to France and 
visited Lourdes, where, after careful 
observations of the wonderful spot, be 
finally secured plans and measure­
ments, and brought back with him to 
Notre Dame a facimile in miniature 
of the grotto. An undertaking of this 
sort, however, was not to be accom­
plished without material and skilled 
labor, all of which required outlay ; 
so another formidable difficulty was to 
be overcome. But the priest's heart 
was in the work and he persevered 
And with good effect, for one year 
later, again on the Feast of the Blessed 
Virgin came a donation of $2.000, 

ie inau­
gurated and carried on. Tbe gener­
ous donor was the Reverend Thomas 
Carroll, of Oil City, Pennsylvania, 
knd his gilt has served also to 
interest others in the work and stimu­
lated them to contribute their assist­
ance. The third and most striking 
of tbe incidents in connection with 
the grotto was the discovery, early in 
the process of construction, of a spring 
occupying the same relative position 
as the famous one at Lourdes. Its 
water is beautifully clear and spark­
ling, and the supply apparently inex­
haustible, for a powerful force pump 
was unable even to diminish the water 
level of the basin. The sight selected 
for the grotto is a beautifully shaded 
and picturesque spot to the west and 
slightly in the rear of the Church, and 
the structure itself is worthy of more 
thao passing note. It is a perfect 
reproduction in every respect—size, 
appearance, all points, in fact—of the 
original, and what is more, the only 
one in existence. The material made 
use of is great masses of rough, uncut 
rock, some of them weighing several 
tons. As an example of expert stone- 
masonry it is admirable, for the diffi­
culty of imitaitng the form of the 
original, so irregular in its lines, is very 
evident. The absence of artificiality, 
too, is a point worthy of admiration. 
While Notre Dame has for years past 
been the subject of pilgrimages during 
the summer months, the added attrac­
tion of the grotto has, this season, 
drawn large crowds from adjacent 
towns and even from cities so far dis­
tant as Detroit and Cleveland. It is 
on the occasion of a large pilgrimage 
from Dowagiac, Benton Harbor, and 
other points in Michigan that tbe im­
pressive ceremonies of the dedication 
occurred. In the presence of the 
multitude of devoted listenen, Father 
Corby spoke of the wonderful Euro­
pean shrine and the birth of its pro­
totype. Then Rev. Daniel E. Hud­
son, C. S. C., the pious and brilliant 
editor of the Ave Maria, preached

He lives and la 
hors for the salvation of souls, and as 
willingly as he pursues that holy vo­
cation he lays down in an emergency 
his own life to save the lives of oth­
ers. Over and over again has he 
made that great sacrifice. He has 
done it in the pest hou^> on the bar­
ricade and on the ba'riefield. He 
has cheerfully done it in every possi­
ble situation in which he might mani­
fest his love of God and of His 
creatures. Into paying this tribute 
of respect and admiration we have 
been impulsively led by an incident 
thus reported in thé Argus of Tues­
day last: Father Newport, of Port 
Chalmers, has been drowned. He 
was returning in a beat from Porto- 
bello, where he had been conducting 
divine service, and had three boys 
with him. When abreast of Quaran- 
tine Island the boat capsized. Other 
boats put off, and the boys were res­
cued and landed on the island. 
Father Newport was a good swim­
mer, but he exhausted his strength 
in getting a boy on to the bottom of 
the boat and in keeping him there. 
His body was recovered. Father W. 
Newport, who thus thought so lightly 
of his own life that he did not besi- 
tate to imperil it still more seriously 
in an effort to save the lives of the 
three boys in his charge, was pastor 
of St. Mary’s Star of the Sea, Port 
Chalmers, in the Diocese of Dune­
din. The reverend gentleman 
proved himself on this occasion a 
true pastor of the flock that had 
been committed to his care. To 
save the lives of three of the least of 
them he did not hesitate to risk his 
own, and that he lost it in the effort 
entities his memory to the highest 
respect and veneration it is in the 
power of survivors to pay it.
