The uncertainty of this 
weapon of justice is well ;known to 
the practicing attorney, and only 
when driven thereto by necessity 
will be rest bis case upon it. No, 
there is but one effectivè means of 
compelling truthful testimony, namely 
the hold on the conscience of the 
witness obtained through the oath. 
Without this even tbe most skilful 
lawyer, with the threat of the penalties 
of perjury and (he privilege of cross 
examination at his command, can be 
baffled and defeated in hie search for 
the facts. But let him reach the 
conscience of the witness by a "tower 
which noue can evade, and the 
truth, tbe whole truth, and nothing 
but tbe truth is laid bare at his word

How jealously, then, ought not the 
states to guard this heaven-sent 
searchlight of truth, this indispen 
sable means for enforcing their law 
and protecting the rights of their 
citizens I And yet bow foolishly 
they have busied themselves for 
three.foqrthi of a eentury io sapping 
its power and rendering It useless 
forever. For by their system of free 
neutral education they have robbed 
denominational schools of their 
pnpfla, tbe pupil!

The evil is patent, the remedy 
quite evident The stales must 
either support denominational edu­
cation or make their own schools 
religious.

Cabinet Ministers Defeated

'The seven Cabinet Ministers 
defeated are Messrs. Field­
ing and Paterson, *who nego­
tiated the pact ; Graham, 
Minister of Railways ; Fisher 
of Agriculture ; McKenzie 
King, Minister of Labor ; 
Templeman, Minister of In­
land Revenue ; Sir Frederick 
Borden, Minister of Militia 
and Defence. Dr. Beland, 
Postmaster General, was de­
feated in Montmagry, but 
elected in Beauce. Mr. Bureau 
Solicitor General, was also de­
feated. Pugsly, Minister of 
Public Works, may yet be 
counted out, as his majority 
on declaration day was re 
duced to 2. This whole-sale 
slaughter of the Cabinet 
Ministers shows to what 
extent the wave of opposition 
against the pact had swept 
over the country. In King's, 
Nova Scotia, Sir Frederick 
Borden, Minister of Militia, 
was defeated by 227 votes by 
A. deW. Foster, an under­
graduate of Dalhousie Uni­
versity, about 22 years of age.

This Province has 
before now had a represen­
tative in the Federal Cabinet 
for many years, both in Con 
servative and Liberal Govern 
ments, and we have now 
elected to support Mr. Borden 
a man well qualified to dis­
charge the duties in connec­
tion with any portfolio the 
new Premier should assign 
him, Mr. A. A. McLean is 
the man. He is a foremost 
member of the Bar of this 
Province ; has had Parliamen­
tary experience and is in 
every way qualified for a 
Cabinet position. Islanders 
will be pleased to see Mr. 
McLean?called into the execu­
tive by Mr. Borden.

If the United States autho­
rities are anxious to secure 
cheaper food stuffs for the 
consumers of that country, 
who are not producers, let 
them take off the duty against 
Candian products. We shall 
be glad to sell them such of 
our surplus as will bring good 
returns ; but we have given 
them to understand that we 
will regulate our own tariffs. 
We want no cercion ; no dic­
tation from Washington,

For the second and last time 
t has been d emonstrated that 
when it comes to. a matter 
of loyalty to the Empire 
Canadians know no party ties 
or affiliations.

The whole world now 
understands how solid and 
deep-seated in the hearts of 
our people is the spirit of 
genuine Canadianism.

Fielding and Patersqn need 
expect no sympathy from the 
people of the country they 
tried to hand over, tied hand 
and foot, to a foreign power.

Eight out of fifteen ministers 
went down to defeat before 
the jnejignation of a people 
who resented the idea that 
they were mere puppets of 
the politicians.

In the Federal elections on 
Thursday last, the opponents of 
the Laurier Government and of 
the reciprocity pact achieved a 
splendid victory. The Govern­
ment hosts ; the advocates of the 
reciprocity pact were utterly 
routed, and seven Cabinet min­
isters were among the slain. The 
electors of Canada ; the great jiry 
to whom the question of recipro­
city was submitted rendered a 
most emphatic verdict against it 
They declared, with no uncertain 
voice, that Canada is for Cana­
dians, and that the sturdy people 
of this Dominion are quite ca­
pable of looking after their own 
business, without any special ad­
vice from President Taft, Champ 
Clarke, William Randolph Hearst, 
or any of the other American 
politicians who'soVkindly volun­
teered their advice as to how we 
should vote. There were, even 
in this Province, supporters of the 
Liberals and the reciprocity pact 
who went so far as to declare the 
rejection of the Laurier election 
issue Would be a slap in the face 
for President Taft. Well, Presi­
dent Taft has got the slap in the 
lace. How does he like it? The 
electors of Canada have placed 
themselves on record in the most 
emphatic manner to the effect that 
they are not to be coerced to vote 
against their country's best inter­
ests ; they have declared in un 
equivocal terms that Canada is 
not for sale. EJvery Province in 
the Dominion contributed to the 
rejection of the pact and the 
downfall of the Government that 
advocated it, Subject to some 
few changes, the result all over 
the Dominion was as follows :

the city of Ottawa, the seat of 
Government, with its thousands 
of civil servants, two oupporters 
of Mr. Borden were elected, de­
feating two supporters of the 
Lanrier Government in the last 
Parliament In St. John, N. B. 
Dr. Daniel has been re-elected 
and Mr.Powell may yet be seated, 
as his opponent, as already stated, 
has at present only a majority of 
two. In Toronto, Mr. Foster has 
been reelected with ?000 majority. 
All the Toronto seats were won 
by the Conservatives by large 
majorities.

Lanrier himself was elected in 
Quebec East, and also in Sonlanges 
by a small majority. Sonlanges 
will go to the Conservatives, when 
Laurier gives it up, as he likely 
will continue to sit for Quebec 
East. C. J. Doherty was reelected 
in St. Ann’s, Montreal, by over 
700 majority. It is not unlikely 
that Mr. Doherty may be Minister 
of Justice in Borden’s Govern­
ment. The victory was so great 
and the news so good from end to 
end of Canada that it is impossible 
to review the situation at length, 
as it would require much more 
space than we have at our dis­
posal. Next week we shall have 
the corrected returns, approxi­
mately at least, and we shall 
place them before our readers.

The New York Herald 
forecasted a majority of 35 for 
Laurier and reciproctiy. The 
figures are aboqfc right, but 
the American journal got 
them inverted.

The many Liberals, who 
rose superior to their party 
ties on Thursday last, and 
cast their votes for the pre­
servation of their homes and 
fire-sides, acted a manly part.

The electors of Canada 
have demonstrated in the 
most emphatic rqanner that 
the strenuous efforts of her 
statesmen and the hundreds 
of millions of money expended 
in building up a prosperous 
and progressive country, and 
in establishing stable and 
profitable rparkets have not 
been for the special benefit 
of a jealous rival nation.

President Taft brought 
Mr. Fielding to his knees 
when he brandished the big 
stick.

County, as a whole Messrs. Mc­
Lean and Nicholson "won a splen ■ 
did victory. The electors in this 
constituency realised the extra­
ordinary importance of the ques­
tion at issue, and many Liberals 
rose superior to their party and 
voted with the Conservatives 
against the reciprocity pact. All 
honor to them. Mr. McLean’s 
majority over Prowee, the highest 
man on the Liberal ticket, was 
471, and over Warburton it was 
473. Mr. Nicholson!s majority 
over Prowse was 373, and his ma 
jority over Warbnrton was 375. 
These figures may be slightly 
changed on declaration day. In 
our next issue we will give the 
corrected figures for the three 
counties of this Province. All 
lovers of our country will surely 
admit it was th§ greatest day’s 
work for Canada ever performed 
in Canada.

The greatest victory against the 
pact was in Ontario, where 72

Ottawa, Sept. 21.—The Laurier 
Government has been swept from 
power on a resistless wave of 
anti-reciprocity sentiment and 
righteous indignation at the re­
gime of graft and scandal with 
which Canada has been cursed for 
the past fifteen years President 
Taft will today receive his answer 
that Canada will work out her 
destiny as an integral part of the 
British Empire under the leader­
ship aqd wise administration of 
Premier Robert L Borden.

The unwarranted interference 
of the United States in the poli­
tical affairs of Canada^ has been 
properly rebuked, and the last 
vestige of reciprocity sentiment 
has been buried beyond recall. 
Most of Laurier’s cabinet min­
isters went down in the fight 
Particularly noticeable was the 
fact that Fielding and Paterson, 
the two cabinet ministers who, 
more than any others, were re­
sponsible for the reciprocity agree­
ment as suggested, were badly 
beaten. Sir Frederick Borden, 
MacKenxie King, Graham Fisher 
and Templeman being among the 
defeated members,"

The Government is absolutely 
smashed, and the policy of the 
Conservative party has received 
most enthusiastic- endorsement at 
the hands of the people of Canada.

Ontario has killed reciprocity 
by a wonderful uprising. The 
decision of 84 seats out of 86 is 
known, the only constituencies 
unreported being Algoma East 
and Thunder Bay and Rainy 
River (deferred). Allowing these 
to the Conservatives the standing 
is about 73 to 13, an absolutely 
unprecedented result.

The Liberals haye carried Qlen- 
garry, North Oxford, Prescott, 
Norfolk (Gain), West Lambton, 
South Wellington, Russell, South 
Essex, South Renfrew, East Kent, 
West Kent, West Middlesex, West 
Peterbqrqqgt).

The situation in Ontario is that 
the farmer has turned against re­
ciprocity, while the towns and 
industrial centres have thrown 
their whole weight qgaiqst tfie 
agreement.

The Liberals were beaten by 
the farmers who refused to be­
lieve that prices would be higher, 
while other nations woqld ravage 
their home market, and felt that 
the movement was designed to 
subject Canada to the United 
States.

In the cities and industrial 
centres all over Qaqada the deci­
sion against reciprocity was over 
whelming,the people looking upon 
it as a movement towards free 
trade, and utterly rejecting the 
eleventh hour plea that the cost 
of living would be reduced. The 
resentment over the attempt to 
detach Qanada from the Empire 
had great effect.

The government now consists 
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Mr. Le 
mieux, Dr. Beland, Mr. Pugsley, 
Mr. Murphy, Mr. Oliver and Sir 
Richard Cartwright The de­
feated ministers include most of 
the younger and more promising 
members of the cabinat, Mr. Mur­
phy having achieved a remarkable 
reputation for awkwardness,while 
Afr. Qliver and A}.r. pugsley haye 
awkward questions on their 
hands.

Ottawa, 8ept 22.—The people of the 
capital city, like those of all Canada, 
only to a more marked degree, are in- 
tereated in what Sir Wilfrid will do, 
now that he hae been defeated after 
fifteen years of uninterrupted power. 
No one Is able to answer the question 
definitely but the Premier himeelf, and 
be stated at Quebec last night that he 
had not made up his mind what he 
would do. During the course of the 
campaign, however, 8ir Wilfrid declared 
that if defeated, he would not under­
take at his age to lead an opposition. If 
he goes into the house again it ia safe 
to assume that he will lead only till the 
defeated and disorganized party is able 
to agree upon a successor.

Sir Wilfrid’s mantle wonld no donbt 
fall on the shoulders of Hon. George P, 
Graham, Minister of Railways, had he 
not been amongst ths ministerial slain. 
It is possible that an effort will be made 
to find a seat for Mr. Graham, should 
Sir Wilfrid retire In bis fsvor.

Apart from Mr Graham the Liberals 
are in bad shape for material out of 
which a good leader eonjd be made. A. 
K. IfcLean, ex-Attorney General of 
Nova Scotia, and a former member of 
the federal bouge for Lunenburg, might 
have made a fair fist of the job. He is 
a good debater and poeaeseee a high 
standard of persona) honor, Then 
there is Hugh Guthrie and A. H. 
Clark, but it is believed here that 
neither would be anxious for the 
job.

Mr. Clark is not fond of parliamentary 
life, and was not anxious to contest 
South Eteex. Apart from Mr. Graham, 
the choice would seem to be narrowed 
down to Hugh Guthrie, aa there is no 
available material for leadership in the 
west. Trne, there is Hon.Frank Oliver, 
bnt he would hardly do,

Ajtbough it is a bit early to speculate 
on Mr. Borden'» cabinet, the names of 
many Conservative members who are 
considered to be In the running are now 
mentioned

Should Hon. Robert Rogers, of Man­
itoba, enter the cabinet as Minister of 
the .Interior, Dr. Roche, of Marquette, 
will probably get the Speakership. Dr. 
Sproule is also mentioned in connection 
with the Speakership, bat he is more 
likely to go to the senate. Other Ontario 
cabinet poseibilitiee Include E). R. Qsler, 
Richard Rlain, David Henderson, J. M. 
R eid, Hanghton Lennox, Joe. E. Arm- 
strong, E. E. Lancaster, Col. 8am 
Hughes, Andrew Broder and Col. Sam 
Sharp. The big majority given by On­
tario will entitle that prqvinoe to extra 
representation in the cabinet.

Judge Doherty, of St Anne’s, Mon­
treal, will probably be Minister of Jus­
tice, while F. D. Monk is a likely choice 
for Secretary of State. It is understood 
that Sir James Whitney and Ron. 
Frank Cochrane will be offered placet 
in the Cabinet.

Hon. Clifford Sifton ia mentioned for 
the high commission-rship in London.

It is probable that Parliament will be 
summoned on Wednesday, Nov. 8.

Electric

the plant, ‘ although I’m bound to

• Yon just give me the job, sir,’
tut in tbe boy,’ and I’ll flod some­
thing to do that will help you. 
There’s always work around a plant 
like your» that a boy who’s bad a 
little technical training can find to 
do—work that needs to be done. 
Here’s some references from my in­
structor and two or three business 
men who know me----- ’

‘ Look here,’ suddenly interrupted 
the man at the desk, ‘you certainly 
do want a job. And you’te going 
to get it. I can see that right now. 
Wnen yon fiiet spoke T knew you 
reminded me of somebody but I 
couldn’t thick who, Now I know. 
When I was a boy we had a dog 
that used to go off into tbe woods to 
mnt coons all by himself. If he 

treed bis coons he’d start to brow the 
tree down and keep at it till some 
>-ody banted him np and chopped 
he tree down. You’ve got a sort 

of family resemblance to that dog. 
I’ll give you a letter to the superin­
tendent.

When a fortnight later, he called 
at the plant, the foreman remarked :

A cingle newspaper ooluma re­
ported the other day thirty oases of 
drowning in places many miles 
apart and under conditions as diverse 
as possible. They were not suicides, 
strictly speaking, although tbe 
moral respoosibility is not greatly 
different in some of tbe oases. It is 
a mild statement that in more than 
one instance the fatality was not 
necessary, says a recent writer, 
although many eases were pathetic, 
aome surprisingly so. Young 
women died clasped in each other’s 
arms, playmates died trying to res­
cue each other, and there were one 
or two oases of real accident through 
felling unexpectedly into water un­
der conditions preventing rescue or 
escape.

Since they will do |i, it is doubtful 
advice to learn to swim, since it is 
tbe swimmers who most frequently 
drown. Having taken the respon­
sibility of advising everybody to 
learn to swim it is necessary to sup­
plement it by advising those who 
have learned to learn also when not 
to swim and dive, and to enforce tbi. 
advice by morals drawn frotr recent 
awiul examples, doe young man 
brotce his neck and drowned because 
be plunged headfirst into water 
which ho was told was shallow. 
How is it possible to be truly syms 
pathetic with each recklessness.

And the indignation with such 
disregard of human life is similar 
even when, as frequently happens, 
divers persist in trying the depths 
of strange waters with their beads 
instead of their feet. It is not so 
grar.d to try unknown depths with 
a leap instead of a dive. Tbe differ­
ence between a sprained ankle and 
a broken neck measures the degrees 
of vanity which are behind these 
two men of plunging. Boys who 
try to float on a board in deep water 
before they can swim are just boys, 
and can be reasoned with suitably 
only by their parents.

This is only a word of advice to 
those who know bow to swim, and 
appear to think that thereby they 
have a license to be foolish. There 
are times and oonditions when even 
swimmers should not swim, aod 
there never was a time when swim­
ming is safe under unsafe oonditloos., 
8) long as water will strangle there 
is no perfect safety in tbe water. So 
long as this is true, no precautions 
are excessive, whatever the skill of 
the swimmer. Except for show or 
vanity, all swimming exercises can 
be taken in shallow water as well as 
in deep.

Housekeeping Hints.

Nowaday» In many ffouaea, metal
bed» ere common. With bare float», 
and the bed draperie* pretty well up, 
every bit of dirt, that invisible, per, 
mealing, queer dull which rolls up 
every day, can be sect». If old fish.- 
iooed valances ire uted, the dtist will 
be kept from gathering under the 
bed». These, pretry, graceful drap­
eries which are usually white and cost 
a trifle. They can be bought or 
made at home. Shrink a tape and 
cut it ia lengths to fit the bed 
Slightly gather tbe lawn to tbe tape, 
attach other tapes to tie it to the sides 
aod foot of tbe bed and secure a 
pretty effect.

When a few string beans are left 
Over,*save them for a salad. If they 
are dressed with milk, draie it off and 
rinse the vegetable in cold water. 
Slice ao onion and mix with the beans, 
then dress with oil and vinegar as 
usual.

Just dow tbe ooious io market are 
atroog, too strong to be eaten dryeyed. 
Slice and soat them in sugar and 
water for a few hours and they will be 
tbe better for it.

While pricea are bigb, economy il 
more than ever a virtue. A service 
of croquettes is cheap and satisfactory 
There is a festive air about this food 
which makes ao ordinary meal some­
thing more than usual, 2Any fresh 
cold meat can be used. Chop and 
season. Prepare a thick cream sauce 
and cool, then mix it with the chopped 
meat. Thii mixture is better if kept 
□ a cold place for a few hoars. 

Form into shapes, dipin crumbs, then 
in a beaten egg, and again in crumbs. 
These can be prepared in the morn i 
ing for an evening meal. For tbe 
crumbs, there is nothing better than a 
shredded wheat biscuit, although 
bread crumbs are good. Cracker 
crumbs, because of tbe shortening in 
them, make a softer ertsst when used 

breading tbao does tbe shredded 
wheat or bread. If care be taken in 
usiug deep fat, for croquettes require 
that for cooking it will be found cheap. 
Peanut oil or lard or beef fat, unflavor 
ed, are all good. A large quantity is 
not needed, as the frying is better 
done in a shallow, wide wire basket 
which fits the kettle containing the 
fat. Croquettes cook in three min­
utes, as they are made from materials 

ready cooked. After the cooking, 
before tbe fat is cold, strain into a 
clean jar and keep covered in the 
cellar.—Union and Times.

Tbe careful housewife pays con- 
iderable attention to the little econ­

omies, for they amount to a greet deal 
In the long run, and for that reason 
are to be reckoned with. Where the 
housewife is caretul there is very little 
waste about tbe borne. Almost all 
odds and ends of all varietiea can be 
put to some use or other, doing away

ilh considerable expenses and trouble 
of purchase.

The average kitchen is especially 
noticeable for producing these odd» 
and ends, many of which may be put 
to some second purpose after the Brat 
time of using, Egg shells, when 
washed, form the best medium pos­
sible for clearing coffee, soups aod 
jellies. They are also particularly 
good for scouring enameled sauce­
pans and the rims of pie dishes.

Tea leaves are utilized for remov­
ing dust from carpets io every house­
hold, but they should be thoroughly 
washed beforehand or they are liable 
to leave x stain upon all that they 
come in contact with.

Coflee grounds are very beneficial 
when mixed with earth and used Id 
flower pots and window boxes, where 
they serve as a kind of artificial man­
ure.

Potato parings are known to serve 
many purposes, but probably the'tnoat 
unique is that of fuel. When tbe 
parings are dried they burn especially 
well and take tbe place of ibavir g in 
lighting a fire. They will also c^ao 
water bottjea.—Binghampton Press
