can ship Northumberland, 1,200 tons

,.)f 25—numbering 63 souls all told. 
5he encountered heavy gales of wind, 
and on December 4th she was in such 
a battered state that she flew signals 
of distress. The brig Jessy, Percey, 
owned by P. Rogerson & Son, of St. 
John’s, Newfoundland, on a voyage 
from Liverpool to St. John's, saw her 
condition. Her passengers and crew 

sked to be taken from the ship. 
The seas were going over her, sweep­
ing everything' moveable. Though 
apt Percey had all he could do to 
eep the Jessy afloat, she haying 

sprung a leak some daya previous, 
■et he gave hië whole heart to the 
ask before him, namely that of sav- 
ng the lives of the American ship’s 
rassengers and crew. He gave or- 
lers for a boat to be launched, but no 
sooner was the boat in the water than 
she was smashed in twain. The 
ihip’s big boat was next put over the 
side manned by Capt. Percey, his two 
sons and some of the crew which 
reached thh Northumberland. A rope 
was fastened to both ships and by this 
mèans the passengers and crew were 
caken safely on board the Jessy; even 
x nine months old baby was safely 
got on board the Jessy. The captain 
>£ the Northumberland, whose name 
was Spencer, had hfs wife on board, 
[he Jessy was then “put about” and 
headed for Queenstown, Ireland, 
where, the crew and passengers were 
landed. The Irish papers were loud 
fn their praise of Captain Percey and 
Me gallant crew. Sometime after the 
Hcmfe Authorities presented Captain 
Percey with with a gold medal, and a 
silver medal to each of his sons.

is Unchanged Steamer John Knox Goes Down With 

All Hands.
Another appalling catastrophe, 

which I remember, was the loss of 
the str. John Knox, which took place 
May 2nd, 1887. She struck the South 
West Point Of Channel Harbor, and 
stuk in about thirty or forty minutes. 
It was blowing hard and raining, with 
dense fog. The shjp left Glasgow on 
April 18th, Tier cargo consisting of 
steel rails, iron of all kinds, brick, 
liuuors, and various other articles. 
The village of Channel was aroused 
by the rinsing of the church bells and 
the piercing whistle of a steamer, all 
flocked to the scene of the disaster. 
Through the blackness of the night 
they could nqt see the steamer's hull, 
but they could descry the lights 
which burned along her length, and 
saw the rockets that her ill-fated 
mariners set up. The people lighted 
tar barrels and blazing torches in 
answer. No boat at their command 
cculd live for a moment in the fearful 
sea. Shortly after striking she sank 
with all on board; a great number of 
her crew were recovered and buried 
at Channel. The John Knox was 
bound to Montreal, and when sailing 
down the English Channel several 
stowaways were discovered on board, 
they were put ashore at Whiting Bay. 
The same night that the John Knox 
was lost, a Norwegian barque had a 
norrow escape from being lost in the 
same vicinity.

Four Year Period Retained by Vote 
at Methodist Conference.

Victoria, B. C„ August 20.—Yester­
day saw the great question of the 
length of the pastoral term discussed 
in the general conference. The re­
port of the committee on itineracy and 
transfers was the first to1"be presented 
at the afternoon session. It recom­
mended that the .pastors of mission 
churches, ministers engaged in teach­
ing in colleges or in universities, gen­
eral conference officers and certain 
others be not subject to the limit 
term. All. were agreed on this. The 
storm broke, however, when the re­
port recommended that by a two- 
third's vote of a quarterly board a 
minister might be allowed to remain 
in one church for any time up to a 
limit of eight yeârs. Immediately on 
the reading of (his clause there came 
the hottest discussion that has as yet 
occurred. Prominent among the 
speakers in favor of the retaining of 
the old system were: Mr. Fortner, of 
Toronto ; Dr. Hearts, of Nova Scotia; 
Judge McLaren, of Toronto, and 
Joseph Gibson, of Ingersoll. In favor 
of the change were: Dr. Spelr, Dr.' 
Locke and Dr. Burns. The scene at 
one time became almost stormy. The 
final vote showed a majority in favor 
in keeping the old time limit to four 
years.

Mr. John Lake presented the .final 
report of the Union fchurch Relief 
Fund. This fund started twenty-four 
years ago by the Methodist Union to 
help churches embarrassed, having 
served its purpose, now passes out of 
existence, leaving a -balance of $2,000. 
Thé committee recommended that 
this amount be paid into the General 
Conference Fund.

The Rev. Dr. Griffin and Mr. Ed­
ward Gurney were unanimously re­
elected treasurers of the Superannua­
tion Fund.

Two Hundred Drowned—Loss of the 
Anglo Saxon at Clam Cove.

A most appaltng loss of life hap­
pened in. 1863, on the 27th of April, 
the Anglo Saxon with 444 souls on 
board struck on the rocks near Clam 
Cove,, Cape Race, and became a total 
wreck. The accident happened in a 
thick fog. The Anglo Saxon left 
Liverpool on Ajjril 16th for Quebec 
'and Montreal. When the ship struck 
she heeled over on the rocks, and 
the crew began the work of getting 
the women and children landed, this 
was done by. means of a rope fastened 
to the rocks and to the foreyard arim, 
numbers were got ashore in this man- 

mer. At 11 o’clock in the morning the 
ship struck, but at dinner hour she 
swung from the rocks and began. to 
settle down, carrying with her about 
two hundred who were in. every con­
ceivable place on board; great num­
bers of them clung to the rigging, 
some were saved by the ship’s boats. 
The captain was lost, his name was 
Burgess.

When the report spread last even­
ing that another drowning accident 
had' occurred and that Mr. Jas. J. Col­
lins, the well known and old 
licensed publican, was the victim, 
citizens were incredulous, but when 
the sad fact was definitely ascertain­
ed great regret was expressed, as Mr. 
Collins was a man who had many 
friends. The accident occurred over 
Jas. Baird’s western wharf shortly 
after 7 p.m., and a Telegram reporter 
who was on the premises while ef­
forts at resuscitation were being 
made, received the following particu­
lars of the accident from Watchman 
W. Spence, Cajft. T. Griffin, 'of the 
coaster Ida C. Spofforth, Mr. T. 
Whalen and others, who were on the 
wharf when the accident occurred. 
Watchman Spence, who served Mr. 
Collins for two years and consequent­
ly knew him well, said that he saw 
him come in on the premises, as far 
as he could judge, about 7 20, arid 
walk down the western pier, near the 
head of which a couple of men we»2 
standing chatting. He was speaking 
to Capt. Griffin of the Spofforth arid

every possible means to revive the 
man. Meantime while they worked

Dear Sir,—We hâve lately been told 
that the current revenue of the town 
is going tb fall short of the curfent 
expenditure. This means that we! are 
living'beyond Our means and that We 
can only provide for present needs 
by mortgaging our future prospects. 
If that be the true state of our finan­
ces it must be plain to every mind 
that the time has come when there 
must be retrenchment in every de­
partment of our expenditure, and 
when every luxury of our civic** life 
must be dispensed with for a season. 
Increased taxation we cannot face. 
There are certain services which can­
not be abandoned without danger to 
the health of the town, but even in the 
administration of these departments 
economy must be the rule/ Certainly 
this is of hll times the most improper 
-to undertake large expenditures which' 
will serve no purpose vital to the in­
terest of our people.

For sixty 
year?, gs I have previously stated, not 
a single case of infectious disease has 
been traced to any pollution of our 
water supply at its source in Twenty 
Mite Pond. Even when we had ari 
almost unexdmpled drought an 
analysis of the water proved nothing 
more than that the water had deteri-, 
mated somewhat in quality. No in­
fection was found in it, and not a 
case of disease developed from drink­
ing it. And it will not be conteaded 
that all our people took the precau­
tion of boiling the water. *We there­
fore have the unimpeached testimony 
of two generations of our citizens 
that no danger of infection -need be 
feared from our water supply even 
in the worst of seasons. If such g 
season should ever in the future re- 
dxir we should take every precaution 
against the remote possibility of in­
fection, but we ! '

Need Suffer no Alarm.
When that time comes, unless our 
conditions shall be radically changed, 
we shall justly be apprehensive of 
danger from drains, cesspools, sew­
ers, rubbish heaps, offal, nuisance, 
and général dirt and filth in the town,

' and from welts and streams in the su­
burbs. These are our enemies, and it 
.is against them that we should array 
-ourselves in fight, and not against the 
beneficent waters of Twenty Mile 
Pond. The analysis of the water 
showed no infection. I repeat, but 
only such degeneration as naturally 
follows from a severe and prolonged 
drought, such Regeneration as affect­
ed evéry pond m the country at that 
time. There was not a shadow of 
proof that any pollution was caused 
by the occupation of the lands around 
the Pond. The best testimony to 
the truth of this assertion is that no 
sources of infection were discovered, 
and that certainly no attempt was 
njade by the Council to sterilize any 
that were discovered. No one will be 
silly enough to contend that, the traf­
fic by the road round the Pond oc­
casioned any pollution; and if any 
had been caused by the farms on the 
margin of the Pond surely it would 
hâve been an easy task for the 
Council’s health department to dis.

None to he Discovered.
I do not believe that these farm* 
threaten us with the least danger;
If they do„ the readiest and cheapst 
way of avoiding the danger in the 
future is to see that proper sanitary 
arrangement» are enforced ; and that 
it will not need an expenditure of 
$20,900 .or any such sum to effect; that 
end. And it will, as I have pre­
viously demonstrated, cost much more 
than $20,000 tq purchase the land 
around the Pond, and .even then it 
will be an annual expetyjR to keef) the 
reservation from being invaded. Arid 
worse than all, the reservation will 
not serve the purpose foy which it 
is ostensibly to be created. No re­
servation of lands around the Pond 
can arreqt or modify the stagnation 
and deterioration of the water during 
a season of prolonged drought. Thé

oi from traffic occurred. No, the 
merest measures fit precaution can 
always keep th'e town abundantly sup­
plied with pure water and there is no 
heed for this extravagant and foolish 
expenditure. If we spend even $20,- 
Ç0O on such a purpose as this reser­
vation we must go without a number 
of things whiçh are vital to our 
security. With’ that $20.060 we could 
Cleanse the town and kegp it pure 
and thus escape the dangers to which 
our filthy and disgusting conditions 
of • life expose us. With much less 
tiian $20,000 we "could purify our 
plague spots and make the lives of 
our children more pleasant and 
healthy, r protest, and shall continue 
to protest, against

This Contemplated Extravagance
as long as our streets and drains re­
main in their present condition, so 
long as we cherish the enemies which 
daily are .arrayed against us, so long 
as disease lurks fin every gutter, so 
long as the poor arC compelled to live 
In filthy surroundings and suffer 
from preventable diseases, and so 
long as the innocent poor carry in­
fection into the houses of those who 
-are well-to-do. I have now given 
'roughly, the main reasons which lead 
me to oppose the creation of this re­
servation around the Pond, but I will 
add one more. During the course of 
years a large area of land has been 
painfully and labdriously carved out 
of the wilderness in the neighbour­
hood of Twenty Mile Pond and made 
to serve, as a market garden for St. 
John’s. Homesteads have arisen and 

-a race of well-to-do farmers has been 
created. Will It not be a pitiable 
"thing to see this land which has been 
wrested from the wilderness thrown 
back into desert again at the will of 
‘a public body and at a time when ex­
traordinary efforts are being made 
everywhere else to extend agriculture 
as a permanent occupation of the peo­
ple? It seems to me to be little short 
of a crime thus to extinguish the 
labours of two or three generations 
and force men who have inherited a 
farm-steading to go forth and conquer 
(he wilderness as their fathers did be­
fore them. Experience, reason, senti- 
'raerit all war against this project. 
Nothing can be urged in its favour. 
It is a thing not worth doing at any­
time, a thing never to be dreamed of 
at a time when we are poor and cry­
ing. out vâinly for necessities. If we 
persist in this Scheme our children 
will justly reproach us with having 
wantonly indulged in a vain extrava­
gance and left them to loot the hill.

Passing Strange.
Editor Evening Telegram:

Dear Sir,—A paragraph appears in 
the “Daily News” giving us another 
example of how the average mortal 
delights to be “gulled"—as the old 
Roman philosophers tersely puts it; 
“The people wish to be deceived,” 
1 he article is headed 
,, “WARNED OF AN ICEBERG.”

It goes on to tell how Dr. Grenfell’s 
mission ship warned the C. G. S. Stan­
ley by a Marconigram of the presence 
of a dangerous iceberg in the Straits 
of Belle Isle, “South by west eighteen 
miles from Point Amour!”

The first sensation of the ordinary 
reader is a burst of enthusiasm for 
the wondrous knowledge, observa­
tion, philanthrophy, charity, etc., etc., 
cf the noble minded missioners who 
have so recently “discovered” Labra­
dor! How few there are who will 
even think of questioning the truth, 
or even the probability of the state­
ment! Yet a moment’s thought ought 
to show how absurd it is.

In the first place, as a general rule, 
there are not one only but dozens of 
icebergs about the Strtaits at this 
time of the year, and all vessels keep 
a sharp look out for them. Any in­
formation by Marconigram would be 
absolutely useless. The Straits at 
this point are only twelve miles wide, 
and if an iceberg is there it will not 
require a Marconigram to find it out; 
especially as the tide Is rushing in 
and out there at a rate of nearly 
twelve miles an hour, so that an ice­
berg located at a certain point by one 
ship will have moved some miles away 
before the next ship arrives,

But the humour of the whole thing 
lies in the fact that the precise spot 
so minutely and accurately located by 
the clever navigators of the “Strath- 
con a,” viz., “Eighteen miles south by 
west from Point Amour”—happens to 
be on the top of the long Range 
mountains on the Petit Nord Penin­
sula of Newfoundland!
